FREE INTO THE-YUKON.

Nothing But Personal Effects for
Immediate Use to Be Admitted
This Season.

Customs Department Issues In-
structions to Colleectors—Work-
ing on Mining Regulations.

Five Hundred Newfoundland Dogs
on Their Way Across Continent
—More Railways.

[From Our Own Correspondent.]

Otrawa, Jan, 8.—The long looked for
decision of the customs department re-
garding miners’ outfits, was published
to-day. It is covered by a new circular
to collectors regarding travellers’ bag-
gage. Although not promulgated in
specific terms, the 100 pounds exemption
will be applied to Americans entering
Canada on exactly the same rules that
pertain to Canadian travellers entering
the United States. The circular says:
‘“ Wearing apparel, articles of personal
adornment, toilet articles and similar
personal effects of persons arriving in
Canada, may be passed free of duty as
travellers’ baggage under the provisions
of the customs tariff, but this provision
shall only include euch articles as are
actually accompanying the parties, or
are necessary and appropriate for the
wearing or use of such persons for the
immediate purposes of the journey and
for present comfort and convenience, and
shall not be held to apoly to merchan-
dise or articles intended for other pur-
poses or sale.”’
It will be seen from the foregoing that
no person can bring m a stock of cloth-
ing or provisions intending to last any
length of time. Broken packets of food
for immediate consumption by parties
will be admitted, or in other words such
provisions as may be brought in by a
picnic party spending a day in Canada,
but it will not now be possible to secure
exemption on supplies generally, The
moral is: * Outfit for the Yukon at Vic-
toria.”
Under au item in the tariff governing
settlers’ effects it is proposed to bring in
a quantity of goods, but they must have
been in actual use and the property of
the persons bringing them in for six
months previous. Miners’ tools will not
therefore come under this category as

CANADIAN TRADE.

Montreal Troubled Over Failure of Promi-
nent Dry Goods Retailers,

ToroxnTO, Jan. 6.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of trade will gsay: Mon-
treal wholesale and ‘manufacturing in-
terests have hardly yet recovered from
the holiday quietude of the past fort-
night. The 6th instant is a legal holi-
day in this proyince, being Epiphany,
up to which date many factory oper-
atives prolong their New Year’s merry-
making, and with agood many whole-
sale houses the figuring out of the re-
sults of the year just cloged is still in
progress. It is vegrettable that the new
year should open out 8o early with re-
ports of trouble among dry goods and
clothing retailers, several of whom in
quite a large way of business
have made assignments within the
rast few _.daye, bup. in other
ines of trade mattefs. seem com-
paratively healthy, and general conntry
collections are very favorably sustained.
The wholesale dry goods:trade report
that the proportion of coustry payments
met on the 4th, is a good average. Trav-
ellers, who have been mostly home for
the holidays, are quietly getting out on
their respective routes and next week
will probably see a resumption of activ-
ity among wholesale circles to a fair de-
gree. There has been a notable advance
in linseed oil, to the extent of two cents
a gallon. The activity in canned goods
is continued with considérable buying
being done on speculative account. In
the money market there is8 no change;
call funds are offering in plenty, but the
rate continued steady at 4 per cent.

There is nothing of special interest to
note in wholesale trade at Toronto this
week. Business is quiet, which is uenal
at thie season of the year, but indica-
tions point to some activity in the near
future. Country stocks aresmaller than
usual in accordance with the active de-
mand before the Christmas holidays.
Manufacturers are kept busy filling ord-
ers for spring delivery. Leading staples
continue firm with oceasional advances
in quotations. January payments have
been better than for several years, and
the number of failures comparatively
small. The railway traffic is good.
During the month of December the
gross earnings of the C.P.R. were $2,320,-
000, an increase of $397,000 as compared
with the corresponding mopth of 1896.
Grand Trunk earnings last‘tP month were/
$2,188,523, an’ increase of $261,781 as
compared with  December, 1896. .

. Tnere is a moderate sorting up demand
in groceries, dry goeds, hardware,
leather, boots and ghoes, ete., and spring
deliveries are likely to be large. There
is a lull in the wheat market owing to
lower cables and decline irfIéading Uni-
ted States markets, but it is likely to be
only temporary. Peas are in demand
and higher, sales being reported gt 47
cents at Ontario ts. .

" Money on call is at 4 to 414 per
cent. - Speculation in stocks is more act-
ive with advances in many issues. Ca-
nadian Pacific, Grand Trunk, Cable, To-
ronto Electric, Assurance stock and To-
ronto railway shares are ail higher. The
latter is selling at better prices than ever
before. Failures for the ‘week were 32
againgt 62 for the eame week of last
year.

IPERU MASUNS BARRED.

The Grand Lodge Commits Masgotic
Suicide by Banishing
the Bible.

Brethren of New York State Com-
manded to Have No Association
With Offenders.

Worsbipful William A. Satherland,
Grand Master Mason of New York state,
issued a general ediet to-day directed to

the state, diseolving all relations with
the Grand Lodge of Peru, on the ground
that the latter body has, to use the
words of the official document, *‘ com-
mitted Masonic suicide and vanished
from existence.”” Hesays: ‘I am this
day furnished with a printed copy of an
edict issued by Christian Dam, Grand
Master, over the certificate of
Manuel J. Caceres, as grand sec-
retary, wherein the said Christian
Dam as grand master Mason in
Peru recites to those under his jarisdic-
tion that according to cathoicism the
Bible is a sacred book in which the re-
vealed word is deposited, and as guch
cannot be freely examined and ecriti-
cised; that the Bible cannot be consid-
ered as a foundation of sanctified know-
ledge or history nor as a basis of mor-
ality, and he does decree that ou all
Masonic altars the Bible shall be re-
moved and re‘placed by the constitution
of the order of Freemasonry, and that in
all rituals the word *‘Bible’’ shall be
stricken out and the words ‘ the consti-
tution of the Grand Lodge of Peru” put
in its place.

‘“The body which was the Grand’
Lodge of Peru,” says Mr. Sutherland,
‘“has attempted to accomplish that
which it is not within the power of any
man or body of men to do. In laying
violent and profane hands upon a great
light in Masonry it has attemptel to
change the plan and very ground work
of-the institution. That the Bible is the
book containing the sacred truth is one
of the tenets of Free Masonry. Howso-
ever men differ in creed or theology, all
ood men are agreed that within the
covers of the Bible are found these prin-
ciples of morality which are the founda-
}:j?ns upon which to build a righteous
ife.

* Let it therefore be most emphatically
understood that no Godless temple can
be reared in the name of Free Masonry.
By virtue of the powers and prerogatives
in me vested as Grand Master Magon in
the State of New York,I do announce

and declare that the said edict and de-
cree of the said Christian Dam has ter-
minated all relations re existing

between the Grand Lodge of Peru and
the Grand Lodge-of New York, and. all
the lodges under the jurisdiction of the
Grand Lodge of the State of New York
are hereby forbidden henceforth to re-
ceive as visitors or to hold any Masonic
intercourse with any person or . persons
acknowledging allegiance to the said
Grand Lodge at Peru.”

IMPROVED PACIFIC SERVICE.

Preparations for Another First-Class Pas-
senger Line—Charts Founds at Kyu-
quot—Sound Steamer To-Day.

While a year ago the Northern Pacific
Steamship Company were looking -around

‘sequently the consideration of the pro-
ject was deferred. Six months have
since elapsed, and I feel called upon to
make known some facts and explana-
tions bearing on the questions which, in
my humble judgment, the public should
understand. I trust you will approve of
the information being given to the pub-
lic in the form I have now to submit to
you.

THE PACIFIC CABLE.

. Everywhere it is afpparent that the Brit-
ish Empire is being formed by a grocess of
growth and development and there are
many forces actively in operation, all tend-
ing to give it shape and strength and dis-
tinctiye character. Loft{ ideals are enter-
tained by men of thought, experience and
patriotism; but the future is veiled from
‘ds, and we cannot foretell the ‘gur:ciae form
of relationship which will eventually be as-
sumed by members of the British family of
:mgmns in so' many meridians of longi-
ude. I 1« ¥

If the form of the development. fo be at-
tained is not clearly foreseen, it can at least
be said that the entire British people in all
parts of the globe are inspired by a unity
of sentiment, and that they are simultane-
ously moving onwards in one general di-
rection. Progress is the watchword in all
quarters. It is impossible not to recognize
the advancement perceptible ‘in the colon-
onies of the southern seas and equally the
amazing vitality in British Africa. The

ominion of Canada plays an important
part in moulding the destiny of her own
feqple and in promoting more intimate re-
ationships between the motherland and
the colonies. - ' y G i

1t is but thirty years since the scattered
wprovinces of British North America pecame
faderated in one government. The Domin-
ion thus created inberited many remark-
able advauntages. It can lay claim to the
most important geographical position,
owing to its extension between the two
:great oceans; a position which confers the
-only means of establishing under the Bri-
tish flag communications between the east-
-ern and western territories of the globe. L
-enjoys the possession of vast fields of the
richest virgin soil, with still anexplored
.mineral regions of immense extent and
resumably of immense value. The popu-
ation retains the high qualities of the fore-
most nations of western Europe from which
it has sprung, and the wide expanse of un-
occupied areas leaves ample room for a
large accession to its number. These rich
‘possessions of the Dominion give promise
- ‘under wise guidance of a splendid future.

It soon became evident that the develop-
ment of a country continental in its extent
exacted public works of corresponding mag-
nitude. Lines *of railway and telegrap
were projected from ocean to ocean, and
immediately after Confederation both were
proceeded with. In' 1874 the policy of es-
tablishing the telegraph in advance of the
railway was determined upon, and as a co-
rollary to the trans-continental telegraph
the proposal to extend the electric wire
across the Pacific naturally followed. It
can be said that ever since the telegraph
reached the coast of British Columbia the
Pacific cable has engaged public attention,
and that the necessity of this undem{nni
has been repeatedly affirmed. It receive
recognition 1n the conference of representa-
tive colonial statesmen in London in 1887
in that of Ottawa in 1894, at telegraph an
postal conferences in Australasia almost
annually, and at various times by cham-
bers of commerce at home and abroad.

The dominant idea with those who have
most strongly advocated the establishment
of a Pacific cable has been the unity of the
Empire. They foresaw the difficulty of
effecting any practical union between com-

. munities separated by distance, so long as
they remained.without the means of direct
and cheap communication. At the same
time it was plain to them that a telegraph
aoross the ocean would foster trade and
commerce—the life of an empire such as
ours,

Among the memorable gatherings of
representative men, not the least impor-
tant was the conference of premiersin Lon-
don on the occasion of Her Majesty’s
Diamond Jubilee. Before these statesmen
met, hopes had been entertained that soms
definite action would be determined for the
inauguration of the scheme. Preparations
had long been made for joint action. It
was one of the chief objects set
apart for special consideration at the
conference of the Imperial and
Australasian governments ~held at
Ottawa in 1894, With this view, the Cana-
dian government, agreeably to a resolution
of the conference, obtained much informa-
tion on the subject, and . transmitted it to
all the governments interested in the pro-,
jected work. Soon afterwards the Secre-
tary of State for the Colonies (Mr., Cham-
berlain) invited the Canadian and Austral-
asian governments to send representatives
to London for the purpose of taking part in
an imperial committee to be appointed

tee first met on June 5, 1896, and on Janu-
5, 1897, they reported the results of an
exhaustive enquiry. X

The proceedings of the committee and the
conclusions which have been formed have
not been made public. They have been re-
peatedly asked for, but as nothing trans-
spired respecting the labors of the commit-
tee up “to thc jubilee week, the opinion
gained ground that when the conference
was concluded full information would be
given to the public with the decision arriv-
ed at by the Imperial authorities and the
colonial premiers. In many quarters it
was expected that action would on that
occasion be taken, and that the inaugura-
tion of the cable would result as a practical
outcome of the Queen’s Jubilee.

The old proverb tells us that it is often
the unexpected which comes to pass, The
proceedings of the conference of premiers
were first made known to the public by an
article purporting to be paiblished by
authority in the London Standard of July
25, and the subject of the Pacific cable is
thus alluded to: X

*The conference left the Pacific cable
scheme in mid-air, and it is very unlikely
that anything more will be heard of it for
a considerable time. The positlon was en-
tirely changed by a proposal by the East-
ern ILxtension Telegraph Company to lay
an all British line from Western Australia
across the Indian Ocean to Mauritius,
thence connecting with the Cape and St.
Helena and Ascension. . . . . The
Eastern Extension Company. it is under-
stood, does not ask for a direct subsidy for
the new lines, but seeks other concessions
from the Australasian governments, which
if made, will ju;tify them in proceeding
with the work.” $ -

In the account of the conference of pre-
miers laid before the Britizh' parliament,
there is a reference, in two sentences, to
the cable; no mention, however, is made o
any proposal having been sabmitted by the
Eastern Extension Company. - But the
premier of New South Wales [Mr. Reid]
returned home from England through Can-
ada, and being interviewed by reporters in
Montreal, Toronto and_ Vangouver, con-
firmed the statement with respect to the
proposal of the Eastern Extension Com-

Owing to the fact that telegraphic con-
nection with the Cabe is at present ex-
tremely defective the prop of the com-
pany is undoubtedly of great importance
to South Africa.

There are two telegrapiic roufes from
England to Cape Colony. Both have land-
ing stations at Lisbon, one passes through
the Mediterranean to Alexandria, through
®gypt to Suez, through the Red Sea to
Aden, and from Aden the cable follows the
east coast of Africa, touching among other

ints at Mozambique and Delagoa "Bay in
oreign territory. The other route leaves
the first at Lisbon and follows the west
coast of Africa, touching at some fourteen

oints; eight of which are under foreign
ags. those of Portugal, France and Spain.

Interruptions are frequent on both routes.
There is evidence to establish that during
the past four years communication between
England and the Cape has been broken
many times, and that the agiregate inter-
ruptions have averaged in each year 75 days
on the west coast route, and 87 on the east
coast route; showing that each cable is un-
available from six to seven daysper month.
While this refers to the average period that
the cables have been thrown out of use, the
durationsof single interruptions have varied
from one to 30 or 40 days. As both lines
are liable to be broken'at the same time
serious inconveniences have not seldom re-
sulted. Every one will remember this con-
tixgency occurring when - the . Transvaal
difficulty was at its height. Intense anxiety
was then caused during the cable interrup-
tion of eleven days, when South Afiica was
passing through an acute crisis in her his-
tory.

Obviously a new cable to the Cape is
much required, and as the trequent inter-
ruptions to traffic by the two present
routes is to a large extent owing to the fact
that- the cables are laid in the shallow
water which prevails along the African
coasts, they are in consequence exposed to
accidents t» which cables in deep waters
are not subjected. That part of the pro-
posal to touch at St. Helena and Ascen-
sion, where the water is of ample depth,
would give to the cable the necessa
security, and avoid the difficulties exgen—
enced on the present routes. It is, how-
ever, not so clear that the northern haif of
the new cable would be so fortunate. By
landing at Sierra Leone or Bathurst and
Gibraltar, and terminating in Cornwall, the
cable, of necessity, would be laid for some
distance in shallow seas, where it would be
exposed to injury from various causes, and
where, too, the agent of an unfriendly
nation, or, indeed, an evil disposed fisher-
man, would have it in his power to destro;
the cable with ease totally unobserved.
For hundreds of miles it would be exposed
to such risks. |

The question' may be asked, would not
this proposed new cable from England to
the Cape with sn extension to Australia be
of general advantage? To such a question
there is but one answer. It certainl
would be of general as well as special ad-
vantage for the reason that we cannot have
too many lines of communication. They
are needed in the every-day business of
trade and shipping, and moreover we must
come to recognize that a complete tele-
ﬂ'aph system ramifying wherever Her

ajesty’s wide domain extends, is an es-
sential condition of the life and integrity of
the British Empire. It is on this an
other grounds impossible to admit the
claim of the Eastern Extension Company,
that the proposal submitted by them 1s
preferable to a trans-Pacific cable, and that
1t will render it unnecessary.

At the colonial conference of 1894 the
outhne of a telegraph system for the Em-
pire was submitted. 1t was not confined
to one side of the globe; the system pro-
jected, embraced and encircled its whole
extent. The scheme was illustrated by a
map of the world, with the chief cable lines
laid down upon it. If the proceedings of
the conference be referred to, it will be
seen that a trunk line of telegraph was pro-
jected from London through Canada to
‘Australasia, with extensions to South
Africa, India and China. It was shown
that by the Canadian route all the chief
British possessions on the four continents
would be brought into electric touch with
each other and with the Imperial centre in
London. It was demonstrated, moreover,
that this result could be accomplished
without touching- a single "acre of
foreign soil, and without traversing
shallow seas where cables are most
liable to injury from ship’s anchors and
other causes, and where they can_be so
easily fished up and destroyed. No fact
can with Erea‘ter confidence be affirmed
than that the cables by the Canadian route
would be far less vulnerable than the ex-
isting cables, or those now projected by the
Eastern Extension Company. Buteven if
no advantage in this respect could be
claimed, it requires no argument to prove
that telegraphic connection between Eng-
iand and Australasia would be infinitely less
subject to interruption from accident or
wilful injury by having the Canadian line
established, in addition to the Eastern ex-
tension lines, especially as the former
would be on the opposite side of the globe
and far removed from the immediate
theatre of European complications.

It is not possible to believe that anydne
disassociated from, and uninfluenced by,
the Eastern Extension Company, can view
the proposed Canadian Pacific cable with
disfavor. Ifit be important to strengthen-
ing the connection between the United
Kingdom and the outlying portions of tne

The Eastern Extension Company repre-
sents a combination of associated compan-
ies engaged in telegraph transmission be-
tween England and Australasia. The lines
of the company comprise those of three
amalgamated companies:

1. The *‘ British Indian Extension,” from
Madras to Singapore, with a share capital
of £460,000.

2. The ¢ British Australian,’”’ from Singa-
pore to Australia, with a share capital of
£540.000.

3. The **China Submarine,” from Singa-
pore to Hon§ Kong and Shanghai, with a
share capital of £525,000.

The combined share capital of these three
companies amounted to £1,525,000. On
their amalgamation the united share cap-
ital, by a well-known process of **watering’’
to the extent of £472,500, was increased
uominally to £1,997,500. The united com-
pany, since known as the Eastern Exten-
sion Australasia and China Telegraph Com-
pany (limited), has been exceedingly pros-

rous; it has paid 7 per cent. on the en-
larged capital, equal to 9 per cent. on the
original capital.

In the interests of the Eastern Extension

trade; and it has been decried and mis-
represented in every possible manner. The
explanation is to be found in the fact that
the company is unwilling to relinquish its
monopoly and to rest satisfied in the future
with a reasonable return for capital in-
vested. On this point the writer is tempted
to quote a single paragraph from his ad-
dress at the Colonial conference of 1894 as
given in the proceedings (page 85).

*“ The progress and well-being of Canada,
Australia and the Empire cannot be re-
tarded in order that the lucrative business
of a private company may remain without
change. Even if the chairman of the East-
ern Extension Company succeeded in con-
verting us to his commercial ethics, that
the profits of the monopoly he represents
must be maintained inviolate, it does not
follow that the project of a Pacific cable
would not be carried out in.some form,even
if Canada and Australasia abandon it.
There are indeed unmistakable signs that a
Pacific cable may shortly be carried out by
France and the United States. We all know
that France has already completed a sec-
tion of 800 miles at, the soi thern end, and
the United States has recently expended
$25,000 in making an elaborate survey of
about one-third the whole distance from
San Francisco [to the Hawaiian Islands].
With a rival line in foreign hands, it is
easy to see that the Eastern Extension
would gain nothing, while the Empire
would lose much.”

The very
best evidence shows beyond all question
tifat the project is perfectly feasible, that
the cable should be established as a state

It must be admitted that the
Pacitic cable in operation would put an end
to the monopoly of the Eastern Extension
Company and diminish the immense pro-
fits it enjoys. As, however, less than half
the whole traffic would prove remunerative
to the Pacific cable, there would remain
ample busiaess to the company to yield a
good return for the capital invested.

In the memorandum laid before the

JHouse of Commons last July by the secre-

tary of state for the colonies, it is distinctly
indicated that, while the home government
is willing to co-operate with Canada and
the Australian Colonies, the Imperial au-
thorities are unable to see the way to take
the initiative, and that they ‘ now await
definite Proposals from the colonies inter-
ested before proceeding further in the mat-
ter.” It unfortunately happens that the
Australasian colonies remain under the dis-
advantage of being disunited politically,
are not all equally in favor of

Under these circumstances it is not im-
proper to consider if there be any duty or
obligation resting on us in Canada.. The
Dominion is now looked up to as the elder
brother in the British family of kindred
nationalities. If as Canadians we have
faith in our destiny as no inconsiderable
element of the great Empire, are we not
called upon again to take the initia-
tive? The mother country awaits a
proposal. It cannot well come from
disunited Australasia. If we are to be

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IT 1S NOT PROFITABLE.

General Feeling Among the Sealers
That the Season on Japan
Coast Does Not Pay.

Paper Arrives for Australia—Work
to Begin Monday on Northern
River Boats.

The schooner Director, Capt. F. W.
Gilbert, which cleared on her annual
cruise a few days ago, will be the first
sealer to sail for the Japan coast grounds
this year. She hauled out into the
stream yesterday evening, and to-day
Capt. Gilbert intends to take his depar-
ture. In croesing the Pacific he will take
a Southern latitude and will call at one
of the Hawaiian ports for water. From
present indications it would appear as if
the Director is to be the only Vietoria
sealer that is to bunt on the
Japan Coast this year. Twelve months
ago ten of the fleet had sailed ere this
time—all bound for the Asiatic side.
Comparatively good catches were ob-
tained, but despite this fact sealers,
generally speaking, have found the
Japan Coast expedition & non-profitable
one. In the first place none but fine
able vessels can cross the Pacific, in the
second place the trip generally entails
considerable expenditure in the way of
repairs after the vessel reaches the
far side of the ocean; and thirdly,
only a white crew can be taken on the
voyage. With these there is always
more or less trouble when the veseel
enters a Japanese port. With the own-
ers of most sealing crafts the belief is
entertained that the best money to be
made in the sealing business is in the
operation of the fleet on this coaat and
in the Behring sea with Indian crews.
Of the following sealers which have
sailed the schooners Geneva, Libbie,
Dora, Mary-Ellen, Mary Taylor, Teresa,
Penelope, Beatrice Ainoka, Arietas,
City of San Diego, Ada, Allie J. Alger,
C. D. Rand, and Saucy Lass, only the

carried white crews. There was only a
fleet of thirty odd vessels out last year
whereas this season it is expected forty
at least will be going to sea. .

MARINE NOTES,

Yesterday’s C. P. R. bulletin an-
nounced the arrival of the White Star
liner Teutonic at New York from Liver-

pool.

The C.P.N. Co. are advertising the
steamer Tees to sail for the North on the
11th inst., and the Danube four days
later.

The moulds,
models and plans for the three steamers
have been prepared in Pittsburg,and are
now daily expected to arrive.

As announced in yesterday’s CoLoNIsST
the steamer Ocean Wave came in on the
City of Kingston’s run yesterday morn-
ing, bringing 100 tons of paper for
transhipment to Aunstralia on the steam-
ship Miowera, eailirg on the 10th. The
Ocean Wave will run regularly between
Victoria and Seattle, and on Saturdays
will extend her southern trip to Ta-
coma, :

W. 8. Hardaker, auctioneer, has been
instructed by Collector A. R. Milne to
sell at his salerooms, Douglas street, on
the 13th inst., the wrecked American
schooner Vesta as she now lies on the
beach, about nine miles west of Car-
manah lighthouse. Together with the
schooner will be sold two anchors and
chains, new and old sails, new hawser,
rigging, etc. Two sextants and a ship’s
compass will also be knocked down to
the highest bidder at the same auction.

The Pacific Mail steamsbip Aztec,
Capt. Zeeder, which arrived on New
Year’s day, passed out to sea on
Wedneesday night with 5,500 tons of coal.
After this trip the steamer goes south
for a load of coffee for San Francisco.
The coffee is collected along the Panama
coast and taken to the principal ports of
the country by small freighters, where
such ships as the Aztec call and load.
Another of the Pacific Mail fleet, the
steamship San Jose, Capt. Pillsburgh,
was being looked for from the South by
the pilots last evening. She is coming
North for coal.

BOSTOCK VS. JACKSON.

Litigation Over a Real Estate Transaction
Terminated by an Amicable
Arrangement.

The following is the official report of
the proceedingsin the case of H. Bostock
ve. R. E. Jackseon in the Supreme court
before Chief Justice Davie on Wednes-
day last. E. V. Bodwell and A. Martin
appeared for Mr. Bostock and Hon. C.
E. Pooley, Q.C., and E. P. Davis, Q C.,
for Mr. Jackson:

Mr. Bodwell—I am very happy to
be able to state to your lordship that we
will not need to trouble you with an
actual hearing of this case, as an ar-
rangement has been arrived at between
the parties which is perfectly satisfac-
tory and which will avoid the necessity
of the taking of any evidence or the giv-
ing of any judgment by yoar lordship in
the matter.

If your lordship looks at the record,
you will observe that the action is
founded entirely upon thg theory that
the sale was invalid by reason of the
relationship of eolicitor and client
existing between Mr. Bostock and Mr.
Jackson at the time, and that it contains
no charges of actual fraud or misrepre-
sentation. It is a very gratifying fact to
us that the action has been so framed,
for within the last few days the parties
have met together, mutual explanations
bhave taken place, and Mr. Bostock is
now perfectly satisfied that Mr. Jackson
at the time of this traneaction did not
consider that there were any relations
existing between him and Mr. Bostock
which would prevent Mr. Jackson deal-
ing with him as one business man with
another.

On the other band, it is perfectly true
that Mr. Bostock did not so view the
transaction. And inasmuch as it was

entered into by him under an actual

misapprehension of the condition of af-
fairs, Mr. Jackson in consideration of
that has made concessions which are
very satisfactory to Mr. Bostock.

I'say that I am gratified to be able to
tell your Lordship that the statement of
claim contains no charges of that kind.
Bat I also state to your Lordship that
before these explanations took place, be-
fore the action commenced, and before
the exact state of Mr. Jackson’s view of
the case was made known to Mr. Bos-
tock, some corregpondence took place
between them which Mr. Jackson has
understood as conveying the charge of
misrepresentation and unfair dealing
with Mr. Bostock. It is a matter of re-
gret to Mr. Bostock that he did not then
have the knowledge which he now pos-
gesses, and had not had the advantage of
Mr. Jackson’s explanations, and that he
should have made useof any expressions
which could be so understood.

He wishes me to eay he is satisfied
that on Mr. Jackson’s part there wae
no attempt whatever to obtain any un-
due advantage of himself in consequence
of the relations that existed between
himself and Mr. Jackson, and he is
haopy that we can close this case on the
amicable arrangement which has been
a ‘rived at. .

The terms of the settlement, my Lord,
will be given to the stemographer, for
the purpose of a record merely, as this
is a settlement in court.

Mr. Pooley—On behalf of the defend-
ant, my Lord, we can say that we are
very much pleased that arrangements
have heen made as they have been.
When overtures for settlement were first
made, the defendant had been very
much hurt by statements contained in
the letter of Mr. Bostock, of the 23rd of
April, 1894, which implied a misrepre-
sentation of facts by him. The defend-
ant declined to enter into any arrange-
ment until the matter of misrepresen-
tation was withdrawn. That having
been withdrawn, it then became merely
a matter of business terms, which I am
glad to say have been amicably settled.
And our client is now well satisfied that
the matter should be settled, as he con-
siders that his honor has been satisfied
by the withdrawal, by the plaintiff, of
all charges of misrepresentation om his

part.

Mr. Bodwell—Of course we did not
consider we were making charges of that
kind; and that was merely Mr. Jack-
son’s understanding of our letter, which
we are happy to say was not our idea.

The Court—1I shall confirm whatever
settlement is agreed to. You agree to a
settlement; I do not want to know what
the terms are. I confirm the settle-
ment.

Mr. Davis—The action is wound up
in this way—by a settlement which is
confirmed.

OVER THREE MILLION CASES.

Total Salmon Pack of the Pacific Coast
Last Year—Some Interesting
Figures,

The total pack of salmon of the Pacific
coast for 1897, according to a circular
issued by Messrs. Taylor, Young & Co.,
salmon brokers of Portland, Oregon, was
3,097,633 cages. On the Columbia river
last fall 63.650 cases were packed,
Messrs. J. W. & O. Cook with 29,000
cases, and Senfert Bros. with. 13,000
cases heading the list. J. O. Hunthorn
& Co. packed 12,800 cases, the Fisher-
men’s co-Operative Co. 1,500 cases, and
F. C. Barnes 1,750 cases during the fall.
In the Puget Sound division the Alaska
Packers Association headed the list with
147,000 cases packed in the spring. The
Fidalgo Island Packing Co. figures next
with a total of 64,000 cases. The follow-
ing summary of the total pack of salmon
of the Pacific coast will prove interest-
ing:

Why Mr. Bunker arnd His Associates
Look Upon Victoria as Miners’
Headquarters.

‘¢ A large number of prospective gold

hunters from various parts of the United

States will do their outfitting in Vic-
toria.” .

The above opinion was emphatically
expressed by Mr. G. C. Bunker, of North
Columbus, Maes., yesterday, he being

one of a party of six Americans who left
for the Northern gold fields by the
Corona yesterday morning.

Mr. Bunker’s party is compoeed of the
following: R. Eltz, formerly of the geo-
Ingical survey of Georgia, and later of

Boston, Mass.; James Kingsley, late
light-keeper at Mennot’s Light, Boston
harbor;"W. B. Hunt, an expert miner
and ex-alderman of Augusta, Maine;

and G. Zipperman, a marine engineer,

of Boston.

The party did all their outfitting at R.

P. Rithet & Co.’s here, claiming that

they could purchase here more advan-

tageously than in Seattle or Tacoma.

I wae appointed by the party,” said

Mr. Bunker, *“to go on ahead and see
where we could get the best terms for an
outfit. I first visited Victoria, looked
into the prices here, and then went to
Seattle. In fact I twice visited the lat-
ter place for the purpose of procuring an
outfit.

“ A careful comparigon of prices con-
vinced me that I could do best in Vic-
toria and we are therefore getting every-
thing we require here. Prices generally
are higherin Seattle, and in addition one
bas to congider the duties when buying
there. We are taking in a year’s outfit
for each man.”’

Mr. Bunker’s party will go in by the
Stickeen river -route. At Teslin lake
they will hire Indians and when Hoota-
linqua river is reached they will camp
and thoroughly prospect the country
which they believe will prove as rich as
the Klondyke. In case they are.unsuc-
cessful they willgo farther North. Many
Americans from the Eastern states, Mr.
Bunker says, will take this route.

One part of the outtit is a device for
prospecting on the principle of an auger,
which it is claimed will bore a hole three
inches in diameter three inches an hour
in ground which a pick cannot make any
impression upon.

Two miners from Johannesburg, South
Africa, Mr, Vallentine Wilson and Mr.
R. L. Crampton, who are going to the
Klondyke by way of Dyea, also gave
orders for a large outfit here yesterday.

For so
great will be the output during the
present season, not only of Bonanza and
El Dorado but also of Sulphur Gulch,
Hunker, Gold Bottom and Last Chance
creeks as well, that the problem 'of how
best to export the full volume of the yel-
low dust becomes a really seriousone. At
a modest calculation there will be twenty
five millions to add to the world’s trea-
sure within the next few months, and
many of yesterday’s arrivals assert that
this is but half of what the Yukon pro-
duction would be in the spring but for
the unsettled mining regulations. There
are some among the mine owners who

will not empioy labor to Yroperly devel-
-op their properties until assured that
the 20 per cent. royalty will be abolished
—for with it, they say, an average claim
will not allow a profit over wages and
working costs. As to the size of claims,
the individual miners contend that the
history of mining in the North as well
as everywhere else in the world has
proved the insufficiency of a 100-foot
claim—the size proposed for the future
—for profitable working. If all the
creeks were as good as El Dorado, 100
feet of ground might satisfy a man—but
El Dorado stands out as Srobably the
richest creek in the world to-day; and
the generallaw should not be based up-
-on & noteworthy exception. On the mat-
ter of reservations owners and working
miners join hands, so that in the
sam total of their = grievances
the miners present a unanimous front.

' While there are of conrse some blanks

in the Kiondyke it has not surprised old
timers that Hunker creek—emptying
‘into the Klondyke riverata point fifteen
'miles from Dawson and itself fed by
‘Gold Bottom, Last Chance and several
other auriferous streams—is provin
«quite as good as El Dorado, while its
gold approaches the Bonanza creek
standard of fineness. The Hunker is a
long stream with room for upwards of
its 100 or more claims; there are quite
as many on the newly prospected tribu-
taries including Last Chance and Gold
Bottom. The pay dirt of the Hunker
and these tributaries is said to average
418 to the pan, while claim 6 below dis-
.covery is reported to have turned out one
record pan of $104, Sulphur creek has
ot yet shown any sensational ground,
but $10 and $15 to the pan is not to be
lqoked upon with disdain by the major-
ity of miners. The Stewart, the Peily,
“Henderson, Dominion and Quartz creeks
:are not proving up equal to expectations
-acording to the Seattle’s returning min-
«ers, but these have not’ yet been fairly
tested by bedrock prospecting and should
not be prematurely condemned. .

Napoleon Legault, of Seattie, as men-
tioned yesterday, brings $20,000 in cash
with him, besides retaining interests
upon which $30,000 more could at any
time be realized. Napoleon Dupras,
after five years’ mining, retires with
$30,000. Pete King and Jack Burke—
also French  Canadians—are gatisfied,
although they decline to say just how
much they have amassed. King on the
way out picked up a draft for $10,000 at
anold camping place on the upper river;
he found the owner at Skagway and hast-
tened to restore the fortunme. A. F.
Naida, formerly of Portland, another
old-timer -in the country, at Skagway
met his wife, whom he had not seen for
years and who was journeying through
the snows to meet him. *‘I’ve got to go
south for supplies,”” he told her. * Just
wait here till I come back and we’ll go
up together.”” She therefore waits at4
Skagway, while he came down by the
City of Seattle.

The tramway at the White Horse rap-
ids is paid to be already in working order
and promises to greatly lessen the dan-
ger and the labor of the trip to the mines
of this year’s immigrants. The wagon
road via Skagway and - the tram-
ways from Dyea ‘are also ready
for business and the pride and glory
of the respective rival towns; whether
eithér has been constructed in.a suf-
ficiently substantial manner to hold its
own against the spring freshets is a
matter for time—and time only—to au-
thoritatively decide.

, There is not the least danger of a
shortage of meat at Dawson OCity this
vear, for large herds of caribou and
moose have been running in the neigh-
borhood of the town and as many as 59
head have been shot at one time. The
result of this is that the price of meat
has been brought down to 45 cents a
pound, and parties who took in beef
from Victoria are holding for a rise, as
present prices would not pay expenses.
The caribou of the Yukon are migratory
in their habits and, as Mr. William
Ogilvie stated in his lecture - here,
are rarely found two successive
geasons in the same place. As luck
will have it, they have turned up where
they come in very handy this year, and
their presence in the meighborhood of
Dawson is another very strong reason to
show the utter absurdity of any chance

of starvation or the organizing of foolish
relief expeditions.

There are many things that Dawson
wants at the present time—not as relief
but in the ordinary business course of
meeting an active demand. In the first
plaee there is a small fortune waiting for
the bank that first sends in three or four
million dollars in notes of large denomi-
nation—to be exchanged for gold. So
eager are the outgoing miners to obtain
currency that they would g'adly pay a
premium sufficient to leave the bankers
a very neat sum, out of which to pay the
cost and insurance on- the treasure com-
ing out. Another quick way to make a
fortune that suggests itself, is to take in
c'gars, for which $1 cash can now be got
without kick or question. Flour, beans,
bacon, rice, canned fruits and oysters
are other things which could, at present,
be taken into Dawson at a handsome
profit. Someone has already moved in
the matter of taking in oil and candles.
He, too, will reap a substantial reward.

I have noted lately
the desire on the part of many boys to
devour literature of the worst type, and
some of our book exchanges give these
boys the chance to gratify their desires
with very littie difficulty. There is
a great deal of the most per-
nicious literature lying about for the
benefit of our boye. Then, again, the
way in which boys of tender years are
allowed to roam about at night is an un-
doubted menace to good morals. Com-
ing home one njght,- not long since,
about 11 o’clock at night, four or five
boys (the eldest not more than 12 or 13
years) were standing at the corner of
Fisgard and Douglas streets in very
earnest conversation about something.
Those boys should have been home and
in bed. That they had homea I judged
from their being quite well dressed. A
curfew law is needed. Let us have one.

(OLTART BOUND OVER

The Criminal Libel Charge Against
Him Sent Up to the Higher
Court.

Magistrate Macrae Reserves His De-
cision in the Case Agaiust
Mr. W. C. Nichol.

There was an unusually large attendance
at the police court yesterday morning,
owing to the fact that the decision of the
magistrate was to be given on the prelimin-
ary hearing of the criminal libel charge
against Mr. Ian Coltart, and similar
charges against Mr. W. C. Nichol, editor of
The Province, and Mr. Hewitt Bostock,
M.P., were set down for hearing.

Sharp at 10 o’clock Mr. A. Martin. for the

defendants, and Mr. Cassidy, for the plain-
tiffs, were at the ‘court room. Mr. Walter
Nichol, editor of The Province, and Mr.
Hewitt Bostock, M.P., whose cases were
announced to be heard, were also present
early, and Mr. Coltart arrived in good time
to hear the magistrate’s adverse decision in
his gwn case, which  makes it necessary for
him to attend the first conrt of competent
jurisdiction to answer to the charge of
criminal libel:

The proceedings during the day were en-
livenet? by frequent passages-at-arms be-
tween the opposing counsels. It was de-
cided to bring on the case against Mr.
Bostock to-day at 11 o’clock, and it is ex-
pected that unusual interest will be arous-
ed when this case comes up, as several
prominent witnesses will probably be
placed on the stand.

Before taking up the case of Mr. Walter
Nichol, editor of the Province, Magistrate
Macrae gave his decision in the Coltart
case. He said: .

1 don’t propose to keep you here long,
Mr. Coltart. gince reserving my decision
last week, I have carefully read and have
carefully considered the evidence in the
case, and the arguments of counsel on both
sides, and I have arrived at the conclusion
that this charge ought to go to a jury. You
will therefore be bound over to appear at
the first court of competent jurisdiction.”

Mr. Hewitt Bostock went surety for Mr.
Coltart in the sum of $500.

The charge against Mr. Bostock was then
read, and it was decided toadjourn his case
until the afternoon or if the Nichol case
was not then finished, until this morning.
Mr. Martin, counsel for Mr. Bostock, insist-
ed on having the case tried as soon as pos-
sible as his client, he stated, intended tak-
ing a trip to the Kootenay on public busi-
ness, and it was to the interest of the pub-
lic that he should not be detained here.
The case against Mr. Nichol was then pro-
ceeded with.

Mr. Ian Coltart was the first witness ex-
amined. He said he was secretary of The |
Province Limited Liability Company. Mr.
Nichol was the editor of the Province.

Mr. Martin—‘‘ There is no use going into
that as we admit that he is the editor.””

Mr. Cassidy—'‘ Thank you for admitting
something which is of practically no value
to me. \gill you admit that he wrote the
article in question ?”’ .

It was decided to let Mr. Cassidy’s ques-
tion go. and witness then stated that Mr.
Nich | is editor of the Provinee and has
been for about three months past. He is
responsible for everything that appears in
the paper. With regard to the reading mat-
ter either writes. or. revises it before it
goes to the press. Witness did not know
| whether there was any other editorial
writer on the staff during Mr. Niebol’s in-
cumbe Mr. Nichol occupied the edi-
. torial room during -that period, and there
|is no other sanctum in the office nor any
other *‘visible’’ editor around there.

Cross-examined by Mr. Martin, witness
stated'that he knew nothing as to the
course pursued by the editor with respect
to the alleged libel.

Ie answer to Mr. Cassidy, Mr. Coltart
stated that the Provinee Limited Liability
Company published The Province newspa-
per,.and the paper is a tenant of the com-
pany, the staff of both concerns working in
the guilding. Witness is a director of both
companies and managing director of the
publishing company.

Mr. W. E. Ditehburn, the next witness,
deposed that he is a linotype operator and
was an employee of the Province Publish-
ing Co. which publishes The Province news-
paper. He cid notknow the difference be-
tween the two companies, but he was told
ihat there were two companies. Mr. Col-
tart signed the pay checks. Witness has
operated the linovype for The Province for
about nine months, .

At this juncture Mr. Martin objected to

laintiff’s counsel asking questions about
g‘he Province, a copy ot which was pro-
duced, until the paper was proven a true

copy.

fiyr Wheeler, an employee 6f The Prov-
ince, was then called to prove the copy of
paper in question. Witness remembered
selling a copy of The Province to Mr. Da-
vey, student in Mr. Cassidy’s office, some
time during the week following December
11, when the alleged libel was published.
It was not incl in witness’ duties to
sell papers, and he merely did so to oblige
other members of the staff. A young lady
generally sold the papers. Witness could
not say who employed her.

To the Magistrate, witness stated that
the paper sold to. Mr. Davey was a copy of
the 1ssue of December 11, which contained
the alleged libel,

Mr. Arthur Davey testified to having
purchased the copy of The Province
prought into court from Mr. Arthur Whee-
ler at the Provinee building.

Mr. Ditchburn was again further exam-
ined. He would not swear that he had set
up in the Provinee of December 11, 1897, an
article headed * There is Light at last.”
He supposed he had set it up, however, as
he nearly always did the machine typeset-
ting in the Province. There was another
printer, but he did not do much on the
machine. Witness did not remember doing
any particular work in the December 11
1ssue,
=At this juncture Mr. Martin, in most em-
phatic terms, accused Mr. Cassidy of over-
looking part of the evidence given by wit-
ness, and some hot cross-firing ensued. It
had hardly ceased when another question
by Mr. Cassidy, as to whether witness had
an opportunity of thoroughly understand-
ing almbe articles he set up, aroused Mr.
Martin’s indignation. . . X

“ I protest, your Worship, against this
method of cross-examination,”” he said.
« My learned friend is simply putting
words in the witness’s mouth.”

His Worship—* Don’t show feeling in
this matter, Mr. Martin, and we will soon
decideit.”

Mr. Martin—* It is all very well for your
Worship to say that, but I have permitted
too much of ‘this sort of thing to-
day, and now make a most emphatic

rotest. Your Honor has habitually re-

used this morning to rule in these ques-
tions, and again I say I must protest.”

His Honor—*“If I had seen a single in-
stance in which my ruling was demanded
I would most assuredly have ruled, but
such has not been the case.”

The examination continuing, witness
stated that he did not know who wrote the
article in question and did not know who
the ed:tor of the paper was, and also that
he did not know if there is an editor of the
Province. He had seen Mr. Nichol in the
office, however. .

Mr. Martin objected to the question that
brought the last answer, but His Honor
rulef against him. .

Mr. Cassidy then asked witness a num-

ber of ques‘ions, attempting to show that

il

defendant, and that witness had set the
copy up on the linotype. Witness finally
stated that he did not know that the de-
fendant wrot: for the Province, and theex-
amination closed abruptly, Mr. Martin re-
fusirg to ctoss-examine.

Witness was again recalled, and stated
to Mr. Cassidy that he had seen writing
purporting to be defendant’s. He did not
remember when Mr. Nichol came to The
Province. He had seen an article supposed
to have been written by defendant, two
columns in length, about Christmas time.
He had not particularly noticed the
writing in the office at the time of the
alleged libel. Christmas week was about
the first time he had seen the writing sup-
posed to be Mr. Nichol’s. This supposition
was founded on the fact that Mr. Nichol’s
initials were .1t the conclusion of the article
in question.

Witness, although closely examined by
Mr. Cassidy, stuck to his first assertion that
he bad not seen writing which he could
say was Mr. Nichol’s prior to this time.
He might, however, have seen writing
somewh#t similar to Mr. Nichol's about a
month previous. This would cover the
time in which the allezed libe! was written

Mr. Charles L. Cullin, foreman at The-
Province office, had seen the article in
question, printed on December 11, and be-
lieved the last witness had set it up, but
would not swear to it. Witness knew Mr.
Nichol’s handwriting or what he under-
stood to be his writing and had handled
and read the *‘copy?’ He could not say
that he had sern the copy of the article
*“Men and Things.” Theie was more than
one handwriting in the copy he handled.
The main body of the article was in the
hendwritinz supposed to be Mr. Nichol’s.
Witness did not read ‘‘copy ’ when dis-
tributing it to the printers. He had no
time to do this.

To His Honor—* 1 read the article in
question soon- after publication, probably
on Monday.” .

John A. Shay stated that he is employed
in the Province building, but does not
know by which company. Hedid not gen-
eral run the linotype mach.ne. Witness
had not set up the article in question in the
issue of December 11, and did not know
Mr. Nichol’s handwriting. X

Mr. G. S. Williams, groofreader in . the
Province building, said he was employed by
The Province Publishing Company Limited
Liability. Witness was acquainted with
the article in The Province of December 11,
entitled * There is Light at Last.”” He had
read the proof of thearticle, but with whom
he could not recollect, as he had no regular
copy holder. He could not say in whose
handwriting the copy was. He had never
read copy with Mr. Nichol. He did not
know who the editor of The Province is,
that is not until Mr. Martin admitted it to-

day.

glr. Martin [hotly]—I object to my
learned friend’s way of putting words in
the witness’ mouth. It has been discredit-
able all morning, and I again protest.”

Mr. Cassidy—‘* Nonsense, my young
friend has not perhaps had the experience
I have had in examinations.”

At the aftemgon gession, and before the
case against Mr. Nichol was resumed, Mr.
Cassidy and Mr. Martin mutually agreed
not to take up the charge.against Mr. Bos-
tock until to-day. Mr. Cassidy claimed
that before he could properly proceed with
the case it would be necessary for him to
serve notices on the defendant to produce
certain documents relating to his position
in The Province Publishing Company and
the stock, etc., he carried in the company.
If Mr. Martin, defendant’s- counsel, would
make certain admissions in this respect
which would make actual proof unneces-
sary, the case could be proceeded with at

once.

Mr. Martin—"“You would not let me
make any admissions this morning, and I
don’t propose to make any now. You will
have to find out for yourself Mr. Bostock’s
position in the company, and what stock
he carries in it.” )

Mr. Cassidy—*‘T must ask Your Worship
then to adjourn the case until to-morrow,
and in the meartime I will serve the notices
to produce certaiti documents I require.”

he case was then laid over until 11
o’clock this morning, Mr. Cassidy claiming
the privilege of another adjournment pro-
viding he was unable to serve Mr. Bostock
in time.

The case against Mr. Walter C. Nichol,
editor of The Province, was then taken up
again. The evidence all being in Mr.
Martin asked for a dismissal on the grounds
that the requisite charges im a libel suit,
aceording to ‘‘Odgers on Libel and
Slander,”” had not been proven. It first
must be proven that the defendant had
composed and written the libel: next,
what has been written mustbe handed to,
or caused to be delivered to some third
party; then that’ third persen must read
and understand the contents of the
article handed to: him; or, finally,
it may be that after composing
and writing the alleged libel the defendant
must read it aloud to some third person,
who listens to the words and understands
them. On the groands that some of these
requirements had not been fulfilled, Mr.
Martin asked for a dismissal.

An interesting question arose just prior
to Mr. Martin’s conclusion. He attempted
to read to the court the reporf of a libel
suit published in a Winnipeg paper, which
he claimed bore direetly on the case in
question. The magistrate objected. ** Have
you in your personal experience, Mr. Mar-
tin, heard newspaper veports read in the
courts ? ’’ asked the magistrate.

Mr. Martin—* I don’t think I have; but
I know for a fact that the reports in the
Londen Times are frequently read in the
courts.”’

His Worship — “T don’t think a court
such as this can establish such a precedent,
however. You may, though, tell us the
su_stance of the report.”

The well-known case of Martin v. Lux-
ton, tried at Winnipeg, was then referred
to, in which the defendant was acquitted
on the grounds that he was not responsible
for the libel, as he did not know anything
about it until after it was published.

Mr. Cassidy in his address referred par-
ticularly to the evidence of Mr. Ditchburn,
the typesetter in the Province office. Great
stress was laid on the -fact that he was
familiar with what he supposed to be de-
fendant’s hand-writing for a month prior to
Christmas, or at the time the alleged libel
was written. Mr. €assidy, after reviewin
the evidenee at considerable length, stateg
that in his opinion there had been abun-
dant evidence offered to send the case to
the jury.

His %orship—“ I should like to read the
evidence over carefully and will not give
my decislon until to-morrow morning.”’

INDIANS OF THE COAST.

An Answer to Some of the Charges'

Following the Wreek of the
** Cleveland.”

Reported Heroism in Conveying the
Message for Help—The White
Man’s Whiskey.

To raE Eprtor:—In all the aeccounts I
have seen of the lootiug of the wreck of
the Cleveland the part taken by the In-
dians has been severely condemnned. I
do not mean to say the Indians were
justified in doing what they did, bus it
should be remembered that they alleged
from the beginning they would deliver
up everything upon being paid for salv-
ing the stuff, as had been dome within
their experience in the case of the
wrecked Archer some two years sgo.
When they found they were not to be
treated in the same way again they na-
turally desired to keep a portion to re-
pay themsel!ves, which some of them
endeavored to do, thus making them-
selves liable for secretion.

Apparently no one in the vicinity
knew the law regarding salvage of ves-
sels and cargoes, and certainly the In-
dian cannot be expected to know laws
with which even whites are not fami-
liar; nor can they be unduly blamed for
doing just what white men often do
under similar circumstances. Nor do I
mean to say that the Indians who were
gentenced were not treated leniently, as
considering the evidence before him the
magistrate certainly was not unduly
severe.

But I do wish to say that these Bar-
clay Sound Indians are not bands of
savages and robbers, as might be in-
ferred from the reports, and when I
state that upon my going on board and
asking the Indians to ceaze taking stuff
from the vessel thyy at once cheerfully
complied with my request, it will be
understood I have some basis for my
assertion. [

The statement that Indians set fire to
the vessel after the captain retook pos-
session is wholly unwarranted. Fires
there were, but from the evidence that
can be offered the perpetrator was not a
West Coast Indian,

The report that the Indians engaged
to take the purser with a message to
Cape Beale, purposely capsized their
canoe with the apparent intention of de-
laying the message is ludicrous. Any-
one whe knows anything about these
Indians knows that a white man is as
safe in their canoes as gkill and caution
can make him. Two of the most reli-
able and trustworthy Indians in the
sound - were sent on that trip. They
claim they were not intoxicated at the
time of ‘the mishap and that the ac-
cident was not due to their carelessness,
and the account they give is an exceed-
ingly likely one. One of them remained
in the water for two hours, lightening
and staying the canoe after it was right-
ed, while the other Indian and the pur-
ser paddled for the shore. Owing largely
to this Indian’s care and courage the
white man’s life was saved. ' The In-
dian lost a valuable watch and is blamed
for the accident. Had he been a white
and the occurrenee correctly reported he
would have gained a medal.

A little more than a year ago a band
of drunken sailors entered the Indian
village of the Oleialet tribe—in this same
Barclay Sound—the inhabitants being at
the time at a fishing station a few miles
distant, broke into nearly every house,
smashed doors, windows, looking-
glasses, boxes and dishes, making a tar-
get for rifle practice of hanging lamps,
and carrying away valuables. I have
yet to learn that these offenders were
brought to justice. Now that the In-
dians have received a lesson in British
justice—as I Jearn by the newspaper re-
ports—poseibly the world will hear more
about the next outrage of the kind that
happens in this vicinity.

The truth ie, the Indian on this coast
is largely what the whites have made
him. The whiskey that I read they gave
‘‘undivided attention to’’ in the wreck
is not their product—nor are they the
only offenders in this particular case!
Oue of their ehiefs said to me one day,
in terms of withering scorn, when I was
expostulating with him about drinking
whiskey : * If you want us to stop drink-
ing eend away your whiskey houses.
Siwashes don’t make whiskey—Siwashes
make dry salmon.”” -

In the harbor, before my house, as I
write, there lies at anchor my little sail-
boat, provisioned and equipped for a
voyage. It has been lying thus for sev-
eral days, detained by contrary winds.
Indians are passing and repassing con-
stantly. Many things of value to them
are there, with no lock and key to pre-
vent them from helping themeselves; but
nothing is missing, nor have 1 theslight-
est fear that anything will be taken.

Could there be such an experience in
any civilized city or town in Canada?

NORTHERN RESEARCH.

Sverdrup as Well as Peary to Move Toward
the Pole Next Summer.

LouvisviLLe, Ky., Jan, 6.—No matter
what controversy may arise, Captain
Sverdrup, Dr. Nansen’s Norwegian navi-
gator, who directed the perilous course
of the Fram during the explorer’s last
expedition, will lead an exploring party
to the north next summer. The author-
ity for this statement is Dr. Nansen
himeelf, who lectured here last night.
Dr. Nansen said that the Norwegian
government had already consented to
lend Captain Sverdrup the Fram, and
the stardy seaman would sail from
Smith Sound for the unexplored region
heyond early in the coming summer.
He will take with him about fifty men.

Dr. Nansen further said that Captain
Sverdrup will make no attempt to reach
the North Pole, but would devote all his
time to scientific investigations along
the coast of Greenland. ' As he did not
know Lieutenant Peary’s intentions
while forming his own plang, Dr. Nan-
sen does not believe it would be an act
of discourtesy for Captain Sverdrup to
persist in carrying out his scheme, and
inasmuch as Dr. Nansen is convinced
that Sverdrup conceived the plan at
Jeast as early as Peary, he doesnot think
Peary has a prior claim on the route and
project, or that he 18 entitled to any ex-
clusive privileges on the northern coast
of Greenland,

BRITISH COLUMBIA ILLUSTRATED

An Exposition of Great Interest Under the
Auspices of the Natural History
Society.

As was intimated in a previous issue, the
Natural History Society of Victoria is co-
operating with the government in making
arrangements for the formal opening of the
new legislative hall on the 10th of Febru-
ary. At the last. r:gulnr meeting a pro-
gramnie was outlined, and the execttive
committee, with power to add to its num-
bers, was authorized to arrange the details.
The committee met last week, and sufficient
progress w as made to warrant the hope that
the exhibition decided upon will be an un-

qualified success.

The museum wing of the new parliament
buildings, which will be compieted by that
time, has been allotted to the society for
the purpose of holding, the exposition, to
consist of sections illustrative of ihe vari-
ous phases of the province—historical, eth-
nological, etc. According to the plan
adopted there will be five main sections or
divisions, each under the manaflement of a
special committee. These are as follows:

1. From the provincial museum— Mr.
Fannin, carator, chairman; [a] zoological,

2. Agricultural—Chairman, J. R. Ander-
son, deputy minister of agriculture; [a]
botanical; [b] agriculture.

3. Mines—Mr. W. A. Carlyle, provincial
mineralogist; [a] mineralogical; [b] photo-
graph~, mining scenes.

4. ':.storieal collection—Mr. R. E. Gos-

THE “WILLAPA” HOME

She Speaks a Number of Sealisg
Schoomers in West toast
Harbors.

Steamers Making Ready for the
Rush to the North—A Slow
Ocean Wave.

The steamer Willapa returned yesterday
evening from a trip to the northern part of
the island, where she touched at Cape Scott
to land'a number of settlers for the little
colony established there. On her return
trip she called in at the West Coast ports
and at Hesquoit, spoke the sealing schoon-
ers Ainoka and Beatrice, and reports that
the Otto is at Euclulet and several seaiers
at 8an Juan. She brought back twelve

passengers with her, including Mr.
Dakin, the lighthouse keeper at Car-
manah. Word comes to the Cownox-
1st_from Hesquoit to the effect that
on December 28 an Indian reported finding
on the beach in Hesquoit harbor the dead
body of a man. Next morning Rev. Father
Brabant and Mr. Anton Luckovitz went to
the H»lace and had the drowned man de-
cently buried. The body was perfectly
naked and there was nothing by which to
prove its identity. The head was missing.
and to judge from appearances the body
must bave been in the water for'se\'eral
weeks.

THE ‘‘CLEVELAND'S’’ CONDITION.

Diver McHardy has returned from Taco-
ma, whither he accompanied the wrecked
steamer Cleveland. Throughout all the
wrecking operations in Mprovress wkile the
Cleveland was ashore Mr.. McHardie’s as-
sistance was of great value. It was he who
patched up the holes in the ship’s bottom,
and he states in regard to the damage that
the vessel received, that six of her plates
will have to be removed. Others are badly
dented, but are not sufficiently injured to
be of harm to the steamer. Mr. McHardic
says that the largest hole in the steamer’s
bottom was four feet. long by two feet
broad.

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THE LOCAL OPPOSITION.
What British Columbia needs during

" the next few years is an administration

composed of men with some knowledge
of public affairs and some experience in
dealing with the many questions that
are certain to arise from day to day in
constantly increasing numbers, as the
development of the province goes on.
For this reason the character of the op-
position is a very important factor in the
local political situation. When a party
of men seek to have their fellow citizens
place the administration of affairs in
their hands, they ought to be able to
point to some evidence of their capacity
to administer them. We think we may
say, without undue disparagement, that
the gentlemen, who have hitherto been
looked upon as the opposition leaders,
and hence would be selected to form a
new government in the event of an over-
turn during the life of the present house,
have not displayed any special fitness
for public position, or given the slightest
reason for anyone to suppose that they
would remder the country better service
than that afforded by Hon. Mr. Turner
and his colleagues.

It is desirable to avoid, when possible,
the discussion of personal matters in the
press, but there is a personal side to
every political situation, which must be
taken into account, and can and ought
to be considered in a kindly spirit,
though with perfect frankness. We
know of no other way to discuss politics
intelligently or usefully, except to speak
of the things that people talk about.

Mr. Semlin is leader of the opposition,
and presumably would be the leader of a,
new government. Everyone who kpows

Mr, Semlin likes him, He is
& fine, honorable specimen of
manhood. He i not Ilacking in

ability. But Mr, Bemlin has been
AT yeaks in the legislature, and if he
has left the impress of his mind upon
legislation or administration the faet is
not conspicnous. He has been a con-
sistent critic of the government’s policy,
but has never displayed any construct-
iveness. Speaking with the most friend-
1y feeling towards him, we must frankly

" eay that Mr. Semlin has not given any

reason why he should be suspected of
‘possessing those qualities of mind or
that experience which are necessary in
the eventful period now begun in our
provincial history. .
. Mr. Cotton is a gentleman of ability.
He is not without popularity. Heisa
close reasomer. He has considerable
knowledge of affairs and might be made
useful in a subordinate place in a gov-

ernment. ' He does not possess any qual- |

“ifications for *leadership, and is too un-
certain a quantity and. too much given
to-the spinning of theories to be able to
command the confidence of the house,
Mr. Cotton would be courteous and in-
dustrious in office, but it cannot be
claimed that he is the sort of material
one would select for cabinet timber.

Mr. Williams is another gentlemanr
who is much thought of by everyone
who has come in contact with him. He
feels himself, however, that he has been
a legislative failure, and no one either
in the house or out of it regards him as
fitted for an administrative post.

Mr. Sword is .a gentleman of much
more than average ability and a good
verbal critic of legislation. He ‘may
possess administrative ability, but we
hardly think his traning and experience
have developed it. If we had as large
a cabinet in British Columbia as they
have in the other provinces, Mr. Sword
would make a useful member, but it may
be eaid of him as of his leader, Mr. Sem-
lin, that however estimable he may be
versonally, he is not one to whom those,
who have had the opportanity of observ-
ing his public career, would turn with
any degree of confidence as an adminis-
trative officer in a period of provincial
history that will call for the best ability
the country can produce.

Concerning the other members of the
opposition we need not speak particu-
larly. For them all the CoroNisT enter-
tains none but kindly feelings, and in
saying that they have not exhibited such
qualities as would be a guarantee of
greater usefulness on the right of Mr.
Speaker than they have displayed omthe
other gide of the house, we only say
what every one says, and what it would
be superfluous to repeat, if it were not
that politics is a practical business and
when people talk of a change it is im-
portant to think not only of what the
change is from, but what it is proposed
to change to.

That our views upon the above points
are not peculiar to ourselves, but are
shared in by a large proportion of those
who are opposed to the government, is
evidenced by the fact that the movement
which found expression in the New
Westminster convention was as much a
revolt against the local opposition lead-
ers as a demonstration against the Hon,
Mr. Turner and his colleagues.

CONSUL SMITH’S REPORT.

The CovonisT can endorse every word
of what Senator Macdonald says in his
letter about Consul Smith’s December
report to his government. The consul
states the position of Vietoria in the
fairest possible manner. Victoria he
describes as “ naturally the gateway of
the Northwest.”” We priat the report

in to-day’s issue, >

We think it well to emphasize the
point made by Senator Macdonald about
there being no discrimination against
United States citizens in the collection
of duties at the Yukon fromtier. No
questions are asked a8 to a man’s
nationality. When he reaches the
custom house at Lake Tagish he must
pay duty on goods not made in Canada,
whether he owes allegiance to Queen
Victoria or is an alien. This ought not
to be lost sight of, for there has been a
disposition to misrepresent the attitude
of the people of British Columbia and
the effect of the Canadian laws upon
this subject. It has been persistently
alleged, by those who ought to know
better, that what was aimed at was the
exclusion of aliens from the Yukon.
We do not disguise the fact
that many people in British Columbia
favor such exclusion; but there is no
law to authorize it. Under the laws of
Canada as they now stand, and as they
are likely to stand for some time fo
come, it matters not in what country a
man was born or to what government he
owes allegiance, he is free to -enter the
Yukon and exploit its wealth, All that
is asked of him is that he shall obey the
lawe of Canada, and one of those laws is
that, if he proposes to bring foreign goods
into the country, he shall pay the duty
on them, which duty, in the case of
Yukon outfits, amounts to about 30 per
cent.

Consul Smith has made a very favor-
able impression upon the people of this
city, which will be gtrengthened by his
frank and manly statement of the mat-
ter forming the subject of his December
report. In this he represents the best
type of American eitizenship, which does
not try to deceivp itself and does not
thank anyone for trying to deceive it
about matters touehing upon jits busi-
ness interests.

THE NEWS FROM DAWSON.

The latest news from Dawson City
will serve to stimulate the desire of peo-
ple to get into the country. So far
there has not been an unfavorable re-
report received. This is somewhat ex-
ceptional. In nearly every case, where
a mining country has been opened up,
the adverse accounts are almost as
numerous as those that are favorable,
but in the case of the Klondyke everye
one has the same story of abundant
gold. Nor is this trme of Klondyke
alone, fér from every part of the Yukon
valley, where prospectors have gone,
come the same kind of reports. It
seems to be a case of ‘“ gold, gold every-
where.”” One may feel safe in saying
that the only limit to the output this
year will be the capacity of men to get
out the gold, not the extent of the de-
posits.

Under these circumstances we feel
very certain that & long period of pros-
perity is to be looked for on the basis of
Yukon trade, and it behooves our busi-
ness men to examine into the situation
from that standpoint. The present year
will witness a tremendous rush into the
country and necessarily a good deal of
outfitting. Most of the parties who go
in will take a year’s supply of provi-
gions ; but many will not, and their sup-/
plies must be replenished from stocks
taken into the country by merchants.
A very large proportion of those who
take in a year’s supply will not come
out for more at the end of that period,
but will buy new stocks in the country,
if they can get them.,

‘We have no means of measuring the
number of people who can get into the
Yukon valley this year, or who will win-
ter there, if they can. We do mnot
like to make extravagant estimates,
but assuming that 50,000 people
will get into the country and
half of them remain there, and these
are figures . that many people will con-
sider absurdly emall, the amount of
money that will- be required for food,
clothing, household uteneils, machinery
and other things will be enormous. We-
propose to put for the purpose of the cal-
culation the number of people who will
go into the Yukon and remain there as
equal to aresident \population of 30,000
for one year. More. than that many
people will go into the country, very
many more. Possibly less than that
number of people will stay there for a
full year; but surely the total will reach
the suggested average. These 30,000
people will have to be provided with
transportation for themselves, their
food, their personal baggage, their ma-
chinery and tools. Everything they
need, except lumber for their houses,
will have to be taken into the country.
This will average over two tors to the
man, but put it at two tons. It will
come to 60,000 tons. The lowest rate at
which goods were taken from points on
the Coast to Dawsoy Oity last year was
six cents 8 pound. An average of ten
cents a pound to all the points on the
Yukon will not be excessive. Ten cents
& pound is $200 a ton, which for 60,000
tons comes to $12,000,000 for trans-
portation alone for 30,000 people.
Most people will think we are too
conservative altogether to estimate on so
small a number as 30,000 Those who
think so can increase the amount in pro-
portion to what they think will be the
number, Others will say that the cost
of transportation will average to all
points more than ten cents per pound.
An experienced miner told the CoronisT
the other day that the cost would be at
least fifteen cents & pound, and he was
very sure that it could not be done for

that. At fifteen cents a pound the trans-

portation for 30,000 people, not counting
their own tickets would come to $18,000-,
000, to which must be added the cost of
transportation of individuals backwards
and forwards, those who stay in the
country and those who do mnot, which
would swell the transportation outlay to
at least $25,000,000. There are people
who will say that if we multiply the
number of people by ten we will be away
within the mark. We do not care to
figure upon sach estimates. Twenty-
five miliions for transportation alone is
quite a lot of money. )

Now, let us suppose, that 100,000 peo-
ple come out here to the Coast and start
North.  They will probably spend in
living expenses and outfits an average of
$500. Five hundred times one hundred
thousand dollars are $50,000,0C).
Add to this the tramsportation
and we have $75,000,000, if 100,-
000 come and the length of stay of
those who go North is equal to a stay of
30,000 people for a year. This is a
pretty fair year’s business. The amount
seems incredible; but when one reads
what is being said all over the country
as to the coming rush, it is easier to
make the amount larger than to cut it
down. s

However, we did not begin this article
with the idea of making calculations of
this kind. Our point is that the mer-
chants of Canada must keep in view the
fact that after this year the greater. part
of the Yukon trade will be done by busi-
ness houses having establishments in
the gold-producing country. This will
be the great outfitting vear. It is there-
fore important that the most persistent
efforts should be made to secure that
trade now.

We know that our business men will
pardon us when we say to them that
very much will depend upon the manner
in which the first parties are treated.
If they are used well, they will send
back favorable reports. If they have
reason to think themselves ill-used, they
will advise their friends not to come
to this city, We have seen some
letters in regard to the way in which
miners were used in Seattle, that must
have a very prejudicial effect upon the
minds of every person who reads them.
If by any mischance such letters should
be written from Victoria aboyt Victoria
merchants, they willsbe sent all over the
United States. We caution our mer-
chants against- people who may come
here looking for trouble in order to give
the business of the city a black eye. The
men who have spread falsehoods abroad
concerning our city are equal to'any dis-
honorable trick that will keep us from
getting our rightful share of the trade
of our own country. We also suggest to
our merchants that they get letters from
the persons whom they outfit, which can
be used in the event of any trick of the
gort mentioned being attempted.

Tre Toronto Globe resumes its active
opposition to. government aid, that is
Dominion government aid to any addi-
tional railway projects. This time it
speaks against such assistance being ex-
tended to a line to open Northern On-
tario. Our contemporary in this re-
dsems itself from the chargd of specially
directing its opposition againet Western
projects. Buat we are not able to agree
with it upon this special rhatter. This
country must be developed and that too
as‘quickly as possible. It is necessary
for this purpose that federal aid should
be given. This can be extended in such
a way as to make the burden upon the
taxpayers comparatively light. We
think it is not beyond the ingenuity of
the government to devise a proper sys-
tem of government aid.

Tae Times makes an attack upon
‘““the Dunsmuir family.”” We submit
that this is running politics pretty well
down into the ground. It is interesting
to know that in the opinion of Senator
Templeman’s paper the Dominion and
provincial governments which secured
the building of the E. & N. railway were
blockheadsand dunderheads. These are
new epithets to apply to Sir John Mac-
donald, the Marquis of Lorne, and Pre-
mier Smythe. Where would the Times
class Alexander Mackenzie for his
proposition in regard to this railway?
There is no reason why the CoLoNisT
should undertake the defence of
the policy, which led to the building
of this railway. That has been made
over and over again. The policy was
ratified by the people and has never
been successfully attacked. If a defence
were necessary, it could easily be made.

TeE wages of the 20,000 cotton mill
operatives in the State of Maine have
been reduced. This seems to give color
to therecent statement of a prominent
New York minister to the effect that the
day of prosperity for the United States
has passed never to return. In many
conspicuous quarters such an idea is en=
tertained. Can it be that the greatest
historic experiment in popular govern-
ment ever tried is to be a failure? There
have been those who prophesied its fail-
ure from the beginning; as there are
those who claim that all that has pre-
vented disaster hitherto was the exist-
ence of a great domain where any man
could become a landlord.

Tae Kansas City Times says that the
United States government is running
behind at the rate of $168,000,000 a year,
This is probably an exaggeration, al-
though there is no doubt thas the Ding-

ley tariffis proving a failure as a revenue-
producer,

THE REGULATIONS AT DYEA.

| While some further particulars re-
main to be made public, sufficient is
known of the agreement between the
Canadian government and the United
States government as to the regulations
at Dyea, to show that they are wholly
satisfactory, and that no further impedi-
ments will be placed in the way of the
transportation of Canadian goods across
the narrow strip of territory now in pos-
session of the United States, but which
may ultimately be found to be a part of
Canada.

We are glad to make public a recog-
nition of Hon. Mr. Sifton’s good work in
this matter. He has taken the question
up with a great deal of business sense,
and appears to have arrived at as good
results as could be expected. This
shows the advantage of having the mini-
sters visit the Coast and learn from per-
sonal observation what the situation
calls for. There are one or two esteemed
members of the cabinet, whom we would
like to see sent out here for a good long
visit. Indeed there are quite a number
of people, having influence with the pre-
sent administration, who would be
greatly profited by a sojourn in this live
country. They would get some new
notions into their heads, which would
be an excellent thing for them and the
Dominion.

There will be much weeping and wail-
ing and gnashing of teeth in certain
quarters south of us at the way things
have worked out at Dyea. The great
American hog has been very much in
evidence lately on the Sound. The
Washington government has put a ring
in his nose. This will not, however,
prevent him squealing pretty loudly.
We are very glad that it was not neces-
sary for the Dominion government to
go to the extreme of closing the pasees.
Every avenue of travel will be taxed to
its utmost by the great rush now certain
to come, and it would have been a pity
if it had been necessary, owing to the
greed of our neighbors, to have pre-
vented travel from seeking the route
from the head of Lynn canal. A policy
of live and let live has prevailed, and we
are heartily pleased.

THE SEALING AWARD.

Through the kindness of Hon. Fred.
Peters we are able to give our readers
full details of the sealing award. It will
be observed that interest has been al-
lowed in every case. We gather from
the list that only the actual damages and
interest upon them has been allowed,
and the prospective damages have been
rejected altogether.

This list seems to throw discredit upon
the Ottawa special to the Victoria Times,
of date December 24, in which Sir Louis
Davies was quoted as saying that the
'award was in a lump sum and nothing
was said about interest. ,

As we view the matter, the sealers
would appear to have good a claim upon
their own government for compensation
for the damages caused by their being
driven from a legitimate occupation. It
has been decided that they had a right
to kill the seals, that the United States
was bound to pay them for the actual
loss they sustained by reason of the
seizures. Surely, then, some one ought
to pay them what they have lost by be-
ing kept from prosecuting a pursuit
which they had a perfect right to carry
on. The decision, as far as it goes, is
between the two governments only. The
claim of the sealers upon their own gov-
ernment has yet to be presented.

ROSSLAND WAGON ROAD.

Now that the snow road project is a
dead issue, the proposed wagon road to
Cascade City can be discussed without
any side lines being tacked to it. It is
certain that the wagon road to the Vic-
tory-Triumph and Velvet groups, on So-

hie mountains, will receive assistance
rom the government. If the board of
trade will point out the necessity of the
continuation of that road five or six
miles further west, there is little doubt
it an appropriation wiil be made for a
trunk road from Rossland as far ag Cas-
tle mountain. This would give actess to
a vast number of mineral claims that
cannot possibly have any other outlet.
Directly after passing the branch road
leading to the Victory-Triumph group,
the wagon road would enter a district
that is thickly covered with mineral
claims, There is the Umatilla group of
three claims, the Wallaroo group of five
claims, the Big Four group of three
claims, the New Orleans group of two
claims, the Prospector group of eight
claims, and numerous others further
sway from the proposed road that must
ship ore that way, because there is no
other feasible route.

.~ Summit mountain and Big Sheep val-
ley are well eovered with mineral claims
that must find an outlet over the Dewd-
ney trail route, and on Castle mountain
there are some well-known groups to be
served, such as the Algonquin group, the
Sandhurst group, the Royal group, the
Jubilee group, and over 100 separate
claims on this eastern slope, all of which
will be tributary to the proposed wagon
road. It is safe to say that the number
of claims and mines that wotild be bene-
tited by such a wagon road would aggre-
gate quite 1,000. Of these many will be
shipping ore next eummer, and a* wagon
road can be constructed none too soon
for the interests of the claim owners and
the merchants of Rossland. Besides the
bringing out of ore from these claims

land is an item that must not be over-
looked.—Rossland Times.

THE HURLING OF CHARGES.

The Nanaimo Review says the Corox-
18T is wrong in alleging that no charges
have been made against the govern-
ment, and that as a matter of fact
Lharged and grave ones ‘‘havé Been
‘hurled at the government party.”” That
is quite true. Grave charges have been
hurled at the government and its friends.
That is just what we complain of. The
charges have been hurled around with
an abandon that is marvellous. But

. what the CoLonisT eays is that specific

charges have not been made. We de-
cline to discuss charges that are simply
hurled around. It would be the easiest
thing imaginable to hurl charges against
the Dominion government. What, for
example, would anyone say if the Corox-
1st ghould assert that the Dominion
government is composed of a lot of in-
competent, dishonorable and blundering
dunderheads and blockheads. The Min-
ister of Railways has proposed the leas-
ing of the Drummond County Railway
and the purchase of the Canada Eastern.
How would it sound if this paper should
assert that Mr, Blair is a dishonest man,
a blockhead, a dunderhead, a caterer to
the rich men .of the localities
through which the lines rum, or
who are interested /in their ownership?
The Finance Minister brought down
a number of tafiff changes. What would
the people of this province have thought
if this paper had hurled out the charge
that Mr. Fielding was standing in with
the business men whom the tariff bene-
fits? He made something of a muddle
of his preferential tariff. Would this
paper be considered as decent if it called
him a danderhad and a blockhead? So
we might go on through the whole cab-
inet. We find the names of certain min-
isters on the boards of incorporated com-
panies., Would this have warranted the
Cowroxnist in hurling out the charge that
these ministers are trafficking upon their
public positions? We think that every
one will unhesitatingly answer the above
questions in the negative, and will gay

with us that if we have any attack to
make upon the Dominion government or
any members of it, we should make it
with reasonable certainty as to particu-
lars in order that those whose duty it is
to defend the ministry may be in & posi-
tion to make specific answers.

If we are right in this, are we not also
right in saying that if the charges against
the government of this province and the
members thereof are not specific, if they
are not of such a character that they
can be specifically and definitely met,
we are under no obligation to pay the
least attention to them, and that we are
justified in asking the public to trget the
charges as if they had never been made?
We propose in conducting a political
campaign in this province to be gov-
erned by the same rules as ought to
govern a Dominion campaign or an elec-
tion in Great Britain, and to disregard
vague charges that are hurled around as
though the honor and personal standing
of public men were mere trifles. We
repeat that we acknowledge the correct-
ness of the Review’s statement as to
charges having been hurled against the
government, but we repeat that none of
them have been of a character that de-
serves serious congideration. If the Re-
view thinks otherwise, let it specify to
what it refers.

THE TEST OF DIVINITY.

There has lately been a revival of that
rather unprofitable theme, ** If Christ
came,’”’ which Mr, Shid started some
years ago by applying tEke query to Chi-
cago. It is useless to speculate on mat-
ters of this kind, for no valuable conclu-
sion can be reached. By the irony of
fate the {gorld rarely reeog}izes its lead-
ers while'they are with it. The public
eye i by persons whose influence
is transitory. The men whose lives have
been epqéh—msking were for the most
part ronﬂlygdiscovered aiter the epoch had
been well advanced. It is beyond all
quegtiom#hat even those who were the
most clofely associated with Jesus of
Nazarethi during His life on the earth did
not imagine that His influence would be
of the nature it has been. Therefore it
is useless to discuss what would happen
if Christ came to Chicago, New York,
London or anywhere else.

Of one thing we may feel very sure,
namely, that if Christ came-to this or
any other country with no other testi-
monials than He is reported to have
produced in Palestine, He would be re-
garded as an impostor. It is just as well
to look at this proposition equarely for we
only deceive ourselves and form erroneous
conceptions of the nature and power of
Christianity, if we entertain the idea
that if He came to us as He came to the
Jews, we would promptly hail Him as
Lord and Saviour.

There are several cases recorded- in
Scripture where divine guidance or in-
goiration was claimed for individuals,
Of these we select the case of Moses, who

a commission from God; the case of
Elijah, who converted the people from
the worship of Baal by causing the
saturated sacrifice to burst out in
flames; the case of Jesus, who began
His public work by turning water into
wine at the marriage feast, and who,
throughout His whole short career, did
‘ many mighty works.” We think we
may ‘safely say that if anyone should
arise in this or any other country to-
day and claim, as a proof of his divine
inspiration, that he could suspend the
recognized laws of nature at will by
bringing into effect some higher and
little knewn law, he|would be regarded
ag an impostor. The churches would be
the first to cast him out. The news-
paper would exploit him as a new semn-
sation; but the ecientific world, the
learned everywhere would simply ignore
him. Before we condemn Pharaoh, the
worshippers of Baal or the Jews, we
ought to put ourselves in their places
and see whether we would likely
have acted at all differently. We refer
now eolely to their refusal to acknowl-
edge the divinity of the messages which
the miracles were employed to' attest.
We would not join in the cry: °‘Crucify
Him ; crucify Him.” We do not crucify
people nowadays. We are like Pontius
Pilate, and would be content to chastise
Him and let Him go. Do not let us de-
ceive ourselves into suppoeing that with
us the test of the divinity of Christi-
anity is the miracles recorded in the
New Testament. If there were not
other proofs we would no more make
them the basis of our whole social
system than we would accept as readily
for that purpose the myths of the Norse-
land.

The test of divinity, the only test, in-
deed, is to be found in the results that
follow from what is claimed to be divine.
Christianity may be judged by its fruits,
and we claim that so judged it will stand
the closest and keenest criticism. If
every story of miraculous works were
baried in oblivion, there would be proof
enough left to establish that Christian-
ity is divine.

In these days when a blatant infidel-
ity poses ‘as wisdom and timid people
fear that some day the chemist, the geo-
logist and the astronomer will push God
out of the universe, it is worth while to
stop a little and remember that there
are evidences of the divinity of Chris-
tianity that can be no more doubted
than we can doubt the effect of sunlight
upon nature. That there is a power
which steadily ‘‘makes for righteous-
pess ’’ must be conceded. The common-
ly received explanation of the origin of
this power and the manner in which it
operates may be erroneous. It would
be marvellous if it were not so. Man-
kind has been mistaken about every-
thing else; every day or go it is neces-
sary to recast some favorite notion as to
the physical creation. Those of us who
studied geology thirty years ago will re-
member how difficult it was to get geo-
logists to accept Agassiz’s theories as to
glaciers, and we will also recall, if we
have kept up our reading, how we
have had to alter the apparently irre-
futable conclusions at which that dis-
tinguished geologist arrived. Scarcely
an explanation that science has offered
for anything has remained anquestioned
for any leongth of time, and the true in.
vestigator into material phemomena puts
a query after neaily every proposition
except those contained in the multipli-
cation table. Why then should anyone
insist that the modus operand: of the
most subtile of all influences, that is
those which affect the mind and heart of
man, can be settled by a resolution of
an assembly of ecclesiastics? We need
not be afraid to admit our inability to
explain how Jesus of Nazareth became
inspired with divine wisdom, nor that
we have 16 explanation quite satisfacs
tory for the phenomena of faith, con-
version, or whatever else may be classed
among the outward or inward mani-
festations of religion. A knowledge
of the process of digestion never
helped & man to enjoy a good dinner.
There is not in the whole realm
of scientific lore an explanation of
why a rose 'gives out perfume,
yet we enjoy its fragrance just the same.
We can be in touch with the Divine
without even guessing how it acts or
what its nature really it. *‘ By its fruit,

and by its fruit only, can it be known.”

THE STUDY OF HISTORY.

In most schools history is taught from
the wrong end. By this we do not mean,
a8 Tom Hughes once said, that when the
knowledge cannot be taught into the
head it is whipped into the other ex-
tremity ; but that the majority of teach-
ers of history begin so far back that
there is not time in the ordinary school
curriculum to bring the pupil down to
modern times. The practice used to be
to start the student of English history at
the time of the Roman invasion, and
bring him down to within a few years of
the present, if he remained long enough
at school. Then he was given a course
in Roman history in the same way;
then, perhaps, one in Grecian history,
and here the process stopped. In recent
years Canadian history has been added,
and the pupil is also given some idea of
the chief events in the national life of
the United States.

We suggest that history should be
taught from the present backward, for
in that way, no matter when the pupil
left school, he would have possession of

large. For this purpose the history of
our own Empire should be the basis,
and it should be divided into periods of
twenty-five years each for the first hun-
dred years, measuring backward, and
into periods of fifty years each for the
next two preceding centuries. The next
three or four centuries might by consid-
ered a century at a time, and as the
dates grow more remote a longer period
could beembraced in each division. After
the history of our own land had been
covered in each period, for this should
be treated first until the study has pass-
ed beyond historical British dates, the
contemporary history of the world
ought to be taken up, with the object
not of merely filling the pupil’s mind |
with a lot of isolated facts and dates, but
to give him some idea of what the world
as a whole had dome. It issurprising
with how much greater interest history
is studied when dealt with in this way,
and what new ideas we get. Nothing
tends to broaden the mind more than
such a system.

Let us take, for example, the history
of popular government. It is literally
true that under the system of teachin
imr vogue in the schools of the Unit
States pupils are taught that human
liberty had its origin in the declaration
of independence. The pupils in Can-
adian schools know better than this;
but how many of them are taught any-
thing about the communities in which
the torch of freedom was kept burning
down through centuries? How many of
us were taught at school to respect the
Scandinavian people for their reso-
lute sense of . personal freedom?
How many were told at school
of the democracy of old Poland?
How many were taught of the proud
boast of the Baeques, the Vaudois, the
men of Wales and of the Isles of Scot-
land that they never bowed their necks
in slavery to any man. What idea do
the pupils of our schools get of the
wonderful career of Mohammed and his
successors? And yet it is impossible to
read the news of the day intelligently,
much less to form correct opinions as to
the mainsprings of action of a large sec-
tion of the human race without knowing
something about this great subject.

Is it not perfectly correct that nine
out of ten pupils leave school without o
much as a glimmer of the history of
India, China, Japan, Central or South
America? Surely this ought not to be
the case. Surely in these days when all
the ends of the earth have been knit to-
gether by steam and electric cables, our
school boys ought not to be sent out to
engage in the active ‘business of life
without being taught something of these
countries.

We suggest these things for the con-
gideration of our educationalists, not in
any spirit of fault-finding, but because
we realize how poorly equipped in these
subjects the. best schools turn out their
pupils. Our own view of the case is
that the best way to teach history is by
means of lectures, of which the pupils
should be required to take notes, to be
written out and submitted to the
teacher on the following day. Mere
reading does very little good, for
the interest will flag, while the matter
which the average pupil can commit to
memory is comparatively smail. Oa the
other hand a teacher, possessing ¢ven a
very moderate degree of talent for such
work, can easily make historical themes
interesting, and the writing out of the
pupil’s notes will serve to impress the
facts upon his mind and be an invalu-
gble training in the art of English
composition, which usually is neglected
for the lack of live subjects.

Tuere is considerable opposition de-
veloping to the proposed purchase of the
Canada Eastern railway as a branch of
the Intercolonial. Tkis road is a little
over 100 miles long and connects Freder-
icton, N.B., with Chatham, N.B., cross-
ing the Intercolonial about 14 miles from
the latter town. It is a fairly good piece
of railway property, extending through
a country where a good business can be
built up in time. We understand that
it more than pays its way. The object
in purchasing it would be to give the
Intercolonial connection with the capital
of New Brunswick, the thriving manu-
facturing town of Marysville and the
middle part of the St. John river valley.
There are some things to besaid in favor
of the purchase, but the transaction is
not of such a pressing nature that it
ought to be given precedence over other
railway projects that seek aid from the
Dominion.

The expedition will proceed to Fort Wrangel on its own X 100 A 1 screw ocean
steamer ‘‘Amur,” or by some other suitable vessel, leaving Victoria about the 15th Feb-
ruary. .

At Wrangel it is proposed to transfer to the Stickeen River and continue th e jour
ney on the ice via Stickeen River and the villages of Glenora and Telegraph Creek,
thence by snow road to Teslin Lake.

At Teslin Lake boats and scows will be built to convey the party and their outtits
to Dawson City as soon as the Hootalingua opens; that is, tge expedition will follow the
ice down that fin® navigable stream, thereby avoiding the dangerous White Horse rap-
ids, and arrive at Dawson City at the earliest possible date thereafter in the spring.
