THE PROCLAMATION.

The proclamation against the land league
warns ail persons that the Irish national
land league, or by whal other name it may
be called, is an unlawful and criminal as-
sociation, and all meetings to carry out or
promote its desifins or purpose, are unlaw-
ful 4nd criminal’and will be prevented and
dispersed by force. The proclamation
warns the queen’s subjects connected with
the league to disconnect themselves from
it and abstain from giving further counten-
ance to it. All powers and resources at the
government’s command will be employed
to protect the queen’s subjects in the free
exercise of their lawful callings and occu-
pations. To enforce the fulfilment of all
lawful obligations, and save a process of
law and the execution of the queen’s writs
from hindrance or obstruction, it zalls
upon ail loyal subjects to uphold and main-
tain the authority of law and the suprem-
acy of the queen in lreland.

ARCHBISHOP CROKE SPEAKS.

Archbishop Croke says; “I read the
manifesto with the utmost pain—indeed,
with absolute dismay. Against the com-
mittal of the people of Ireland, even under
still more exciting circumstances, to such a
doctrine 1 enter a solemn protest. I been
a steadfast uncompromising supporter of
the public policy of the league, believing it
constitutional and calculated to effect great
national results ; but I alvays unequivocal-
ly stated that I stand out for fair rents. As
a safe foothold of the agriculturalists on
the soil, absolute repudiation of rent would
meet with nosympathy from me. There is
po more reason mow for abandoning the
original platform of the league than there
was when Davitt was sent to Portland and
Dillon was first imprisoned.

Satisfactory Experiments by the Inventor—A
Pressure of Fifty-Five Thousand Pounds te
The Square Inch. ¢

PrILADELPHIA, Oct. 20.—The princigal
newspapers of New York, Philadelphia,
Brooklyn, Pittsburg, Washington and
other large cities were reepresented here
Wednesday afternoon at a trial, embraced
in a series of five experiments, of the
¢ Keely motor,” Carriages met the invited
guests at the depot, an excellent lunch was
served, after which the company proceeided
to Mr. Keely's establishment in Twentieth
street, where the inventor exhibited his
laboratory, consisting of two rooms. In
one of these there was a generator, in the
other an engine, all of the apparatus being
curiously inspected by the guests.

The first experiment resulted in producing
by what Mr. Keely claims to be vibratory
motion, evolved from a single wineglassful
of water, without any assistance whatever
from mechagjical applian ces,steam, electrical,
or any other known force, a pressure of
$2,000 pounds to the square inch.

Mr. Keely declares that he has, andin
that same room, produced a pressure under
similar conditions, of 55,000 pounds to the
same surface measurement. In deference
to the suggestions of some of the guests he
refrained from so strong a test of the cap-
abilities of his invention.

The second experiment was the raising of
a 20,000 pound weight, it being understood
by all present that no additional water had
been supplied to the generator. The entire
experiment was in full view of thé visitors,
thus admitting of no possible mispake.

The third experiment was theforcing of
light through plates of glass twoinchesin
thickness.

The fourth of the series was one of the
most interesting. A small smooth-bore
cannon, one inch calibre, was loaded with
aleaden bullet covered with a wad, and
the charge rammed tightlyzhome.

The piece was aimed ata 3}-inch hem-
lock scantling set against a l-imch zinc
plate. The projectile was propelled through
the target, flattening itself on the wall be-
yond. The conditions of the experiment
were that nothing but the wad apd ball
should be placed in the cannen.

The force which discharged it was trans-
mitted through a slender solid wirg of the
thickness of an ordinary needle.

The fifth and last experiment was fur-
nishing motive power for a rotary engine
set up in a room in another portion of the
building. The force was found to be
sufficiently strong to resist the efforts of a
crew selected from the stalwarts amongst
the visitors, whose avoirdupois and muscle
were exerted on a powerful iron lever
against the cylinder without effect. The
experiments were entirely successful, and
created no small sensation among the
scientists present at the trial.

people’s business rather than our ewn. It
is astonishing bow much of our sorrow
comes from minding other peoples affairs..
We look with envy or other people’s fine
horses, carriages, houses, etc., and reason
thus: Why should this man, who has no
more brains than I, live in a fine house, be
gorgeously attired, and ride in his carriage,
while I have to walk, dress in shabby
clothes, and live in a hovel? Bat, if on
this day of thanksgiving we give thanks to
God for his numerous bounties to us in the
past year we will be happy instead of
sorrowful, elated instead of being cast down.
We ar> also prone to count over our few
Josses without considering our many geins.
We think sorrowfully on one week of sick-
ness throngh which we have passed with- |
out considering the fifty-one that we bave
spent in the enjoyment of good health.
We look coldly on the one grave in the
charchyard without a word for the maxy
| bright faces left at home. .
Anothér habit of mind which prevents
thanksgiving is that culpable ignorance
which excludes God from preservation.
We recognize that God made us but we
often, too often, forget that he alone can
save us, and that he can destroy us at lei-
sure, that, as he can open the the windows
of heaven and let forth the rain on the
earth that it may become fruitful, so also
he can close these windows and put an
end to life. The present life is a voyage on
the sea of time. What we here have given
to us is not given in perpetuity. So when-
ever trials arise thick around you give
thanks that they have an end and that &
glorious one. :
Cultivate that habit of mind which
makes the bast of everything. When a
bee lights on a flower which contains no
nectar it does not turn up its bill in dis-
gust but collects wax from the flower to
make combs to contain other honey.
The poorest man to-day enjoys luxuries
which kings in ancient times never dream-
ed of. We now can receive the products
of every climate into our country, but bet-
ter than all these we can look upon the
well thumbed family Bible, the family
altar, ete., and if on seeing these things
our hearts do not overflow with thanks-
giving, then we cannot be capable of
thanksgiving.
Small as our mercies may seem, they are
far more than we deserve, for, should we
be treated with what men term justice we
would longago have been destroyed.
Most of our trouble arises from antici-
pating the future. ~We always look upon
the dark side of the future and cross the
bridge before we come to it; but when
thess gloomy forebodings arise we should
always dispel them and have faith in God
to conduct us to the end.

The law of
England, 4s introduced into this country
long ago, is only binding upon our people
un'il it is-repealed or modified by competent
8 3:slitive bodies in Canada,

dailies in Toronto, Mentreal, London .and
Hamilton-at an average price of seventy4ive
cents a wyear, are displacing the influence,
and reduging the revemue of the local papers.
Now this is not a thing to be emcouraged.
Abowe all things, the farmer and residents
of the willages shoeld not let their local
paper decline for want of support, ner should
they grumble at peying one dellar and a
half for a paper that has much less reading
matter  than the ‘“great dollar paper”’
published in the city. An incalealable
difference exists between the twe, and in
favor-of the local journal ; the latter has
the interests of its subscribers at heart ;
the big weekly frem the city is animated in
no stch way ; indeed, may be opposiag local
interests in favor of oentralization.

It may be that there are too many papers
in the country, but time and competition
will weed them out, leaving at lecst two or
three strong weeklies in each county.

The farmer and villager are beginning to
feel more and more the want of a cheap
metroprolitan daily paper—one that con-
teins all the news in a succint- form, and
which depends more for support on the facts
and information given than opinions it may
champion.

PRAYER FOR SUNDAY SCHOOLS.

The committee of the London-Sunday
school union have recommended that Sun-
day and Monday next, the 23rd and 24th of
October, be observed as daysof solemn
prayer for Sunday schools throughout the
world. It is suggested that the following
arrangements should be observed: That on
Lord’s-day morning, from seven to ‘eight
o’clock, private intercessory prayer be offer-
ed on behalf of Sunday schools; that minis-
ters be asked to preach sermons morning
or evening, or both, on topics connected
with Sunday school work; that in the after-
noon the ordinary engagements of each
school be shortened,and a devotional service
held. To this service the parents of the
scholars might be invited. At the close of
the evening serviee the teachers, in union
with other Christians, might meet for
thanksgiving and prayer. That on Monday
morning teacher’s again bring their scholars.
one by one, in private prayer before God,
In the course of the day the female teach-
ers of each school might hold a meeting
for united prayer and thenksgiving. In
the evening each church or congregation
could be invited to hold a meeting, at which
the interests of the Sunday school should
form the theme of the prayers and addresses.

BUSINESS OF TORONTO SYNOD.

The principal business to be brought
before the synod, which meets on the 1st
of November, will be the confirmation of
the canons, for the administration of the
widows’ and orphans’ fand, and for the
regulation of the court on contested seats ;
also the amendment to ‘sectiou 2 of the con-
stitution relating to the registration of lay
voters at the Easter meetings, Rev. W,
S. Rainaford has also given notice of motion
for the adoption of a scheme of temperance
societies in connection with a central for
the diocese. The adoption of the new con-
stitution will lead to some discussion. The
synod will meet in St. George’s school
house.
