Yester-
day morning Detective E. T. Rener of
Newark and Detective Reid of the city
police force effected Hall’s arrest at his
hotel. He took the matter quietly.

The feelings of the ,Irish
people before the Phwnix park murders
were calming, but all is now upset By the
fresh coercion, which will eimply play
into the hands of s:cret societies,
He said he and his friends in prison cer.
tainly never thought the transfer of land to
the occupiers could be effected by any
other means than by purchase, He en-
treated the government, even at the last
moment, not to shut the door of concilla-

tion. g
Mr.! Russell [liberal], though sympathis-

ing with Irish aspirations, cordially ap-
proved of the provisions of the bill for the
abolition of juries, levying fines on dis-
tricts, the right of search and against the
importation of abominable literature from
America,

Mr. Collings [liberal] predicted a great
outery in England if anybody was hanged
in Ireland on judgments arrived at without
the verdict of a jury.

Mr, Givan [liberal], thought the bill was
calculated to restore peace and -order in
Ireland and suppress the despotisia blight-
ing the country.

Mr Trevelyan said Earl Spencer had de-
termined that all cases of interference with
huts for shelter of evicted persons be sub-
mitted to him before the police are allowed
to interfere. Mr. Trevelyan stated that
Clifford Lloyd would not sit in any court
under the bill—[Cheers by Irish members])
—as the Powers act could only be decided
by speeial magistrates. ’

A LETTER FROM DAVIIT.
A letter from Davitt to Nulty, bishop of
Meath, violently denouncing the landlords
and demanding home rule, has been pub-
lished. Davitt says the Irish have been ac-
cused of not giving the land act a fair trial,
but the truth is they refuse to give land-
lordism any more trial. The repression
bill is an act for the better encouragement
of secret societies.

A GENERAL ELECTION.

The Marquis of Salisbury, speaking at
Stratford, dwelt upon the importance of
constituencies preparing for a general elec-
tion, which must speedily occur, He
severely centured the Kilmainham compact
and described the arrears bill as a measure
for paying the debts of persons from a fund
on which they have no claim.

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MR! BLAKE'S ADDRESS TO THE ELECTORS.
i B N P HIPPS.

The address by Mr. Blake to the electors
of West Durham is, of course, something
more than the ordinary address of a candi-
date to a constituency. It is understood
to embody the views of the opposition, and
to foreshadow the course of the incoming
government, should that opposition be tri-
umphant. It is at this moment a very im-
portant manifesto, one long and anxiously
waited for, and concerning which expecta-
tions were raised which I fear the document
iteelf is not too well calculated to fulfill.
I propese to consider its principal pointsin
detail, We must remember that the ques-
tions are two, not only whether Sir John
Macdonald’s government should be opposed
on these issues, but_also whether Mr.
Blake's would be likely to do better.

The first—the redistribution bill—is one
whicli the electors, I consider, should unite
in condemning. Tt would of itself furnish
a full and sufficient reason for throwing out
nny government which was not certain to
be succeeded by a worse. To express an
opinion on that point we must look
f irther.

Passing over some charges invariably
made we come to the Pacific railway con-
sract. No one disapproved more strongly
of this than myself. 1 spent much
time in writing and speaking against
it, and would, at that time, so vast were
the issues involved, have gladly seen the
government compelled to resign on the
question, even at the risk of what I should
consider & great evil, “the abandonment of
the protective principle. But matters are
now altogether changed. The contract for
the line joining the two oceans is given.
The . consideration is largely paid.
The lands are largely bypothecated.
Mr. Blake would hardly annul, hardly
venture by governmental force to modify it.
He does not propose to. To have post-
poned the through line as Mr. Blake de-
scribed, till we had intersected the 1ich
prairie:section with railroads and populated
it largely with actual settlers—that would
indeed have been an excellent, a statesman-
like plan; and had been frequently pro-
vosed, and not alone by Mr. Blake. Butit
was not the course he and his colleagues fol-
lowed when in office, for, as you may remem-
ber, they advertised largely, though in vain,
for a contractor to build the line. They had
the great mass of virgin soil ; they had a
strong majority ; they had power to borrow
to build ; to settle; immigrants in any num-
ber were then, as now, obtainable. In their
term a vast extent of prairie country might
have been occupied ; a large population
secured. They accomplished ueither. Of
dishonesty I never accused them ;
but  of incompetency,j» of most
useless and  injurious slowness, of
dawdling away valuable years each of al-
most priceless value, I always did, and 1
have never retracted the accusation. In
two ways the Mackenzie government are
responsible for the present railway contract.
First, that when in power they did not,
by pursuing, as they might have done, a
rapid and statesmanlike course, renler the
present evil arrangement impossible.
Second, that they refused to adoyt the
protective principle, after their defeat. Had
they done that the peopl: would have com-
pelled an election on the syndicate qnes-
tion, and Mr. Blake would have g¢ : in
again,

Mr. Blake “ challenges the land policy,
which has in various forms given facilities
for speculation.:whereby great areas of the
‘choicest lands are falling into the hands ol
middlemen, wko will bold them till they

exact from the immigrant large profits, thus
at once retarding the development of the

Excellent! could .not be better. But
willhedoit? Canhedo it? Did he do
it ? Alas, I know speculators who bought
largely, held long and sold high, undér his
colleagues, and I know his own followers, a
dozen of them, leading men among them—
his old cabinet colleagues among them—
who have bought largely since, and hold
for a market—to ‘‘exact,” ‘‘re!ard,”
“‘lessen,” and all the rest of “it. Now, let
him in., Would not his followers force
him to confinue it, especially wli-n, in
office, they might get the first chance ’

On the streams act I do not agree with
Mr. Blake. Observe, I have not examined
or have forgotten, the merits of this par-
ticular case. But that is not the question.
It is, as Mr. Blake puts it, whether, on
local affairs, nowise conflicting with Do-
minion interests, there should be that right
of disallowance by the Dominion govern-
ment, which is destructive of our provincial
autonomy. Now, I want you carefully
to follow me. This is a lumber case.
Might not injustice arise.  Government
sell lumber. Might not a government be
in collusion with a lumberer ? * Or at least,
might it not be vemy unfair to another
lumberer ? Might )i not pass an act to
hurt him ¢ I do not: mean the angelic re-
form local which is in, but say the fervcious
tory local which is out. Then an appeal is
desirable, To whom ; we have no senate ?
Where but to the Dominion parliament,
composed of, it is supposed, a bigher class
of men—Messrs. Blake and Mackenzie left
this for that—and certainly men less likely
to be locally biassed ? But they may be
partizan !  True ; but if you reject for
that, you must renounce legislation entirely.
Make them less partizan ; send independent
men. . It is you who are partizan ; these
bé but your shadows.

Next, the boundary award. That is, 1
fedil‘, altogether indefensible.

If I
understood Mr. Blake’s statement correct-
ly, a * commission of eminent, able, and
impartial men” were engaged during the
course of several sessions in the investiga-
tion. Investigating what ? Well, princi-
pally whether the word north-ward meant
north, That was the piece de resistance,
and the whole thing should not have taken
three months unless amongst’ a nation of
Methuselahs. If Mr. Blake had got his
award in three months, had his commis-
sioners on the territory and his stakes
driven in another, and had his wagon
trains of emigrants in by the fifth- month
that would have been statesmanlike, and
when John A. got in some years after,
there would have been no undoing the
business.

And now we come to the tariff, Here

is Mr. Blake upon it:—

You know well that I do not approve of
needless restrictions on our liberty of ex-
changing what we have for what we want,
and do not see that any substantial applica-
tion of the restrictive principle has been,
or can be, made in favor of the great in-
terests of the mechanic, the laborer,
the farmer, the lumberman, the ship-
builder, or the fisherman, But you
know also that I have fully organized the
fact that we are obliged to raise yearly a
great sum, made greater by the obligations
imposed on us by this government ; and
that we must continue to provide this
yearly sum mainly by import duties, laid to
a large extent on yoods-similar to those
which can be ma ‘ured here ; and that
it results as a 1. ... ry inciden’ of our
settled fiscal systemn th.t there must be a
large, and as/ 1 believe, in the view of
moderate protectionists, an ample advan-
tage to the home manufacturer.

Ou-+ adversaries wish to present to you an
issue as between the present tariff and abso-
lute free trade

This is not the true issue.

Free trade is, as I have repeatedly ex-
plained, for us impossible ; and the issue is
whether the present tariff is perfect or de-
fective and| unjuat,

I believe it to be in some important re-
spects defective and unjust,

We expressed our views last session in
four motions which declare that articles of
such prime necessity as fuel and breadstuffs
should be free ; that the sugar duties should
be so adjusted as to relieve the consumer
from some part of the enormous extra price
he is now liable to pay to' a few refiners ;
that the exorbitant and unequal duties on
the lower grades of jcotton and woollens
should be so changed as to.inake them fair-
er to the masses, who now pay on the
cheapest goods taxes about twice as great
in proportiou as those which the rich pay
on the finest goois ; and that the duties on
such an article as iron, which isin univer-
sal use, should be reduced, so as to enable
the home manufact irer, to whom it is the
raw material to produce cheaper goods, for
the benefit of his home consumer, and the
encouragement of his foreign trade.

I believe that by changes of the character
I have indicated, monoply and extravagant
prices would be checked, a greater measure
of fair play and justice to all classes would
be secured, and the burden of taxation
would be better adjusted to the capacity of
the people who are to pay.

Mr. Blake's position in his first nine lines
has always puzzled me. Now, [ have a
hundred dollars, and Daniel Webster is
alive, and I want to exchange that money
in return for his pleading a case in Toronto,
for me. And here he is—the bag of books—
the stalwart figure—the full, pathetic eye.
But who is this in spectacles, who rushes
in, stops the American, and remarks: *‘I
beg your pardon, sir, but we cannot allow
it?” “What !” asks the Yankee, ‘‘a tariff
on talent! How much? I’ll pay.” ““Oh,”
says Mr. Blake, ‘‘excuse me; but we have
placed a prohibitory tariff on that. Bad law
mightcreep in you know.” “‘Aud goods, 'says
Daniel, “soap, sugar, pipe-clay and gun-
powder, some might be bad, but you don't
prohibit.” ‘‘Oh, we would not buy of the
idetected makers, sir.” ‘‘And would not
the incoming lawyer found ignorant be dis-
‘covered and advertised! Would not that
protect you as in goods?” asks Daniel. *‘It
is incorrect to discuss it,” says Mr. B.
*‘You cannot plead here, sir.” And I lose
Daniel. Now, the fact is, our respected
friend Mr. Blake is the very high priest in
the temple of the best paying protected in-
dustry in the country—nay, if I mistake
not, he is actually in a little inner ring pro-
tected against the other Canadian lawyers,
Nobody grudges him what he has made, but
if the restrictive principle is so good for the
lawyer, why is it so bad for all other
classes? For the rest of the paragraph, in
what Mr. Blake;has‘‘fully recognized, ’he is,
I grieve to say, entirely wrong. He might,
if he chose, drop all duties on manufactures
to the factory-killing 174 per cent he had
them at, and put on raw sugar, tea, coffee,
and many other articles unmakable here,
plenty to raise the sum—might raise the
excise on liquors—add to/the tobacco tax—
might raise plenty of money, and yet knock
our factories on the head by low duties as
rapidly as he chose.

Skip to the next large paragraph—fuel
agd breadstuffs.  Prime necessity, eh?
Now, are you going to give us nothing but
dry bread ? If bread is of prime necessity,
is'nt butter? And is not meat ? And are
we to have no vegetables? Why, in
Canada, we all get them all, and none are
more prime than the other. If any come
And there is the farmer’s
protection gone. Then he will give nothing
on manufactures ; and it’s all gone. Then
for fuel—that is the coal. There is not a
town where it hurts—and it chiefly hurts
the towns—but will vote strongly for the
national policy—coal and all. And if those
most hurt are willing, why meddle ? The
Nova Scotia men want the duty, and there-
fore grumble less at the flour duty, which
helps our farmers. The truth is, the coal
duly is a thing Ontario towns pay Ontario
farmers to please the Nova Scotians. The
fact is, Mr. Blake sees the protection cart
rattling jollily along.  “ What,” says he,
*“ fuel—breadstuffs—these are your linch-
pins—linch-pins are no good, sadd  to
weight, and carry nothing. And you've
got an awful driver.  Tell you what : let
me drive ; if you only knew how I can
drive ; I'll just throw away those useless
linch-pins ; and then Il drive the protec-
tion cart as long as it will hold together,
and you can’t say that won't be trying the

protection experiment fairly,”

I know this: 1 have been getting sugar at
ten cents for years; it was eleved long
ago ; there has beea no rise whatever, but
if anything a fall,

Next, the high tariff on the fine goods—
cotton and woollen—poor man, rich man,
and so on. As to fine cottons—I was years
in the trade, and really cannot understand
this, The fine cotton is not the dearest
——the weight of. catten has much to say in
the matter—a heavy thread is often dearer
than a fite, and both are about - the same
now-—gbont -eighteen cents for very good
stuff, and -if my memory is right, the same
stuff thirty years ago would have cost the
same, It would have been English then,

As  to woollens, Canada grows a
coarse wool, and. can produce but
little  merino. Canada can make
plenty of coarse heavy blankets, cloths,
tweeds—good serviceable stuffs. But into
the finest qualities she cannot as well
venture, To protect them would need a
very high tariff, and little would be aec-
complished then,., What is on them is in
the nature of a revenue tariff. What is on
the coarser is proteetive, and is meant to
protect what we can make. Now, Mr.
Blake knows very well we were often told
we meant to protect oranges and cocoa-
nuts. Why is it that a reasoning man—a
clever pleader—cannot see that we might as
well protect oranges as fine goods we can-
not make?” We put duty on the poor
man’s goods ; they are what we can make,.
The others, which we cannot, weput a re-
venue tariff on.

Next, iron. The duty on this Mr.
Blake should be the last to object to. 1t
is a revenue tariff; it is high not enough to
protect, and by his own showing any tax on
it is borne by the whole community—the
object of indirect taxation. Of course if I,
a protectionist, framed the tariff, 1 should
protect iron by a high duty, and set the
furnaces at work all through the land.
That is one of the tariff points T do mnot
approve of; but it should please Mr. Blake,
a revenue tariff man.

I'have much respect for Mr. Blake,
but not for  his  statesmanship
It is true, I believe him incapable
of such an act as the gerrymander. But I
am also compelled to ‘believe him incapable
of understanding the great principles on
which are founded a protective course. I
cannot think him capable of understanding
these, for I and others have for years press-
ed them on his notice, willing to support
his party if he adopted them ; while
he has continually an:wered in a manner
evincing decided disbelief, a disbelief I
consider capacity to spprehend wonld re-
move, Itis, I fancy, a matter of training.
The habit of clinging to precedent unfits
the mind for certain studies, and for this
very reason a good common or chancery
lawyer can seldom be a good constitution-
al lawyer where the constitution is un-
written. Compare Sir John and Mr.
Blake. Why, in our position, it is & ques-
tion of who shall drive our carriage.
Well, the old coachman has a
lot of hangers-on who will likely pick ooy
pocket ; but he may get us safely round the
precipice ; while the new one, who is of un-
flinching integrity, will respect our pocket,
but will to a dead certainty break our neck.
Mr. Blake’s course would be, I consider, to
break the financial neck of the country.
Do not suppose I thiuk the present tariff a
good one ; it is better than it was, for time
is curing the effects of ill-framing,
but it is far from being the success it
might be. A protective government
needs a constant guiding hand ; that is
what we have lacked.  Under this tariff—
rather, under Sir Ireonard, directed by the
manufacturers—you are half poisoned by
some bad articles of food, you are compelled
to buy poor articles of clothing; you do not
gain  the momey you could from
a full protective  system, What
then? I cannot persuade you -to force
in competent men; - but had you
| the spirit independence gives you would
have done it long ago. 1 take the next
best course. I say it-is bebter to keep a
declared protectionist government in power
than to adwit a gentleman iike Mr. Blake,
who virtually says, ‘I will endure the
protection animal ; but I do not like him ;
ke would be improved by cutting off his
head and his feet.”

Were there any possible chance for a
better, it would be well to overthrow this
government ; but it deems there is
none. If the people would free them-
selves from their machine conventions, and
send in independent men, there would be
every chance. But what do we see? All
over the county, the old reform cligue beiny
put to the front. They have plenty of
protectionists ; but we see none sent to the
polls. What are coming are men who have
for years violently denounced protection.
Sir John has done many mistaken acts;
and above all men 1 have no reason to
speak well of him. But no personal motive
must hinder me from saying that, in those
now comiug forward on the reform side I
see no chance of improvement.

AMENITIES OF BRIGANDAGE.

It seems that the Italian brigands are
very gentlemanly fellows after all. After
capturing a nobleman and demanding a
ransom of fifteen thousand dollars they con-
tinue to address him as * your excellency
and beg him to excuse them for talking so
perpetually about their own affairs. At
least this is the etiquette observed by the
brigands around Palermo, and we presume
that they may be taken as representative
of the, Italian bandits in general. It must
be acknowledged that this - is very pretty
conduct, Ina case of capture which re-
cently occurred near the Italian city men-
tioned above, the zaptain of the gang in re-
turning a watch to his prisoner offered to
buy it of him, as it was an article of great
taste and beauty. Such behaviour as this
must have been almost enough to make one
fall in love with captivity and to dread re-
turning to a state of freedom where cheating
is systematically practised with great polite-

ness over the counter,

OUAL MINERS’ STRIKES.
Extensive ag are the existing strikcs in
the Pennsylvania coal n-éions and amou&
the iron workers, they may be surpassed a
week hence by new movements. The
miners’ union contemplate ordering out
20,000 operatives on June 1, and for the
same date the amalgamated iron and steel
workers ‘are preparing a strike which will
throw out 30,000 persons, There are already
fully 20,000 winers out, in the bituminous
and anthracite regions combined; and the
abolition of store orders and the estallish-
ment of regular and convenient pay days
are insisted on with a vehemence which
makes long strikes almost certain. The

THE HAYTIEN BUTCHERIES.

The twenty-eight executions at St. Mare
and Gonaives form a bloody climax for the
rebellion lately undertaken against Presi-
dent Salonion ; and at latest accounts four-
teen more victims had been coudemned to
death. The poor marksmanship of the
Haytien troops made some of the sheotings
ut St. Marc almost as bungling and bruatal
as an ordinary hanging. This severity to-
ward the insurgents may cause other out-
breaks; for as General Salomon was himself
long an exile, biding his time until he
should be recalled and made president, zo
other exiles will perhaps improve any re-
action of herror at his slaughters for foment-
ing their own projects of insurrection.

VEINTEMILLA is having somie trouble to
hold his place as dictator of Ecuador.

Attorney-General Marston has decided
that Walt Whitman’s ‘‘Leaves of Grass”
is an indecent publication, and that he has
compelled Osgood & Co., the publishers, to
give it up. Their eaition first made its
sppearance in November last, and more
than two thonsand copies have already

been sold, netting to Mr. Whitman about
{400. Mr. .\Imfton informed Osgood &
(.,n..that he propised to commence a suit
agaiust them for printing the book, and
they applied to the anuthor to know if he
would consent to strike out the objection-
able passages. On his peremptory refusal,
they returned the platesto him and ceased
to be publishers of the work. *“We feel it
right to say,” they wrote, ‘‘that it is not
we who have fixed inflexible conditions
under which this matter could be decided.

Our American Cousin.

About twenty years ago *‘ Our A merican
Cousin” was acted without the permission
of the author, and when a snit was brought,
the defendants swore that they had obtain-
ed the drama by memerizing it during re-
gular performances. The supreme court of
Massachusetts decided that, in the case of
an uncopyrighted play, the owner had no
legal defence against such a proceeding.
Under this ruling, the most valuable of
foreign plays have been at the mercy of
thieves, and managers who bought the
American privilege eould have no protec-
tion, except so far as business honor pre-
vailed. Lately ‘‘The World” was memoriz-
ed by two actors, named Byron and Mora,
and the play thus obtained was produced at
Halleck’s Alhambra, Boston. As Tomp-
kins & Hill had bought the right for Bos-
ton, they applied for an injunction. This
was refused, the old view of the law being
upheld ; but on appeal to the general term,
the court has decided that the decision in
the ‘““Our American Cousin’ case was er-
roneous. ‘A ticket of admission,” says
Judge Devens, ‘‘is a license to witness the
play, but it cannot be treated as a license
to the spectator to represent the drama if
he can by memory recollect it. In what-
ever mode the copy is obtained, itis the
use of it for repregentation which operates
to deprive the author of his rights.”

GENTLEMEN,—A¢ the general election
in 1878 1 appeared before you as the ad-
vocate of a protective policy, and you were
good enough to elect me. I had, as
mechanic and manufacturer, been all my
life a member of the reforn: party. Bat
the helplessness of the Mackenzie adminis-
tration during the trying days between
1874 and 1878, and their refusal, on
theoretical grounds, to give to Canadian

| interests that measure of protection which,

as every practical business man saw, had
become absolutely necessary, Jed me, pre-
ferring country to party, to abandon old
political associations and support the states-
men who stood pledged to a protective
policy.

The tariff prepared by Sir John Macdon-
ald and his colleagues has been in force only
three years, a brief period, indeed, in the
history of a country, But I do not hesitate
to declare, speaking from a tolerably wide
experience, that itis doing its work effica-
ciously than the most ardent protectionist
could have anticipated. Industries which
under the assaults of American capital were
compelled for five years to draw heavily
upon their resources, are now paying a liv-
ing profit ; and the prosperity of the manu-
facturer is necessarily shared by the skilled
artisanjand workman. The latter, instead
of having to be content with three or four
day’s work per week, are uow working full
time for better wages. New industries
have sprung up, and old ones which had
become extinct under the one-sided free
trade system have revived. Indeed, more
factories have been established since 1878
than for twenty years previous. The coun-
try, from one end to the other, is highly
prosperous, and while I acknowledge that
this is due in a measure to beautiful crops
and to the universal revival in trade, I
claim fearlessly that the protective policy
has been an important factor in bringing
about this happy state of affairs.

It is because I am profoundly convinced
that the reversal of that policy, or even a
donbt as to its permanence, would be disas-
trous in the extreme to every branch of

| enterprise, that I again appear in Centre

Toronto and seek your suffrages. I need
hardly tell you that for a man in my posi-
tion and at my time of life there is no
charm in pursuit of politics. But I feel it
to be my duty in the interest of -Canadian
industry, and 1 trust I may say without
egotism in the interest of our common
country, to put aside all private considera-
tions and . resist the attempt now being
made at this eleetion, if not to overthrow,
at all events to discredit the national poli-
cy. For that, in my opinion, is the real
issue in this contest. As alarge employer
of labor, and one having a stake in com-
mercial enterprises of almost every kind, 1
do not hesitate to say that the return of
the free trade party to power at this junc-
ture would be nothing short of a national
calamity. Capital, always timid, would
take alarm ; many new industries which
are being nourished by the tariff would
undoubtedly be ruined; old industries
would suffer as before,and the general busi-
ness of the country would be thrown into
confusion, and, not improbably, into
panic.

These considerations, so grave for every
employer, and for every man dependent
upon his daily labor, have induced me,
instead of seeking “the repose to which,
after a long life of toil, I might fairly
claim to be entitled, to ask you fo return
me to parliament once more. You know
that I have no personal amtbition or selfish
end to gratify. ButI am deeply anxious,
in common 1 am sure with all business
men, no matter what their party affilia-
tions may have been, to preserve and per-
petuate the policy to which Canada already
owes so much. The loss by the demoral-
ization that would follow on the heels of
the return of the free trade party cannot be
estimated ; nor can any estimate be formed
of the loss the country wounld sustain
through' the flight of capital, which is
awaiting the verdict in this election before
investing in new and important enterprises
to the launching of which the maintenance
of the present tariff is essentially necessary.
Upon these broad grounds I ask you for
your votes, in order that the hands of Sir
John Macdonald may be strengthened in
the work that yet remains for him, and that
the prosperity which now prevails may not
be menaced, 1 so far as Centre Toronto
can help it, by the fatuous policy that
brought disaster upon us in other days.

They could get along very well without
philZsophy—-g:ut he wished to speak of
what they had done and what was doing ]
to search out men and women who had the
power of design and to provide schools of
art for them. Art was no mere accident of
existence, but a ity of human life,
unless they were content to be something
less than men. Art was the value that
was placed on his work by the workman
himself ; it was the pleasure that the work-
man had taken in his work. Wherever
ood artand good decoration was to be
ound, it was a certain sign that the work-
man had worked not only with his hands
but with his head and heart. And to have
really good work done, they should have
rational and beautiful designs. - These de-
signs would attract to them men and wo-
men of real refinement who would work for
them. The speaker spoke on the subject
of hanficrafts"not one of which was any-
thing but neble. Inthe matter of handi-
crafts, this_age was by no means practical.
All the art teaching would be useless if
workmen were not surrounded with beauti-
ful things. - He referred to "
HOUSEHOLD FURNITURE,
bad workmanship, the ill-built houses and
ill-proportioned rooms, and walls covered
wit.i r paper, He was emplatic iu
his derunéiation of an article which con-
fronted him wherever he went more es-
pecially in the States, and which. for
absolutely horrid ugliness surpassed any-
thing he had seen, the ordinary metallic
stove. If it had been left in its natural
ugliness, it .might have been tolsrated, but
people_ decorated their stoves with wre.ths
of 'blagk-leaded and grimy roses and sur-
mounted them with a funeral urn, or, where
they were more extravagant than usu:l
with ‘two. Mr. Wilde then went on t
speak of the

IMPORTANCE OF GOOD WORKMANSHI!

" There was one abominable word which ‘he
thought least expressed the idea it was
meant to represent, the valgar word
“second-hand.” He hoped that the word
would fall into such complete’ disuse that
philologists in the future should not be
able to discover what it meant. The idea
was that the loager a thing was in use the
less value ithad” Ifa thing-was of good
design and good workmanship it increased
in beauty and in value every day it was used.
Any really strong wsthetie movement should
begin-with the handicraftsman, and the
strength and virtne of their movement in
England was that they brought together the
handicraftsman and the art st who had so
long been separated with suci disastrous
results toiboth. The virtue of a workman
was not his industry, but his power to de-
sign. Design was no product of idle fancy;
it was the result of accumulated habit and
of delightful observation, All the teacling
in the world will do no good in art unless
you surround your workman with happy in-
fluences and with delightful things. 1+ .vas
impossible to have noble and beautiful
color‘in'work unless the workman sees the
lovely. colors of nature displayed about Lim ;
impossible for him to have beautiful inci-
dents and action in the design unless he
sees in ‘the world about him beautifnl ac-
tion and incident also. Healthy art was
that which realizes the beauty of the world
we know and the men and women we re-
verence ; art was unhealthy when obliged
to go back to old romantic ages for its
themes, The lecturer inveighed against
the

that had added a new horror to death, and
clothed great men in marble frock coats
and bronze waistcoats. He thought real

Iow rose itself, or draws it out into those
long wires that look like tangled sunbemps.
Watch that workman, help him, chevish
him, and you will have such lovely work
from his hand as will be a delight to all of
you. This is the spirit of our artistic
movement, and this is the spirit in which
we would wish to see you wor! Make the
subject of your art all that is poble in men
and women, the stately in your lakes and
mountains, the beautiful in your flowers
and in your life. ~We want to see yon
possess nothingin your houses that has not
been a joy to the man who made it and is
not a joy to the people who use it. ~ We
want to see created an att made by the
hands of the people,

Speaking of art education for children he

referred to the Swiss shepherd boy who
would comé home and carve over
his father’s door the animals and insects he
had seen on the mountains ; if a Swiss boy
could doso much, a " dian boy should
do twice as much. shildren should
be brought up in sucl a sim ple atmosphere
of all fair things that they should ilearn to
love what was beautiful and good, and hate
what was evil and ugly, He also showed
how they might.be taught truth and kind-
ness by means of art. Mr, Wilde quoted
a sentence of Keats, | A friend had advised
that poet to dedicate a new volnme to the
British public, and to' say that the British
public werethe greatest judges of art that had
ever been since thetimes of Florentines or
Athenians : Keats replied, “I have not got
the slightest reverence for the British pub-
lic, nor for anything in existence except the
Eternal Being, the memory of great men
and the principle of beauty.” The speaker
concluded with
. A BEAUTIFUL PERORATION,
Said he : ““There is nothing in life that the
touch of art cannot enoble. Commerce is
not opposed to art. Genoa was built by
its traders, Florence by its bankers, and
Venice, loveliest of them all, by its noble
-and honest merchants ; let America with
England embrace the precedents. Then
every leaf in your Titan forests shall yield
to artistic permanence the beauty of its
formand design, and no charming configu-
ration of wild rose or briar, but will Jive
forever in graven doorway or gateway of
““marble.” :

To THE WORLD : It is natural that the
politicians not in accord with Mr. Blake
and the party which he leads should seek
to misrepresent the issues before the coun-
try ; they are doing so for party gain.

It js
not only that there is a conspiracy against
us to despoil us of half our territory, vich
in mineral and forest wealth 5 it is not only
that the honor of the whole country has
been defiled by the repudiation of an inter-
naiional award ; it is not only that a mur-
derous blow has been struck at home rule
aud provinecial rights. All those are bad
i enough, and any one of them shou'd suffice
to cost Sir John Macdonald and his party
the confidence of the electors. But the
crowning act of iufamy has been the gerry-
mandering of the constituencies, with the
objeet of making all the other assiulis upon
our rights and liberties effective and
possible. : ;

So jong as Ontario was given fair and free
play she could bid defiance to a!l her
enemics.

The Proof of Organic Life ia Other
Planets,
(From the London Telegraph,)

BERLIN, May .12.—A marvelous dis-
covery was made a full year ago by a Ger:
man lawyer named Dr. O. Hahn, bus so in-
credible did it seem that the learned world
refused to take notice of it, with one exzep-
tion. Dr. D. F. Weinland devoted a whole
year to study Hahn’s book and to test
thoroughly his microscopic researches and
their results. He now pablishes his opi-
nion, and declares that Hahn has proved the
existence of organic remains in the stones
which dart into the terr-strial atmosphere
from stellar space.

From museums in Tubingen and in Vi-
enna Hahn procured himself more than 600
chips of meteorites of the Coadrite cla i,
proved in each case to be genuine, and hav.
ing been coll on-eighteen different oc-
cssions, partly duving the present and part-
ly during the last century in Europe,
Asia, and America. Minute inspection has
discovered in them a quantity of organic
remains, principally belonging to the most
ancient form of porous corallines, to the
enus of fossil znophytes denominated Fa-
yosites, orat least hearing a very sirong
rcscmblaucu of these latter, though of a
