Splittihg Sheets of Paper.

It is one of the most remarkaBle proper-
ties of that wonderful product, paper, says
the British and Colonfal Printer and Sta-
tioner, that it can he split into two or even
three parte, however thin the sheet. - 'We
have secn o leaf of the Illustrated News
thus divided into three parts, or three thin
leaves, One consisted of the surface in
which the engravings are printed ; another
was the side containing the letter- press,
and a perfectly blank pieze on either side
was the paper that lay between, Many
people who have not seen this done
might thick it impossible; yet it
is not only possible, but extremely easy, as
we shall show.” Get a piece of plate-glass,
and place it on a sheet of paper; then let
the latter be thoroughly soaked, With
care and déxterity the sheet can be split by
thé top surface being removed,  Bub the
best plan is to paste a piece of cloth or
strong paper to each side of the lhuq to be
spilt,  When (ry, vio ly’ and without
hesitation, pull the two pieces asunder,
when part of the shegt will be found to
have ‘adhered te one, part_to t’l‘:e ;:her.
Soften the paste in water the pieces-
can be easily removed from the~cloth, The
yrocess is generally demonstrated as a mat-
ter of curiosity, yet it can bd utilized in
various ways. If we want tq paste in a
scrap-book a newspuper article\ printed on
both sides of the paper, and poesess only
one copy, it is very convenient ‘o _know
how to detach the one side from the other,
The paper, when split, as may be imagined,
is more transparent than it was before
being subj. cted to the operation, and the
printing-ink is romewhat duller, Otherwise
the two picces present the sppearance of
the ociginal if again brought together.
