The Presbyterian College Question,

The discussion which took  place in the
last general assembly on the college ques-
tion has roused a feeling in the presbyte-
rian church which will not be stilled until
the question is settled. The six-college
system is doomed, and it only remains to
devise something else in its place.

What that something else should be, in
the opinion of Rev. Principal Grant of
Queen’s college, was made apparent during
the brief debate in the assembly. He
would like to have Queen’s college—which
dt present, in so far as its arts faculty is
concerned, stands entirely outside of the
presbyterian church—made a great presby-
terian university, with faculties of arts
and theology, the formeér of which would
be a rival to the provinefal ‘institution
while the latter would absorb all the other
(ive theological institutions belonging teo
the church. ;

Dr. Grant is not without backingin this|
position.  We find, for instance, the
shadowy outline of such a, scheme, in a
recent editorial in the Stratford Herald.
It is admitted in the article that the super-
abundance ot colleges is beginhing to cause
trouble, that there is alimit to private
generosity, and that the people are begin-i
ning to tire of useless expenditure ef time
and money. ~The Herald does not ‘openly
and plainly state that the’ remedy is the
conversionoi-Queen's—intoa-great presby-
terian univeidity, but it quietly assumes

condugted, the advantagen offered . by To-
ronto University college, Mcuill college
and Dalkiousie college being utilized to the
benefit of the denomination. Is it reason-
able to suppose that this wise policy will
be lightly abandoned ? In no other way
éan ' the ‘church educate its ministry s0
che.p'j)l‘y, {for neither Queen’s nor any other
_secular university worthy of the name can
be self-sustaining. If the fees are raised
the stiidents will go elsewhere.

Tt is necessary to remind Dr. Grant that
inasmuch as the great majority of the stu-
dents of University college are  presbyte-
sian the church has guite as strong a hold
"on that institution as it has on Queen’s,
over which it ckn exereise no direct con-
trol in any way whatever.  Shall the de-
nomination abandon its position in relation
.to the provincial university and college for
the purpose of having a less efficient one
of its ‘own ? Once more we assure Dr.
Grant and his triends that if they are cal-
culating on this they will find themselves
mistaken.

The Herald says -the question whether
there shall be only one university in On-
tario has been -practically settled in the
negative.. Some time 'ago - this assertion
might have been allowed to pass unques-
tioned, but recent events and discussions
have reopened the question and indicated &
different tendeticy. The two methodist
niversities have been consolidated into
one in this province, and a great party has
arisen within the methodist ehurch which
is earnestly desirous of confining denomin-
ational effort as much as possible to the
professional training of the clergy. Sooner
or later this party “will undoubtedly pre-
vail, and the church will then make use jof
the provincial institution and relieve itself
of the burden. One-wing of the anglican
denomination has® already done this, and
it js_not improbabie that the other may
follow its example, The Herald is there-
fore clearly mistaken in its estimate of the
educational tendencies of the time, and ‘it
is equally astray in its foreshadowing of
the solution of the presbyterian college
problem.

Folicy which certainly will be reason enough
or many to think that we shall not be un-
molested, . In that nation, nay, in its very
congress, are men who are continually
making inflammatory speeches agaiust a
friendly country ; throughoutéits wide:ter-
ritories are demagogues whose sole occupa-
tion seems to be to excite, in the most
blood and thunder style, the people
against England. It abounds withr gentle-
men whose business it ‘isto colleet money
and pay. hired dynamiters, and yet we are
asked to believe that a people whase sensi-
tiveness will allow of such acts not being
constrained will not ‘stretch forth and
take usin, especially when we have been
so graphically instructed as_to the esst
with which such an-act could beaccom-
lished, even with England at our backs.

ut throwing aside fears of such attacks,
we have been instructed how they- could
‘be prevented—at little more cost than at

resent; in fact we have been Jinspired
with courage by being told, that we could
alarm a people whom Provincial ,dilates
upon as bein% most numerois, and
capable of in a_few days annihilating " us.
Our fears may be proved groundleéss by re-
| ferring to the Swiss, a nation who inhabit
the most rocky country in Europe,and if 1
mistake not are populated 'by'the most
rural and hardy class; & people with a war
footing of 215,000 men whose forefathers
for centuries back have been fighting men
and good ones too. We with an area two
hundred times as large and & population
not double theirs are taught how -we eab
repulse the best armies in the world,:, W
are likely to require a great deal of teach-
ing before acquiring the necessary profici-
ency, many will imagige.

the armies of other governments lot us take
a few examples of kingdoms and independ-
ent nations, Among the best possible ex-
amples we could get is Egypt in 1881. By
successive firmans of ’66,'67 and’73 she way
almost an independent“mation, She Ha
an area one-eighteenth thie size of ours, a
population of 5,517,000, & million larger
than ours,.

She had an army and a navy of some
eight vessels and a few “torpedo boats.
They cost her about $2,640,000 a year. We
are told that our present expense of main
taining a militia wounld keep us amply pro-
vided with soldiers, We spent for this
purpose last year about $750,000, not quite
a third of what Egypt did in '81. Let us
consider & few American republics, the
United States first: Our territory is one-
fifth larger. They keep up an army of
95.000 men, I believe, and also a navy in
which much money is yearly sunk. Shall
we get along with a smaller army ? Brazil,
not as large as Canada by about fonr
hundred thousand square miles, has an
army of 11,000 men and a navy of 35 ves-
sels, and a population twice ours. Chili,
with about half as many people, has an
army of 12,000 and a navy of nine steam
vessels, manned by 1700 men, and & na-
tional guard of 20,000 men more, Bavaria,
larger population, keeps an army of
48,000 men, I think, and so on. Now how
we are going to establish a  system
such as is mentioned, to do it on the pres-
ent money supply, and to keep it up, in
the face of such examples from other coun:,|
tries, our next neighbor inclnded, I do not
know; and more, I doubt the possibility of
such a scheme.

One argument has been adduced which
appeals to humanity—that is that out be-
coming independent will probably putan
end to.any chance of war between England
and the United States. To acertain exi
tent it might, but I think the cause will
have an end put to it beforé the corse:
quence. This cause, o ably described by

rovincial, is the socialistic class in Amer-
ica. What makes me think so is that the
thinking and sober-minded citizens of any
country, without regard to the United
States, are opposed to underhand assassin!
ation and conspirators, and will attempt to
stop their tricks. But more especially will
the States puta damper on these men if
war. is to be the result, for we have been
told the B itish lion, when it is aroused,
is. not particularly careful what it does,
and would when in that state as readily
declare war against the United States asif
it had Canada for a rendezvous, But the
merchants of America could not afford to
go to war with England; it would mean
ruin to most moneyed men, and - therefore
1 think a declaration of -war will not pass
between the two nations. If it do pass, it
is just as likely to be carried with Canada
independent as if she were a colony. The
consequences for Canada will be stagnation
of trade, and to a great extent agricultural
operations alse, Canada will not be al;
lowed to act as a medium of trade with
Europe for the United States, and her
two markets—England and the United
States—or one of themr. will be totally
closed to her. ; For thesc reasons I do not
think the humanitarian view worthy of
consideration in this question, and cer-
tainly not as an argument for indepen-
dence, S.
