Sir Jobm Maedonsld’s Keady Reply to a
Lot of Rietors About Riel,
Orrawa, Oct, 1,—A repors from Bell's
Corners states that about 2 o'clock yester-
day, and while the fair was in ess, &
number of men who had been drinking got
into some difficulty and a fight ensued.

bats and other missiles were flying round.

HOW THEY HUNG RIEL,

The Metis Chfef Executed in EMigy at
the Brockylile Camp,

BrockviLLg, Oct, 1.—A volunteer in
camp gives the following description of tbe
hanging of Riel in effigy at that place a
few nights ago, He says: “Some two or
perhaps three hundred volunteers marched
through the camp cheering and shouting
‘Hang  Riel” They had  forcibly
taken  possession of Sergt, Mo-
Dougall’s Indian pony, _on which
was placed an-effigy of Riel. After
their march they arrived at the place of
execution, where & tall sapling was erected
with a rope hanging from it, when, after
some person had pronounced sentence,
Riel’s effigy was strung Uup amid the
execrations and groans of the assembled
volunteers. Shortly after shey prooeeded
to set fire to it, and when in full blaze Col.
Cole, of the 41st battalion,and Capt. Evans,
of the O.F.B., appeared on the scene, The
gallant captain at once called out the
piquet and ordered them to fix bayonets
and disperse the orowd, He then ran
forward with his sword towards the
burning figure, evidently with the intention
of cutting it down, when, lo ! a bright
flame, a puff of smoke, 2 shower of sparks,
and the gunpowder secreted in the effigy’s
inwards exploded and there was nothing
remaining.

The Salvation Army.

We print in another column the greater
part of a letter which a correspondent
sends us in defence of the Saivation army.
W hat he ssys goes to confirm one certain
fact, whioh it were well for the public to
understand and recognise right awayi
His references to a contemporary we leave
out,

The Salvation army will scarcely become
a new denomination, as our correspondent
gormises. It will not oocupy Methodist
ground, for the reason that the Methodists
of to-day occupy the ground pretty fully
olready, They propose to hold it and
hey will not relingaish it to the Salvation
army withont a stfuggle, Neither will the
Presbyterians, or the Baptists, The fight
of the Salvation army is not wholly against
the godless crew of liquor drinkers and
blasphemers, but to a great extent against
Toronto Protestant churches, mow only
about half filled with worshippers on the
Sabbath day.

That is one aspect of the Salvation army
question, Let the churches look to it; if
they did their whole dpty, there wonld be
no need of any such “army” in Toronto at
sll. What may reasdpably be expected is
that the churches will arouse shemselves,
and almost heave ths Salvation army “‘out
of a job.” This much isto be said in the
meantime: that the very existence of the
Salvation army is a burning reproach fo
Protestant churches, It is an arraignment
of them for neglect of duty. But the
blame is not wholly our own; remember
that in this matter we are earrying largely
of the burden of heathendom from East

" London,

he does not seem very sure that the bow
has strength tosend the arrow so far. We
read his dream, The Salvation army, as
we see it in Toronto, st all events, is
simply an extra-pensational teetotal absti-
nence society, with drums and trumpets
thrown in. On its merits as a temperance
or teetotal society let it be judged; that is
jts sole basis for favorable recognition.
Let us be short and sharp: call it a tem~
perance society, or a teetotal society, and
be done with it, Then everybody will
know where it stands and what its mission
is.

The
Turkish minister’s description of the mild-
mess of the porte’s rule in Kastern Roumelia
fa discredited by everything known of
Moslem ascendancy in Christian provinces,
But it matters little what any pasha
may say. The settlement of the difficulty
does not lle with the pashas, If it did the

In the course of his address at Trinity

medioal school yesterday Dr. Covernton,
an old and esteemed member of the faculty,

and chairman of the provincial board of

health, said :

ufflicted man, To Dr, Jenner, a8 you ‘are
aware from his observations of an eruption

oi the udder of the cow, we are indebted

for this discovery. Legislators and mem-
bers of our profession after the most search-

ing and long-continued enfjuiry have been

satisfied that this, the most fearful scourge
that ever afflioted humanity, is controlled
exactly in _proportion to its univer-
sal use and proper performance—that those
nations where it is compulsory on the whole
population, and where the law is enforoed
with the greatest care and precision, that
there the disease is almost obliterated—
that in exact proportion to this oare and
precision in various communities is the
amount of immunity—that this immunity
commences exaotly at the age, whether
three, six or twelve months, when in the
several countries the performance on the
infant of the protective act becomes imper-
ative. Thatlarge bodies of men aggregated
together in different localities, of different
pationalities, but under similar sanitary
conditions except in the particular of
vacoination, differed in their mortality
from smallpox, almost identically in pro-
portion as the use of the prophylactic was
enforcible add enforoed by the governing
authorities, while the mortality from other
diseases of epidemic or endemio character,
such as dysentery, cholera or typhoid fever,
followed the usual laws of suffering
from neglect of manitary precautions, and
that while the deaths from smallpax were
in proportion to the absence of vaccination,
an entirely different ratio was observed in
the mortality from other preventible
diseases, Sinoe this proteotive agenoy has
been discovered and used, docters and
nurses can attend hundreds and thousands
of cases of the most viralent character
without themselves being sufferers. As a
result of these proven facts, in the consoli-
dated statutes of Canada, in the Health
act, we have s law making vactination
compulsory, imposing & fine upon those
who disobey its behests, In the past how-
ever this law has been a dead letter ever
since it was paased, a dread of its being an
anwarrantabie interference with she liberty
of the subject having, I presume, prevailed
with the authorities appointed to carry
it into effect. The question arises
whether the sooner the  subject
is deprived of the liberty to
spread misery, disease and death among
an innocent and helpless community the
better it would be for all olasses of the
inhabitants of our Dominion. But for the
perversity of the French Canadisns on this
1| subject of vaccination, this severe epidemic
of smallpox now prevalent in Montreal and
adjacent country, would never have
arisen, or, if it had arisem, would have
been quickly stamped out. Years ago it
must be confessed that the list of processes
to prevent disease was not large. Quaran-
tine stood at the head of these, a custom
more to be honored in the breach than in
the observance, although in eastern
countries still prevailing.
