Itis certain
that the grants earned under the present
directorate have been very small, and that
for 1890 is put down as not yet paid. It isto
be hoped that some artistic modus vivendi
will be found whereby these differences,
which can only retard the progress of art in
the community, may be composed.

pectus:

“The railway was chartered by the Ontario
Assembly in 1878 to run from a point on the
Grand ok, near Carlton Station, to a
gcc;int on the same line in the Township of

arboro, passing mzu‘ou%l:7 the vi e of
Yorkville (now St. Paul's Ward), thus being
the “loop,”

The object of thi§ railway is:, First, to
alleviate as much as possible the crush of
traffic now passing daily over the Espl#hade
in front of the City of Toronto, by provid-
ing an alternative and superior route for
through freight, and allow the ' business
proper of Toronto to be carried on with
greater facility. ¢

The only means of access to the steamboats
and other craft for either passengers or ship-
pers is across the Esplanade, which is now
the only outlet for all the railway traffic.
