President Cleveland’s Views
On the Tariff Bill,

NOT AN HONEST REEORM MEASURE

The Bill An Improvement Om Present
pplementary Legislation
In the Line of Democratie Aspirations
Hoped For—Importance of Free Raw
Materials Dwelt Upon—The Trusts
and Combines Which Defeated Honest
Tarif Reform Will Net Be Forgotiem
Or Forglven.

Washington, Aug. 27.—President Cleve-
land has written the following letter to
Representative Catchings (Miss.), in which
he sets forth his views of the new tariff
laws and gives his reasons for not ap-
proving the biil:

Executive Mansion, Washington, Aug. 27,

1894.

Hon. T. C. Catchings:

My Dear Sir,—Since the conversation I
bad with you and Mr. Clarke of Alabama
a few days ago in regard to my action
upon the Tariff bill, now before me, I
have given the subject further and most
‘serious consideration, The result is, I
Bm more settled than ever in the deter-
niination to allow the bill to becone a
“aw without my signature.

When the formation of the legislation,
which it was hoped would embody Demo-
eratic ideas of tarifi reform, was lately
entered upon by the Congress nothing
was further from my anticipation than
a result whigh I eould not promptly and
enthusiastically endorse.

It is therefore with a feeling of the
utmost disappointment that I submit &o
& denial ‘of this privilege:

Not In Line With Honest Reform.

. I'do not claim to be better than the
masses of my party, nor do I wish to
avoid any responsibility, which, on ac-
count of the passage of this law, I ought
to bear as a member of the Democratic
organigation. Neither will I permit my-
self to be separated from my party to
such an extent as might be implied by
my veto of tarifi legislation which,
though disappointing, is still chargeable
to Democratic efforts. But there are
prouositions in this bill which are not
in line with honest tariff reform, and
it contains inconsistencies and crudities
which ought not to appear in tariff laws
or laws of any kind. Besides there were,
as you and I well know, incidents ac-
companying the passage of the bill
through the Congress which made eve
sincere tariif reformer unhappy, while in-
fluences surrounded it-in its latter stages
and interfered with its final constrac-
tion which ought not to recognized - or
tolerated in Democratic tarifi reform
counsels.

And yet, notwithstanding all its vicis-
situdes and all the bad treatment it re-
ceived at the hands of pretended friends,
it presents a vast improvement to ex-
isting conditions. It will certainly
lighten many tariff burdens that now
rest heavily upon the people. It is not
only a barrier against the return of mad
protection, but it furnishes a vantage
ground from which must be waged fur-
ther aggressive operations against pro-
:gcted monopoly andGovernmental favor-

ism,

I take my place with the rank and file
of the Democratic party, who believe in
tariff reform, and who know what it is,
who refuses to accept the results embod-
fjed in this bill as the close of thewar,
who are not blinded to the fact that the
livery of the Democratic tariff reform
has been stolen and worn in the service
of Republican protection, and who have
marked the places where the deadly blight
of treason has blasted the counsels of
the brave in their hour of might,

Trusts and Combines Dictated the Law.

The trusts and combinations—the com-
munism of pelf, whose machinations have
prevented us from reaching the success
we deserved—should not be forgotten or
Torziven. We shall recover from our as-
tonishment at their exhibition of wer,
and if then the question is forced upon
us whether they shall submit to the free
legislative will of the people's represent-
atives or shall dictate the laws which
the people must obey we will accept and
settle that issue as one involving the in-
tezrity and safety of American institu-
tions.

I love the principles of true democracy
because they are -founded in patriotism
and upon justice and fairness toward all
interests. I am proud of my party or-
izanization because it is conservatively
sturdy. and persistent in the enforcement

of its principles. Therefore, I do not de- |

ypair of the efforts made by the House
of Representatives to supplement the bill
riready passed by further lezislation, and
to have enzrafted upon it such modifi-
sations as will more nearly meet Demo-
tratic hopes and aspirations.
Importance of Free Raw Materials.

I cannot be mistaken as to the neces-
pity of free raw materials as the foun-
dation of logical and eensible tarifi re-
form. The extent to which this is re-
toznized in the legislation already secur-
ed is one of its encouraging and redeem-
inz features, but it is vexatious to re-
call that while free coal and iron ore
have been denied us a recent letter of
the Secretary of the Treasury discloses the
fact -that both mizht have been made
free by -the annual surrender of only
about $700,000 of unnecessary revenue.

I am sure that there is a common
habit of underestimating the importance
of‘raw materials in tariff legislation, and
of regarding them as only related to con-
cessions to be made to our manufactur-
ers, The truth is that their influence is
so far-reaching that if disregarded a
complete and beneficent scheme of tariff
cannot be successfully inaugurated.

When we give to our manufacturers
free raw materials we unshackle Ameri-
can enterprise and ingenuity, and these
will open the doors of foreign markets to
the reception of our wares, and give op-
portunity for the continuous and remun-
erative employment of American labor.

With materials cheapened hy their free-
dom from tariff charges, the cost of
their product must be correspondingly
eheapened. Thereupon justice and fairness
to the customer would demand that the
manufacturers be obliged to submit to
‘uch a readjustment and modification of
the tariff upon their finished goods as
would secure to the people the benefit
of the reduced cost of their manufacture
and shield the consumer against the ex-
action of inordinate profits.

Tarifif Reform Noi Ended.

It will thus be seen that free raw
materials and o just and fearless regu-
lation and - reduction of the tariff to
meet the changed conditions would carry
to every humble home in the land the
blessings of increased comforts and ¢heap-
er living. 2

The millions of our countrymen who
bhave fought bravely and well for tariff
reform should be exhorted to continue
the struggle boldly, challenging to open
warfare and constantly guarding against
the treachery and balf-heartedness in
their camp. i

Tarifi réiorm- will not be settled until

it is honestly ‘and fairly settled in the
intorest and to the benefit of & patient
and long-suffering people.

Newburgh, N.Y., Aug. 27.—The drought
in this part of the State has become very
serious. There are: parts of Orange, Ul-
ster and Dutchess Counties in which not
a drop of rain has fallen since May. In
these counties the crop of corn, oats, po-
tatoes and wheat will be the lightest
known in many years. .

The fruit crop has also suffered materi-
ally from the same cause, and there will
hardly be any grapes or apples. There
is no pasturage for cattle, and the farm-
ers are compelled to give feed to their
animals. The water supply at High-
land, Malborough. and some other small
towns in this vicinity has almost given
out. At some of the summer boarding
houses in Orange and Ulster counties
men are employed in carrying water from
8 to 8 miles. Wells, springs and private
reservoirs have given out. Forests were
burning last pight on North Beacon.

Attempt To Bribe Ex-Premfier Stambuloff
To Depose Ferdinand.

Berlin, ‘Aug. 27.—The Frankfurter Zei-
tung publishes pn interview with Stam-
buloff, Bulgaria’s deposed Premier. Be-
fore his retirement Stambuloff said he
received from Bt. Petersburg an offer
of a 500,000 rouble bribe to depose
Prince Ferdinand. The Czar was as
stubbern as an ox, he continued, and
would never make friends with the
Prince, although the latter was now in-
spired with the single idea to Russianize
Bulgaria and her Assembly., The return
of the Zankoffists was imminent. The
power of this group lay in intrigue and
assassination. Should Ferdinand be re-
cognized by Russja he would bring back
with the Zankoffists the very men who
would murder him, . .

Anarehists Locating in Rural Towns.

London, Aug. 27.—The . Anarchists of
the Loudon coluny are said to be migrat-
ing to the Provincial cities, where they
expect to run less risk of interferance from
the police. Nearly all the bomb makers
have gone already and are supposed to
be already at work in their new labora-
tories, Home Secretary Asquith has sent
out a circnlar warning the chiefs of pol-
ice throughout the country that they
must carefuliy watch the sales of certain
chemiecals,

Mahdists Preparing to Attack Kassala.

Cairo, Aug. 27. —It is reported here
that the Mahdists are concentrating
their forpes to atthck Kassala and wrest
it from the Italians, who recently oc-
tupied it. The provinces of the Eastern
Soudany Berber and Dongola have been
stripped of Mahdist troops. The Mahdist
rendezvous is Omdurman,

$75,000 For Evicted Tenants,

London, Aug. 27.—The total amount
subscribed to the Irish Evicted Tenants’
fund is £18,000. To this the United
States and Canada contributed but £384.

Berlin, Aug. 27.—The police dissolved an
Anarchist meeting in Rixdorf last evening
because the chairman, an Anarchist anti-
Semite, urged those present to use guns
and dynamite to exterminate the Jews.

Nicaraguan Conspirators Jailed.
New York, Aug. 27.—The Nicaraguan

Herald from Managzua: Evidence is ac-
eumulating to convict the instizators of
the recent revolt amonz the Mosquito
Indians. Several foreigmers are among
these who have been arrested for the con-
spiracy. and the most deeply implicated
of them-all is Hatch, the so-called Bri-
tish Vice-Consul for the Mosquito coast.
He thought his position would screen him
from' arrest, but Nicarazua had never re-
cognized him officially, nor granted him
an exequator. His appointment is, there-
fore, void, as far as Nicaragzua is con-
cerned, and with his accomplices in sedi-
tion he will be punished to the full ex-
tent oi the law,

PULLMAN ON THE STAND.

He Tells of His Object in Establisking the
Town of Pullman.

Chicago, Aug. 27.—Edward F. Bryant,
tashier and manager of the Pullman
Loan and Savings Bank, was the first
witness to testify before the National
Labor Commission to-day.

George M. Pullman took the stand this
afternoon. He stated the Pullman Pal-
ace Car Company was o;fanised Jul;
81, 1867, with a capital of $1,000,000.
The town of Pullman was established
in 1880.

Commissioner Wright conducted the
examination of Mr.. Pullman. He asked
the president of the Pullman Palace Car
Company to tell in his own way the
objects of the com'fany and why the
town was built. “The plan was,” said
Mr. Pullman, reading from a typewritten
manuseript, “ to establish a community
for workingmen which would enable them
to live in harmonious relations with the
company. The relations of the Pullman
Company are, however, simply those of
a landlord in regard to its employes,
which it treats as tenants. The basis of
profit was 6 per. cent. per annum, which
at that'time was a fair profit on the in-
vestment. The cost of establishing the
streets ‘and improvements was .of
course considered in making this calcula-
tion. This does not include the cost of
the plant.

“ The Pullman Car Company,” Mr. Pull-
man stated, “ did not sell property with-
in the limits of the town of Pullman
because the company did not wish ob-
jectionable characters to establish them-
selves in the town. There were in conse-
quence no saloons or houses of ill-repute
in Pallman, as therg might otherwise
have been.”

Mr. Pullman then proceeded, to explain
the Pullman lease.

WITH ANZIETY TO KNOCK OUT “THE
PIGTAILS.”

Nothing But An Invasion of China Will
Satisfy Them-—-China Declares Corea’s
King Proclaimed His Independence
Under Pressure -The Steamer Cam’s
Violation of the Neutrality Laws.

London, Aug. 27.—Despatches from Yo-
kohama say that the Japanese war fever
is' at a white heat, and that the people
are demanding a quick hard blow at the
heart of China. Everybody there is
eager to see all Japan’s land forces con-
centrated and marched against Pekin.

Central News advices from  Shanzhai
state that Gen. Yulai, the military zov-
ernor of the Province of SBhinz King,is
supposed to have been appointed HMizh
Commissioner of the North and Governor-
General to assist the Viceroy. Li Yuna,
formerly Chinese resident in Corea, has
been ziven command of the Chinese forcen
and will at once proceed to, the seat of
war.

One hundred more Japanese have left
Shanghai for their native country and
the United States Consul is wsinz his
utmost endeavors to persuade those re-
maininz to depart, fearing their pre-
sencei may cause complaint and endanger
the safety of the city. Capt. Hanuckin,
formerly aide on the staff of Viceroy Li
Hungz Chang, has been appointed assistant
to Admiral TinZ, commander of  the
Chinese fleet. Six thousand Japanese
troops were landed at Chemulpo on the
22nd instant, The Chinese fleet left Port
Arthur for Wei-Hai-Wei on the 22ud inst,

Battle At Ping Yang Discredited.

The despatches received by the Chinese
Lega.tion up to noon to-day have con-
tmnefl no mention of a Chinese victory
at Ping-Yang. At the Japanese Lega-
tion the officials say the report of such
a v:_ctory was circulated probably by the
fekm Government to Iacilitate the war
oan.

For the pust month shipments of arms
have been made from the United States
via the port of Vancouver, B.C., to some-
where, The Chinese Government has fol-
lowed its usual rule of vigilance and si-
lence. It knows the number of small
arms sent across the seas, the comsignor
and the consignee. But these transship-
ment consignments were awkward mat-
ters. They did not in themselves consti-
tute an unfriendly act or violate the neu-
trality laws so far as the United States
was affected, The munitions of war re-
ferred to were simply seat to Montreal.
There they werc reshipped in bulk by way
of the Canadiau Pacific and the line of
steamships carrying the mail from Van-
couver to ——— well, some port in Ja-
pan, Nagasaki —most probably. All this
and more has been well knowa to Mr.
Yang, the Minister here, But never have
the neutrality laws as agreed upon by
the United States, Englard, Germany,
France and Austria been openly violated,
as the Chinese Legation believe they have
been in the clearance of the steamer Cam.
The Chinese Minister has telegraphed for
specific instructions. When he gets them
he will act.

Attorney-General Olney’s View.

Meantime Attorney-General Olney is
reported to have told a great cartridge-
making comncern in Connecticut that the
United States laws wera not violated by
sending munitions of war 1o Japan via
Canada, “ though it would be just as
well for you not to know of their final
destination,” added our highest law of-
ficer. The steamer Cam was openly load-
ed with a carga of arms and some pistol
cartridges, and Hotchkiss batteries are
said to make a portion of her cargo.
She was openly cleared for somewhere,
and her destination is undoubtedly known
to the collector of the Port of New York.
China will make her case—if she makes
any—upon the evidence of United States
officials, and if a casa is made it will be
a bad day fon the Americans doing busi-
ness in the Celestial Empire, like Russell
& Co., and tha big tea houses of Shang-
hai. China seems to have just awakened
to a gense of her power. She knows that
the sympathy of the United States,
}“ra.nce, and probably Russia is with

apan.

“The Western nations—viz., America
and England—have insisted upon a com-
pliance of China with their laws. We
have done -so. Now let these nations
obey the laws they themselves have
made,” said an attache of the
Chinese Legation to-day. .

But whatever may be the views of the
Chinese Government regarding the depar-
ture of the steamer Cam with munitions
of war, the State Department does not
consider that there has been any viola-
tion of the neutrality laws. The right
of American merchants to sell munitions
of war to either of the belligerents is
not questioned, now that war has been
formally declared by both Japan and
China. If she had been fitted out as a
fighting ship and officered and manned
by Americans, the case would be differ-
ent, and steps would doubtless be taken
to prevent her departure,

THE DEADLY HORSE.

There is more danzer in a single horse
than in a dézen trolley motors. But we
have become so accustomed to runaways,
on account of their extreme antiquity and
their frequency, that we read of them
with the resiznation worthy of a Budd-
hist. We accept runaways as a matter
of course. We make no effort to put an
end to a system of locomotion that causes
more violent deaths thaun any other sin-
gle agency we know of. The accidents
and deathe in Canada caused by railway
trains are comparatively small compar-
ed: with those arising through the deadly
horse. In the city of Toronto we find the
horse and wagon a greater nuisance and
the ¢ause of more violent deaths than
the trolley cars, many times over. The
reagons, therefore, are obvious. The mo-
tive power in the car is a piece of hu-
man mechanism, We made it. We know
its eapacity, its whims, its possibilities.
With suck knowledze we can control it.
The; horse, on the other hand, is a motor
not of human manufacture. The = horse
has whims which man is unable to con-
trol. When' we least expect it our motor
will suddenly develop 50 horse power
and proceed to work it off, entirely in-
dependent of our control. Therein is the
weakness of the horseflesh motor. It is
like a flywheel that is defective and liable
to burst into pieces at any moment. An-
other difference between the horse and
the electric car is this: The controllable
car is confined to the rails. It canpot
zetr off them. . If . the pedestrian is
careful he will mnever et injur-
ed, because there is no dauger, except
between the car tracks, and the cautious
citizen has it in his power to avoid these.
But in regard to the runmaway horse
it is different. He has the freedom of
the whole street allowance, sidewalk and
all. He runs amuck and tramples over
the cautious and. the heedless alike. The
horgp is a'deadly and obnoxious nuisance.
He should be driven off the streets at
the earliest possible moment. On Sun-
day last Mrs. Imrie was driving “an
apparently docile animal” Suddenly,
however, the docile animal * took fright
at the lights,” ran away and killed Mrs.
Imrie, and her two daughters bhad a nar-
row escape. This. was in Toronto. Yes-
terday’s papers contain the following if-
formation from Hamilton:

Two country butchers, who do business
on the city market, are lying at their
homes in ‘& precarious condition. Wesley
Vausickle of Lynden had five ribs broken
and his head badly cut in a runaway
accident a few nights ago, while on his
way home from Brantford, and William
Payne of Carlisle is in a critical state,
as the result of injuries received in &
runaway while going home from the
city last Friday night. David Kelley
of Binbrook, another butecher, had a nar-
row escape from serjous injury, owing
to his horses running away while he was
entering the city yesterday morning.

If a Street Railway attempted to use
a mechanical motor that was as unre-
liable and dangerous as the equine va-
riety the directors would be arrested
for homicide. Yet any citizen or any
boy is free to use in the streets the most
vicious of animals. Omne of the neces-
sities of the age is a motor that will
replace the horse for drawing the wagon.
Such a motor is in sight. It does not
seem to be a great distance off either.
In the meantime we will act sensibly
by dispensing with the horse as far as
we can. Had the electric cars been
running last Sunday it is not at all un-
likely that the lady who was killed by
driving in a carriage would have used
the cars instead. and thereby preserved
her life. At any rate if the cars were
running many horses would be taken off
the street, and runaway accidents on
Sunday would diminish proportionately.
It would be a common-sense and enlight-
ened enactment that would banish horses
entirely from the streets on Sunday and
substitute the trolley.

RELIEVING STREETS,

Yonge-street running north and Queen
and King-streets running east and west
are seriously crowded these days with
vehicles, pedestrians and trolley cars,
and the prospect is that they will gradu-
ally become more congested,

The way to relieve these streets is to
asphalt relieving streets parallel to them.
For instance take Yonge-street. Were
Victoria-street extended to Carlton and
asphalted, on the east side, and Terauley
or Elizabeth asphalted, and St. Vincent
and North-streets also, the horse traffic
north #nd south would largely take to
these thoroughfiares.

As to east and west traffic: Duke, Ade-
laide and Defoe-streets make a through
line between Kiug and Queen, and would
relieve these streets.

The city ought to pay something to-
ward these necessary improvements, but
it would well repay the property owners
on these roadways to assume the work
themselves. They would experience &
rise in value, mnd business would settle
on them, and thut is what the property
owner iB looking for.

EAST END IMPROVEMENTS,

When the twenty-foot canal is com-
pleted the ocean vessels coming to To-
ronto will steam through the cut that
is now being made into Ashbridge’s Bay,
and tie up in deep water in
the new harbor on the other
sidle of the Don. This is merely
conjecture, but we have a reasonable
basis for making it. The distance Arom
the deep water of the lake to nearest
possible wharf in sheltered water 'is
shortest by the mew Ashbridge cut than
via the present entrances to Toronto har-
bor. However, we do not advise Over-
the-Donners to rest om their oars till
the great camnal project is decided omn.
It may not eventuate at all. What they
ought to do at once is to come to an
agreement to. utilize the Bay to the
best possible advantage under its present
conditions. The first essential is the for-
mation of & broad Esplanade on the city
side of the Bay. The Bay will soon

zthu Esplanade in conjunction with the
cut into Lake Ontario marks the crea-
tion of & new harbor,-6f small dimen- |

sions at present, but capable of develop-
ment according to the neccessities of busi-
ness,  Our Oriental fellow-citizens ought
to get a move on, as they say.
season has witnessed a bigger exodus of
citizens to the summer cottdges in the
eastern suburbs than any preceding year.

Among the improvements required to fur-

ther develop this locality are the exten-
gion up of Gerrard-street from Green-
wood-avenue to the Kingston-road, the
laying of an asphalt pavement on Queen-
street, a high lewel bridge over the river
and improving Ashbridge Bay on the
lines suggested. In addition the East-
enders are entitled to better street car
facilities, especially in 'the northeastern
portion,

A MONTH OF VISITORS,

September promises to be a month of
conventions, and apart from the crowds
that usually come to the city to attend
the Industrial Fair it is likely to cause
joy to not.el keepers and other business
men. On the 4th and 6th the Masonic
Knights Templar convene in the Masonic
Temple, Toronto-street, and will have
about 200 delegutes, including the cele-
brated Damaseus Commandery, of De-
troit. The Canal Convention opens on the
17th Sept.; and it remains for those in
charge of arrangements to estimate the
attendance. The following week will
find the hotel keepers of New York State
paying a flying visit to Toronto;and the
last week of the month the Convention of
the Knights of St. John and Malta will
bring 500 or 800 delegates and their la-
dies from the United States. Our busi-
ness men will likely find the coming
month one of the best Septembers in
many years.

These, with the two hundred thousand
outsiders who visit the Fair, will bring
many a good-dollar into the town.

SAID TO BE A CERTAIN CURE.

It is an important announcement that
comes from New York to the effect that
the anti-toxine cure for diphtheria has
been accepted by the New York Board of
Health as genuine and infallible. = When
Dr. Koch’s discovery was announced the
Board sent an expert to Berlin to in-
vestigate the method of treatment, and
his report is -apparently conclusive, for
Dr. Edson announces that anti-toxine, so
far™as anyone may judge from the scien-
tific data, is at once a certain means of
protéetion from the disease and an un-
failing remedy in the early stages of it.
The reported percentages of recovery af-
ter inoculation are very high; 100 on
the first day, 97 on the second and 87
on the third. Dr. Edson describes the
discovery as the most important since
the time of Jenner. We trust that he
is not pversanguine.

Hygienists, as well us modistes, have

In the first place, then, sumimer dress
ghould be loose and roomy. Be it said
to the credit of girls, it is not alone a
desire to be stylish, but an increasing
realization of whut is healthful, that n-
duces them, as well as their brothers, to
take an uctive part in out-of-door games
and sports. ’lPhe willowy figure and
glender waist are no longer cultivated ;

tells of exposure to the sun and air,

Ivan the Terrible.

In the year 1570 a famine followed
close on the heels of a pestilence, which
then, as now, attacks periodically the
Jower classes in Russia aud other coun-
tries. The towns and **waies” swarmed
with “rogs,” beggars, and counterfelt
¢«crippells,” and the authorities then, as
now, were powerless to stamp them out,
Iyan had a short way with them—a suc-
cessful way, too—whatever judgment
we may pass on its morality. ro-
claimed that on a certain day, at Slo-
bida, alms would be distributed amon
the beggars. Soihe thousands turne
up to partake of Ivan’s hospitality, and
aboutPTOO of the worst impostors were
knock on the head and thrown into the
lake *for the fish to receive their doll
ther,” Horsey calls this *a deed of
charitie.”

Ivan's eldest son, also named Ivan,
was in many ways much like his father;
indeed, according to Karamsin, the
resemblance was almost' complete, and
it was soon recognized by the peo-
ple that no hope for release from
tyranny would be looked for when
the day came for Ivan the youunger
to succeed to the thronme. He often ac-
companied his father upon his raids and
cruel persecutions, and, like his father,
he did not hesitate to raise hisown hand
against the prisoners, With ail this, he
seems to have loved his countty in a
vague sort of way, and was jealous of
its honor,

This love or jealousy was the cause of
his early death, The enemy wus ad-
vancing against Pskof, and the son beg-
ged his father to allow him to lead an
army against the invader. On hearing
this proposal the Czar flew into an un-
governable passion, accused his son of
the intention to use the army tq depose
him, and in the altercation he struck his
son with an ironshod staff, inflicting &
wound which caused death in four days,
Fletcher describes it in the following
language : ‘“‘Ivan’s son died of a blowe
given him by his father upon the head
in his furie with his walking staffe, or of
a thrust with a prong of it deepe into
his head.” This murder was committed
on November 19, 1582, and after it Ivan
was seized with remorse, and seems to
have completely, if temporarily, lost his
reason.

The trout,
twice hooked, never ceased to feed; he
only shifted his position by about a fool
and a half, and went on eating natural
flies. Now, this circumstance shows
that the trout's appetite was undi-
winished, thongh he had twice felt
the steel und been dragged across the
stream,

The Spectator, iowever, argued that
the pricked fish comes again, when he
does come again, in anger and revenge.
Nonsense! He merely continues to
diue, taking such floating flies as recom-
mend themselves to his taste and fancy.
Now, if you hooked The Spectator with
a white bait and played hiin upstairs
and downstairs, and stirred him up
under the table and broke him on the
banister he would not proceed to a cut-

let.

YORK TOWNSHIP COUNCIL.

The Rate For 1894 Will Be the Same As
Last Year.

Yesterday's special meeting of the York
Township Council was largely taken up
with the extension of the Torouto _an
Suburban Street Railway tracks to Wes-
ton.

agreement, and to sign the same.

The clerk was authorized to cause the
necessary notices to be published re the
franchise to the Toronto and Suburban
Railway on condition of payment by
company of necessary expenses.

A delegation from the York Township
Agricultural Society appeared and asked
for a grant of $300) toward the fall show.
A motion was made by Messrs. Goulding
and Hislop to grant $100, the same as
last year. This did not meet with the
views of the delegation, and they re-
duced the amount requested to $200.

Mr, Lucds moved in amendment, sec-
onded by Mr, Sylvester, that a grant of
$1256 he made, and this was carried.

On' motion of Messrs, Sylvester and
Goulding, the Ontario Government was
given permission to locate a piggery in
the southwesterly portion of the town-
ship, §

The 'engineer was instructed, by reso-
lution of Mcssrs. Lucas and Sylvester to
examine the bridge north of Little York
and have the same put in a safe condi-
tion at omnce.

The estimates were brought down for
the year, The assessment is $261,744 less
than last year. ¥Five thousand dollars
will be required for roads and bridges;
$8910 was used for this purpose . last
year, Stationery and printing, $1000
last year $1190. Salaries, $6000; last
year $9600. Charity, $400; last year
$286. Board of Health, $200; last year
$548. Nine thousand seven hundred and
twenty-five dollars and eighty-five cents
will be required for school purposes. The
interest account for this year is $2600 ;

DEEP WATERWAYS,

The Joint Committce Hold a Meeting and
Discuss Matters.

. Last night the joint committee to ar-
range for the Deep Waterways Convention
met at the City Hall. Ald. Thompson was
in the chair, and those sitting at the board
were Mayor Kennedy, Al Sheppard,
Hewitt, Lamb, Graham and Dunn, and
~Hugh Blain, John Brown, M. McLaugh-
lin, J. H. Boyle, W. J. McKengie
Peter McIntyre of the Citizens’ Com-
mittee. .

Chairman Thompson started business by
announcing that several projectors of
other schemes had asked to be allowed
to read papers before the convention.
On the motion of Ald. Lamb it was de-

cided to allow the convention to pass
upon this question.

A general discussion as to who should
be_invited to the convention followed, and
it. was decided to ask everybody inter-
ested to attend, the members of Par-
liament for those cities which will be af-
fected by the canal, the heads of the Pat-
rons of Industry, and representatives of
the: earrying, milling and lumbering in-
dustries, besides others who would take
a part in the building of the canal. When
Ald. Thompson in blissful ignorance asked
where the headquarters of the Patrons of
Industry might be found Mr, Blain re-
marked that the woods were full of
them.

Mr. McLaughlin said that it was neces-
sary that statistics should be compiled
showing what the cost of the deepening
of the canals would be, The thing was
to get the convention here and then con-
vince the delegates.

John Brown said that the canal was a
necessity, and impressed upon the com-
mittee the importance of action.

Mayor Kennedy moved that Ald,
Thompson, Lamb, Hewitt, Messrs. Blain,
McLaughlin, Boyle, Brown and McIntyre
be a committee to arrange & program.

The committee was thought to be too
large. and Ald. Hewitt, Mr. Blain and
Mr. Brown were instructed to act with
the chairman in preparing a program and
resolutions.

Re-Openi of the School

The hearts of many mothers were
made glad and their burdens lightened
esterday when the sound of the school
ﬁell called more than 25,000 of Toron-
to’s children back to the lessons and
tasks of the autumn sessions of the
schools. Yesterday was opening day and
the attendance was unusually large, over
50 new pupils being admitted to Hamil-
ton-street school. The alterations and
ndditions to Givens-street and Bolton-
avenue schools are not yet completed,
and in consequence the pupils of these
schools will have one week’s additional
holiday. The additions and the new
schools will not all be completed until
Oct. 1, but in the meantime some accom-
modation will be made for all applying
for admission. Fifty-three schools, with
n staff of BT0 teachers, were opened yes-
terday. One temporary room will be re-
tained at 484 Pape-avenue, for the ac-
sommodation of the small children living
in that vicinity.

A Pretty Mean Prosecution.

The weightiest and most impqrtant case
at yesterday afternoon’s session of the
Police Court was when the mighty ma-
chinery of the law was brought into mo-
tion at the instance of Inspector Archa-
bold against Mrs. MacTiernan, an aged
woman living at 101 Jarvis-street, Who
was charged with selling two Derby cig-
arets to a lad named Tommy Mecllroy, 30
Bt. Lawrence-street, and also the same
pumber to Dennis Kellihar, 48 Carlaw-
avenue, &

Tommy climbed up into a bench that
Justice Miller might see him,
of having purchased one cent’s worth of
tobacco and bne cent’s worth of cigarets.
Dennis told how he was sent into the
store by an officer to inveigle the old
lady into breaking the law by * selling
him a cent's worth of Derbys. Inspec-
tor Archabold produced a cigaret butt,
which.one of .the boys had given him after
it became too small to smoke. This was
s remnant of one of the cigarets pur-
chased from Mrs. MacTiernan, and the
pvidence was tonsidered so strong and
tomplete the Magistrate fined the defend-
ant $10 and costs or 20 days in jail. She
was given 10 days in which to pay.

The Smallest Electric Road.

On the banks of White Bear Lake, 15
miles from St. Paul, Minn., lies Dellwood,
one of the numerous summer resorts of the
Minnesota lakes. Between the railway sta-
tion and one of the beautiful summer
homas, & distance of about 600 feet, is
what is no doubt the smallest electric rail-
way known, capable of actually transport-
ing passengers and freight. The entire road
was built and equipped by A. M. P. Cow-
ley, a St. Paul banker, for the amusement
and instruction of his_son, Archie, a bright
1ad of 7 years, who aéts as motorman, con-
ductor and brakeman with all the dignity
and capability of a veteran in the service,
not cnly giving his sisters and playmates
frequent “‘excursions,” but also doing an
extensive passenger, freight and express
business between the two termini. The
length of the road is a trifle over a tenth
of a mile, and the eguipment consists of
& motor car and two trailers, each car
being five feet long by two feet wide. The
gauge of the road is 14 inches,
the rail being ragular steel T rail, weigh-
ing 24 pounds per yard. The rails are laid
on 2 x 4 inch pine ties, and bonded with
No. 14 copper wire. Instead of the over-
head trolley, the third rail system is
used, the third “rail” consisting of a flat
iron strip 1-8 by 1 inch nailed on & wooden
strip between the two rails.

What's the Matter With the Town?

Editor World: The rate of Interest
charged’ by the loan companies in this city
is excessive. The normal rate should not be
more than 5 per cent. on good saleable
house property, such as detached houses in
cholce locations. The companies should dis-
criminate in their charges. Houses built in
rows should pay a higher rate, as !i)e_\'
are more unsaleable. Vacant lots in fuch
localities as Rosedale, Parkdale and the
Annex should only be charged 5 per cent.,
as they are an undoubted security. If
they would meet the borrowers in this mat-
ter they would enhance the value of their
other securities, as with the high rate of
taxation and the low rental the average
revenue is only 4 per cent. City security
usually is better than town any day, being
more saleable and directly under the eye
of the company. Let the high salaries paid
some of the managers be reduced, and the
benefit given to the customers, and the
stockholders will be better off at the end
of the year. Loan companies must be care-
ful not to get property on their hands, as
their charter prohibits them carrying real
estate over seven years. So look out, gen-

tlemen, or vou Will be in trouble.
