Of fall wheat 32 varieties have been 
grown and the largest crop has been 
given by the Dawson’s Golden Chaff, 
which yielded 46 bushels 20 pounds 
per acre. Of spring wheat, 143 varie­
ties have been tested, and the largest 
crops realized have been had from the 
Hungarian, a bearded sort, which was 
sent to the Experimental Farm for 
test by Baron von Berg, of Kapewar,
Hungary. This gave 31 bushels 10 
pounds per acre, and was closely fol­
lowed by Preston,one of the new cross­
bred sorts raised at the Experimental 
Farm, which gave a crop of 30 bushels 
40 pounds.

Of barley, there have been 60 varie­
ties in all under test, 31 of which were 
two-rowed sorts and 29 six-rowed. Of 
the two-rowed varieties, the most pro­
lific sort this year was the Sidney, a 
new hybrid produced at the farm by 
crossing one of the two-rowed varie­
ties with a six-rowed, which gave 13 
bushels 16 pounds per acre. The heavi­
est yielder among the six-rowed sorts 
was the Mensury. which gave a crop 
of 58 bushels 16 pounds per acre; fol­
lowed by the Petschora, Royal and 
Success, which gave respective yields 
of 51 bushels 42 pounds, 51 bushels 12 
pounds and 61 bushels 12 pounds.

In peas, of which 72 varieties have 
been grown, some very good results 
have been had. The heaviest crop was 
given by one of the new cross-bred 
sorts produced at the facing whiSbZ 
yielded 54 bushels per acre.

Vancouver, B.C., Nov. 23.—The 

heaviest transaction which ever took 
place in British Columbia in a single 
day was consummated through Lon­

As every one 
knows, the prediction has utterly fail­
ed of fulfilment, 17 days having al­
ready elapsed since the trial began, 
with every prospect that the statement 
made by The World more than two 
weeks ago will be borne out, that it 
would be near the first of December 
before the jury had passed decision 
upon the evidence and announced the 
fi»te of the twins. No doubt the pro­
phecy of the collapse of the Crown’s 
case was inspired, but no prediction 
made by Weather-Man Wiggins ever 
went wider of the mark.

The Crown’s Difficulties.
The fact that 14 days were neces­

sary to place the evidence, for the pro­
secution before the jttry is in itself 
a weakness to their case, which the 
Crown officefs appreciated, but could 
not avoid. The fact that almost three 
years have elapsed since the life of 
Willie Wells was cruelly crushed out 
with the massive iron weight in the 
fatal warehouse basement enhances 
the difficulties a Crçwn officer alwaysi 
encounters in fastening the guilt of 
crime upon those whose hands are 
stained with the life-blood of their fel­
low man. If the Hyams twins are 
guilty, as the Crown allege they are,

$5.00Hr, Powell Again on the Stand.
The examlnation-in-«chief of Dr. 

Powell was continued with the open­
ing of the court Saturday morning.

His Lerdshlp Reads the Defence a Lesson.

Dr. Adam Lynde followed with evi­
dence of much the same character. 
If a stooping body was struck by a 
falling weight with sufficient force to 
produce insensibility, it would fall in 
a heap, covering no greater area than 
that represented in the stooping posi­
tion.

During the cross-examination of the 
witness, in which Mr. Osier led him 
into many contradictions, His Lord- 
ship found It necessary on two occa­
sions to request Mr. Johnston and Mr. 
Lount to allow the cross-examination 
to proceed without repeated and unne­
cessary interruptions. When ques­

The tendency, he admit­
ted, would be to project the body to­
wards the west, and somewhat out of 
the line of gravity.

A Hospital surgeon's Views.
Dr. Peters of the General Hospital 

surgical staff agreed with the other 
defence experts as to the probable 
cause of the fractures, but thought 
the effect upon a: body of a weight 
striking the head when in the John­
stonian position was very indefinite. 
The friction of the feet on the floor, teh 
inertia of the body and the direction 
of the momentum of the weight 
conditions 'which it would be 
sary to consider. At the close of the 
testimony of Dr. Peters, Mr. Johnston 
stated to the court that they had oterh 
medical winesses ready to testify, but 
as the Crown had withdrawn some of 
its experts, the defence would not bur­
den the court with further testimony 
of his nature.

BSafe Blowers Who are Wealed la the Marl- 

Slate Provinces Caught la Rotten.
Boston, Nov. 23.—The three 

blowers who were arrested a few days 
ago were to-day taken before U.S. 
Commissioner Fisk on a charge of being 
fugitives from justice. Two detectives 
from the British provinces 
here to-day tor the purpose of making 
a complaint against the men and to 
ask that they be extradited. An ^officer 
from East Braintree, this state, has 
identified McCormack, one of the gang 
under arrest, as “Shinney Jim” of 
Nova Scotia. Detective Skefflngton of 
Nova Scotia claims that the men are 
the most dangerous criminals outside 
of prison walls. For a number of years 
past the gang of which they 
members have been the terror of the 
provinces, and hundreds of safes have 
been blown open. The officers say the 
culprits would not hesitate to commit 
murder in order to effect their release 
or prevent their capture, and claim 
that they have done so more than 
once. The names given by the men are 
John Moran, aged 42; whose alias is 
Blackie; Charles Fairfield, alias “Bal­
timore White,” aged 27, and 
McCormack. Another former member 
of the gang was a man named Wha­
len, who was hanged in the provinces 
for murdering a constable some time 
ago. At the commissioner’s office war­
rants were served, ^charging Moran 
and Fairfield with Intent to kill by 
firing a loaded weapon upon Charles 
Geauvereau, a deputy sheriff at Ri- 
mouskl. Que., while the second war­
rant charged the three men with blow­
ing open safes at Riviere du Loup, 
Que., and at Carleton, N.B., They 
pleaded not guilty and were granted a 
continuance until they could obtain 
counsel. Each was held in $10,000.

\ Population, wealth and commerce 
could never make a city great unless 
It was in wickedness. They were the 
usual accompaniments of licentious­
ness and crime and the harbingers of 
weakness and disintegration.

Millions of people, count­
less wealth, luxury and licentiousness 
could never result ln other than weak­
ness.

This was shown in the pub­
lic press. They had six papers printed 
every day, with a total average issue 
of 120,000 daily. If they considered 
each copy to have five reader» that 
would give a total reading public of 
bOO.OOO, but, of course, they could not 
expect each copy to have five distinct 
readers. On this account it would be 
difficult to compute the number Inter­
ested and Instructed every day. In 
addition to the dailies they had 15 
weeklies, 20 monthlies and about 25 re­
ligious papers, some of which had very 
large clrcul tlons. The combined is­
sue from or religious printing house 
was 332,600. Combining the two classes, 
secular and religious, they had about 
100 distinct papers and periodicals.

CLAMORING FOR PROTECTION.
The demand of the British agricul­

turist for protection Is becoming more 
and more formidable. The protection­
ists are clamoring for the imposition 
of a tariff on wheat, oats, barley and 
hops. On Friday last a deputation of 
the National Assocition of Hop Grow­
ers waited on the British Premier and 
declared that unless a tariff was plac­
ed on foreign grown hops the English 
hop Industry would soon cease to ex­
ist. Lord Salisbury is reported to have 
told the deputation that the Govern­
ment had no Intention of? placing! 1 aJ 
tariff on articles of general commerce. 
If a duty were placed on hops, it would 
soon have to be extended to wheat and 
other articles. Another deputation of 
agriculturists have arranged to wait 
on the President of the Board of Agri­
culture to demand that all cattle and 
sheep that are now admitted alive in 
Great Britain shall be slaughtered be­
fore shipment or Immediately after­
wards. It is understood the Govern­
ment will grant this request. The time 
has not yet arrived for the adoption 
of the protection principle in England, 
but the murmurlngs of those whose 
businesses are being ruined by free 
trade are becoming so loud and pro­
longed that action cannot be delayed 
much longer.
Government hopes to drown the clam­
eur for protection by the establish­
ment of ' a national loan bureau-, 
through which it is proposed to loan 
farmers money at 3 per cent, whicn 
will mean a considerable saving to 
them, as they are now charged at thé 
rate of 5 per cent. If the British Gov­
ernment undertakes to loan Inoney to 
farmers, the operation of its system 
will be watched with interest by all 
other nations,

There is a certain amount which can 
be loaned on agricultural property 
without any risk of loss. If the Gov­
ernment were to lend 
money on his
