There are few things in which 
men and women show themselves 
no irrational as in prolonged and con­
suming grief for the dead.

The God who orders 
our births, orders our deaths. All 
must die. To die is as common and 
as natural as to live. Being com­
mon, universal, certain, it cannot be 
an eyil. Those who have gone be­
fore, no matter how long their days, 
seem to have lived and vanished as 
creatures of the hour, so that over 
the death of the young we should 
not lament at the seeming untime­
liness of their taking off. It is indis­
creet to assume that the death of the 
young is a peculiar calamity and 
hardship. How can we tell what 
they have escaped, or decide that 
they are not singularly fortunate ? 
Who finds life such an unmixed bless­
ing as to grieve long over the transla­
tion of those who are yet innocent 
and happy to serener spheres.

Such tears silently pro­
claim the fear of annihilation, the 
despair that forgets God.

Paying the Rent.

A recent despatch from Edmonton 
says that for the first time in history 
the Hudson’s Bay Company, proper­
ly known as the “Company of 
Gentlemen Adventurers Trading into 
Hudson’s Bay,” will next summer 
pay rent to the British sovereign for 
the vast domain granted the com­
pany by Charles II. in 1670. The 
rent is two elks and two black 
beavers, payable, as the royal chart­
er puts it, only “whensoever as we 
our heirs and successors, shall hap­
pen to enter into the said countries, 
territories and regions, hereby grant­
ed."

The Duke of Connuaght, the royal 
governor-general of Canada, will 
receive the" Hudson's Bay tribute 
when he visits the northern out­
posts next summer.

The name comes 
frpm the castle of Wettin, near 
Magdeburg, which claimed Witte- 
kind as the founder of the race.

Canals and Big Ships.

The announcement of the deepen­
ing of the Suez Canal is interesting 
as an indication not so much of 
rivalry with the Panama Canal— 
though that consideration may enter 
into it—as of recognition of the in­
creasing size of ships. The canal, 
which is now thirty-three feet deep, 
is to be deepened at once to thirty- 
six. This is not a serious task, as 
there are no locks to enlarge and no 
rocks to deal with, but merely sand 
and mud to scoop or pump out with 
marine dredges. Of course the cost 
will cause no embarassment, as the 
company already has profits larger 
than it knows what to do with.

The Suez Canal was originally 
made in 1869, only a fraction more 
than twenty-six feet deep. At that 
time there was not a mercantile 
vessel in the world, excepting only 
the unfortunate Great Baste*!, of 
more that 5,000 tons ; the White 
Star liner Britannic, in 1871, being 
the first to exceed these dimensions ; 
and it was not until 1885 that plans

were made for deepening the canal 
to about twenty-eight feet. By that 
time the Umbria and Etruria had 
been built, but still no ship had 
reached the size of 10,000 tons, the 
first to pass that figure being 
the American City of Paris in 
1888. And of course the vessels 
which traversed the canal were 
smaller than these crack Atlantic 
liners.

But if the growth of ships was 
slow in those years it has latterly 
become breathlessly rapid. The 
maximum was 5,000 in 1871, and 
10,000 in 1888. In 1901 the Celtic 
passed 20,000, in 1907 the Lusitania 
exceeded 31,000, in 1910 appeared 
the Olympic of 45,000, and jin 1911 
the" Hamburg line began the Imper- 
ator of 50,000 tons. To-day there 
are more than a dozen vessels in 
actual service of more than 20,000 
tons each in the world’s mercantile 
fleets, besides a larger number in the 
military navies, and he would be rash 
who should predict any reaction 
toward smaller vessels, or even a 
cessation of the progress toward still 
larger ships.

Tax Reform in the United 
States.

Evidence of the extending interest 
taken in the matter of taxation re­
form is shown by the extensive pro­
posals in that direction submitted 
to-day in the states of Oregon and 
Missouri. In Missouri an amendment 
to the constitution will be voted 
upon dividing all property hitherto 
subject to taxation into three classes. 
The first includes all personal prop­
erty, which, in the case of bonds and 
public securities of the state, its 
political sub-divisions and municipal­
ities now or hereafter issued, are to 
be exempt from all state and local 
taxes from and after the adoption of 
the amendment. All other personal 
property will also become exempt 
from taxation in the year 1914 and 
thereafter, but power is reserved to 
tax any form of franchise, privilege 
or inheritance.

The second class of property in­
cludes all improvements in or on 
lands except those on lands now 
exempt. In 1914 and 1915 property 
in this class will be exempted to the 
extent of one fourth of the assessed 
value of improvements ; in 1916 and 
1917 to the extent of two-fourths 
in 1918 and 1919 to the extent of 
three-fourths. In and after 1920 all 
improvements to the extent of $3000 
on homesteads, will be altogether 
exempt. Class three includes all 
lands in the state, independent of 
improvements, and franchises for 
public service utilities, and these are 
never to be exempt from taxation. 
It is also provided that all property 
in this class is to be assessed at its 
true and actual value. No poll tax 
or tax on business under the form of 
a license will be levied after Dec. 31, 
1913, except in the public interest. 
The fate of this drastic amendment 
will be watched with interest.

An Elephant’s Bath.
The elephant’s bath takes a week to 

carry out in every detail. It requires the 
services of three men, and it costs about 
£10.

This treatment is necessary for a circus 
elephant, and if the animal is a valuable 
one the proprietor of the circus does not 
consider the money wasted. The first 
process consists in going over the im­
mense body with the best soap procur­
able ; 150 lbs. of soap is used, and the 
elephant’s ears are especially attended 
to.

When the soaping and drying are com­
pleted the elephant is well sandpapered, 
and after that rubbed all over with the 
purest Indian oil until the mousegrey 
skin is supple and glistening. This last 
finishing touch is the most expensive 
part of the whole bath, as over £5 has to 
be spent on the oil alone.

The Australian Federal House of 
Representatives has passed without 
a division the second reading of the 
bill providing a maternity allowance 
in respect to any child bora in Aus­
tralia.

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Distribution of Seed Grain and Potatoes 
From the Dominion Experimental 

Farms, 1912-1913.
By instructions of the Hon. Minister 

of Agriculture a distribution of superior 
■sorts of grain and potatoes will be made 
■during tne coming winter and spring to 
Canadian farmers. The samples for 
general distribution will consist of 
spring wheat (5 lbs.), white oats (4 lbs.), 
barley (5 lbs.), and field peas (5 lbs.). 
These will be sent out from Ottawa. A 
distribution of potatoes (in 3 lb. samples)

; will be carried on from several of the 
experimental farms, the Central Farm at 
Ottawa supplying only the provinces of 
Ontario and Quebec. All samples will 
be sent free, by mail.

Applications must give particulars in 
regard to the soil on their farms, and 
.some account of their experience with 
such kinds of grain (or potatoes) as they 
have grown, so that a promising sort for 
their conditions may be selected.

Each application must be separate and 
must be signed by the applicant. Only 
•one sample of grain and of potatoes can 
be sent to each farm. Applications on 
any kind of printed form cannot be 
accepted. If fwo or more samples are 
asked for in the same letter only one 
will be sent.

As the supply of seed is limited, far­
mers are advised to apply early ; but the 
applications will not necessarily be filled 
in the exact order in which they are 
received. Preference will always be 
given to the most thoughtful and explicit 
requests. Applications received after 
the end of January will probably be too 
late.

All applications for grain (and appli­
cations from the provinces of Ontario and 
Quebec for potatoes) should be addressed 
to the Dominion Cerealist, Central Ex­
perimental Farm, Ottawa. Such appli­
cations require no postage. If otherwise 
Addressed delay and disappointment 
may occur.

Applications, for potatoes, from far­
mers in any other province should be 
Addressed (postage prepaid) to the 
•Superintendent of the nearest Branch 
Experimental Farm in that province.

LAMBTON COUNTY AS 
- FRUIT DISTRICT.
By W. H. Porter, Government Agricul­

tural Expert for Lambton.
In this age of real estate boom and 

land speculation one has acquired the 
habit of glancing only casually or with 
suspicion at articles written concerning 
localities and districts. Without any 
consideration, we pronounce them at 
once the finished product of some pub­
licity employee or the effulgent offerings 
of a class of verbose land agents. Not a 
few over credulous investors have been 
shorn of their surplus dollars by shears 
in the hsnds of these agencies, but it has 
tended to educate interested parties to 
assure themselves of certain conditions, 
favorable and unfavorable, which go to 
make districts objectable or desirable.

When examining a locality and look­
ing into its conditions and possibilities 
relative to fruit growing one must take 
into consideration soil, locality, climate 
and markets and when these are all con­
ducive to the production of an article of 
the highest quality success then depends 
upon an ordinary amount of intelligence 
on the part of the grower, a lack of which 
commodity we are all loath to admit.

Lambton County has been very modest 
in advertising her adaptibility for fruit 
growing. For many years a few fruit 
growers have been producing apples, 
plums, pears, and peaches of first class 
quality, but the production of small 
fruits in the county being small they did 
not have to seek a market abroad and 
consequently little was heard ot Lambton 
as a fruit producing county. In time 
farmers began to see that their soil was 
similar to that producing the best kind 
of Jfruit ; planting became general and 
to day plantations of forty to fifty acres 
are not uncommon, while smaller 
orchards are so much in evidence that 
the northern part of the county has 
gotten into long clothes as a fruit pro­
ducing area.

A closer examinatio n of conditions will 
prove that it is not confidence misplaced. 
Soil, climate, land and water are so 
favorably adjusted as to make conditions 
ideal. In the north, which is the fruit 
area proper, the soil varies trom loam 
with gravelly subsoil to straight sand 
and gravel which is known as the 
“ridge.” Peach trees do exceptionally 
well on this formation and during the 
first two or three yrars of growth beans 
^re grown between the trees. They yield 
at the rate of twenty-five bushels per 
acre and more than repay all expenses 
connected with the trees until they mon­
opolize the land. Tobacco is another 
crop which repays well in inter tilling, 
and growers claim that at 12c. per pound 
they can get remunerative returns from 
their young orchard land. Since the 
advent of the canning tactories tomato 
culture is becoming popular. Early 
tomatoes are most profitable for they are 
sold $1.50 to $1.75 per 11 quart basket 
aud then the later pickings are turned 
over to the factories by the bushel at 
paying figures.

The growth of the young trees and the 1 
early age at which they bear fruit is the 
best testimonial of favorable soil con­
ditions. In the orchard of Johnson Bros., 
Forest, is a tree which in the autumn of 
1911, when only five yeors of age, pro­
duced fourteen 11 quart baskets of salable 
peaches. This tree is no better than the 
average in the ten acre orchard in which

reached such a development that desir­
able land commands a very high figure, 
The general slope of the land is norther 
ly, a particular feature sought by all ex 
perienced growers for it retards unsea. 
sonable growth in early spring and en­
sures a greater absence from injury in 
winter than where the trees are subjected 
to the direct rays of the sun.

All that has been said relative to soil 
and climate would avail nothing were 
there not convenient shipping facilities 
Here is where Lambton County is par­
ticularly favored. Ontario’s population 
is most dense in the western part which 
gives Lambton County full advantage m 
this regard. Further, about half of the 
population in the county is urban and this 
augumented by a large summer resort 
trade along the lake and river makes a 
large consuming population. Ontario, 
British Columbia, and the Western 
States are all making a strong bid for the 
western market and when tbe hammer 
falls it will be found that the locality 
which can place its produce there with 
most convenient and least expensive 
shipping facilities will be the highest 
bidder.. Produce can be gathered in the 
county in the morning, put aboard boats 
and shipped at one o’clock enroute to 
Fort William, Port Arthur and Sault Ste. 
Marie, where a good market is found, or 
it can be forwarded to tbe West much 
more cheaply than where advantages ot 
the water rates do not exist. By rail 
direct, the produce is one day’s journey 
nearer the market before it even leaves 
the depot at Forest or Sarnia than are 
Niagara offerings. These are circum­
stances that will sway the balance in 
days of keen competition between large 
fruit producing districts.

I do not wish to speak in a depreci 
atory manner ot any other locations ; my 
only aim is to explain by comparison 
actual conditions in Lambton County, 
and nothing is more reliable than an 
understanding of conditions substantiat­
ed by official records.

What has been said will convey no 
♦idea of the possibilities of the county. 
Out of 659,000 acres, over 80,000 acres 
are suitable for the production of tender 
fruits and vegetables, and the parts of 
that now developed, comprise a very 
small fraction of the whole. With the 
development of the fruit industry has 
come an increase in land values. Land 
which a few years ago was grazing cattle 
and considered worth Fifty Dollars Jan 
acre is now selling at Seventy-five to One 
Hundred Dollars per acre. At this figure 
one can profitably start a plantation, for 
in five yeais he will receive returns from 
the trees and in the meantime can be 
raising early Tomatoes, Tobacco, early 
Potatoes and Beans. Beans are being 
commonly grown, and an estimate, not 
of what now can be done but of what is 
being actually done will not be out of 
place. Twenty bushels per acre at two 
dollars per bushel is a very conservative 
estimate for this year, and yet it returns 
to the grower forty dollars per acre 
while his trees are coming to a bearing 
age. This is one reason why so many 
business men have made investments in 
fruit land and it is good reason why we 
can, without any hesitation, recommend 
the district to prospective fruit growers.

To arrive at a clear understanding of 
climatic conditions it is necessary to ex­
plain the geographical po.> ition. Tracing 
the 42nd parallel of latitude eastward we 
find it passing through the northern part 
of the county and touching at Welland 
in the Niagara Peninsula thus casting the 
greater part of the fruit producing area 
of that district north of the correspond­
ing area 111 Lambton County.

The 
second glance at the map will reveal the 
presence of a large body of water extend­
ing along the entire length of the north­
western side of the county. This body 
of water, Lake Huron, has a remarkable 
modifying influence on the climate and 
accounts to a large degree for the absence 
ot extremes in temperature. Actual 
records show a growing season of 204 - -
days at Sarnia, as against 202 growing

three hundred dollars per acre. About 
half of these trees are about five years old 
and the remainder two years old. Only 
a quarter ot a mile from^ the Canning 
Factory and depot the produce can be 
easily handled, which is a big factor in 
marketing small fruits.

Undeveloped fruit land ranges from 
seventy-five to onç hundred dollars per 
acre and can be purchased on easy terms.

I was brought op on adages. An 
aunt of mine was continually dinging 
them at me, and as luck would have It 
they always worked the wrong way 
with me.

SHATTERED THE MOUNTAIN.
A Volcanic Outburst That Tore Kra- 

katoa Up by the Roots.
The eruption of Krakatoa, In the 

Sunda strait Aug. 28, 1883, still ranks 
first among the appalling convulsions 
ot nature.

Krakatoa was a volcanic mountain 
midway between Sumatra and Java, 
but It had been Inactive since 1680. In 
the spring of 1883 It began, to show 
signs of activity. On the '26th of 
August loud explosions were ' heard, 
and on the 28th came the eruption 
that fairly shook the planet

The eruption was followed by an 
appalling darkness, with a downpour 
of mud and sand. Then came a tre­
mendous tidal movement the water 
receding and then returning and over­
whelming the people on the shores. 
The tidal wave was fifty feet high.

When Investigation became possible 
It was found that Krakatoa had burst 
throwing one part eight miles to the 
north and hurling the other part com­
pletely over Lang Island, seven miles 
to the northeast

The great mountain was literally 
torn up by the roots, as was shown by 
the fact that over the spot where the 
exploded volcano had Stood the sound­
ing line found a depth of 160 fathoms, 
or 960 feet Other soundings showed 
that the bottom of the ocean for miles 
around bad been changed. Islands that 
had never been seen before appeared 
and others entirely disappeared.

The damage to human life, done 
chiefly by the monster tidal waves, 
has never been definitely estimated, 
but it Is known that at least 100,000 
perished. The loss was probably far 
In excess of that number.

Some Idea of the force of the ex­
plosion may be had from the fact that 
the waves that were started by it and 
driven east and west from the nar­
row straits, traveled across the oceans 
and met on the other side of the globe. 
Indeed, It was proved that these waves 
crossed at the antipodes and encircled 
the earth no less than four times be­
fore they got back to normal.

Strange as it may seem, the detona­
tion accompanying the explosion was 
felt 3.000 miles away, while from its 
very Immensity It was almost inaudi­
ble to the dwellers In the Immediate 
vicinity.

Wonderful, too, were the meterologl- 
cal phenomena following the dread 
calamity. The sun did not rise or set 
in the old familiar way for more than 
a year after the explosion. The clouds 
appeared to be touched with strange 
lurid tints, and the blue of the heav­
ens did not look as tt had looked be­
fore. The superstitions in all lands 
felt that the very laws of nature were 
changing, and some Imagined that the 
world was nearing Its end.

The explanation, later on given, was 
that the queer phenomena were due to 
the fact that the awful explosion had 
filled the whole upper atmosphere with 
thousands of tons of fine dust; which 
encircled the entire earth and changed 
the aspect of the heavens.—New York 
American.

Uniformity in Canadian Daiiy 
Products.

A few months ago there was held at 
Ottawa a conference of dairy experts and. 
officials from all parts of the Dominion. 
The meeting was called by the Honor­
able, the Minister of Agriculture for the 
purpose of endeavoring to perpetuate 
the uniformity in quality and character 
of Canadian cheese and butter that has 
been responsible for the success of Can­
adian dairying. As pointed out by the 
Dairy and Cold Storage Commissioner, 
who presided over the Conference, many 
things come uj> in the practice of dairy­
ing over which slight difference of 
opinion may arise so that it seems desir­
able to bring together from time to time 
those in charge of dairy schools, and the 
chief instructors, in the various provinces 
to discuss methods and. practices, in 
order to arrive at some agreement as a 
body of dairy advisors. The Conference 
lasted two days during which time many 
mattérs of importance were taken up and 
freely discussed. Some of these were 
the pasteurization of whey, factory refuse 
in relation to tuberculosis in hogs, test­
ing and grading cream at cream gather­
ing creameries, whey butter, methods of 
paying patrons of cheese factories, and 
other subjects relating to the production 
of butter and cheese. For the inform­
ation of buttermakers and cheesemakers, 
and others interested in dairying, there 
has been printed a verbatum report of 
the proceedings of this Conference. 
Copies may be procured by applying to 
the Publications Branch of the Depart­
ment of Agriculture, at Ottawa.
