At the end of the nomination hour Mr.
W. S. Fuller, town clerk, was appointed
chairman of the meeting.

Mr. Lawlor, representing the Hydro
Electric Commission, being present was
ask=d to speak first. He stated that the
question of inadequate supply of power
at Niagara Falls had become one of grave
concern, The original 100,000 h. p. con-
tracted for with the Ontario Power Co.
has been used up and an additional
supply of 50,000 h. p. contracted for with
the Niagara Power Co. has also been used
up, thereby forcing the government to
seek all the available sources to supply
the growing demands of the Province.
In view of these facts the government
deemed it advisable to acquire all the
remaining water vights at Niagara Falls.
This has been done and arrangements
have been made to divert water from
Chippewa Creck which is above the Falls
and carry this water to a point near
Queenston where a plant will be construc-
ted with a capacity of over 200,000 h. p.
and designed with a view of having an
ultimate capacity- limited only by the
amount of water available for power pur-
poses. The Hydro municipalities at a
meeting of their representatives express-
ed a desire to undertake this develop-
ment in placeof having the government
do so, providing a sufficient number of
the Hydro municipalities are in favor of
owning the generating plant as they now
do the transmission lines. If the by-law
carries the municipalities will own the
generating station in the same manner as
the present transmission lines, and in
time the cost of power will be reduced
to operating and maintenance expenses
only. If the Ontario government develoy
the power the municipalities will have to
purchase power the same as at present
instead of becoming partners, Replying
to a question Mr. Lawler said that the
delay in supplying Watford with §power
was caused by inability to get material.

The members of the Board of Eluca-
tion were then called on but no one came
forward to say a word for that important
body.

The Reeve and Council gave an account
ot their stewardship, explaining the diff-
erent expenditures and doings of that
body during the year; afterwards the
newly nominated candidates were given
a chance to explain their views on muni-
cipal matters.

FISH THAT BUILDS A NEST.

Remarkable Little Creature That Dis-
plays Great Ingenuity In Constructing
& Home For Its Children — Eats
Neighbors’ Babies—A Cornfield Lady,

Tonight, said Uacle Ben, 1 am going

FATHER STICKLEBACK,

“What do you th‘nk of a fish that
builds a nest?” askcd Uncle Ben.

“A nest down in the water?” echoed
little Ned and Polly Ann.

“Yes,” replied Ben, “‘a nest that looks
very much like the nests the birds
build in the treetops.

“The fish is named the stickYeback.
The father fish builds the nest and
takes care of the little ones.

“The fish do not live in the nest, but
the wife lays the eggs from which the
young fish hatch inside of . it.

“The nest has two doors, and they
open in such directipns that the ocean
current passes through them instead
of beut}% against the frail walls of
the riesf and battering them down, as
it might do in time.

“The gum with which the fish glues
together the parts of the nest is spun
out of its body, just as the spider
spins out the silk for its web.

“Mrs. Stickleback is a great gadder.
After she leaves the eggs in the nest
she goes swimming off and never both-
ers about the little fishes,

“Father Stickleback, who has built
the nest, watches over it till the lttle
ones come out of the eggs. Then he
guards them until they are old enough
to take care of themselves.

“It must be a finé thing to see him
swimming about with his little ones:
flocking about him. If any strange
fish tries to bother them Father Stickle-
back flies at him in a fine rage, and it
is apt to go hard with the one who
makes the trouble, for sticklebacks are
fine fighters. They have a row of sharp
spines on their backs, and with these
they can rip and tear their enemies
severely.

“Although so kind to their own young
ones, the sticklebacks are not so good
to the young of other fishes., Indeed,
it is said that it is their weakness for
making a meal of their neighbors’ ba-
bies that has made them so disliked
by the other dwellers in the water.

“There is one family of sticklebacks
that live in the ocean, and they make
their nests of seaweeds gummed to-
gether with a sticky thread which the
fish supplies.

“There are other sticklebacks that
live in fresh water, and their nests are
made of small sticks and twigs which
they can gather together on the river
bottom and are glued together by
means of the sticky liquid which the
fish provides,

“The openings in the nest are always
turned the same way that the water
runs, so that it may sweep threagh in-
stead of against the sides of the nest.”

SAVING OLD MANUSCRIPTS.

How Valuable Papers Are Mended
and Mounted For Preserving.

There are not fifty persons in the
United States who are skilled in the
preservation and repairing of old man-
uscripts. One of them, says the Uni«
versity of ‘Wisconsin Bulletin, may be
found working on the third floor of the
‘Wisconsin Historical library building
at Madison, one of the six or seven ins
stitutions in the country that carry on
such work scientifically. i

About a generation or two ago 8
priest in the Vatican library at Ilomd
originated and developed the process
now in use in the taking care of old
papers.

The first thing done in the process of
preserving the letters is to place them
between wet newspapers under a
weight and leave them for five or six
hours. This removes the creases and
the dirt. Then they are put between
wood pulp boards and left twenty-foun
hours and then between blotters tol
complete the dryins process. The nexf
step is to repair the paper.

The paper of some of these letters 18
so old when received that it falls to
picces if struck, This is strengthened
by a layer of a sort of transpul b
cloth, on both sides of the piece of pas
per. Other letters need mending along
the edges with parchment paper. To
cover holes a piece of paper is gluedy
over the edges and is left larger than,
the hole until dry. It is then cut down
to the proper size, and the edges are
sandpapered until smooth. After all
such repairs are made the letters are
mounted on la hite sheets and pred

pared for bind

National Service Week is drawing
pear and the fact that the first week
of the New Year bears that title
is something in which everyone in
Canada bas an interest. The men
are interested because it is obligatory
upon each of them between the ages
of 16 and 65 years, to fill out one of
the cards which the Government is
sending to them through the Post
Officc authorities. The women are
interested because their co-operation
is being invited, in seeing that their
men-folk attend to this important
duty. The children are interested
because their school teachers have
explained to themr the meaning of
National Service and the way in
which father and the big brothers at
home have to reply to the various
questions.

To write in the answers and return
the card promptly is a good New
Year's resolution for every man
throughout the Dominion and it has
the advantage of being easy of fulfil-
ment. It only means a few minutes’
carefull thought. The postman in
the cities gets the hard work, for he
has not only to deliver the cards; he
is responsible also for their proper
return. Prompt mailing of the an-
swers will make the postman’s work
very much easier.

National Service means that' we
are to gebt into that frame of mind
which cause us to think of the needs
of the country, to realize that the
interest of the State have a greater
claim on us than our self-interest.
This applies to everyonme, from the
highest in the land -to the lowest.
The Prince of Wales’ motto “T serve’
may well be the moito of every
citizen of the British Empire at this
time.

There are many ways of serving
the nation besides going to the front.
The man on the farm and a mechanic
of the workshop may be serving the
nation as usefully as the man in the
trenches. Every man should be
doing the work which represents his
most efficient service to his country.

‘The war is teaching us, or should
be teaching us great lessons. Terr-
ible as are its effects, those who have
faith in Canadian manhood hope and
believe that the nation will emerge
from this experience a stronger and
a better people. If the meaning of
National Service is thoroughly grasp-
ed and properly understcod, if the
Govyernment’s call for information is
responded to in the right spirit, the
coming year will be the banner year
in Canada’s history.

LIBRARY FURNISHINGS.

A Five Piece Set That You Can Make
at Home.

An interesting use of cretonne, bro-
cade or any of the many materials
which one encounters in the search for
library fixings is shown in a set of
five articles, all for the library, and
which, when separated, will not give
that fixed look of having everything
to match. .

First of all there is a pijlow. It may
be square, oblong, round ‘or oval. The
material, if cretonne or soft silk, is
shirred on cords and caught in the
middle under a covered button. A bit
of plain material or an appliqued fig-
ure from the cretonne or figured linen
may be substituted for the middle in-
stead of the button.

Next there is a runner for the library
or living room table. This is very
plain, with ends braide® or showing
set on pieces of the plain or figured
material, as the case may be.

A cover for the tfelephone book is
another member of the set. It is lined
with the contrasting material and well
made with either buckram or light
pasteboard foundation to give a real
support to the paper covered book. A
bright cord is substituted for the
usual cord on the telephone book and
passed through eyelets in the cover.

With the telephone goes a screen of
cardboard covered with the selected
material and lined with the contrast-
ing one. The screen is threefold, and
the middle portion is higher than the
side wings.

A portfolio for the desk uses more
of the material. It, too, can be made
from a lightweight cardboard and is
lined with contrasting material. On
one flap a corner of the outer covering
holds a blotter of the lining color in
place. On the other flap is a pocket for
note paper, postals, telegraph blanks,
stamps, ete.

With the exception of the pillow this
set might be used in the hall to intro-
duce a note of bright color, for it is
the style now to provide your hall
with a table desk and telephone stand.

Uses For Glycerin.

AN OVERSEAS MINISTER

NEW OFFICE HAS BEEN CREAT-
ED IN DOMINION CABINET.

Sir

George Perley Will Undertake
the Task of Looking After Can-
ada’s Interest in Great Britain
and Will Look Also After Efi-
ciency and Welfare of the Ex-
peditionary Forces.,

IR GEORGE PERLEY has
been appointed Minister of
the Canadian Overseas Forces
in Great Britain, and will

preside over a sub-militia ecouncil
which it is intended to establish
there. The requisite order-in-
Council was passed last week. The
situation leading up to the new
'system is outlined in the following
memorandum issued by Sir Robert
Borden:

“During his recent visit to Great
Britain the Minister of Militia gave
very careful consideratien to mora
effective arrangements in connec-
tion with the overseas forces, and
reached the conclusion that a com-
mittee or sub-militia council ought
to be established. In view of the
unexpected length of the war and
the unprecedented efforts which are
being exerted by Canada, in common
with the rest of the Empire, for its
defence and for the common welfare,
careful attention ;. was necessarily.
given to the situafion which has de-
veloped.

‘“The forces already despatched by
Canada for overseas service in
Eurepe number about 258,000. The
expenditure involved in the organ-
ization, maintenance, equipment, and
direction overseas of these forces is
very great, and every .available effort
must be made to assure not only the
highest degree of efficiency, but the
most thorough and prompt co-opera-
tion of the overseas forces witn
those of the Mother Country and of
the other dominions, as well as the
most economical and careful admin-
istration of the means which are ap-
propriated for that purpose. Having
regard to all these considerations, it
has been thought desirable that, in
connection with the proposal to es-
tablish such a committee or coun-
cil, there should be a member of
the Government resident in London
and charged with important duties'
and responsibilities in connection
with the overseas forces. The Min-
ister of Militia can wisit Great Brit-
ain only occasionally, while a resi-
dent Minister would be continually
in touch with the British Govern-
ment, as well as with all questions
touching the efficiency and welfara
of ' the Canadian Expeditionary
Force.

“The necessary orders-in-Council
for the purpose have been passed,
and Sir George Perley, who for two
years has been resident in London,)
discharging the duties of High Com-
missioner, has been selected by the'
Prime Minister to undertake the
duties and responsibilities of Min~
ister of the Overseas Forces. Hel
will bring to the important respon-
sibilities which he has wundertaken
qualities and experience which will
enable him to give splendid servic:
to the country in the discharge o
his duties.”

Spraying For Codling Moth.

In answer to a correspondent who
asks when it is necessary to spray for
the codling moth and whether spray-
ing for the San Jose scale will hurt
trees already in bloom, Zoologist H. A.
Surface of the Pennsylvania depart-
ment of agriculture says:

“It is always considered necessary to
spray all apple, pear and quince trees
for this pest when they are bearing
fruit. If there is no fruit em your
trees there is no need to spray for
codling moth. As you doubtless know,
this is the insect that makes wormy
apples, pears and quinces. Every good
fruit grower sprays for this pest, if
for no other. The first spraying is
made shortly after the petals or flow-
ers fall, and the second spraying is
made about & month from that date.
The material that should be used is
one gallon and one quart of strong
lime sulphur solution, either home-
made or commercial, in forty-nine gal-
lons of water, and to this is added
either one pound of dry arsenate of
Jeand or two pounds of arsenate of lead
paste. For the second spray use the
same material as for the first.

“Where you have much San Jose
scale present it is a good plan to wash
all the bark of trunks or twigs that
can be reached with a paint brush
dipped in very strong lime sulphur
solution or very strong fhick soap so-
lution, or spray the infested trees
when the young are crawling on the
bark with tobacco decoction, kerosene
emulsion or soap solution. After the
leaves drop this fall spray again with
the strong lime sulphur solution.”

Resolution Passed by the Lamb-
ton Co-operative Association

Petrolia, December 4th, 1916

Hon. Martin Burrell, Minister of Agri-
culture, Ottawa, Ont. Dear Sir :—Where-
as the Dominion Government have been
asked to remove the restrictions govern-
ing the importation and sale of Oleomar-
garine into Canada, we, the Directors of
the Lambton County Co-operative Assoc-
iation, with 44 clubs and 1000 farmer
members, desire to place ourselyes on
record as strongly opposed to the impor-
tation and manufacture of Oleomargarine
1n Canada and for the following reasons :

First—The dairy industry in Canada
has been fostered and built up with the
distinct understanding that the home
market would be protected from all im-
portations of Oleomargarine and butter
substitutes. Millions of dollars of capital
have been invested in dairy herds, separ-
ators, butter and cheese factories.

Second—The production of dairy pro-
ducts has greatly increased during the
past few years, especially in Western
Canada, and in spite of the drouth and
expensive care and feed during the
winter months, in FEastern Canada as
well.

Third—That the production of butter
in Canada is greatly in excess of the con-
sumption and that the export of butter
out qf Canada in 1915 and 1916, under
war conditions, has been increased sever-
al times over the exports of former years.

Fourth--Owing to the fact that Russia

Seventh—Feed of all kinds used in the
production of butter has nearly doubled
the price during the past few years. The
capital 1nvested in a dairy herd is near]
doubled. The cost of labor has advance &
Positive proof can be given to show that
the farmer is not receiving an unfair
price for his dairy products under present
conditions.

Eighth—Canada is at war and war
conditions control the price of butter in
Canada and elsewhere, and when this
crisis is past butter will return to its
normal rate. The present price will only
tend towards giving a stimulus to the
dairy industry, thereby increasing dairy
herds and greater production, On the
other hand, if you allow Oleomargarine
to come into Canada, you discourage the
production ot butter and deliver a serious
blow to our industry.

Ninth—We are informed that the pork
and beef manufacturers are spending
large sums in hopes that they may se-
cure the introduction of Oloemargine into
Canada. Have they given an estimate of
the amount of money it would take to
control the manufacture and sale of this
product if it were allowed in by your de-
partment ? Have they told the story of
the manner in which the people of the
United States are exploited with Oleo-
margarine and butter substitutes?

If Oleomargarine is admitted into
Canada it will jeopardize the Canadian
Dairy Industry and seriously retard hutter
production, and the consumer in the end
will loose.

We, therefore, respectfully ask the
Dominion Government to not imterfere
with the present excellent Dairy Act and
to keep the bars up-against the importa-
tion and manufacture of Oleomargarine
in Canada. We further ask that the
Secretary send a copy of this ietter to the
Representatives for the Dominion m
Lambton County, namely :(—].
