‘ So-called deaths from broken hearts 
uay be frequently traced in this way. 
nm exertion as well as another may 
iirnish the requisite culmination, Medi- 

. ul books are filled with instances of death 
by heart disease during the peiformance of 
pleasurable natural functions. When a 
man is nearly dead it is easy to put bn 
die finishing stroke, but it is inaccurate 
to give the finishing stroke all the blame 
of his death. When a woman loses her 
husband, or a girl loses her lover, and by 
nervous exhaustion, loss of sleep, lack of 
nourishment, and grief, weakens the 
action of her heart, she is said to die of a 
broken heart, hut she has in fact died of a 
very ordinary disease.

• The case of Bill Poole, living for days 
with a ball in his heart, is often spoken of 
is remarkable; but Dr. Flint records a case 
where a man had a ball in his heart twenty 
rears, and finally died of pneumonia. 
Both these men had healthy hearts, and 
could not have had them broken hy grief. 
Yet, in fact more men than women die of 
heart disease. Out of sixty-one oh*, r. id 
cases thirty-seven were males. Another 
record showed seventeen males out of 
iwenty-foor cases. Another record show­
ed that in sixty-two^cases of rupture of the 
heart there was fatty degeneration exist­
ing. One observer recorded seventeen 
cases ont of twenty-four where the heart 
was ruptured, and where fatty degeneration 
-xisted. In other words, when fat is 

.substituted for muscle, the organ is easily 
broken. If any of these diseased people 
iind been subjected to sudden grief they 
might have furnis.hed illustrations of heart 
breaking. One medical observer record* 
100 cases of rupture of the heart where 
there was no grief to account for It In 
fact, grief is a very rare cause of heart 
breaking.

‘ Disease is the real ennse of heart break­
ing, and the various kinds of disease 
which lead to it are so many that volumes 
would be necessary to describe them. The 
cause of these diseases are manifold, and 
are very much under the cpntrol of tho 
individual. There are, of course, heredi-, 
tary tendencies to heart disease; but, aside 
from traumatic cruises, these tendencies 
may exist for years without fatal result.

« It Is a curious fact that the least dnn- 
l'cijdus heart disease often creates the 
most apprehension. Frequently patients 
who have only a functional or curable 
disorder will not be persuaded that cala­
mity does not impend, although there may 
l>e no real danger. On the other hand, 
organic diseases may exist unsuspected. 
There are sympathetic relations between 
the mind and the heart, and disorders of 
the heart are frequently traceable to m« n- 
tal excitement, either pleasurable or pain­
ful. Quick beating of the heart is do 
certain symptom of danger. It has been 
demonstrated that the pulse may safely 
range from 100 to 140 per minute for 
many years.

PLOUGHS. Ths Highest Building in New York.— 
Plans were filled with the superintendent 
of buildings in New York, recently for the 
erection oi the highest building in New 
York, and probably in this country, on lhe 
northwest corner of Fifty-seventh street 
and Seventh aveu ne. The proposed struc­
ture will be 150 x 94 feet in size, 200 feet 
high bom the tower to the ground, and 
will be < ntirely fire-proof. It will be used 
as an apartment- hou*e, and will accom­
modate ihiity-eight families. There will 
be ten ►dories in the front of the building 
each fourteen feet high, and in the rear 
the spare will bo divided into fifteen 
mezzanine floors, each nine feet in height. 
Four elevators will furnit-k an easy and 
rapid means of transportation. The archi­
tecture is a modification of tbe Frara-o 
Italian style, to conform with the most 
approved modem ideas of light and venti­
lation . The vestibule of the main en­
trance will bo very elaborately construct­
ed of stone, carved ami paneled. The cost 
will exceed $650,000, and it will take 
nearly two years to complete it. From 
the attic to the Itasemvnt the height will 
lie 171 feet, and the four families occupy­
ing the tipper floor will have an cxtensiVS 
view of the surrounding city.

Sut-RBMB Court.—The June Term of the 
Supreme Court, opened at the Court House 
here yesterday morning, at ten o'clock, a. 
m. His Honor Judge Rigby presiding.

The grapd jury for the term having been 
ealk-d, appointed Edward Hall, foreman, 
and were then duly sworn, alter which His 
Lordship proceeded to address them on the 
several matters tv come before them. The 
first matter was a charge of larceny against 
Milledge aud Edward Duviney, of Paradise, 
upon the information of Ambrose Bent, 
Esq., for stealing goods from the latter's 
store, aud with whom Susan C. Phinnsy 
was charged as accessory. From the ovi 
deuce taken before the committing Justice 
there was nothing shown against her, and 
no charge appearing in the committment, 
an order for her discharge was immediately 
obtained by J. M. Owen, of counsel with 
prisoners.

The second In order was a charge against 
George Paul, an Indian, for breaking and 
entering a window in dwelling of Mr. C- 
W. Perkins, Annapolis. The Grand Jury 
found true bills against the Devineys, and 
Guo. Paul.

The next matter was a charge against 
one Benjamin Feouer, for resisting the 
late High Sheriff in executing the process 
of the law—and coupled with, or imme­
diately following, it was a charge made by 
Feouer against the lato Sheriff for shoot­
ing. His Lordship very briefly and clear­
ly stated the law as follows, viz :—that if 
Focner know thv officer’s business, and the 
Sheriff had shown hiiu the writ, or mado 
known to him his business, and that then 
he, Foeuer, bad resisted- the officer, and 
endeavored to escape, the Sheriff was jus­
tified in shooting ; and on the other baud, 
if the Sheriff did not make known his busi­
ness, aud Feonor did not. know what ho 
was being interfered with, or arrested for, 
that, then the shooting, if it had resulted 
in death, would have been wilful murder.

Tbe next matter was a charge against a 
deputy presiding officer in WilmOt for des­
troying tbe ballot of a voter, at the late 
general election In this the learned Judge 
commented strongly on the conduct of thu 
stipendiary magistrate in not returning thu 
papers to the Court at an earlier date, the 
same having only come to bund just be­
fore tbe Court assembled*and to his entire 
ignorance of tbe law inasmuch as the de­
positions had not been signed by the wit­
nesses, and the fact of hi* having (acting 
for the Queen) charged aud placed upon 
the papers fees amounting to $12.00.

The civil docket of twenty one causes 
was next called over, and two only put 
down for trial, viz :—Wasson vs. Orde, 
and Balcom vs. Potter. The former was 
au action of trespass opened and proceed­
ed with, till partly tried when defendant 
asked to amend his pleas, which was 
allowed by tbe Court, on payment of costs 
of the term and a continuance of the 
cause.

Middleton. —A serious calamity be­
fell Mr. Manning McGregor, of Farm 
ington, on Saturday afternoon last, in 
the destruction by tire of his dwelling- 
house, barn and all outbuildings.

Tbe 
flumes were communicated to the 
house, and thenoe to the other build­
ings so speedily and so effectually that, 
although a large crow# gathered at the 
spot immediately upon tbe discovery 
of the tire, and worked with willing 
and vigorous bands, all efforts to stay 
its progress were useless. The furni 
lure, however, and as far as cun be 
ascertained, everything of value that 
was at all portable, was safely remov­
ed from the buildings, including a horse 
and a pig that were taken from the 
barn after the house was on tire. The 
residence of Mr. Albert Morton being 
but a few rods to the eastward of Mr. 
McGregor's, considerable anxiety was 
felt for the buildings owned by tbe 
former, and one of them during the 
progress of the tire, caught more than 
once, but tbe blaze was promptly ex­
tinguished. There was no insurance 
whatever, and the loss to Mr. McGre 
gor has been estimated at one thou­
sand dollars.

This is a point too 
often neglected by the average farmer, 
who seems to thitfk, so long as a cow 
has a high sounding pedigree, she 
should beat the record either in abund 
ance or richness of milk, according to 
breed, if fed on chips moistened with 
slops. This is a great mistake. While 
thoroughbreds under any oircum 
stances as a class, will do better than 
our native breeds, at tbe same time by 
the very virtue of the former's superior 
capacity of transforming their food into 
milk, it should be understood, that 
they repay extra care and feeding to a 
far more appreciable extent than the 
latter.

Led away by Mormons.

Ralrioh, N. C., June 2.—A few years 
ago Mormon missionaries, as they torro 
themselves, first appeared in thin State, in 
the wild section between the Blue Bulge 
Mountains and the Tennessee Line, and 
con<lnoted their work, devoting themselves 
to converting Ignorant women to their 
faith. People got wind of their presence, 
ami the missionaries were whipped almost 
to death and driven over tbe border into 
South Carolina. Last autumn two return­
ed to the same country and worked in a 
queer, almost mysterious manner, making 
converts. Two weeks ago other Mormon 
preachers to tbe number of fifteen joined 
them and a more earnest prosecution of tbe 
work began. The Moruions became more 
open in preaching their doctrine and broke 
up a congregation of the Baptist Church, 
making proselytes of nearly all tba 
bers. Attention has been directed to the 
practices, which are shockingly in­
decent. All women who become 
verts have first to be baptised. The rite 
is administered at night in streams or 
ponds, the women being in a state of abso- 

nudity. Spies on tho watch made this 
every a few nights since, and the great­

est indignation was aroused, which is fast 
spreading all over the State. Mormons 
meet women in fields or in houses alone 
and convert them, baptise them in the way 
stated, and at otrce send them west. In 
four days 106 passed over into Tennessee, 
bound to Utah. The missionaries state that 
they are not afraid, but will begin work in 
the districts nearer the centre of the State. 
They are now conducting their operations 
in Rutherford County. It is understood 
that plans are on foot to deal out terrible 
punishment to them, and lynch-law will 
bo given them, it is intimated. Tbe press 
in that part of tho State is taking vigorous 
hold of the subject, and the shotgun is re­
commended as tbe only thing proper for a 
remedy. It is probable that ere long a 
tragedy will result unless the Mormons flee 
the State.

These missionaries woik separately, but 
once a month meet in secluded places and 
compare notes. They devote themselves 
to women, and form the acquaintance of 
these by casual calls'at the houses. The 
wives of two men have disappeared, and 
these, it is believed, have been baptised 
and shipped away secretly. Thursday 
night one of these baptisms took place in 
Duncan’s Creek, near Rutherfordton, at 
which nine women were stripped by the 

— missionaries and then immersed. There 
™ are vague hints of even more repulsive 

practices, which add to the indignation. 
There will doubtless be an attempt to se­
cure the action and aid of tbe State in the 
matter ; but within ten days, unless the 
missionaries depart, their work will be 
brought to a terrible ending.

Centre Clarence.FashionableTHE SUBSCRIBER makufactobxbs or
A Child Carried Off by a Bear.

MIXED IN ILL SHADES READY FOR USE

Battling Potato Buga.

As many farmers have been turning 
up potato bugs while ploughing this 
spring, the following successful experi­
ment, as related by a farmer in the 
Troy, N. Y., Press may prove of value :

He procured a number of boards and 
placed them here and there among his 
potatoes, arid on these boards were 
placed raw potatoes sliced. At noon 
on the first day of hie experiment, he 
and his hired man found every piece of 
potato covered with bugs. The man 
killed his crop, and at night another 
crop was killed, though not so large, 
and in a week not a bug could be seen, 
and hie trouble with bugs after this 
was comparatively small. In the 
spring, he says, is tbe beat time to 
attend to bugs, as a spring bug, he un­
derstands, breeds from two to three 
hundred during the potato season. He 
thinks it would be a good plan to dip 
tbe piece of potato in Paris green, as it 
would save the work of killing tbe 
bugs.

Atmosphere of the Table.

It is impossible to estimate properly 
the immense influence which is exerted 
upon a household by tbe atmosphere of 
the family table. If it is true that one 
does not come out of a room tbe same 
person he went in, tbe mind ever after 
retaining tbe impress of what affected it 
there, what great results must be ao* 
hieved from the meeting three times a 
day In the dining room, from the con­
versation indulged in, and the senti­
ments habitually expressed there. A 
neat, well ordered table is in itself a les. 
son to the children.

I have noticed that a sensitive child 
almost invariably has better manners 
when dressed in his best, and have seen 
with surprise tbe effect produced upon 
a certain small boy of my acquaintance 
by handsomely dressed ladies who are 
polite to him. To tbe invited table, 
where there should always be some­
thing attractive, however simple tbe 
meal may be, most children will come 
prepared to behave properly, 
really worth while, and, when philoso 
phically considered, is a matter of great 
importance, to lay aside as far as pos­
sible all thoughts of hard work done 
before and to be done after tbe meal 
and to allow no vexatious questions to 
be discussed at this time. Tbe babit ot 
brooding over our work, and exhaust 
ing ourselves by going all over it in 
our minds, is one to be studiously 
avoided. There ia nothing takee from 
one’s energy more than this, and it is a 
frequent cause of insanity.

Everybody knows that food digests 
better when in agreeable company It 
was something more than a pleasantry 
which made a friend remark that he 
could not have bis wife and child pass 
tbe summer vacation away from him, 
as it gave him dyspepsia. The poor 
child who comes to grief at the table, 
and is sent away from it with bis dinner 
half eaten, and who suffers the whole 
afternoon with an undigested lump of 
food in bis stomach, is to be pitied, 
and it is a'wise plan to explain to chil­
dren that in this way they will be pun­
ished for bad conduct at the table.

It follows, then, that pleasant sur 
prises in the way of preparing favorite 
dishes, that good taste and much pains­
taking in arranging all the appoint­
ments of the table and dining-room, 
rise above mere ministering to tbe ani­
mal existence, and affect tbe fine issues 
of life. Good behaviour and cheerful­
ness ought to accompany each meal as 
naturally and unwavering as bread and 
butter. The happy laughter which dis­
tributee nervous force, and calls the 
blood from tbe brain, allowing tbe 
stomach to get its share, should be 
heard more frequently at our .tables. 
No one should feel at liberty to say one 
word that is not kind and thoughtful, 
any more than he would withhold a suf­
ficient quantity of food. These facts 
need more careful consideration than 
than they have usually received.— The 
Housekeeper.

veDevelopment of Electricity as a Motor. i i i i i i ipe

The use of electricity as a motor is 
developing, though not very rapidly. 
It appears from a lecture by Professor 
Ayrton, delivered at the Royal Institu 
lion on the 15th ult., that on the Port- 
rush Railway to the Giant's Causeway, 
in Ireland, a tram-car driven by electri 
city runs steadily at ten miles an hour, 
And but that the speed is limited by an 
act of Parliament, could easily do 
twenty-five miles. ' We took six tons 
the other day,’ writes the chairman, 
up an incline of one in thirty five.’ A 
heavy tram car has been tried on the 
tramway to Acton, and worked admir­
ably, drawing an omnibus holding forty- 
six people, at six miles an hour, for an 
outlay of six shillings and eighteen- 
pence a day, against twenty-eight 
shillings required for the necessary 
horse power. The tram car is driven 
by Faure accumulators placed under 
the sent, as is also an electric launch, 
which now does fifteen miles an hour, 
with tide upon the Thames. Professor 
Ayrton also shows an electric tricycle 
which runs eight and a half miles in 
tbe hour, with an ordinary driver’s 
weight, and can run for two hours 
without being recharged. The accu­
mulator is being rapidly improved, and 
tbe practical point now is to secure 
an ultimate charging force which shall 
he cheap. This must he a natural rush 
of water, and will- be found at last 
either in some river like the Severn, or 
in the tide itself. In Canton Vaud, a 
heavy waterfall is to be utilized, so as 
to distribute light at a cheap rate 
throughout the canton. If we oould 
once use the tide, it would be possible 
even now to distribute motive force 
stored in acumulators at a price with 
which no other motor could compare*.

Thb Squash Buo.—(Cbrew tristus).— 
This well known insect is readily re­
cognized by its dusky color above and 
ochre yellow beneath. Its odor is very 
disagreeable, and in many localities it 
receives tbe common name of • stink 
bug.* The perfect insect lives through 
the winter and about the time the mel­
on, squash, or pumpkin vines have 
fairly started, it is seen feeding upon 
its leaves by day and hiding under some 
sod or rubbish at night. The female 
deposits her eggs in clusters on the 
the underside of the leaf. They are 
brownish in color and not very readily 
recognized. They soon hatch and the 
grayish green larvae begin their work of 
destruction. They injure the plants by 
sucking tbe juices.

Remedies.—The habit that this insect 
has, which has already been alluded to» 
of seeking some shelter or hiding 
place at night, suggests the best means 
of capturing them. If pieces of shing­
les, chips, or leaves are placed on the 
ground near the vines, many of the 
bugs will crawl under them at night. 
All such can be readily killed in the 
earjy morning.

Efforts should be directed towards 
capturing just as many of the beetles 
as possible before any eggs are laid. 
Something can also be done by destroy­
ing the egg clusters, which a careful 
search will not fail to reveal.

How to Keep Onions.—Many com* 
plain that onions do not keep. The 
trouble ia in keeping them too warm, 
the onion is a bulb—a plant at rest— 
and the least warmth starts it into ac­
tivity. it is much better that onions 
should remain frozen through the win­
ter, provided they can thaw gradually, 
than to be put into a cellar or other 
warm place where their vegetative 
powers will be aroused. If put in large 
heaps onions will be sure to spoil ; but 
if spread in thin layers and covered 
with hay or straw, so that if frozen tbe 
thawing will be gradual, they will keep 
well through the winter. It is the eus 
tom with onion growers to get their 
crops to market as soon as possible. If 
they were to provide proper storage 
they would realize much more from 
them when sent to market later in the 
season.—Fruit Reoorder.

Monuments 4Bathing When Tried.—One of the 
most prevalent fallacies that disturb 
the public mind is the idea that it is 
harmful to go into the water when heat­
ed with work, walking, running, or ex* 
ercise of any kind.

When the system is fresh, it reacts 
quickly from the numbing effects of 
the cold dash, leaving the person feel 
ing fresher and clearer than before ; on 
the contrary, when worn with toil and 
and fatigue, there is not that reserve 
force to draw upon, and the consequent 
ces are often quite serious. Let parents 
and others disabuse themselves of that 
exploded notion, and only hear in 
mind the rule here brought forward, 
never to bathe when the body is tired 
and the system not in n condition to 
sustain further demands upon it.
