carrying ont the object contemplated, 
namely that of overawing the Frych and 
preventing them from organising expedi­
tions, as they had more than once before 
done, to attack the old capital,then eatab- 
lished at the eastern end of the beautiful 
basin of Port Royal. These troop# were 
ordered by Noble to be billeted among the 
householders of the village, as no barracks 
had been provided for them, bat strict 
orders were issued that everything furuieb- 
ed by the inhabitants for their sustenance, 
should be paid for, and that no unneces­
sary burdens should be Imposed upon them. 
For the better security of the soldiers, a 
blockhouse at Annapolis was taken down, 
and the materials sent forward via tbe Bay 
of Fondy to be re-erected in the village 
in tbe spring.

The French settlements on the shores of 

the basin of Mines or Miuaj hep an to be 
formed within a quarter of a century from 
the time ot tbe building of Demuut's fort, 
on the shores of Granville, in 1605. These 
were situated mainly along the course of 
the streams which discharged tbeir waters 
into tbe basin above named, and were to 
be found on the banks of the Habitant, 
Pereau, Canard, Gaspereau and other 
rivers, Grand Pre alone being an exception 
to this custom. This bam let-village was 
situated on tbe northern limit of tbe slopes 
of tbe watershed dividing tbe valley of the 
beautiful Gaspereau, on tbe south, from 
tbe vast stretch of meado’w lauds on tbe 
north, now called the Grand Pre dyke or 
marsh, between which and tbe basin lies 
a long narrow strip of highland,—then cov­
ered with a dense and luxuriant growth of 
forest timber of various kinds — now 
familiarly known as Long Island, and oc­
cupied by about a dozen families, chiefly 
descended from the old Connecticut colon­
ial grantees of the township ot Horton,— 
tbe successors of tbe expatriated French 
habitant ot tbe district. Very consider­
able trade was carried on with the settle­
ments here established by merchants of 
Boston and Annapolis Royal, after the con­
quest Id 1710,and between that period and 
1720. For more than seventy years before 
the peninsula became a permanent depen­
dency of England, the Minas settlers, in­
cluding those of Grand Pre, had been slow­
ly but surely increasing in numbers, In the 
quantity and value of their cattle, sheep> 
horses and swine, and were rapidly sur­
rounding themselves with the elements of 
material wealth and happiness. Tbe basin 
and rivers at their doors furnished them

F
before the arrival at bis quarters of aa 
Indian who had been soon after despatch» 
ed from that village to convey the intelli­
gence. As soon as the news reached the 
French head-quarters, it was determined 
to equip and despatch a force sufficient to 
drive their enemies from that district or 
destroy them. With this end in view they 
directed tbe messenger to return to Grand 
Pre, and bring back to them a plan of the 
hamlet, to be as correctly drawn as might 
be, and having carefully marked upon it 
every house in which the English soldiery 
were billeted, and especially that or those 
occupied by tbe officers as their special 
quarters. They were imperative in tbeir 
demand to know the exact number of 
Noble's command, and the number lodged 
in each house occupied by them, with any 
and all other particulars which their friends 
might think would contribute to their suc­
cess. While awaiting the information and 
plane asked for, Conlon de Villiers com­
menced to organize a force with which to 
execute his purpose. The utmost secrecy 
was observed, while he collected together 
a contingent of Canadian, Acadian and

who were now commanded by La Come. 
Their numbers were nearly equal ; the 
storm still continued to bail the blinding 
'snows in every direction ; drifts of several 
feet in depth filled and encumbered the 
streets, and the savage whoops of the 
Indians were heard above the howling of 
the winds, as they renewed their attacks 
upon tbe houses from which a bullet not 
unfrequently lessened their number by one, 
and in some degree dampened tbe ardour 
of the attacks. And so the fight contin­
ued in an Intermittent sort of way until 
near noon, when proposals of an armistice 
were made by La Corne. It would seem 
from this that the French commander had, 
up this time, considered the contest a 
drawn battle, not being conscious of the 
weakness and weariness of his sadly sur 
prised opponents. But, be this as It may, 
the latter wbo were completely overwear­
ied, were glad enough to grant the request. 
They felt that all the advantages which go 
to assure ultimate triumph lay with tbe 
foe, and that it would be folly on their 
part to continue the conflict, and therefore 

Indian soldiers. The latter were at once a little later on the day, when La Corne
had assured himself that he con Id make 
himself master of the village, the armis­
tice he had solicited was changed into a 
capitulation, on terms that were not un­
becoming tbeir acceptance.

The dead on both sides,—a considerable 
number,—were buried on the slope of the 
hill on the eastern side of the highway 
now leading from tbe railway station to 
tbe old main post road, and tradition has 
fixed the site of the burial place of brave 
Noble and his brother near tbe last named 
locality, but to the eastward of It, between 
two French apple trees, now gone leaving 
only the holes which their roots once oc­
cupied. Tbe spot was recently pointed ont 
to me by Mr. James Leard, who now owns 
tbe land, where apple trees of French 
planting still remain in this historical en­
closure,and other marks which indicate the 
extreme probability of the tradition. Mr. 
Leard also informed me be bad found the 
fragment of a human skull in the former 
of these locations, which he supposed in 
life belonged to one of the soldiers buried 
there in 1747.

Let me here introduce a few words In 
reference to the gallant Noble and his 
family. The name of the brave colonist 
who fell so gloriously defending tbe flag 
and the honor of bis country, deserves 
more than a mere passing recognition. 
His ancestors were of English origin and 
for more tbau a generation bad been 
domiciled in the colony of Massachusetts 
Bsy. He was born at Georgetown,in York 
county. The crest of the family arms con­
sisted of a greyhound transfixed by an ar­
row, and the motto translated into English 
read:—1 Death before dishonor.’ He had 
two brothers,—James, wbo was killed in 
the battle of Grand Pre, and Francis. In 
his will be makes mention of three child* 
ren, namely Arthur, Francis and Sarah, 
who, at the time of her father’s death, was 
tbe wife ot William Litbgoe. Tbe invent 
tory of bis personal estate is as follows : 
4 Eighty-three ounces of wrought silver 
plate ; three hnndred and nine ounces of 
silver coin ; £3,200 In old tenor currency ; 

A “P*. £350 In bills of credit ; parts of two sloops;

—most probably that used by him at Grand 
Pre. His son Francis left a eon, Edward 
wbo, it is said, removed to Canada, and his 
children, wbo reside In this Dominion are 
supposed to be the only descendants who 
bear bis name. Snob are the scanty par* 
titulars I have been able to glean con­
cerning him ; bat scanty as they are, they 
assure us that he was a man of consider­
able wealth for the time and place in which 
he lived, and that he enjoyed the respect 
and esteem of tbe society In which be 
moved, and was considered worthy to be 
placed in a difficult and onerous command.

were supplied with raquettes (snowshoes) 
to facilitate their movements over the vast 
snow covered tract of country which lay 
between them and their destination. These 
preparations had scarcely been completed 
when the messenger returned with the 
plan, and other information, for which he 
had been sent,and a few days later a march 
was commenced which is tbe most remark­
able ever made in the province. The com­
mander of this expedition, with a foresight 
that doe’s him infinite credit, had provided 
everything essential to rapidity of move­
ment and ultimate success ; by means of 
sledges the impedementa of the little army 
were easily and safely moved forward, 
while tbe use of the snow shoe reduced 
the fatigue of travelling to a minimum. 
The winter was a very severe one, great 
snow falls had already taken place, and 
the landscapes over which they were to 
pass were cumbered by accumulated snows 
to the depth of several feet, and tbe rivers 
and smaller streams were fast bound by 
chains of adamantine ice.

It was not till towards tbe close of Jan­
uary 1747 that tbeir preparations were com­
pleted and their march begun. From fort 
Beaustjour their course led them along tbe 
northern shores of tbe Basin, thence to the 
shores of Cobequld bay, which forms its 
southeastern extremity, thence along its 
southern shores to a point not far from the 
month of the Sbnbenscadie rlvr ; thence 
through an almost uninterrupted forest 
district to Piziquid—now Windsor—where 
a halt was made for about a day. Snatch­
ing in that short time what rest they were

New York State, to be known as the Em­
pire sheep and land company, with a 
capital of $25,000 wLose object is to clear 
op the sprout lend which was formerly 
covered with forent in Delaware and Saili- 
van counties, seed it down to improved 
herbage and breed sheep for wool and 
motion. This indicates a new era in east- 

farming and one which ought to be 
hastened, and might be worth considering 
in Nova Scotia. The crucial question in 
grazing agriculture in New England is bow . 
to redeem the pasture lands. The pastures 
will not support nearly as much stock as 
formerly. They have been suffered to 
grow up to bushes en some farms ; on 
others, the forest has been cut off so close 
as to reduce the fall and retention of 
water, thus making the bare hill-sides dry* 
and incapable of^bearing verdure. In 
other cases the tnrf is hide-bound and 
juiceless.

Tbe Grand Pre hamlets, which, taken 
together, may be properly called tbe vil­
lage of Grand Pre, was the largest In that 
section of the country, and Its people were 
among tbe most Industrious and thrifty ot 
the inhabitants in it.

Administrator’s Notice. Responsibility of Lawyers.
[I^p Boston Herald.]

The New York Times raises the question 
whether lawyers who counsel, aid and 
abet briSers and thieves are not criminal­
ly liable. In the case of Jacob Sharp 
Judge Barrett said in bis charge to tbe 
jury :

44 Tbe law says that a person who aids, 
directly or indirectly, in procoring tbe 
commission of a crime I* a principal. If 
ont of a hundred persons one commits a 
crime and was counselled by the others, 
the other ninety-nine are guilty. You 
may go back till you reach the fountain 
bead, and if along tbe line you meet peo­
ple who aided or abetted, they are all 
liable.”

In sentencing Sharp be said that the 
defendant might have been convicted of 
grand larceny, as well as of bribery, and 
his associates also. The Times says that 
the lawyers who acted as counsel for Sharp 
had full knowledge of tbe fradulent issue 
of bonds, which was made by their aid and 
co-operation, and that they virtually 
directed the application of tbe funds. 
Why should a person who furnishes a false 
key, a jimmy or a weapon be considered 
an accomplice, while the man who shows 
the way to commit a crime goes free?

Christianity Increased not only the antici­
pation but also the realisation, and gave 
us nobler and purer aspirations, hence the 
Increase of happiness. Mr. Whinyard 
made some humorous remarks showing 
that civilisation tends to refine oar sensi­
bilities, thus giving uuhappiness a stronger 
grasp on the civilised man than on the 
savage. Mr. Morse considered our civi­
lisation as the outgrowth of Christianity, 
and argued that civilisation bore the sarne^ 
relation to happiness that education does 
to patriotism. As education destroys a 
mere material patriotism so does civilisation 
hurl to the ground this low type of happi­
ness, while it builds up a truer, nobler and 
idealistic happiness.

In 
a few well chosen and vividly impressed 
remarks he showed how man, even et the 
highest stage of civilization yet reached,

—The British House of Lords by a 
majority ol eleven, has voted that when 
» men dies without e will, the suooes- 
aion to hi* real estate shell be gov­
erned by the same lews that affect 
personality, or in other words the lew 
of primogeniture,which gives the whole 
of a deceased father’s estate to the 
eldest son, shell no longer be enforced, 
but the property shell be divided so 
that the younger sons shell not be 
thrown eompsrattvely penniless upon 
the world. The bill requires the sanc­
tion of the Commons before it becomes 
lew, but there appears to be no good 
reason for supposing that it will not 
pass the lower house. The bill does 
not prevent the owner of s large real 
estate from bequeathing the whole or 
it, if he so desires, to his eldest eon, and 
it is likely if the bill beoomes law that 
for very many years the eldest son will 
inherit the balk of his father's proper­
ty. Still the younger zone’ condition 
is mnob improved, ss the father will be 
forced to make a will, and in most 
instances wilt bequeath a certain pro­
portion of hie property to them, and in 
the osse of inteetaoy they will not be 
os it upon the world to starve or pros­
per as chaooe or their own abilities may 
deoide. It would seem tbst the vote is 
e blow aimed at the vast landlord sye 
temof the mother country, and it *p‘ 
pears singular that those who, it would 
seem, bsve the most at slake in perpe­
tuating the system should endeavor to 
make a law that oannot fall to weaken 
it. Primogenitui is *n unjust law, 
and it is probably >e result of a slow 
but sure realization of this fact that bas 
induced the present notion of the 
Peers.

The Pullman 
Palace Car Company, In 1871, gave the 
first order for 100 wheel» ; ten year» after 
the Allen Paper Oar-Wheel Company, 
with great sbopa at Hudson, N. Y.,and 
Pullman, III., produced and sold 13,000 in 
a single year. One of a get Bret experi­
mented with under* “sleeper" Ie shown 
at Hudson, with a record of 300,000 milee 
travel. It Is the body of the wheel only 
which Is of paper. The material Is a cal­
endered rye-straw •' board " or thick paper 
made at the Allen Company’s mills, at 
Morris, Illinois. This is sent to the works 
In circular sheets of 30 to 40 Inches diam­
eter. Two men, standing by a pile of 
theee, rapidly brush over each sheet an 
even coating ol doer paste until a doien 
are pasted into a layer. A third 
transfers these layers to a hydraulic press, 
where a pressure of 400 tone or more Ie 
applied to a pile of them, the layers being 
kept distinct by the absence of paste be­
tween the ebeeu. After solidifying under 
this pressure for two hours the 12-sheet 
layers are kept for a week in a drying

And the same amount of 
money Invested in draining, thoroughbred 
stock, or similar farm Improvements would 
not only return the four dollars In a year, 
but more than ten times four dollars. 
Farmers make a mistake, In trying to do 
business on too little capita! ; better bor­
row money and pay Interest on It to make 
farm Improvements with, than put in a 
savings bank. Why? Because invested 
in solid farm Improvements It will return 
ten times the former per cent, which the 
bank pays ; so that the farmer can afford 
to hire money to carry on Improvements, 
provided he makes a careful business of 
farming, the same as the manufacturer, the 
banker, or the merchant makes of his own 
business.

Gradually it became 
tbe fashion for these wealthy persons 
to establish fancy dairies, and to make 
the oboiceat quality of butter, which 
was put up in attractive forms, for sale 
to consumera who oould well afford to 
pay a dollar per pound for a product, 
which waa certainly known to be clear, 
pure, and of the moat perfect flavor 
sod appearance". It was a new depar­
ture in dairying, and be» bad a most 
beneficial influence in compelling tbe 
makers of butter to follow tbe example 
set in this way, or in inducing them to 
do so, in tbe hope of securing higher 
prices for tbeir product. A wholly new 
business, commonly known as fancy 
butter making, bas sprung up, and this 
bad led to tbe expensire introduction 
of winter dairying and a large variety 
of improred apparatus. It is a new 
instance of improvement in agricultural 
methods which bas been brought about 
by the use of improved stock ; end just 
as tbe Ayrshire breed in Scotland, or 
the Dutch breed in Holland, induced a 
remarkable change for tbejbetter in tbe 
pastures and in the culture of tbe soil 
as well as in tbe farm buildings ; and 
by reflection, as it were, on tbe farmers

FISHTINO POOLTBY VERMIN IN SUMMBR.

Frequently the most difficult work 
of tbe poultry man ie that of ridding the 
premises of vermin. Most persons do 
not become aware of the presence of 
vermin until the little red mites are 
aeen in myriads. These oen easily be 
destroyed by using proper methods. 
The great scourge of poultry is not the 
mites, but the large body-louse that 
hides at the base of the feathers, on 
tbe bead sod neck. As they are only 
found there on tbe fowls, an examina­
tion of the quarters does not reveal 
them, when they may be busily at work 
on the birds. When the hens seem to 
droop without apparent cause, the 
ohanoes are that a close examination on 
their beads and necks will reveal 
swarms of these lioe. Little chicks, 
especially those that feather very rap­
idly, such as Dorkings, Games, and 
foghorns, will soon suooumb to the 
large lioe, and often the cause will he 
ascribed to something else.

To prevent lioe on fowls, the best 
thing is the dust-bath, which must 
consist of fine dry clay or coal ashes.
