The Fear of Thunder.

¢ Electric storms are far less dangerous
than the majority of people imagine,” writes
Edward W. Bok in June Ladies' Home Jour-
nal. * That a severe lightning storm is ter-
rifying admits of no question, and will often
bring uneasiness to the heart of the bravest.
The chance of lightning striking a house, for
example, is not one in a million. Particu-
larly is this true in cities, strung as most of
them are with electric wires. The greater
danger from electric storms is in the country,
and even there the danger may be lessened
if the simplest and most commonsense pres
cautions are exercised. The surest electric
conductor is a dranght, and if when a than-
der storm approaches, it is scen that all the
windows and doors liable to occasion a
draught are kept closed, the danger is at
once reduced to a minimum. If » woman ie
‘caught’ out in & thunder storm the surest
shelter is a house; the most dangerous a tree,
particularly an oak tree. It is a peculiar,
but nevertheless a proven fact, that the oak
is most sufceptible of all trees toa current of
electricity. Over fifty per cent. of trees
struck by lightning storms during one sum-
mer, so the government tells us, were oaks,
while the beach tree was the least harmed.
Therefore, the worst possible place of shelter
in an electric storm is under an oak tree,
while by all odds, the safest place is in the
house out of a draft. * * * The actual

danger (from an electric storm)-is, in truth,
not from the ligtning nor thunder; but from
the nervous condition into which women al-
low themselves tofall. And this is a danger
which they can avoid. A little calm thought
and a few grains of commonsense will do it.”

The Bar Lighthouse.

Government had for several years been
sadly neglecting a job mending, in the case
of the Bar Lighthouse bridge. Here and
there boards had begun to spring supiciously
beneath unwary footsteps; then the wind
had begun to tear them off, and the rain to
rot and moulder them down. What was
every man's business was nobody’s, and no
individual was dispose | to interfere with the
province of that abstract millionaire, the
United States government. To be sure, the
keeper of the Bar Light, Jackson Reed, who
was naturally more solicitous conoercing the
holding out of the structure than any one
else, had wildly and fruitlessly patched some
of the worst places, off and on, after & kard
““northeaster,” when he awoke more keenly
to the exigencies of the case, and the hope-
less dilatoriness of his task master.

But on a dark night, with the
winds howling over it, and the ocean thun-
dering beneath it, it was the sort of a bridge
that only a disembodied spirit could be sup-
posed to cross with any degree of nonchal-
ance.

The lighthouse itself was only an ordinary
dwelling-house, strongly built, with a tower
for the light. It stood on a massive pile of
rocks, with little tufts of coarse vegetation
in the clefts. Jackson Reed, who had an
unfortunate love and longing for a garden
spot, had actually wheeled enough earth
over from the mainland for a little patch a
few yards square, and when he was not en-
gaged in a fruitless struggle with the broken
bridge, he was engaged in a fruitless strug-
gle with his garden.

Thus, you see, the animal
and vegetable kingdoms are mutually de-
pendent on each other to perpetuate their
existence.

—No better proof of the wonderful mining
development which is taking place in British
Columbia could be forthcoming than the
official returns prepared by the British Co-
lumbian authorities and forwarded to the
Dominion government. In 1894 the aggre-
gate value of the precious metals mined in
British Columbia was one million dollars.
Last year it reached the grand total of $5,-
038,375, and this year the output promises
to be still greater. For the period in 1896,
ending July 15th, practically only three
months from the opening of the season, the
total quantity of ore produced in the Koo-
tenay was 56,916 tons, of which 14,797 was
exported. The estimated value of the ore

Now that the season is about at hand when
our agriculturists will be harvesting the crop
which is their greatest source of income,—
that of the apple,—we beg to call their atten-
tion to the following timely and inatructive
article, taken from 7he Canadian Journal of
Commerce, under date of August 28th, 1896:

““The cherries, peaches, plams and app'les
with which Canada abounds have no saperior
on this continent nor in more distant re-
gions. More especially is this true with re-
spect to apples, which attain their greatest
perfection in hot summer climates such as
Canada. For sweet juicy pulp and rich
aromatic flavor the Canadian apple is facile
princeps among the apples of all countries.
The magnificent abundance of the present
crop in Oatario and Nova Scotia is only
equalled by its. quality. It is not only the
largest but the finest crop of apples ever
known in the Dominion. The estimated
yield is three millions of barrels, a million
and a half of which will be available for
export.

Uxporters are turning anxious eyes to
wards the markets of Great Britain as the
chief i- not the only outlet for this great sur
plus stock of apples. Only 140,000 barrels
were shipped from Montreal last year, a very
small number compared with the 1,500,080
available this year. It is obvious that the
whole of our surplus of apples cannot be
marketed in Great Britain, and that indis
eriminate and wholesale shipments can only
end in disaster to all concerned in the busi
ness. But owing to the good name which
Canadian apples already enjoy in Great
Britain, and the very superior quality of this
season’s crop, an opportunity presents itself
to make a marked and lasting impression
with our apples provided ouly the best of
the stock is shipped and that it is packed
according to the most enlightened methods.
Not sufficient regard is paid by our shippers
to the peculiarities of the English markets,
to the kind of apple that is best appreciated
and most in demand, its color, taste, size an/
the way it is expected to be packed. Eng
lish apples are for the most part colorless, s»
the English value highly the bright rod
Canadian apples. ~ The vosy apple is sure «f
a quick sale in England. Shippers cauno:
afford to ignore the fust of the eye in select
ing and preparing their fruit. Californis
fruit sells largely on its appearance and i~
splendid packing. It looks 8o nice that an
indiscriminating public forget its woolly an:i
tasteless quality. The great success of th:
Californian fruits is an object lesson to Can=
dian fruit-growers and shippers on the im
mense importance of careful and attractiv:
packing. It is said by experienced fruit
dealers in Montreal that Nova Scotia pro
duces the cleanest and best apple in America,
but owing to the size and style and genera)
badness of the barrel used and the inferior
packing which as a rule prevails in that pro
vince the apple has not met with the recoy
nition and appreciation abroad which it
superior quality abundantly justifies. Ot
course there are striking exceptions, The
Nova Scotia Gravenstein—one of the mosi
delicious apples grown—is now largely ex
ported in cases divided by cardboard: int«
nests, each nest holding one apple only
These cases are obtained from a gentleman
in Montreal who for the past ten or twelve
years has made most successful use of them
in exporting fine and delicate apples for th:
table, the fruit arriving at the English
markets unbruised and even with the bloom
fresh upon it. It is absolutely necessary to
pack such apples as the Gravenstein, th:
Fameuse, the Wealthy and the McIntosh
Red in cases. They are toosoft and delicate
to stand the pressure to which apples packed
in barrels are subjected. The more hardy
winter fruit can be safely shipped in barrels
provided it is firmly and cleanly packed and
all moisture is carefully removed.

Eogland imports apples chiefly from
French, Belgian, and Dutch growers so far
as Earope is concerned. But the principal
source of her supplies are Canada and the
United States. The Canadian apples are
preferred to all others and bring better prices.
Some of our finest apples exported in cases
have been sold in London and Edinburgh by
the dozen at from one shilling to one and
sixpence. Two yearsago, in Edinburgh, the
Famense were selling at eightpence per
pound, a price which averaged four cents a
piece. The Army and Navy Stores and the
Civil Service Stores are about to put on sale
our more delicate early apples exported in
cases, and it is expected that the venture
will prove emiunently successful. With re-
spect to the great mass of our apples however
it is certain that the prices will be low this
season, especially for the September packing.
But this is all the more reason why only
those of the finest quality should be shipped
as they will find their way into a much
larger circle of customers and become more
widely known and appreciated in conse-
quence. The exportation of apples will be
limited only by the freight accommodation
which promises unfortunately to be some-
what inadequate. This isanother reason for
careful selection of fruit. As only a part
can go, let the best be sent.

With respect to the inter Provincial trade
in apples and the home consumption gener-
ally it is said that dealers and the general
public are much more fastidious now than
they were a few years ago. Culls of the
shipping apples will not satisfy the domestic
demand, nor will dealers accept from the
growers slack packing, and culls mixed up
with No. 1. If No. I is sold, No. 1 must be
delivered. It is customary now for shipping
firms to buy whole orchards at a fixed price
and do their own packing. By this method
they are enabled to guarantee the contents
to be as represeated and to affix with confi-
dence their name and trade mark. The days
of dishonest packing are pretty well number-
ed. It is cheerfully admitted even by those
who know and practice some of the more
respectable tricks of the trade that the selec-
tion of a sufficient number of good-looking
apples to form two or three attractive layers
at the top and the bottom of the barrel and
then fill up with culls is not a wise thing to
do under any circamstances, apart altogether
from the ethical aspect of the question.
This kind of packing will do more for Mani-
toba and the Territories than it will for Eng-
land and Scotland. It is by careful selection
and good packing that Collingwood, Gode-
rich, Owen Sound, and Sarnia have worked
up their extensive apple trade with our great
Northwest.

Of fruits Great Britain imported 17,383,
773 bushels in 1894 and 15,277,260 bushels
last year. This is a twenty-five million dollar
trade. It will be Canada’s own fault if she
does not obtain a very large part of this im-
portant business.”

—-THE American Department of Agricul-
ture has been collecting an elaborate series
of statistics dealing with the haulage of farm
products and deducing therefrom important
conclusions, Returns were obtained from
1200 counties throughout the republic; and,
among other things, it was shown that the
average cost of haulage per ton for the whole
country was $3.02. ‘‘Information in the
bands of the department indicates,” says
the Ottawa Jowrnal, in dealing with the
matter, ‘that nearly two-thirds of this ex-
cessive cost can be saved by road improve-
ments, That is to say, the average cost of
delivering a ton of hay, or other produce,
can be reduced by good roads from three
dollars to one dollar.” What this means to
the farmer need hardly be emphasized. The
price of most of the things he has to sell is
fixed in the open market by the pressure of
outside competition, with little enough refer-
ence to the cost of production to him. The
consequence is that in most cases the cost of
haulage comes out of his pocket; so that if
he can make a saving of two dollars a ton on
thic expenditure by providing himeelf with
good roads, he can afford to put considerable
time and money into the making of such

oads.

FIRE'S DESTRUCTIVE WORK.

A Severe Conflagration at Lawrenestown. |

JOHN WARWICK’S RESIDENCE, BARN AND
OUTBUILDINGS TOTALLY DESTROYED.

A very disastrous fire occurred at our sis-

The fire
rapidly took possession of the building and
the intense heat soon ignited the wood-houase
and barn, which shared a similar fate, the
onlookers viawimgb the destruction of the
property without being in any way able to
stay the progress of the flames.

Mrs. Warwick, the wife of the unfortu-
nate owner, was on a bed of sickness at the
time, in charge of Miss Helen Fortune,
whose wearing apparel, gold watch and
chain and a considerable sum of money were
in an upstairs room, and which, together
with all other articles above the lower floor,
were lost.

Mr. Warwick was married some few
months ago to Miss Duncan, a resident of
the town, and prior to that event had spent
a large amount of money in renovating his
house and otherwise improving his genersl
surroundings. The loss is a very heavy one
to the energetic and respected citizen, and
he has the sympathy of the entire commun-
ity. There was no insurance whatever.

A telephone message from the scene of the
conflagration this morning informs us tbat
Mr. Warwick, in addition to the loss above
mentioned, had the sum of $332.00 in cash
destroyed.

Caribean House Destroyed by Fire.

The inhabitants of Granville Ferry were
aroused fiom their slumbers at an early hour
on Friday morning last to find that the large
store known as the Caribean House was in
flames. Owing to the greatdprogral the fire
had made when the brigade reached the
scene, it was found impossible to save the
building. Attention was at once directed
to an adjoining fish house, containing up
wards of fifteen tons of green fish, which
was saved from the devouring element.
The Caribean House was occupied by Mr.
Fred Hatheway and was enjoying a large
trade in general merchandise. The general
impression of the community is that it was
the work of an incendiary. The contents of
the store were covered by an insurance of
$1200 in the Liverpool, London and Globe.
There was no insurance on the building.

A Slight Blaze.

Considerable excitement prevailed in our
midst on Saturday last about noon owing to
the discovery of fire again being made on the
roof of the wood-working factory of Messrs.
Curry Bros. & Bent. The blaze was occa
sioned by a spark from the smoke stack
lodging upon the roof. With much prompt
ness the fire brigade was on the spot, but
owing to a liberal supply of water from a
couple of large barrels on the top of the
building their services were not required.
The damage was slight.

Unlawful to have in posses-
sion, buy or sell eggs, or injure or destroy
the nests of any native birds. Penalty §5
to $10.

Note.—No person shall sell or expose for
sale, or buy any animal or bird included in
the definition of game until after a lapse of
three days from the end of any close season.
Penalty $25 00

Whenever a fine is imposed by the game
laws, the person fined is liable to imprison-
ment if the fine is not paid, and judgment
may be recovered in the county courts for
amount of fine and costs, and may be re-
corded, so as to bind tho lands of the defen-
dant.

When he is imprisoned, he shall remain in
jail one day for each dollar of the fine.

All the penalties for having game unlaw-
fully in possession, apply whether the game
was killed in Nova Scotia or elsewhere.

Michigan Town in Ashes.

SEVERAL MILLION DOLLARS WORTH OF PRO-
PERTY DESTROYED.

Green Bay, Wis., Aug. 26 —QOatonagan,
Mich., was wiped out by fire yesterday.
Telegraphic communication, which was cut
off at four o'clock yesterday afternoon, has
been made with the city. The fire has left
absolutely nothing of the town and the scene
is one of abject terror. Two thousand peo-
ple who were comfortably housed on Tues-
day morning are now homeless and without
shelter or food. The ruin involves the ex-
tensive lumber and box manufacturing plant
of the Diamond Match Company, an estab
lishment ¢1me worth upwards of $1,000,000
and reported to earry shout $500,000 -insur-
ance on lumber and plant.

Ontonagan is the county seat of Ontonagan
county and the oldest settlement in the Cop-
per district. Its population is about two
thousand, It is the Lake Superior terminus
of the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul Rail-
way system. The loes is well covered by
insurance and some companies, notably the
Mechanics’ of Milwaukee, are reported very
heavy losers.

The Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paunl Rail-
way transported the homeless people to
Rockland in box cars, where they were
given shelter. The loss will aggregate sev-
eral million dollars and it is doubtful if the
mills destroyed will ever be rebuilt as nearly
all thé pine in that county has been cut.
Many of the people lost all they possessed in
the fire and are not only homeless but pen-
niless as well and will have to receive out-
side assistance or suffer from cold and hun-
ger this winter. Ontonagan was the oldest
town in the upper peninsula.

——————
Perils of Our Fishermen.

The perils of poor fishérmen are many and
great. On Monday week six Gloucestermen
reached Halifax who had drifted away from
their vessels in the fog. Collins and Stanley
were out 6 nights and 7 days without food.
They finally landed on Fogo Island, and were
saved. All the provisions in their dory when
they left the Stanley was two buns and a
hnl{gsllun of water. By chopping chunks of
ice from bergs they supplied themselves with
fresh water, and this was all that kept them
alive. Collins suffered much from swollen
feet One day during a gale Collins was
washed into the sea, but managed to swim
back to the boat. Gus Hilbert and Andrew
Ross, of the schooner. Norma, were out for
6 days in a similar plight. They ate noth-
ing but seaweed during this period and all
the water they drank was one quart they
took into the dory when leaving the schoon-
er. They were finally picked up by a French
fishing vessel and landed at Catalaine. John
Lott and Charles Oslen, of the schr. Glad-
stone, lost their vessel and were not picked
up until five days had elapsed. Their food
supply consisted of two slices of dry bread
and a half gallon of -water. After bein
without water for two days they renew
their supply by securing pieces of ice from
large bergs and melting it in a fish bucket.
They were picked up by the Norwegian brig
antine Lizzie, which landed the men on the
Newfoandland coast.

Presentation to Judge Johnston.

Last Wednesday afternoon F. T. Congdon
and C. S. Harrington, on behalf of the Bar
of Halifax, waited on Judge Johnston, at his
residence, 166 Quarl street, Dartmouth, and
presented him with an address and a sterling
silver water pitcher. On the front of the
pitcher was a gold shield bearing the follow-
ing inscrption:

To His Honor James W. Johnston,

Judge of the County Court.

From the Bar of Halifax, on the occasion

of his Golden Wedding.

Beneath this were the figures 18461896,

in our Street Light Act, appliéd to the Le-
gislature to have the law altered by striking
out the income clause and adding a poll tax
instead. This was done without the know-
ledge or consent of the ratepayers of the
town and without the knowledge or consent
of the third commissioner, Mr. kett, who
they knew had too much principle to lend
himself to ln{thing 80 unjust. :

The Legislature made the alterations
asked for, notwithstanding several protests
were sent in against it. On the part of the
commissioners, I consider this a piece of im-
position and I don’t believe that there is
another town in the dominion that would
submit to it, and I don’t believe that there
is anything in British law to compel them
to do so; and this has been done in violation
of section 13 of the act, which says, *‘that
all subsequent events shall be governed by a
majority vote of the ratepayers.”

But some one might ask, ** What does it

to?” It a ts to just this: By
doing away with the income clause in the
act it relieves the rich men of the town and
places the burden on the shoulders of the
poor men or middle class. -

A petition will be presented to the Legis-
lature this winter, asking to have the income
clause replaced, to npﬁly to money at inter-
est only, which I think will be fair and just
to all.

This should teach the people of the town
the importance of putting men in office who
will work for the welfare of the rich and
poor alike. RATEPAYER.

—From the Western States a lesson comes
to us showing the danger of slaughtering
our forests as we are now doing. It is not
too late to heed the following warning:

““Ten years ago there were 7000 lakes and
ponds in Minnesota. One-third of these are
now dry and the others are largely shrunken
in area. Similar changes have taken place
in the Dakotas, where large lakes, miles in
extent, have disappeared in ten years. The
cutting down of forests is working the usual
results, and the hot weather grows hotter
and the cold colder all over the country.”

—By the middle of September Spain will
have dispatched another army of 40,000 men
to Cuba. Since the rebellion began over
120,000 troops have been equipped and sent
to the Island and maintained while there.
This is not the least remarkable thing about
the troubles the country has fallen into, It
shows Spain to be possessed of resources and
energy few gave her credit for and which
n}ight make her a formidable enemy in time
of war.

Printing Bank of England Notes.

A contributor to the London Referee gives
an interesting account of the manner of pro-
dueing the Bank of England notes. In the
printing department sheets of postal orders
are being worked off like so many colored
posters. ~ This, it appears, is a new depart-
ment in the bank. The old-fashioned money
orders are printed -elsewhere, along with the
various kinds of stationery used by the post-
office. Hard by, there is a large printing
room, where six or eight smallish presses,
such as might be found in an ordinary jobbing
office, are at work. One enters withont
misgiving. Who would have thought the
bank had so much printing to do, I said to
myself, as I looked upon this array of whirl-
ing pulleys and belts and creaking cylinders,
tended by a dozen besmuged employes? Iam
invited to examine the work which is being
turned out. I do so carelessly. Gracious
powers! These are bank-notes, which are be-
ing thrown out by the thousand. Hundred-
pound notes, twenty-pound notes, fivers,
netes of the Government of India represent-
ing so many rupees—all the varieties of the
imperia! bank-note are to be found here.
Each has its turn upon the presses. In this
dirty printing room, reeking of oil and ink,
they manufacture wealth at the rate of a
million a day. I say wealth, because my
education is not complete enough to enable
me to distinguish between bank-notes and
what they represent.

To be precise, in this printing room they
turn out per day 50,000 bank notes of various
denominations, and this ouptut goes on con-
tinually. As the notes are paid into the
bank from the outside, they are seized and
put away for destruction, and new ones issued
in their place, the turnover being about a
million pounds daily. I looked with curi-
osity at the men engaged in what is really a
magical process, surpassing anything de-
scribed in ‘“ The Arabian Nights.” They
may have been members of the aristocracy
in the receipt of thousands a year, but they
looked and acted like common printers,
feeding their machines and taking off the
printed sheets secundum artem. The honest
employe over whose shoulder I looked was
receiving one-hundred-pound bank notes
from the tapes at the rate of eighty a minute,
and he told me that he was engaged in this
sort of work for six hours a day. Whether
the notes bear on the face of them thousands
or hundreds or twenties, it matters not to

bim. He laboriously performs his day’s
¢ darg,” and goes home to his tea as unpre-
tentiously as if he had not been handling
money enough to form a decent loan for a
South American republic. There is no con-
tempt greater than that which is bred of
familiarity with money.

Domestication of Foxes.

ALASKA ISLANDS USED TO RAISE THEM FOR
THEIR SKINS,

On March 18 Senator Wilson introduced
in the Senate a bill *‘to authorise the Sec-
retary of the Treasury to issue leases of cer-
tain islands in Alaska for the breeding of
foxes,” and on the 27th the bill was faverably
reported by the committee on public lands,
with certain minor amendments.

Although this bill has been the source of
considerable amusement, the statements
made by the gentlemen interested in its pas-
sage were a revelation to the membersof the
ccmmittee on public lands, and decidedly in-
teresting. It shows that as far back as 1884
certain gentlemén, at that time residents
of Alaska, took up for serious consideration
the problem of the future employment and
support of the natives of the Alaskan Islands,
when the fur seal, the otter and the walrus
should have become exterminated.

The suggestion was made by Capt. Morgan
of Conneticut, that the blue fox might be do-
mesticated, and under certain conditions,
bred with profit, thus utilizing many barren
islands and furnishing employment to the
suffering natives. Four gentlemen finally
decided to subscribe $1,000 each to try the
experiment. A small number of young
foxes were bought from the natives and tak-
en to North Semidi Island, about 225 miles
from Kodiak, and a small colony of natives,
with & white keeper, were left with one year’s
supplies to try the experiment.

After many ups and downs, and the ex-
penditure of $40,000 in money, the experi
ments proved a success, and it was demon-
strated that both the blue and silver could
be domesticated and bred. From thissmall
beginning, there are now no less than twenty-
two colonies on as many islands, devoted (o
the business, and more than 100 natives are
profitably employed in its prosecution.

These islands are mostly barren rocks ris
ing abruptly from the ocean, and the foxes
are allowed to roam at will over them. Each
island has a small settlement, where the
keeper and his native assistants live, where
the foxes are fed regularly and where they
soon learn to come for their food.

Photographs taken at feeding times showed
the foxes eating from the troughs and quarrel”
ing over choice morsels like dogs in a kennel.
I'ne food consists of cooked Indian meal and
blubber scrap, and on it the foxes grow sleek
wnd fat, and produce a fur of the finest
quality.

Senator Wilson, notwithstanding the good
natured jokes of his fellew senators, has
worked for the bill with energy and enthu-
siasm, for, as he says, it will not only be the
means of saving from extinction a race of
valuable fur-bearing animals, but will people
the barren islands of the Alaskan chain and
rescue from misery and starvation the natives
who, now that the fur seal is becomingextinct,
s2e starvation staring them in the face.

complexion; the blood being thin the woman
loses her freshness, and is old before her
time; the tissues become flabby, blue lines
appear under the eyes, and chaos is come
again!

The result of a proper regimen of diet is
far-reaching; a healthy woman is a happy
woman; & happy woman retains her youth,
and so her beanty; for, after all, beauty
comes from within rather than from without
—its secret is a contented mind; its prime
promoter a wellfed body—the outward
evidence of the two being a bright eye, a
springy step and a clear skin, secure in the
possession of which no woman need fear to
be called plain.

All the bathing in the world will not give
a clear, healthy skin unless it be supple-
mented by wholesome food; no woman can
expect to have a good complexion who in-
dulges in one or two extremes—over-rich
and too abundant diet on the one hand, or
insufficient, make-shift food on the other.

Let us consider, first, the sin of over-in-
dulgence, whose outward sign is a coarse,
greasy, unlovely skin and a tendency to too
much flesh.

Pastries, sweets, rich salads and a “too
liberal allowance of meat are fatal to beauty;
meat is strengthening, it.is true, but to par-
take of it twice a day is quite sufficient for
the average woman, whose habits are some-
what sedentary, or whose domestic routine
permits but a limited amount of out-door
exercise. Then, too, meats, to give the pro-
per nourishment, should be properly cooked,
and certain kinds only should be eaten; rare
roast beef and mutton, juicy chops and
steaks, which should be broiled, and season-
able poultry and game are all nutritious and
strengthening. Veal is indigestible and
should be eaten but seldom, and then only
when cooked till thoroughly done; underdone
veal is poisonous to the stomach. Pork and
sausages are exceedingly coarsening in their
effects upon the skin, and the woman who
values her complexion will do well to abstain
altogether from their use, as well as from
their usual accompaniment—hot cakes—
which are most detrimental to a fine skin.

Vegetables and fruit, on the other hand,
should be partaken of freely; potatoes less
so than other vegetables, as they contain
but a small proportion of nutriment and are
somewhat fattening. Tomatoes, carrots,
parsnips and all green vegetables, such as
asparagus, spinnach, watercress and lettuce,
are wholesome and are, many of them, spe-
cial aids to the attainment of a good skin
and clear color.

How to Live to be Old.

The last fad in England is to insure longe-
vity through the use of a special diet. The
promise is held out to those who implicitly
follow out the prescribed regimen that they
may attain to the age of 110 years. This,
among the most melancholy people of the
globe, and to whom one would fancy that
life were the less worth living, has aroused
considerable enthusiasm. Cooks and kitch-
ens are to be abolished, meat, bread, and
vegetables are forbidden; existence is to be
maintained exclusively upon nuts and ba-
nanas. If we compare this with the dietary
system of Dickens, which represents that of
his period, his comparatively early decease
will excite no surprise. According to Eng-
lish standards, he was an accomplished
gastronome. Beefsteak pudding was his
ideal, a horrible concoction only fit for a
crude or debased palate. His highest con-
ception of a dinner was a baked leg of mut-
ton with the bone removed and the cavity
filled with a stuffing of oysters and veal
This was accompanied with a gin punch, in
the making of which Dickens took especial
pride.

The Demands of Soeciety.

Society demands that you should look well.
Not that you should be a beauty, but that you
should, on occasion, put on your best bib and
tucker and belp make ap the picture that,
all in all, constitutes society. You speak of
the social world as selfish; so it is, for it de-
mands from all its votaries absolute unselfish-
ness. You must learn to have no ill-feeling
toward anybody. 1f a chatterbox tells you
that Madame Malice has made you the sub-
ject of ridicule you must make yourself smile;
go forward and meet Madame Malicce with
pleasant word, a corteous bow, and you must
entirely forget that she has ever said any-
thing but that which was pleasant. Society
ceases to be good when malicious sayings are
recognized.
