OBITUARY.

Xma$ Announcement.REV. HOWARD H. ROACH.
The death occurred a£ St. John on 

Wednesday evening last of Rev. H. H. 
Roach, pastor of the Main St. Baptist 
Church, and eon of Mr. J. F. Roarh". 
of Clarence, resulting from a eomnlica- 
tion of 'diseases after an acute illness 
of only ten 'days.

Rev. Mr. Roach was a man whom 
St. John could ill afford to lose. Rave 
the Sun of that city.
Main Street Baptist Church has been 
marked bv great success, and wMleJhe 
was a rather pleasing preacher, he was 
more especially qualified as a pastor, 
and the attention which he devoted to 
the members of his congregation bound 
him to them with ties stronger than 
are usually found between pastor and 
people. He was a liberal-minded and 
nublic-epirited man. generous almost 
to a fault, a hard worker, and an en­
thusiast in whatever line of work pame 
under his attention. Hie self-sacrifice 
during the smallpox epidemic of three 
years ago, and the devotion which he 
displayed in carrying on his ministra­
tions to the sick at that time, won for 
him the respect of all citizens.

Bora at Clarence, Annapolis, thirty- 
seven years ago, he, after a common 
school course, entered Horton Acad­
emy at Wolfville, and from there went, 
in 1892, to Acadia University. While 
attending college he preached for a 
time at Avonport, fifteen miles below 
Wolfville. At the end of hie first year 
in college his health failed, and he 
compelled to give up hie studies for a 
time. Upon recovering, he re-entered 
Acadia with the class of '98, but was 
once more compelled to give up 
through illness. This time he went to 
Worcester, Maas., and took charge of 
a church there, in which work he wias 
very successful. Returning to Acadia 
at the end of the year, he entered the 
class of '99, and was able to remain 
in college until the completion of his 

Immediately after leaving 
applied

sels Street Baptist Churchl after the 
death of Dr. Carey, and was tendered 
a unanimous call from that congrega­
tion. This, however, he did not ac­
cept, but returning to Nova Scotia, 
assumed charge of the Baptist Church 
at Annapolis, being ordained in 1900. 
In October, 1901, he accepted a call to 
Tabernacle Baptist Church, St. John, 
succeeding Rev. P. J. Stackhouse, who 
was going to Chicago for a post-grad­
uate course.

Shortly after he settled in St. John 
the smallpox epidemic broke out, and 
Mr. Roach offered his services to the 
board of health, agreeing to do any­
thing in his power to help those who 
were suffering from the disease or 
their friends. His offer was accepted 
by the board of health and Mr. Roach 
shut himself up in a room in the old 
Tabernacle hall on Haymarket Square. 
He put in a bed, stove, couple of 
chairs and some books, and spent 
eral months there, doing his own cook­
ing and receiving no one. He spent 
his days and most of his nights in 
visiting the sick and affording spiritual 
attention. Many times he has follow­
ed bodies through the snow to the 
graveyard, and in the middle of the 
night conducted the last sad services. 
He waited upon all, without regard to 
creed or color, and was everywhere re­
ceived with pleasure by those to w hom 
he brought consolation and cheer. 
Luring the whole of the epidemic Mr. 
Roach continued in this service, ac­
companying Dr. T. E. Morris on his 
rounds, or going alone when occasion 
required. And here it is worthy of 
note that these two men who worked 
bo hard among the afflicted during 
that winter have passed away within 
a few weeks of each other.

After the epidemic, as an expression 
of the feelings entertained towards 
him, the Evangelical Alliance present­
ed Rev. Mr. Roach with a purse of 
8500.

He remained with the Tabernacle 
Church till October, 1903, when he ac­
cepted a call to Main Street Baptist 
Church, which pulpit he has since fill­
ed. He is the second minister in that 
church to die in active service, the 
other being Rev. Dr. Corey, who had 
filled the pulpit only a few months.

Mr. Roach was married to 
Mrs. Stalling, widow of Capt. Stall­
ing, of Annapolis, who with her three 
children survive. His parents live at 
Clarence, and a sister, Mrs. C. H. 
Harrison, is a resident of Mauger- 
ville, N. B. Rev. Mr. Roach was most 
highly thought of by clergymen of 
every denomination, and by all thçse 
with whom he has come in contact.

The Dominion government is said to 
be contemplating the taking over of 
the long distance telephone system.
It is to be hoped that it will not make 
two or three bites of a cherry, but will 
take over the whole telephone system, 
and the telegraph as well. There is 
no doubt a seeming appropriateness in 
municipal control of a local service, 
but this would be more than offset by 
the conveniences and efficiency of a 
united federal service from one end of 
Canada to the other. The financing 
of the scheme would be easily effected 
in that way, while it would present 
serious difficulties to individual muni­
cipalities. The plan would be simple, 
while a patch work of federal, provin­
cial, municipal and private control, of 
monopoly in one place and competi­
tion in another, would be complicated 
and perhaps confusing. The plan 
could be carried out now with a mod­
érât? expenditure. Every year it is 
delayed the private interests and the 
amount necessary for compensation 
will grow.

The adjustment of rates under a fed­
eral system will present no very ser­
ious difficulty. The service should be 
supplied like the mail service, virtual­
ly at cost, and the public benefit will 
be so great that there will le ro com­
plaint if the rates are not adjusted 
with absolute accuracy to the suvice 
in each locality. No obstacle should 
be placed in the way of any commun­
ity, however small, obtaining the ser­
vice, and farmers’ telephones especially 
should be encouraged.

The nationalizing of the trifgraphs 
would complete the circle of prfclic 
control over means of communication. 
The experience of Great Britain shows 
that there is no practical difficulty, 
and the low rates have brought the 
telegraph into very general use. In 
cities it answers the purpose of a mes­
senger service, specially convenient 
when the recipient has no telephone 
communication. The government is 
now returned with a very large major­
ity, and is in an excellent position to 
carry out a measure which will stand 
to its credit, and will confer a sub­
stantial benefit on the community.— 
Toronto New*.

For the past three years the Fruit 
Division, Ottawa, has been earnestly 
advocating db-operation among fruit 
growers, not only in marketing their 
products, but in many other ways as 
well. It has been pointed otit that 
beginners might co-operate to buy the 
trees best suited to their district at 
the lowest price: that uniform meth­
ods of orchard management might be 
adopted in 6rder to ensure a uniform 
quality of fruit; that effective and sys­
tematic spraying might be secured by 
means of power outfits, serving a 
neighborhood io the same manner as 
the threshing machine: that cheaper 
supplies, such as implements, chemi­
cals for spraying, and packages for 
shipping, might be obtained; and that 
by putting up co-operative packing 
houses at proper centres, uniform 
grading and packing, with consequent 
easier sale at better prices, might be 
secured.
have not been competing ns usual for 
the farmer’s crop, and the prices of­
fered for apples have been unusually 
low. A good many farmers have not 
been able to sell their apples at all. 
and in consequence they are more or 
less disgusted with the fruit outlook. 
They have learned by bitter exper­
ience that it will not do to depend on 
the travelling buyer. They must co­
operate in the packing and marketing 
of their apples if they desire to be 
reasonably sure of a fair return from 
their orchards.

The co-operative system of market­
ing has proved a great success in con­
nection with the California fruit crop, 
the Texas tomato crop, and in many 

..other cases in the United States. It 
is rapidly gaining ground in Canada, 
and the practical results of its opera­
tion at several Ontario points are 
worthy of consideration by every or- 
chardist. The Walkertown association, 
which started in a small way three 
years ago, established this season a 
central co-operative packing house. 
To this central point the members 
brought their apples in barrels which 
had been purchased through the organ­
ization. The apples were delivered in 
hayracks, the bottoms of which were 
well covered with hay, or in spring 
wagons, and any found unfit for pack­
ing were returned. The various lots 
were not kept separate, but all the ap­
ples were graded as they came in, and 
the proceeds were divided among the 
members according to the quantity of 
each grade they supplied. The expense 
of packing was from ten to fifteen 
cents a barrel, which was less, that the 
cost rof packing in the orchard. This 
year eight cars of fruit were sold, in­
cluding soft apples like Duchess and 
Astrachan, and for the entire lot 
prices ranged from $1.75 to 82.20 a 
barrel on board cars at Walkertown. 
The cost of barrels, packing, etc., had 
to be deducted from this, but without 
co-operatitut the apples would have 
been left to rot on the ground.

The Forest association was organiz­
ed last spring, and has a membership 
of about one «hundred. This fall thir­
ty-eight cars of apples were shipped to 
the West and realized an average of 
81.90 for No. 1 and 81.55 for No. 2, 
on board cars at Forest. The apples 
shipped were mostly Baldwins, Kings 
and Greenings, but included all mar­
ketable varieties. The association ap-

The show was formally opened by 
Hon. H. R. Emmerson, Minister of 
Railways, who urged the people of the 
Maritime Provinces to develop their 
agricultural resources, as they would be 
their surest source of wealth. He urg­
ed them also to so advertise Eastern 
Canada as to attract a fair share of 
immigration. The East, as well as the 
West, should be developed.

C. C. James, Deputy Minister of 
Agriculture for Ontario, spoke at the 
opening, and said it was the great 
agricultural probabilities of Canada 
that were attracting the attention of 
the world. He was glad to hear Mr. 
Emmerson officially state his belief in 
the agricultural possibilities' of the 
East, as well as the West. There was 
here to-day a great shortage of farm 
labor; the east suffered from so many 
of its young men going to the Mfst. 
In the matter of Immigration, he fell 
that Canada east of the Great Lakes 
was scarcely getting a fair show.

To show that Eastern Canada was 
worthy of some attention, he showed 
the great expansion of production in 
Ontario, where in the four years cf
