Itis compeient for the State, by legusiauve ennctment
operaung prospectively, to deternnne that anucles, inju-
rious to the public health or morals shall not constitute
property. If it should so conclude in relaion to spritu-
ous or intoxicating drinks, when designed 10 be used as
a beverage, the conclosion would be justuficd by the
history and experience of man, and would fumish no
occesion to complain that any prosision of the constitu-
tion had been violated.

The Actof 1851 “ fur the suppression ot dnnking-
houses and tppling shops,” though it provides for the
verzure and forterture of such liquors when designed for
sale, does not enuct that no property can be nequired in
then when not demgned for untawful sole, but on the
'contrary recognizes them as sulyects of propenty when
kept for certuin purposes.

The prohibition 10 sell such liquors does not prevent
the acquisition of property i them or the transportation
of them through the State, when pot designed for un-
lawful scle.

The general intent and avowad purpose of the Act
would not be infringed by a construction whiel should
nut disatlow the mmntenance of actions, eacept for such
hquors as were linole to seszure and turfesture and inten-
dud for unlawful sale,

The ottaching of such construction to legislauve lan-
guage so clear and unequivocal, if within the province
of tiie yudiciary department, 18 perhaps -ery near the out-
ward boundary ot its powers.

If such a construcuon should be + pplied, it would, of
courae, remove the statute prohibr son  from all actions
brought for liquors, except those p oved 10 have been 1n-
tended for unlawiat sale.

1 ithout such a construcuion, the statute prohibition
will be inoperative as to nctions for any liquors, except
those proved 10 have bsen intended for unlawful sale,
becouse, as 1o other hquors, the prohibition is violative
of the State Consutunon.

Now who cannot see that consisténtly with this
Law, a man may keep or make for his own private
use any beverage he may choose !—{Eprror Sox.

highest, noblest nature into the inost beastly wmpun'v—
the suppression of “ povesty, vice and crune,” 1 will
cheerfully grant it.

In the first place youask my opimion of the Jaw. My
opinion is the same as that of thousands of true, honest-
bearted ciuzens of Maine, viz: that the law 15 2 good
onc, perhaps not perfect io all its features, but pracucal
and morally wholesome in its operavon, when judicious-
ly executed It is calculated to bnog to our citizens an
amount of good unparalleled 1n a pecuniary sense, and
in 8 moral poiat of view, which no anthmetical compu-
tation can measure.
