THE "SALTILLO" ISSUE 0F MEXICO.

\'e herewith give an illustration of the rare i real starnp of Mexico, 186,4,
known as the Saltillo issue. This stanip, if found on the original letter, is con-
sidered quite a rarity, as it is clainied that only three or four %vere actuaily used.
Uuused stamps of this issue are very common and will probabiy remain so, as it
is stàted that the plates ivere flot destroyed, and reprints wvil be made sliould
the sui)ply of originais beconie exhausted. Mr. H-. Flacliskarnm, of the Standard
Stamip Co.. is thie fortunate possessor of 0one of the finest specimiens of tliese
desirable rarities. An uuused stamp of this issue may be obtained fromi almost
any dealer at 5 cts apiece, wvhile used, on the original envelope, the price is
quoted at from $30 10 $35. At even this figure, hoîvever, they are hardiy obtain-
able, as there are noue offered for sale at present.-Staizdar-d Plu/late/is.

NOT1ES ON NEW FORGERIES.

BY THE REV R. B. EAREE..

Ne-w Sout/z Wales. Issite of April 3 oth, ;852.-Siapence, laitreated brownui.

"Given one single specimen cf a stamp, it is required to find out wvbetber it is
genuine or a forgery." This, my everlasting problemn, is by no
means easy of sglution in the present instance, considering tbat there are
twvo plates of the genuine sixpence, eacli of 25 different types. (Plate I.,
April 3oth, 1852 ; Plate IL., January, I853.> Plate I bas the background behind
the portrait formed by fine vertical Unes crossed by equally fine oblique wvavy
uines, running down f rom left to right. Plate IL. bas the hunes much coarser, and
the wvavy lines run down vertically instead of obliquely. A moment's inspection iý
tiierefore sufficient to decide the plate. The forgers bave imitated Plate I. with
the fine vertical and fine oblique wavy lines; and I shall tberefore take this
plate, and describe howv the counterfeit differs froni every variety of the 25
genuine stamps. The forgery is, I consider, very dangerous, and for the benefit
of collectors the stamp papers wvould do wvel1 to give ail possible publicity to the
following description.

GENUINE.

Engraved in taillc-douce, twenty five different types, and printed on decidely
blue wove paper, in yellowvisli-browvn, cliocolate brown, and black-browvn. The
tests. except wvhen other,vise mentioned, are common to the wvhole of
the twventy-five types. There is a very strong and decided whbite stem to, the
laurel wvreatb, runningc its wvbole lengtli from end to, end. The vertical lines in
the back,-Éround; b-ellnd the portrait; are< not mare prominent than the oblique
wvavy ones. The. top. linib of the «" E " and the left top cornler of the 'w " of N EW

do flot anytbi4g like touchi eacb other, tbough tbey are rather close together in
soi-e of. the types. The top of the ««o" of SOUTR is rounded. The little oblong
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labels containing NEW and WALLEs are bounded, righit and left, by a thiick
vertical scalloped line. The scallops are ROUNDED, not hiollowv; i.e., %vhiat the
hieralds woutd cati " invected, not "«engrailed." (The line to the righit of WVALES
is missing in five of the genuine types.) The dark dots iii the centres of the corner
stars, or crosses tat'ee, are ail of good size. The second lock of liair bellind the
ear is more or less normatly shaped. The bottom boundary of the central
medaltion parallel with the upper outline of the SIXPENCI-. label, is a fine horizon-
tai line in ail but two types, the latter liaving a somnewhat thick line. Tiiere is
no second externat boundary-line on the ieft of the stamp.

1 -O0RG 1LD1.

Engraved in taille-douce, and printed on blue wvove paper. The top edge of
thue stamp is, in my specimien, bluer than the rest. The colour is a reddish-brown.
The stem of the laurel wvreatlu is almost invisible. The vertici.Jl nes in the back-
ground are decidedty stronger than the wavy ones. The tops of the "«E " and
.w" of new are so exceedingly close together that there is hardiy roomn to put a

single hair betwveen tluem ; indeed, I should imagine that they %vou1d certainly
run together in a heavity printed copy. The top of the "O0" of souTHi is very
flat-amost cut off square. The boundary uines to riglht and ieft of NEW and
WALI.s afford the easiest test. They are ûiollou' scatiops, wvitli sharp points, just
lik2 the edge of a perforated stanip. The dark dots iii the centres of the corner
stars, or crosses pattee, are exceedingly small-mere points, in fact. The second
lock of luair behind the ear is exactly like a second ear, only ii a sharply
pointed lobe. The bottom boundary of the central medallion, parallel with the
upper boundary line of the SIX PENCE label, -as particularly strong and thick,
much thicker than the uine above SIX PINCE, and thickest of ail just above the
final " E" of that %vord. Outside the stamp, on the left side, from, the top of the
NEW label, dowvn to the very bottomn of the stamp, there is a thin, but distinct
second boundary line. The forgery is very nicety got up in ail points, stuck on
an otd piece of letter, the postnuark showing both on the stamp and on the letter;
in fact, I believe that nine out of ten collectors, on seeingr this forgery, wvould
accept it as genuine without a momnent's doubt.

POSTMARKS.

Ge;zziue.-A large oval, about twenty-seven millimetres wvide, by twenty-two
miltimetres highi, formed by four thick graduated straighit lines, top and bottom,
and twvo equalty thick curved lines each side, with numerals in the centre. These
uines are often neariy two millimetres thick.

Fo;,g>ed.-The oval is smaller, heing only twenty-three rniltimnetres %vide, by
twenty high. The lires fornuing the postmark are very thin, less than one mil-
limetre in breadth. The specimen before mie has the numnerals "athirty-two " in the
centre. I trust the above dissection wvill hielp to put a stop to the sale of this forgery.

ST. ANDREW'S CROSS ON STAMPS 0F THE ROMAN STATES

The stamps of the Roman States of the 1852 issue, cancelied wvith a cross
of St. Andrew, liave a curious origin wvhich is known to but fewv. The cam-
paign of 1859 resulteci in the singular dismemberment of the Papal States for
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the benefit of Ujnited Italy. First carne Bologna, and then the marchi on
Ancona and Umbria. Rornagna alone liad provisional postage starnps ; but here,
as elsewhere, whethcr throughi igniorance or as a protcst against existing cir-
curnstances, the starnps of the Roman States xvere used to prepay correspond-
ence. The Italiani Goverment, instailed in Florence, did not xvisIt to recognize
them : they cancelled themn withi the Cross of St. Andrewv, and marked the
stamps " unpaid," either by pen or hand stamp. Our Italiani friends can give
more exact intormation on this point. After 1863 w~e no longer find the Cross of
St. Andrewv on tehe stamps of the Rcnian States. Tliey were sometirnes can-
cclled in the regular way, but more frequently an unpaid letter stamp (the littile
oval seenatasse of 1863,) wvas pasted over them. These unpaid letter stamps înay
frequentlyr be found %vitli black impressions or fragments of the color on the
stamps of the Papal States on the back,.-Go/ectionieit; de, Timbres-Pose.

INTERESTING SALE BY AUCTION 0F STAMPED ENVELOPES

The sale of unused and used Postage Stamps by public auction, is no longer
a novelty, at any rate to those whio have any acquaintanc:e at ail wvth the hobby
of Stamp collecting, or " Philately," as it is called by its votaries. In England
for the past two years, and in Amnerica for a rnuchi longer period, these sales have
taken place at frequent intervals, and a vast quantity of very valuable and highly
interesting specimens lias changed bands, but on Friday and Satus-day, Decem-
ber 12th and 13 th, a neiv departure wvas reachied, whien the wvell-known stamp
auctioneers, Messrs. Clieveley & Co., of Purley, Surrey, offered for sale in suitable
lots, on behialf of the owner, at the Auction Mart, Tokenhouse Yard, London,
onie of the niost complete collections iii existence of "ecntire envelopes ;" that is
to say, the envelopes supplied by the postal authorities of various countries,
bearingr embossed or impressed ctamps. The collection consisted of about
3,000 varieties, and wvitli the exception of a few extreme rarities, and the series
of the United States of America (whichi had been previously sold by private
con tract), wvas a practicaily complete collection of ail issues of stamped envelopes
of ail countries of the world, froni the first introduction of postage by means of
stamps until the present tir-e. he specimiens wvere alrnost ail unused, and in a
very fine state of preservation.

The collection realized altogether considerably over £900. Ail the leading
English dealers wvere present ; conspicuous arnongst thern being the wvell-
known faces of Mr. Wilson, Mr-. Phillips. Mr. Bubil, M\r. Giwvelb, and otiiers ;
whilst the continent of Europe was represented by Dr. Vedel, of Copenhiagen,
and Herr Bogen, of Cologne, wbo liad journeyed fromn their respective places of
abode purposeiy to attend this sale. Not many collectors, pure arnd simple,
were amongst the audience; this particular branch "of pbilately not being, for
sorne unexplained reason, very popular in England ; but this deflciency wvas more
tha-i conipensated by the presence of the "'Plilatelic king," Herr von Ferary, of
Paris, xvbose niagnificent collection of Stamps, Stamped Envelopes and Post
Cards, is valued at somiething like £8o,ooo.

We note a fev of the more interesting and important items in the sale:
An Austrian envelope, 20 kreuzer, of 1861, large size,realized £4 5s. ; wvhilst
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four cnvelopes of Austrian Italy, of the saine date, were sold for £5. Whien
Baden xvas reaclied the fun becamie fast anci furious, as the collection contained
a nuniber of specimiens of the very rare 12 and 18 kreu7er envelopes, and these,
aftcr fierce conipetition wvere carried off to Germany at prices considerably over
£io each. 17 envelopes of Bruniswick xvere secured by the same buyer for -i i
as wvas also a set of i0 varieties of Ceylon for £6 ras. ; and another set of
varieties for £5 ras. A Finland letter-sheet of the value of 10 kopecs, on wvhite
paper, realized £16 os. ; and £io was the price paid for a Thurn and Taxis
envelope ý/2 sulber grosehien, lilas inscription and large size. The provisionals of
the North Germnaî Confederation ivere present in great force ; several pounds
eachi was eagrerly paid for tlemi ; whilst twvo envelopes of Lubeck, eachi of the
original value Of 4 schillings, realized £6 and £7 ios. respectively; and a
Mecklenburgr 5 schilling was knocked doivn at £8. .Many envelopes of Olden-
burg, Poland, Prussia and Russia, wvere flot considered too dear at several pounds
for eachi ; one of Wurtemburg, with, a slight, error in thc inscription, sold for £5
and the Newv Southi Wales "Sidney Letter sheet," original, on blue paper, for
£16. This last being the higliest price paid for any one single envelope
throughout the sale.

MOU NTING POST CARDS.
13V FE LIX.

It is rather strange that so fev Philatelists collect cards ; but wvhy not, ive are
at a loss to say. Well, this article is ta be for the card collectors' benefit, and if
any of the readers of it do not collect cards, ive would ask thiem to do so, and
follow tlic directions in this article for mounting thiem. Whiat can be more
interesting to look upon than a well arranged collection of post cards? Place a
handsome collection of cards by that of stamps, and cail in a stranger to ta judge
them, and what wvill lie say ? The cards are most likely to be mcntior.ed first.

Now we wvill proceed to foUlow aur titie.
There are a fcev good post card albumis iii the market, but,, as they are flot so

clieap as the majority of collectors xvisli, a blank album is the one for the card
collector. Post cards should be collected unuscd, if possible, and thiey niay be at
present, as the prices are flot generally as high as the majority of
the best stamps.

Whien a card is placed in yaur album, you should neyer use mucilage by
placing it on the card. The old fashioned wvay of mounting stamps wvas the
above method-sticking the stamp fast ta the album. Take an envelope, cut
the corners, straighit, round or scolloped, and place them, an the corners of the
card, then paste the envelope corner into the album, and by this way the card is
frec from the album.

By this metlîod the cards -are easily ta be removed whien anc wishes
ta examine them, and save a great deal of tinie if one wishies ta transfer his col-
le-ction ta a new album.

Cards may be used as stamps are, but that principle is a poor anc and should
be avoidcd.

Ainother envelope method is ta cut the ends of the envelope and place tbcmn
in the book, pastinY themi ta it, at a fixcd distance, and place the cards' ends
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into the envelope's ends and the card may be easily rernoved. Many perhaps
%vould use the inethod by whicli slanting lines are eut iii the album, at four cor-
niers, the size of the card. and the corners of the card are placed in the suit in the
album. This wvay is also a good one and hiolds the card firm. It rnay easily ùe
remnoved and keeps the album from bulging out, far more so, than the
above methods.

To the card collector, any of the abtve lie ought to use, as his collection wil',
be far more interesting to irn and wvill be wvell kept.

Let ail collect cards, as it is as interesting as stamps, and a part of Philately.

PERFORATIONS.

The following answver to a correspondent in the last number of the Siamp A7eïus
describing Perforations, we consider very fine, yet easily understood :-" You ask
for a lucid explanation of the irieaning of " perforation.;," and as wve believe the
subject will interest many of our less advanced readers we wvill do our best to
satisfy you. To begin with, the word "«pet )ration " is a hole punchied out of
anything, such as the tops of littie tins of insect powvders, or a veigetable strainer;
and the perforations of stamps are the hioles that are punchied out between each
stamp, to enable themn to be easily separated. Now, as to, the measurement of
perforations. You could understand it easier by buying a perforation guage for
ninepence, than by any explanation wvc may give you, but after ail it is perfectly
simple. he number of hioles on a stamp goes for notliing, but ail perforations
are counted according to the nurniber that %vould m-easure two centimetres. For
instance, a stamp "«perforated 12fr•." is so called because 12ý/2 of the lioles at the
side would measure twc centimetres, and the same applies to io, W/24, or any
other perforation. The size of the stamip, or the ni-miber of lioles on it, have
nothing to do with the measurement. To tell the measurement of any perfor-
ation, you have oniy to Iay the stamp on a perforation guaae, with the littie black
circles to fit with the semni-circular spaces, and whierever they fit exactly, you wili
know that nu.mber is the correct perforation of your stamp. If you desire further
information, wve shall be pleased to satisfy you, as the subjeet is not sufficiently
understood. A small dealer caused considerable amusement recently by count-
ing the perforations on a stamp, and offering it as being perforated 19, or some-
thing of the sort."

BOGUS ITALIAN STATES.

T/he Metropolitaiz Phiiltist for November, on page 102, reports having been
received from Mr. john R. Hooper for inspection, a 6o crazie Tuscany, with a
letter from Guglielmo Cassuto, of Leghorn, Italy, which states that this very
stamp is an "«Essay on bluish paper from the original die. Not very scarc.e, but
we cari exchange for $3 to $4 of good stamps. This ivould be a profitable
operation, as the stamp is a forgery, pure e! simple, and Sig. Cassuto would be
rolling iii philatelic wvealth could he effect enoughi of these chiangçes."

So much from the Metropo/itaiz Pliilatelist by way of explanation.
The following extract from- letters of Sig. Cassuto may be of interest to



collectors who nmay wishi to lcnow more of hinm and his %vays. The extiracts are
literai copies from his letters:

GuGI.IELN1o CASSUTO.

Doubting the genuineness of these stamps, 1 submitted thern, to a philatelist
in St. Louis, and lie iii turni to several of the most prominent phiiatelists, of New
York and Boston, ail of whoni decided the stamps to be imitations.

It is quite probable lie placed some of them in this country, as I hiave
received thiem on shieets fromn collectors.

On the return of these stamps Sig. Cassuto responded as follows:
"'As for the genuineness of the stamps I can assure you that I have boughit

them from the wvel1 knowvn P. J. Scala, of Florence. Mr. Niccolo Gaville (Posta
Rossa 5) and I have paid for themn as genuine, and after the judgment of late
MIr. Cav. Cesare Cave, of Leghiorni, the greatest and oldest Italian stamp
coliector and inember of the Frenchi Phiiatelic Association of Paris."

It wvill be iloted that lie does not say hie believed them genuine at the time lie
sent thieni out. Having probably found out the state of the case, lie wvanted to
unload.-N. W. Chandier.

COUNTERFEIT. CANCELLATIONS 0F SCHLE-SWIG
HOLSTEIN STAMPS.

Front Der Fhilatelisi. Translated by A. Krassa.
I.-A Hamiburg collector sent to Der PhiateZist an old letter dated 1851

maiiled frotn Ueterson to Pinneberg on which were twvo genuine one schilling
blue stamps, and cancelled with a hand sta-np ivith the rnumber p.) in the centre.
The price of the same wvas twenty dollars. One could readily see that the
cancellation wvas counterfeit ; the hand stamp had a solid border around the
straight lines xvhichi on the genuine one are open, besides the proper number for
Ueterson wvas 36 flot i9.

1.-Then there wvas shown us an original letter, attached to wvhich wvas a red
twvo schilling stanîp, cancelled, without any inunber iii the centre. AIl these
cancel lations are counterfeit.

III.-.-We have aiso seen an unsevered pair of one schilling stamps, one of
tliem very sliitly cancelled wvithi the lines, the other ivith ' Haderslev 5/9 i850."
At this time (5th September) Schleswig %vas in the hands of Denmark, and
besides the stamps were flot issued before the i5th November, I85o. The used
Sclileswig Holstein stamps of the first issue are a great deal rarer than collectors;
tlîink ; tliere were only about 8.ooo letters; prepaid ivith these stamps and it is
no wvonder that some counterfeiters hiave tried to put more on the market, as the
unus2d specimens are not so high in price. Coilectors and dealers should be
very cautious i ii buyi ng such stamps as a xvell known Altona stamp dealer, who has
made a specialty in Sclîleswig Hoistein stamps,has been vicitimnized several times.

Here follows the decee of creating thesc sranmps:
We, the Govc-rnor of' the Colony of Diego Suarez and Dependencies, according to the

decee of November, 1889, suppressing the franchise wvhichi had been granted to the troops
on duty in Diego Suarez.

Aceording, to our several decrees of Jauuary 25, Fclbruar-y 924, May 1, July 15 and August
3, 1S90, ordering the transfornming of coupons of divers values into ]5c. stamps.

Seeing, that, on account ot' these transformations the provision of stanips of the Colony
is cornpletely exhau tud, and that somne miensure must be iinmmcidiately taken to insure the postal
service contlorming to thc prescriptions of thc central office of the postal union, whicli stipulate
that letters sent to the interior niust be postage paid in staxnps.

Ilpon the propnsition of the Director of the Interior, secing thc urgcncy,
Have decrced and do decee:
ARTrILE 1. lu order to secure the postal service of Dicgo Suarez there will bc iznmedi-

atcly printed soute stamps of different values, to-wit:&

25 centimes, 15,00 of 15 centimes,
6,000 "' 5 4,000 - 1i

ART. 2. These stamnps, o? a special design, according to tic model here affixed, wili be
f'or the exclusive use o? the colony o? Diego, Suarez.

A RT. 3. The drawing of these different values will be made in the presence of a special
commission, coniposcd of:

NIr. le Bargin, second director o? first class in thc Departinent of' the Interior.
Mr. Poirier, agent in charge o? the postal service.
MIr. Torrentroy, aid secretary o? the Department o? the Interior.
This commission will put its minutes on file, and the different values mientioned in these

minutes will be carried to the credit of the colony in the books of the Treasurer, under the
heading of', Colonial Stanps-their account of distribution.

limmediately after the printing of the number of stampý specified in Art. 1, the plates will
bc destroyed in presence of the Commission.

A r.T. 4. It reniains understood that thiese 8tsmps, o? a special issue, are to be only pro-
visory, and that ail those which shaîl be found at the Treasury on reeeipt o? the regular ctamps
ordered in France miust be dcstroycd in tic presence of a commission.

Those that wilI be found in the hands o? the inhabitants will be ecehang",c* on preçentation
for the regular stamps.

Minutes of that operation will be kept.
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Anr. 5. The Director of the Departmuent of the Interior is'charged with the execution of'
the present decree, which wii be registered, published and posted wherever need will be,
and submitted to the approbation of the Sub-secretary of State at the Ministry of Conuerce,
Lndustry and the Colonies.
