Trhe Dominion Goveramont estabiishod a fish
liatchory soma yaars ago on the Frasor river,
anI in titis establishmenit millions et saimon
oggs are anmually propzigated. Thora ara
abatit socontei cinneries on this river, and
twe entablisairients are 6ngagod la taking tha
fisît for shipment trcsh.

WILL UROW MtORE WREAT.

its high duty upon bariey, wili bc ta drive Euat-
cru Canada farniors noe jute raisiug witcat, in.
stead of barloy. This wiil probably detrruaase
the demand in Ontario for Manitoba wheat,
thougit a certain qu.antity ot baril wbeat will
be wantcd for mixing. Canada will thus bava
tuce whcat andi lest barlay for expert, andi
iosteal et sending barloy ta thu Unsited States,
we wili send a few moire million bushels et
wheat te Great Britain. Titut the situation
wilI ba cvened up. ltîstead cf compatiîtg with
United States farmra in their awn market,
witb our barlay, wo will compete îvitb Lbemn la
B3ritish markets, with our iocreased surplus o!
wheat. Tihe unatters seoutis ta ba about as
bread as it in long, barriasg thea probabiiity
that in soine parts et Canada growing bariey
would ha more profitable than svheat,
were titere net titis artificial barrier et biga
duties on exports in te way.
