Uniformity in Prices.

Of all efforts put forth to benefit the
retail druggist, none are of so much real
and permanent benefit as those which
bring about uniformity in prices. Some
eight or ten years ago the Toronto Retail
Druggists’ Association, acting under the
animating energy of its president, Mr. G.
A, McCann, issued a price book which
had for its sole object the securing of a
degree of uniformity in prices. The
book sold for $z2.00 and, had it cost
ten times as much, its value would
have not been reached. ‘This Price
Book, although issued a decade ago,
15 to-day used generally throughout the
city of ‘loronto, and m many other
cities and towns in this province as
a guiding reference book, and we venture
to question if many of them could now be
procured at the original price. The con-
ditions which then prevailed have changed
considerably, and the standard of uni-
formity cannot be maintained on the basis
then established. It can, however, be
placed upon a new standard to suit exist-
ing trade if persons competent to arrange
prices can be secured to act. ‘T'he old
book could be --ed as a guide and the
work of recompilation be lessened con-
siderably.

We believe that the executive com-
mittee of the Ontario Society of Retail
Druggists could not now engage in better
work than that here suggested. They
should be, and we believe are thoroughly
couversant with the prices which can
hereafter be maintained. It is clearly
evident that only two ways are open to the
druggist of to-day, to accept diminished
prices or diminished trade. Neither are
agreeable but no choice exists, so the best
must be made of the case.

The advent of unprincipled caterers
to the needs of the drug using public
need not demoralize the trade entirely.
The prices they advertise to sell at can
be met by the average druggist, provided
he adopts methods of purchase which will
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reasonably increase his profits.  Their
existerice does not depend upon ther
merils, but upon the fact that disorgamzed
and therefore ineffective competition is all
they have to coutend with. They have
nothing 10 fear from /imdividual com-
petition from the druggist, but when the
competition can be so established as to
create in the minds of the public the idea
that any druggist will doas well for them,
then the bread and butter of these ca-
terers is gone and their retainers forced
to seek new avenues of labor to insure a
hvelihood.  We offer these suggestions
in the hope that some energetic druggist
may be induced 1o elaborate from them a
plan which will free the drug trade from
the lethargy inta which st has fallen and
from which we would gladly sce it
speedily escape.

Pharmacy in Canada.

Within the last few months the vanous
Pharmaceutical govermrg hodies of the
different Provinces of Cavnada have heid
their annual meetings, full accouuts of
which have appeared in these columns.
And right here we might digress to say, that
it is enly in the CANaDIAN DRUGGIST,
that full reports of the proceedings of
all these bodies appear.  Our readers
being the druggists of the Dominion, we
make it a point that our reports will em.
brace the whole of the provinces, thus
being distinguished from contemporary
publications.

In June the Pnarmaceutial asssociation
of Quebec met i Montreal. and the
report then mesented showed a gratifying
state of affairs in that province. Not
only does the financial statement show a
large balance .n hand, but the work done
in the interest of Pharmacy was such that
must please those whose interests the
members of the Council so zealously
guard.

‘T'his is the only province in which as
yet, the Pharmacist has gained a decided
victory over the departmental store, the
test cases submitted in each instance
having been decided in favor of the
Phamaceutical Association. The act in
that province provides, what unfortunately
it daes not seem 1o in others, protection
to the pharmacist.

The Bntish Columbia Association held
its annual meeting the same month. The
custom prevails there of holding the
meetings alterpatively in Victoria, Van.
couver and New Westminster, a plan
which we think might be adopted with

advantage in the other provinces,  There
can be no doubt that the centralization
of such organizations tends in many cases
to do away with the interest in the gather-
mgs, and a change in the places of meet-
g creates a more mtimate association of
pharmacists with their representatives and
a more united fecling v working for a
common purpose.

Although the B. C. .Association is small
in numbers compared with some of the
older provinces, yet it is not behind any
in the interest taken by its members
and in safegnarding the profession as well
as looking to the general welfare of the
public by judicions legislation. The
association financialy is in first-rate shape,
notwithstanding that during the past year
the fees have been reduced.

The Nova Scotia Pharmaceutial Society
also makes a good showing for its last
year’s operations.  Mr. Frank C. Simpson,
the president of the society is indefatig-
able in his endeavors to help the cause of
pharmacy, not only in his own province,
but clsewhere, and he is ably seconded by
the council over which he presides. The
report presented by the secretary shows
still further progress, and indications point
10 continued harmonious action on the
part of the drug trade of the province.

The thirteenth annual session of the
New Brunswitk Society held at St. Joun,
showed that acuvity in Pharmaceutial mat-
ters which begets success in cvery in-
stance. During the year seven meetings
of the council were held, thus lightening
the labors of the registrar and preventing
the accumulation of busmess. The fin-
ancial statement shows a comfortable
balance to the credit of the society.
Matters apparently run smoothly in that
province as there were no prosecutions
for nfringement of the Pharmacy Act.
Y.egislation was obtained exempting drug-
gists from serving on juries. Evidently
there is fear of the “cutter” as this
formed the subject of considerable dis-
cussion at the meeting. In the presi-
dent’s address allusion was made to the
lack of interest taken by some of the
members.  How would it do to change
the place of meetingas in B. C.? It is
worth a trial.  An interesting feature of
the annual wmeeung of this society was the
reading of two excellent papers by some
of its members.

The Praine Province, although having
one of the youngest organzations oi the
kind in Canada, bas a very active one.
The Manitoba Pharmacewtical Associa-
tion has, (rom its inception, been the

means of very materially forwarding the
interests of pharmacy in that province
and the North-West.  ‘The annual meet-
ing, held last month, was a panticularly
interesting one, as the report, which ap-
pears elsewhere this month, shows, In
this province the number of druggists is
increasing rapidly, out at the same time
the population shows a rapid growth, and
the present number in business cannot be
said to be out of proportion. ‘The next
few years will undoubtedly witness a
much greater development of this portion
of Canada, and a very largely increased
popuiation, so that the future of phar.
macy will be very much on the lines
of what the present members make it,
and careful anticipatory legislation should
be one of the features to be looked after
by the association.

The Ontario College of Pharmacy
stands in relation to this province what
the association does for the others. The
Council of the College is the governing
boay in all matters pertaining to phar-
macy, and all legislation is obtained by
or through them. The report of the first
meeting of the newly-elected council,
which appears in this issue, is a very com-
prehensive one, and as nearly verdatim as
possible.

Our special reporter is detailed to take
full notes of the regular meetings of this.
body, as the minutes which are published
by the council and sent to the druggists
of the province in pamphlet form, give
ouly the finished business of the meetings
without any detail as to expression of
opinions by individual members, a point
most necessary in a body representing
such a large number of druggists.
Thanks to the large number of students.
who pay in their fees to the college,.
combined with the annual fees from the
druggists of the province, the finances are
in a flourishing condition.

The druggists owr a college second to
none on the continent in point of equip-
ment and adaptability for the purpose, a
piece of property situated in the heart of
the city and valued, together with the fit-
tings, etc., at over forty thousand dotllars.
On this there is a small mortgage, which,
it is hoped. another year will see paid off
—$35,000 of it having been discharged
during the past year.

In this province, more than in any of
the others in the Dominion, have the evil
effects of the * departmental stores” been
feit. In nearly section of the province
these hindrances to proper business
methods exist, and nowhere are they as

connection with their multifarous depart.
wents, regularly appointed drug stores, in
which the prices from a few ounces of
Epsom salts to the prescription contai -
ing costly ingredients, and necessitating
the utmost skill in dispensing, are cut
down to such low figures as to leave the
well-known * druggists’ profits " out of
sight altogether. ‘There is, however, no
reason why the druggist, who thoroughly
understands business methods and is cor-
respondingly capable in the pharmacy,
should not do well. ‘I'here are possibili-
ties for all, and the exercise of judgment
and business tact, <nd a strict adherence
to thoroughly honest as well as skilful
work in the laboratory and behind the
counter will ensure success, not, possibly,
as casily or as guickly obtained as in years
gone by, but as certainly, provided the
quahifications we have named exist.

Taking Canada as a whole, the busi.
ness outlook is promising, the country in
all its various sections is on the eve, we
believe, of a period cf activity and com-
meraial development, which bids fair to
exceed anything in its Instory, and the
influx of population and money must
prove a wonderful stimulus to trade, a
goodly portion of which must naturally
fall into the hands of the deserving phar-
macist.

Pharmacy in England.

Bergamot_at 78 cents—Photographic Business
and the Bicycle Boom—Dr DeVrljand the Han.
bury Gold Medal-Erythrnl Tetra-nitrate, a
New Vasodiator—Chinosol, a Successtul Jodo-
form Substitute.

(From our own Correspoudent.)

I suppose there is hardly a chemist
who has not experienced ditficulty in ob-
taining what he considers “pure” ol of
lemons and bergamot. For years past 1t
has been recognized as almost hopeless
by the English wholesale trade, as it ap-
peared as if no genuine oil was permitted
to be exported from Sicily, even if it was
produced. It has become such an ac-
cepted fact by the Italian manufacturer
that a percentage of other bodies than
genuine oil can be introduced for the
export trade, in order to make fictitious
prices, that they now confidently assert
that the English trade do not require a
pure article. Of recent years su.ne at-
tempt has been made to break down this
extraordinary superstition, but genuine
oil is always more difficult to obtain than
cheap aduiterated articles. A recent ex-
posure, however, of oil of bergamot that
had been offered to the trade at 73 cents
per 1b., should open the eyes of the
chemist sand make some of them insist on
a guarentee or chemical analysis. This

article, that from the price was obviously
not genuine, was cxamined by another
competitor who announces that it con.
tained only 25 per cent. of genuine oil of
bergamot, the remamder  consisting of
turpentine and inferior il of lemons!
"They clinch the matter also by detailing
the following acconnt of their ttansaction:
Alfter passing an order for a large quantny
of this o], they examined a sample taken
on its arrival at the fondon daocks, with
the result above stated.  “They then de-
chned to accept delivery, and the Sicilian
manufacturer took it all back at his own
expense.  More than this it is alleged
that an enquiry since addressed to thes
same 78 cent-a-lb.-fitmy has been replied
10 by them lately, saying that genuine oil
of beigamot is $3.25 per b, This scems
a dead give away. But the whole sub-
ject 15 an a very unsatisfactery position,
and the gross adulteration practised
should receive attention at the hands of
the Government.

The bicycle boowm, although not so
great this year as last, has hit the photo.
graphic business very severcly. ‘There
arc signs, however, that photography
amongst amateurs is slowly on the in
crease, although there has not been the
phenomenal enquiry that started some
four or five years ago. Perhaps the pho-
tographic uccessory manufacturers are
themselves somewhat to blame as they
placed very long prices on their special-
iies and kept their advertisement con-
tracts down as low as possible. There
can be little doubt that a good quarter
piate hand camera, with a good lens, iris,
diaphragm and arrangements for time and
instantancous  exposure  should  be
easily made to sell at a profit at a price
somewhere about $5, whereas all the good
makers want at least double this sum and
sometimes three times the amount.
Again a good maker should surely
guarantee his camera, just as the Dunlop
Tyre Company do thewr tyres, and if an
accident happen or anything go wrong,
not the result of carelessness, etc., should
undertake to put it right free of charge.
I examined a wellknown hand camera
for a friend the other day and found that
in at least twenty per cent. of the snap-
shots the shutter missed acting altogether.
It only required a little adjusting, but the
makers had declined responsibility, sug-
gesting that the action must have been
affected by the railway journey. Chemists
are largely taking up the supply of photo-
graphic chemicals in England, and adver-
tise a dark room as available te their
customers. It is advisable that they
should either be amateur photographers
themselves or should have received some
instruction in the subject, so that they can
meet the numerous litile questions that
will crop up from those who are only feel-
ing their way into the fascinoting field of
photography.

The conferring of the Hanbury Gold
Medal upon Dr. de Vrij is a well-deserved,
but somewhat tardy, recognition of the
veteran quinologist’s work. In his 85th
year de Vrij holds an unique position re-

specting the history of the cinchona
alkaloids, as for more than forty years his
position as an authority has been un
questioned.  Ttas true that some of his
methods and tests have been attacked,
especially by his younger Garman con-
frere, Dr. Hesse, another Hanbury Gold
Medalist, but the name of de Vrij will
always be associated with cinchona. [Ile
has been an honorary member of the
Pharmaceutial Society since 1856, and in
1880 was made a Companion of the
Order of the Indian Empire for is con-
tnbutions to science. It is curious that
the importance of quinine and cinchona
is reflected by the fact that no less than
three of the nine Hanbury Medallists
have made their names in this subject—
Howard, [esse and De Vrij.

Iiry throl tetra-nitrate is being preseribed
by one or two prominent west-end physi-
cians, and some enquiry as to its use, etc,,
bas arisen. It was first brought promi-
nently into notice by the Bradshaw lec-
tures in 1895. It was there shown that
erythrol tetra-nitrate has some distinct
advantages over trinitrine {(nitro glycerine)
as a vaso dilator.  Some idea appears to
exist that, like nitro-glycerine, it is of an
explosive nature. ‘This is quite a mistake,
and nitro glycerine in the ordinary B.D.
strength of 1 per cent. is also absolutely
harmless. Some chemists appear to have
declined to make up pills comaining ¥4
mmim of nitroglycerine solution under
the impression that ' something migit
happen.”

Chinosol is one of the few jodoform
and carbolic acid substitutes that has at-
tained any degree of popularity. It is an
oxy-quinoline compound, having aromatic
odor and astringent taste. Its bright yel-
Jow color may have belped it in its com-
petition with idoform, and its free solu-
bility in water is, of course, a great advan-
tage. As usval, the carlier reports as to
the extraordinary antiseptic strength of
these bodies have been mod.fied in the
light of more extended bacteriological ex-
perience. It is claimed that a 1 in 10,000
solution is more effective than a 1in 20
solution of carbolic acid. Be that as it
may, authorities have suggest-d that when
used in midwifery for rinsing the hands, a
5 per cent. solution, at least, should be
cmployed. The fact that the solution
does not stain, and is practically harmless
to human and animal life, is all in favor
of chinoso! improving its position as an
acknowledged antiseptic and bactericide.
It is dearer than iodoform, and is manu-
factured in Germmany, where the nawme
was registered with an cffective trade
wrk in the shape of three owls perched
¢ . branch.

Sozonoron.—1Is a niixture of aristol,
sozoiodol, and borates, recommended as
a ‘“ cold cure,” or n the ‘reatment of in-
fluenza, ectc.

SanaL.—An ointment cousisting  of
litharge, red bolus, calamine, balsam of
Peru, yellow wax, and petrolatum, which
is used in treating open sores, etc.
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The Late Henry Lyman.

Death of Mr Henry Lyman.

One of Montreal’s hest and most hon-
ored citizens in the person of Mr. Henry
Lyman, of Lyman, Sons X Co.. wholesale
druggists, died n that ey July 1gth.
He had been m poor health for some
time, but no apprehensions existed of any
immediate cause for alarm. His two sons,
Messrs, T H. Lyman and F. S, Lyman,
were in Europe at the ume of his death,
From the Montieal fizness we take the
following :

Born in Derby, Vermont, on October 4,
1813, Mr. Lyman came to Canada with
s family at the age of three years, and
received his education in Montreal and
in the academy of Amhust, Mass,  In
1S2g, at the age of siteen, be jomned the
establishment of Hedge & Lyman, drug.
gists, St. Paul street, the fin conaisting
of W, Hedge and W, Lyman, At the
dissolution of that fiam in 1536, the pant-
nership of W Lyman & Ca [ of Montreal,
was formed,in which he shortly afterwards
became a partner. He continued as such
in the firm as the name changed success-
jvely to Lyman, Savage & Co., Lyman,
Clare & Co., Laman, Sons & Co.as itis
at present. In copjuncuion with the late
Mr. Benjamin Lyman ke esvablished the
firm of Lyman Bros. X Co. of Toronto.
Although he recently had ietited from
active business, Mr. Lyman was, at lus
death, 2 wmember of both firms.  With the
view 1o public uscfuluess, he carly joined
Joha Luckins' fire company, called the
“ Prapenty protesting Fire Company,” o
protert poriable property, and prevent
pilfering at fires.  He aboul the same
time joined the * Pinlomanthic Sacicty,”
a small club, formed for literary discuss-
won. In 1837 Mr. Lyman joined the
ranks of the ** Moatreal Rifles,” under the
command of Licut..Col. the late Henry
Gnifin, notary public, and both as private
and commissioned officer saw actiwe ser-
vice during “the rchellion.”  He also
commanded the cighth company in Col.

Routh's Royal Light Infantry, and retired
with the rank of major at the end of 1866.
t1e had assisted his brother and partner,
the late Benjamun Lymian, in forming a
volunteer fire engine company, the *“ Un.
ion,” which proved a model company,
and its improved engme, the first of its
kind, by emulation led to substantial im-
provement  the then existing civic fire
department.

Mr. Lyman took an active part in the
establishment of the “ American Free
School,” the late Rev. G. W, Perkins, of
the Amernican Presbytenan Church, tak-
g the initative i the movement. A
government grant in aid was obtained
from the Government of Lord Sydenham,
and voluntary subscriptions provided the
balance of funds necessary. ‘T'he school
supplied a crying want, was a success
from the beginning, and continued its
operations for many years, very quietly
and without ostentation, but with in-
creasing usefulness.  In 1845 Mr. Lyman
assisted in the direction of the “ Montreal
Building Society,” which was the first in-
stitution of the sort in the city. The
society was wound up under Mr. Lyman’s
presidency in 1836. In 1851 Mr. Lyman
was a member of the local commission
for the great l.ondon exhibition under
the presidency of the late Prince Consort,
and received a diploma and medal *for
services.”  About this period, associated
with others, all of whom have long since
passed away, Mr. Lyman assisted in the
termation of the “ Canada Sunday-School
Union,” an organization for the promo-
tion of mission schools m Upper and
Lower Canada.

In 1833 Mr. Lyman was clected a
member of the Cuy Council from the
West Ward, where he rendeted yeoman
service, more especially in the establish
ment of the then new waterworks, the
ntroduction of the fire alarm telegraph,
which added to the value of all insurable
property for all time to come, and also in
the establishiment of the Mount Royal
Park, a boon of inestunable value to the
citizens. Mr. Lyman represented the
Centre Ward in 1867, and retired in 1870
with a vote of thanks from the Iire Com-
mitice and Council. In 1856 M. Lyman
assisted as honorary treasurer for the
celebration of the opening of the Grand
Trunk Railway. In 1863 he was vice
president of the Board of ‘I'made, and
represented it on the Harbor Commis.
sion. He fAlled the office of president of
the Board of Trade in 188:-82.  In 1867
he was elected a member of the board of
the Citizens' Insurance Company, and
succeeded the late Sir Hugh Allan in the
presidency at his decease in 1881,

Mr. Lyman belanged to the Congrega-
tional Church, and as an carnest Christian
had all his life been prominemt in good
works. He was a governor of the Mon.
treal General Hospital and of the Pro
testant House of Industry and Refuge, a
governor and vice president of the Pro-
testant Hospital for the Insane, and a
life member of the Mechanics' Institute
and of the Natural History Society. He

leaves a widow and fanuly, who have the
sympathy of a large circle of friends.

The funeral took place from his late
residence to Emmanuel Congregational
Church, and was very largely attended,
many leading business and professional
men being present to pay a last tribute
of respect to one who had for so many
years occupied a prominent position in
the mercantile community of this city.
‘I'here were no pall bearevs,  The chief
mourners were Messis. A, Clarence Lyman
and Walter E. Lyman, sons of the de-
ceased : Master Sydney Lyman, grand-
son; Charles Lyman, nephew; Arthur
Lyman and Lyman Beard, grandnephews :
George Lyman, P. Lyman, Harold Red-
path, Clifford Redpath, Dr. Fisher, Ros.
well Fisher, A. B. Chaffee, A. H. Plimsol,
Charles McClatcnie and J. E. M. Whitney.
Major H. H. Lyman and Mr. F. S.
Lyman, sons of the deceased, are absent
in Europe, and although cabled for they
were unable to reach Montreal in time:
for the funeral.

The stafff of Lyman, Sons & Co,, in
this city, attended in a body, and Lyman
Bros. & Co., Limited, T'oronto, were also
represented.

American Perfumes.

sv W H Kise,

What does it mean, this prejudice in
favor of imported perfumes? Let us take
a look at the perfumers’ laboratory,  We
sce the same eriginal packages of raw
material, whether the shop be in Paris or
Japan. ‘The French, English or Japanese
can only import their otto of rose from
Bulgaria, as we do, their musk from China,
orris recot from Italy, neroli from Grasse,
and so on for everything excepting sume
raw materials which are made 1o best
advantage in the south of France: but
even here the Parisian perfumer is com-
puiled to stand on the same footing with
the American.  Conditions are the same,
providing equally skilled manipulators or
chemists are at the comwsand of the
houses manufacturing the same.  To dis-
pell an illusion universally accepted by
lovers of perfumes, we would say thata
distilled perfuine, with the exception of
eau de Cologne, is a myth. Of course the
rose is disulled, so also is the orange,
lavender and a large number of other
flowers ; but the product from the dis-
tilled flowers is an essential oil and not a
petfume.

There was a time, twenty-five years ago,
when American perfumery was not ace
cepted as bottled breezes from Arabia,
bat during the period mentioned Ameii.
can manufacturers have, by their persist
ent efforts, dispelled the pievious iltusion
with perfumers who have received their
cducation and experience abroad. We
would ask what advantages have the
Europeans over the Americans ? Have we
not progressed in the art of prifumery as
we have i painting, sculpture and music?
Tn all the arts America stands prominent
as was shown distinctly at the World's

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Fair in Chicago, when all the world ex-
hibited with her.  \Why give preference to
forcign perfumes when there are Ameri-
can houses, and many of them, which, with
every facility in machinery, material and
skilled Jabor, can produce and equal any-
thing imported to this country ?

‘The American who accepts French per-
fumes as symbolic of perfection little
knows that which he is buying; the French
perfumers make handkerchief extracts for
Paris which are of the best ; contents of
bottles for American connoisseurs are alto-
gether of a different nature, being loud,
vulgar smelling odors which they suppose
are adapted for this market, they taking
it for granted that we are not as educated
or refined as themselves, and the Franco-
maniacs by continued purchase foster this
idea. ‘T'he selection of a perfume is en-
tircly a matter of taste, and we would no
more presume to dictate to a lady which
particular odor she should use than we
would to an epicure what wine heis to
drink; to the nervous I would say use
simple extracts of flowers which can never
hurt you, in preference to compounds
which generally contain musk and other
heavy ingredients likely to affect the head.
Above all, avoid strong, coarse perfumes,
and remember that if a woman’s temper
may be told from her bhandwriting, ber
good taste and good breeding may as
easily be ascertained by the perfume she
uses. Inwview of the immense imports to
this continent of late we would say that
the American perfumers may read with-
out much alarm the imposing statistics
put forth by their French rivals, but the
lively Gaul cannot surpass us in produc-
tion of perfumes in packages.

It will be noticed that of the new Coun-
cil seven members were members of the
Jast Council, and six take theiv scats for
the first time. No old member of the
Council who sought re-election was de-
feated at the polis.

THE COUNCIL ORGANIZLS,

Having called the Council to order,
President Mackenzie announced that the
first duty of the board was to clect its
officers for the cusuing term, beginning
with the president.

Mr. Dickey moved, seconded by Mr.
Graham, that Mr. Ienry Watters be
president of the council for the ensuing
year

Mr. Turner moved that president
Mackenzie be re-clected.

Mr. Mackenzie thanked his nominator,
but expressed the hope that his nomi-
nation would be withdrawn, as he had
served a term in the chair, and had held
other offices in the gift of the council,
and now desired to be allowed to retire
that the henors might go round. AMr
Watters ured Mr. Mackenzie to allow
his name to stand, but the president de-
clined the honor and his name was with-
drawn.

Mr. Watters was then declared the
unanimous choice for president, and took
the chair anmmd general applause.  “T'he
president-clect thanked the council for
the mark of regard and estecem in clecting
him to the highest office in the gift of the
council. He bhad not sought the position,
but having being placed there would, in
the future as in the past, do everything in
his power to serve the druggists of the
province.  He referred appreciatively to
the services of his predecessorsin the chair
and besought the support and forebear-
ance of the members during his term of
office.

Nominations tor the office of vice-presi-
dent were then called, and Messrs. Sny-
der and Turncr presented the name of
Mc. W. A, Karn, Woodstock. ‘There was
no second nomination, and Mr. Karn was

declared the unanimous choice of the
council for the vice-chair.

‘I'he vice-presidentelect briefly ceturned
thanks, remarking that he felt there were
other and older members entitled to pre-
ference over himsell,  Atthe same time
he greatly appreciated the honor and
promised his best service to the council
and the profession.

The clection of registrartreasurer
heing next in order, Messrs. Karn and
Dickey moved the re-clection of Ale.
Lewis at his present salary.  ‘This propo-
sition was adopted with enthusiasm, and
Mr. Lewis acknowledged his re-election
appropriately.

The registrar's report of the recent
clections was next submitted, showing
the returnsin the uncontested elections :
and the report of the scrutincers, Messrs.
W. Murchison, and G. A. McCann, gave
the results of the contested elections.
These detzils are given above. The re-
ports were adopted.

The matter of filling the vacancies in
districts 3 and 11 was then dealt with as
already recorded. 1n No. 3 there was no
opposition 1o Mr. Davis’ nomination, but
in No. 11 Messrs. John Callard and
George M. Anderson, both of I.ondon,
were nominated with  Mr.  Roberts.
Subsequently Mr. Callard’s name was
withdrawn and on a ballot Mr. Roberts
was declared clected by six votes to Mr.
Anderson’s four. The registrar was in.
structed to wire Messrs. Davis and Roberts
requesting their attendance at once.

The special committee to strike stand-
ing committees was then appointed as fol-
lows :~—Mussts. Mackenzie, Turner, Sny-
der, Watters, and Karn. The council ad-
journed for half an hour to enable this
committee to prepare a report.

Upon re-assembling the following re-
port was presented :—Gentlemen, Your
committee appointed to draft standing
committees, beg to report as follows i

Snyder
(Convener), Dickey, Hunter, Curry,
Davis, Graham, and Karno.

Furner (Convener), Hargreaves, Dickey,
Mackenzic, Graham and McCullough.

Infiingement.—Messrs. Karn  (Con.
vener), Roberts, Davis, Curry and Har-
greaves—]. 1. Mackenzie, chairman.

The report was adopted without amend-
ment, and the council then adjourned.

ThE Seconp Dav.

The council resumed at 10.15 o'clock
on Wednesday morning.  President Wat-
ters was in the chair, 2and all members
were present except Mr. Davis, the newly-
clected representative of No. 3 division,
who did not arrive to take his seat till
after the noon adjournment.

A large amount of correspondence was
as usual ready for the action of the coun-
cil, and this was distributed among the
various standing committees.

Upon motion Messrs. Flett and Mec-
Cann were elected scrutineers,and Messrs.
Watt and Hargreaves auditors for the
ensuing twa years' term.

The registrar-treasurer’s  semi-annual
report, presented by Mr. Lewis, gave the
following information: Nine medical
practitioners had registered during the
half year, viz, S. Stewart, Thamesville ;
A. . Macklin, Mildmay; J. A. Hershey,
Massey Station; M. C. Black, Paisley;
‘I. E. Bolster, Sturgeon’s falis; W. H.
Hamilton, Fort William; D. R. King,
Newboro’; W. Egbert, Milverton; J. R.
McRae, Dungannon.

‘The number of applications of appren-
tices for registration had been 69.

Messrs. Hargreaves and Roberts gave
notice that at the February, 1898, weet-
ing they would move to amend By law 7,
so that the number of standing commmittees
be five instead of four, and that the new
committee bhe a Commuee on Com-
merce.

The request  was granted and  the
wotion withdrawn accordingly.

Under the head of ‘¢ Enquities,” M.
Vice-President Kam asked f the Con:
mittee on By-Laws and Legnlation pro-
posed 1o seck legislation to make additions
to the poison bst (Schedule N Mr,
Kan also suggested that a new edution
of the Poison Book be issued containing
a copy of the revised Pharmacy ety and
further that a new edition of the By-Laws
amended to date be forthwith printed.

Mr. Karn also called attention to the
effect of the amendment to the License
Act made at the last session of the Local
Legislwure  Under the amended  law,
aleohol is classed with other spirituo s
liquors, and druggists can only sell
upon production of a doctor’s certificate.
Thus, he declared, created @it incon
venience i the sale of an article of
seneral commercial use, and - proof of
this quoted the case of an architect wk:
wanted an ounce of aleohol to dissolve a
mgment, but who could not purchase the
hquor withont a doctor’s certificate, nor
could he procure it elsewhere,

Mr. Karnadded that he had commum-
cated with the License depariment i the
matter and had been assured that there
was ha question that aleobol came under
the schedule, and in fact the otticials had
espressed a doubt as to whether a drug-
mst could sell aleohol even with a doctor’s
urder, unless he had a special license.
In conclusion the vicepresident advised
the appointment of a committee to inter-
view the government before the close of
the present session of council.

Mr. “Turaer presented report No. 1
of the Commttee on By-Laws and Legis-
lation, which dealt with a number of let-
ters from draggists respecting rebates and
kindred matters, and from apprentices
with reference to their registration, dating
hack of certificates, etc.  The only case
whnich created any discussion was that of
a London druggist, who had sent his
annual fee to the registrar in a letter
dated “Apnl 27."  Mr Lewis did not
receive the letter untit May 6, and prompt.
Iy notified the wember that he was over
due and mast pay the full $3. This was
disputed by the London man, who claimed
exemption.  The committee recommend-
ed that the request be granted, but this
was strongly opposed by several members
of the council, and the clause was referred
baek, the balance of the report being
adopted.

Mr. Snyder presented Report No. 1t
from the Execative and Finance Com:
mittee. It recommended the payment
of accounts totalling $529.43, and called
attention to the satisfactory condition of
the College finances, the mongage in-
debtedriess having been reduced from
$17,000 in 1391 to §3,000 at the present
time. The report was adopted, and the
council adjourned.

Mr. Graham urged the appointing of a
special committee to wait upon the At-
torney-General with reference to the sale
of aleohol, and named the preswdent, vice-
president,  Messrs.  Mackenzie, Suyder
and Curry to act on such a committee.

In amendment Messrs, Roberts and
Karn wmoved, *That a commitiee com-
posed of Messrs. Watters, Mackenzie,
Turaer, Hunter, Snyder and the mover
bie appointed to 1ake into  consideration
the advisability of adding necessary poi-
sons to Schedule A, also the deswrability
of issuing a book of revised by-laws, and
also to consider the injustice under which
we are placed by the present law regard-
ing the sale of alcohol and other ferment-
ed hquors, and to report to the council
at this session,”

Mr. Grabam withdrew his resolution in
favor of the amendment, which was adopt-
cd wnem. con.

The council then adjourned to allow
committecs 1o complete reports.

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Legislation in the absence of Mr, Turner,
the chairman, who had been called home
that moruing,  ‘The repore dealt with 2
large number of applications from druy-
gists and students (or the various eaemp-
tions, special privileges, extensions of
time, &c, so familiar to tae council.
The only case of much general interest
was that of a druggist who had been in
business fromn 1839 to 1864, since which
he had only bieen intermittently engaged
in business.  Now he asks to be registered
as a druggist on the ground that the
Pharmacy Act paxsed in 188, imade pro-
vision for the regsstration of druggists
who had been engaged in the busiress
prior to that time. It was pointed out
by the committec that such registration
must be made within twelve months of
the date of the passing of the act, but
several years had elapsed in the case of
the present application ; the request was,
therefore, refused. The matter of the
London druggist who protested against
being charged full fees because his money
was not received until May 6, although
he claimed to have sent it off April 27,
was again reported on, and this time the
committee reversed its former recom-
mendation and now reported against the
allowance of the .ebate. With reference
to the departmenta! store case (R.
Simpson Co., Limited) the committee
reported thus: * Ne position of limted
companies we recommend that in view of
the opinion of our solicitors, if possible,
the Infringement Committee be instructed
to procure a similar action in another part
of the province before a different magis-
trate in order, if possible, that an opinion
may be obtained from the High Court on
this issue.”

Before allowing the report to pass, Mr.
Kara called attention to the last quoted
clause, and pointed out that the Infringe-
ment Committee had already searched the
province through for a test case, but so
far without success. He called attention
tn this fact that the druggists might be
seized of the actual facts of the situation
and not consider the council lax in its
duty.

Mr. Karn then presented the report of
the Infringement Committee, which is so
interesting and important that we quote it
in full :—

‘Toronto, August sth, 1S93.

To the president and members of the
Ontario College of Pharmacy.

Your committee on infringements beg
leave to submit the following report :—

Re communication of Mr. R, W,
Elliott, we recommend that the request be
granted, upon the Registrar endorsing the
change upon the certificate.

Re communication of M. R. H. Mec-
Nally, of Elmwood, the committee are
of the opinion that {ty pads come under
the exemptions recorded in sec. 24 of the
Pharmacy act, so long as the provisions
of the said act is complied with,

Re communication of W, Bowers, J. P,
Tuessalon, concerning the conviction of
D. A, McAlpine, your committee would

recommend that the college proceed to
recover the fine

Your committee have preasure in re-
porting that they bave used every endeavor
o prosceute thefightagainst all parties who
have been infringing upon the rights and
orivileges of the college.  In every in-
stance when any violation of the act has
been discovered we have done our utmiost
to bring the transgressors to account.
‘The work of our inspector has, upon the
whole, been cminently satisfactory to the
committee, inasmuch as he has at all
times shown an earncst disposition to
carry out the advice and instructions of
the committee.  ‘Through him we have
visited every portion of the provinece
duing the past six months, and endeavor-
ed to ferret out all the violations of a
serious nature and to prosecute them, and
in other cases of uncounscious minor in-
fringements to adjust matters in the sim-
plest possible manner, until now we can
assure the council and members of the
college generally that the provisions of the
act are being very well observed in every
portion of the province.

Your committee instituted a trip of in.
spection from ‘Toronto to the eastern por.
tion of the province during Febiuary last,
a visit to the south and western portion
during March, another visit to the cast
in the first part of April, a trip from To-
ronto along the north shore as far as Rat
Portage, lasting from April 27th to June
14th, and a trip through the west and
northern portion of central Ontario during
June and July.

‘The result of the work has been the
examination of 144 cases, most of which
were cases of arrears of fees.  Fifty drug-
pists were interviewed who were over one
year in arrears, from among whom we have
succeeded in collecting $310, that would
have been difticult to secure in the usual
way. Somec cases were many years in ar-
rears and one in particula» who paid
over fees for 9 years and who had never
been registeted on the books of the
coliege.

We found two cases where druggists
were conducting a business without a
graduate in charge but who promptly
complied with the law. -

In two instances we found druggists
endeavoring to run two stores ‘or one fee,
both of whom were brought to account.

Your committee have succeeded in se-
curing couvictions against seventeen par-
ties for keeping open shops, and other-
wise infringing the act. from whom we
have collected in fines $280, while three
cases are still in abeyance in the matier
of payment of fines. The receipts through
this source, however, are reduced by $20
through two “wmoiecties.”

Three other informations have been
laid, two of which stand, the other having
been withdrawn on payment cf back dues
in full.

Your committee have further to report
that the cust of prosecuting this work
during the past six months has been large,
amounting to $734.65 as per following
statement :~—

While this amount may appear large,
yet, when the amount of territory covered
and the results accomplished are taken
into consideration, your committee feel
satisfied that the money has been well
spent.  After deducting $280 in fines and
$310 of long standing fees, our work shows
a loss of $144.65, which we submit isa
small outlay, when the results of increased
protection to the members of the college
are considered. Your committee are of
the opinion that a much larger sum could
be spent to advantage along lines thatare
now under consideration, and it is our
hope that the committee on By-Laws and
Legislation will be aggressive in the mat-
ter of legislation, in order to strengthen
our hands in the work, and secure that
protection to the members of the college
which they are, or should be, entitled to
under the act.

Your committee, in prosecuting their
work have fouud eleven instances where
no diploma was exhibited as required in
sec. 21 of the act, and would respectfully
warn all such transgressors of their liabil-
ity as prescribed in sec. 28, and which it
is the intention of your committee to have
enforced.

We beg further to report the receipt of
many enquiries 7¢ the sale of fly pads, by
unqualified persons, and would here refer
them to the opinion expressed in clause 2
of this report,  We have also to report
many enquiries 7 the sale of Paris Green,
the clause referring to the sale of which
seems to be less and less understood as
the years rollby. Your committee regrets
that they cannot find means of protecting
the trade in the sale of such dangerous
poison and refer them for consolation to
the latter part of sec. 21 of the act as
amended professedly in the public interest,
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but contrary to the hest jndgment of the
representavves of the college.  Your
committee beg to wge that all possible
additions be speedily made to the poson
list, and thet new and revised poison
books be procured contaiming full and
complete amendments to the act proper
and the bylaws as well.  Your com-
mittee bey further topress upon the mem-
bers of the college the necessity of com.-
plying with sec. 22 of the act n noufying
the registrar of retirement from business,
as we find many such cases exsting and,
which like other provisions of the act,
must be enforced.

Ke the case against The Robert Simp-
son Company, (lL.umited), your committee
beg to report that, after many endeavors
and much minor litigation, they have
failed in their efforts to secure a judicial
interpetration of the act.  The resnlt of
the case in its different stages has been
thoroughly explained and criticized in
portions af the press, which will obviate
the necessity of further eaplanation here.
Your comimittee have done everything m
their power, and regret to find themselves
confronted with the unfortunate legal fact
that without a conviction before a Police
Magistrate, we have no power of appeal
under our act or any other act.  Your
committee have in their possession com-
munications from Messrs, Edgar& Mafone
and Mr. B, B. QOsler, giving up the fight,
and acknowledging that nothing further
can be done, not, however, because we
have no case, not, however, because we
have been defeated, but simply for the
want of legal machinery to properly meet
the case.  Your committee feel sorely
disappuinted in this case, and record their
surprisc that there is no legal means of
findingouwtwhether a corporation possesses
legal privileges under our act that are
denied to individua! members of the col-
lege.  Your commitice acknowledge that
they are powerless to do more mn the
matter as it now stands, and until the
commitice on By-laws and Legislation
supply us with better implements of war
in the shape of a new act, or amendments
to the act, your committee will be reluc-
tantly forced to rest on their oars so far
as the prosecudon of the mammoth of-
fenders are concerned.

Your committee further asks to be
allowed to continue the services of an
officer to prosccute their work, and auth-
ority to disburse, as usual, auy fuands re-
quired.

Your committee leg to record their
appreciation of the fast increasing assist-
ance which they are receiving from mem-
bers of the Coliege in every part of the
province in the matter of protecting each
other from the infringements of the un.
qualified, and desire their assistance still
further during the ensuing term.  The
Chairman respectfully requests personal
letters of information regarding any ir-
regularities that may exist, and when
received they will have prompt attention.

All of which is respectfully submiued.
(Signed) W. A. Karn, Chairman.

The report was received with applause
and adopted after the president and several
other members had  congratulated the
committee and its indefatigable chainnan
upon their cuergetic work and very ex.
cellent report.

In the absence of Chairman Snyder,
My, Hunter presented Report No. 2 of
the Exccutive and Finance Committee,
It concurred m the recommendaticns of
other comnuttees in matters of wiich o
taok cogmzance, wd tecommended that
$35 be expended in repairs as requested
by the Dean.  The registrar was cm
powered to cuploy such help as was
required by the janttor or huuself 1o the
amount of $:200.

“In reference to the request of the
Synod mortgagees re interest,” continued
the report, * your commtiee feel it is a
very unjust demand (if not illegal), and
we wounld respectfully recommend that
the registrar tender three-fifths of the
amount asked, without prejudice, and if
not accepted our solicitor be consulted.”
There were a number of minor matters
dealt with in the report, which was
adopted without discussion.

Mr. Roberts presented the following
report of the Special Committee appointed
the previous day : —

Your Special Committee appointed to
report on additions to the poison schedule,
the revision of the by-laws, etc, and the
restrictions recently placed upon the retail
drug trade regaiding the sale of alcohol
and other fermented liquors, for art and
medicinal purposes, recommend that on
account of the short time at their disposat
to consider these complicated matters
the  commiltee be continued to
report at the next session of the council,
or at a special session to be called if
deemed adwisable.

The report was adopted nem. con.

Some discussion arose on the proposal
to send representatives to the meeting of
the American Pharmacentical Association.
Messrs, Mackenzie and Hunter moved :
“That the request for appointment of
delegates to the American Pharmaceutial
Assaciation be fad on the table.”

The vice-president demurred to the
shelving of the affair in that way, Ile
thought it would convey the impression
that the council was indifferent to the
scientific and progressive development of
matters affecting the intercests of the pro-
fession and of the retail druggists, and in
his opinion the money would be well
spent in sending their president to repre-
sent them again,

Ar. Mackenzie, as mover of the resolu-
tion, declared that the president was mis-
taken in supposing that the interests of
the retail drug trade would be in any
degree advanced by representation at the
Amcrican association’s wmeeting.  As far
as he had ever heen able to learn, the
association was in no way concerned or
interested in the retail druggist, but that
the meeting was attended by professors

of varions colleges whose sole aim and
object was to boom their rival nstitu-
tions.

Mr. Karn—*"Then let us send one of
the faculty to boom our college ; we may
as well keep up with the procession.”

The presudent agreed with Mr. Mac-
kenvie as the inutility of representation at
the association wmeeting.  For his pan,
when in attendance last year, he had
found the oflicial husiness very monoton-
ous and unprofitable,  $o far from aiding
the retail deuggist, the fact of their elect-
ing a gentleman as president who had no
coniiection with or interest in the retail
trade, over the head of noniinees who
were cqually able and, morcover, were in
business, showed there was little regard
for the druggist. These were not his
ideas alone, but every member of the
college who had attended the association
meelings held the same opinion.  Reler-
ring to the suggestion of the vice-presi-
dent that he (the speaker) be credentialed
to attend, he assured the council that he
had no desire to be sent.

This closed the discussion and the
resolution was adopted. -

Upen motion of Messrs. Hargreaves
and Dickey, the hearty thanks of the
council were extended to Mr. Mackenzie
for his services during his incumbency of
the chair. Amid hearty applause Mr.
Mackenzie  acknowledged the compli-
ment.

A number of routine resolutions were
passed without comment.

The council then adjourned to meet
again on the first Tuesday in February,
1898, or at the cail of the piesident.

What pass-
ed for pharmacy years ago will no longer
suffice. The pharmacist of the future
must be an educated, scientfic, technical
expert—nothing less.  Men unable to do
chemical and microscopmeal work will no
longer be recognized as competemt phar-
macists.

THE NEW PHARMACINT WL BE o NEW

SPECIES
as much unlike the average corner-store
druggist as the printing press of ro.day
is unlike that of the sixteenth century.
The new phannacist will not make or
seil any secret nostrums ; he will not sell
cigars, soda water, soaps, perfumery, sta-
tionery, rubber goods, paints, glass, can-
dies, chewing-gum and other merchan-
dise having no relation to pharmacy. He
will not be a salesman in any sense or
degree. The “cut rates 7 prablem, which
seems to be the plague of the retail drug-
gist of the day will no more affect the
occupation and prosperity of the new
pharmacist than the chimate of Kams-
chatka. The new pharmacist will gladly
and cheerfully recognize the fact that
THE SOLIL MISSION OF PHARMACY

is to wait upon medicine.  He will know
and be able to demonstrate that the phy-
sician canunot bLe his own pharmacist
without scrious detriment to all concern-
ed. Fe will know that the educated
physician alone is competent to prescribe,
and that the pharmacist’s duty does not
and should not clash with 1that of the
physician.  Jealousy or rivalry between
them is ridiculous.  “They are as distinet
from each other and as hule subject to
comparison as the odm of the rose and
the color of the butterfly in its bosom.
It is in no sense or degree derogatory to
the pharmacist o admit that he is ot the
cqual of the physician.  “The physician is
not the cqual of the pharmacist.  But the
pharmacist certainly is and wust be an
expert aid to the physician while the
later is in no sense an aid to the phar-
macist. The pharmacist is in his right
place when he devotes his knowledge and
skill 1o the task of assisting the physician
in every legitimate and useful way. The
new pharmacist will enlarge his sphere of
uscful 1echnical work and bring it toa
higher degree of development. Any phar-
macist who cannot work on the principle
that pharmacy is the handmaid of medi-
cine is like a tree with its crown in the
soil and its roots in the air

WILL TEST EVERYTHING HE USES.

The new pharmacist will possess the
knowledge and training necessary to the
uncrring identification and intelligent se-
lection of the medicinal substances em-
ployed by the physician. He will be able
to determine for himsell’ the purity and
strength of all substances, the characier
of which adnuts of such determination.

He will, in fact, test all the chemicals he
uses, and will not put forth the absurd
claim that the faithful performance of
that duty is impracticable.  He will faith.
fully and intelligently protect all his medi-
cal supplies fiom deterioration, and will
religiously petform his plain duty to im-
mediately reject any and every substance
found to have become so altered or in-
jured as to be no longer in accordance
with the recognized requirements as to
quality and effectiveness.  He will renew
his supplies of plant drugs every year, at
the right season, throwing away what is
teft over of last scason’s stock, so far as
to insure reliable remedies.  He will
employ sensitive and aczurate bhalances
and graduated measures, and will use
them with skill. Al his work will be
governed by scietific principles.

The new pharmacist will further do all
the laboratory work which the physician
will require of him in medical and sani-
tary chemistry, bacteriology, etc. He
will, moreover, be the public chemist of
his community.

FHE AVERAGE DRUG STORE OF FO-DAY

is a kind of department store or bazaar
on a prominent corner.  Most of its busi-
ness is purely mercantile.  ‘The rent is
high. ‘The profiis on its sales of mer-
chandise are so smail that a very large
volume of trade 1s necessary to make the
business pay.  This in turn necessitates
the investment of a large capital and the
employment of salesmen.  ‘The soda
fountain, cigar case, and candy case make
the average drng store anything but 2
suitable place for such work as the care-
ful, safe, and accurate dispensing of pre-
scriptions.

The new pharmacist wiil not leeate
himsclf in 2 noisy, expensive corner store
to catch the transient customer.  He will
not have any miscellancous merchandise
to scll.  He will, instead, establish him-
self m a et place sufliciently accessible
to those who require his services.  His
capital witl be $1,000 instead of $10,c00,
and yet he will cerniainly be more prosper-
ous and successful than the druggist who
carries on the retail drug business as now
conducted.

WILL BE A PROFESSIONAL MAN.

‘The new pharmacist will be able to
command respect and recognition as a
professional man. The difference between
the new pharmacy and the old will he so
great as 1o immediately attract the atten-
tion of thinking pcople, and there are
enough thinking people in the world 0
give the new pharmacist abundant occu-
pation.

The new pharmacy laws will in time be
amended so as to make proper education
for pharmaceutical work the most impor-
1ant qualification for registration, and the
numerous druggists of the country will be
divided into two distinct classes—thosa
who have the requisite scientific training
1o be permitted to do all scientific, tech-
nical pharmaccuticat work, and those who

lack that training and, therefore, will not
he permitted to dispense physicians’ pre-
scriptions or to dispense any potent me-
dicinal substance.

NEW PHARMACINTS NEEDED NOW,

I'he necessity of this new style of phar-
macy is a present necessity, and the phar-
maceutical chemist will be the coming
new pharmacist, by whatever name he
may be called, for any graduate in pbar-
macy who has had proper and sufficient
training in applied pharmaceutical chem-
istry and related laboratory work is just
what we mean by the designation * phar-
maceutical chemist,” and no one else is
ong, even if he may be called so.—Dr.
Oscar Qldbery, in The Apothecary,

Contribution to the Knowledge of
Strychnine Drugs.*

By G. Saxorn.

Herr Sander bas investigated the nature
of sirychnic or igasuric acid, and the
different methods for the determination
and separation of strychnine and brucine,
as many varying and contradictory state-
ments have been mnade on this subject.

‘The actd existing in the official strych-
nine drugs, nux vomica and labae St
Tgnatii, has been generally described as
“igasuric acid,” and the plant bases as
existing in the drug as igasurates. Al-
though igasuric 1cid has been regarded as
a form of tannic acid, it has not been
ascertained to which class of tannins it
belonged. In order to obtain further
wformation respecting this acid, Herr G.
Sander prepared in the first instance some
purest possible material.  The pure acid
was obtained by fractional precipitation
of a vold alcoholic extract with lead
acetate, and the lead precipitated decom-
posed with sulphuretted hydrogen. “The
acid so prepared was an amorphous
browmsh-yellow substance, which could
be easily rubbed down and powdered.
The acids obtained from both drugs
appear from many agreeing reactions to
be identical. A series of reactions with
fernc chlonde, lead acetate, silver nitrate,
bromine, etc., pointed to a marked agree-
ment with caffetannic acid. When the
“jgasuric acid” is treated with potash it
is split up into another acid with forma.
tion of a sugar. This acid proved 10 be
caffeic acid. ‘The so-called igasutric acid
is, then, nothing more than caffelannic
acid, but whether the altkaloids exist in
the drugs in combination with this acid
must remain for future investigation.

“T'he various methods for determination
of thic total alkaloids in these drugs—
dependent upon precipitation with Mayer’s
reagent, potassic ferrocynide, tannic acid,
or on titrating with acid the residuary
alkaloids extracted by solvents—are unsat-
isfactory. The titration value of the two
alkaloids, strychuine and brucine, being
different, correct results me only to be

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obtained when the proportion of the two
alkaloids in the mixture is known. A
method must therefore be sought that
should give a pure alkalodial iesidue
which could be wewched, as eapressing
accurately the amoun. of the towl alka-
loids. Keller's process was found to he
the best to give a pure white crystalline
alkaloid without any admixture of impurity,
and this process he adopted.

For the determination of the relative
proportion of the two alkaloids, he
obtained very satisfactory results hy the
method which consists m destroymy the
Lrucine with potassic permangasate and
estimating the strychnine by diffetence.

Sander in this way has found there is a
constant propertion in the amount of
strychnine and brucine existing in these
drues.  In nux vomneca and its prepara-
tions the percentage of strychnine in the
total  alkaloids varied between 43.9 to
45.6, and this corresponds for the higher
figure 1o a mixture of one molecule of
strychnine with one of hrucine.

In St. Ignatius beans the proportion of
beans is from 6o.7 to 62.8, and for 62.9
this gives a ratio of one molecule of
brucine to two molecules of strychnine.

It is, therefore, probable that in buth
sceds the alkaloids exst in a simple con-
stant proportion,

The New Wound Cure—-0xygen.

A new treatment with oxvgen of wounds
of every descripiion has occupted the at
tention of Dr. Stoker, the brother of the
mauvager of Sir Henry Irving’s Theatre,
for some time past, and alihough httle
comparitively has bheen heard of it out
side the experimentahst’s circle, it isgrat.
ifying to find that Dr. Stoker has been
enabled to convince a number of varnest
people as to the importance of the dis-
covery and to secure sufficiem funds to
establish a hospual in Fitzroy Square,
where every attention may be given tothe
treatment and its virtues.

Dr. Stoker, strangely enough, obiamed
the wdea, in which he has so much confi-
dence, from the Zulus, and from the fact
that these people when wounded climb
an eminence and cxpose therr wounds to
the pure air of the mountain tops.  Dur-
ing the Turko-Russian war hc also ob-
served that the wounded followed some-
what the samg idea, expusing their wounds
on board ship to the air.  Scientifically
developed, we are told, and with the ad-
dition of oxygen, ohe part oaygen to one
part of air, the principle s now carned
aut at Fuzroy Square, and the result has
heen, so  far, cmmently  sausfactory.
Boxes or receptacles are filled with the
mixture and attached to chambers inclos-
ing the wounds. A visitor to the mstitu-
tion speaks of secing a lutle hoy afilicted
with discharges from the car runiing mer.
tily about with a tube in cach earto which
were affixed gas-liags that hung across s
back Iike a saichel. A man with a dis-
cased cye wore a covening somewhat ke
an cyesshade, while patients were in bed

with their limbs in glass cases charged
with the healing mixture.  ‘“l'hese patents
are all doing well, and it is sausfactory 1o
note that of 76 really bad, old, obstinate
cases, some of them with yems’ histories,
representing, i fact, an aggregate of 327
years of suffenng, 46 have been cured
and the rest are sull under tretment, of
whom, from their progress, the doctoss
have substantial hopes of speedy tecovery.
Reduced to an average, the cured patients
are stated 1o have suffered for 572 years
cach and to have been cured by the oay-
gen treatinent an two months,  This s,
mdeed, goad news, and we shall hope to
hear more of an equally encouraging kind
from Dr. Stoker's excellent  idea.—
Sonthly dlagasine of Lharmacy.

Manufactures of Rubber.

Rubber is one of the most useful and
staple articles i medermn use.  There
are but few uses to wineh the wonderful
product cannot be pu. It can be
made as phable as putty or as hard as
wood, and 15 just as adapted for useas a
hair pin as for a golf ball or a waterpruof
jacket.  lew people, however, are as
famihar with the process of manufacture
as with the product itself.

The larger part of our rubber comes
from Brazil, which s the greatest rubber
producing country in the world, Here,
of course, rubber workers handle thar
elastic material with an ease and celerity
which is a revelation to the man who has
wasted the greater part of a forennon
trying to mend a hole in his punctured
tire.  Although the larger parnt of rubber
manufacturing s done by machinery,
there s sull considerable done by hand.
In making up goods for druggists, sia-
uoners and surgical supplies the  best
grades of Para rubber, the best in the
warld, are generally used.

The ordinary commercial rubber is
gray, but its coloring is an easy matier.
This is done by mechanically mixing with
the rubber, after 1t 1s washed and dried,
different kids of pigments—onide of zine
for white, lampblack for black, golden
sulphuret of antimony for yellow, and
vermibon for red. The rubber mixed
with the pigment is run through heavy
steam-heated rollers into thin sheets.

The making of rubber hands is a simple
process. ‘Thin sheets of pure gum are
wrapped around a form unui it is shaped
nto a fiat wube of the required thickness.
This tube s then vuleamized, when it is
shipped off the torm and run through a
wachme, wlich cuts it into strips.

Rubber erasers conmain finely powdered
punuce stone or emery dust.  The abras-
e materials are mixed with the rubber
mechanically, which is then moulded into
shape and vuleanized under steam heat.

Onc of the most interesting processes
m the manufacture of rubber goads is that
of buibs.  long bulbs, such as syringes
and atomizers, arec made from two picces
of rubber, but round bulbs, such as pumps

and balls, are made from three pieces.
For cutting the rubber, zine or galvanized
iron patterns are used.  Considerable
care is necessary in this, as the strength
of the seam depends upon the smooth
fiting of the edges.  The three parts for
hollow balls may, however, be cut with a
die. If the bulb has a neck, small pegs
of ivon are first prepared by being cement.
ed and wound with strips of rubber as a
nucleus.

After the rubber is cut into the proper
parts 1t is then brushed with cement the
whole length of the skived edges, and
thoroughly heated.  The bulbmaker then
takes the softened rubber, and taking a
prepared peg places the neck on one
prece on one side of the rubher core, and
another nteck piece on the opposite side,
then presses them  firmly together, and,
rolling the whole tube-shaped piece be-
tween thumb and forefinger, has finished
the neck of the bulb.  ‘Fhe next process
1s that of kmuting the edges which foim
the seam.  “This 1s done by holding the
finished neck toward the operator i his
left hand, while with the thumb and
forefinger of the right he pinches the
edges together for nearly the whole
distance around.  Into the side aperture,
which is left apen, is poured a little water
or liqmd ammonia. The opening s
then made sull smaller, and as a final
wuch the maker puts his lips to the
orifice, and bLlows full and hard ino the
bulb., The softened rubber under this
pressure expands, the flattened shape is
lost in a fuller and more rounded outline,
while the operator, with a quick nip of
his teeth, closes the opening, the impri-
soned air and water holding the sides.
apart in symmetrical corpulency

The pastiy made bulb is now passed on
1o the wrners, who, armed with scissors
with curved blades, carefuily circle the
seams, cutting away all unevenness, till
the whole exterior is ready for the mold.

The bulbs, as soon as they leave the
trimimers” hands, are Iaid in shallow pans
filled with chalk. When taken from
here, they are carelully dusted with talg,
so that the rubber will not adhere 10 the
side of the mold. A mold worker then
takes one-half of the mold in his left
hand and with his right gently forces a
buth into n, capping it with the second
balf.  LEach hulb, if the pattern worker is
skilfu), will fit s mold; otherwise the
finished bulb is apt 10 be imperfect.

‘The molds are run upon small tracks
into  the valcanizer.  After they have
been cured a sufficient time the vulean-
izers are opencd and the cans are run
under an ordinary shower bath, which
quickly cools them. They are then un-
keyed, the molds twisted open and the
bulbs taken out. If the work be well
done, the swelling of the liquid within its
rubber prison has exerted so intense a
force that every line and leuter within the
mold is reproduced upon the outside of
the bulb, while the sulphur, combining
with the heat, accomplishes the suleaniza.
tion.
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The final process takes place in the
cylinder room, where in slowly-revolving
tumbling barrels the bulb undergoes a
thorough scouring.  When taken out of
the cylinders, the dirty yellow color which
the butbs bore on lcaving the mold has
disappeared, and they are now smooth,
white and finished. The neck being cut
off the required length, the bulb is ready
for market or for the various fittings
which accompany it as adjuncts to the
syringe or atomizer.

Perfume Extractlon.

A: Grasse, in the extraction of per-
fumes, the flowers are treated by two dis-
tinct processes. The first is maceration,
as in the case of roses, orange flowers,
ete. This consists of steeping the flowers
in fat melted in the waier bath, then
separating mechanically the perfumed fat
from the solid matter. In this process
the fat acts as a solvent.  The other pro-
cess, known as eafenrage, employed for
such flowers as jasmine and tuberose,
consists in spreading the flowers on trays
covered with fat. These are placed one
on the other and in this way form en-
closed spaces in which the flower diffuses
its perfume.  As the blooms wither they
are replaced by fresh ones and the fay,
which in this case acts as an absorbent,
is finally charged very strongly with per.
fume. The reason of the two distinct
processes is that flowers are divided into
two categories as concerns perfume.  The
first, amongst which are the rose and the
orange flower, contain completely formed
perfume, ur at least a notable reserve of
it,  These flowers, as a matter of fact, cun
be treated by three processes, distillation,
maceration as above, or éxtraction with
volatile solvents such as ether. “These
three processes give slightly varving re.
sults, but succced because in all cases
there is already formed perfume to extract.
The second category of flowers swhich
embraces the imwmense majority of them
do not contain aireagdy formed perfume,
or comtain it only in an insigaificant
quantity. ‘The flower manwactures it
and cmits it in a continued manner.
Such flowers arc treated by the second
method described above, because by this
process the flower is not killed at once,
but gives off perfume constamly until it
completely withers.

Passy, in the “ Cowptes-Rendus,” now
proposes a third process based upon the
above reasons for the adeption «f the
second method. The problem is to pre-
serve the life of the flower while at the
same time the perfume is collected as it
is given off. According to Passy it is
possiblc to find a medium other than the
air almost as inoffensive to the flower and
helping at the same time the diffusion
and cnllection of the perfume, and this
is waler. The flowess are completely
steeped in it As the water is charged
with perfume it is replaced by fresh water
and the Jife of the flower, moreover, can
be prolonged by replacing pure water

with a saline solution of the same strength
in salt as the aqueous liquors impregnat.
ing the tissues of the plant.  The petfume
can be casily extracted from the water
with ether.  Passy remarks that he has
tried the process with success on a num-
ber of flowets whose perfume hitherto
has not bicen extracted, notably the lily
of the valley.—Soap daker and Per-
Suenier.

Liberality or Selfishness ?

There are two methods of conducting
business, one of which may be styled the
liberal and the other the selfish method,
though the latter is generally styled “ con-
servatisin V-—for the sake of euphemy
perhaps.

Both are really based on mwot'ves of
self interest, for very few people adopt
business as an amuseient or for altrustic
reasons: but the liberal pohcy frankly
recognizes the fact that good feeling and
sentiment are valuable elements worthy
of investment, wiile the illiberal policy
cudeavors to get without giving—to seap
without sowing. ‘The first is the method
of “ the social animal;” the second that
of the oyster, the hermit crab, the para.
site. Theliberal aran of busmess, frankly
realizing the fact that nothing in this
world is obtained withcut cost is willing
to help in order that he may be helped.
When inquiry is made of the illiberal
man regarding the credit of a customer,
be resents the inquiry and answers
according to his honesty, either not at all
or misleadingly ; while the liberal man,
realizing that reciprocity of information is
valzable and that an evasive or nus'eading
answer will eventually recoil upon himseif,
courteously and frankly responds to the
inquiry.  The iliberal man  harnes,
mulcts, and suspects his salesmen ; the
liberal man treats them as factors in his
success and worthy of cunfidence—if he
finds onc unworthy, that onc he discharges.
The alliberal man treats the salesman
from other houses as intruders and bores
to he refused with a snarl or dismissed
with a sneer; the liberal man, realizing
that his own reputation will be used as a
guage of trcatment, insures a courtcous
reception for his traveling representatives
by treating all visiting salesmen as gentle-
men. He remembers that though the
visiting salesman may consume valuable
time, 1t is more than balanced Ly the
time and trouble saved the buyer by
salesmen as a class.  The illiberal man
looks upon advertising cither as a uscless
expenditure or as a derogation from his own
dignity ; while the liberal man knows that
advertising is the key to reputation and
success. In short the illiberal man is
narrow, sclf-centred, conceited, vain and
unpragressive 3 while the iberal man is
broad, generous, encrgetic and receptive
of new ideas and new mcthods.

Liberality pays in business as in social
life. A man living in the world must
assimilate with his kind or he will be
climinated, exactly as foreign matters are

climinated by the living organism. Be.
yond the matter of trade, which does
depend i a larger measure than many
persons are inclined to believe upon
personal  sentiment, there is the very
important  desideratum of  information.
No one can of himself know everyvihing,
and it is 1o those who are willing to
mpart that earhiest and fullest information
comes from others,

A Physician's Conception of Pharmacy.

T'he very fact that pharmacy exists is
evidence of our inability to master every-
thing pertaining to medicine and surgery
withime the limuts of an ordinary lifetine.
The progress of the sciences, for which
the latter half of the nineteenth century
will for ever be celebrated, may be re-
ferred with absolute certainty to the sep-
aration of the various sciences into special-
ties, and a division of labor in the study
of these different branches. No medical
man can be an expert surgcon, general
physician, oplithalmologist, laryngologist,
gyaneologist, neurologist, or other * olo-
gists,” at one and the same e, letalone
a pharmacist. In the early times of medi-
cal empiricism, however, when supersti-
tion rather than scientific truth was the
foundation on which the treatment of dis-
case rested, one individual was capable of
assuming the duties of both apothecary
and physician.

The gradual evolution of the healing
science brought about the separation of
the pharmacist from the physician and
surgeon, and these latter into a number
of speciaities to which reference has al-
ready been made. It is a lamentable fact
inowever, that there are some in the prac-
tise of medicine as well as in pharmacy
who fail to recognize the limitations of
their abilities. We have thus physicians
who attemipt to combine the practise of
medicine and pharmacy, and it is notori-
ous that to some pharmacists counter
prescribing has a great fascination.  In
both instances the best interests of the
sick aie not served.  When it is remem-
bered that it is within but very few years
that any restrictions were placed on the
pracuse of these two callings in this
country, the wonderis that the conditions
are as good as is the case.

The modern cducation of the pharma-
cist fits him in chemistry, bowany, phar-
macy proper, materia medica, microscopy,
ctc., together withh some knowledge of
anatomy, physiology, pathology, and
therapeutics.  Such knowledge gives him
a sense of the responsibility resting on his
shoulders which, without the knowledge,
it would be impossible for him to pos-
sess.  Such knowledge makes his calling
one that is more than a mere business,
for strict business principies looking to
the greatest financial gain are incompat.
ible with the welfare of the sick and are
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in conflict, therefore, with the conscienti-
ous principles of an honest, educated

pharmacist.— Dr. Adolph Keniy, in Pitls-
burgh Medical Reviciv,

Paper Bottles.

Some years ago thete was started in
this city a company for the manufacture
of paper bottles, says the New York /ar/
and LExpress. It was not the success
that its promoters mitended it to be.
‘I'here was great dificulty in gettng the
right foothald. 1t was pointed out that
paper was being used very extensively in
the manufacture of car wheels, rowing
shells, wash basins and half a dozen
branches of the decorative art, but no.
body would believe that the bottle scheme
could possibly succeed, and there the
matter was dropped as far as outside
capital was concerned.  Smce that time
another company has managed to push
forward the idea with some degree of
prosperity.  Now, sull another company
15 about to be formed and the manager
of it says that it will have to be a success,
because there 1s too much maney behind
the concern to make it otherwise,

This manager was asked what paper
hottles were available for, and he answered
quite promptly, but not altogether sarcas-
tically: *‘ Everything that glass is used
for. We are now negotiatng for the
purchase of some of the finest machinery
1o be found in a newly estabhished shop.
We have this 1o clam for vur buttle, 1t
cannot be broken unless with unneces
sary force.  “T'hat is just where the saving
15 to come . No more leakage or
hreakage, and consequently less loss to
not only the consumer, but the merchant
as well. We intend to make a hig bid
for the foreign trade. Thue wine mer
chants of LEurope Jose an immuense st
annually through breakage m a ship’s
hold or otherwise.  No matter where the
glass bottles break, they are broken. and
the loss is just as great all around.

* We can make a paper buttle fur about
one-hall the cost of glass buttles, and, in
addiwon, they wul Lo found puorfectly
water tight, as well as air tight.  We have
made mnumerable o\peruents, and in
all of them we fouad that, while it was
comparatively ¢asy to wake papier mache
air hght around wine, it was not so casy
to do so in the case of beer. Why this
is so, the brewers may exphin, But
we bave overcome that diticulty oo,
Another pomnt that shouid be remembered
m the manufacture of paper bottles s
that there is httle danger of freeszing
Sull anotheras that i packing them away
absolutely no straw, waste, or such 15 re-
quited, and the abeence of these means a
large saving in space.  In the next few
years you will find paper bottles all over
the world.”

Medicine and pharmacy are so depend-
ent upon cach other that they should go
hand in hand, and should not allow nun-
or differences 1o alienate them from each
other.  Reeenr'y a promnent  medical
journal has thiown out a hint that duoctors
mght stock their oftices with ready made
preseriptions as a kind of retaliation upon
druggists for presenbing.  .\s an offset
to Utns graduates in pharmacy, finding
that they cannot obtain thewr share of
presenption business, are taking degrees
i medicine in order to practice both pro-
fessions, still further crowding medicine
without telieving pharmacy. 1t seems to
me that this tendency from (wo opposite
directions to unite the pracuice of medi-
cine and pharniacy in the same individual
is a retrogressive movement, and I ven-
ture Lo suggest that a more dispassionate
view of our respective grievances is ne-
ceseary if we would check the evils of
which we complain,

Let us consider, then, in the first place,
who should presertbe medicine?  Upon
this point there can be no two opinions.
The physician, by his knowledge of an-
atomy, physiology. pathology and other
branches of medical science in which he
has been educated, is the only competent
person lo diagnese disease and to pre
scnbe treatment. But is be the only one
who does preseribe? By no means.
Many people prescnibe for themselves,
andaf they are told the same truth con-
cerming medicne that has become pro-
verbaal as applied to law, namely, that he
who 1s his own doctor has a fool for his
pauent, they are apt to become indig
nant and reply that they know what they
are about. Theie ts another large class of
persons who tihe pleasure in preseribing
for therr tniends, and these persons again
cannot be made to believe thag, so far as
the case m hand s concerned, they do
nat know more than all the doctors. The
evils of such prescribing as this cannot
be reachied by codes of ethics or by any
measure uf reforin instituted by phssicians
and pharmacists,

But there 15 a catain amount of pre-
senbing dune i drug stores by men wha
lay no ctaimn o medical instruction, and
whuse practice i this regard cannot he
defended. Reputable  pharmacists, as
well as phystcians, are anxious to see this
irregular practice abated, asit s anm-
frmgement upon the province of physi-
ctans, and, thereiore, unfair, and also has
the effect of lowaiing pharmacy in the
esteem of the public as well as of phys:-
cans.  In what way can this counter-
presenbing be lessened ? 1 suggest, in
the first place, that it cannot be checked
by abuse or by rewaliation, but rather by
cultivating more cordial relations hetween
the two professions, and by a certain
degree of concession on both sides.  Itis
to bie borne in mind that any retaliatory
measures adopted by physicians in this

matter will affect the reputable pharma-
cists who are not doing the coumter-pre-
scribieing, while those who are transgrss-
ing will not be affected thereby.

It 1s not to be forgotten in a discus-
sion of this question that some physicians
are inordinately sensitive on this subject,
so they would prohibit the dispensing of
almost all drugs and medicines that are
nut ordered by physicians.  Whatever
ous views of this case may be, whether
we hke 1t or dishike it, the fact cannot be
demed that the American people will not
submit to such stringent regulations. You
cannot compel an American citizen to
cmploy an architect when he wants to
build a dog kennel.  In regard to the
use of drugs ana medicines, they feel
themselves free to consult a physician or
not, accord ng to their own judgment, and
cannot be driven into [t by the combined
effurts of all the doctors and druggists in
the country.  Again, those who have had
much experience behind the counter in a
drug stare will bear me witness that even
when there is the most concientious and
scrupulous regard for the rights of phy-
sicians and the wost painstaking adher-
ence to medical ethics, it is stll impos-
sible to answer many of the questions
that are d uly put 1o the drogaist in regard
to the nature, property and doses of medi-
cines without appearing to suggest the
use of certaun ones in specified cases. Not
only is the druggist consulted in regard
to disinfectants, antiseptics and maay
other hygicnic and remedial agencies, but
his opanion s frequently asked in regard
to the nature, use and doses of drugs, the
best method and time of administration,
cte.  Arefusal on s part 10 give the
desired informavon would be attributed
by the wmajority to ignorance, and by the
rematuder to boorishness.  As a business
man, -1e cannot affurd to allow his patrons
to lea 2 hus store with any such misappre-
henston concerning himself or his estab-
hshment,  Furthermore, there are a few
shght wilments which the public absolutely
expeet a druggist 1o prescribe for, which
do not partake of the nature of medical
treatmient, since the patient diagnoses his
own Lase, such, fur stance, as a morning
headache, shight bruises or trifling injuries ;
m fact, any such ailments as people are in
the habitof prescnbing for themselves. The
druggist, when requested, is expected as a
matter of course to supgest a remedy, and
there is no more thought of medical treat-
ment than when a barkeeper mixes a
* pick-me-up,” or a shoe dealer selects for
you a shoe that will not hurt your corns.
When physicians ‘nterpret cthical sela-
tions so rigd’y as to prohibit druggists
from performing these trifling courtesies
for their customers, they widen the breach
between the two professions, having no
experimental knowledge of the injury the
pharmacist does himself if he declines to
render this service,

If we now ask the question, *\Who
shall dispense medicines?” the answer is
no less positive than that given to our
first query.  The pharmacist 1s the proper
dispenser of medicaments. ‘This state-

‘I'he annual meeting of the Pharmaceu.
tical Association of Manitoba, which took
the forin of a convention, for the first
time, was held on Friday, the 23rd inst.,
in the Sons of England hall, Porlage
avenue, Winnipeg.  ‘The gathering, though
well representing numerous parts of the
province, would have been larger had
there been fewer attractions for strangers
on that day in the city.

Proceedings were opened by the presi-
dent (Mr. IFlexon), who estended, on be-
half of the council, a cordial welcome to
visiting members, and thanked them for
their attendance.  He remarked that the
council bad for some time realized an at-
titude of indifference on the part of the
Association, and had made this desperate
effort to bring, if possible, all the mem-
bers of the Association together to dis-
cuss matters of importance, commercial
as well as pharmaceutical.  Some papers
of much vaiue, he stated, would be read
and discussed, and he was sure the writers
of the papers had given their subjects
thorough attention. [{e was equally sure
the same gentlemen desired free criticism
of the views contained in the papers. e
lamented the fact that the annual mect-
ings of the past had heen attended by
very few of the members, and felt ag-
grieved and ashamed that such indiffer-
ence should exist.  T'he council had taken
the utmost pains to do its duty to the
Association, and had it transacted the
work of the Association with carelessness,

- or apathy, it could not have been blamed ;

but fidelity had been constant, not for the
mere love of the work, but for the sole
desire to bring the Association to a

- standard of recognition by the older and

larger Pharmaceutical Associations of On-
tario and Quebec. In coucluding his
preliminary remarks the president took
occasion to tender the thanks of the coun-
cil and of the Association to Messrs. Mar-
.tin, Bole & Wynne Co. for their gener-
ous invitation to dinner at the Clarendon
hotel.

‘The order of business then hegan, and,
after the statement of the treasurer, and
the reports of the registrar and auditors
had been disposed of, the president, in his
address, bnefly reviewed the present con-
ditions and declared himself well satisfied
rith the financial affairs of the Assucia
tion, pointing out the large increase in
the assets, and the steady ¢ ~crease in the
liabilities up to March 1st of this year,
and which have been since veduced by
$175. He believed the future prosperity
of the Association was assured, il the
members were true to their charter and
lived up to its principles and were faithful
to its by-laws. A comparison of tne Acts
of Quebec and Onlario was made, and
though perhaps the Manitoba Act lacked
the clearness of expression and the com-
prehensiveness of that of the first-named
province, he considered it had so far well
suited their needs. A few examples of
clearness, showing not only the absence of

vagueness, but the impossibility of misin-
terpetration were then read,  On turning
to the Outario Act he found therein some
features unhke anything in their own.
Subsection 2 of section 4, for instance,
requiring every member of the counal 1o
be actively engaged in business for him-
self, and the following sub section relating
to the territorial divisions of Ontario.  By-
laws 13 and 15 of the same Act were read
to show that while in that province there
are six ex:miners appointed on a salary of
$20 each, for the six subjects, the Pharm-
aceutical Association of Manitoba em-
ployed but three examliners at a salaiy of
$10 each. He proceeded to say that
however well or indifferently framed acts
and by-laws may be they do not and can-
not conitrol the ebb and flow of the drug
trade.  Causes are at work which will
urdermine any branch of commerce, one
o the foremost and hardest to deal with
1 the drug trade being the alarming pro-
pottions of druggists 1o given populations,
and while he couid not understand the
druggists of the lower province complain:
ing with about one druggist to every 6,000
people, it was very casy to understand the
protests which were heard in Ontario,
where the proportions were one in 2,400,
and still much easier to account for the
pitiful cry which came from ‘Toronto, in
which city one druggist to cvery 1,300
people could be found struggling to make
a living. There were other causes he had
no doubt {or the unwelcome conditions of
the drug trade, but which would likely he
presented during the day's discussion.
The satisfuctory work done in the lecture
room for the last two courses was referred
to. Dr. Hutton bad been aided very
much by the separation of the minor
and major lectures—the two courses now
running concurrently—the minor begin-
ning 1 September and finishing at Christ
mas time, immediately followed by an
examination, and the major beginning in
January and expiring on May 1, followed
by the major examination. Thus each
term has four months, and a candidate, if
he has been four years in the business,
can take his minor lectures, and if at the
end of the term he pass his examination
can go at once into the major term.
During the term of office of the present
council thirty-two students had written on
their minor examinaiion, fiftecen of whom
had failed, and six out of seventeen had
comc to grief in their major. ‘The slaugh-
ter he thought was no larger than with
Pharmzceutical examinations elsewhere.
The large percentage of failures could not
be accounted for.  The cause would not
be due to the teaching, as the disasters
were as proportionately as large in Phia.
delphia, Montreal, Toronto, and other
large cities, where the very best of teachers
are to be found, and where the most
ample means for acquiring pharmaceutical
knowledge are at the convenience of the
student. Much he thought could jus-
tifiably be done by examiners in endeavor-
in~ to put the candidates at ease, and to
calm their minds in the examination room.
The improvements in the pharmaceutical

laboratory at the medical college, and the
onerous duty of lecturing now solely de-
volving on D, Hutton, who had applied
far assistance in this respect, but funds
were not available o wweet his request.
With a brief reference to members’ fees,
explaining why the council had not seen
its way clear to make any reductions, the
president, under the next order, which
was that of miscellancous business, called
for the reading of papers.  To say that
the papers were exceedingly interesting
would but ill define their remarkably
cleverauthors.  With the exception of Mr.
Flexon’s paper, which tequired no discus-
sion, as it was simply a review ot chem-
istry for the 6o years of Her Majesty’s
reign, the papers of Mr F. K. Arkell, of
Carberry ; Mr. A T, Andrews, of Glad-
stone, and Dr. Hutton and Mr, John I,
Howard, of thus city, were proofs of the
practical wminds of these gentlemen.  Some
such scheme as that advocatéd by the first-
named in his “Drog Trade of the West
and How to Protect It,” would undoubtedly
prove beneficial to the drug trade of the
province, and would just as certainly regu-
late the clections, and in this way prevent
any connivance of members of the Associ-
ation situated in Winnipeg in running a
ticket to suit themselves ; but it is a ques-
tion if the membership of 935 is large
enough to divide the province into six or
any other number of districts for the pur-
posesmentioned. ‘The subject, consider-
ing 1s breadth and scope, could not at |
the limited time of the convention, re-
ceive the exhaustive trehtment which it
deserves ; but the proper attention will be
given to it at the next council meeting.
« Side Lines that Pay” is a very absorb-
ing topic, especially 1 the hands of Mr,
Andrews, Living, as he says, in a coun.
try town he has naturally written from his
own standpoint, and very skilfully has
he accomplished the task.  Some o1 his
fellow .ountry druggists might receive in-
spiration by a perusal of his paper.  The
views of Dr. Hutton on * Pharmaceutical
‘I'raining and Education ” were listened to
with a great deal of pleasure, and if his
suggestions were acted upon there would
be no mentally unripe youths entering
drug stores. He laid greal stress on the
necessity of a student possessing a
grounded habit of study. The doctor
was particulally happy and to the pointin
speaking of the apprentice in the follow-
ing terms : **If he shows a willingness Lo
work and to learn, and his employer takes
an interest in him, and sees that he s
enabled to devote say an hour a day in
directed study.  If heis fortunate enough
to be in a store where the tinctures are
not all made from fluid extracts, and
where as many as possible of the galenical
preparations are made on the premises,
and where the various steps in then man-
ufacture are explained to him. If the
prescriptions received at the store are
written by several men who think for
themsclves when they prescribe, and are
dispensed by the mixture of preparations
which he has scen made—then will that
apprentice render an account of himself
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ol which all concerned may well (eel
proud, when he goes up to attend his lee-
tures and pass (for he will) lus examina
tions.”  But the paper shouold be read
its entuety to judge of its value, and this
may just as buthfully Le sad of the
lengthy paper of John F. Howard. “There
possthly is no man in the Association
better able than he o preach and put into
practical shape the old saying “ United
we stand, divided we fall ” He strongly
recommends the petitioning of the gov-
ernment to pass “an act compelling the
manufacturers of patent  medicines to
print on the label the formula from
which the medicine 15 made.” This is
done in England in the case of al medi
cines containing puisonous drugs.  Its
advantages both to the community at
large and to the druggists are obivious.
Why then should not the operation of
such an act be extended to patent medi-
cines and put in force in Canada® The
gentleman, in his usual pleasing manner,
refers “ to the continuous cordial relations
between the physicians and pharmacists
of this province,” and he 1s right.  We
will not make further reference to the
papers, as they are to be printed m
pamphlet form, so as to give interested
readers an opportumty of judgmg for
themselves.  Recommendations regarding
the raise.g of the standard of the prehm-
ary examinations, and of the diusion of
the province mto districts, were placed
in the hands of Mr Mcdougall, the regis-
trar, for that gentleman 10 lay on the
table at the neat’« 'mail meeting.  The
convention, to say + least, was such a
success that an effort will be made to
have a regular annual convention to be
held at the same time of the year as the
first one.

At 6 o'clock there was an hour's recess,
during which time refreshments and in-
strumental and vocal music were served
ad libitum. The discussion afterwards
was continued unul ¢ o'clock, when the
following resolutions were cartied, and the
meeting then adjourned to the Clarendon
for dinner.

B. M. Canmiff, that the papers be printed
mn pamphlet form and mailed to all mem-
bers of the Association.

Moved by J. I'. Howard, seconded by
A. R. Leonard, that the Association send
the president as a representaiive to the
mecting of the American Pharmaceutical
Association at lLake Mmnetonka to be
held in August.

Moved by A, T. Andrews, seconded by
J. K. Patton, that, as visiting members,
they wished to thank the council and city
members for the kind way in which they
have been received and entertained.

Moved by B. M Canmiff, scconded by
W. R. Bartlett, that a vote of thanks be
given to those who have read papers dur-
ing the convention.

The vast output nccessary to supply
the North American continent is largely
the product of four or five factories, the
expensive and complicated machinery,
together with  the necessary  scientific
knowledge of practical optics, combining
10 make this one of the select industries.

‘I'hat Canada possesscs a factory cap-
able of turning out this delicate and
scientific work is a matter for congratula.
tion, and a short sketch of its career will
no doubt prove interesting to our readers,

J. S. Cousx.

In 1889 Messrs. J. S. & E. D. Cohen,
of this city, engaged in a small way in the
manufacture of gold spectacle frames, for
the jobbing trade only. The machinery
was crude and their experience limited,
They, however, continued experimenting,
improving the old and inventing new
machinery to suit their pequirements.
One member of the firm went abroad to
study the workings of the large factories,
and upon his rewurn the ideas he had
gathered were engrafted into their own
plant, a greatly increased ontput as well
as improved product being the result.

But it soon became evident that the
manufacture of frames exclusively could
not be made a success in this country on
account of the limited market. Con-
sequently they decided to add a complete
lens department to their business, and seli
their goods direct to the retail trade,

On the 1st September, 1894; they ac-
quired extensive factory premises in the
Osgoodby Building, placed in position a
regular outfit for the manufacture of gold

and silver goods, as well as the appliances
for doing stock and prescription lens work,
They associated with them (as manager

of the prescription department) Mr. L. G.
Amsden, a gentleman of wide experience
in practical optics, and Mr. M. M. Cohen,
to represent the firm on the road.

That their judgment was sound is evi-
denced by the fact that the venture was a
success from the start, so much so that by
the 1st January, 1893, they were consider-
ing the advisability of enlarging their
plant, when the disastrous fire that des-
troyed that portion of the city swept their
business completely out of existence.

Messes. Cohen, however, lost no time
in contracting for the erection of new and
much more extensive premises being
specially built for them and adapted to
their requirements.

E. DrY, Conkx.

In the spring of the present year after
several months experimenting they placed
on the market the now famous “C.
Bros.” filled frame. This article is made

of entircly one-tenth gold, excepting the
end picces and posts, which are solid
gold. They guarantee the frame for ten
years. In these goods no attempt is
made to produce the *“Cheapest.” In
the words of one of the firm: *“ We be-
stow on our filled goods the same care and
skill that has been the means of placing
our gold goods ‘above reproach.’”

A visit to the factory will well repay the
time spent. For the shipping of their
product spacious warerooms and com-
modious offices have been provided, bhut
1t is  the manufacturing department that
special provision has been made.

‘I'be rear portion of the factory is de-
voted to prescription work.  Upon enter-
ing this room, shell upon shelf of uncut
lenses meet the eye, awaiting the diamond
of the operator, Great stone wheels re-
volving rapidly with their edges smooth as
silk, under the manipulation of skilful
fingers, convert the rough lenses into the
beautiful oval discs with their fine V

shaped edge, which is the wonder of the
uninitiated.

In the gold room can be witnessed the
complete process of frame making, from
the time the bullion is melted and poured
into ingots, through the various interest-
ing stages of rolling, drawing, swaging,
stamping and fimshing the completed
article.

To an outsider such a visit is in the
nature of a revelation, while to the optic-
1an it is a post graduate course. The
simple methods employed to adapt a
speciacle frame of one measurcment to
different orders being sufficient repay-
ment for the time spent in inspecting the
factory.

MouNTING GELATINE PRINTS. —-Some-
times a httle difficulty is found in mount-
ing these prints, as the surface is tender,
and hable to be damaged; but the
following plan makes matters quite easy.
A solution is prepared of chrome alum 1
part to 32 parts of water. ‘T'o this solu-
tion a small quantity of ammonia is added.
This will produce a light green precipitate,
which will disappear on stirring the solu-
tion. More ammonia is then added
until this precipitate ceases to be dissolved
on stirring.  The solution is now allowed
to stand, and after the clear hquid is
poured away for use, or the solution wmay
be filtered. The prints, washed as usual
after fixing, are immersed in the chrome
alum soluiion for five minutes, and are
then washed for balf an hour. They may
then be mounted just as easily as ordinary
albumen prints. ‘They may also be
squeegecd to talced glass, and will come
away with certainty when dry, with a

hrlliant surface.  The chrome alum so-
lution may be used over and over again.
— Photogram.

Gross PraNts.—A glossy surface on
prints will always be a siwe guea non with
some workers, and 10 secure a uniformly
geod result and a perfect surface very
little care is required. Ferrotype plates
(glued or cemented down on to cardboard
1o prevent damage to the thin iron) are
perbaps the best medium, and are cer-
tainly cheaper than patent plate or other
glass with a good level surface. The
plate before use must be rubbed with a
soft cloth and a few drops of pure oil olive,
or a little bit of encaustic cerate made
of white wax and oil of lavender, or clse
spermaceti and benzine. Al the oil or

wax must be rubbed off again, at least to
all appearance it is so rubbed off, but the
slight film that does remain is the agent

for obtaining the surface required on the
print. The prints when squecgeed on to
the plate should be quite wet, and they
must not be interfered with unul they are
dry enough to peel off by themselves.
Care must be taken that no air bubbles
are left between the print and the ferro-
type plate, or an ugly place will be the
result.  An enamelled surface subse-
quently matted with powdered pumice
stone gives an almost ideal surface. The
loss of detail seems to be nothing com-
pared to the loss suffered by printing out
on ordinary matt paper. The secret of
successful enamelling is cleanliness in all
the manipulations.-—FPhoto Beacon.

Hints for Amateurs.

(From Pho':-(;:\metican.)
DeveLorERs.—Those who do not wish
to go to the trouble of weighing or have
weighed carbonate of soda, sulphite of

soda and pyro can very casily make up a
developer as follows : Mix together equal
quantities of saturated solutions (all that
will dissolve) of carbonate of soda and
sulphite of soda. (The sulphite must be
good crystals.) Of this mixture take one-
half ounce and add to it oue and one-half
ounces of water and six grains of dry pyro.
This makes two ounces of developer suf-
ficient to develop two 4x5 plates. A six
grain quinine capsule will hold the exact
quantity of pyro if packed bard. By hy-
drometer test this mixture is the same as
the Stanley pyro developer formula, and I
have used it with great success. My ex-
perience with developing pocket kodak
films is thus: Cut the films apart so as to
have two negatives on each strip; then
take a 4x5 plate of _lear glass and put
two of these strips on the plate, and then
close to each end put a small rubber band
to hold the strips on to the glass. Soak
in water and develop the same as
any ordinary plate. ‘This method
will do away with the annoying
curling of the strips, and at the
same time the films can be easily
examined by the developing light.
‘I'he negatives can then be fixed,
washed, soaked in glycerine solu-
tion and dried on the same plate,

CarsoN  Prints. — Carbon
printers sometimes get confused
as to whether tissue has been ex-
posed or not, because—unlike
printing out papers—the image
is latent after exposure. The
fact w2y, however, be easily
ascertained by breathing on the
tissue ; if it has beeun exposed the
picture instantlyappears and then
soon vanishes ; if, on the other
band, the tissue be unexposed,
no change will be seen.—R. P,

A Quick-DrvING Backinc
MixTURE. —A clean, quick-dry-
ing and economical backing mix-
turce for the prevention of hala-
tion: 1 drachm of Bismarck
brown mixed with 1 oz. tincture
of tolu; shake until thoroughly inixed.
For use, pour a small quantity of above
mixture on to centre of back of plate
and spread toward edges with finger, then
set up to dry for a minute or two. 1
have used mixture as above for last
twelve months and find it answers admira-
bly.—R. D.

Easy METHOD OF BACKING PLATES.—
Plates are easily backed without fear of
injuring the sensitive surface by placing
them in an ordinary printing frame and
closing it; the medium can then be
dabbed or brushed over the glass surface.
The inner edge of the frame prevents’
any of the medium reaching the sensitive
surface, and the closed back firmly hold-
ing the plate in position prevents any
possible finger-marks and reduces the
possibility of fogging to a minimum. I
usually place a piece of waxed paper be-
tween the film and the back, and do not
remove the plate until dry.—G. A. F.

Prescriber v. Dispenser.
(Continued from page 183.)

ment will bear no more qualification than
my previous assertion that the physician
is the proper person to prescribe.  And
yet there are circumstances in which
physicians may dispense medicine with
advantage to themscelves and their patients.
Common sense again puts in a plea and
prevents a too rigid application of the
rule.  \We cannot raisc any valid objection
to a physician having in his oflice or in
his residence a few rewedies for emer-
gencies.  Other cases will suggest them-
selves to the minds of those present where
physicians may advantageously dispense
remedies for temporary use.  But these
exceptions to the general rule do not
constitute an argument {or the abrogation
of the rule itself.

The drift of the times in all professions
and businesses is towards specialism.  Par-
ticularly is this the case in the practice of
medicine, in which we have almost every
organ of the body a subject of special
study, and every class of diseases treated
by specialists.  If the study of medicine
is so large, so vast, so ditlicult, so compre-
hensive, that no man can accomplish it at
all, why should the physician seck 10 add
to his already overburdened curriculum a
knowledge of pharmacy ?

The sciences upon which pharmacy is
dependent are advancing with strides no
less marked than those of medicine,  Phar-
maceutical manipulations and processes
are continually being improved, and these
improvements are largely dependent on a
better knowledge of organic chemistry
and of the constitution of drugs. Busy
pharmacists even find it difticult 1o keep
pace with the times both in these branches
of knowledge and in improved methods
of administration ; how, then, shall a
physician, already overburdened with his
practice, keep himsell up in these studies ?

Strictly speaking. then, physicians are
the only ones who should prescribe.  Any
deviation from this rule, such as I have
hinted at, would only apply to trivial,
common, c¢very day experiences, and the
pharmacist should always use his influence
as far as hie can, not onty o avoid pre-
scribing himself, but to dissuade his cus-
tomers from doing the same. He should
seek to check the pernicious habit wany
persons have of repeating their own pre-
scriptions ad infinitum, and particuarly of
allowing these same presenptions to be
repeated for the benefit of other people,
“[riends of the family,” and so on. A
great injury is often done to physicians by
this practice, and it must be admitted
that where the medicine is not of a dan-
gerous character, such as preparations of
cocaine, morphine, chloral, etc., druggists
are not so careful 10 prevent repetition as
they ought to be in justice to the doctors.
Only by a more friendly reiation between
them can this habit be checked.

Myopia.

M is very prevalent in aties and coun
tries whete education s more highly de-
veloped, in rural distr'ets and villages ot
is rarely met with, and among savages or
uneducated  races it is practically un-
known.,  The whalutants of owns and
cities have their V limted by their sur-
roundings, and seldom  exeraise thur
sight at long distances, they are also
much more given to readmg and writing,
so that their children are therefore more
liable to acquire M, and the grown up
people to transmit the tendency toat

Occasionally, however, extremely bad
cases of M are met with in people whose
surroundings, education and mode of life,
would not secmn to indicate ity possible
existence. Colored people scem less liable
to M than are white people.

Apart from other reasons for its acquire-
ment there will always be found among
children a greater percentage of M and
worse degiees of the defect in those
schools where the desks are Jow and un-
suitable and the light bad, thus necessi-
tating much more stooping than in those
where these things are arranged in ac-
cordance with common sense.

The percenmtage of myopes m village
schools is very small. in higher educa.
tional estabhshments 1 is considerable,
and i the highest st is ey great.  In
some parts of Germany 1t s smid that 50
per cent. of the population s myopic, s»
that 1t scems that if mna few gencrations
the whole of 1t would bie su, if the present
rate of increase of the defect be mam-
tained.

Foriunately for mankind science gen-
erally finds a remedy when the necesay
for it anses, and as M has increased so
much of late years, so aiso has the knowl-
edge of how to combat it.

There never need be a case of M if
parents and teachers would apply to chil-
dren, before the defect is acquued, those
regulations  that have 10 be  observed
afterwards.

When once started. as the M feeds it
self, it increases mdefimtely unless some
thing bhappens to amrest its  progress.
When the increase s ospecially apd, or
when there is an inctease in the defeet,
notwithstanding  correction, 1t is termed
“ Progressive M " and wmust be regarded
as a highly dangerous condition of the
cyes, leading on to partial blindness, as
when 1t s allowed to run unchecked,
several important changes take place in
the eye, i adduion o the increased
length of the globe, and the bulging omt
of the comea.  These are:

The myopic crescent—a white patch
caused by atropy of the choroid, at the
optic disc, on the side towards the macu-
la. This crescent 1s found in most cascs

of M of say over 6 D, but it does not
always cause much or any mpairment of
visual acuteness.  In severe cases it might
eatend right round the dise, or over most
of the fundus towards the macala, caus.
myg scotomata - bhlind patches,

Postentor staphyloma —a bulging back-
wards of the sclerotic at the aptie dise,
this bemy the weakest part of the scle-
rotee,

Inflammation, atrophy and hamorrhage
of the choroid. If these occur at the
macula, there is very much reduced acute-
ness of vision.

FFluidity and inflammation of the vitre-
ous, with musce volitantes.  These are
common in high degrees of M.

Retinal detachments, due to fluidity of
the citreous cataract —-to which the high-
Iv myopc eye s very hable it is general-
Iy of slow development,

It is not, however, every case of M that
even if not corrected passes on to con-
diions so serious.

Generally, after a certain age is passed,
the coats of the eye harden and the de-
fect becomes stationary, still there s al-
ways danger of comphications and trouble,
so long as itas not corrected. 1t is known
that if the proper glasses be fitted and
the necessary rules as to the use of the
eves oliserved, the defect can be cut short
and never become worse, or only so 1o @
very shght eatent.

There is rarely any increase in M after
20 or 235 years of age, indeed it generally
ceases growing with  the  stoppage of
wrowth of the body, bt some malignant
vases have been known that have con-
tinued progressing up to a very advanced
age, endimg of course w practical blind-
ness.  As a rale, it might be said thay, if
at o years the M does not exceed 3 D1t
will not increase, but that a higher degree
than 4 D might progress at any period of
hfe.

Cases of high degrees of M sometimes
have periods of progression, then become
stattonary for some years, then progress
agan, and so on. Increase of M of high
degree in middie age and which previously
was stationary 1s more frequent amony
women than wmen,

In old ape, howcever, stationary M
decreases just as il increases, through
the flattening of the cornea and crystal-
hne (Aequired 1) and low degrees of M
may entirely disappear. As it is caused
by defective shape of the globe there can
be no cure for M but st can be corrected
by the proper lenses.  "The correction is for
the purpose of :—

11) Preventing an increasc of the defect.

(2) Improving the sight.

(3) Curing the auendant evils, such as
asthenopia, heterophoria, strabisinas, ele,

A may for convenience be divided into
three classes :

M oof low degree —up to 2,50 1.

M of medium degree-—-from 2.50 w0
5.00 1),

M of high degree—over 5 .

In M of low degree there are com-
plaints of only defective distant V. ‘I'he
client will say that he cannot make the
details of distant objects,  For instance,
he cannot recognize people across the
street or read signs unless n very large
letters, he cannot see the time on a pubhe
clock or on an ordinary onc it at the
other side of a room. M a school
chuld, ke s unable to read on the black-
board unless he be placed nearer than is
usual. He will also very hkely say that
for close work the sight is excellemt, and
generally teading for an unlimited time
can be indulged in without fatigue,

On testing the sight it will be found
that the V of each eye is anything between
iv and A0 A weak - sph makes an
immediate mprovement, and, as before
staied, the measure of the defect is found
by making V' = 32 or 3¢ with the weakest
pussible - sph. lens, cach c¢ye separately,
and reducing the strength if possible by
the binocular test.

Lenses slightly stronger are ot to be
given when the client is young because
the No, 20 or 13 line is read more clearly
with them.

The line of letters which represents
the greatest visual acuteness should be
only barely legible, a full correction s
apt to increase the defect. I the myope,
however, be over 20 years of age sharp
distant V' may be given, as there is then
no probabiliy of the M incieasmg.

For close work no lenses are required,
because there is neither necessity, nor
inchnation as a rule to bring the reading
nearer than 14 or 16 in., and when the
M is less than 2 D and uncomplicated
the near Vs excellent. It is true that
Can. 1s used in exeess of Ac, but this is
done without discomfort.

There are, however, exceptional cascs
of low degrees of M in which the disturh.
ance of the harmony between Ac. and
Con. causes asthenopia.

Although  glasses  are not  needed
usually for cluse work in M of low degree
it is by no means a bad habit to use
them, the Ac. bumyg exerted as in B,
the eyes are rendered more nearly normal,
Morcover the lenses are 10 be used for
near as well as distant V' af

(1) There be asthenopia without them,

(2) The V for close work be better or
more comiortable with them.

(3) ‘There be ocular headaches.,

(.1) There be anisometropia.

(5) There be exophoria,

(6) There be a teadency to bring work
ton cluse to the eyes, especially with
children.

When the glasses atc prescribed for
constant wear they should be made rather
weaker—say those that make V=33 or
74 —if the cliemt be under 20 years and
cven after 20, if the PP, with the glasses
be not at so near a point as it would be
in Em, at the same 1ge.

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To Stop Cutting in Prices.

The Pabst Brewing Co, of Mhlwaukee,
early in the year issued 2 circulay offering
cash prizes to the amount ot $500.00 for
“the best plan to be submitted by the
members of the etail drug trade for pre-
venting the culiing of prices on proprie-
tary .articles.” A very large number of
papers were reecived, bnt the donors did
not consider that any of those submitted
could be “considered perfect ” nor which
they felt they *“could champion before
the National Wholesale Druggists’ Asso-
ciation.” ‘T’hey, therefore, submitted them
to a comunttee of four gentlemen, Messrs,
Gordman of the University of Ilinos;
Van Shaack of P. Van Shaack & Co,
wholesale druggists, Chicago ; Ebert, re-
il druggist, Chicago ; Kathreus, proprie-
tary manufacturer, Milwaukee.

This committee presented a voluminous
report, ard also a plan which they pro-
posed, based on the suggestions contained
in the more meritorious of the papers
submitted.

The following is the committee’s plan,
and we would ask our readers’ careful
perusal of it, and an expression of opinion
for our next issue :—

THE COMMITTER'S PLAN.

The Proprietors’ Association is to agree
upon some thoroughly capable person
not engaged in manufacturing, but con-
versant or familiar with pharmacy in the
three branches, manufacturing, jobbing
and retailing—a broadly intelligent ex-
member of each branch being competent
to serve as manager and pretor.,

Al manufacturers, whether great or
small, regardless of any existing organiza-
tion, are requested to give their active
and moral support, by 6lling out a hlank
form, on honor, to carry out instructions
conveyed to them by said pretor.

The pretor shall adopt a number or
combination of letter and number for
cacn and every wholesale druggist. ‘This
list of cmblems he will furnish cach
member, who shall conspicuously stamp
them on the label and wrapper of cach
and every hottle, box or package furnished
each and every wholesale druggist, ac-
cording to said list,

Each and every bottle, Loa ur package
shall be numbered consecutively, All
bottles, boxes or packages sold m less
than dozen quantities shall be put up in
quarter dozens, which may be parceled
and cased 10 suit the convenience of the
manufacturer.

‘The wrapper of ecach quarter dozen
shall be marked with the highest number
contained, thus affording a package aum-
ber.

‘The highest package number shall be
marked on the case, constituting ihe case
number.

Manufacturers must bill all goods to
wholesale dealers by case number.

They must refuse all orders from firms
or individuals not placed on the emble-
matic list by the pretor, and the pretor

will assign emblems only to wholesale

druggists.

Manu acturers will, until instructed to
the contrary, fmnish goods at a uniform
price regardless of quantity purchased.

We are aware that this is asking for
the rejection of well established business
rules, but it dees not necessanily follow
that because a rule has been adopted it is
a good one, oi that some other scheme
might not be more advantageous. The
difference in price thus gained to the
manufacturer will enable him to deliver
his goods, freight paid, so that the whole-
sale price will be the same in T'exas as in
New York.

If cuuning in prices is reported 10 any
manufacturer, he or they will report it at
once to the pretor, who will request a
bottle, box or package sent by express,
and upon locating the wholesale dealer,
will communicate with him, urging him
to trace the goods after they left his
hands, and, vnless fully satisfied with the
sincerity of the wholesaler, said pretor
will remove his emblem from the hist and
instruct each and every manufacturer to
cease sending goods o said wholesaler.

Manufacturers will not accept any pro-
vision of this plan till the pretor has
satisfactory evidence of faithful and deter-
mined allegiance on the part of pharma-
cists  Manufacturers must regard whole-
salers and retailers as their agents.

The pretor will collect an annual fee of
...... dollars from each manufactwer,
and will file a due and sutlicient bond.

Wholesale druggists are desirable as
distnibuting agents, and this plan expeets
the National Wholesale Druggists’ Asso-
aation to appoint or elect a manager or
pretor, of the character and as provided
under Proprictors’ Association  above
mentioned.

‘I'hey shall indicate carnestness and
fealty by filing an agreement with their
pretor to carry out all orders from him
10 their utmost ability ; to faithfully act
as agent for manufacturers, controlling
the sale of their gooads and confining
them to their legitimate channel.

Wholesalers must bill all goods by
name and package number, anu under
no circumstances are they to open an
onginal package.

‘They will sell only to pharmacists and
will control, as far as possible, ther supply
by the known capacity of each.

They may exchange goods with each
other on such terms as they may make
among themselves ; provided, such sale

. or exchange does not release the firm

whose emblem is displayed on the wrap-
per, if such goods are subsequently found
in the hands of cutters.

Under the same conditions they may
supply goods to country phaimacists
through wholesale dealers, provided the
name, location and registration number
of said pharmacist is given.

No goods, within the meaning of this
plan, shall be furnished anyone not a
pharmacist, except at full retail price;
and not to a pharmacist, if he is known
to cut prices or to be in the cmploy of a

firm who do ; and, if a pbarmacist reports
to a wholesaler that goods bearing Ins
emblem are on sale m a cutter’s estab-
hishment he will proceed at once 1o
tracing through whose hands the goods
passed, report the same to the pretor,
who will investigate the matter and direct
all wholesalars to vefuse the goods of all
manufacturers to the guilty party, or if
the pretor is satisfied the wholesaler is
guilty, he will request the manufacturers,
through their pretor, to cease selling him
goods of cach and every manufacturer.

The pretor shall file a bond as provided
for above, and shall collect a fee of ...
dollars from cach and every wholesaler.
We suggest in this case also, the fee be
as nominal as possible and the agreement
be made on honor.

Retailers.  As this class is  more
noumerous, and as a consequence ore
diftficult to control, we hope to band
them together without any organization.
Each man must be reached in his own
shop and never asked to leave it.

In the interest of the present move-
ment one pharmacist in every village and
town and several in larger cities must
agree to act as collector. Each will
record the name and address of all the
pharmacists who are willing to accept the
agreement, and then send his own name
and address, together with the number
under his control, to one agreeing to be
collector for the county seat, who, in like
manner, will report to one in the Suate
capital, and these irom the several States
will report to one clected at a meeting of
the Proprictors’ Association and National
Wholesale Druggists” Association as retail
pretor

All pharmacists must agree on honor to
carry out the instructions of their pretor
conveyed to them by their respective col-
lectors,

They nmiust maintain prices, not sell to
cutters, report cases of cutting as soon as
possible to their pretor, who will investi-
gate without fear or favor, and call upon
the pretors of the wholesalers and
manulacturers for assistance in cutting off
the supply-of all goods to the offender.

The retailers must pledge themselves
to buy only of wholesale druggists.  The
retailer must not expect cutting to wholly
cease, for department stores will cut more
or less, even though they pay full retail
price for the goods.

The pretor will receive, through the col-
lectors, an annual fee of....dollars from
cach and cevery pharmacist, file a sufficient
hond with the treasurer of the N,\W. DA,
All funds collected shall he deposited
with the treasurer of the P. A, will pay
all bills and warrants that may be pre-
sented, properly endorsed hy a pretor,

Collectors and pretors will conduct their
business by mail.  Collectors will draw
on pretors for postage expenses.  Pretors
will furnish all printed matter, forms,
agreements, ctc, and will draw sa'aries
from the united fees, which become a
general fund for the three branches. The
three pretors are to constitute a com-
mittee of last appeal.
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Your commitice wonld add + That thev
regind wholesaless and tetulers as agents
a1l carriers, just as o express compiny,
who, for a tee, agrees to deliver certain
gouds when called for. “That while we
are at work on the subject we must seck
and msist upon legisiative assistince, com-
pelling firms to sell all a person wants of
any witicle advettised, at the advertised
price.

We would also ask manufacturers to
state on their Jabels that genuvine goods
can be had only at pharmaeists.

Of course, if
an ad. doesn’t attract attention, it will not
ve read, and, therefore, will be uscless,
but any ad. in any newspaper will be sure
to get some readers, whether it is dis-
played or not, and 1 would rather take
my chance of convincing » few than of
merely attracting a great maay without
1elling them anything or convincing them
of anything in particular.

Advertisers complain of the difticulty
of getting display from many printing
shops. Now, I have never seen an outfit
of type in an office so bad that gnod dis-
play could not have been gotten out of it
1 don't mean fancy display =1 mean
merely display.

“I'he way to display an ad is to dis
play it

Display means prominence. It does-
n't mean pretuness, although somctimes
prettiness is prominent.  When an ad.
catches your eye, it is well displayed.  If
it stands out of the mass of ads,, it is well
displayed.  The display lines may be set
in French Clarendon —which is the ugliest
type that ever was cast and yet, if iwisa
prominent ad., that 15 proof positive that
it is well displayed. .

Display means prominence, and it
doesnt mean anything else. A well-set
ad. is one that 1s prominent. It doesn’t
make any difference whether it is pretty
or not. I[ it is prominent and looks read-
able, that 1s all that 1 need be.

In some papers an ad. must be hand
some 10 gain allention.  Sometimes the
nature of the goods makes a pretty ad.
more cffeciive than a plain one.  This is
purely incidental. however, and has no-
thing to do with display.

If printers will stick to plain type, and
perhaps one simple border around the
ad., they will have no trouble about getting
a good display. Three kinds of display
type are as much as ought ever to gointo

an ad.,, and two kmnds are better -one
kind 15 better yet. Only a very eaeep
tional ad. should have wore than three
lmes of display init. 1'wo hines ate bet
ter -one line is best.

Let the display be simple and stong
let the type and the white space contrast
in bunches ; concentrate the white space
so that it can he seen. If you ~catter
type all over it, nobody wil know 1t s
there,

In no place has the improvement in
advertising been so marked as in the
magazines.  Almost cevery month one or
more advertisers break away from the old
stereotyped  styles and come out with
sometlung  attractive  and pretty. “The
advertising of the future will, T think, be
more ke the reading matter of to day
[t will be more interesung and more en-
tertaining and more convineing., because
towill give information, and in a more
Aednite way than now,  If you have an
interesting story to teli, and people know
W trom past eapericnce with your advet
tisements, they will be sure to read them,
whether they are displayed or not.

* * *

The old style job printer and the
old style ad. compositor can hardly be
made to believe that the adverniser’s name
should not be the biggest thing in the
ad. ‘T'he name and address, in almost
every case, may better be the smallest
thing instead of the largest.

If <comething desirable is told about in
the., adverusement, and veople decide that
they want te . i, they will look for the
name and address if necessarv. It ought
not to be so small a3 to be mdistinguiish-
able, of course, but, as a general rule, |
should say thatif the name were set in bold-
face pica and the address in bold face
brevier, that would be about as large as
it would ever be necessary to make it, no
matter what the size of the ad.

There are exceptions to this rule, of
course, but they are very few.  Asa gen-
cral thing, a man advertises for the pur.
pose of celhing his goods and not to bring
himself personally into prominence. If
be has told all he has to say about his
goods, there is no need of taking valuable
space for the purpose of putting in ins
name in sin-line pica gothic.

It ought to be
kecn enough to enter the brain of greatest
resistence.

It is the last few dollars that are spent
on advertising that give it value. It is
the last pound of powesthat lifts a weight.
If it takes a stran of 1,000 pounds to
break a chain, 999 pounds won't do any
good. You can spend 999 pounds on it
and leave off just where you started. If
you want to break that chain, you will
have to spend those g99 poundg over
again and add the other pound to 1t after
all. It would have been beiter to have
used 1,002 pounds at the start. It is
better to spend $ro5 for a thoroughly
effective booklet than to spend $i100 for
one that is inefficient.

There is a point of excellence below
which no printed matter should go.
There is also a point where the expendi-
ture of money is really waste. Let no-
body misunderstand me—I believe in
good printing. I believe in spending all
the money for printing that its objects
and uses and possible profitability will
justify, but I do not Lelieve in spending
$15 when $10 will do just as well, neither
do I believe in wasting $135 when it takes

-$20 to accomplish my object.

* * *

I think it is safe to say that nine-tenths
of all the money paid for dodgers and
hand-bills is wasted. It is, figuratively
and literally, * throwing moncy into the
street.”

I a business man thinks it advisable to
get out any sort of printed mater, he
ought to spend money enough to have it
nicely printed on good paper, and should
try to make it of such a character as will
insure preservation for a short time at
least. A mere dodger thrown into the
yard or doorway is generally regarded as
more of a nuisance than anything clse,
and 1 think really hurts the business
often.er than it helps it.

Tartaric acid, firm, Cream tartar, some:
what easier. Castor and olive oils firm,
and indications are for higher figures.
Lubin’s perfumes are now, on the rebate
prices—1 oz., $7.50; 2 oz, $11.50; 4
oz., $21; 8 0z., $32; 27 oz, $108.

England.

London, July 3oth, 1897.

This is the dull time of the year in the
markets. There is consequently very
little fluctuation to record, our prices
remain firm on the whole. Acetanilide is
dearer.  Citric and Tartaric have ad-
vanced slightly, but Cream of Tartar is
casier. Calcutta root is dearer, but new

crop arrival of Belladonna and Gentian
have brought the prices down. Jamaica
Honey is in plentiful supply, and cheaper
rates prevail.  Speculadve movements
affected Star Anise Qil, and it is dearer
on the spot.  Quinine and Morphia
dull.
