This
company will :{ct in conjunction with the
American association, and an agent will he
sent to Europo to attend to and control all
all shipments, In this way it is expected the
price can be muintained at respectable figures
by withholding shipments. A charler has
been obtained, and $15,000 stock has been
already subscribed,® but very little of this
stock will be ealled in, the company being
formed more for the purpose of controlling

Arade than for paying dividends.

BONUSES TO MANUFACTURERS.

The fact that My, John Cowan, mayor of
Oshawa, and ypresident of the Western
Bank, whose hiead oflices are in that town,
has preferred to resign the oflice to which
the suflrages of his fellow citizens had
called him rather than ho a party to the
graniing of what Le justly sligmutises ng
an excessive bonus fo & manufacturer who
proposes to locate himself in that town,
hias reopened the question of lhe advisa-
bility of grauting such subsidies, and has
added new sirength to the arguments of
those who do not believe that any ultimate
advan{age really accrues to the town from
these bounty-fed manufacturers.

The terms of the bonus objecled to are
as follows:—The manufacturer is to re-
ceive from tho town a loan of $15,000 for
ten yecars withoul interest; further, he is
to receive annually the sum of $5600 in
cash to cover cost of cartage until such
time as a swilch to his faclory is con-
structed, and also to be exempt from taxa-
tion for ten years. Taking the interest on
the loan at five per cent., and adding $500
for cartage and $225 for the value of taxa-
tion remitted, we find that the bonis
amonnis to $1,475 per year or $14,750 in
ten years. If i the end of this time the
loan i3 mot repaid but converted into a .
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bonus, ag Mr. Cowan deems probable, the
total amount lost to the city of Oshawa
may be placed at §29,750, a sum which
probably few of those who voted for the
bonus had any idea they were granting.
In return for these considerations the
manufacturer binds himsell to employ a

cently bought out. Both of these concerns
have been hitherto unsuccessful, and
though of course Mr. Heaps may prove
more successful alone their previous record
is a poor one, and not one to invite confi-
dence in any way. Besides be is already
handsomely protected by the tariff, and

staff of thirty-five hands for one year and b considering that, as a practical man, he

seventy-five hands for the remaining nine
years; but a clause in the agreement pro-
vides that having in view strikes, stoppage
by fire, etc., this period may be reduced to
64 years. Taking these hands at nine dol-
lars per week on an average, an average
far greater than will probably oceur when
the fact that the employment of a number
of boys at far less than this wage may be
anticipated, and we find a total outlay of
3244530 for wages may be anticipaled for
the decade. But a further deduction for
holidays, slack time, sickness, etc, must
also be made, so that probably $200,000 is
an ouiside estimate. So that the manu-
facturer will receive $29,750 for spending
$200,000 in the town or $14.87 for every
%100 of wages, a figure that seems abso-
lutely ridiculoug when its high relative
proportion is fully grasped.

There is no doubt that new industries
do- help a rising town malerially. They
atiract ouiside capital, and by the distri-
bution of large amounts as wages, foster
local trade, increase the consumplion of
bome products, add to the population of
‘the town and increase the assessable value
of property. But there is such a thing as
paying too dear for one’s whistle, and
owing to the fierce competition of the
municipalities who bid against one another
for the possession of manufactories as if a
new industry were a gold mine, the sys-
tem of bonusing is commencmg to he over-
done. When the system first began it
took the mild form of exemption from
local taxation, then free ground for the
factory became an additional inducement.
Then large sums in cash were added to the
former advantages, and now Oshawa in-
auguratss a new departure by enfertaining
the demand that in addition {o all this
the city shall pay the eartage to and from
the railway. No wonder that Mr, Cowan,
himsell a practical business man, objected
to being considered a party 1o so one-sided
a trangaction.  No honest straightforward
sensible business man could lend his sane-
tion to an arrangement by which virtoally
the municipality of which he is the ac-
knowledged head, agreed to refund nearly
fifteen per cent. of the amount paid in
wages. ‘

The manufacturer soliciting this bonus,
Mr., E. H. IIenps, represents two already
insolvent ‘concerns, . the Heaps Patent
Munufuctmmg Company, on which he.
held a chattel mor tgage in his wife’s name
which they could not pay off, and the
Oslmwa. Cabinet Company, which lxe re-

will probably only keep his factory open in
their city so long as he finds the business
o -paying one, and that the moment it
proves unremunerative no consideration
as to the obligations morally imposed by
the acceptance of the bonus will prevent his
closing it, it would be well if others of the
municipal authorities took the same high
ground as {he mayor. If this new enter-
prise goes the same way as the two whose
place it takes, the town will simply saddle
itself with the amount of the bonus for
nothing. The example of Whithy is an
instructive one, and Dears out our view of
the case; according to the Mail that town
has already given somewhere in the neigh-
borhood of $110,000 to secure the perma-
nent establishment of railway shops, and
of an organ factory, each establishment to
employ fifty hands; and yet to-day there
is but one man employed in the railway
works, while the sole occupant of the organ
faclory is a cow.

THE CHICAGO WHEAT DEAL.

The inside history of the deal in June
wheat in Chicago which by its utter and
ignominious collapse brought ruin, and in
many cases disgrace also to those whose
marging it swept away, is now coming
slowly to light. I points out with lurid
distinctness the rapid growth of the specu-
lative mania, the feverish desire to amass
riches suddenly, and should sound a note
of warning to those in Canada who have
suflered by allowing themselves to be
allured by the glittering bait set before
them by the bucketshops, and have lost
their moriey, if not that of their creditors,
by staking it on the hazard of the wheat
deal.

The deal or *corner” in question was
not originally intended for June wheat.
It was intended to follow up the already
successful California and Galveston gyn-
dicates in May wheat, hut when the May
deliveries took place the California syndi-
cate retired from the deal and, owing lo
the manipulation of the money market by
Armour, the new clique were unable to
obtain the funds they relied upon and
were consequently obliged to drop their
May wheat, which severely bit the follow-
ers of the clique who confidently expected
them to take it on the first of the month,
especially as it was stated that Kershaw
had obtained the requisite funds to take
up 7,000,000 out of the 13,000,000 delivered
o the Girstof May, '

The prosperous time of the clique then
commenced, and, having control of the
Chicago market, their profits became very
large and before June they had their
money ready to take up the balance of the
cash wheat in Chicago, and bossted their
ability to put June wheat up to §1, as in
fact they finally did. But so seon as
prices advanced: 1o’ '8"hidre remunerative
figure wheat began to pour inte Chicapo
until there was no longer elevator rvom
and outside warehouses had to be declared
regular by the board in order to let in
wheat. This so drew upon the resources
of the clique that their money scon ran
short and, although they succeeded in
raiging funds by a means which wrecked
the unfortunate bank which lent itself 1o
their manipulation, it was already too late.
Rumors of the financial weakness of tho
deal began to be. heard, and the treacher-
ous action of one broker employed Ly the
clique, who has since been sued by them
for $2,000,000 damages, started the panic
which ruined tho TFidelity Bank, twenty
firms on the Chicago Board, all Lhe clique
brokers but one, and spread dismay among
hundreds of speculators all over this con-
tinent. Montreal lost heavily with the
rest, and it is said that one bucket shop in
this city made over $20,000 in one day
alone from the margins swept away and

-that all the others gained in proportion.

The small wheat gamblers were all on the
long side and the profits of the bucket
shops were exceptionally heavy. These
figures do not cover the losses of the larger
gpeculators who dealt through regular
brokers and it seems therefore probable
that the amount of money lost in Montreal
alone will reach well into the hundreds of
of thousands.

The question now is, who was the gainer
by the collapse of the deal? It was not
the bear speculators for they.had losi
more in March and April than the clique
lost in June, besides which, most of them
had covered before or on the break. The
gainers were simply the actual owners of
the cash wheat all over the country who
got five to ten cents more per hushel
for their wheat than It was worth
after the bubble had burst, and next
to them the foreign buyers who hought
the clique’s wheat after the smash at
the same percentage lower than Lhey
would otherwise have been compelled to
pay uniil the next Iuropean crop. The
farmer and local dealer and the European
purchaser made all the money really made
in the deal, the speculative hears merely
recouped themselves for a portion of their
previous losses and cannot he considered
gainers in any sense.

The only redeeming feature in these
“bull” cliques are that they advance the
interests of the farmer and small dealer in
wheat, hut when we consider the infinity

~
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of harm they do, the number of men who,
once bitten wilh the mania, degenerate
inlo mere wheat gamblers, the betrayal of
trusts they indirectly induce, and the ele-
ment of nncertainly and anxiely which is
the neeessary result of their manipulation,
the advantage gained is far more than
compensaled by the loss incurred.
degradution of commercial morality, the
templation to risk olher people’s money
ug well ag one’s own in order to win back
all previons losses by one brillignt stroke,
and the fostering of the gmnbling spirit,
wre wll altributable to this gystem of
“eornering,” and therefore the fate of
those who pinned Lheir faith on the June
wheat deal deserves no commiseration in
view of the fact that they bave simply

met, the reward of the unsuceessful
ganbler, .
THIE CATILE TRADE DEPRISSION,

The Canadian live stock trade has nol
been allogether free from periods of disas-
ler gince ity inceplion, bul the leading
oxporters are unanimous in declaring that
they have no recollection of guch a severo
und protracled depression a3 oxists at
present. At the opening of the present
soason the returng were satisfactory and
the prospects most encouraging, hut the

hented term brought a decided ehange for |

the worse, and {he losses recently have
been enormous.

On some shipments the losses have
excecdod even freight and expenses, the
caltle selling for less money than could
have heen obtained for them in Canada,
The eauges assigned are the great heat
which has prevailed, and the over abun-
dant, supplies which  have reached the
British Isles.  Recent cablegrams  from
London, Liverpool and Bristol read ags
follows:  “ Weather scorching hot, prices
bad "5 “ Diflicult to turn caltle into money
at any prices, meat putrid the day afler
killing” ; “ Markets overslocked, stop ship-
ping” 11 should not bo forgotten, in ox-
planation of one of the above cables, that,
ice is not in such common use in ISuropean
countries ag itison this continent. Recont
sales have been made at 5d@5)d, dressed
weight, sinking oftul, and receivers holding
out no prospeet of improvement while the
oxports continwed on such a heavy scale
from the United Siates, Canada and other
countries, a prompt diminution has taken
place in shipmonts from this side. Tast
wock only three steamers look ealtle from
Montreal and only one had a full eargo.
Ths Bombay carricd 4 cattle and 205 sheep
to London, the Grecian 324 cattle and 145
sheep to Glasgow, and the Dominion 382
eattlo and 877 sheep to Bristol.  I'ho tolals
woro 660 eattle and 727 sheep, a nolable
deercase, the shipments for the previous
wodk being 2,440 ealtle and 2,649 sheep.

The

T'he trade up to date this season has been
Jarge, the cxport figures showing a total
shipment of 30,000 cattle, an excess of
3,000 head over the same period in 1886.
Ag each successive year has been an im-
provement over its predecessor, these fig-
ures are the highest in the history of the
trande. The expnrts of sheep have been
small, ti.¢c competition of foreign mutton,
notably New Zealand and Ausiralian, cut-
ting down profits to ruinous figures. To
date only 5,000 have been forwarded, as
against 20,000 last year. Jt must be re-
membered, in this connection, that an
unusual proportion of sheep had been for-
warded at this period in 1886, more than
any year since 1880,

Freights have gradually declined since
the opening of the season, and a recent
attempt of the regular lines to put them
up, owing to stricter insurance regulations
concerning ountside steamships, was firmly
and successfully resisted. Spring quota-
tions were 60s, 658 and 708, according to
vessel, bul now 358(@50s is being asked,
shippers offering less money. The insur-
ance of stock continues to be carried on by
the five companies which operated here
Inst year and at about the same rates.
The steamships of the regular lines have
heen divided into three classes, ¢ selected,”
‘first-clags” and “second-class,” and the
ingurance is 14, 13 @1§ and 13 respectively.
Ciood outside vessels pay about 2} per cent.
The rale for sheep is 4@56 per cent, as to
steamer.

The want of a proper system of union
stock yards is much felt, and the growing
trade of the port scems to call for a change
which would allow business to be carried
on more economicerlly, more successfully,
and with much less loss of time than at
present. The cattle trade is now divided
inlo two sections, the railway stock yards
being fully five miles apart. The incon-
venienco of this is at once apparent.

The trade beihug fully alive to the ne-
cessity of forwarding fower cattle during
the hot weather, losses should soon turn
into profits; but the experience of the past
will, it i3 hoped, bo lasting.

LOCAT: MORTALITY,

The twelfth volume of the last American
census (that devoted to mortality and
vitnl statistics), contains some very inter-
esting data for insurance mon, Especially
is it interosting in giving the average ex-
pectation of life in the largest cities in tlie
Union, and thus proving beyond cavil, the
importance of a thorough knowledge of
the local mortality risk as a faclor in the
suceessful placing of life insurance risks.

For instance, the ordinary mortality
tables, based upon the experience of thirty
companies, give the average expectation
of life of & healthy ten-year-old white male

a8 49,99 Yyeare. But a compzmson of the
table given below will show that thig’ is
far beyond the mark in the nm]orlty of
cases, and' that the actual practlcal ex-
pectntlon of life in the principal cities
varies from 40,09 in New Orleans to 50.61
in Chicago, the latter city, contrary to the
Prevailing belief, showing the longest ex-

pectation of life in whole table. The com-
parison runs as follows :

These figures, whose accuracy it seems im-
possible to doubt, will upset many cher-
ished theories as to the health of iespec-
tive cities. Wo were prepared to accept
the fact that in New Orleans, from its
position, the death point would fall far be-
low that assigned to it by the ordinarily
relied upon tables of mortality, but we
were hardly ready to believe that so high
a figure a8 20 per cent. would have to be
deducted from the expectation of life.- But
on the other side it is equally extraordin-
ary to find that in Chicago the insurant
would most probably live longer than the
ordinarily received experience would in~
dicate. In Montreal, statistics on which
to base expectation of life are deplorably
deficient, as is usually the case in com-
paratively new fields of insurance. Ontario
in this respect is far ahead of Quebec, but
in both cases we find that the companies
prefer to base their calculations either
upon their own experience or upon the
British mortality tables. The following
simple, and in many cages perfectly reli-
able, formula may be used in the absence
of regularly drawn up tables, If the limit
of life be placed at 80 years and the
present age of the applicant deducted from
it, two-thirds of the remainder added to
the age will give the duration of life. The
formula may be expressed as
2 (L—AY
plus A=T

and is very frequently made use of by
agents, According to this meihod the
expectation would be 46.67.

The actual expeectation of life, as
compiled from the death rate in Great
Britain, shows that a male child of
ton years old might expect 47.60 years
of lifs,  much more conservative esti-
mate than the American table, but we
find one large company doing businags
in this city, whose tables, based upan
it own experience, allow 48.7 ye:ma as the
average expectation of life at that penod
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It is evident from the figures we have
given that the actual figures in most of the
other large cities of this continent, show
that he will not live to pay premiums to

the date calculated in the American table,

and consequently some revision of rates
would seem to be called for.

Examining the other end of the table
and taking the expectation of life of aged
people, some cqually - curious resulis are
arrived at. Tor instance, at the age of 85,
the mortality tables give the male reaching
this age an average expectation of 3.40
years to live. Compare this with the
actual figures and it is shown to be far be-
low the mark, as the subjoined table will
prove, the actual figures in each of the
large cities being as follows:

This universal lengthening of the expec-
tation of life so soon as advanced age is
reached is very suggestive. In every.case
the census figures give a far higher expec-
tation than the mortality tables allow; but
we are afraid that in this case the figures
are hardly correct, and that the tendency
of old persons to exaggerate their aze has
impaired the accuracy of .the returns, If
they can bo relied upon, they would afford
conclusive proof of an.increasing tendency
to longevity, but we fear from the cause
indicaled that the figures are not reliable,
and that were it possible to put them to
the test we should find as in the first case
that they would fall rather under than
over the accepted tables of mortality.

THE OPIUM MARKET.

Since the opening of the year a steady
improvement has been noticeable in most
of the leading staple lines of consumption.
In these columns we have chronicled the
improved outlook for sugar, for domestic
cottons, for coflee, for lead, for pickles,
canned poods and other less important
articles of daily use, and now we have to
add to that list opium, one of the most
largely consumed of our medicinal staples,
which. has advanced quietly step by atep
during the last six months, and appears to
gather additional strength with every in-
crease in price,

"The advance is based upon that ordin-
arily surest of all foundations, an actual
shortage of crop and a steady increase in
demand. But it must be remembered
that the great bulk of the opium taken by
this continent comes from Turkey, the

poppy being grown principally in Asia
Minor and shipped to this continent from
Smyrna via London. Now, as we have
pointed out in the case of Turkish prunes,
it scems impossible to guage accuralely
the amount of stock held by small Turkish
farmers, and the figures given by the
Smyrniole middlemen are proverbially un-
reliable, so that, while the situation at
present indicates great strength, a further
increase in the price of opium might very
possibly, as in the case of the prune corner,
result in the sudden discovery%f hidden
reserves in the hands of the smaller farm-
ers that would be rushed into the market
to take advantage of the rise. T
Since early in the year there have been
very discouraging reports about the serious
damage done to the poppies, first Ly frost
and secondly by prolonged drought ex-
tending over a large proportion of the crop
distriet; but it must be remembered that

the crop is only now being harvested, that

it will not begin to make its appearance in
the bazaars at Smyrna until the beginning
of next month, and therefore that these
estimates, made usually by the Greek and
Armenian middlemen who are interested
in advancing prices, are very likely {o be
colored somewhat. An average crop is
usually from 750,000 to 900,000 pounds, but
this year the highest reports only point to
a yield of 375,000 pounds, while some esti-
mates, probably extreme, place the total
to be expected from the new crop at only
275,000 pounds.

If these figures prove correct or indeed,

anywhere near the mark, it will be seen
that there are just grounds for an advance,
particularly when we remember that the
prices ruling last spring were the lowest
for four years past, and below the usual
average. But although the advance set in
early last spring in the Smyrniote market,
it was responded {o very slowly in the
home trade, owing to the natural in-
credulity ‘as to the genuine nature of the
statistics,. Owing to causes which we have
already given in full in reviewing the situ-
ation of Turkish prunes, it i3 extremely
diflicult to estimate the amount of stock
held by the small producer. In his con~
stant struggle to conceal a portion of his
crop from the tax gatherer and the usurer,
he becomes imbued with a secretivenags
and cunning that render any attempt io
form a just idea of his crop entirely fntile,
and which consequently imparts an element
of uncertainty to any statistics that always
militates against any suslained advance
based upon a possible shortage. But in
the present case the slow but continuous
rise in values both in New York and iz
this city seems lo show that the trado are
becoming satisfied that a considerable
shortage does exist, and that much higher
prices may be expected to rule in the nuur
future. )

MERCANTILYE INTERESTS AND IN-
SURANCE.
(IL.)

Since the commencement of this article
in our last issue, lhe occurrence of a con-
flagration in this city in which $600,000
worth of property was swept away in a fow
hours snd in which at least one human-
being lost his life, imparts a new and
terrible emphasis to our arguments. In
this case the insurance amounted to
$420,000 spread over 27 companies doing
business in Canada and some forty Ameri-
can companies, and yet, when all the
insurance is paid in full, it is seen that
there will be an actual loss to the share-
biolders of the refinery of $180,000 over and
above the insurance safeguard.

This fuct forms an excellent text from
which can bo pointed out the evils of
under-insurance. Both mercantile inter-
ests and those of the insurance companies
are decidedly in the direction of full insur-
ance and full indemnity, so far as they can
be saflely granted. It is in comparatively
few cases, outside of conflagrations, that the
property is totally destroyed, although the
danger of total destruction is always
imminent, consequently the more fully the
property is insured the larger is the pre-
mium income of the company in propor-
tion to the amount of loss, and as all
commercial laws are_retroactive, ‘the less
would be the rate of premium required
were every property fully insured.

It may perhaps be suggested that the
conscinusness of danger consequent upon
the fact that the proportion of the insur-
ance is smaller than the value at risk will
naturally induce extra care upon the part
of the owner, and (hat the lessened danger
of loss recompenses {he insurance com-
panies and the co-insurers of the same
class for the lessened proportion of income
to possible loss, but it has been almost the
invariable experience of experls that the
man who is carcless in one matter is care-
less in others, the man who is slingy in
one thing is actuated by the same prin-
ciple in others, and that the man who is
speculative in  insurance matters and
practically bels against the possibility of
loss, may carry those views inlo other
mallers and that, therefore, the irrefrag-
able testimony of facts shows that extra
precaulions {o provent the chance of fire
are not always present where under-insur~
ance exists,

Over-ingurance is a far more serious ovil
than under-insurance because it cannot
exist withoul the knowledge and, we may
therefore presume, the dishonest intention
of the owner. Under-insurance may, and
frequently does, arise from motivey of mis-
taken economy or from the speculative
habit, but its opposite extreme not only
indicates muoral obliquity on the part of
the insured but, in too many cases, is a
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sign of fraudunlent collusion on the part of
the man who should, in his capacity as
agent, prolect the public and the companies
against thig very evil. One of our cleverest
ingurance oxperis has suggested as a
means for the extinction of this abuse,
- that, in cages where the existence of over-
ingurance is established, ‘the company
ghould pay thoe full amount of the claim,
but, that only three-fourths of it should be
paid to the claimant, the remainder heing
puid into the school fund of the diatrict,
and that the company should then have
recourse for damages againgt the agent
who had obinined the over-ingurance
againgt them in collugion with the owner.
‘Were this rule eslablished we should hear
little more of over-ingurance ; but since it
implies the punishment of the innocent
ingurance company by compelling them to
pay @ cluim established lo be fraudulent
ay well as the defeat of the rageal by whose
sehemes it was obtained, it cannot be con-
sidered an. altogether salisfuclory one.
The clanse allowing recourse to the com-
pany against their agent is practically
valueless, as it is hardly likely that & man
of means, subslintial enough to be a
guaraniee o the company, would lend
himself to a frand of this nature upon the
concern hie ig supposed lo represent and
whoso inferests he is morally hound to

protect.

GERMAN CUTLERY,

Thera is probubly no more vexalious
digeovery possiblo for a manufacturer who
hag Lent his inventive genius and business
talent to the work of building himself a
reputntion for high-cinss cullery than {o
find that 80 soon as his painstaking eflorls
have gained him a name and that name
hag become worlh something, the German
ehieap cutlers tako it for nothing and place
hig devico, name and label ou their own
wares, gonerally of miserable qualitye
Waorso than this, not only does the German
ar Rusgian slamp or label his goods with
American or Bnglish names and devicess
but alse ondeavors lo persuade lurge
buyers in all sections of the country {o
havo their namos or the name of tho
fown in which they do business imprinied
on their goods, Tor gxample, to give an
ingtance near home, n line of revolvers,
closely imilnting n well-known make, but
really manufactured in Russin of inferior
materinl, were imprinted with the label of
o Toronfo firm, the fraud being only de-
lected by the word Toronto being orrong-
ously spett Porento by the foreign work-
man.

No less than 300 Euglish and Amgrican
names now appear fraudulently on German
goods and, a8 n matler ol course the
foreign manufacturer who has already

killed hisown reputation by the inferiority
of his wares is now busy destroying that
of the Engligh or American manufacturer
whose name and label he has siolen as it
is still worth something. Another point is
that the importer only pays duty upon
these home trade marked goods as cheap
German cutlery, while, since only the best
makes are imitated, he can sell them to
his customerg as of the best makey. In
fact it seoms as if after the trade had by
hard work and considerable outlny made a
commercial reputation for their country
and were beginning to reap some advan-
tage from itg acquisition, the Germans,
who had disgusted purchasers with their
wares under their, own names, coolly take
home patterns, reproduce them, and sell
them, owing o their inferiority in material
and workmanship, at less prices than they
can be genuinely made for on this side of
the Atlantic.

This is an evil that English catlers have
long groaned under and not without
reagon, and their grounds for complaint
are far grealer than those of their Ameri-
can rivals since the cheap German imi-
tation, under the free trade policy of Great
Britain, contributes not one penny in relief
of imperial taxation while it cuts the
bread out of the mouth of the British tax-
payor whose wares it imitates. On the
other hand the German knife that enters
the United States or Canada is compelled
to contribute at least ils quota to the
national coffers and thus cannot destroy
the reputation of our manufacturers with~
out some slight return. There would scem
to be only one alternative adequate to
meel this growing abuse and that is either
lo raise the protective tarifl' to such a
height that the wretched German copy
will cost its purchaser as much as the
genuing article, or to discriminale especi-
nlly against these foreign goods. Then
and then only will the consummer turn
towards the genuine make. So soon as he
finds that his profit is not increased by
purchasing the cheap German cutlery he
will naturally endeavor o secure the best
possible make for his money, and when
once the test of quality, instead of that of
price, is applied to the goods it will not
long remain doubtful as to which wiil be
preferred,

NEW STYLES.

One of the most unusual fentures of the
recent changes in fashion is the fact that
all the latest innovations arein direction of
more rational styles. The ofien ridiculous
novelties which usually mark fashionable
costumes are absent this season, and in all
branches of clothing we mark a return o
common-sense, useful, wearing apparel,
and the abandonment of the extreme
fashions which have bhitherto prevailed,

That the change will be anything more
than g temporary one cannot be expected,
but at the present, until the next craze
strikes us, the tendency is decidedly to-
wards comfortable, useful makes. '

The protruding tournure is almost a thing
of the past, only clung to by afew extrem-
jsts. The modest cushion which now
marks the bend of the waist is a very
different thing from the exaggerated tour-
nure which prevailed Iast year. The high-
heeled, tooth-pick pointed boot or shoe is
no longer sought for, and young ladies
now wear a comfortable round-toed boot
with low square beels that would do credit
to a professor of hygiene. The tall, incon-
venient hat is now going thé same way,
and is being laid aside for the neat little
capote, which, poised gracefully on the
head, forms the most becoming frame for
a pretty face. In fact, modern fashion is
ag sensible and logical as if formulated by
the Health Society instead of “Parisian
dressimakers, and offers no loophole for the
sneers of hygienists, o

In only one point is modern fashion
open to cavil, and as that has no eflect on
either the health or the comfort of the
wearer, it may safely be disregarded. The
sole eccentricity this summer is the wear-
ing of large plaid patterns in plain or
mixed colors in what are known as Ma-
dras styles. In neafral tints or mixed
stripes of brown, blue and russet, they
make up nicely with a bodice in the jacket
style, tight fitting and buttoned down the
front with a round basque, or, if preferred,
prolonged into a sort of polonaise with a
shoulder piece coming down to a point lo
the waist in front with the fulness of the
polonaige gathered to it. Itis only when
the labric is of bright, gay colors, with the
plaid clearly defined, that they become
startling, and even then, if properly toned
down with plain material, they form really
elegant costumes, i

A very tasteful model in this stylé is of
Madras vigogne combined with plain vi-
gogne, The skirt is draped over an under-
skirt of the same length and forms on the
left side a plaited robing with a treble round
plait. In front there is & small tablier of
the plain material draped at the back in a
pufl, The bodice is plain, in the jacket
style, and opens with two revers over a
chemisetie of plaited surah of the same
color as the plain vigogne. Tn the opening
‘of the basque above the hip is a series of
loops of faille ribbon, and a similar Low to
match ornaments each of the. sleeves,
“With this costume a small eapote of maize;
colored tulle on wireis intended to be worn,
a narrow edging of black lace being insert-
ed between each gathering of the tulle,
and the capote finished with & wreath of
cowslips from which spring an aigrette of
purple irises. Capotes of this style are
very fashionable. They have no strings,
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are fur younger looking, prettier and more
comfortable than any hat could be. They
are of light-colored tulle or crépe, partly
covered with light edgings of black silk
lace and have an aigrette of flowers or a
cluster of ribboh loops standing up in
front.

THE ENCYCLOP/EDIA BRITANNICA.

We take up again at random one of the
volumes of the new edition of the ¥En-
cycloymdia Britannica (Chas. Scribners’
Sons, New York; A. & C. Black, Edin-
hurgh) and find ourselves face to face with
vol. VIIL, which comprises subjects from
Ele. to Fak,, in number 401. The articles
with a commercial bearing are not £o
numerous as in vol. X., recently reviewed.
But they include Exchange, Electricity
and perhaps Engraving (the art in which
the world has made the greatest progress),
and, with g meaning more forced, Equity
and Evolution. " The moral laws which
bind humanity as a whole are treated
under Ethics; and the laws that men
create for men are discussed in some of
their most important features by Equity,
vidence and other legal articles. "The
treatises on Evolution in Biology by Hux-
ley, and Evolution in Thilosophy by James
Sully have the advantage of being written
by masters of their subject, recognized
leaders in modern scientific thought, and
they naturally embody a vast amount of

- knowledge upon a theme whose importance

has so greatly increased within the last
twenty or thirty years. Prof. Huxley
deals with the great doctrine with a clear-
ness of style and a comprehensive grasp of
the subject which enables him to crush
into some ten or a dozen columns g lucid
exposition, which would almost seem cal-
culated, so exhanslive are itg contents and
so concentrated the power of itg author, to
place the merest tyro in philosophy - upon
a level with the grealest feachers as
regards this vast scientific problem of
existence. Mr. Sully deals with his divi-
sion of the subject at greater length but
not the less exhaustively. With him pro-
gress and ovolution are almost identical.
1t is a curious example of the imperfection
of language that the term “evolution” in
modern science ig used, like that of “pos-
simism,” to convey an idea different to
that warranied by the etymological mean-
ing of the word.

The various forms of engraving are
freated by Mr, P. G. Hamerton with a
knowledge of the subject so great as so be
slmost an injury o his essay. A complete
anthority on -all the. artistic and technical
features of his theme, he lacks herein, so
to spenk, what no artist should lack, a
kiowledge of perspective, dealing with it
ag though le were delivering o lecture to
an andience of arlists, An instructive

article in a work of general-reference must
be very explicit and studiously simple ;
while containing ag much information as
possible, it should not assume any existing
knowledge on the part of its readers, The
writer of such an article must not be
above primer-work, after the manner of
the * Science Primer Series” for example,
and should avoid making his subject too
much the medium of personal opinion.
That portion of the History of England
allotted to Mr. E. A. Freeman is treated
with his well-known ability as a historical
writer. TFrom the necessary limitation of
such a contribution, he has had 1o present
the whole range of British history from
the earliest period down to the Armada,
in & nuishell as it were, but then it is like
that famous nutshell which contained the
whole of the Iliad. That portion of the
task assigned to My, Raunson Gardiner,
bringing the history down to the present
day, is good in itself but not quite so satis-
factory in those years especially relating
to our-own time, Thus the omission of
any mention of the Bank Charter Act, in
8ir Robert Peel's administration of 1844, is
a serious defect when the great influence
of that measure upon the financial sys-
tems of the counfry be considered, as well
a3 the almost interminable controversy
which its principles provoked. Such am
omission can scarcely be excused by the
reference to it in the article on “Banking”
in a previoug volume of the Encyclopedia.
But we find so much ourselves to notice in
this great work that we must postpone
reference to the remaining subjects for
another number.

THE MeDOUGALL, LOGIE FAILURE,

Punrio interest in the insolvent firm of
Macdougall, Logie & Co. has been revived by
a contestation of their assignment filed by the
representative of Alex. Terguson & Co., of
Glasgow, formerly parlners and now large
creditors of the firm. The contestation sets
forth, among other things, that the firm have
omitted to mention the personal property of
both insolvents, of large value, and also a
registered trade mark, commonly known as
the “Elephant,” also of comnsiderable value.
It goes on to claim that- within the last

twelve months they bave secreted a Jarge-

portion of their properly to the amount of
several thousand dollars with intent to de-
fraud their creditors; that, with the same in-
tent, the insolvents received from James Rob-
ertson two checks of $2,000 cach, and that
one of these checks was secreted, and no entry
of the same made in the cash bool ; that the
insolvents have scereled a large portion of
notes and bills of exchange for large amounts,
discounted with the Bank of Montreul and
other banks; that on the eve of the abandon.
ment, Mr. Robert Logie took several promiss-,
ory uotcg the properly of the firm, to an

amount of several thousand dollars,and has
cither secreted them or the proceeds, among
these being a note of W. I, Elliott & Co,, for
about $2,300; that' the insolvents have
fiandulently made misvepresentation in their
statement respecting the number of their
creditors and the amount of their claims, and,
nmong others,respectitig -MeDougall, Haswell
& Co, Duncan L. McDougall, J, 8. Noad, A,
W. Atcheson, Jas, Rowe, W. E, Elliott & Co,;
C. J. Fraser, W. I, Franklin, Harris Harmen &
Co,, John Price and Wm. Doushue, who are
cither not creditors at all, or not creditors for
the amounts stated.

The hearing commenced yesterday before
Mr, Justice Tait. Mr. Logie, the only mem-
ber of the firm present, was allowed to file the
names of two small creditors he had uninien-
tionally omitted in bis abandonment, and he
then declared that he was not in a position to
vouch for the correclness of the abandonment
as it had been prepared by the trustees of the
creditors. He stated that ho was unable to
sny what were the firm’s book debts. He ac.
kinowledged that he had dabbled in the shares
of the Blectro Mechanical Clock Company,
but he could not say how much. He
would fyle o statement of the {irm's bills
receivable up to date. Ho would also fyle
another statement in connection with his
interest in the Oyclone Pulverizing Com-
pany. His firm owned « third interest in the
Asbestos company, and the amount paid by
them for this interest did not appear i the
books. Tt had been acquired recently. Ile
had private memoranda which he would pro-
duce in court, and which would give inform-
ation in this connection. He would fyle an-
other statement of the real estate of the firm,
its value, and the moneys paid thercon. Mr.
Logie admitted $48,000 of losses by specula-
tion in wheat in Chicago. When the court
rose his examination was not concluded and
we therefore reserve all comment until our
next issue.

T'uy auction sale of prunes recently held in
New York is thus reported by the N. Y.
Bulletin : ‘The Turkish goods realized figures
anticipated by the dealers, but the Bohemia
brought prices that were indeed a surprise to
those who had investignted the quality as a
considerable portion was looked upon as
really unfit to handle, It is generally under-
stood in the trade that the owner had repre-
sentatives al the sale for the purpose of
bidding in a considerable portion and to assisi
in sustaining prices. Canada was quite o
tibernl buyer, it being cstimated that about
one-fifth was taken for shipment thither,
Reports in many of the morning papers
regarding this auction were really entertaine
ing. With hardly an exception they reported-
the selling out of the syndicale's stock of prunes
nnd the cloging up of the tbig deal” 'The
syndicate's stock exists to-day the same as for
months past, with the exception of 913 casks,-
Bosnin, which, fearful of weather conditions
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hiwve been put forth for the purpose of getting
them into consmmnptive channels, The stock
of Turkish pruncs remnining in the hands of
e ex-members of the syndicate approsches
14,000 ensks,  The greater porlion of 1his
consisls of Servin, though there are Bosnin
gouds included in the holdings.  Cunning-
ham’s stock, of course, will be tied up in his
suspension, itk the other 4 icmling light" in
the disnstrons ¢ corner” will endenvor to
rvetire as gracefully as possible, and will no
doubt continne to patronize the auction room
a8 bhe ensivst way of pelting vid of o bud
investment.

Tie Supreme conrt of the United States has
recentiy rendered novery jfmportant decision
bearing on the duly-value of imported goods.
1408 to the effeet that section 2,830 of the
revised slatutes, providing for {he forfeiture
of merchudise nob invoiced aceording to the
nclunl cust thereof at the place of exportation
with design o evade pryment of duty, applies
only to purchused goods and not to gouds
consigned by foreign manufacturers to their
agents in the United States, and that where
imported goods are the properly of the manu-
facturer the juvoice need only stle the fair
markot value of the goods ab the place of
manufaclure,  In view of this decision the
acting seeretary of the trensury has drawn the
uttention of cotiectors Lo the fact that section
12 of the net of June, 1874, is still {5 force
and applicable to all fmporlations of mer-
chandise whether  purchased  or  consigned,
when it appears that the Government has
been defenuded of dutics by means of under-
viluation,  ‘The view of (he acting-seeretury
which places all merchandise on the same
fooling is commended by the Oil and Druy
Reporter which stales that while the duly on
purchnsed merchandise is determined by the
netunl cost, the duty on goods sent to agents
for snle on commission is fixed by a fuir
markel vulue nt the place of exportation.  In
Canadn we believe the actual cost is not re-
cognized an the basis for duty, when believed
to be below the fuir market value in tie place
of exportation,

Pue aditor of the city of Halifax has made
his annunl report to the CGity Conneil from
which we glean that the finances of that city
are in a healthy condition.  The total debt
for city purposes, waler works and school-
houses, on 30th June was $1,791, 145, of which
the city and water delts are about, $800,000
onch and the school debl $190,000,  School
Lloans at taken at 44 per cent interest and the
city consolidited 5 per cent debentures at
from 7§ {0 10 per cent prewmioms,  ‘The
assessment for last yenr was $275,104, in-
dependent of waler rates, and the closeness
of collections may e seen when there is only
n losw of 1 per cent on the assessment of
1885-6.  The estimaded revenue of the water
departmient for 1886-7 was 569,534, and the
water rmfes collected were $68,417.  Valu-

ations for assessments are over $21,000,000
and, though there was a temporary reduction
in personal property, owing to small stocks
of fish, sugar and other commodities being in
slore, real estute had increased $500,000 over
the previous year. The report concludes with
the statement that there are indications that
the area of taxable property will be incrensed
by more than the usual number of new build-
ings. T'he rate per centum of taxation is
ST,

Tur annual report of the Standard Bank of
Cantdn, published at full Iength in another
portion of this issue, shows that the year's
guing huve hardly been up to the expectations
of the munngement. The profils appear to
have been above the average, but an un.
usually heavy amount of losses have been
incurred and consequently after these were
writien off the net profit was reduced to
$110,204, u sufficiently satisfactory figure con-
sidering that it marks an increnee of nearly
6,000 over last year’s enrnings and is equal
to 11 per cent on the puid-up capital. The
addilion to the Rest, $40,000 is only half the
sum added during the preceding year, but it
brings that important snfeguard up to $340,-
000, or 34 per cent of the capital, and testifies
to the moderate but wholesome growth of the
bank's resources, The loans, also, show a
substantinl increase of about half a million
dollars, the cirenlation marks a fair amount
of expansion and the whole financial position
of the bank indieates o sturdy prosperity and
u steady; if only gradual, improvement that
does eredit to the efforts of the management.

A coov evidence of the increasing trade of
the city is to be foundin the fact that although
we have now two great trunk lines to the
west the movement of freight has more than
kept pace with the ndditional accommodation
furnished by the Canadinn Vacific, and the
Grand Trunk finds itself obliged to proceed
with the double-track system o accommodate
the iumense traflic of the line. The intprove-
ments being made in its terminal facilities
und a double track westwards will place the
Grand Trunk on a splendid footing, and iis
service will wot be easy to improve upon.
No one will regret to sce the old line come
squarely to the front.  With reference (o the
Cunadian Pacific the completion of the bridge
and embankment at Lachine within o few
weeks will bring a great and important work
to u close, and the next nadertaking of loeal
intercst will be the construction of the road
from Lachine to Windsor street. Both rail-
ways are equully to be congratulnted on the
contemplated erection of handsome depots in
this city.

Tur Canadinn Pacific in its recent tender
for the Faglish mail service on the Pacific,
offered to contract for the ocean service ata
speed of 15 inslead of 11 knots, and to build
its boats under admiralty supervision, so that

they may be readily converted into armed
cruisers, for a subsidy of £100,000 per annum.
In addition to this it also offers to carry the
China and Japan mails for 3,500 miles ncross
Amerfea free of charge ; also to carry troops
and government supplies over the same dis-
tance of land and over the ocean at cost
price, thus making the route an imperial
highway. The subsidy is calculated in the
price per mile, which the British Government
pays the Peninsula and Oriental company for
the carringe of Indian and China mails vias
Suez, and by this estimate tho amount in
subsidy for a fortnightly mail service each
way between Vancouver and Hong Kong
would be £105,000 per annum.

Now Tuat fuller particulars are to hand, it
appears that Mr. Beveridge paid far too much
for the estate of H. R. Beveridge & Co. at the
time of its previous failure, and that this was
one of the predisposing causes of the present
collapse. Between the time of the acceptnuce
of the offer and the handing over of the estate
over $6,000 worth of paper figuring in the
assets beeame worthless, and one series of bad
losses after another swept away nearly $25,-
000, No attetnpt will be mude to get a set-
tlement of the present assigoment, and the
estate will be closed out, but as Mr. Beveridge
is one of the best woollen men in the
Dominijon it will not be long before he again
shows his head above water,

Str, CuseGoNuE, a western suburb of this
city, has, so far, declined to eniertain any
proposition of annexation and thercby pre-
vents St. Henrd, o suburb still further west,
from doing so although the latter is willing,
The large proprietors of Ste. Cunegonde
would no donbt be annexed with pleasure as
they are being grievously overtaxed. Mr. A.
Caniin's property, covering 276,801 fect, was
recently assessed ut $310,000, while property
in the city adjoining, comprising an area of
275,019 feet, is only assessed for $92,000.
Other proprictors complain of equally high
assessments and  will protest against the
valuations made.

T'uk fruit crop in Nova Scotin promises to
be a good one as in Annapolis, Kings and
Uants countics, where the bulk of the apple
crop is grown, the fruit scems to be setting
well, and unless unforseen troubles should
wrise there is almost n certainty of a good
yicld. In some sections the cauker worms
have done mischicf, in others some other
kinds of small depredators have been at work
but on the whole the crop will be over an
average. It is said the exports of apples from
Nova Scotin 1ast yenr reached 200,000 barrels
realizing $600,000, and some sanguine fruit
growers anticipate even a larger export this
year.

Louis Dagrox-Riener, for some years con-
nected, as o writer, with the press, died at his
residence in this city on Sunday last, His
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sons, distinguished civil engineers at Baltimore
and Kunsds City, cnme to perform the last sad
rites,and the funeral on Wednesday was attend-
ed by a few friends and acquaintances of the
deccased gentleman. He is said to have been
at one time sccretary to the Due de Morny,
and afterwards carried on a commission busi-
ness in New York. There never was a sadder
example of Frederick the Greats ¢ sucked
orange” as applied to that monarch's treat-
ment of Voltaire.

TeLEGraMS received by the mercantile
agencies announce the sudden departure of
James E. Parker, boot and shoe dealer of
Woodstock, N. B. 8o fur as can at present be
ascertnined be owes between $8,000 and
$10,000 in this city. Before his leaving he
executed s bill of sale in favor of his two
brothers which was duly registered so that the
creditors may e&pcct only a slender djvidend.

Tue traffic returns of the Grand Trunk
Railway company for the week ending 16th
July, 1887, show an incrense of $31,526 over
the corresponding week in 1886.

Tur enterprising town of St. Hyacinthe,
Que., has suffered the loss of several impor-
fant industrial establisbments by fire. The
loss to one concern alone, a woolen and
carding mill, is estimated at $100,000 with
insurance of $75000. The granite mill and
the Royal eclectric light building were also
burnt. The former was damaged to the
extent of $15,000 and was fully insured while
the latter, which was partially destroyed, re-
presents o loss of $5,000 to $10,000 and was
uninsured. Sherbrooke has also had a visit
from the fire fiend which wiped out a valued
industry, Such visitntions emphasize the

advantages of compleie insurance agninst
fire.

It is remarked that everything favors the
expectation of higher prices for wheat, except
the one imporlant fact that it has never yet
paid to bull wheat on the eve of a new crop,
unless {he prospect for that was & very poor
one. The present outlook is fora crop a little
under the average, reckoning by breadth sown,
But a better harvest in Burope would dimin-
ish (the forcign demand for Canadian and
American wheat, and mnke a smaller harvest
equal to all requirements. The most invet-
crate benrs, however, seem disposed to allow
that if two-thirds of the crop surplus were re-
moved eastward of Chicago there would then
be room for n bull movement.

Tue manager of the Canada Atlantic Rail-
way at Ottawa states that since the beginning
of the grain ¢hipping season that rond has
taken over 2,000,000 bushels of Western grain
to Boston. About 2,000 cars are engnged in
the traffic, and another thoufind has been
ordered. The route of the grain is by lake
boals from Chicago to Owen Sound, thence
by Canadian Pacific to Ottaws, and from

there to Boston or other New England ports
by the Cannda Atlantic.

A starrMeNT of all the libraries in Canada
containing over 1,000 volumes has recently
been prepared for a New York publication.
It appears that Toronto possesses the third
largest colleetion of books in Canads, nnmely,

46,000 volumes. The libvary of the Dominion
Parlinment is the largest with 120,000 vol-
umes, the second being tnat of Laval Univer-
sity at Quebec with 100,000. It is also shown
that there are more libraries in Ontario than
in all the other provinces combined.

CaxaDpIAN woollen and cloth manufacturers
have recently been taking orders in this ity
for winter goods, and long terms for pnyment
have again been the order of the day, notes
having been dated four months from the 1st

September and four months from the 1st
March. As the last effort to reduce long
credits only gave rise to two meetings, one of
which was an attempt at organization while
the other resulted in disorganization and dis-
cord ; nothing better was to be expected.

" 'me government inspectors in the various
cities have been obtaining samples of milk to
send to Ottawa for analysis. The object is to
fix & standard for the milk of each locality,
so that persons selling milk below that
standard may be fined. Samples have so far
been examined from almost every herd of
cattle in the vicinity of Toronto, Montreal,
Ottawa, Quebec, Halifax and St. John and
standards fixed.

Tee local government has received from

the Ontario government the sum of $100,000,

on account of the sum owed to this province
on the Common school fund division. The

balance will Le submitted to arbitration. The
Guzetle contends that this money should not
be considered as revenue, but being a repay-
ment of capital previously invested should be
devoted towards the reduction of the public
debt.

Tre schooner ¢ Viva,” 92 tons, Capt. Baker,
cleared at Halifax for Victoria, B C., on Satur-
dny last, with an assorted cargo of casks and
cages of whiskey, conl, Jumber, plaster, nails,
rope, fmint, preserved milk, ete. The voyage
is expected to occupy about five months, and
the captain having the choice of routes took
the shortest via Cape Horn, which will be
only 20,000 miles, This is what our Ameri-
can cousins would call a consting voyage.

RecexT advices from England stale that old
and poor stocks of lobstérs have injured the
prospects of this year's packing. Only 126 6d
per box in some cases is offered. New lobsters

are 188 to 195 per cage. The lobster packing,
says one authority, “ought to be stopped for
three years to bring back our valuable trade,
ag this would enable all the old packing to bw
cleaned out.”

;l‘mc Bank of Montreal purpose obening
their branch at Vancouver, B.C,, on or about
the 18t August. Mr. Campbell Sweeney, late

manager of the Halifux branch, takes charge
of the new office, with Mr. G. D. Bremner,
accountant, at the Almonte branch, as ac-
countant,

Tur deposite in the Dominion Government
savings bank at Winnipeg, for the year ended
June 30th last \\'er05§469,517. The with-
drawals for the same time were $408,072,
leaving a balance of $61,444 excess of de-
posits, The balance to the credit of deposit-
ors on the 1st of July, 1887, amounts to
$989,196, or $97,464 greater than at the same
dante one year ago.

A NEw company is reported to be looking
after the subsidy paid by the Dominion
Government for keeping up steam communi-
cation between Victoria and San Francisco,
The amount now reaches $17,000 per annum,
and the continuance of this communication is
grouped with the conditions under which
that province entered the union.

Tne American schoonér, Challenge, and the
Canadinn  steamer, Annie Jeck, have Dbeen
seized by a U. 8. revenue cutler for gealing in
the North Pacific within the limits preseribed
by the United States and the vessels and
crews senb to Sitka for trial. A protest is to
be lodged with the British Government with
regard to the last named vessel, )

[r is reported from London that Sir Steven-
son Blackwood, permanent secretary of the
Post-office Department, will sail on August
30th for a tour through Canada, which will
extend to the Pacific const. The visit, though
unofficial, will have an important bearing on
the question of granting a subsidy for the
Pacific mail service.

'RAILWAY.

MOUNT STEPHEN, AT THE Sumar Ol"_:THH ROCKIES.

A year ago, under the title of the « Colossus
of the North,” attention v;.vhs' called in these
vages to & mew and wonderful railway. just
then completed across Bril:.ish_Norl;h America.
Although the last rail had then been laid in

this new line, finishing touches remained to
be given, and some months elupsed befive it
was permanently opened for through fraffic.
Since that time thousands of people have
travelled that way, and have returned fuli of

astonishment, not éx)]y at the incomparable
grandeur of the scenery along the line, but at
the magnitude of tlic work accomplished by
the company in so short a time. ’
The enterprise, courage, and intelligence
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which have curried to successful achievement
what seemed when projected an impracticable

_if not impossible task have commanded the

admiration of cvery one.

The main ling of the railway now reaches
from the tide-water of the Atlantic at Quebec
to Vancouver on the Pacifie, o dislance of
3,060 miles, making it the longest continuous
line of rails on the globe; and it is now push-
ing ensbward toward Halifax, as if ambitious
to hecome unapproachable in length,

"1'he railway has heen built not only to meet
every demand of o large Leaflie, hut to perform
the funclions of nn imperiat highway between
Bnglund and Ghina and the East. Both its
slrncturs nnd its equipment are therefore far
superior (o those of ordinnry American rail-
ways, aned all experience has heen aken ad-
vaniage of 1o make travel npon it safe and
comfortable in the highest degree.

I'rom Furops the eastern termini of the
Cinadinn Pacific may be renched by the St
Lawrence slenmships, which run directly to
Onebee and Montreal; passengurs landing at
Halifux may go up by rail Lo Quebee in a day
and a night, and those landing at New York
or Boston will find themselves within Lwelve
hours of Montreal,  Frowm the Fastern United
Slates Montreal or Toronlo may be reached
by muny roules, while from Chiengo, the Mis-
wissippi Vadley, or the Galf States the voule by
the way of 5. Paul to Winnipeg is a short and
pleasnni one.  Bul, going or returning, the
trip avonnd  Layke Superior should not be
misged.

The old and interesting cilies of Quebec
aundd Montreal are too well known to require
any deseription,  Monlreal for conveniénee
maiy ho regnrded a8 Lhe initinl point of a trans-
contineninl journey by lhe Canadian acific
Railway.  From there for a thousand miles
wesbward there is a choice of two routes : one
goes through the fwrms and orchards of On-
tario, by the way ol ‘I'oronto, to Owen Sound
on the Qeorgian Bay, and thetice by the mag-
nificent Clyde-built, sleamships of the com-
puny through Luke Huvon up the charming
straits of Sanlt Ste. Marie and across Lake
Superior to Porl Arthur, where the western
division of the rilway begins.

"I'he other route runs by the way of Oltawa,
thie benutiful eapital of the Dominion, and up
the Oltawa River to Lake Nipissing, and
thence through o wild and picturesque region
nbounding in forests, Inkes, and rocks to Liake
Superior and around that great (resh-water
sen, entting and tunneling through its ¢lills to
Port Arthur and Fort. Willinm.

The Lmke Superior section embreces lhe
heaviest and most expensive milway work
ever atlempted on the Ameriean continent.
Single miles of this part of the line cost three
quarters of n million doliars, and the rugged-
ness of the scenery surpasses deseriplion.

From Lake Superior to Red River the rail.
wiy crosses thy wildest imaginnble country,
with rushing rivers, innumemble entarncts,
bald mountain vidges, and deep, elear, rock-

bound lukes~ chief among them the great
Lake of the Woods., The Red River iscrossed
at Winunipeg, o magic city of o few years’
growth, only a little while back a trading-
post of the Hudgon’s Bay Company, but now a
handsomely built city of thirty-five thousand
inhabitants, ‘This {8 the focul point of the
Canadinn North-west, a fertile region extend-
ing from the Red River for o thousand miles
west and filteen hundred miles north-west, to
the mountaing of British Columbin,—a region
already producing grain and catile to an cnor-
mous extent, and having possibilitics beyond
the grasp of the nost sanguine mind. Interest
must give place fo amazement on sceing the
change that hag been wrought in five short
years. 'The massive grain elevators and flour-
ing milly, the well-tilled farms and the num-
berless herds of cattle, would elsewhere indi-
cate o growth of decades.  The many railway
lines radiating from Winnipeg, and the Lwenty
miles of well-filled sidings at that point, give
evidence of the immensity of the traflic of the
country beyond. Yet the real sctilement of
this country is emlraced within a number of
years that may be more than counled on one's
fingers. Westward from Winnipeg for four
hundred miles the country is well settled, the
swelling prairie is covered with fields of grain,
and farm-houses dot the landscape as far as
the eye can reach.  Nor is this praivie the flat,
uninteresting plain that appears in the imagi-
nation of many. It is diversified with trces
along all the water-courscs, and is ever chang-
ing in color and form.

Beyond Mooscjaw, four hundred miles from
Winnipeg, the settlements become sparse and
scattered, and for two hundred and fifty miles,
to the Snskatchewan River, the prairie re-
mains almost in its original slate, yeb is
covered everywhere with greensward, and is
diversified with Inkes and clear streams, the
resort of water-fowl and other feathered game
in astonishing quantitics, and the haunt of
antelope, which cvery little while may be
seen bounding nway, startled by the train,

At the Saskalchewan, coal mines begin to
appear, und beyond comes a ranch-country,
with its countless herds of cattle. A hundred
miles further, before one can become weary of
the plnins, a new object grects the eyes and
holds them,—the far white peaks of the Rock-
ies, curving in n vast semicircle around the
western horizon; and Calgavy, the head-
quarters of the ranching industrics, whose
cattle and sheep are pastured for hundreds of
square miles along the foot-hills, stands right
at tho bnse of the great front range, which
towers behind itin an apparently impregnable
wall of blue and white.

Aud now beging s secries of visions and

experiences  beside which all seen before-

dwindles into insignificance.  Five ranges of
prodigious mountains are to be crossed before
the Pacific const i3 renched, and grandeur and
beatty now crowd upon the rttention without
censing, as the train speeds through gorge and
over mountain, giving heve a vast outlook, and

there an interior glimpse, then exchanging it
for n new one with the suddenness of a kalei-
doscope. Here gush the head-waters of streams
that tun for a thousand miles cast and west.
Your track is Iaid through gigantic galeways
and along abysmal pathways hewn by these
powerful rivers, and you behold the very
source of their currents insome crystal lake or
in some vast body of ice borne upon the shoul-
ders of the mountains, Sometimes the ira-
veller is in the bottom of green gorges beside
4 bounding stream, and straing his eyes to
toppling crags that swim among the highest
clouds. Again with audacily of engincering
the railway surmounts & portion of this alti-
tude, and one can gaze down where tall forest
trees appear as small as match-sticks,

Upward, secmingly close at hand, are the
naked ledges lifted above the Inst fringe of
vegetation, wide spaces of never-wasting snow,
and the wrinkled backs of glaciers whence
cadaracts come leaping into the concealment
of the forest. Here one can look out upon a
wilderness of icy peaks and needles of black
rock, there cautiously descend into the depths
of a profound gorge and find himself cn-
shrouded in o forest beside which the Lastern
woods are us underbrish, The massiveness
and breadth of some mountains will astonish;
splintered and fantastic forms like that of
“ Castle Mounlain” will excite curiosity;
while now and then & single stupendous penk,
like Mount Stephen or Sir Donald, will print .
itself wpon the memory, In some places,
wheré the railway reaches the highest levels,
the line is carried almost under the shadow of
great fields of perpetual ice, glaciers beside
which those of Switzerland would be insiguni-
ficant, and so near them that the shining
green fissures penctialing their mass can be
distinctly scen

When finally the Rockies, the Seikirks, and
the Gold Rango are all crossed, and the prelty
Iakes of Biitish Columbia have been left be-
hind, the comes the amazing scenery of the
Frager, where a river as large as the Ohio
rushes in a mighty torrent between towering
cliffs, and the railway follows all its windings,
New mouniains cxhibit themselves, where,
above the river-crags, the eyes catches glimpses
of the Okinagan range or the snow penks of
the Cascades ; and it is only after these coast-
guarding heights have been traversed that the
Pacific Shore is reached.

T'o attempt to take all this in one continu.
ous journey is too much for cither enjoyment
or profit, and the tourist ought certainly to
stop off at one or more of the places provided
by the company. )

One of the mostattenctive of these stopping
places is at the alrendy famous medicinal Hot
Springs at Danfl, in the Canadinn National
Park, not far east of the summit of the Rocky
Mountains. This park is a tract of many
squarc miles, embracing cvery variety of
seenery, charming and wonderful, which the
Government hai already mnde accessible by
many carringe-ronds and bridle-paths, In the
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rivers and lakes trout are plentiful and of a
size unheard of elsewhere, and in the hills and
forests ronm deer, mountain sheep and gonts,
There are hotels there at present, Lut the
railway company is building a very large and
elegant one, which will be ready by the com-
ing midsummer. Another hotel has been
provided by the company just beyond the
