13ONUSES TO MANUFACTURERS.

iThe fact that Mr. John Cowan, mayor of
Oshawa, and president of the Western
Bank, whose head oflices are in that town,
has preferred to resign the oflice to which
the suffrages of his fellow citizens bad
called lin rather than bc a party to the
granting of what lie justly stigmatises as
an excessive bonus to a manufacturer who
proposes to locate himself in that town,
bas reoponed the question of the advisa-
bility of granting such subsidies, and bas
added new strength to the arguments of
those w-ho do not believe that any ultimate
advantage really accrues to the town fron
these bounty-fed uanufacLurers.

'The terms of the bonus objected to are
as follows:-The manufacturer is to re-
ceive fron the town a loan of $15,000 for
ton years without interest; further, he is
to receive annually the sui of $500 in
cash to cover cost of cartage until such
Lime as a switch to bis factory is con-
structed, and also to be exempt from taxa-
tion for ten years. Taking the interest on
the loan at five per cent., and adding $500
for cartago and $225 for the value of taxa-
tion remitted, we ind that the bonds
amounts to $1,475 per year or $14,750 in
ten years. If ait the end of this time tlie
loa4n is not repaid but converted .4g a
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bonus, as Mr. Cowan deems probable, the
total amount loest to the city of Oshawa
may be placei at $29,750, a sui which
probably few of those who voted for the
bohus had any idea they were granting.

In return for these considerations the
manufacturer binds himself to employ a
staff of thirty-five hands for one year and.
seventy-five hands for the remaining nine
years; but a clause in the agreement pro-
vides that la'ving in view strikes, stoppage
by ßre, etc., this period may be reduced to
6å years. Taking these bands at nine dol-
lars per week on an average, an average
far greater than will probably occur when
the fact that the employment of a number
of boys at far less than this wage may be
anticipated, and we findi a total outlay of
$244,530 for wages may be anticipated for
the decade. But a further deduction for
holida3s, slack time, sickness, etc., nust
also be made, so that probably $200,000 ls
an outside estimate. Se that the manu-
facturer will receive $29,750 for spending
$200,000 li the town or $14.87 for every
$100 of wages, a figure that seems abso-
lutely ridiculous when ite high relative
proportion is fully grasped.

There je nio doubt that iew industries
do belp a rising town materially. They
attract outside capital, and by the distri-
bution of large amounts as wages, foster
local trade, increase the consumption of
borne products, add te the population of
the town and increase the assessable value
of property. But there is such a thing as
paying too dear for one's whistle, and
owing to the fierce competition of the
municipalities who bid against one another
for the podsesion of manufactories as if a
new industry were a gold mine, the sys-
tem of bonusing je commencing te be over-
done. When the system first began it
took the mild tern of exemption from
local taxation, then free ground for the
factory became an additional inducement.
Then large sums in cash were added te the
former advantages, and now Oshawa in-
auguratos a new departure by entertaining
the demnand that in addition to all this
the City shall pay the cartage to and fromn
the railway. No Wonder that Mr. Cowanl,
iinself a practical business man, objected
to being considered a party to so one-sided
a transaction. No honiest straightforward
sensible business muan could leid bis sanc-
tien to an arrangement by which virtually
the municipality of which he je the ac-
knowledged head, agreed to refund ncarly
fifteen per cent. of the amount paid in
wages.

The manufacturer soliciting this bonus,
EM . E. K Heaps, represents two already

ineolvent 'concerns, the Hleaps Patent
Mabùufacturing Company, on which lie.
held a chattel mortgage ln his wife's name
w lch they could not pay off, and the

Oeliawa Cabinet Company, which lie re-

cently bought Out. Both of these concerna
have been hitherto unsucceseful, and
tbough of course Mr. Ieaps may prove
more successful alone their previeus record
iE a poor one, and net one to invite confi-
deuce in any way. Besides le is already
handsomely protected by the tariff, and

,considering that, as a practical man, lie
will probably only keep his factory open in
their city se long as lie finds the business
a -paying one, and that the moment it
proves unremunerative no consideration
as to the obligations morally imposed by
the acceptance of the bonus will prevent his
closing it, it would be well if otiers of the
municipal authorities took the same high
ground as ile mayor. If this new enter-
prise goes the same way as the two whose
place it takes, the town will simply saddle
itself with the amount of the bonus for
nothing. The example of Whitby is an
instructive one, and bears out our view of
the case; according te the Mail that town
bas already given somewbere in the neigh-
borhood of S110,000 te secure the perma-
nent establishment of railway shops, and
of an organ factory, eaci establishment te
employ fifty hands; and yet to-day there
le but one man employed in the railway
works, while the sole occupant of the organ
factory is a cow.

THE CHICAGO WHEAT DEAL.

The inside history of the deal in June
wbeat in Chicago which by its utter and
ignominious collapse brought ruin, and in
many cases diPgrace aise te those wbose
margins it swept away, is now coming
slowly te liglt. Ib points ont with lurid
distinctuess the rapid growth of the specu-
lative mania, the feverish desire to amass
riches suddenly, and should sound a note
of warning te those li Canada who bave
sufllered by allowing themselves to be
allured by the glittering bait set before
themn by the bucketshops, and have lest
thcir moñiey, if not that of their creditors,
by staking it on the hazard of the wheat
deal.

The deal or "corner" in question was
not originally intended for June wheat.
It was intended te followv up the already
successful California and Galveston syn-
dicates in May wheat, but when the May
deliveries took place the California syndi-
cate retired froi the deal and, owing te
the manipulation of the money market by
Armour, the .new clique were unable to
obtain the funds they relied upon and
were consequently obliged te drop their
May wheat, which severely bit the follow-
ers of the clique who confidently expected
then te take it on the first of the month,
especially as it was stated that Kersbaw
lad obtained the requisite funds te take
up 7,000,000 out of the 13,900,0QQ delivered
n tifirst of May.

The prosperous time of the clique then
commenced, and, having control of the
Chicago market, their profits becanie very
large and before June they lad their
moncy ready te take up the balance of the
cash lieat in Chicago, and boasted their
ability to put June whieat up to $1, as in
fact they finally did. But se soion as
prices advanced. toíióidre remuneritivo
figure wbeat began te pour into Chicago
until there was no longer elevator room
and outside warelouses had te be declared
regular by the board in order te let in
wheat. This so drew upon the resources
of the clique that their money soDn rai
short and, although they succeeded in
raising funds by a means which wrecled
the unfortunate bank which lent itself te
their manipulation, it was already to late.
Rumors of the financial weaness of tle
deal began te e heard, and the troacher-
ous action of one broker emiployed by the
clique, who lias since been sued by them
for $2,000,000 damages, started the panie
which ruined the Fidelity Bank, twenty
firms on the Chicago Board, ail the clique
brokers but one, and spread dismay amiong
hundreds of speculators ail over this con-
tinent. Montreal lest leavily with the
rest, and it is said that one bucket shop in
this city made over $20,000 in one day
alone from the margins swept away and
that ail the others gained in proportion.
The small wbeat gamblers were all on the
long side and the profits of the bucket
shiopS were exceptionally heavy. These
figures do net cover the losses of the larger
Speculators who dealt througlh regular
brokers and it semns tberefore probable
that the amount of money lost in Montreal
alone will reach Well into the luindreds of
of thousands.

The question now is, who was the gainer
by the collapse of the deal? It was net
the bear speculators for they. lad lest
more in March and April than the clique
lest in June, besides which, most of thein
had covered before or on the break. The
gainers were simply the actual owners of
the cash wheat ail over the country who
got five to ten cents more per busbel
for their wheat than it was worth
after the bubble had burst, and next
te them the foreign buyers who bouglt
the clique's wheat after the smahli at
the same percentage lower than tley
would otberwise have been compelled te
pay until the next European crop. hie
farmer and local dealer and the E uropean
purchaser made aIl the money really made
in the deal, the speculative bears merely
recouped themselves for a :ortion of thieir
previous losses and cannot be considered
gainers in any sense.

The only redeeming feature in these
"bull" cliques are that they advance the
interests of the farmer and small dealer in
wheat, but when we consider the infinity
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of harn they do, the nuiiber of men wio,
once bitten wihli the mania, degencrate
ilito imaere wheat gamblers, tIe betrayal of
trust s they inid i rectly iniduice, and the ele-
ment of tauncertaiiiiy and anxiety whih is
Lthe necessary resit of thelr mnanipulation,
the adivantiage gained is far iore Lhan
coimi pnisaîted by the loss incuirred. flhc
degradation ofr c rcial morality, the
teiniplation te risk other peopl's noney
as Vell as one's onW a in order to Win back
ill previous kisses by one brilliant strokc,
and the fostering of the gambling spirit,
aire all attribuitable to Liis system of
" cortering," and theiefore the fate of
tbose wlo pinned Lheir faith on the June
wheat detal deserves no coiimiiseratioaa in
view of the fact that. Lliey iave sim ply
imt, the reward of the uitnsucc:essftal
grale i >r.

TiiE CATTLlE Ti3A DE DEii SSION.

The Canalian live stock trade las noL
beei at(ogetier free fron periods of disas-
(er siice ita inception, but tie lcading
exporters are uinialinioaus in declarinig that
tley have tin recollectioi of such ai severo
and protracteil lepression as exists ait
present. At the openîing of the preseiat
season tbe returntas were satisfactory and
the prospe s mltost enacoluraging, but the
iheated termi blrougIt a decided thanige for
the worse,. and te losses recently have
benia eioriiots.

Ona somae shipmients thue losses have
exceedd cven freigit and expenss, tie
catte selling for less matoiey lian could
have been obtainied foi tiemn i Cantada.

The oaylaiii tarried -4 cattic and 205 sheep
tO London, tIle Grciian 32 .attle anid 15
sheep Vo Iasgow, and the Dominion 332
eattle and 377 sheep to Bristol. The totlals
woro' 00 catitlie and 727 slieep, ai notable
decrease, the shiplments for the previous
ieik being 2,140 a'aitlLIe tai 2,549 shecep.

The trade up to date this season bas been
large, the export figures showing a total
shipnent of 30,000 cattle, an excess of
3,000 head over the sanie pei iod in 1886.
As eacht successive year lias been an im-
provement over its predecessor, these fig-
tires are the iiglest li the history of the
trade. The exports of sheep iave been
small, t.o competition of foreign mutton,
ntotably NLew Zealand and Australian, cut-
Ling down profits to ruinons figures. To
date onaly 5,000 htave been forwarded, as
aigainst 20,000 last year. it must be re-
tmiembered, in this connection, that an
unustal proportion of sheep lad been for-
w'arded at this period in 1880, more than
any year sinlce 1880.

Freiglhts have gradually declined since
the opening of the season, and a recent
attempt of the regular lines to put them
up, owing to stricter insurance regulations
concerning ontside steamships, was firmly
and successfully resisted. Spring quota-
tions were 0s, 65s and 70s, according to
vessel, but now 35si50s is being asked,
shippers ofi'ering less money. The insur-
ance of stock continues to be carried on by
the five comlipainies which operated lere
last year and at about the same rates.
The steamships of the regular lines have
been divided into three classes, Iselected,"
'flirst-class" and "second-class," and the
insurance is li, 1@1-R and 1î respectively.
Giood outside vessels pay about 2 per cent.
'Tlie rate for sieep is 45 pier cent, as to
steamner.

'lie want of a proper system of union
stock yards is inuch felt, and the growing
trade of the port scems to call for a change
.whici would allow business to be carried
ona iore econoilically, mîtore stuccessfully,
and with miuch less loss of Lime than at
present. The cattle trade is now divided
into two sections, the railway stock yards
being fually five miles apart. The incon-
venience of this is at once apparent.

The trade boh.g fully alive to the ne-
cessity of forwardittg fower cattle during
the iot wcather, losses should soon turn
in to prolits ; but the experience of the past
will, it is hoped, ho lasting.

LOCAL MORTALITY.

'The t welftli volume of the last American
consus (Ltat devoted to mortality and
vital statistics contains some very inter-
esting data for intsurance man. Especially
is iL interesting in giving the average ex.
pectation of life in the largest citios in Vue
Union, and thus proving beyond cavil, the
importance of a thorougi knowledge of
tie local amortality risk as a factor in the
successftl placing of life insurance risks.

For instance. the ordinary mortality
tables, based upion the experience of Lhirty
companuaies, give the average expectation
of life of a h 1ealthity ten'-year-old White male

as 49.99 yearE. But a comparison of the
table given below will show tlia' thias is
far beyond the mark in the mnajority of
cases, and' that the actual practical ex-
pectation of life in the principal cities
varies from 40.09 in New Orleans to 50.61
in Chicago, the latter city, contrary to the
plevailing belief, showing the loigest 'ex-
pectation of life in whole table. The com-
parison ruas as follows :

These figures, whose accuracy it seems im-
possible to doubt, will upset many cher-
isied theories as to the iealth of aespec-
tive cities. We were prepared to accept
the fact thal in New Orleans, fron its
position, the death point would fall far be-
low that atssigned to it by the ordinarily
relied upon tables of mortality, but we
were hardly ready to believe that so high
a figure as 20 per cent. would have to be
deducted from the expectation of life. But
on the other side it is equally extraordin-
ary to find that in Chicago the insurant
would most probably live longer than the
ordinarily received experience would in-
dicate. In Montreal, statistics on which
to base expectation of life are deplorably
deficient, as is usually the case in com-
paratively new fields of insurance. Ontario
in this respect is far ahead of Quebec, but
in both cases we find that the companies
prefer ta base their calculations either
tpon their own experience or upon the
British mortality tables. The following
simple, and in matny cases perfectly ril-
able, formula may be used in the absence
of regularly drawn up tables. If the limit
of life bc placed at 80 years and the
presenrt age of the applicant deducted from
iL, two-thirids of the remnainder added to
the age will give the duration of life. The
formula may be expressed as

2 (L - Ay
plus A E

3

and is very frequently made use of by
agents. According to this method the
expectation would be 46.67.

The actual expectation of life, as
compiled froma the death rate in Great
Britain, shows Ltat a male child of
ten years old might expect 47.60 years
of life, a much more conservative esti-
mata than thie Anerican table, but we
find onte large company doing business
in this city, whose tables, based upqn
it own experience, allow 48.7 years as tte
average expectation of lifo ut tliat period,
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It is evident from the figures we have
given that the actual figures in most of the
other large cities of this continent, show
that he will not live to pay premiums to
the date calculated in the American table,
and consequently some revision of rates
would seeni to be called for.

Examining the other end of the table
and taking the expectation of life of aged
people, sone equally curions results are
arrived ut. For instance, at the age of 85,
the mortality tables give the male reaching
this age an average expectation of 3.40
years to live. Compare this with the
actual figures and it is sbown to be far be-
low the mark, as the subjoined table will
prove, the actual figures in each of the
large cities being as follows:

This universal lengthening of the expec-
tation of life so soon as advanced age is
reaclhed is very suggestive. In every.case
the census figures give a far higher expec-
tation than the mortality tables allow; but
we are afraid tlat in this case the figures
are hardly correct, and that the tendency
of old persons to exaggerate their age lias
impaired the accuracy of the returns. If
they can be relied upon. they would afford
conclusive proof of anJncreasing tendency
to longevity, but we fear fron the cause
indicated that the figures are not reliable,
and that were it possible to put them to
the test we should find as in the firat case
that they would fall rather under than
over the accepted tables of mortality.

THE OPIUM -MARKET.

Since the opening of the year a steady
improvement bas been noticeable in most
of the leading staple lnes of consumption.
In these columns we have chronicled tie
improved outlook for sugar, for domestic
cottons, for coffee, for lead, for pickles,
cannied goods and other less important
articles of daily use, and iow we have to
add to that list opium, one of the most
largely consumed of our mediciial staples,
whiclh. as advanced quietly step by stop
during the last six months, and appears to
gather additional strength with every in-
crease in price.

The advance is based upon that ordin-
arily surest of all foundations, an actual
shortage of crop and a steady increase in
demand. But it must be remembered
that the great bulk of the opium taken by
this continent comes froma Turkey, the

poppy being grown principally in Asia
Minor and shipped to this continent from
Smyrna via London. Now, as we have
pointed out in the case of Turkish prunes,
it seems impossible to guage accurately'
the amount of stock held by small Turkish
farmers, and the figures given by the
Smyrniote middlenien are proverbially un-
reliable, so that, while the situation at
present indicates great strength, a further
increase in the price of opium might very
possibly, as lu the case of the prune corner,
result in the sudden discoverylof hidden
reserves in the hands of the snaller farni-
ers that vould be rushed into the market
to take advantage of the rise.

Sinice early in the year there have been
very discouraging reports about the serious
damage done to the poppies, first by frost
and secondly by prolonged drought ex-
tending over a large proportion of the crop
district; but it mnust be remembered that
the crop is only now being harvested, that
it wilt not begin to make its appearance in
the bazaars at Smyrna until the beginning
of next month, and therefore that these
estimates, made usually by the Greek and
Arnienian middlemen who are interested
in advancing prices, are very likely to be
colored somewhat. An average crop is
usually from 750,000 to 000,000 pounds, but
this year the highest reports only point to
a yield of 375,000 pounds, while some esti-
mates, probably extreme, place the total
to be expected from the new crop at only
275,000 pounds.

If these figures prove correct or indeed.
anywhere near the mark, it will be seec
that there are just grounds for an advince,
particularly when we remeinber that the
prices ruling last spring were the lowest
for four years past, and below the usual
average. But although the advance set in
early last spring in the Smyrniote market,
it was responded to very slowly ii the
home trade, owing to the natural in-
credulity as to the genuine nature of the
statistics. Ow'ing to causes which we have
already given in full in reviewing the situ-
ation of Turkish prunes, it is extrenely
diflicult to estimate the amount of stock
held by the smiall producer. li lis cou-
stant struggle to conceal a portion of bis
crop fron the tax gatherer and the usurer,
lie becomes inbued with a secretivenoss
and cunning that render any attempt to
form a just idea of his crop entirely fntile,
and which consequently imparts an element
of uncertainty to any statistics that always
militates against any sustained advance
based upon a possible shortage. But in
the present case the slow but continuous
rise in values both in New York and in
this city seems to show that the trade are
becoming satisfied that a considerable
shortage does exist, and that much higher
prices may be expected to rule in the nuar
future.

MEICANTILE L1TERESTS AND IN-
SURANCE.

(I.)
Since the commencement of this article

in our last issue, the occurrence of a con-
flagration in this city in which S600,000
worth of property vas swept away lu a few
hours and in which at least one human
being lost his life, inparts a new and
terrible empliasis to our arguments. In
this case flie insurance amounted to
$420,000 spread over 27 compaiies doing
business in Canada and some forty Ameri-
cain coipanies, nid yet, wlen all the
insurance is paid in full, it is seen that
there will be au actual loss to the share-
holders of the refinlery of $180,000 over and
above the insuirance safeguard.

This fict forns an excellent text fron
whiclh can bo pointed out the evils of
under-inisurance. Both mercantile inter-
eats and those of the insuraznce companies
are decidedly in the direction of full insur-
ance and full iffleiiiiiity, so far as they can
be safely granted. It is in comîparatively
few cases, ontside of 'conflagrations, that the
property is totally destroyed, although the
danger of total destruction is always
imminent, consequently the more fully the
property is insured the larger is the pre-
miuu income of the conpany lu propor-
tion to the amount of loss, and as all
commercial laws are, retroactive, 'the less
would be the rate of premiun required
wore every property fully insured.

It may perhaps be suggested that the
conscinusness of danger consequent upon
the fact that the proportion of the insur-
ance is simaillor than the value at risk wvill
naturally induce extra care upon the part
of the owner, and that the lessened danger
of loss recompenses the insurance coin-
panties and the co-insirers of the saine
class for the lessened proportion of income
to possible loss, but it has been alinost the
invariable experience of experts that the
manl who is careless iu onc iatter is care-
less in others, the man who l stingy in
one thing ls actiuated by the saie piin-
ciple ln others, and that the mai who is
speculative in insurance matters and
practically bots against the possibility of
loss, iay carry those views into other
matters and that, therefore, the irrefrag-
able testinony of facts shows that extra
precautions to prevent the chance of lire
are not always present where under-insur-
anco exists.

Over-insurance is a far more serions evil
than undcr-insurance because it cannot
exist without the knowledge and, we nay
therefore presuine, the dislhonest intention
of the owner. Juder-insurance nay, and
frequently does, arise froin motives of mis-
taken ecoinomny or fromn the specuilative
habit, but its opposite extreme not onfly
indicates moral obliquity on the part of
the insured but, in too maniy cases, is a
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sign of' fraudulont collusion on the part of
ie ni wlho should, in his capacity as

agent, protect the public and the coipaniies
nginst iBthis very eviL. One of our cleverest
isuirance experts lias suggested as a
means for the extinction of this abuse,
tliat, in cases wiere the existence of over-
insliurance is estabished, the company
shi oild pay the frll aunoulit of the claim,
but Qhat onfly thiree-fourtlis of it shouild be
paid to the claiilant, the reiainder being
paid into the sclool fuid of he district,
and tiat the company sliotild then have
recourse for (]aimages against the agent
who liad oltiiiied the over-insuranice
igainst thei in collusion witi the ow'ner.
Vere thiis rile establislhed we shouîld iear

little mure of' over-inîsuîrance ; but since it
iiplies fi )tuiseiinciit of the innocent
insurance cornpany by compelling hein to
pay a ehai ii Cstablished [o be fraudlient
ils well as he defont of the rascal by wIIose
seleiles it was obtained, it Cannot bO con-
sidereil an altogethîer' satisfactory ene.
The claiuse allowing recourse to the com-
paniy against their agent is practically
valinoless, ns it, is hiardly likely thait a Imant
off ineanlis, suibstantial elougli te be a
gniarnteo t hie coipaniy, would fend
hiîîiself to a frand of this nature upon the
cuîionri lie is supposed to represent and
whoso interests lie is iorally boIid to
I)i-i'~cet.

Thoro is probably no more vexaitious
discovery possible for a imnuîifacturer lwho
has bent hils inventive goius and business
talent to tio w'ork of building liiself a
repu tation for higi-class etolery flian te
finid Plat so soon1 as hi s painstaking efforts
have gained him ni uîuî aune and tlat naine
lias becoino wortli sonietiing, the Gerinan
celap etilers take ift for nothing and place
ils devico, namîe and label On tlei r own

wVares, generally of imiserable iiuali ty•
Worse ian tits, not onlly does the (Grian
or RUssian t aIp or label his goodis witi
Aiiericnii or Englisli lauies and devices,
but also ondcavors to persuade large
iuyîos in all sections of the country te
havo tiheir niiimos or tle nane of tho
town in whicli tIley do business imuprinted
on thir goods. For OxaIpC, tO give an
iistanî'e nar 1homiie, a lle of revolvers,
closoly imitating a w'ell-kiown IIIIke, but
really ni îflactiril in Russia of inferior
unaterial, wro iipriited withli the label of
a Toronto firni, the fraud bel ig only de-
hected by thlie word Toronto bcing erroie-
onsly spult Toronto by the forcigin w'ork-

No less tian 300 Eiglish and Aiericai
naines now appear frauid ulen ly on Germuaun
gonds and, as a miatter of course the
foreignI iii nufactu roi' who lias alrcady

killed his own reputation by the inferiority
of his wares is now busy destroying that
of the Englisli or Ainerican manufacturer
whose naine and label lie lias stoleni as it
is still wortl something. Another point is
that the importer only pays duty ipon
these home trade narked goods as cbeap
German cutlery, while, since only the best
makes are imnitated, lie can sell tlieni te
lis customers as of the best makes. lI
fact it scens as if after the trade lad by
lard work and considerable outlay made a
commercial reputation for thoir country
and were beginning to reap some advan-
tage fron ifs acquisition, the Germans,
whîo lad disgusted purchasers w'itl their
wares under their, own mamies, coolly take
home patterns, reproduce them, and sell
tiema, owing te their inferiority in material
and workmaînship, at less prices than thiey
cani be genuinely made for on this side of
the Atlantic.

This is an evil that English cutlers have
long groaned under and net without
reason, and their grounds for complaint
are far greater thlan those of their Ameri-
can rivals since the cheap Gernan imi-
tation, under the free trade policy of Great
Britain, contributes not one penny in relief
of imperial taxation while it cuts the
bread out of the moulth of the British tax-
payer wliose wares it imitates. On the
other hand the German knife that enters
the United States or Canada is compelled
to contribute at least its quota to the
national coffers and thus cannot destroy
the reputation of our nnnufacturers vith-
out some sligit return. Tliere w'ould scem
te ho only oce alternative adequate te
meet this growing abuse and that is either
to raise the protective tariff te such a
heiglt that the wretched Germani copy
will cost its purchaser as imiuclh as the
geiuiiie article, oi to discriminate especi-
ally against tLhese foreignl goods. Then
and then oinly will the consuier turn
towards the genuine make. Se soon as lie
linds liat bis profit is not increased by
purchasing tlhe cleap German cutlery lie
will naturally endeavor to secure the best
possible make for his moiiey, and when
oncet the test of quility, instea(l of that of
price, is applied to tie gooils it will net
long romain doubtful as te which will be
preferred.

ÎKEW STYLES.

One of thlie most iinuisial features of the
recent changes in fashion is tie faet thîat
all the latest innovations are in direction of
more rational styles. The often ridiculous
novelties whlicl usually mark fashionable
costumes are absent huis season, and in all
branches of clothing we mark a return to
common-sense, useful, wearing apparol,
and the abandonient of the extreme
fashios whiich have iitlerto prevailed.

That the change will be anything more
than a temporary one cannot be expected,
but at the present, until the next craze
strikes us, the tendency is decidedly to-
wards comfortable, useful makes.

The protruding tournure is almost a thing
of the past, only clung te by a few extremn-
ista. The modest cushion which now
marks the bend of the waist is a very
different thinîg frou the exaggerated tour-
nure which prevailed last year. The high-
heeled, tootli-piek pointed boot or shoe is
no longer sought for, and young ladies
now' wear a comfortable round-toed boot
with low square beels tlat would do credit
to a professor of hygiene. The tall, incon-
venient bat is now going thè same way,
and is being laid aside for the neat little
capote, whicb, poised gracefully on the
head, forms the miost becoming frame for
a pretty face. In fact, modera fashion is
as sensible and logical as if formulated by
the IIealth Society instead of IParisian
dressnakers, and offers no loophole for the
sneers of hygienists.

In only one point is modern fashion
open te cavil, and as that bas no iffect on
either the health or the coinfort of the
w'earer, it may safely be disregarded. The
sole eccentricity this sumner is the wear-
ing of large plaid patterns in plain or
mixed colora in what are known as Ma-
dras styles. In neutral tints or mixed
stripes of brown, blue and russet, they
make up nicely with a bodice in the jacket
style, tighît fitting and buîttoned dnown the
front with a round basque, or, if preferred,
prolonged into a sort of polonaise with a
shoulder picce coming down te a point te
the waist in front with the fulness of the
polonaise gathered to it. It is only w,'hîeni
the fabric is of briglt, gay colors, withî the
plaid clearly defined, that they become
startling, and even then, if properly toned
down withi plain material, they forn really
elegant costumes.

A very tasteful model in tins stylé is of
Madras vigogne combined witli plain vi-
gogne. 'Tle skirt is (Iraped over an un(er-
skirt of the same length and forms oi the
left side a plaited robing witli a treble round
plai. In front there is a smiall tablier of
the plaiN material draped at the back li a
puff. The bodice is plain, in the jacket
style, and opens witli two revers over a
chemisette of plaited surah of the same
color as the plain vigogne. I the opening
of the basque above the hip is a series of
loops of faille ribbon, and a similar bow te
match ornaments eaci of the sleeves.
Witlh his costume a small capote of maize
colored tulle on wiire is intended te be worn,
a narrow edging of black lace being iisert-
cd between eaci gathering of the tulle,
and the capote finislied with a wreath of
cdwslips fron whicli spring an aigrette of
purple irises. Capotes of' this style are
very fashionable. They have nie strings,
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are far younger lookinmg, prettier and more i
comfortable thlan uny hat could be. They
are of ligiht-colored tulle or crêpe, partly
covered with light edgings of black silk
lace and have ai aigrette of flowers or a
cluster of ribbSu' loops standing up in
.front.

THE ENCYCLOPJEDIA 3RITANNICA.

We take up again at random one of the
volumes of the new edition of the En-
cycloyredia Britannica (Cias. Seribners'
Sons, New York; A. & C. Black, Edin-
burgh) and find ourselves face to face with
vol. VIII., which comprises subjects from
ie. to Fak., in number 401. The articles

witli a commercial bearing are not Eo
numerous as in vol. X., recently reviewed.
But they include Exchmange, Electricity
and perhaps Engravinig (the art in vhich
the world ias made the greatest progress),
and, with a neaning more forced, Equity
and Evolution. The moral laws wihich
bind humanity as a whole are treated
under Ethics ; and the laws that mn
create for men are discussed in soume of
their most important features by Equity,
Evidence and other legal articles. The
treatises on Evolution in Biology by Hux-
ley, and Evolution in Philosophy by James
Sully have the advantage of being written
by masters of their subject, recognized
leaders in modern scientific thouglt, and
tliey naturally embody a vast amount of
knowledge upon a theme whose importance
lias so greatly increased within ithe last
twenty or thirty years. Prof. Huxley
deals with the great doctrine wvith a clear-
ness of style and a comprelensive grasp of
the subject wihich enables himni to crush
into some ten or a dozen columnms a lueid
exposition, wlici w'ould albnost seem cal-
culated, so exhaustive arc ils contents and
so concentrated the pow'er of ils author, to
place the mîerest tyro in philosophy upon
a level with the greatest teachers as
regardu this vast scientific problem of
existence. Mr. Sully deals with his divi-
sion of the subject ut greater lemmgth but
not the less exhaustively. With him pro-
gress and evoiution are almmost identical.
IL is a curious example of the imperfection
of lnguagge that the tern " evolution "l

modern science is used, like tliaIt of " pes-
simism," to convey ami idea different to
that warranted by the etymological menu-
ing of the word.

The varions formas of engraving are
trented by Mr. P. G. Ilanerton with a
knowledge of the subject so great as so be
alimost an injury to his essay. A complote
aulthority oni ail the. artistic and tecinical
features of his theme, lue lacks herein, so
tb speak, wiat no artist should lack, a
kiiowledge or perspective, dealing witi it
ai thotugli le wore delivering a lecture tl
amd audience of artists. Ai instructive

article in a work of generaireference must
be very explicit and studiously simple i
while containing as much information as
possible, it should not assume any existing
knowledge on the part of its rendors. The
writer of such an article must not be
above primer-work, after the imanner of
the I Science Primer Series " for example,
imd should avoid nmahing ihis subject too
much the medium of personal opinion.
That portion of the History of England
allotted to Mr. E. A. Freeman is treated
with his well-known ability as a historical
writer. From the necessary limitation of
such a contribution, he lias hald to present
the whole range of British history from
the earliest period down to the Armada,
in a nutshell as it were, but thon it is like
tliat famous nutshell which contained the
whole of the Iliad. That portion of the
task assigned to Mr. Riason Gardiner,
bringing the history down to the present
day, is good in itself but not quite so satis-
factory in tiose years especially relating
to our own time. Thus the omission of
anmy mention of the Bank Charter Act, in
Sir Robert Peel's administration of 1844, is
a serions defect when the great influence
of that measure upon the financial sys-
tems of the country be considered, as well
as the almost interminable controversy
which its principles provoked. Suc au
omission can scarcely be excused by the
reference to it iu the article on "Baiking "

in a previous volume of the Encyclopædia.
But Dwe find so much ourselves to notice in
this great work that we must postpone
reference to the remaining subjects for
another number.

TIE McDOUGAIL, LOGUf FAILURE.

PunmrIe interest in the insolvent flirm Of
Macdougall, Logie & Co. ias been revived by
a contestation of their assignument filed by the
representative of Alex, Ferguson & Co., of
Glasgow, formerly paIrtnîe iim and low large
creditors of the firm. The contestation sats
fortm, among other things, iat tlie firm have
omitted to mention the personmal property of
both insolvents, of large vale, and also a
registered trade mrk, commonly known as
the Elephat," aiso of considerable vaile.
It goes on to claim thmat. within the last
twelve mnonths they have secreted ma large
portion of their property to the anounit of
several thousand dollars with intent to de-
fratud their creditors , limat, w iti thlie samne in-
temt, the insolvents received from James iob-
ertson two ciecis of $2,000 ceich, and that
one of these cheeks was secrcled, and ne cntry
of Ilme same made in the cash booki that the
insolvents have secrted a large portion of
iotes and bills of exclhange for large amoounts,
discounted with the B;ank of Montreal and
other banks; that on the eve of the abandon-
mment, fr. Robert Logie took several promiss-.
ory notes the property of the firnm, to ai

amournit of several thousand dollars, and has
eithler secreted them or the proceeds, among
these being a note of W. E. Elliott & Co., for
about $2,300i fiat' the insolvemts have
finuduicntly made misrepresenmtation in their
statement respecting the numiber of thieir
creditors aud thugmonut of their claimis, and,
among othersgrcspe.ig .McDougall, laswell
& Co., Duncan L. McDougall, J. S. Noad, A.
W. Alcheson, Jas. Rowe, W. E. Elliott & Co.i
C. J. Fraâer, W. F. Franklin, Harris Harmn &
Co., John Price and Wm. Donaiue, 'who are
either not creditors at ail, or not creditors for
the amounts stated.

The hearing conmmenced yesterday before
Mr. Justice Tait. Mr. Logie, the only mom-
ber of the firm present, was allowed to file the
names of two smali creditors lie hald uninten-
tionally omitted in bis abandomnent, and ho
then declared thlit lie was not in a position to
vouch for the correcutness of the abandounment
as it had been prepared by the trustees of the
creditors. He stated that he was unable to
say what were the firm's book debts. He ne-
kuowledged that he had dabbled in the shares
of the Electro Mechanical Clock Company,
but he could not say how nmuch. He
would fyle a statement of the firn's bills
receivable up to date. Ho would also fyle
another statement in connection w'ith his
interest in the Cyclone Puilverizing Coin-
pany. His firmu ownled iL third interest in the

Asbestos company, and the amount paid by
them for this interest did not appear lu the
bocks. It lid leie acquired recently. lie
hald private meumoranda wihich lie would pro-
duce in court, and which would give inform-
ation in this connection. le would fyle an-
other statement of the real estate of the firum,
iLs value, and the moneys paid thercon. M[r.
Logie admitted $48,000 of losses by specula-
tion in 'whalt il Chicago. Wien the court
rose his examinat.ion was nlot concluded and
we therefore reserve ail comment mtil our
next issue.

Time auction sale of prunes reccntly ield in
New York is thus reportcd by Ilhe N. Y.
Bulletin : The Turkish goods reatli.uel figures
anticipated by the dealers, but the Bolheîmîia
brouglit prices that wiere indeed a surprise to
those who had investigated the quality as a
considerable portion was looied upon as
really unfit to handle. IL is generally under-
stood in the trade tiit the Owner had repre-
sentatives ait, the sale for the purpose of
bidding in a considerable portion and to assist
in sustaining prices.

ations for UessUetIits are over $2 1,000,000
and, thought there was a temporary reduction
in personial property, owing to smnall stocks
of fishl, sugar and other commodities being in
store, real cstate hlaid incrensed $500,000 over
the previous year. The report concltudes with
Lie Stateimtent thtat there are indications that

thte tiarea of taxtble property will be increased
by more thani the itiual nituiber of new biuild-
iigs. h'lie rate per centin of taxation is
$1.17.

'T1: tannua1t11l report of the Standard Batik of
Canada, puîblislied at full lengtlh in another
portion of ltlis issue, siows that the year's
gains have ltrdly beenî up) to the expectations
of the manaiiuîgemiett. The profits appear to
hlvee beetin above (lie avernge, but an um-
îusually hteavy amount of losses have been
inIcurred andX ce(it-quenttly aifter these wvere
writtetn Ocl' tlhe tnet profit was reduced to
$110,20, il sillicienitly satisfactory figure con-
sileiIg thtait it marks lan increase of nearly
$6,000 over lati year's eairntings and is equal
tI 11 pier cent on the ptid-up1î capital. The
addi io(n to the Rest, S40,000 is otnly hialf ti,
Suim added during the preceding year, but it
briigs that imporint safeguard uîp ta $:310-
000, ci 34 lier cent of the capital, and testifies
ta HIe moderate but wholesomie growvthi of the
bank's rescutrces. 'I'le lontis, also, shlow il
substantiafl intcrease of abotut lialf a million
dollars, (lie circulatLotn marks fair tunioxit
of expansion and the whole financial position
of the bakti indicntes ia stirldy prospecrity and
IL steidy; if ly griadual, imutproveient tlat
dues erodit (o the efforts of tie management.

A Coo> evidence of tlie ilnetcrsing trade of
the City is to be found i the fact that although
w lave iow two great truik lilnes o ithe
west, the moveientt of freigit las more hait
kept pace 'ith thte iiditional neconnnodation
furnishied by tlie Clinadian Pacifie, and (lie
Grand Truink finîds itsel f obliged to proceed
witi the double-track system to teaecomncodate
tie itiinense trullie of tle line. 'l'le intiprove-
imtenis being made in its terminal facilities
and I double trntelk westwards wiill place tie
Grand Trunk on ta spilendid footing, and its
service will not be etasy to imîprove upon.
No one will regret to sec thte old line cote
«ltuarely to (he front. Witl reference to lthe
Canladianî Pacific tle completion of the bridge
and eibaikiinent tlt Lachine witlinîî a few
weeks will bring e great tand important workc
toa close, and the iext uînderttlintg of local
itLereist wcill be tie construction of te road
froi Lachine to W indsor street. Botlh rail-
winys tire equally to bu congratutla(ed o ni the
conteilated erection of iandsomte depots in
titis city.

Tus Canadian Pacifie in its recent tender
for tho English mail service on the Pacifie,
offered to contract for the occan service at a
speed of 15 instead of 11 knots, and to build
ILS bouts inder adiiralty supervision, so that

they mnay bu readily converted into armced
cruisers, for a subsidy of £100,000 per annum.
In addition ta titis it also offers to carry the
China and Japan mails for 3,500 miles across
Aierica freof charge i also to carry troops
and government supplies over the same dis-
tance of land and over the ocean at cost
price, thus making the route tan inperial
highway. The subsidy is calculated in the
price per mile, whlicl the British Governient
pays tie Penintsula and Oriental Company for
the carringe of ludiait and China mails vita
Suez, and by this estitnate the amont in
subsidy for a fortnightly mail service each
way betweCn Vancouver and Hong Kong
would be £105,000 per annum.

Now THÂT fnl1er particutlars are to hand, iL
appears that Mr. Beveridge paid for too mutch
for the estate'of IH. R. leveridge & Co. at the
tiie of its previous failure, and that this w'as
one of the predisposing causes of the present
collaipse. 3etween the tinte of the acceptance

of tie offer and the handing over of the estate
over $6,000 worth Of puper figuring it the

assets becarme worthless, and oie series of bal
losses after antother swept away nearly $25,-
000. No attempt will b made to get a set-
tleuent of the presenrt assignment, and the
estate will be closed out, but as Mr. Beveridge
is One of the best woollen men in the
Dominion iL will not bu long before he again
shows his liead above Water.

S-rs. C t;Un:oxtIs, a western suiburb of this
City, lis, so far, declined to entertain any
proposition of anne3ation and tlercby pre-
vents St. Henri, i suburb still further west,
fron doing so althoulgi the latter is willing.
'r'te large proprietors of Ste. Cunegonde
wouild nio doutli be anntîexed with pleasure as

liey ar being grievoisly overtaxed. Mr. A.
Cantitl's property, covering 276,801 feet, was
recently asessed at $310,000, w'lile property
in thte City adjoining, comprising au area of

275,010 feet, is only assessed for $02,000.
Othter proprietors complain of equally high
assessients and will protest against the
valuations made.

Tux fruit crop in Nova Scotiau, promises to
e a good one as in Annapolis, Kings and

Hants couînties, where the bulk of the apple
crop is grown, the fruit sceems to b setting
well, and untess unforseene troubles should
airise there is alnost ut certainty of a good
yield. li soe sections the canker worms
have dott ne mischief, in others somtie other

kinds of simaill depredators have been at work

but on the wchole the crop will b over an
average. It is said the experts of apples fron
Nova Scotia last year reached 200,000 barrels
realizing $600,000, and some sanguine fruit
growers aiticipate even a larger export this

year.

Louis DAuitos-Ricenit, for somie years con-
nected, as te w'riter, wilth the press, died at his
residenco in this city ou Sunday last. Bis
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sons, distinguishcd civil engineors et Baltimore
and Kansds City, came to performn hie last sad
rites, and the fanerai on Wednesday as attend-
ed by a few friends and acquaintances of the
deceased gentleman. He le said to have been
et one time secretary to (lie Duc de Morny,
and afterwards carried on a commission busisi-
ness in New York. There never was a sadder
example of Frederick the Great's usuîcked
orange" as applied to that nonarch's treat-
ment of Voltaire.

Tmrsaiiaîîs received by the mercantile

agencies announce tlie sudd'dn departure of
James E. Parker, boot and shoe dealer of
Woodstock, N. 13. So far as can at present be
ascertainied bo owes between $8,o00 and
$10,000 in this city. Before lis leaving he
execiited'a bill of sale in favor of lis two
brothers which was duly registered solat the
creditors may expect only a slender dividend.

TuE tralfic retîiris of (lie Grand Trunk
Railway company for lie week ending lOtl
July, 1887, show an increase of $31,526 over
the corresponding week in 1886.

T'u enterprising town of St. Hyacinthe,
Que., lias suffered the loss of several impor-
tant industrial establishments by fire. ''lhe
loss to one concern alone, a woolen and
carding mill, is estimated et $100,000 with
insurance of $75,000. The granite aill and
thie Royal elecirie light building were also
burnt. The former was damaged to the
extent of S5,000 and was fully insured while
the latter, which was partially destroyed, re-
presents a loss of $5,000 to $10,000 and was
uninsured. Sherbrooke lias also lad a visit
from the lire fiend which wiped out a valued
industry. Suclh visitations enpliasize the
advanitages of complete insurance against
fire.

IT il reniarked that everything favors the
expectationî of liglier prices for wleat, except
the one inportant fact that it lias never yet
paid to bull wheat on the eve of il new cro,
unless (lhe prospect for that was a very poor
one. The present outlook is foi' a crop a little
under lie average, i eckoning by' breadth souwn.
But a better harvest in Eutrolie would diain-

aIl '-the foreiign demalind for Caniadiiin and
Anerican wheat, and imake a smnaller harvest
equal to al] requiremîents. The nost invet-
erate bears, however, secn disposed to allow
that if two-thirds of the crop surplus were te..
unoved eastward of Chicago there would tien
be roomî for il bull moveinent.

TE 11manager of the Canada Athaitic Rail-
way et Ottawa states tliat silice the beginning
Of (lie grain elipping season tlit road has
taken over 2,000,000 bushels of Western grain
to Boston. About 2,000 cars are ongaged in
the traffic, and another thouiad bas been
ordLrel. The route of the grain is by lake
boats from Chicago to Owen Sound, thence
by Canadian Pacifie to Ottawa, 'and from
there to Boston or other New England ports
by the Canada Atlantic.

A STATEMENT of all the libraries in Calada
containing over 1,000 volumes bas recontly
been prepared for a New York publication.
It appears (bat Toronto possesses the third
largest collection of books in Canada, namely,
46,000 volumes. The library of the Dominion
Parliament is the largest with 120,000 vol-
umes, the second being (nat of Laval Univer-
sity et Quebec with 100,000. It is aliso shown
that there are more libraries in Ontario than
in all the other provinces combined.

CANADIAN woollen and cloth manufacturers
have recently been taking orders in this city
for winter goods, and long terms for payment
have again been the order of the day, notes
having been dated four months from hie 1st
September and font monthe from the 1si
March. As the last effort to reduce long
credits only gave rise to two meetings, one of
which was an attempt et organization while
the other resulted in disorganization aund dis-
cord; nothing better was to be expe.ted.

Slis government inspectors in the varions
Cities have been obtaining samples of milk to
send to Ottawa for analysis. The object is to
fix a standard for the milk of eacli locality,
go that persans selling milk below that
standard may be fined. Samples have so fur
been examined fromn almost every herd of
cattle in the vicinity of Toronto, Montreal,
Ottawa, Quebec, Halifax and St. John and
standards fixed.

TuE local govelnment lias received froîm
the Ontario government the sum of $100,000,
on account of (lie sum owed to this province
on the Comrîmon school fund division. The
balance will be suîbmîîitted to arbitration. The
Gazette contends tliat thils money should net
be considered as revenue, but being a repay-
ment of capital previously invested should b
devoted towards the reduction of the publie
debt.

TaE schooner "Viva," 92 tons, Capt. Baker,
cleared et IIalifax for Victoria, B C., on Satur-
day lest, with an assorted cargo of casks and
cases of whiskey, coal, lumber, plaster, nails,
ropo, paint, preserved milk, etc. The voyage
ls expected to occupy about five months, and
lie captain having the choice of routes took

the shortest via Cape Horn, which will be
only' 20,000 miles. 'l'his le what our Ameri-
can cousins wouIl cal a coasting voyage.

RsCENT advices froua England state that old
and poor stocke of lobstérs have injured the
prospects of this year's packing. Only 12s Gd
per box lu some cases is offered. New lobsters
are 18 to ti9s per case. The lobster packing,
says eue authority. et ought to be stopped for
thrce years to bring back ont valuable trade,
as this would enable all the old packing to bo
cleaned out."

Tus Bank of Montreal purpose opening
their branch et Vancouver, B.C., on or about
the lst August. Mr. Campbell Sweeney, late
manager o the Halifax branch, takes charge
of the new office, withI Mr. G. D. Bremner,
accountant, et the Almonte branch, as ac-
countant,

Tal deposits in the Dominion Government
savings bank at Winnipeg, for the year ended
June 30th last werC$469, 517. The with-
drawals for the same time were $408,072,
leaving a balance of.$61,444 excess of de-
posits. The balance to tie credit of deposit-
ors on the lst of July, 1887, anounts to
$089,196, or $07,404 greater tha ait the saine
date one year ago.

A Nuw company is reported to be looklng
after the subsidy paid by the Dominion
Government for keeping up steam communi-
cation between Victoria and San Francisco.
The amount now reaches $17,000 per annumn,
and the continuance of this communication is
grouped with lie conditions inder which
that province entered tle union.

TuE American sclhoonler, Challenge, and the
Canadian steamer, Annie Beek, have been
seized by a U. S. revenue cutter for scaling in

the North Pacifie within the limite prescribed
by the United States aud tlie vessels and
crews sent to Sitka for trial. A protest is to
be lodged wvith the British Governîment with
regard to the last named vessel.

IT le reported from London that Sir Steven-
son Blackwood, permanent secretary of the
Post-oflice Department, will sail on August
30th for a tour through Canada, which will
extend to the Pacific coalet. Thle visit, though
unofficial, will have an important bearing on
the question of granting a subsidy for the
Pacifie mail service.

ENTRIEs have been received froma all parts
of Canada and also from the United States for
the Provincial exhibition, which will be held
in Quebec fromi the 5th to the lOth of Sep-
tember.- Tlhe Eastern Townships exhibition
will be at Sherbrooke opened on the 141h
September by tlie Goverinor-General. Unusual
preparations are being Made.

Tuu minister of agriculture lias given la-
structions to the officers of tlie quarantine
station at Grosse Isle to have the quarantine
vessel on duty at niglt li future. This pre-
caution has been rendered necessary by the
recent arrivals of infected vessels lit Montreal
without reporting.

Ir is reported that the C. P. R., lias con-
tracted to carry 000 carloads of Australian
wool fromn Victoria, B. C., to Boston and other
ports on the Australian scaboard. This woot
was uniitil this season brouglt in sailing
vessels to American ports on the Pacific, and
shipped over (lie Northern Pacifie to Boston.

THE Government will not take any steps
towards the establishment of steam naviga-
tion between Canada and West Indies until
the result of Sir Charles Tupper's mission to
Spain is learned. If his visit resuilts in sectir-
ing favorable facilities for trading, vessels
will likely bo placed on hie route next year.

SEvnEAL of the New York State canners re-
port the condition of affairs as rather discour-
aging. The pack of peas and strawberries
will not b above one-half the average.
Cherries are a complete failture. The apple
crop is regarded as only fair, and a shortage la
looked for in this staple fruit.
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Tiie Canniiliai Pacific lias received a con-
cgignient of floir and leatlier fron San Frain-
cisco to li liipped tO Iong Kong by tle

l'ariilin." The agenti ft Victoria, IL.., says
it Il the initial Slilinîeit froim tlat city, but
lie expects il, will fli ollowed by il iiiber of
others.

The Red River is crossed
at Winnipeg, a magie City of a fewy years'
growthi, onily a little while back a trading-

post of the I-insion'is Bay Company,butnow a
handsoelicly buicit Cty of thirty-five thousand
inhabitants. h'Iis Is te focal point of tie
Caniadian Nor'ti-west, a fertile region extend-
ing fromn the Red River for a thoisand muiles
west an<] ifteen huindredu niles north-west, to
the moouitains of British Coliumbia,-a ragion
already producing grain and cattle to an anor-
mous extent, and living possibilities beyond
the grasp of the mnost sanguine mind. Intercit
inust give place to anazement on seuing the
change thrat has been wrouight lin five short
years. The massive grain elevators and fleur-
ing 1i1ll1, tie well-tilled farns and the nuim-
barleas herds of cattle, would elsewhiere indi-
cate a growth of decades. 'T'le mnany railway
linos radiating from Winnipeg, and the twenty
miles of welli-filled sidings iat that point, give
evidence of the iminisity of tie trallia of the
country beyonîd. Yet the rai satoIulnciit of
this country is embraced within a nitiber of
years that mnay be more than couniuted o oie's
tingers. Westward fromîî Winnipeg for four
hndred miles the country is well settled, the
swelling prairie l, covered with fieids of grain,
and firii-lioiises dot tue liidscapf as fir as
the eye cai roch. Nor is this prairie the flat,
uninterestiig plain that appears ln the iiagi-
nation of muany. It la diverisiilad with trcus
along ait thle water-coirses, and is ever Lhang-
ing in color and formin.

Boyond Moosejawt, four ulindred miles from
Winnipeg, the settlements becomie sparse anîd
scattered, and for two luîndred aid iftynmileg,
ta the Saskatchewan River, the Prairie re-
mains almost ln its original state, yet is
covered overywlere with greensward, and ls
diversified with lahos and clear streains, the
resort of water-fowl end other fonîtlheredi gae
in astonishing quiantities, and the hauint of
iaitelope, wlich cvery little whilîe ruay be
seenl bouiding awy, startled by ic train.

At tlic Saskatchewan, coal mines begin to
appear, and beyond comes a ranchi-coiunîtry,
with its countless herds of cattle. A huindred
miles furtiier, before oe can become weary of
the .plains, a new object grects the eyes and
holds tlieri,-tlhe fur white peaks of te Rock-
its, curving in a vast senicircle around the
western horizon ; and Calgary, the head-
quarters of the ranching industries, whose

cattle and sheep) are pastured for hundreds of
square miles along the foot-hills, stands riglt
at te base of the great front range, which
towerS behidii itin a alppaiîretitly iniprgnable
wautl of blu and white.

And nolw begins a series of visions and
exieriences beside which ail sen before

wilndles into insignilicaice. Five ranges of
prodigious unoimtains arc to be crossed bafore
t.he Pacific coust is reaclhed, and grandeur and
beauty Inow crowi Iupon the attention without
censiig, as the train speeds tiroiugh gorge and
over moauintain, giving lere a vast otlook, nd

there an interior glimpse, then exchanging it
for a new one with tha suddenncss of a kalei-
doscope. Here gush the had-waters of strams
that run for a thousand miles east and west.
Your track is laid through gigaentic gateways
and along abysnial pathways hiewn hy these
powerful rivers, and yon beliold the very
source of teirt currants il sone crystal lake or
in saome vast body of ice borne ipon tie shoul-
ders of tle mointaiins. Somactimes the tra-
veller is li the botton of green gorges beaide
al bounding streaimn, and strains his eyes ta
toppling crngs that swin among the highiest
clouds. Again with auidacity of engineering
the railway surmouits a portion of this alti-
tude, and one can gaze down whera talI forest
traes appear as small as match-sticks. .

Upward, scmîingly close ut hand, are the
nalked ledges lifted above the last fringe of
vegetation, wide spaces of never-wasting snow,
and the wrinkled backs of glaciers wience
cataruets comue lcaping into the councealmnuit
of the forest. lare aie eau look out upon a
wilderniess of icy peaks and needles of bllçck
rock, there cautiously descend into thre deptis
of a profound gorge and find hinself en-
shrouded in a forest beside whichu the leastern
woods are <us underbrish. TIue massiveness
and breadth of some mnuntains will astoisli;
splintered and fintastic fornms like that of
4cG'astle Mouantain " w'ill excite ciriosity;
while now and then a single stuipendous Peak,
like mount Stephein or Sir Donald, will print
itself lupon the msemory. 1in somie placaes,
wlierd the railway reaches the huighuest levels,
the lina is carried ahnost under tie shiadow of
greant fields of perpetual ice, glaciers beside
which those of Switzcrlatd would b inusigtîi-
fieaunt, and so aur the i t the ic sining
green fissuires penctrating their umass cau bu
distinctly scen

Welicn fiially thre Rlockies, the Selkirks, and
the Gold Rlange arc all crossed, and the prett.y
lakes of Bi itisl Columbia have becu laft bc-
hind, thie cones ti amazing scenlery a the
Fraser, 'iere a river ss large mus the Ohio
rushes in a nighty torrent between towering
cliffs, and the railway follows all its witndimis.
New nountains exhibit tleinslves, where,
above the river-orags, the eycs catches glin pses
of the Okinagan range or the snow peaks of
the cascades ; and it is only after these coast-
guarding hueighits have been traversed that the
Pacillc Shore is reached.

To attempt to take aul this in one continu-
ons journey is too iuch for cither aenjoynent
or Profit and the tourist ought certainlly te
stop off ut one or more of the places prov'ided
by tise company.

One of the mostattractive of these stopping
places is ut the already fuamous medicinal flot
Springs ut Iiuanif, li the Canadian National
Park, ntot far oast of the suimmit of thie Rocky
Mountains. This park is a tract of many
square miles, enbracing avery variaty of
scencry, charming and] w)nderful, whiich Lhe
Governmîent has aready mîîade accessible by
many carriage-roads and bridlie-paths. lu the
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rivers and lalces tront are plentiful and of a
size unheard of elsewhere, and in the hills and
forests roam deer, moulntain sheep and goate.
There are hotels there at present, but the
railway company is building a very large and
elegant one, which will be ready by the coin-
ing midsuimmiimîer. Another liotel las beau
provided by the company jnst beyond flic
summînit of the Rockies, in tIe shnadow of
