A Birdseye View of London.

Dean Guir :—The great aim of a city is to bo
a centre. London ia a centre, and it is her
agrioultural circumference that has sent her
ahead. The folks who live in this focus say
she is the eapital centre of Western Ontario,
which is a eapital thing for the peninsula.

There is a great deal of refinement here, as
Loadon is the seat of the refined oil business,
On account of their oleaginous onterprise. one
would think that many of the business men
must have a fat thing of it, and be very slippery
fellows, but their slippers are no larger than
No. 9 and they ave all protty well heeled,

Evoery city 1s proud of ita public buildings.
No one who is not crazy visits London without
going to gee the Lunatic Asylum, and those
that are crazy have to go there anyhow. It is
one of the largest on the continent, but there
are pot as many Londoners in it as one might
imagine—they keep the institution to accomo-
date their neighbors. The brow of the city i
adorned with two imposing temples, although
no one is imposed upon by them, One is the
new Masonic Temple containing a fine Opora
House, the other the Oddfeliows' Hall, which
is not quite even with the other Temple. Then
there is Victoria Hall (she's a daisy) owned by
the Y. M. C. A., the Mechanics’ Instituto, tho
Episcopal Cathedral, the Queen’s Avenue Metho-
dist Church, and in course of ercotion a Roman
Catholic Cathedral and & Baptist Church.
There are numbers of hay-rioks in the vicinity
of London, and the city is the seat of two
bishoprics, These sees are scldom rafiied by
storms, the ruflles are on the bishops’ gowns
and vertments. The ProtestantBishopis Right
Rev. Dr. Hellmuth (whose name is a terror to
siuners), and tho Catholic Bishop is Right Rev.
Dr, Walsh. There are al<o a handsome Post
Ofice, Customn House, and Court House. In
fact London has #s many and as fine publie
buildings ae avy other placo of its size any-
where, and doesn’t care who knows it.

No young Londoner need be o dunce except
he is born one. The schools are many, and
amoag the higher institutions of learning are
the Hellmuih Ladies’ College, the Huron Epis-
copal College, aud next month will be inaugu-
rated the Western University.

London has an excellent system of watcr-
works, There is usually a river here called the
Thames. but at this writing it is hard to find
much of it except ite bed, and that has but a
scant sheet of wator. If rain does not fall soon
it is thought the City Council will have to hire
H. N. MacEvoy to paiut some water for them.
The water-works supply tho city with spring
water, but the springs e¢an’s be wound up 80 as
to send the water up town, and as the river has
gone for o vacation the City Fathers are going
to raise wator by steam, and it is to be hope
they will have a good crop.

he streets in the eastern part of the city are
praised for their wide area, but the air is no
wider there than it ie in the other part of the
town. 'The strerts are very wide, however, are
adorned with trees, and fine residences abound,
though I have not seen any of thom bound yet.

The newspaper men here are said fo be lynx-
eﬁed, because, I suppose, they are smarter than
ohain lightning. They are a mighty good set
of fellows and‘{mow how to use a mavn. The
Free Press, Advertiser, aud Evening Herald have
each a large circulation and are ably conducted.

The forthcoming Provincial Xibition is xpeo-
ted to xceed in xcelloncs every fnir of the kind
everywhere. Everything is put off until after
