Porter deposed tbat the outs in the
clotbes and the wounds on the bodfes of
Cavendish and Burke were iuflicted with in-
stryments slmilar to those prodac:d. lMe
sald the wound that trausfixed Sarke’s henrt
ennbled him tp jadge the length of the
wedpon used, which mast have been nine or
tsn' inches. He ndded that some of the
woinds might have besn made with weapcns
diff ;rent from the koives produced.

The evidence of Dr. Porter was followed
with extraordinary interest, the prlsoners
leaning over the dock, spparently drinkiog
in svery word. .

Di. Myles depnsed that some of the wounds
on the bodles oi Cavendish and Barke cor-
racionded exactly with the knlves pr. duced.

A witnees vemed Hauds identlfied O'Belen
#d upe of the four men eeen lylng near the
£cone of the marder, ard Brady us baing close
by shorily before 1t was perpetrated. A
fernale witnees confirmed the above. Hands
also fdontified Brady as the driver of the car
or which the assassing rode. Upon bila
identitylng O'Bricn the latter attempted to
smlife, but broke Into a profuge percpiration.

The Maglstrates ruled that the identifics-
tion of Peter Carey by FYitzsimmons wns

Tue muarder of Mr, lHayes by the negio,
Alpert Smith, about a twelvo month ago, 15
of conrae, freeh fn the minds of our readess..
3mitb, it wlll bto remembered, was found
goilty of murder with a rocommendation to
mercy, and was geptenced to twenty years fn
the St. Vincent de Paul Penitontiary. Thla

REGULATIONS FOR LENT.

From ash-Wednesday until Easter Sun.
day, every duy 18 a fast day, except Sundays.
Palm Sanday is not a fast day, though it bu a
day of sbetinence. The use of fl:ek meat 18
allowed at tbhree meals on every Bunday in
Lient, except Palm.Buoadeay. The same 1t sl-
lowed once a sy only, on every Mondsy,
Tuesday snd Thuredey, betweea the first
Bunday in Lent and Palm Sunday.

On these days meat can be used et the one
meal only, and no fish allowed at the same
meal,

We can only take one full meal on a fast
day., In the mornirg Ws may, 80
cording to the prevalling custom, take
a cup of tea or coffee with a
smal] plece ot bare bread.

In the evening we can taske o collation,
‘which must not be a fuil supper, and must
eonsist of light, mesgre food.

On days of fast and abstinence we may
ccok meagre jood with dripping, even with
pork, but pork itself must not be eaten.

In familics where soup 18 uzed for dinner,
pork, grease or fat cau be put in it (no other
kinds of meat)., If any of the soup remains
after dinner i¢ may be vjed at the evening
collation. Pork, lard or greaze cannot be
used in ita patural state.

On meagre days pastry cooked with drip-
ping or fat may be eaten. -

Such as' are exempted from fasting from
their meals through- infirmity, age or hard
labor may use meat thres times a day, when
others use it only once,  ©

The above priviteges authorized in the
dioceze of Montresl (circular, Feb, 16th, 1872)
facilitate the observance. of Lent very con~
glderably ; ond with a little: good will muny
can keep the golemn. fest that the Baviour
sanctified by fasting 40 days and 40 nights,
and that was ever sacred 1n the Churoh from.

There were present . Vicar.General Qeinn,
Ray. Father Farrelly, Secretary to the Car-
dinsl; Dr. McDonnell and Father John Kear-
mey, Mr. and Mrs. kugene Kelly, Mr, Jobn J.
Bodrigue and reveral relatives of the dead
profate. No speclal service was held In the
Mott Btreet Cathedral, The casket was soon
raverentinlly osrried out to a hearse which
was waiting In Mott atreet. There was thras
corringes In walting, and these were filled
with the clergy and a few other persons. The
latle procession moved slowly from Mott
gtreet arourd into Broadway, and then, up
Broadway to Twslfth street, and along
Twelttli atreet to Fifth avenue, passing up
Pitth avenus to 85, Patrick’s Oathedral,
where the cortego halted in front of the main
enirance .

Abont 500 people were at the Uathedral.
BSoms of them woere waiting withia the
spaclous edifice, while others stood upon the

" sldewalk. No effort was made to prevent any
person from entering who wished to do so,
The church was dimly lighted, the
gas jets belng turned low, and the
»lace presented a sombre and solemun
sppearance, Sevaral of the clergy at-
taohed to the Oathedral, acoompanied by
acclytes, moved down the centre atele to the
door and stood awalting the entrance of the
eonsket, When the casket, toilowed by the
elergy who had come up from ifott strest, was
brought into the edifice the Cathedral clergy
and the acolytes followed it up the central
afsle to a polnt directly opposite the high
altar. Hera the casket was pisced upon a
dals or cataialque. Four largs candles wore 21-
ranged about it. T'hen all ths clergyand
poopla present eilently took their departure.
Within half en hour the interior of the Cs-
$hedral was ag silent as the grave, and desert-
od ry g1l exoept two watchers, who atayed to
keep guard over the remains, Before leav-
ing Bt, Patriok's Oathedral many ot the pso-

Olement Armand I"alllcres, the new Pre.
mier, 18 searcely more than forty.one Jenra
old. He wan born at Mesglp, in the Depart.
m#nt of Lot-et-Garonpe, on Novembur 6/,
1841. He s:anlud jaw, and was adwitied to
the bor ot Nerac, of which city bho breame
Mayor, ratainlug the place up to the 25th or
May, 1873. He presented himeelf a8 a csn-
didate for the Cnamber of Depntiua on tbe
Sepublican ticket in February, 1876, and wus
clected by a vote ot 8,376 to 6,442 for his
Bonapartist opponent, in the arroudissemcnt
ot Nerac. In the Obamber of Doputles he
took his neat with the factlon known as the
Republican Lets, and poon made his mark as
an orator, Ho wus one of the 863 Depttles
of the vnited Leit whe voted againet the De
Broglle Mintetry after the reactionary move.
ment of May, 1877. At the wnsving
general election, 1n October of that
yeor, bo was re-elected to the Chamber of
Duputies, recelving 8,953 votes to 6,810 cast
tor M. Dolfus, who had been a Deputy noder
the Empiro aud had the support of the Gov-
ernment. In the new Chamber of Deputics
ho cavt hig lct with the same faction of tho
Republicars, and added to his reputation by
a frequent dlepiay of oratorical ability ofa
bigh order, In August laet he mado his first
appesrance In cfficial poaition, belng selsnted
by M. Duclerc to succeed M. Goblet ag liirls-
ter of the Interior, which post i3, all tkiuge
considered, the most difficaut svd Infiosntisl
after the Premiership ftself. He now reschea
‘the bighest place {teelf n§ an sge elmost, if
pot quite, unparalieled in the mnuals of
France. M, Fallieres Is an irfluentlal mun
in the nelghborhood of his home, and for
some yonrs has represented the ocunton of
Nerao In the Oouncil-Genersl of the Depari-
ment of Lot-et-Garopus, a part of the old
province of Gasoolgne.
