Mr. Geoffrey Whiskard. Mr. Mayhew called on me this morning

and discussed the purpose of his mission to the West Indies.

There is a growing interest in this Country in the
problem of higher education for the West Indian youth, and Mr.
Mayhew was anxious to know if there was any objection on the
part of the authorities or prejudice in the minds of the student
body against West Indian students attending Canadian Universities.
I told him that so far as my observations had gone I felt warranted
in saying that these students would be welcomed at Canadian Univer-
sities, particularly those in Eastern Canada.

Mr. Mayhew has never been in Canada and knows very little
about our educational institutions. He salls direct from here to
the Barbadoes next week. I suggested to him that I would write
you and Sir Robert Falconer asking you both to send the University
Report and whatever other information you may be able to give him

Vie have received from the High
Commissioner for Canada 2 reguest that we
furnish you with some information which will
enable you to judge of the suitability of this
University for "est Indisn students.

The High Commissioner asks us,
in the first place, whether there is any
objection on the part of the University auth-
oritles, or any prejudice in the minds of the
student body, 2gainst West Indian students.
We have always had & certain number of Vest
Indian students, They are entirely welcome,
as £4r as the University is concerned, except
in the special cases later mentioned, and we
have never found any prejudice against them
amongst the undergradusztes.

I am sending under separate cover

a University calendar and the announcement of
the School of Agriculture which will give you
the necessary indormation as to the various
courses offered at this institution. It is
somewhat difficult to judge the regquirements

of West Indian students without fuller information
than is at our disposal, but our experience hasg
been that the iedical and Engineering courses
are eminently useful to them. The School of
Commerce, besides general commercial training,
gives special training in Accountancy, The




School of Agriculture provides an excellent
training for the scientific agriculturist. I
would also suggest your giving serious consid~-
eration to the question of students coming for
general courses in the Faculty of Arts and
Seience.

We have limited the number of entrants
to the Fasculty of Hedicine to one hundred per
annum and usually have about three West Indian
gtudents. It would be possible for us to increase
this number to sbout six if especially good candid-
ates present themeelves. Our sntrance requirements
are high and certain specizsl pre-medical subjects
are essential. Full information on this point is
contained in the calendar. It is necessary for
us to iaform West Indian coloured students trat
it may, owing to insufficient facilities, be
obligatory for them to do their maternity work
elsewhere. Although we always give this warning
I may say that it has not been necessary for many
years for the action mentioned to be taken.

In the Faculty of Dentistry, which 1is
separate from that of Medicine, we are rather
hedged ahout by the Quebec College of Dentists’
regulations, and the Acting Dean does not consider
it very advisable to encourage B.W.I. students fto
follow this course.

The ecourse of the Fagulty of lLaw is
based on Civil Law and it would probably be better
for law students to go to England or to Dalhousie
at Halifax. ’

In the Faculty of Arts and Sclence we
are also beginning to be restricted by space as
to number. We should only be able to accept students
of high standing and weuld require application to be
made some time beforshand.

In the case of all West Indian students
it should be made clear that they come as students
only and that we do not recommend them to come with
a view to obtaining employment in this country.
Experience has led us to advise them to turn to the
iest Indies or other colonisl practice. Quite apart
from the question of advisability, Canadian immigration
regulations render entry as a student comparatively

1. Your new students must have a reasonable foundation of high mentality and character if they
are to be a credit to themselves, their parents, and your institution.

2. You lose time, money, friends and prestige when it becomes necessary for you to send a

student home. Better far that such a student had never enrolled.

3. A uniform type of student body facilitates operation. Your interests lie in carefully selected
students, since dissimilar students retard class progress and break school spirit.

4. You should know the social status of the families from which your students come. This
avoids misunderstandings and friction.

5. You should know the financial standing of parents or others who undertake to pay for a
student’s education. Past due accounts for services are notably hard to collect and lead to dis-
satisfaction both on the part of the student and the institution.

9. You gain desirable good will when represented by a person of high standing and training
who calls upon the leading families in good residential districts.

10. You have learned that one good student from a community may be a potent help, even to
the third and fourth generation. You will agree there is no substitute for proper training and ex-
perience in the careful selection of high quality, full paying new students.
