FARM AND GARDEN,

If tarnipa are fad immodiatoly be-
foro milking timo, or avon at the milk
ing, tho tasto and odor of them will
have passad off through the akin with
tho porspiration boforo tho nest milk-
ing thmo. It nay bo that the odor 1s
acquired by tho cow broathing the
alr of a stablo :n which tho turnips
aro kept. as this is suflloient to im-
pregnate the cow's systom with the
odor. Thera ocannot bo too much
caution exorciged when tarnipa are
used m n dairy, and as beets, oither
sugar or mangel, are mora produotive
and vutntious than turnips, 1t is
better to grow these for tho cows than
the too odoriforous kinds. To insure
aafozr
shouid
with & suarp edged spade or a shovel
in & shallow box in the stablo at the
feeding timo or « little bofore. It is
a good way to give somo bran or fino
weal with the cat roots.

A sod 18 excollent for potatoes, a
clover god 13 best ; but if tho grass is
old and the ground full of roota. it
will do very woll, espeoially if it is
top dressed in the Spring with ma-
nure. Otherwise, it will bo advisable
to use  liboral quantity of fertilizor.
Thero is not time to sow buokwheat
and have it ready fur turning under
for potatocs in tho month of June.
It would not be of much use anyhow,
If the soil is inclined to be hLeavy, it
would be well to plow it in May and
let it lio, ond then orossplow it for tho
potatoes in Jung, This would mnellow
it 8 gond deal. The cultivation
should not be deep, but ag frequent as
poasible, keeping the goil levol and
mollow. If the varioty is one that
does not root deeply, a light Tlomng
in the centre to throw the soil to the
roots will be desirable ; but it muat be
done beforo the time of blossoming.

The game applies to the feeding of
tho cows or a flock of sheep or tho
feeding of tho working aniwals, Itis
true that not one farmor in ten
thousand can refer to any such account
and eay precisely what any crop he
grows actually costs him or what
profit is made from any farm product.

It might have
done years ago, when farmers were
not business men, but farmed for a
living,supplying nearly every necossary
of hfe directly or indirectly from the
land, and paying for everything in
trade or barter at the village store, It
will go a great way to insure economy
and thrift, and of course these mean
auooess ia life and comfort in living.
