AVIATOR AND HIS PASSENGER

INSTANT DEATH

LONDON, May 18.—(Can. , Press.)—
Victor Louls Mason, an American iden-
tified with extensive mining /interests,
and at one time private secretary to
the American secretary of war, Gen,
(R. A. Alger, and to his successor, Elf-
hu Root, was killed to-day while mak-
ing a flight at Brooklands with the
English aviator, E. V. Fisher. Fisher
also was killed, by being pitched out of

| the machine when at a height &f about

150 feet.

[ Fisher was about to give an exhibi-

tion and picked Mr. Mason as a pas-
senger from among the spectators.
They Circled the track once when, eye-
witnesses say, the machine, which was
a monoplane, made an abrupt turn. It
wavered a moment ewand then, fell
straight to the earth. The sudden stop-
page in the air threw Fisher headiong
from his seat. Mason was pinned be-

neath wreckage, which caught fire, and
| he was badly burned before being ex-

Says J. J. Hill

James J. Hill, the genlal chairman of
the Great Vormern Ratlway, = with
his usual fine eye for striking similes,
In a discussion on the business outlook
‘across the border at the present time,
declared that 'politics are the leading
adverse influence, and that they are
much like whooping cough and mea-
sles, something that all are subject tu,
and the sooner they are over with the
better.

Mr. Hill sounded his .customary
note of optimism regarding the crop
situation. He believed it was too early
to pay anything regarding the actual
crop conditions, except that the winter
wheat ‘acreage in the Northwest s
larger than' in/previous years, and, as
the government report indlcated, It ‘s
in excellent shiape. 'This is an item of
importance, inasmuch as the North-
western States have never been re-
garded as a winter wheat section.

As' to. the Great. Northern Rallway,
Mr., Hill sald that it has never been in
as good physical condition as at the
present time. Within the last two or
three years a large amount of perma-
nent improvement work has been done,
which is now .being reflected in the
earnings, and which will continue to
be felt for an Indefinite time. He looks
for increasges tn the gross earnings for
the remajning ‘months of the fiscal
year, but’ expects that net earnings
will be cut down somewhat by heavier
charges for improvement work.
