Some Pia)‘n ‘Talk to Ottawa Synod by Cornwall Pastor
—Condemns Lack of Integrity in Pastoral Practices

; -BROCKVILLE, May 15.—(Special.)—
In ithe conference held to-night on he.

toples: . “Is the~Church Fuifilling Her
Miesion?” and “Dces the Man in the
Pulpit Measure up to His Mission?”
Rev, N. H. MacGillivray of Corfiwall,
‘taking the latter subjeot, delivered a
sensational address before the Mont-
real and CGttawa Synod. ) .
After defining the mission of a man-
ister, he said: ‘“There is room for im-
provement In the pulpit.. From en-
vironment amd experience it is plain
that great inroads are being made in-
to the sanctity of- the Christian Sab-
bath. Amusements and athletics ho'd
altogether too large a ptace in tha life
of ‘the people.. - Materiaiism is .a pow-
er in the.land as never hefore., Fra-
termal societies, clubs and secret or-
gunizations -are flourishing, and the
churches are rot filled. .Not a,-little
of the fault is in the pulpit. One of
the great sores gnawing at the very
vitals of church life is to be found in
the materialism ¢f the pulpit. This he
Lelieved to be true of the church, not
as a -whole, but in part Protestant
and Roman Catholic alike. Not a few
in holy orders' take it as their mis<
‘#ion to be evertast'ngly ha rping-.on and
dcuouncirg the sins ‘of ‘the pew, fail-.
inz altogethar ‘to comsider “the shont-
comings of the pulpit. Befcre the pul-
pit can honestly and honorakly accusa
the pew of any sin it must sde that
lurk-
ing bekind the pu'pit.. The man who
is, not morally right himself, no mat-
ter what his' cther attainmemts may
be. is totally umfit to lead his people
spiritually: The men in the ministry

who  gamble in stocks, 'who make a
‘tusiness of investing in real estate,
who.go-hopelessiy . in-debt are always
advertising self who pregch to live,
instead of living to preach.

Knife Each Other.

Amnother weakness noticeable in the
puipit is the tendency to deal at times
in. an . underhand way with their fel-
low ministers seeking office by w.re-
pulling : and knifing their co-workers.
It was not manly, neither was it Brit-
ish fair play. Another weakness was
the lack of ‘integrity on the part of
scme mintsters.. He whesa weoird is not so
good as his benl is abrolntely unfit to
morally lead and spiritually guide any
peaple. - “Are we goinz to tolerate,”
‘he askeéd, ‘“‘in the church what the
world not - only "frowns down, but is
cetermined to stamp.out at any cost?”

This. lack of ‘ntegrity is specially
noticeakle in reference to calls. Not
a few men are given %o a practice. of
publiciy announcing they have receiv-
ed a call from some large and influ-
ential congregation, while as a fact

-not an item of truth. He character-
ized thi= as lowerirg the high calling to
the ‘level of that of a fish wife.’ The
levity with which - men tadk about
calls and’ parade imaginary calls be-
fore their people was:-a slandering dis-
grace upon the fair name of the great
Presbyterian Church.” :

- “Before we¢ . can be min'sters,” he
went on, “we ought to be men and to
be men we must bz homezt, truthful
‘and of unbound:=d and indisputable
integrity.”’- With such me nin‘'the pul-
pit as-he had described he asked if it
was any wonder that the c¢hurch was
not fulfilling its mission. ’

eitizens should be of much greater im-

‘This leads us to the proposition late-
ly memtioned. which has in view the
estaplishment of smelting works near
The pro-
posal to destroy our homes mear King-
ston Road by running the railways
near them is dpdeéd serious enough
and to many of us, -quite outrageous
enough. The destruction of the home
with its precious assoclations and ats
tractions pfamnot be paid for or com-
pensated for /by dollars of any persons.
But this destruction would be accom-
plished even more surely and in a more
offensive manner by the smelters that
might be established in the  eastern
end of the city. A visit to the smeit-

beauty and-desirability of Toromto as
a place of residence so long as such
things as these are tolerated within
the ‘city. The true solution of several
guestions here is in the educatiom of
the people of ipfluemce in' what con-J
gtitutes a healthy and proper public
§pirit, Henry Montgomery.

MANY THINGGS TO BE DONE.

J. J. Walsh: “It is mot too late yet
for Moronto to’wake up and lay dowmn,
for-herself as a clty lines of permen-
ency along which she may build for
the next quarter of a cemtury, at least.
This is not the day of the small out-
look in .anwthing; it should mot be so
in' the creation of what will prove to
be a Greater Toronto, There are many
things to be done,

“For imstance, the authorities have
declared South Parkdale to be a resi-
dential district, amd no factonies  are

lowed there. Why do they not do
the ‘same for at least some seotion of
North Parkdale? The mere declara-
tlon that it also is a residential dis-
triet would stimulate building, not only
by the builders, but by the private-indi-
vidual. If you cannhot get the price for|
it- you cammot get the high-class house
buijlt. Unless they ‘declare North Park-
dale @ilso, or most of it, a residential
district, the access to High Park may
be wvery much hampered. .Bridges to
the north of the eity shoudd be built.

‘“We should to-day be mapping out a
complete -greater city, allowing in our
plans for the omtlying sections which
must, as the city expands naturally,
come to be a part cf it.

“The World’s poliey ‘on' thé needs
of our harbor and our local transpor-
tation should result in good, It seems
that umless' some body or individual
takes up a question like .thils, 'and oth-
ers closely inter-related, legisla-
tors and city officials will let every-
thing go along as they have been for
years, with the result that we don't
know very. wéll whene we are at.

“I notlce another thing, which should
noit hbe encouraged, in my opinion,. and
that is that altho the city engineer hag”
I believe, passed against it, ma.n.y:
streets are belng laid. out with no bou-
levards, but with the concrete walk
abutting on the street, This is in many
cases  unsightly and ddngerous.”

7ORONTO THE BEAUTIFUL.

One of the most effectual ymeans of
booming a city is by increasing its at-
tractions as a residential centre, ‘and
the following suggestion, made by An-
drew. Dods. of Johnson, McKay, Dods
& -Grant,barristers,is one good example
of what a citizén thinks would consti-
tute an improvement the city could
make af a minimum expense were the
matter. taken up premptly.

In pointing out that there is.no city
in the Dominion that can eoffer a great-
er diversity of scenery than Toronto,
Mr. Dods suggests that the city pass a
bvlaw forbidding the erection of houses
on West ‘Bloor-street, High Park-ave-
nue, Jane-street .or $t. Clair-avenue
(north of Bloor), -at’ a ;distance less
than- 60 feet from:'the street. In this
way there would be a continuous drive-
way right round the suburbs, and tak-
ing the Union Station at Front-street
as a starting point, the route could be
along the lakefront, past garrison com-
mons and the exhibition grounds, thru
High Park; then along Bloor west to
Jane-street and north to St. Clair-ave=
nue, along St. Clair-avenue down thru
the Rosedale an

CHURGHILL DENIES 1T
IND BOND REAFFIRMS

Incident of Neyf*u‘ndland Fisheries
is Aired in ‘Commons on
Personal Basis.

1. Deer Park is that part of the Town-
ship of York; in the County of York,
descnbed fas follows: Commencing at
tHe €&st side of Forest Hill-road’at the
northwest angle of that part of the
Upper Canada:- College grounds recently
annexed to the.City of Toronto, thence
northeérly along the east side of Forest
Hill-rodd to the southerly limit of the
Town of North Toronto, thence easterly
along the said southerly limitiof North
Toronto to the eastern limit af Yonge-
street, then southerly along the said
,eusterly 1limit of Yonge-street to the
‘southerly limit of Mount Pleasant Cem-
etery and to the cerftre of the Rosedale
Ravine; thence southerly along the
centre of the Rosedale Ravine to the
northern boundary of the City of To-
fonto; theénce westerly following the
northerly limits of the City of Toronto
to  the ealterly limit of that part of
Avenue-road district recently annexed
to the City of Toronto; thence hor-
therly 'along the said easterly limit to
the - northerly limit, recently annexed
to the City of Toronto; thence wester-
ly! along .the said limit to the place of
beginning.
