By a special message, dated the 16th of 

June last, I laid before tbc Senate a treaty 
Signed that (lay by the plenipotentiaries 
of the United States and of the Republic of 
tiawaii, having for its purpose the incor- 
poration of the Hawaiian Islands us an in­
tegral part of the United States and under 
Its sovereignty. The Senate, having re­
moved the injunction of secrecy, although 
the treaty is still pending before that body, 
he subject may be properly referred to in 

this message because the necessary action 
of the Congress is required to determine by 
legislation many details of the eventual 
union, should the fact of annexation be ac­
complished, as I believe It should be.

The Objects Aimed At.
At the meeting last night Mr. Paul Camp­

bell occupied the chair, and Dr. Barrie* 
explained the objects at which they 
aiming* These were to do away with the 
Injustice and Inequality of the present mode 
of assessment. A workingman puts up it 
cottage which Is assessed at $1000. At 15 
mills in the dollar his taxes amount to $15. 
and this would be supplemented by taxes 
for roadway, sidewalk and so on. amount­
ing to another $5 per annum. That man 
pays the city $20 per annum for his 
$1000 worth of property. Another man 
with $1000 Invested in bank or other stocks. 
If it is known, is taxed on the Income, and 
pays at the rate of 15 mills, about 75 cents 
per annum. In other words the property 
owner pays on the capital $1000, the capi­
talist on the Interest of $10C0.

Another Example.
The retail merchant who has paid for 

$10,000 worth of stock 4k taxed for that 
sum, while his neighbor , ind competitor In 
the same Hue, who has %ot paid for his 
stock, equal lu value, Is assessed for no­
thing; wholesale men the same way. More­
over, agents for foreign manufacturers, 
who sell as much as any local manufac­
turer, paid nothing on their stock, while 
local manufacturers were heavily taxed.

In American cities the system was more 
just. The personalty amounted to 33 18 
per cent, of the total assessment In lo 
ronto it amounted to 0 per ceut 

Church Exemption,.
As to exemptions, there were the churches. 

People were afraid to speak out because 
of church Influence, which was opposed 
to abolition of exemption.

P% YOU SAYWHAT’S THE MATTER WITH THE SUNNY 
SETTLEMENT?

During the Centre Toronto campaign 
The Globe tried to make capital by al­
leging as a fact that the Manitoba 
school question was not settled, that the 
Conservatives were planning to keep it 
open, and that trouble would eventuate 
unless the Liberals, who had settled the 
question, were retained in power.

On the 1st of November last the Earl 

of Rosebery traveled from Edinburgh’ to 
Manchester in order to be the principal 
speaker at a public meeting held in the 
Free Trade Hall, to celebrate the cen­
tenary otf the Manchester Chamber of 
Commerce. His speech contains a 
sketch otf the tree trade movement, and 
is, in the main, a glorification otf its 
results. He is, however, forced to ad­
mit that “the sanguine expectations of 
the promoter» of free trade had not 
been realized because they had found 
very few imitators."

His Lordship makes an allusion to the 
“industrial war now going on,” namely, 
the engineers’ strike,and prophesies that 
“all attempts at interference, mediation 
and arbitration, however well meant, 
were almost certain to be fruitless as 
long as they were not invited by one 
of the parties to the struggle.” He 
neglects, however, to explain that this 
“Industrial war” is one of the results 
of his much-belauded system of free im­
portations. Ik is this which has ground 
the manufacturing class betwixt the 
upper hiiHstone otf foreign competitiou 
and the nether millstone of trades union­
ism until the employers of labor have, 
for very existence sake, been forced to 
resist the demands of their workpeople.

We are, however, quite willing that 
Lord Rosebery and the Manchester free 
importers should enjoy any small degree 
of comfort they may be able to extract 
from the present condition of trade in 
England. It is when he sneaks of free 
trade in its Imperial relations that we 
feel impelled to dissent. Lord Rosebery 
tells us that “one of the most important 
effects of tree -trade had been the main­
tenance and the consolidation of the 
British Empire.” He said, too, that 
Cobden wanted to hold the colonies by
