Scanty Rainfall,

London, Sept. 2.—The anclent aque-
ducts and reservoirs of Jerusalem testity
to the abundant provision that was made

for running water in the Holy City when
it was the metropolis of the Jewish State.
It is only within the last few weeks that
they have been brought again Into the
service of the city, which during interveén-
ing centuries has been dependent upon the
scanty accumulations of raln water. -

The droughts of the present summer led
to distress which, happily, the new Gov-
ernor of Jerusalem, Mohammed Djevad
Pasha, had the will and energy to combat.
He secured the Bultan's comsent to lay
immediately a pipe from Solomon’'s Pools,
nine ‘milés south of the city.

It 18 in a deep subterranean spring,
which fram the time of Selomen flowed
thra an arched channel to a distributing
chamber. The tunmel is roofed with stones
ih the shape of an Inverted V. It Is one
of the oldest structures in exi It
asses thru the valley where were the
eautiful anclent gardens of Solomon,
mentioned in EccleSfastes. It pésses the
spot where Hlijah said that he rested In
his flight from Jezebel and crosses the
Plains of Ephraim where David In the
heat of hattle with the Philistines longed
for water from the well of Bethléhem.
Finally, after passing round the siope of
Zion it enters the city thru the grounds
of the mosque Omar, which is in the old
temple area.

This drawing from Solomon's Pools will
enable the use of twelve ancitnt -foun-
taing in the eity. It will require twenty
kilometres of piping and ten centimettes
in dlameter when finally Installed. The
Governor has also successfully repaired
the Virgin’s fount in the Valley of Je-
hoshaphat outside of the city walls. Its
waters pass to the pool of Siloam to a tun-
nel built by , Hezekiah, as his workmen
recorded in rough-hewn Hebrew, which

SITKA’S MAGNETIC OBSERVATORY.
Seattle, Sept. 2.—A despatch from Sitka

mence the construction there of a magne-
tic observatory for the terrestrial division
of the coast survey. The observatory is
one of four to be constructed by the gov-
ernment for the purpose of defining the
deviation of the magnetie pole from the
true north, and will be ol the greafest
importance to the coast survey in marking
mariners’ courses on the charts. At pre-
sent it is known that charts ten or mote
years old are In many cases worthless ow-
ing to the deviation of the magnetic pole.
It is to overcome this and correct errors
in charts that the observatories are to be
built. One is in operation at Chelteu-
ham, Md., one is to be erected on the
North Atlantic coast, one in ™itka and
one in Honolulu.

The construction of the observatory in-
volyes infinite pains to insure the interior
free from all effecis of heat, cold and
dampness. The walls, roof and floor will
be of extraordinary thickness, packed with
sawdust and having alr spices between the
walls. Inside there will be a room con-
taining the delicate mechanism necessar}
for the investigation.. This mechanism
will consist of small magnets suspended
by mineral fibres. ‘o each magnet will be
attached a tiny mirror, on which a rav
of light will be allowed to fall. This rax
of light will be reflected on a slowly re-
volving cylinder covered with sensitlzed
photographic paper. By this method the
lateral deviation, as well as the dip of
the magnetic pole from the true north,
ecan be noted and allowances made. Dr.
H. W. M. Edmonds of the coast survey
is In charge of the work.

Neverthcless, in accordance with
the customs of thousands of years,the Bm-
peror of China has taken the blamne on
his own sucred persom, I have, there-
fore; the task of expressing to Your
Majesty the most cordial feelings of
the Emperor, my illustrious master, to-
ward Your Imperial Majesty and the
whele Imperial family. I hope the pass-
ing clodd will only intensify the suc-
ceeding sunshine and friendship of the
two great IBmpires when they under-
stand the value of each other better.”

Kasier’'s Reply.

Emperor Willilam said: “It Is no
joyous or festive occasion, nor the ful-
filment of a simple act of courtesy
which brings Your Imperial Highness
to me, but a deeply melancholy and
very serious event. My Minister to the
court of the Emperor of China has been
slain In the eapital of China by the
murderous weapon of an Imperinl Chin-
ese soldier, acting under superior com-
mand, an unheard-of ecrime, which 1is
branded as infamous by interuational
law and the usages of all nations.

The drovers and Jnttle dealers do not want
a change in the locatlon, nor do the banks,
hotelkeepers and other interests directly
or Indirectly connected with the market,
But, while there is practical unanimity
on the advisability of leaving the market
swhere It 1s, there is almost equal unanim-
jty in favor of improving and enlarging the
market. The World 18 also pleased to
learn that the improvements récommend-
ed by the committee are just thé same as
those suggested from time to time by this
paper. If the report of the committee is
followed out, a thoro transformation of
the market will be effected. There will
pe ample room to transact the business for
ten or twenty years to come. it will be
possible under the reorganization to have
the business transacted decently, econem-
jeally and with expedition. Not a dollar
will be lost in making the improvements.
The city will receive such Increased rent-
als and fees as will make the proposed in-
vestment a source of considerable profit.
The ecommittee has made an excejlent
sizing up of the situation, and its recom-
menddtions will be approved by practically
everyone doing business at the market. It
is to be hoped lost time will be made up
by a rapid carrylng out of the committee's
recommendations. Whenever we reflect
on the St. Lawrence Market improvements
we are seized with a sensation of disgust.
The mistakes perpetrated In that under-
taking must not be repeated in the Cattle
Market Improvements. The alterations
and improvements should be carefully de-
cided on, and then they should be rushed
right ahead. If the committee keeps on In
a straight line in the direction It has in-
dicated. in its report, no rival can possibly
take the business away from the ecity.

SYDNEY'S MAGNIFICENT IRON AND
STEEL PLANT.

The development of Cape Breton has 2
great interest for the whole Dominion.. Up
to within a recent period the little island
has been dependent almost excluslvely on
its coal mines,but during the last few years
a great impetus has been glven to it by
the establishment of the Dominion Iron
and Steel Company. Prior to 1880, the coal
mining industry languished, but when the
Conservative government came into power
in 1879 and adopted the National Policy, the
far eastern seciion of Canada began 1O
prosper and that prosperity has grown
with each succeeding year. The output of
coal in 1870 was only 688,000 tons, and iu
the first year of the National Polley it
jumped to 954,000 tons. it continued to
increase year by year until in 1801 the
number of tons neared the 2,000,000 mark.
Along in the early nineties the Dominlon
Coal Company was established by Boston,
Hallifax and Montreal capitalists, and this
led up to the formatien of the Dominion
Iron and Steel Company, with the same
capixalists behind it and one or two 'To-
ronto men added. Then followed a develop-
ment which is bound to contibue until
Cape Breton Dbecoines famous thruout the
world. The discovery of rich iron deposits
on Bell Island was another Important inet-
dent. Bell Island is on the east eoast
of Newfoundland. The proprietors of the
Iron and Steel Company saw the possibill-
{ies of a cvombination of the two firterests,
and the result is the magnificent steel
plant which has brought to Cape Breton
a prosperity undreamed of a few years ago.
The ¢ity of Sydney has become a hive of
industry, and the products of the steel
mills are beginning to go out in large quan-
tities to the shipbuilding and railway cen-
tres of Europe. The fact ‘that alt the in-
gredients necessary In the manufacture of
pig iron are found near at hand makes 1t
all the more probable that Sydney will
i a few years rival the great steel mills
in the United States. A speclal commissions
er of The World Is now looking over the
ground, and his seriptive letters, the
first of which appeared fin yesterday's
paper, will be found interesting.

RESPONSIBILITY OF TRADES
UNIONS.

The Trades Unlon Congress now in ses-
sion at Swansea, Wales, has unanimously
decided to make an appeal to Parliament
to alter the law as lald down by the House
of Lords in the celebrated Taff Vale case.
This decision makes trades unlons respons-
ible organigations, liable for the acts of
thelr officials. British labor leaders are
vested with almost unlimited power in
the conduct of strikes, and an Illegal step
oh their part would involve the. whole
union and its wssets, financlal or other-
wise. Hitherto the central ldea of British
trades unionismm has been to act as a unit
for the advancement of the cause. The
note has been aggressive, and, with the
completion of organization, has become
decldedly menacing. The Lords’ decision
offsets this by declaring that aggressive
action and privileges shall be correlative
with legal responsibility; that , if the
unlions shall act as one In their own inter-
est, they shall suffer as one whenever they
employ illegal methods. It is easy to see
how the heady course of a single union,
or the irresponsible action of a single of-
ficial, might under this decision be made
the occasion of a suit for damages, and
how the funds so necessary to strikers
could be seized in satisfaction of an ac-
tion at law. The decision of the House
of ‘Lords will no doubt hold good in Can-
ada, and labor organizations will do well
in future to bear in mind that the funds
of unions may be attached for the acts of
strike officials. The declsion given by the

PROGRESS OF FREE RURAL '
DELIVERY.

Judging from some remarks made by the
United States Postmaster-General the other
day, the free mail deliwry service will re-
‘¢elve a notable extension in the near future.
{At o meeting of the State Fair Associa-
tlon at Concord, N.H.,, Mr. Smith said
that the postoffice had been carrled to the
doors of 31,000,000 of population who live
in the cities and large towns of the United
States, but that the large problem remains
of carrying the mails to the doors of Z21,-
000,000 ' Americans who live on the farms.
He recalled the fact that within the last
two years the service had been extended
over a tetritory larger than that of all
England. Before the fiscal year 1is closed
the service will have been carried over
8000 routes, bringing the postoffice to the
doors of more than 6,000,000 people, and
reaching one-third of the population it I
intended to furnish with the Iimproved
postal facilities. This is making progress
with ecelerity, for, of course, the amount
of territory to be covered by the exten-
gion of free delivery in the rural districts
i3 a welghty factor in the problem, It Is
much ecasicr to reach a million people In

thickly populated centres than a tenth of
that number in sparsely setiled districts.

Controller Lamb theught 't would hé
best for the city to go on with the suits
entered, and get at thefr rignts.

The City's Contention

The city contends that the company has
no right to the use of the treets without
the coneent of the corporation. Clty
Counsel Fullerton was present, amd be de-
fined the city’'s position as above. " There
are two suits now against the company,
one regarding underground wires, and the
other regarding poles, and he opposed the
consolidation "of the two.

Contro\ler ‘Hubbard tnought the clty
ghould remove tfie objectionable poles un-
til the courts decided they should or shouvid
not he there. He polnted our that the
vompany had unlawfully erected poles on
other streets, and he thougkt tle Board
of Works should report the streets on
which this had been denhe. Accordingly
the Worke Department will be asked for
this information, but the Engincer will
not be ordered just yet to remove the
poles.

CROPS IN NIAGARA PENINSULA.

Apples a Complete Failure—But To-
matoes Show Up Well,

The fruit crop this season on the Nlagara
Peninsula has proved a partial failure.
Apples, the main moneymaking product. are
a complete fallure. Large orchards which
should yleld several hundred barrels, have,
this season, not even a barrel. They will
command a good price in the market, and
if farmers this year had a fraction of the
amount which last season went to waste,
there would be fortunes made. Peaches, In
the late varieties, are about half a erop,
but rotting badly. Pears are the largest
crop of all, and owing to the scarcity of
apples are paying well; plums also have
ylelded well. Grapes, which are being
more extensively culivated in this section
gmn heretofore, are a fair crop in all varle-

es.

The general opinion is that the cold, dark
weather and continued heavy rains of tbe
spring, when the trees were in bloom,
washed away the pollen from the blossoms
and prevented the bees from performing
their task of carrying about rhe fertilizing
dust. A great deal of fruit which did set
dropped off, owing to imperfect polleniza-
tion and the prolonged.drought which fot-
lowed the wet spring, but this only allows
that remaining to be better in quality.

Immense quantities of tomatoes are raised
in this seéction, almost every farmer raisiug
from 400 to 1500 bushels, Experts say
that Niagara tomatoes, like Niagara peach-
es, are the best flavored in the world, and
are winning their way to favor all over
the Dominion. Even in the log cabin
the settler is particular to secure Niagara
grown tomatoes, so that tho one crop fails
and others prove disappointing, the farmer
in the “Garden of Canada” fs not likely
to be ruined. :

tures, which speak with forceful eloguence,
reached Toronto a few days 8go, and can
be seen and handled by all visitors to the:
C.P.R. pavilion at the Exhibition.

The Yorkton and Saltcoats Boards of
Trade did not confine themselves, however,
to sending this Important serles of photo-
graphic views. They were well aware that
shrewd Capadian farmers might ralse qucs-
tions, as to the ripening and harvesting
of the emormous crops pictured. They,
therefore, had a large number of samples
of the fully ripened grain collected from 2
number of farms in the district, each care-
fully labelled with the name of the farm, |
etc. These were also forwarded to Toronty |
for exhibition at the Industrial Falir, and
a more magnificent assemblage of graln
heavily headed in the straw could not, In
the opinfon of many of the best experts,
be seen at any exposition. This collection
of grain from the principal farm district
s displayed as a separate exhibit at the
west end of the C.P.R. pavilion, at the
east side of the south entrance. It includes
white and red fyfe wheat, black oats, White
oats,surprise oats and barley. Many samples
are also shown of the luxuriant grass,
similar to timothy, which grows there to
great perfection with very slight cultiva-
tion, and when sown is a permanent grass
for several successive geasons. The gralus
shown are remarkably heavily headed, are
ripened to perfection, wihich is invariably
the case in this territory. The straw aver:
ages about. six -feet.

So profitable is farming In the Yorkton
and Saltcoats districts that it is no un-
common thing for a settler to buy a farm
at $3.50 an acre and to Clear the total
amount of the purchase money and the '
iabor expended upon the land out of the
first crop. Land seekers will welcome
the news that homesteads are still avall- |
able within easy distance of Yorkton. Also
that there is an abundance of rich grain- |
growing land avallable within eight or ten
miles of Saltcoats, ranging in price from |
$3 an acre up. The settlers around York-
ton and Saltcoats are chiefly from On-
tario, and have made the greatest possible
progress. Dozens of brick houses are to
be seen, many farm houses being of brick,
as they are manufactured in Yorkton, and
are to be had at the low figure of $7 a
thousand. Omne of the most successful
farmers of the district Is a member of a
well-known York County family, Frank W.
Bull, formerly of Downsview, York Town-
ship. His prosperity is typical of the usual
result of settling there. Mr. Bull owns
640 acres,has over one hundred acres under
crop, and expects a yleld of 30 bushels an
acre of wheat and 75 of oats. He is bulld:
ing a brick house at a cost of $4000, has
80 head of cattle and over a score of
borses. Considerable interest is attracted
by a series of photographs of Yorkton and
its public Institutions, This very thriving
town is the terminus of the Manitoba and
Northwest Railway. It is but 70 miles
from Portage la Prairle, hugging the bound
ary of Manitoba, and Iis omly part of a
day’'s ride from Winnipeg. The growing
towns, Neepawa, Glndstme, Minnedosa and
Binscarth, en route. Yorkton possesses the
second largest stock yards in the Nortn—}
west Territories of Canada, from which are
exported for Liverpool 300,000 head of
cattle. A photograph giving a fine view
of the stock yards is one of the Yorkton
series shown In the C.P.R. exhibit. The
chtef Dominion land offices are located
there. It has a branch of the Union Bank
which does a large amount of business.
Three hardware merchants scarcely keep
up with the erders they receive. Omne of
them, T. Caldicott, sold forty tons of fence
wire and ran out of it after supplying this
quantity without filling all his orders. This
extensive fencing was rendered necessary
to protect the new land under crop from
cattle, as there is no herd law In the Terri-
tory. The handsome white brick school-
hcuse at Yorkton, a photograph of which
is also on  view, is this year having a large
addition constructed, er Yorkton photo-
graphs to be seen in C.P.R, pavilion in-
clude the roller mill, government creamery,
the large elevator and othler Yorkton pub-
lie institutions. It is probable that this
ficportant exhibit of grains and collection
of photographs will be exhibited on behalf
of the Yorkton and  Salfcoats Boards of '
Trade thruout Ontarip and other parts of
Canada, and in the United States. It
weuld be difficult to concelve of a more
convincing method of placing the great ad-
vantages of Kast Assiniboia before the
press and public at large.
