HER HUSBAND ISA
HEART-BROKEN MAN

The Times yesterday told the story
of the tragic death of Mrs. John
‘Johnson, formerly Miss Hattie Dal-
ton of St. John, in an attempt to
save two of her children from their
burning home. She was the adopt-
ed daughter of Richard and Mrs.Dal-
ton of Bridge street, Indiantown,and
she and her boys visited them last
fall. Her real name was Johnston,
and she was - born near. Fredericton
Junction. . She lived with Mr. and
Mrs. Dalton till she was eighteen
and afterward lived for a time in
Moncton.

Describing the fire in which Mrs.
Johnson and two of her three boys
were burned to death, the Bangor
Commercial says:—

«Jt was an awful home-coming for
the father, who but two hours earl-
jer had kissed his wife and little
ones good-bye when he started for
his work. He is a coal-shoveller in
the employ of the Hincks Coal Co.,
and all the neighbors tell of pis de-
votion to his tamily, his thrift and
domesticity. He was at work in
the coal-yard when he got word by
telephone that his house was on fire.

Long before he arrived there he
gaw the gray smoke which was curl-
ing up into the bright sun-light sky
from the smouldering  ruins of
his home but not until he got there
did-he learn the full message of the
terrible calamity which had visited

. Kind friends themselves hard-
1y able to bear up under the fatality

broke the news as gently as possible,
and it was an ‘experience which all
who were there hope hever to under-
go again.

Sobbing-and weeping and calling in
vain for his wife and.children he was
led into the Doughty house—away
from the scene of the conflagration.

“Johnson is_ @& big, sturdy and
hardworking ‘Swede and  his pride
was his home and family. The
house which he occupied was owned
by Dr. H. A. King but he was buy-
ing it by easy payments and he and

‘WHIP ANY FLEET.

Estimated That One Such Gun
Would Protect the Whole

"Have Interesting Resuits.

New York, Dec. 22.—A Paris de-
spatch to the Herald says; ‘‘Great ip-
ter:st hms been caused herd by recemt
experiments with a new cannom, a
secret. invention.

The most recent tests were f made
at Hayre last Sunday in the pres-
ence of M. Berteux, minister of war
and fifty deputies and senators.

The new cannon has a calibre of
nige and a half inches, firing a pro-
jectile weighing 859 pounds. . The
principal merit of the invention i8 its
extreme simplicity of mechanism.
Threc men can operate it, ome to
sigrt and one to attend the breech,
while'/the duties of the third are a
secret, ' depending on the invention.

The shell fired has a muzzle vek
ity of five hundred metres (1,6%
feet). a second, and produces -a,
whistling {noise heard a mile and a
half away. So powerful is the force
of the shot, it is said that no 'ship
of any navy would be able to with-
stand it. i

Although fired 480 times, the gun
was apparently undamaged, whereas
‘usually the life of a big cannon is
{500 shots. A French military ex-
pert  discussing the new cannon in the
Herald estimates that one such can-
non ‘would adequetely protect the
cptire coast of France. The cost of
the cannon is_said to be $100,000,
inciuding its quota of projectiles.

MARKET FOR BONDS.

Canadian Issues in Good Demand ---
Some ‘Heavy Flotations Pending -~ -
Local Loan Companies Do Well---Fact-

ors in Wall Street

: (Toronto News.)

One of the striking features of the
present financial situation is the existing
demand for high class bonds. It would

appear that during the stagnation of the
past two years in the s.ock markets,
considerable capital ‘has accumulated 1n
the hands of investors, and that the
tunds thus at hand are seeking a resting
plage.  This is indicated by the present
otierings of corporatien bonus to tne pub-
lic. 4t is two ‘years since the newspa-
per have enjoyed much business in the
way of advertisements of such flotations,
and the change for the better has only
lately came about.. During the past
week the local press has contained an-
nou ts of bond issues by the Nova
Scotia Steel and Coal Compaany, . the
Winidipeg Electric Railway Company, the
Detroit United Railway Company and
the United States of Mexico. It is note-
worthy that the Winnipeg railway .flota-
tion is said to have been much over-sub-
soribed in quick order. The placing of
$14,000,000 Grand Trunk Pacific bonds in
London, and of $5,000,000 of Canadian
Northern railway -bonds in New York,
may also be mentioned. This improve-
ment in the bond market is clearly indi-
cated by the action of the Central Canada
Loan Company in doubling its bonus to
shareholders payable on Jan. 1. Thi
increase in the dividend is due to the
company’s enjoyment of an active bond
market during the past six months.

A similar improvement in the invest-
ment situation is noticed in the United
States. The general manager of a Cana~
dian Loan Company told,me this week
that almost any first class Canadian
bonds could be disposed, of in New York
before ten o‘clock any morning. An
American newspaper says:—'‘As illustrat-
ing the good demand for bonds, the suc-
cessful winding up of the Cuban bond
syndicate which floated the last issue of
$35,000,000, 5 per cent. ‘bonds is worth
noting. All of thém were disposed of
within six months and a distribution of
profits on subscriptions of about 4.8 per
cent, has just been made, although mno
cash was called from subscribers. This
experience shows that for good things
there is still a first class demand, and it
points the way to further successful flota-
tions.”” It is quite possible that the im-
mediate future will bring with it a num-
ber of heavy bond issues in Wall street.
For one thing, several of the big United
States railways have been mentioned as
likely to father flotations for the pur-
pose of paying off the $150,000,000 o
short term loans, which they secured
when bonds were unsaleable a ‘few
months ago.

The records ‘show that of the books
cailed for by these readers 21.6 per
cent, or 166,677, wero clagsified un-
der the head of mathematics, sciences
and medicines; 20 per cent, or 158,-
711, were serious works on literature
and languages; 18 per gent were his-
toriem and geographies, and about 2
per cent related to religion and the~
ology. The rest of the applications
were for books on art, industries, en-
gineering and military and naval
sciences. Trashy fiction and light lit-
erature found no apprecigble place in
the classified table of books in de-
mand by the patrons of this library,
and this is also the case everywhere
that reading matter ia free for the
Public in Japan.

1t is remarked that this habit of
Japanesc readers forms a curious
eontrast to the experience in most
¥nglish and American public and free
libraries, where novels, descriptive
works and light and ephemeral liter-
ature have the greatest demand.
American libraries have in a large
rpeasure given up original research.
On the other hand, the poar people in
Japan look upon their public librar-
ieg as schools. They go there to
learn something instead of to get a
book for idle amusement.
