Empire cable.)—News reaches here from 
Paris that Emperor William is visiting 
in person the terrible struggle on the 
Somme. He has seen the French ad­
vance to within two-thirds of a mile of 
Combles and the German communica­
tions imperilled by General Michaelo’s 
drive, which resulted In the capture of 
two and a half miles of railroad from 
Rove to Peronne.

Heartened by the emperor’s presence, 
fresh German troops have thrown theif 
weight into the struggle in tremendous 
counter-blows which, however have fail­
ed, according to French official reports, 
to win back for them any of the lost 
ground.

“This battle,” the Kaiser is reported 
to have said, “is vitally important. You 
must spare no effort to hold off the en­
emy and die at your posts rather than 
yield.” At the same time the emperor 
promised to send strong reinforcement* 
to General Von Buelow, who has re­
placed General Von Gallwitz. The lat­
ter has been transferred farther north 
to command the army facing Arras. Von , 
Buelow led the left wing of Von Hln- 
denburg’s Russian drive and is one of 
the new chief of staffs first appoint­
ments.

Official German orders captured by J. MARCUSthe British in Ftance two weeks ago 
point out that a victorious termination 
of the present war for Germany depends 
upon the strictest possible economy in all 
matters pertaining to “those things which 
are necessary for carrying on the war.” 
Another order, captured at the same 
time, tells the German soldiers that “the 
less we use, the less the war will cost.”

Tile first order, which is undated, 
says;

•The victorious termination of the war 
depends, :i no small degree, upon our 
economy in all those things which are 
necessary for carrying on the war, so 
that, in the course of time, we may not 
be hampered by the shortage of some 
Important war material.

“The necessity for care in the use of 
food has been dealt with several times 
recently.

“Equally important, though In many 
canes less heeded, is the careful use of 
our stocks of war supplies and raw ma­
terial of all sorts, because, even if we 
have no shortage at present, the sup­
plies and the monev are limited, where­
as the length of the war cannot yet be 
foreseen.

•If we wish to insure that the stocks 
and supplies are used to the greatest 
advantage, 
must help to see that all stocks of cloth­
ing, equipment, and war material of all 
sorts are spareu as far as exigencies of 
war allow, and that new orders are sent 
In only for that which is absolutely 
lacking or entirely unfit for use.

“From today, in order to insure that 
all unserviceable articles are sent back, 
so that they may be put to some use, a 
nek issue will not be made from the 

, office concerned until the woraout arti­
cle* have been returned. If this Is Im­
possible for any reason, such as fire or 
destruction by bombardment, such rea­
son must be stated on the indent.”

The second order, which is addressed 
to-enlisted soldiers, gives these instruc- 
tidlks:

•While our enemies obtain their food, 
clashing and material from all countries, 
our own untiring industry has succeeded 
unaided in supplying from Germany the 
enormous needs of our army.

“It is our duty to be economical, not 
only with food, but also with all those 
things which are used in warfare. Take 
care of your clothing.

“A well-patched tunic or pair of boots 
becomes i soldier because it shows that 
in small matters he is helping to ac­
complish great things. Just as the small 
saver contributed to the great success 
of our war loans, so the soldier in the 
trenches contributes toward our eco­
nomic victory by taking care of things 
that are entrusted to him.

“Take care of your arms. Be eco­
nomical with all material and tools t- -1 
are issued. The less we use the less 
the war will c'ist, and the easier it will 
be for out flgh ers at home to supply us 
out here with everything that we require 
for the final victory."

In two days’ battle of four 
or live fighting hours each the French 
forces have inflicted defeat on the flower 
of the German army, have taken more 
than 6,000 unwounded prisoners, with 
corresponding military trophies, have 
stormed what the Germans asserted were 
impregnable fortifications on a front 
thirteen miles in length and averaging 
over a mile in depth, and with minimum 
losses on their own side have added, it 
is estimated here, 50,000 men to the list 
of German casualties

This is a great record, of not only 
French courage, but also of co-ordinated 
operations in the most difficult warfare 
since the history of battles began. The 
Bavarians on Sunday proved that when, 
after their first two counter attacks 
from the little wood of M arriéré, near 
Le Forest, had melted with appalling 
losses under the fire of the French sev­
enty-fives, their gray-green 
surged forward yet again, a scant half- 
hour later, only to die just as hopeless­
ly but Just as bravely on ground al­
ready covered with thousands of bod­
ies of their comrades.

Behind the French armies there is me­
thod and science, greater science and 
greater method than in all the much ad­
vertised clockwork attacks on Verdun.
The Germans are ttying to fight the war 
on lines already laid down by their 
general staff; the French have adapted 
themselves and their tactics to suit each 
change in the military circumstances, 
and every Frenchman now knows that 
he is not “cannon fodder,” butchered in 
the hope that the enemy will give way 
from sheer exhaustion, but a unit, care­
fully selected to accomplish a particular 
plejfrof work, and for that reason not 
toÆthsacrificed uselessly lest the whole 
work suffer because parts of it are un­
done.

Let any one, who is tempted to ask if 
the French offensive has failed, recall 
that since July 1 the French have ad­
vanced along a fifteen mile front to a 
depth of five to ten miles, that every­
thing they have won has been held 
against no matter what reaction, that 
each day’s objective has always been 
attained and at minimum loss, and fin­
ally that the ground thus won was de­
fended by ample forces and strengthen­
ed with every device of modern war­
fare- It may be said by some that at 
Verdun also the Germans progressed 
regularly for a time, only to fail in the 
end. But there is an all-important dif­
ference. Their advance was compelled 

. gradually to narrow almost to a point, 
with the result that the concentrated 
fire of the French artillery broke the 
wedge end as often as the Germans 
tried to thrust it further.

On the Somme the French front of at­
tack has steadily widened—first in the
river bend, then north of the stream to from the sea to Switzerland.

Notice of a further and very radical 
reduction in the eyesight tests applied 
to recruits for overseas service has been 
given by the department of militia at 
Ottawa.

For infantry the reduction in eye 
tests is decidedly marked. While the 
instructions issued are clouded by a 
number of technical terms their object 
is definite, that is that every man with 
avenge good eyesight cannot use it as 
an excuse for not serving.

Under the new regulations any man 
offering for infantry service who has 
anything like an ordinary set of eyes 
will be passed. The demands are now 
that a recruit must have one-quarter 
perfect vision in one eye—preferably his 
shooting optic—and a tenth in the other.

This means that any man with ordin­
ary useful vision, need not fear being 
turned down on account of his eyes.

It also meant much more. During 
the last two years thousands of men 
have been rejected because their eyes 
would not respond to the extreme tests 
applied. At first the tests demanded 
practically perfect eyesight. Then they 
were reduced considerably about a year 
ago. Now they have come down to a 
point where the ordinary man on the 
street, who sees well enough for his 
regular business, will be counted as able 
to see enough to shoot Germans at any­
where from 30 to 500 yards. At longer 
distances the artillery attends to the 
case.

London’s Millions Cheer as Zeppelin 
Drops Like Comet To Destruction

i

Thrilling Story of Fate of Air-raider, Plunging 
to Earth in Flames, After Shell Finds Its 
Mark — City’s Defences Now Make Raids 
Dangerous For the Raiders

fell at some distance from the wreck. 
But experts think it would have been 
impossible for any one to escape from 
the cars through the narrow exits in 
the few seconds between the time the 
shell hit home and the final explosion.

As the mass of melting metal crashed 
to the earth it struck a_ country villa, 
which was partly destroyed, and killed 
three horses in a stable near by.

Souvenir hunters, of course, were early 
on the ground, and began carrying away 
all that was portable. So much of the 
ship was carried • Off in this fashion that 
the authorities not only put a stop to 
it, but have issued an appeal to those 
who have the relics to return them, in 
the hope that tlie great airship can be 
reconstructed piece by piece.

It was just after midnight when the 
biggest fleet of Zeppelins that ever in­
vaded Britain came over the east coast, 
but it was considerably after two 
o’clock before the public in London 
heard of them. This is my fifth experi­
ence with Zeppelin raiders, and, though 
claiming none of the calmness or stoic­
ism of the Briton, I watched their efforts 
to evade the searchlights, which were 
flashing for them in every direction, and 
the fire of the anti-aircraft guns with 
tlie keenest interest and zest.

The night was exceptionally dark, and 
the wise precautions taken about lights 
must have made London look to the 
Zeppelin crews as if it were covered 
with a blanket. They seemed utterly 
lost and became confused by the mul­
tiplicity of searchlights.

From the time I heard the first gun 
until I saw the Zeppelin caught in the 
centre of a cloud of I bursting shells not 
ten minutes passed. ,( „

“Ging, boom 1 , Ofiff&g-g boom-m-m, 
Zing-g-g-fi boom-m-m-m !” barked the 
guns. Suddenly 
glare which lit up 
all sides went up round after round of 
cheers from the thousands who had 
rushed to windaws, arid into the streets.

“We hit him! He’s done!” the shout 
went up from all sides. Your Big Tom 
explosion lacked the dramatic effects of 
this great hunt.

For a moment the ship remained sta­
tionary. Then she slowly slid toward 
the earth, gaining momentum with every 
sound. Probably a shell pierced her 
petrol tank, causing an explosion that 
started a fire spreading through her gas 
compartments.

From those near the fated monster 
it was learned her death agonies lasted 
a bare minute and a- half, 
which I saw was not the first evidence 
she was hit. She had been clearly out­
lined by the searchlights and the. burst­
ing shells, and then suddenly 
veloped in a cloud of smoke of her own 
making. From the cloud seemed to 
come a streak of fire like a comet, which 
fell very slowly at first, and tlien bright­
ened a little, till it flashed suddenly in­
to the great sheet of flame we had seen 
in London. This lasted but a second 
and left a still blazing hulk, which slid 
like a volplaning aero to the earth.

Another Zeppelin was caught for 
moment in the long tentacles of the 
searchlight, and seemed on the point of 
suffering a similar fate, but she

London, Sept. 3.—London has been 
gunning a long time for the biggest 
birds in the world, and early this morn­
ing she got one. It was one of the noc­
turnal monsters that hover high above 
peaceful homes ,now and then tossing 
off a ball of Are or some other death­
dealing missile—a Zeppelin.

Thirteen of the monsters took part in 
the most dangerous and elaborate raid 
yet made. Only three succeeded in 
gelling over London, the rest bombard- 

witli little effect towns and cities 
along the east coast. As usual, many 
of the bombs fell into the sea, and the 
total casualties were very small com­
pared to the effort put forth. So far 
only two deaths and thirteen injured, 
including two children, have been re­
ported. None of the casualties was in 
the metropolitan district of London. 
Full reports from the country have not 
yet been received.

The quarry of London’s guns came to 
earth in a little hamlet northwest of the 
city. It fell in an open field and early 
risers, or those who had not returned 
to bed after being awakened about 2 
in the morning, were like some prehis­
toric reptile, lay stretched out, singed 
and charred.

The quiet country lanes leading 
through the pleasant fields and neat 
hedgerows to the spot where the wreck 
had fallen soon resembled the roads on 
Long Island on the morning of a Van­
derbilt cup race.

however, and that is the willingness to 
abide by the results of reason. It is 
the demand that when we do anything 
in this country we should understand 
the way we travel, where we put our 
foot dotai, and never surrender to any 
force of any kind.

“It is, as the future will unfold, our 
priceless heritage that we have a coun­
try where intelligence reigns, where 
there are many opportunities of educa­
tion, where we are trying to stamp out 
every abuses working against our insti­
tutions. We prise the rule of informed 
public opinion. We submit ourselves, 
with respect to our greatest national 
concerns, to the arbitrament of the 
public judgment every four years. We 
submit our arguments, tell what we 
think and desire to be done; then we go 
to the polls and express our convictions, 
and then every American citizen, 
whether he is victorious or defeated, goes 
home satisfied, and reason rules. But 
the day must never come—and I regret 
to say we have gone very far toward 
that day, when we shall have any action 
under pressure, instead of on a con­
sideration of the facts.”

Asserting that the Democratic party 
would not be saved by the European 
war, he said:

“I am proud of the achievements of 
the Republican party. Sometimes, when 
we read distinguished utterances on 
the other side, it seems as if it was 
thought that the world began on March 
4, 1914. Now, considerable had hap­
pened before that eventful date, con­
siderable in the way of progressive leg­
islation. We had the Interstate Com­
merce Act, the Safety Appliance Act, 
the Hours of Service Act, the Federal 
Liability Act, the Meat Inspection Act, 
the Pure Food and Drugs Act, the Hep- 
bum amendment controlling rates un­
der the Interstate Commerce Act, and 
there was the amendment of 1910 to 
the Interstate Commerce Act—■ long 
series of what might be called progres­
sive legislation of a very important char­
acter.”

After reviewing what he termed the 
president’s blunders in Mexico, Mr. 
Hughes continued :

“I am very serious because that sort 
of thing cannot be made good by the 
protestation of humanitarian aspirations. 
If we are to cherish humanitarian sen­
timents, very good, but let us bex cor­
rect in our diplomacy or we will get 
into serious trouble and forfeit the op­
portunities by which we can make our 
sentiments effective. We must be cor­
rect internationally. We must win the 
respect of nations and enjoy our own 
self-respect.”
Sums Up His Policies

Here is the summation by Mr. Hughes 
of the policies for which he standsf

“I have not time to elaborate many 
would like to say, but I will 
ntiense in a few words what I 

stand for; and you may understand this 
that if I am elected to this great office 
I propose that what I say now shall be 
carried out in deeds, for I am not talk­
ing for effect. I had not wanted to take 
the title of this office and leave the 
congenial work in which I was engaged.
I appreciated the office. I dreaded the 
responsibility, but I am in this with zeal 
and enthusiasm and only because there 
is opportunity, if the American people 
desire it, to put all the power I possess 
(into having efficient government for 
the United States.

Lexington, Ky, Sept. 8.—Charles E. 
81% Hughes made it evident today that it 

was his intention to make the passage 
of the Adamson bill, granting an eight- 
hour day to the railroad brotherhoods, 
one of the big issues of his campaign. 
He handled the topic without gloves in 
his address here before an audience of 
8,000 persons in the City Auditorium, 

aT i and, while more than half of his audi- 
jjj tors were Democrats, he was cordially 
11T applauded.

Mr. Hughes charged that President 
Wilson and congress by bending the 
knee to organized labor and forfeiting 
the principle of arbitration had endan­
gered the stability of “the priceless in- 

JJ2 stltutions of this land which distinguish 
us as a free country.” By submission 
to the rule of force, as opposed to the 
rule of reason, in the recent emergency, 
he asserted, the administration had 
“gone very far toward that day when 
we shall have any action under pres­
sure, instead of a consideration of the 
facts.”

Kentucky is cordial to President Wil­
son, and the feeling that he was In the 
enemy’s country stirred Mr. Hughes to 
much the same kind of fighting spirit 
which animated his address of last night 
in Nashville. He attacked the presi­
dent’s address of acceptance, saying 
that It gave the impression that the 
Democrats believed that the world 
began or March 4, 1918, when President 
Wilson went into office. He cited pro­
gressive legislation passed by Republican 
administrations and ridiculed Mr. Wil­
son’s contention that “humanitarian as­
pirations” had guided his 
Mexico.

In closing his address Mr. Hughes re­
iterated his independence of any con­
trol, other than his wish to serve the 
American people. This came as an ad­
ded warning to the bosses, on whom 
he served notice of his complete inde­
pendence when he said that he frequent­
ly “displeased my Republican friends of 
New York," and knew what indepen­
dence meant. Mr. Hughes summed up 
progressive measures he favored, add­
ing: “I propose that what I 
shall he carried out in deeds, for I am 
not talking for effect.”
Takes Text From Lincoln

Mr. Hughes led up to his attack upon 
the Adamson bill by a eulogy of Abra­
ham Lincoln, who was bom in Ken­
tucky. He said:

“What was it, perhaps, more than 
anything else, that distinguished him 
and has given him his eminence? It was 
that he incarnated the spirit of the 
plain people of this land. Endowed 
with extraordinary ability, having 
markable clarity of judgment, wise in 
policy, farsighted in statesmanlike vision, 
he was the interpret** of the heart and 
the thought of the plain people of Am­
erica, No American feels a stranger to 
him because of his greatness. He is 
brother to us all. He is kin to the hum­
blest because he interpreted the spirit 
of the plain people.

“What is that spirit ? It is the spirit 
of reasonablenss ; it is the spirit of fair­
ness; it is the spirit of generous thought 
and judgment ; it is the spirit which de­
mands the rule of calmness and reason 
and repudiates the demands of oppres­
sion. of tyrrany, and of force.

“We have a new spirit abroad in these 
recent days in America. It is the spirit 
that demands legislation in advance for 
investigation. It is the spirit that de­
mands executive action and congressional 
action in advance of an examination of 
the facts upon which action should be 
based. It Is the spirit that says: ‘Leg­
islate now and Investigate afterwards.’ 
it is the spirit of force. It is not Am­
erican.

“To the bottom of my soul I desire 
fair-dealing in this country between man 
and man. There is no one more anxi­
ous than I that there shall be equity in 
connection with all our relations. I 
want to see even- particle of class an­
tagonism vanished in the presence of the 
application of just principles. I want to 
see our men knit together in a common 
fellowship. I want labor to have safe 
means of work, sanitary conditions of 
work, wholesome opportunities for re­
creation, reasonable hours for work, fair 
wages, provision for old age. I want 
what is reasonable for labor.
Reason the Way, Not Force

“There is one thing that underlies all, 
and that is that in our efforts to se­
cure what is just we keep the priceless 
institutions of this land which distin­
guish us as a free country and separate 
us from all the autocracies of the world.
It may be very important that here or 
there shall be a change in the wage scale.
I know not. It is a matter for careful 
examination. I should be the first to 
recognize any demand that is just. There 
is something that percedes any demand, 
Nashwaaksis. Rev. A. P. Newcombe 
tied the nuptial knot.

Fighting Still Going On
The other picture was more human 

and less frightful, although sad and 
tragic and wonderful. It was the field 
behind the battlelines into which “the 
walking wounded” first came down, af­
ter their escape from those fires further 
up. Some of the wounded men lay 
abont on the stubble, others came limp­
ing between the cornstalks with their 
arms about the necks of their stronger 
comrades.

It is too soon to tell the story of this 
day. The British were still fighting as 
the sun went down this evening with a 
red glow in the sky after a sharp burst 
of rain. In those wet and broken ditch­
es, which are called trenches, northeast 
and beyond the Moquet Farm, and on 
the right by Guillemont, the Germans 
were still being routed out of their 
shell craters and tryitig to rally to coun­
ter-attacks. The German guns were 
flinging out barrages of fire to drive the 
British back when they could.

At this hour, when all is confused and 
uncertain except the main facts Miat the 
British have taken Guillemont and part 
of Ginchy and far beyond Moquet, with 
the news from the French on the right 
—the capture of Clery and 1,500 prison­
ers—I can give only a few glimpses of 
the incidents of all this fighting.

On the British left the attack was 
made on the German lines north and 
south of Arye. General Haig’s troops 
went over their parapets this morning 
almost before the first glimmer of dawn 
had lightened the sky. They could only 
see the ground immediately before them, 
and it was, of course, pittted with shell 
craters, old and new. New craters had 
just been made by the British hurricane 
bombardment, which had laid the Ger- 

parapets in shapeless ruin, killing 
a great number of Germans in what had 
been their trenches. Their light signals 
called to their gunners, and at the very 
instant the British "came into the open. 
The German barrage was accurate, and 
swept the British lines, but the men 
were away, and, as far as I have heard, 
the line on the left did not suffer un­
commonly in the scramble across No 
Man’s Land.
Hand to Hand Fighting

A number of them forced their way 
into and through the German’s first- and 
second line, bayoneting the Germans 
who tried to resist them, and clearing 
the ground of strong snipers and ma­
chine gunners who played an enfilade 
fire upon the successful troops across 
Ancre. The German artillery was able 
to concentrate on this ground, but the 
British held onto the German second 
line against this overwhelming fire with 
a most stubborn endurance, but after­
wards when a body of Prussians ad­
vanced to counter-attack, drew 
get into the line again with the 
their right south of the river.

Much more lucky and valuable was 
the advance made by the Australian 
troops upon the Mouquet Farm. In their, 
way across No Man’s Land, which was 
about 200 yards, I think, was a perilous 
passage. There was no level ground 
anywhere, not a single foot of it. It was 
all shell holes and the British troops fell 
in, scrambled out, and fell in again. 
Some of the holes were full of water 
and mud and the men plunged up to 
their armpits and were bogged.

There was nothing in the way of 
trenches to take, 
holding lines of shell craters in these 
deep pits where they fixed their 
chine guns and were scattered all about 
In isolated groups with little stores of 
bombs and rifles kept dry some how. It 

extraordinarily difficult to attack 
such a position 
definite line.

The Australians found themselves 
sniped by machine guns from unknown 
quarters to the right and left and even 
behind them. By the time the line of 
the Mauquet Farm was reached the 
battle was broken up into a number of 
such encounters between small parties 
of Australians and small parties 
Prussians.

“The warnings and extra precautions 
taken by the railroad companies have 
undoubtedly been the cause of the great 
reduction in railroad grade-crossing fa­
talities,” said the report.

In this connection the report showed 
that in the state of New York at rail­
road grade crossings eight persons were 
killed, seven of whom were in autos.
During the corresponding time in the 
state of New Jersey four persons met 
death in a like manner, as compared 
with seventeen in New York and twelve 
in New Jersey in August of last year.

A new traffic court has been establish­
ed in New York to deal with motorists 
who violate the traffic laws, and during 
the first, ten days’ operations of this 
court, presided over by Magistrate 
House, it cost the motorists of New 
York city $7,430 to speed up and down 
the avenues, dash swiftly around cor­
ners, run past stopped street cars and 
(Otherwise violate the law. If those who 
drive vehicles continue to violate the 
law at the same rate for a year, they 
will add something like $230,000 to the 
income of the city.

The Traffic Court has decided that 
either the streets of the city are to be­
come “reasonably safe,” for the pedes­
trian, or the cost of violating the law is 
going to increase very materially.

Since the court began operations on 
June 14, it has disposed of sixty-five 
cases a day, on an average, and all 
speeders, whether they are rich or poor, 
are treated exactly alike, on a uniform 
policy.

all the sympathy in the world.” He has 
told us nothing. The world has come 
to know the German in the past two 
years.

I saw the dead faces of American wo­
men and babes at Queenstown after the 
Lusitania atrocity. I remember the 
cowardly assassination of a brave wo­
man, Miss Cavell. We have read of the 
cold-blooded murder of a prisoner of 
war, Captain Fryatt. Of course, Ger­
mans don’t care a rap for the sympathy 
of the world. The world is against Ger­
many and the German assumes that, 
therefore, all the world is wrong and 
Germany right.

Your correspondent is, however, quite 
correct in Ms statement that “victories 
are won on the battlefield and not in 
tile newspapers.” I am reminded of a 
statement made to me in London less 
than a year ago by a member of the 
British cabinet : “Germany will win bat­
tles, but we will win the war.” There 
is probably more in that statement than 
we can expect a German to appreciate 
or even understand. Watch the Balk­
ans! Watch the utter collapse of Aus­
tria within two months! We don’t wor­
ry about the microscopic villages in 
Northern France.

I have my passage reserved for next 
May, when I expect to visit Berlin to 

the allied victors march down Unter 
den Linden. It is as certain as that the 
days follows the night—and won’t there 
be a reckoning for those responsible for 
the rape of civilization in the past two 
years! The only “peace conference” will 
be the meeting pi allied representatives 
in Berlin to arrange for the government 
of what was Germany, Austria, Bul­
garia, and Turkey, and how the peoples 
of these countries shall work for tne next 
hundred years to repay to the Allies the 
Cost of this great world tragedy.

American Newspaper Editor Coined Ex­
pressive Word.

It was an early American newspaper 
editor who made the word “gerryman­
der” He was Major Benjamin Russell, 
of “The Massachusetts Centinel,” which 
he and his partner, Warden, founded in 
1784. He was a fighting man, and “The 
Centinel” was no tame journal, but 
whacked blithely and eared not where 
the chips fell, says “The Merganthaler 
Lines O’Type News.”

In 1811 the Massachusetts legislature, 
under Governor Gerry, made a neat new 
division of districts for congress elec­
tions. The most insidious and ingeni­
ous arrangement of districts was the 
one for the County of Essex. With great 
Glee Russell took a map of the county 
and colored the districts to show the 
heinousness of the device.

Gilbert Stuart, a famous painter, saw 
the map and suggested that the appor­
tionment looked like a reptile. He made 
a few marks on it with his pencil and 
said: “There! It’s a salamander 1”

Russell jumped up, laughing. “Sala­
mander!” he shouted, looking 
hideous figure: “Gerrymander!”

‘If 
only this hideous war were over!’ is 
heard on all sides, but nowhere did I en­
counter any desire to stack arms on the 
basis of a defeated Fatherland.

“I am quite amazed by the English 
people’s curiosity to know if the Ger­
mans are starving. They are nowhere 
near starvation. The crops are good, 
somewhat better than the average. They 
are satisfactorily harvested. There will 
be nothing to prevent the Germans, so 
far as food is conrimed, from fighting 
for another year at least. Food short­
age alone will never cause Germany to 
sue for premature peace. It is a widely 
cherished misapprehension, too, 
monetary conditions are hastening the 
collapse of Germany’s ability to con­
tinue the war.

“Well informed authorities assured me 
there were at least 1,500,000 men of fit 
military capacity in garrisons and de­
pots and under training ready for the 
trenches when needed, 
placed the number at 2,000,000, and all 
reminded me that anywhere from 400,- 
000 to 600,000 youths come of military 
age annually in Germany. Little is said 
publicly of Germany’s enormous casual­
ties. Newspapers are not permitted to 
give any idea whatever of the grand to­
tal, which is approaching 4,000,000 cer­
tainly. It is tliëir hideously heavy losses 
of men killed and incapacitated which 
are sickening the Germans of the war 
more than anything else, I think. It is 
these sacrifices which make me doubt 
whether the approach of the winter of 
1917-18 will fine!

London, Aug. 20—Captain D. D. Shee­
han, a Nationalist member of parliament 
for Cork, who is fighting in France, 
while on leave in London recently, told 
how Lieutenant Arthur Batten-Pool of 
the Royal Munster Fusiliers won the 
Victoria Cross.

Lieutenant Batten-Pool won the V. C. 
while in command of a party detailed to 
make a raid on a German trench. At the 
moment of entry into the enemy’s lines 
he was severely wounded by a homo, 
which mutilated all the fingers of his 
right hand. In spite of this he continued 
to direct operations with unflinching 
cheering on and directing his men. He 
courage, his voice being clearly heard 
was urged, but refused to retire. Half 
an hour later, during withdrawal, while 
personally assisting in the rescue of other 
wounded men, -he received two further 
wounds. Still refusing assistance, he 
walked unaided to within 100 yards of 
our lines, when he fainted, and was car­
ried in by the covering party.

Captain Sheehan took part in the 
raid, and this is his story :

“Though it was toward the end of 
June the rain was continuous, and I 
have seldom seen the trenches in a 
worse condition of slush and mud. The 
men cracked jokes at one another as 
they endeavored to negotiate some par­
ticularly deep pool and, as is their way, 
treated the worse side of life in the 
most good-humored manner. We had 
completed our reliefs and rngde all our 
dispositions in good time, leaving some 
hours on our hands before the raiding 
party were to advance to their danger­
ous adventure.

“Eight officers were to go out on the 
raid—this will give some idea of its 
magnitude and importance—and Lieu­
tenant Batten-Pool was one of these. He 
belonged to our company, and he look­
ed in on us at our dugoqt in the casual 
kind of way that is the fashion out 
there. Very little was spoken about the 
prospects of the raid. Some refresh­
ments were sparingly discussed, and 
just before leaving Batten-Pool remark­
ed to his company commander, Captain 
Humphreys: ‘By the way, here is £5 
which my mother sent me to be spent 
on the men of our company. I only got 
it today. Will you take charge of it?’

“There was no pessimism about him 
even then. He knew lie was engaged on 
a desperate hazard, but it was not his 
way to talk about it- He only wanted 
to see that the gift intended for the men 
of his company did not fail in the worst 
event. His last thought before going 
over the parapet was one of considera­
tion for the troops.

“And what about the raid itself?
