Pacific Coast Woods—The demand for
prompt supplies of logs has been very
active and spruce has also attracted buy-
ers, but for later shipments there has
been less inclination to purchase.”

Order Issued to Italian Amy Of-
ficers is War-Like

Rome, April 18—An order is printed
in the military journal directing all army
officers to dull the metal on their uni-
forms and the scabbards of their swords.
This is a measure which usually is
adopted on the eve of war.

Rome, April 18—A long audience
granted by King Victor Emmanuel to
Foreign Minister Sonnino yesterday fol-
lowed by a session of the council of min-
isters, the first since March 28, resulted
in the circulation of many wild rumors
regarding a decision as to Italy’s atti-
tude concerning the war. A semi-official
statement, however, denies that any such
action had been taken.

Looks More Like It

London, April 18—The Daily Mail’s

“Signor Giolitti, former premier, who
has been against Italy’s participation in
the war, on his arrival in Turin met
some intimate friends, with the remark:
‘War is inevitable.’

“Today the Corriere Della Sera pub-
lishes articles stating that the hour of
Italy’s supreme decision approaches, but
that there is no alternative to war.

“I learn that provision already has
been made for lodging the general staff
in a certain town at the commencement
of war.

Saskatoon, Sask, April 18—Chief of

Detectives W. H. Springer has been sent
up for trial on a charge of inciting to
crime. At a preliminary hearing, Frank
McMillan, alias Burton , and Charles
Pierson, two men under conviction for
a series of yegging jobs in both Alberta
and Saskatchewan, told circumstantial-
ly of making Saskatoon the haven from
which they attacked safes at Sutherland,
Prince Albert, North Battleford, Scott
and at Edmonton, the latter place prov-
ing their downfall, as they were arrest-
ed there,
MacMillan, who at the police investi-
gation denied all communication with
Springer, said that he lied on that oc-
casion, as he wanted to save Springer,
and he made the raids with the know-
ledge and approval of Springer on the
understanding that he was to share the
profits. He said Springer was really the
operating head of the gang at work in
Saskatchewan.

GERMAN RESERVES CALLED
T0 OVERAWE HUNGARIANS

Civii War Threatened Behind Armies
Now Facing Russians May ForceVon |
Hindenburg to Readjust Whole Plan |
of Campaign >

Petrograd, April 18—Alredy there are
remarkable signs that the more serious
of the large German reinforcements now
answering the summons of the Hungar-
ian government is to overawe the rural
population, which was beginning to
threaten revolt.

Should the Hungarian crisis burst into
a civil war behind the armies now fac-
ing the Russians, it is certain Von Hin-
denburg will immediately abandon his
lines facing Narew from the north and
bring the main German army into west-
ern Poland, sending Mackenzen’s forces |
south again to try to get below the Rus-\
sian position in Hungary. The Germans
in the north have only one officer for
about 400 men.

FACTORY CHINMINEY SMOKE

The board of trade is investigating
methods adopted in other cities to cope
with the smoke nuisance, as a result of
complaints that have ben made to them
by local people. |

The manufacturers of the city are for|
the most part quite as much interested in |
the suppression of smoke in their chim-|
neys as are the people who are com-
phaining. One manufacturer said that it
was difficult to get an effective stoker.
He had been pursuing enquiries for!
some time without satisfactory result.!
With proper firing, he remarked much .
smoke might be avoided, but unfor-
tunately careful firemen were not always
available.

A manager of another large city con-!
cern said that his company had recently
installed a new boiler with chain grate
stoker, and at least 65 per cent. of the
time there stack was smokeless. Where |
a load varies greatly, it was sometimes
necessary to force a boiler“for a short
time in order to meet a heavy demand.
The ordinary factory, without a variable
load, he says, can avoid making smoke
if their plant is properly fired. This gen- |
tleman further says that his company!
are experimenting with new ‘devices and
are doing everything to make their stack |
smokeless.

THE ENEMY'S HORSEMEN

Not so Good as Infantry or Ar
" tillery is the View of the British
Mounted Troops

British Headquarters in France, via
London, March 17—No question, regard-
ing the future is answered with so much
hesitation as that concerning the work
of the cavalry. The drawing of a great
ditch across two countries has produced
a condition of affairs to which it is quite
difficult at first to become mentally ac-
customed. You have but to walk away
from n-in any direction on your own
side to be in perfect safety. Never was
there such a state of affairs in war be-
fore. No ambushes, no awkward pa-
trols, not even a lost scout or a stray
sniper. All your enemies are on one
side and your friends are on the other.

In a crisis of such simplicity what can
the cavalry do? It takes its turn in the
trenches, and is as admirable in the
trenches ag it is :cwhere, but cavalry
in a trench is a .. usteful thing; waste-
ful’ because the training of a cavalry-

The British cavalry bore the brunt of
some of the most exciting fighting in
Fldnders, when every man had to be
made use of, wastefuly or otherwise,
and splendidly as they acquitted them-
selves indeed, just because they did S0
splendidly, the work told wupon their
proper efficiency, which they have only
recently been able to retrieve.

Before very long, however, there
again will be a fine cavalry force at
Sir John French’s disposal, and interest
is concerned in the use to which it may
be put. Called upon to undertake the
most exacting work from the very mo-
ment it detrained at the front, and at
a season when it was some way from
having arrived’ at its hardest condition,
it responded to every test with which
it could have been tried.

View on German Cavalry,

Very noticeable in that connection,
too, is the different regard which the
various arms extend to their opponents.
The airman though he has established a
superiority on which every onlooker has
commented, says very little about it
himself. Indeed, he even depreciates too
hasty deductions from what has happen-
ed hitherto. He thinks the German is
probably a fine-weather flier and ex-
pects him to do better, when the winds
lighten.

| fantryman also is not in the least in-
| clined to undervalue his opponent’s
i pluck, persistency and adroit devices.

{ “He is so good a soldier one might
!easil_v get to like him if he wasn’t such
| a villain,” said one field officer regret-
fully. {

| But the cavalryman’s attitude is dif-
| ferent altogether. Though al] his fight-
ing in the saddle and out of it, has been
,done with the odds and often with
unreasonable odds against him, he has
 been entirely unimpressed with the en-
| emy’s ability. From scores of cavalry
. officers not a single favorable opinion
could be gleanéd of the German horse-
man, as a man or as a soldier. In those
| early days when the German millions
"were sweeping. Belgium empty of op-
positjon, it would be supposed that an
outl¢t might have been found for any
dagli that cavalry had in them, but the
evidence seems conclusive that it never
' was safe to expect German cavalry to
stand unless the odds were at least
three to one in their favor, and even at
| that they were invariably beaten.

| They appeared to have no confidence
in themselves, in their horses, in their
arms or in their leaders. At anything
like even numbers they never waited to
dispute a point if they could avoid it by
 withdrawing.

British Tactics Win,

Thoug .1 on the retreat from Mons they
had in front of them what they were
good enough to regard not only as a
shaken but as a beaten enemy, they
found that modern actions do not favor
the maintenance of masses of cavalry at
a convenient distance to await the mo-
ment of victory. After thrusting their
nose on several occasions painfully and
most unwittingly into the fire of the foe,
they adopted measures of less drastic
concentration, and from that moment
apparently they were lost. They were
facing men who could fight in any fash-
ion, but with a predilection for fighting
if possible on their horses. The hesitat-
ing German offered to such inclination
the very target it desired. Nothing is
so pleasant in cavalry work as to charge
something that had its doubt about
charging you. Before the war was many
days old British cavalry practice had
crystallized into the simplest of form-
ulae: “Go for them!”

Whatever the discrepancy in numbers
down
came the lances or outflashed the swords,
and the trot became a gallop before the
enemy knew what was upon him. So
easily and exactly did the thing work
that much was pulled of® by sheer ef-
fair of the squadron and a half, for in-
frontery at which the text books would,
rightly, have looked askance—that af-
which drew the outraged enemy right
up to a dismounted line of rifles, which
put the finishing touch to his discomfit-
ure.

RURAL CITIZENSHIP

Studies in Rural citizenship, a pamph-
let of eighty-eight pages, is a very sig-
nificant, publication for two reasons:—
(1) Itis sent out by the Grain Growers’
Association. The association has come
to see that improvement in conditions of
agricultural life, as is true of all prog-
ress, depends on character and educa-
tion. “We must get the people to think,”
Is requisite. (2) It is significant because
of wh§t it is in itself. Into these few
bages 1s compressed a vast amount of
information about every phase of coun-¥
try and village life and of the forces
thn!: are at work, which will be an as-
tonishment to most intelligent country
people. But the facts it gives though
great are less important than the broad
vision it opens up and the thought it
challenges. It is designedly provocative.
In two places it says statements are pur-
posely made with which the reader may
not agree.

The topics for discussion are often ex-
ceedingly well chosen. For example. Re-
solved: “A  high school education is
more to a boy than a half-seciion of
land.” “Students of the minjstry should
take a course in agriculture” “Qur pos-
tal system and the upkeep of public
roads should be handed over to privais
companies.” “Attendance at political
conventions will do as much to bring in
the Kingdom of Go§ as will attendance
at prayer meetings.” “A woman with
a family should have two votes,” <te.

Another good feature is that references
to authorities are given so that any soci-
ety can easily get valuable works of
reference, These studies comprise
changed conditions, country life problem
with proposed solutions, the home,
school, church social life, taxation, tariff,
public ownership, citizenship, direct
legislation, the woman movement, inter-
national peace—each treated by a spe-
cialist and all edited by Rev. J. S.
Woodsworth. The studies have been
authorized by the Canadian Council of
Agriculture, and covies can be got from
the secretary, R. McKenzie, 404 Cham-
bers of Commerce, Winnipeg. These
studies would be most stimulating for
Young People’s Societies and all rural
leaders should know this little hook.

FURTHER RESTRICTIONS ON
LIQUOR SALE IN P. E. ISLAND

New Amendments to Prohibition Act
Before Legislature—Government's At-
tacks on Alliance ‘

Charlottetown, P.EJ, April 12—The
prohibition act amendments now before
the legislature prohibit the sale of all
fermented or malt beer of any kind,
irréspective of the amount of alcohol it
contains. Heretofore beer which con-
tained up to 8 per cent of alcohol could
be sold.

Another amendment provides that no
druggist ' shall sell intoxicating liquor,
either as a medicine or as part of a pre-
scription, unless such druggist is regis-
tered. Any registered druggist who
commits a violation of the act may have
his ngme removed from the register.

There is another clause with respect
to offences, first, second, third and so
on. It simplifies greatly the work of the
clerk of the court, requires merely to state
the dates of previous offences, if any, and
reduces to a minimum mistakes in mak-
ing out informations. ;

The premier led off the debate on t
he amendments with a three hours’
speech, in which he sought to defend the
government against the sattacks of the
Temperance Alliance, Other members
of the government joined in, bitterly at-
tacking the alliance. The latter is nre-
paring a complete reply to the charges.

THE SOLDIERS' BOOTS

Ottawa, April 12—The bad boots sup-
plied to Canada’s soldiers are being
whitewashed, under government orders.
The coat of kalsomine is being made
thick and strong in the hope that it may
cover up the holes, the splits, the spongy
soles, the broken uppers and other frail-
ties, which were sworn to in the evidence
of the men who had to wear them.

It is evident that if provided with suf-
ficient ammunition the British artillery
can gain the ascendancy over the Ger-
mans, and for this reason not only Sir
John French but Lord Kitchener urges
that every plant in the United Kingdom
be operated to its fullest capacity to turn
out the materials needed. Both the
French and the British express the full-
est confidence in their ability to break
through the German lines when the hour
comes for the great drive.

The situation in the east is not less
satisfactory. Russian armies are moving
down the slopes of the Carpathians to-
ward the plains of Hungary. There
seemys no peason to doubt a continuance
of this successful advance.

THE TRAIL OF THE GRAFTER
The Borden government has decided
to brazen it out. The majority report
of the committee on military boots has
been adopted by a straight party vote,
and the Conservatives go on ‘record as
being satisfied with the kind of foot-
wear supplied to the soldiers. A coat
_of tory whitewash, however, will not
hide the defects of the boots. There is
a rumor that in view of the graft dis-
closures at Ottawa the British govern-
ment is considering the purchase of
If,utux'e supplies in Canada through its
own direct agents. The graft revelations
at Ottawa arc a fine commentary upon
“tory professions of loyalty. :
The story of the horse purchase in
Nova Scotia was further told before the
public accounts committee yesterday,
" and Mr. F. B, Carvell characterized it
" as “the most contemptible steal ever
pulled off in Canada.” Mr. A. DeWitt
Foster, M. P, who selected the pur-
chasing agents, was on the stand, and it
was brought out that 428 horses were
bought for $78,000 without any receipts
and vouchers being supplied to the
militia department. Dr. Chipman, the
veterinary, was also on the stand, and
admitted that Messrs, Keever and Me-
Kay, the former manager of a gold mine
in Arizona and the latter secretary of|
the government whip in the commons,
were the men who decided what horses
should be accepted and what rejected.
He simply signed the checks made out
by Mr, Foster to those gentlemen with-
out knowing whether the horses he passed
were the ones purchased. There was
also a Mr, Woodworth associated with
Mr. Keever. Mr. Woodworth was also
interested in mining operations in the
west. Mr. Foster saw both Mr. Wood-
worth and Mr. Keever in Boston a week
ago, but did not bring back any checks
and vouchers, or any detailed statement
of the horse purchases.

MORE TORIES IN TROUBLE.,

Now they have a Royal Commission
fn Manitoba, to investigate all matters
pelating to the new parliament build-
fng. The government of Sir Rodmond
Roblin is on the defensive. It appears
that at a short session of the legislature
last September the government was
given power to borrow more money on
account of changes in the new parlia-
ment building. Hon. Dr. Montague,
minister of public works, declated there
was nothing hid, and that everything
regarding increased construction costs
would be made known. When the mat-
ter came up, however, before the public
accounts committee at the late session
of the legislature, every effort was made
by the government to shut off the in-
quiry concerning a transaction involv-

— ing the expenditure of four to five mil-
lion doflars on buildings which it was
originally estimated would cost only two
million dollars.

The contract was let in the summer of
1918 for $2,859,750. Within a fortnight
after the -contract was signed it was
decided to change the foundation in
such a way as to increase the cost nearly
$800,000, and this was done without
written notice. Instead of pile founda-
tions or reinforced concrete it was de-
pided to put in reinforced concrete cdis-
sons at $25.88 per cubic yard. It was
brought out in the inquiry before the
public accounts committee that similar
work had been done under other build-
Ings for $12.50 to $16.50 per cubic yard.
The contractor was also paid $182 per
%on for steel, when the cost on other
Winnipeg buildings erected at the same
time was below $90 per ton. One critic
mstimated that there was an illegitimate

profit on steel contracts of nearly $800,-
000. As usual in such cases there was
a missing witness, and it was difficult
to get information on some important
points. It was further charged, how-
ever, that there was a shortage of near-
ly 14,000 cubic yards of concrete. The
opposition claim that there was an over-
payment of $575,000 on an $800,000 job
in connection with concrete caissons, The
government claims that the additional
contracts given were necessary, and that
the prices charged were fair and reason-
able. Canadian Finance, which repre-
sents business interests only, and de-
clares that it is the duty of business men
to create a stronger non-partisan demand
for efficiency and unequivocal honesty in
federal, provincial] and municipal admin<
istration, reviews the whole inquiry be-
fore the public accounts committee, at
which its editor was present, and says:—

“All in' all, there seemed to have been
plenty ‘of circumstances and to spare
to warrant the referring of the whole!
matter of the construction of the parlia-!
ment building to a Royal Commission.
The lieutenant-governor’s reported strong
stand in this connection has come in for
general approval, Hosts of former voters
for the government have expressed to
Canadian Finance their chagrin at pre-
ceding weeks of apparent evasion of a
real investigation. Not one, and this
statement is made without reserve or
equivocation, expressed a word of ap-
proval or even excuse for what seemed
to be persistent side-stepping.”

INTERNED IN EGYPT

Officer Prisoners Have aFine Mess
Room and Money Allowance

Cairo Cairo, March 81—(Correspond-
ence)—Nearly a thousand Turkish pris-
oners taken by the British troops in the
fighting along the Suez Canal are in-
terned at Toura, in_ buildings which
were formerly the Egyptian Govern-
ment’s small arms factory

There are twelve Turkish officers,
who are separated from the rank and
file. by the barb-wire .fence rmnning
around their quorters. They have a Jarge
room with rugs, beds and bedding, racks
for their kits and clothing, a mess room
equal to those seen in British officers’
quarters, and bath rooms.

. The charge that was made, some time
ago, to the effect that a check of $2903,
given by the Dalhousie Lumber Co. to
W. H. Berry, in 1912, for stumpage,
never reached the provincial treasury, a
charge to which Mr. Stewart called the
government’s attention in the debate on
the address, has been investigated by
Commissioner Chandler and found to be
literally correct. But the investigation
has shown that the money was not kept
by Mr. Berry, nor did it go into the el-
ection fund.

The inquiry showed that Mr. Brank-
ley, on behalf of the Miramichi Lumber
Co., asked for the return of a fine of $10,~
000 that his predecessor, J. T. Rundle,
had been compelled to pay as double
stumpage on a quantity of under-sized
lumber that the company was alleged to
have cut, and that Premier Flemming,
after considering the matter, agreel to
repay $5,000 of the amount. Mr. Grim-
mer had refused to return any part of
the fine, and ex-Chief Scaler Berry says
he did not recommend the $5,000 rebate
but assented to'it as a subordinate offi-

cer.

This decision of Mr. Flemming’s may
have been reasonable and proper. He
may have been convinced of the justice
of Mr. Brankley’s claim, and, if satis-
fied that the fine was heavier that the
facts warranted, it was the correct
thing for him to return part of it. /If
the company had been fined too heavily
it was Mr. Flemming’s duty to give re-
dress.

But he should have done so openly
and aboveboard. L

Instead, however, of announcing his
decision, and openly giving the Mira-
michi Lumber Co., the amount he
thought it entitled to, he did it sneaking-
ly .and underhandedly. He caused a
che$ to be issued by the Dalhousie Co.,
to Mr.. Brankley, for $2900, balance of
stumpage due to the government, and
credited the Miramichi Lumber Co.
with $2100 on its stumpage account, as
if it were a proper rebate on account of
an overcharge, thereby making up the
$5,000 without its appearing on the
books of the department. He actually
took $5,000 of fthe money that belong-
ed to‘the province and paid it out in
settlement of an old claim without plac-
ing anything on record to indicate the
nature of the transaction. It was only
by accident that the $2900 check was
heard of by the public, and then it was
not suspected that $2100 more had join-
ed it on the road to other hands than
the provincial treasurer’s.

The money may have been given to
the Miramichi Lumber Co., in settle-
ment of a just claim, butitshould have
been given openly. The minister should
have announced his decision, given his
reasons for it, and had a check issued
for the $5,000.

The faet that $5,000 could have been
taken in this way out of the public
funds without anyone’s knowledge, is
suggestive. This irregularity has been
discovered, but how many such irregu-
larities have escaped detectioa? This $5,-
000 found its way into the treasury of a
company that had a business claim to it,
but how many other sums, taken in the
same slick way, have found  their way
into election funds? An how many fu-
ture rebates and check-switchings are
liable to occur when election funds are
to be raised!

ostage Stamps May Be
Used for Prepayment
of the War Duties

The Post Office Department at Ottawa gave notice a week or two
ago, in connection with the War Revenue Act, that all letters and post-
cards mailed in Canada for delivery in Canada, the United States, or Mex-
ico, and letters mailed in Canada for delivery in the United Kingdom and
British possessions generally, or wherever the two cent rate applied, should
in addition to ordinary postage carry a one cent stamp as a war tax, and
also notified the public that such war tax, while # shoud be paid preferably
by the postage stamp marked “War Tax,” could, if such stamp wete not
available, be paid by an ordinary one cent postage stamp, The department

used for the prepayment of war duties on’ bank checks, biffs-of /exchange,
promissory notes, express money orders, proprietary or patent medicines,
perfumery, wines or champagne, as well as upon letters and postcards,
postal notes and post office money orders, the intention being to provide

Every manufacturer or producer who
is a consumer, shall, under regulations
made by the minister before using any
such article in pr. lucidg therefrom any
other article of value, affix an adhesive
stamp of the requisite value as mention-
ed in the schedule to this patt to the
bottle or package containing such article.

4. The person selling, the importer
and the manufacturer or producet whose
duty it is to affix a stamp under this
section shall at the time the stamp is
affixed cancel the same by writinggon
or across the stamp initials or other
marks of identification, together with
the date of such writing, or otherwise
cancel the stamp in accordance with
regulations made by the minister.

SAYS CARVELL

Horse Scandal Further Aired
Before Ottawa Committee

FOSTER ON THE STAND

More Remarkable Revelations In

Connection With Transactions—
The Signing of Blanket Checks
—“Skates” Sold to Government

Ottawa, April 12-—“It is“the most con-
iemplible steal ever pulled off in Can-
ada.”

That was Frank B. Carvell’s charac-

terization in the public accounts commit-
tee this afternoon of the horse deal which
A. DeWitt Foster, Conservative member
for Kings county, Nova Scotia, pulled
off last August and September when he,
with two “patriotic” ex-Canadians and
the present seﬁetary of the government
whip in the commons, bought 428 horses
for $72,000 and then neglected to supply
the militia department with receipts and
vouchers.

The veterinary-told the committee this
morning that while his examination
might not have been as thorough as it
should have been, still he did not think
he actually passed any thirty-year-old
horses.  He said that Mr., Foster’s pur-
chasing agents, Messrs. Keever and Mc-
Kay, the one manager of a gold mine in
Arizona, and the otber secretary of the
government whip in the commons, were
the final arbiters as to what horses should
be accepted and what horses rejected.
All he did was to ticket them for ac-
ceptance if these two wanted them. Then
he signed the blanket checks made out
by Foster to Keever and McKay without
really knowing whether the horses he
had passed were the ones purchased and
whether the checks really represented the
purchase money.

Foster’s Story.

This afternoon A. DeWitt Foster,him-
self, put on the finishing touches to the
sordid tale. He said he had got his two
friends, Messrs. Keever and ‘Woodworth,
to buy the horses for him “because they
would not ask for any expenses.” They
were prominent business men engaged in
mining operations, whom he had met in
Ottawa just previous to making his ar-
rangements with the militia department
to buy horses in Nova Scotia. They
went to Nova Scotia, taking with them
Mr. McKay, bought the horses, received
the checks made out to them by Fos-
ter, and then disappeared with ail the
receipts and vouchers.

To the amazement of the committee,
Mr. Foster said that he had seen both
M, Woodworth and Mr. Keever in Bos-
ton a week ago, but had never asked
them to give him a detailed statement
or to produce the checks and véuchers.
He said he did not think they could do
it.. But he naively explalned that Mr.
Whbodworth had promised to come to
Ottawa_and testify before the commit-
tee as soon as he could wind up some
private business. And he had not taken
the precaution to tell him that parlia-
ment would prorogue within a few days.

The Conservative members in the com-
mittee this afternoon attempted no de-
fence for their colleague from Kings
county. It was all too evident that he
is to be thrown overboard just as Mr.
Garland, Conservative member for Ca
leton county, has been thrown overboar:
because of his connection with graft and
the purchase of surgical supplies.

Dr. Chipman was on the stand all
morning. He was looking somewhat
frail after a serious illness from which
he has not yet recovered. There were
many things he did not remember but
when he finished his evidence at 1 o’clock
it was apparent to the committee that
he had simply been an agent but not one
of the principals in the plot.

“Who got you the posilion?” asked
Mr. Carvell. !

Witness said he got it from Mr. Oates,
who was the secretary of the Conserva-
tive Association in Mr. Foster’s con-

.| stituency. He said he had not had any

instructions from either Keever or Mec-
Kay as to the kind of horses that should
be bought, but had heard someone say
that no horse should cost over $200.
. “Did you keep any record of the horses
passed by you and purchased?”

“No, sir.” : .

Then Mr. Carvell produced checks ag-
gregating between $19,000 and $20,000
which had been paid over to Messrs.
Keever and McKay and signed by Mr.
Foster, M. P., as purchasing agent for
the government and Dr. Chipman, as a
veterinary inspector.

“You signed these checks?” asked Mr.
Carvell. :

Yes :
“Who presented the checks?”
“Mr. Keever.” i

Signed Checks Blindly.

“And you signed not knowing any-
thing about them?”
“On each of these checks the number
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of horses purchased and the total amount
was given,

“You simply signed a check made out
to Mr. Keever or to Mr. McKay which
these gentlemen had made out them-
selves?”’

“Yes”

“You did not know that the horses
mentioned in the check had actually
been purchased?”

“No, sir.”

“Did you know whether McKay and
Keever had actually bought the number
of horses mentioned on the check and
whether they had paid the price repre-
sented ?”

“No, sir.”

“You simply took their word for it.
They presented the checks made out to
themselves and you signed them?”

“Yes, sir.”

‘Witness' admitted, under examination
by Mr. Carvell, that his exgmination of
the horses might have been more rigid.
He had passed gs many as eighty in one
day at Kingston. He admitted that he
should have made a miore thorough ex-
amination, The examination was pretty
hasty, he said. He had had no conver-
sation with Mr. Foster from the day he
commenced till be finished.

Mr. McKay had the final say in the
purchasing of the horses. He was there
with a free hand representing the gov-
ernment. He had rejected several horses
passed by Dr. Chipman.

“And he could accept horses not pass-
ed by you in just the same way?” asked
Mr. McKenzie.

“] suppose it would work both ways,”
admitted the witness,

An abortive effort was made in the
committee tonight to lend a little color
to the supposition that the government
got fair value for the horses purchased
by Mr. Foster. S. P. Selfridge of Kings
county, was on the stand, and was ask-
ed for details as to what he knew about
the horses bought by McKay and Dr.
Chipman at Berwick. There were some
thirty-eight horses purchased, there, and
Mr. Selfridge gave thé committee de-
tails about twelve of the horses, which
he said fairly represented the lot. Four
of these he thought were first class
horses, including two, which he had him-
self sold.. These four sold for 8$756.
The rest of the lot he did not think were
up to very much. One of the horses, he
said, was worth nothing at all. He esti-
mated that these twelve horses might
be worth $1,650, or an average of $137.50
per horse. The 142 horses which Mc-
Kay and Chipman bought for Mr. Foster
cost the government an average price of
$174,

“Were there any scrubs left in yout
country when they got through?” asked
Mr:» Carvell.

“There were not. so many as before,”
replied Mr. Selfridge.

He gave one further instance of the
kind of horses which were bought for
the war in Kings county. He was asked
by Mr. Carvell if he remembered ‘a
horse sold by Mr. Spinney. “Twenty
years ago last September, that horse

'was foaled. She changed hands several

times ‘and the last I heard of her, she
Jhad been traded to Spinney for an old
horse. Spinney told me that he had sold
the colt to go to the war.”
