Counsel for Dealers Declares
Companies Did Not Get
Chance of Defence

DENIED RIGHT OF
CROSS-EXAMINATION

Firms Desire Public lnquir&
—Says Valuable Markets
Opened by Shippers.

ON. W. P. Jones, K. C., of

Woodstock, in an interview
here last night, issued a state-
ment regarding the recent in-
quiry into an alleged potato com-
. y'bme in which he declared that it

was manifestly unjust to hold a
hearing in private without giving
the persons accused of being in-
volved in the combine a chance

to be represented or to be pres-
ent and then to publish the find-
ings of the commissioner
throughout the country by laying
his report before Parliament.
This might work a great harm to
the persons accused, he said, as they
were left without opportinity of re-
dress or of bringing their side of the
case to the attention of the public.

CENSURES PROCEDURE,

He declared that he did not believe
the law justified the procedure adopt-
ed in this case. He thought that the
idea of giving Parliament a report
based on the findings at a hearing so
private that the witnesses could not be
cross-examined by the persons accused,
was not in accord with the principle
of British law which gave every man
a right to be heard in his own defence
before being condemned. "

His clients, the Porter, Hatfield and
Gallagher Companies, were willing and
anxious to appear at an investigation
at which all the evidence would be
public, he said.

MR. JONES' STATEMENT.

Mr. Jones statement was as follows:

“I was retained by the Porter, Hat-
field and Gallagher people when they
first received notice that an investiga-
tion was to take place. At that time
notices appeared in the newspapers that
Mr. Hereford had been appointed com-
missioner to make inqury into com-
plaints of an alleged combine in which
the three firms mentioned were said to
be involved.

“We at once asked for a public in-
vestigation so that the newspapers
might publish reports of the evidence,
so that the witnesses called might be
cross-examined and that we might
know what was tesified to affecting

our interests so that we could meet
such testimony or have a fair oppor-
tunity of meeting it.

PRESENCE REFUSED.

“T'he commissioner refused to allow
the above parties to be present either
personally or by counsel except when
each one was being examined. He re-
fused to allow any cross-examination
of the witnesses and any information
as to what was brought out in evi-
dence.

“At the same time he did permit T.
W. Caldwell, M. P.,” as representing
those who had made the complaint, to
be present at all the sessions. He stat-
ed that the investigation was to be
conducted in private.

INQUIRY MADE PRIVATE.

“T'he Combines Investigation Act
provides that an inqiiry may be in pri-
vate and that a report may be made
to the minister by the commissioner.
It also provides that the provisions of
the Dominion statute relating to de-
partmental investigations should apply.
This latter statute provides that parties
accused of an offence may be repre-
sented by counsel and may have full
opportunity of answering any testimony
given reflecting upon them.

“T'his was simply a recognition of
the fundamental principle of law which
prevails, or should prevail, in all civi-
lized communities, that no person
should be condemned without being
given an opportunity to defend himself.
When the statute providles that the in-
vestigation may be private, it simply
means that the evidence is not to be
published but does not mean that the
| parties accused cannot be represented
{ by cotinsel and cross-examine the wit-
nesses.

DOOR OPEN TO ERROR.

“Just as soon as we begin to ignore

the well known rules applicable to the
administration of justice we open the

‘| door to all kinds of error and injus-

tice.

“It can hardly be credited that in
Canada, in this age of the world, a de-
partment officials, without legal train-
iing, would be allowed to make a re-
{ port based on testimony taken in the
absence of the persons who had a right
to be heard and that that report should
be laid before Parliament and thus be-
come public, property.

“Such a report, so made, might have
i the effect of destroying the business
i reputation of some of the most reput-
|able citizens in any community.

SHOULD BE CONFIDENTIAL.

“Surely, if the investigation was to
be secret, the report should have been
regarded by the minister as confiden-
tial.

“The act provides that the evidence
tuken in an investigation should be
stibmitted by the minister, first to the
Attorney-General of the province and
then, if he does not prosecute within
three months, the Attorney-General of
Canada may prosecute. The evidence
is only for the purpose of enabling the
Crown officers to determine whether or
not the case should be followed up.

“These people now have no redress:
They cannot institute . libel actions
against the newspapers because the
newspapers have the privilege of print-
in anything that comes before Parlia-
ment, and_unless the Crown officers
think ‘it advisable, on reading all the
evidence and not ‘ohly that part which
the commissioner included in his re-
port. to institute criminal proceedings,
there is no manner in which a proper
inquiry can be had, and the persons
and firms reflected upon seriously by
Mr. Hereford’s representations have no
means of causing the facts to become
known on oath.

URGES PROCEDURE CHANGE.

“I do not think that the law justifies
the procedure followed in this matter

If we consider the damage
a perhaps over-zealous official may do
in giving his conception of the effect
of evidence,” we can readily under-
stand why such power should not be
conferred upon him.

“Cross-examination is the means of
‘ascertaining the truth. Those Who
have had to do with the administra-
tion of justice know how unsafe it is
to rely upon evidence given without
cross-examination and evidence given
without any intent to deceive. That
is the reason why cross-examination is
allowed in all courts, and is allowed in
all inquiries where it is intended to
treat people decently.

INCIDENT EXPLAINABLE.

“From the cursory reports published
it appears that the commissioner not
only called attention to facts which
might have a bearing on the question
of a combine, but also takes occasion
to point out what might appear with-
out explanation to be a most discredit-
able action by one of the parties con-
cerned and which one newspaper refer-
red to as “wire-tapping.” I happen to
,know that this incident can be most
satisfactorily explained.

“That indicates just what danger
there is in allowing matters like this
to go on. Every business man in
the country will have to write every
letier with a view to some day having
the  same published without any ex-
planaton or circumstances concern Qg
it brought out. He must be careful
to say nothing in a light or jocular
manner in his correspondence because
some commissioner who does ;not ask
or want an explanation migh{ pounce
upon it, misconstrue it and hold the
party. up to ridicule in consequence
of it.

MARKET FOUND IN CUBA.

“As to the merits of the botato busi-
ness, 1 know that three of the firms
in question were instrumental in find-
ing a market in Cuba for Canadian
potatoes: They provided their own
boats. They were pioneers in the busi-
ness. They made it possible for the
people of this province to raise pota-
toes. As a result the farmers received
substantial prices. It was only when
the market was invaded by a number
of other shippers that prices in Cuba
became uncertain through competition.
“In this province a few years ago a
statute was passed by which the farm-
ers were given authority 'to join togeth-
er in co-operative marketing. That
means facilities for placing their pro-
ducts on advantageous terms in foreign
countries. There is no question tha!
such a move is most desirable. Any
body of farmers or any body of business
men able to find foreign markets for
Canadian products is deserving of the
appreciation of the community.

“That is just what the accused per-

sons did, They found a market that
did n#t previousiy exist for the farm-
ers. !

‘“The idea of any few men being able
to control the price paid for potatoes
in this province is absurd. ¢«There are
probably 50 buyers in the places where
potatoets are raised, and these buyers
compete and always have competed.

“The same thing applies. to the
Cuban market. A very great quantity
of potatoes is imported into Cuba,
mostly from Canada and the United
States. Our shippers must compete
with those of the United States.

“I do -not say that some one of our
shippers might not have written letters
or sent cables which, unexplained,

might place the writer in an unfavor- |

aable position in the country.
WHAT IS OBJECTED TO.

“However, what I object to and
what I protested to the Dominion
Government about was that an in-
vestigator should be allowed to pub-
lish all over the country any isolated
bits of evidence given before him with-
out affording the persons injured by
such a rpoft the opportunity to be
heard in their own defence.

“All these parties are quite ready
arnd anxious for a proper investigation
at which all the evidence may be sub-

mitted for the opinion of the public.”|:

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WEST INDIAN TRADE.

The presence here of the delegates

from the West Indies, who are on theiry

way to Ottawa to attend a trade cone
ference, serves to direct public atten-
tion once more to the very great im-
portance of better tariff arrangements
and an up-to-date steamship service
between the West Indian ‘market and
our own. As was brought out clearly
and forcibly at the dinner last evening,
the Maritime Provinces would profit it
no small degree through the increased
interchange of products which shoulid
easily be possible, and it is obvious
that the margin of extra trade within
Canada’s reach is well worth the ex-
penditures and concessions which have
been proposed. .

At the outset it is well to keep in
mind that Canada is already a de-
faulter in this matter, because thus far
it has not made good its obligations
under the last treaty arrangement, in
which this country agreed to establish,
by co-operation with the Islands, a
faster steamship service and one meet-
ing modern requirements in the matter
of cold storage. .

If this hopeful project is brought to
the right conclusion not only these pro-
vinces but Canada generally will have
fts import and export trade stimulated
in a marked degree at no .very distant
day. It is a time when profitable mar-
kets are greatly needed; for a great
many years Canadian business men
bave been urging a more effective cul-
tivation of prospective customers in the
Islands, and the country at large has
recognized the business Wwisdom of
importing our tropical fruit direct, ip-
rtead of having it come almost ex-
slusively through American-ports.
~ Saint John warmly welcomes its
visitors, and it will expect that Mari-
time representatives at Ottawa will
do their utmost to secure really effec-
tive action by Parliament, following
the forthcoming conference.

A PEACE MISSION.

The presence of Hon, James Murdock,
Minister of Labor, in the Cape Breton
mining area was the subject of consid-
erable @iscussion in the House of Com-
mons yesterday. Mr. Murdock some

“time ago was asked by the miners to

act as mediator between them and the
British Empire Steel Corporation, but
the latter would not agree to accept
him in that capaclty, and he declined
on the ground that without the com-
pany’s acceptance his intervention could
a0t promise good results. There is no
evidence that the company has changed
its attitude in this respect, but with
the outbreak of -violence and the send-
ing of troops to the scene, Mr. Murdock,
evidently with the approval of the
Government of which he is a member,
went to Cape Breton in response to a
personal telegram from a resident of
Glace Bay, Mr. Stuart McCawley.

Heon, Mr. Graham said in the course
of yesterday’s discussion that Nova
Scotia’s Minister of Mines was acting
with Mr. Murdock. When he was
asked whether Mr. Murdock had gone
in his capacity as a private citizen or
8s a member of the Government, the
Minister of Railway said he would not
care to draw a line between the itwn,
but he remarked that Mr. Murdock is
1 member of the Cabinet.

In what capacity Mr. Murdock is
acting is perhaps of no great import-
ance. If he can accomplish anything
useful through mediation his action
will certainly be welcome, because the
situation is one of no little gravity.
The number of militia now in the centre
of disturbance should be ample for the
purposes of keeping order, which is a
first requisite, but this morning’s re-
port shows that in several points in the
area of trouble last night there was
looting and destruction of property.
‘The situation is one causing general
anxiety. However reluctant the au-
thorities, provincial or federal, may
have been to introduce militia, they
had no option after bloodshed and
sabotage were begun. The outlook for
sguccessful mediation does not look

-bright at the moment, but a settle-

ment is long overdue and it may come
more quickly than surface indications
nuggest.

“The United States and the British
Empire are to-day each other’s best
customers, though the United States has
the advantage in the visible trade
balance. How is the balance paid for?
Before the war the balance used to be
paid for by our ‘invisible exports’ —
interest on capital loaned, freight rates
for shipping, and profits made in trade
with other countries. But to-day these
invisible exports have ishrunk, and our
foreign markets have shrunk, in some
cases almost to nothing. Unless we can
shortly restore a firm basis of confi-
dence and credit throughout Europe
and a return to the natural flow of
trade; unless we can work on the
principle of goods across the sea, we
are heading for a worse cataclysm than
that produced by the actual state of
war.

“We intend—we are absolutely deter-
mined — to meet our just debts, but
there may come a time when, unless the
world situation changes for the better
—unless we can return to something
like pre-war conditions of credit and
trade—it would be impossible both to
make heayy purchases of raw materials
from the United States and to pay the
interest on our debt.”

If Great Britain should cut down its
imports from the United States to the
amount of its exports to that country
—assuming that this were immediately
possible—what would be the result?
A panic in the United States probably,
says the Philadelphia Record, and cer-
tainly a ‘serious deptession. Other
Democratic newspapers make comment
along the same lines, although none of
them thinks it likely that the Ambas-
sador intended to foreshadow any
British policy to be carried into effect
 in.the near future. Republican news-
pabers, on the other hand, have re-
marked upon the tendency on the part
of the present British Government to
introduce’ some measure of protection.
The New York Sun argues that even if
the United States bought nothing at
all from Great Britain it would still be
possible for that country to buy
American goods, because it would be
able to sell to other natlons and so
pay its American creditors. It would
be easy to carry that argument to ex-
treme lengths. If the United States
were unwilling to purchase any Euro-
pean goods the time would come when
it would find no market for its exports
on the Continent. Europe can pay its
debts only through the sale of its pro-
ducts. It it could not find a sufficient
market for thc.c products outside of
the United St :tes, full payment of its
American ¢ bts would be impossible.
The Unit 1 States shows no present
indicatic 1 of adopting a more liberal
tariff policy, and indeed the prospect is
that it will persist in its present one
untll the falling off in its exports forces
it to buy more from its creditors. It
must export largely if it is to enjoy a
reasonable prosperity in the future;
and Europe, similarly, cannot regain
a sound footing and hold it unless :t
can market its surplus wares.

LAZY ORATORS. -

In lo;Jking back over his public
career, Lord Oxford recently said that
he thought he at least had done some-
thing to shorten speeches in the House
of Commons —a task which is now
under consideration by a committee «f
the Heuse at Otttwa. The distinguished
[En‘glish, statesman, in referring to long
speeches, said he had in mind what was
once said of a famous American orator
—%“that he was like a train of fifteen
cars and only one passenger.” “Prolix-
ity,” said Lord Oxford, “ig?the child of
idleness. If people would take pains
to be as industrious and prudent in
condensing and concentrating their re-
marks as so many seem to be in ex-
panding, embroidering and exuberating
them, I think that in the House of
Commons we should have a higher an:l
more effective standard of public
speech.”

The Manitoba Free Press, which
quotes Lord Oxford for the enlighten-
ment of some of the long-winded
gentlemen at Ottawa, says that the
average speech in the British House
of Commons is about one-quarter us
long as the Ottawa average. Of
course, there are in Great Britain mor?

Canadian speakers who occupy hours
when minutes might serve undoubtedly
suffer from lack of that industrious
condensation which Lord Oxford com-
mends.

As it is certain that in each of these
cities there are many people who do not
read eight books a year, or even seven,
in all of them there must be many who
do far more reading than that.

The Bridgeport library was started
in 1850 by a group of citizens, including
the late W. D. Bishop, who subscribed
equal amounts and bought a small col-
lection of books from Yale University.
It did not beconie a public institution
until 1881, when a law was passed per-
mitting, in Connecticut, the expenditure
on libraries of tax money. From the
Lbeginning the Bishop family thas been
interested in the Bridgeport library and
officers in its control.

A good deal of the circulation is
fiction, but books of other kinds, es-
pecially technical works useful in the
Bridgeport industries, are becoming a
more and more important part of the
collection yearly, and there even has
been talk of putting fiction out alto-
gether. That, it is to be hoped, wlll
not be done. Novels aré not the least
of educative influences in any com-
munity, and it is as profitable to know
something of literature as to learn the
secrets of science,

W. B. Snowball, M.P., of Chatham,
was present as the official representa-
tive of the Canadian Government to
welcome the visitors and to escort
them on their trip to Ottawa. The
delegates were also welcomed by Mayor
F. L. Potts, on behalf of Saint John;
Louis W. Simms, representing the Baint
John Board of Trade; W. Shives Fisher
for the Canadian manufacturers’ Asso-
clation, and ' J. J. Hulbert, of Halifax,
as the representative,of the Halifax
Board of Trade.

BENEFITS OF MORE TRADE.

All the speakerg of the evening drew
attention to the fact that increased
trade would benefit both parts of the
Empire.

The toast to the King was drunk
and responded to by the singing of the
National Anthem.

Mayor Potts then called. on Mr.
Snowball as the efficial representative
of the Dominion. Government. Mr-
Snowball, in greeting the visitors, de-
clared his belief that the mjssion and
the outcome of it were of the greatest
importance to the West Indies and to
Canada.

The ratio of ocean rates to rail rates
was about one to ten, he said, at this
rate the West Indies were not 2,000
miles away but were only 200 freight
mwiles or closer than Upper Canada.

There were now many Maritime
houses doing business in the West In-
dies and it was to be hoped that there
would be no disruption of the good con-
nections established. .

POSITION OUTLINED.

He outlined the position of the Saint
John Board of Trade, declaring that
that body stood for insistence on the
maintaining of a fortnightly steamship
service between Saint John and Hali-
fax and the West Indies and recom-
mended the subsidizing of a private;
line of ships. They advocated a line
of ships to Jamaica and other points
not touched at now. They also advis-
ed that the Article 8 of the trade trea-
ty of 1920, restricting the preference to
goods through British ports, be enforc-
ed. -

He advocated a greater exchange
of tourists and suggested that it ‘'would
be a good idea if each country could
make the other its playground.

Mr. Fisher, past president of the
Canadian Manufacturers Association,
told of being instructed by that assocl-
ation to convey its greetings to the
delegates. He had been interested for
years in the matter of trade with the
West Indies and believed there was
now nothing to mar the  possibilities
for greater development.

He gave gome interesting figures in
this connection. In the first 21 years
of this century the imports into Can- -
ada from' the West Indies increased
from $869,000 to $24,130,000, or 28
times, while the exports to the West
Indles increased from $1,955,000 to
more than $18,000,000, or about 'nine
times.

It will be recalled that Mr. Eastman,
better known as Eatman, was one of
the greatest sprinters ever developed in
this city and his great races with the
late Tip O’Neill and William Kiley
are still recalled. After leaving here he
went to the old country where he con-
tinued athletics and eventdally won the
world’s professional championship at
-Ponntpyridd, Wales, on Sept. 24, 1909.

States may be first country in the
world to wipe out leprosy if work now
tnder way in the Philippines succeeds.

“Our experiments indicate that with
improved equipment and more scien-
tists on the ground, we can increase the
percentage of cures until eventually the
United States will have the honor of
having eliminated the disease through-
out the world. Our physicians expect
momentarily to make further disciver-
ies in the treatment that will lead to
qulcker cures.”
