to fight for Ireland, and that many such
men had come back to Ireland and
. ught valiantly.

GIRLS’ LOCKS'

TIMES MAN WRITES
OF KIDNAPPING

Was Before Military Court of
Inquiry in Remote Part of
Cork. ' :

(Canadian Press Cable)

London, Jan. 7—That he published
news concerning the Irish army which
had not been authorized and that the
views put forward by him did not repre-
sent the views of the army in Cork, was
the charge formulated against A. B. Kay,
correspondent of the London Times in
Dublin, at a military court of inquiry
held in a lonely homestead in a remote
part of Cork, to which his captors took
him from Dublin after he was kidnap-
 ped on Thursday.

Recounting his adventures in the Lon-
don Times, Kay says the commandant of
the First Cork Brigade declared at the
inquiry that he was responsible for Ko s
arrest. The evidence supporting
charge was on article Kay sent to the
Times from Cork, ed on a conversa-
tion with the local liason officer. '

The laison officer - 4sstified, admitting
thisit he talked to Kok, but asserted tha
he did not sanction any interview. The
court discussed its verdict secretly and
when Kaq was brought before it he was
tol@ that if he would make a declaration
i that he had not interviewed officérs or
men of the army (“the liason officer not
"being regarded as an active officer), he
would be permitted to go, otherwise he
would be deported. Kay made his state-
ment to the court, after which he was
taken to Cork, from which place he
motored back to Dublin.

“Cork may take <credit for a feat of
audacity,” says Kay commenting on that
incident, “but from the point of view
of the Republican Army in Dublin it was
a gross breach of military etiquette and
Cork received a distinct warning in my
presence that any other such attempt
would have awkward consequences for

Cork.’

(Canadian Press Cable.) ‘
Cannes, Jan. 7—The Allied Supreme
Coyncil planned today to begin consider-
ation of the question of Germany’s war
reparation, in an atmosphere somewhat
cleared by yesterday’s decision to get
together with Russia and Germany in an
international financial and economic con-
ference. The air of pessimism noticeable
before the opening of the council was
largely dissipated by the successful re-
sults of the first day’s session.

The reparations question still presents
thorny difficilties, however, and tiese
the experts were dealing with this morn-
ing preparatory to the day’s meeting of
the council.

The Belgian delegation has announced
that it will insist on Belgian’s priority
to 2,500,000,000 gold marks of the Ger-
man reparations. This is regarded as an
important obstacle to the British plan,
which the French are disposed to ac-
cept in part. !

Both the Belgians and the French are|
opposed to a moratorium for Germany, |
but the French are inclined to agree to'
a-reduction in the cash -payments, pro-
vided the difference is made up by de-
liveries of reparations in kind. The Brit-!
ish stick to their proposal to reduce the
total payment due this year from two
billion gold marks to five hundred mil-
lion marks, on condition that materials
be .delivered to the value of two billion
gold marks. : 1

At this rate it would take five years|
to pay off the priority claimed by the,
Belgians, and France would have to
wait that long before receiving any cash
at all.*

More persons were sent to insane asy-
jms in this State last year than in any
previous year, according to the report
pf the State Charities Aid Association
to the State Hospital Commission yes-
ferday. ;

At the end of 1921, patients in-the thir-
n State hospitals for thé insane num-
iy red 89,786, an increase of 1,445 over

%%he number there a year ago and 6,642

more than the rated capacity of the hos-

pitals. .

Homeyp, Folks, Secretary of the State
£Mﬁa Aid Association, said he be-
sfeved the number of persons who had

gone insane from the use of alcohol
during 1921 was fewer than normal, and
that the increase was due partly to eco-

nomic conditions and partly to war casu--

plties. Many soldiers who had appar-
intly been suffering from shell shock
developed nervous trouble during the
year, he said, to such a degree that it
was_necessary to care for them in hos-
pitals.

“Unemployment and distress due to
ec. \vmic conditions,” he said, “add sa

:

mu \ mental strain, pushing over the
line ¢ insanity many who had previous-
ly been close to the border.” \
. Mr. Folks doubted that the increase
indicated that communities were guard-
ing themselves more closely against the

Ireland has some of the richest pastires
in the world, so that the profits of pre-|
paration for market as well as those of
slaughter are lost.

“There has recently been an attempt
to develop an Irish meat trade which,
unfortunately, through lack of sufficient
‘capital, ‘has not been able to continue.
As far as operations were carried on,
' with the limited resources at the disposal
of the pioneer Mrge-scale company, there
was every indication that the meat and|
by-products of cattle slaughtered in Ire-'
land could be sold profitably in Great
Britain and other markets. A develop-
ment of this meat trade seems to offer
the most favorable opportunity of any
plan yet offered to strengthen the indus-
trial structure of the country amnd at the
'same time benefit the agricultural inter-
ests.
| “The situation of the sheep trade is!
much the same. In the case of pork pro- .
dicts the development of a meat trade
has proceeded much further. -Concerted
action by the bacon curers has resulted
in great improvement of the breed of
I pigs and Irish bacon is mow of excel-
lent quality. Bacon curing is an import-
ant industry, centering at Cork, Water-
ford and Limerick, and even before the
' war exports of bacon and ham were con-
siderable. :

“Dairying is another favorable field
for development. Much has already been
accomplished in organizing the butter
i trade but there is still opportunity for
!great improvement. The growth of the
cheese trade in the latter years of the
| war was also an encouraging feature.

“In the field of industrial activity Ire-
!1and is severely handicapped by the lack
of cheap power.  The annual production
of about 90,000 tons of coal must lLe
sipplemented by imports from = Great
Britain averaging 4,500,000 tons a year.
The high moisture content makes diffi-
cult the successful application of peat to
power production and the methods of
winning peat must be greatly improved
before it can compete successfully with
imported coal for industrial use.

“Not only must coal be imported, but
a very large proportion of the raw ma-
terigls used in the principal Irish indus-
tries is of foreign origin. In the linen
industry much of the flax is imported
and practically all the steel used in Bel-
fast .shipyards comes from Greit Bri-
tain. Although part of the wool mani-
factured in Ireland is of domestic origin,
even this has usually been spun in Eng-
lish mills and there is a large importa-
tion of foreign wools and yarns. The
tobacco and rope manufacturers of Bel-
fast are entirely dependent upon forcign
materials and the great breweries and
distilleries of Dublin use a large propor-
tion of foreign grain. In sum, except
for the manufacture of food products, as
in meat packing and dairying, Ireland is
dependent upon gther countries for both
fuel and raw materials, as well as for
markets for the finished product.

“The trade figires suggest a second
method of industrial development in Ire-
land which is fundagentally sound,

namely, to supply the domestic market
with some of the many articles now im-

products, and the domestic consumer
with articles from Irish raw materials,
Ireland can make industrial progress. But
the domestic market is not large, and as
industrial development for foreign mar-
kets depends primarily upon the sipply
of agricultural products the conclusion is
inevitable that it is primarily in agri-
culture that Ireland will find its future
prosperity.”

Navy Officials Estimate That
Less Than $1,000,00$ Will
be Retrieved in Salvage—
Destruction Not to be Com-

plete. :

Washington, Jan. 7—Out of the com-
mittee of naval experts appointed by the
arms conference to devise means of
scrapping vessels came the first idea to-
day of what it will cost the United States
to carry out the Hughes proposals.

The experts agreed that it will cost
$9 a ton for the actual labor of pulling
the vessels apart and making them use-
less for war purposes again. As the
United States will scrap 820,540 tons, the
labor cost alone will be $7,384,860.

ation of the American attitude. When
the United States severed connection
with Britain there lingered long a feel-
ing of resentment. The young Ameri-
can was almost led to believe that hu-

man liberty began with the Declaration
of Independence, and all that went be-
fore was of small importance by com-|
parison. But in more recent times therc |
have been poured into the United States |
millions of immigrants to whom the
history of the United States is of no
special interest, and so the general view-
point has been greatly modified. It is
alsp true that as time passed, aftex the
American Revolution, and later gener-
ations got a clearer knowledge of the
real British feeling at the time of the
great estrangement; and after the ap-
peal of great common traditions had had
time to produce its effect, a more kindly
feeling toward the mother country be-
came manifest, and mutual good feeling
has grown until teday the Anglo-Saxon-
Celtic alliance, which far-seeing men on
both sides of the Atlantic longed for, is
almost an accomplished fact.

The war and its effects have had a
great unifying influence, but even be-
fore that the influence of great Ameri-
cans in London and great Englishmen in
Washington, and the steadily growing
intercourse due to ever-improving means
of transportation, combined with the
influence exerted by Canada, a rising|
British commonwealth, gave rise to more
cordial feelings and a desire for ever
more friendly relations. It is true that
the Irish question was more or less a
source of .irritation, because so many
Irishmen, hot with resentment, had !
emigrated to the United States; but that |
‘feeling is subsiding as a result of the |
recent action of Great Britain, and the
putlock for future relations between the
Empire and the republic is such as to
warrant universal satisfaction. Canada,
the interpreter, has a great role to play
in the drama of the future, and her
people gladly assume the responsibility.

In view of all that has transpired since
the days of the elder Pitt, it was a rare
pleasure last evening to hear an English
historian review the career of the great
commoner, bring into clear relief his
unifying policy at home, his wonder-
ful success as a war minister, and his
far-sighted colonial policy. Had Pitt’s
policy prevailed, there would have been
no American Revclution. It was very il-
luminating to have presented so clearly
the ' political conditions prevailing in
Great Britain in Pitt’s time, the policy
by which he first united the people and
then sent forth the armiés gnd navies
that won victories in far-off - fields, re-
storing the prestige of Britain and en-
larging her Empire; but most- interest-
ing was that portion of Dr. Williams’
address which dealt with the policy of |
Pitt which placed the colonial on an
egudlity with the man at home, and
strengthened allegiance by trusting the
overseas subjects of the crown' as he
trustgd the great military and naval |
leaders he had chosen for foreign ex-
peditions. As one listened to the speak-
ers very clear expoxition the whole
trend of British policy since the Ameri-
can Revolution was clearly revealed, and

, their own national traditions, their own
habits and customs. The racial char-
acteristics will persist in large degree.
1t will therefore be necessary to take
care that their children are educated as
Canadians, that the formation of semi-
alien national groups does not oceur;
wnd that the ideals of present day Can-
\da shall not be submerged by an alien
nfluence. It is a great task, worthy of
, great people, and if we would perform
t well we must draw our inspiration
rom such sources as were in part re-
ealed by the comprehensive and inspir-

7 —Tortured
with red-hot irons and elubs, members
of the family of C. F. Churchill- were
held prisoners for almeost -three hours
by three masked bandits in their home

Churchill and his wife reported to the’
police that they were sitting in the front
room of their home when three masked
and armed men invaded the room. The
robbers demanded that Mrs. Churehill
give them $700. When she refused, the
bandi'* knocked her to the floor. Mr.
Churetl went to his wife’s assistange
and was beaten unmercifully.

The thieves again questioned the pair
as to the whereabouts of their money.
Unable to gain the fnformation, they
heated irons and applied them to the
chests of Mr. and Mrs. Churchill.

Two daughters ot Mr .and Mrs,
Churchill, Florence and Mildred, in com-
pany with J. J. Jaguay, returned to the
home at this time, and were immediately
held up at the point of pistols and
marched into the “torture room.”

The thugs then forced Mrs. Churchill
to disrobe, the police report, under threat
of attacking her daughters if'she refused
to comply. =y

Churchill, atfhough injured, again

rang to his wife’s assistance, and wap
clubbed to unconsciousness with a re-
volver butt. Mildred Churchill attempted
to interfere.

“Shut up or I'll kick your teeth down
your throat,” one of the banditgtold her.
Qther threats were made.

The men remained an hpur longer and
then fled, threatening to return and
murder the entire family .if the police
were notified. !

Mr. Churchill and his wife were
taken to the receiving hospital. They
are seriously injured and burned, the
surgeons say.

COULDN'T KEEP AWAY
FROM WIFE HE KILLED

Broke Her Skull With an Axe a Week,
Ago, Then Hid Her Body in the

Cellar, .

Perth Amboy, N. J, Jan. T—Alex-
ander Yeles, a carpenter, walked into.
headquarters here on Monday .
and told Sergeant Edward Morris that.
he had killed his wife, Julia, on the'
morning of Dec. 26. |
“T couldn’t stand it any longer,” |
Yeles cried. “The body is up at the
house. I killed her a week ago and she |
js still dead.” ‘
Policemen who accompanied Yeles to!
his home at 269 Stockton street found !
the body, as he had told them, wrapped |
in a sheet in the cellar of the house. It
bore thé marks of bruises and the skull
had two fractures. Yeles was locked |
up on a charge of murder.

Yeles told the police that en Dec. 36|
he had discovered that his wife had |
been drinking,“ he said, “and-I was g0
angry that I choked her. .I did not in-l
tend to kill her. When her head
dropped back on the shoulders I left the
house. When I came back I found that,
she was suffering, so I went down to
the cellar and got an axe. Then I
threw the body on the bed” At 10
o'clock that night, the carpenter sald,
he wrapped the body in a sheet and hid !
it in a closet, The next morning, he
told the police, he took it down to the!
cellar and hid it under a pile of lumber.

“Every day I went down and looked
at it,” he said. “Then I thou ht as I
had killed some one I should tell the po-
lice.”

Yeles is 89 years old and a Hungarian
by birth. The dead woman, he said, was
his second wife, the first having been
divorced in Cleveland eight years ago.
He married the second wife on Dec. 26
four years ago. She was 29 years old.

Yeles lives on the second floor of the
Btockton street house. The first floor
was unoccupied and Yeles had the con-
tract to make repairs there. When
neighbors inquired about her he told
them that she had gone to Cleveland for
a visit.

They Differ Widely Through-
out World—Cakes as Love
Letters.

Marriage in some form obtains in all
lands, but the marriage ceremony Tus
many variations. In no land does the
bride present a gayer appearance than in
China, where bright . colors fairly run
riot in the dress of the people. Red is
the nuptial color in China, says Tit-Bits.

At a betrothal the bridegroom-to-be

sends the object of his affections a pair :

of bracelets tied together with red
twine.

At the time of the parriage the your;g
couple exchange pairs of wine cups ti
together with red. The bride wears red,
and her veil is red. Cords of red silk tie
the bridal pair together. l

I the north of China the gorgeous
bridal sedan chair is covered with red
cloth, The men who carry it wear red.
The bride’s chair is gorgeously inlaid
and has red draperies if the bride is,
from a home of prosperity. The poorer!
class use red wooden chairs and hang
upon them charms written on red paper.
The presents are in red boxes.

Men in red carry nuptial banners, and |
red is the dominant color throughout. A '
Chinese bride must not walk across her
father’s threshold. Her father carries
her and puts her in the bridal chair. It
is often called the “flowery chair.” Every
Chinese bride wears a crown of some
kind, and it and its adornments are
gaudy to the European eye.

Gypsies’ Curse.

Of all people on the face of the earth
the gypsies are in some respects the
most peciliar. Long years ago a Mos- |
lem saint of Turkey cursed the gypsies’
in these words: “May you never more
enter or belong to the 77% races that
people the earth, but as outcasts be scat-
tered to the four corners of the earth,
homeless, wretched, and poor; ever
wandering and toiling, never realizing
wealth, enjoying the fruits of your labor,
or acquiring the esteem of mankind.”

As in our own and in other lands, the
wedding in Persia is an expensive af-
fair. Of some of the wedding customs
in Persia we have this account:—

“On the day before the wedding, the
bride took a bath, and the bridegroom
sent her some henna with which, after
her bath, her hands and feet were
stained. Her eyebrows and forehead
were also tinted with a powder. The
bridegroom was colored in the same way
with henna.

“On the eve of the nuptials the bride’s
friends assembled at her house, attended
by music and dancing girls. On the
morning of the wedding day the hus-
band sent a train’ of mules laden with
gifts to his bride; the whole being at-
tended by numerous servants, and pre-
ceded by musie.

“Toward evening the bride was ar-
rayed in a long veil of scarlet or crim-
son silk, placed upon a horse or mule,
splendidly caparisoned, and conducted to
her husband’s home, accompanied by all
her relations and a nolsy band of musi-
cians.”

FELOWERS IN WINTER

Hyacinths, Narcissi, Tulips
and Lilies Can be Grown in
the House. T

Bulbs of various kinds, grown indoors
during the winter months, add much to
the attractiveness of home surroundings
and their culture should be more general
than it is. A bulletin dealing with the
matter in detail, prepared by the Super-
intendent of the Dominion Experimental
Station on Vancouver Island, has re-
cently been issued by the Department of
Agriculture, Ottawa, and is available up-
on request. Provided certain essentials
are observed, suecess is_easy. A glass
house is not necessary, but only a good
basement and sunny windows. The
temperature must not be permitted at
any time to register mglrc than six de-
grees of frost. Roman hyacinths, Pape:
White nareissus and Freeslas will supply
all the winter bulb bloom desired up to
the end of January. After the first of
February, the Dutch Hyacinth, early
varieties of marcissi, and early tulips
will provide a wealth of bloom as ex-
tensive and attractive as one can wish
for. The wrider says that he has pre-
pared the bulletin chiefly with the view
of aiding farm women to brighten their
Lomes and door-yards during the dull
season, but there is no reason why
dwellers in town and country alike
should not do the same thing if they will
follow the instructions that are set forth.
Lists of suitable varieties are given. The
requirements, besides, care and atten-
tion are a good quality of bulb, firm and
of decent size, flower pots, gans or boxes,
and some fine garden loam, and sand. To
know the treatment that must be fol-
lowed it is necessary to consult.the bul-
letin, in which the methods are also
given that should be adopted for out-
door cultivation in colder districts. It
would appear from the experiments
made that many bulbs which are now
imported from Holland might be pro-
duced in Canada. Even now there fs a
progressive trade in bulbs between
British Columbia and Ontario and Al-
berta.

CHILDREN’S DEFECTS. ‘ r._,,

Medical Examiners Increased in Eng-
fand and Wales, |
= |

The. school medical staff in England
and Wales was increased during 1920
from 224 whole time officials to 8004 ac-
cording to the annual report of the chief
medical officer of the ministry of health.
In addition, many nurses and regular
physicians were ' employed. Approxi-
mately 2,400,000 children were examined,
in three groups—entrants, eight year pu-
pils and leavers.

It is estimated that two-fifths of the
children coming up for medical inspec-
‘tion are found to be suffering from de-
fects of some sort. ,Dental dcfects rank
first in number, and about 70 per cent.
of the children were found to need den-
tal treatment. Probbaly 6 to 7 per cent
of all school children in England and
Wales need surgical treatment for ade-
noids and diseased tonsils, says the re-
port.

An inquiry into the reasons for the
absence of children from school brought
out the fact that in the large majority
of cases the real or alleged reason for
absénce is ill health. A section of the
report deals with the effect of the Sum-
mer Time act upon children, with the
conclusion that ther eis an absence of
reliable data to show that summer time
is detrimental to the health of children.

The report concludes with a section
on juvenile employment and it is sug-
gested that the school medical service
lend help in fitting the children for the
{ special employment each is to take up.

SENTENCED FOR
WAR EXCESSES

French in Devastated Terri-
tory Impose Penalties in the
Absence of Offenders.

Paris, Dec, 19—(Associated Press by
Mail)—People in the north of France
whose territory was so long occupied by
theenemy, have not forgotten or for-
given the Germans for their excesses in
the war. i

A war council at Lille has just passed
sentences against German officers and
soldiers for crimes committed during the
invasion, Fhe condemned were not
present to be tried, so that these sen-
tences can be put into effect only if one
of the guilty persons should be arrested
in France.

General Muller was condemned to five
years Imprisonment and 500 francs fine
for stealing objects of art and furniture
at Caudry.

Other sentences imposed but hardly
likely ever to be executed ranged froin
one year in prison for swindling to ten
years in solitary confinement for bru-
tality, twenty years at hard labor for
violence causing death and hard labor
for life for killing a Frenchman in coid
blood.

POILUS KILLED
BY THEIR OWN GUNNERS

Paris, Jan. 7—General Percin, in a
book describing more than 200 battles in
France and Belgium during the World
War, concludes from data collected by
him that 75,000 French ' soldiers were
killed by their own artillery through de-
fcetive lialson. The losses, he says, were
higher by 80 per cent. in the French
army than In the German army. The
losses of the French infantry, he finds,
were comparatively four times greater
than the losses of the artillery. He fixes
the French losses from the enemy’s fire
at 5,000,000 killed and wounded.

General Percin was military governor
of the fortress of Lille just after the out-
break of the war. He evacuated the
fortress on orders received from the gov-
ernment when the Germans approached
the frontier, angl was for a long time
supposed by the general public to have
evacuated the place of his own volition.
A lively controversy hetween his friends
and adversaries has been going on ever
since as to whether he was badly treated
by the general staff. He has severely
criticized the conduct of the war in the
field by the French staff.

Ottawa, Jan. 6—The unemployment
sitvation has already been given serious
consideration by the members of the
King cabinet and is being kept under
view from day to day, according to a
statement made 'today by Hon. James
Murdock, the new minister of labor. For
the present the new government is carry-
ing on the programme of relief laid
-down by its predecessor, bearing one-
third of the cost of relief work, where
the provinces and municipalities each as-
sume one-third of the cost, but whether
or not this propesal will be amended or
continued will depend on the further con-
sideration of the King cabinet.

Mr. Murdock believes that between
now and March 81, employers and work-
men engaged in the building trade should
fight out all their difficulties so that there
could be work for all throughout the
summer months. He is appealing both
to builders and members of the station-
ary trades unions “to take the bull by
the horns” and not have repeated in this
crisis of Canada’s national affairs the
deadlock of last year when some of the
best months of the summer went by
without any building being done because
builders and workers could not come to
terms. It is also true’that next winter’s
unemployment situation will depend to
a certain degree on the amount of em-
ployment available through the coming
sumimer.

Hardware Clerks’ Association
Draws Attention to Reduc-
ed Rate in London, Ont.

| Development. The following article has
| been written for the purpose of proving
| the statement, if indeed further proof is
necessary, that the lighting rates in St.
John can be cit in half by municipal
distribution of the Musquash current.

In the city of London, with a popula-
tion practically the same as that of St.
John, electricity is distributed by the
municipality. The first year the rates
were reduced by half, and at the present
day they are only about one-fourth of
the former rate. Just at this’ time it
might be well to mention the fact that
the former rate was 9c. per K. W., com-
pared with our present rate of 15c. per
K. W. H,, and yet it has been suggested
that the citizens of St. John allow the
present company to distribute
electricity, in spite of the fact that they
have already stated in their own publi-
cation that “Cutting the cost of electric-
ity itself in twé, or getting the electricity
for nothing would not make an appreci-
able difference to a light customer in the
city of St. John.”

It has also been stated that the reason
other places obtain so low rate is be-
catse of the large amount of electricity
used by the average consumer. The fol-
lowing figures show how that in London
the amount of electricity consumed ad-
vanced as the price reduced, proving be-
yond question that the amount of cur-
rent used is regulated by the price, and
it is safe to assume that similar results
would be brought about in St. John.

A list of
articles was made with which the man
seemed satisfied, the prices totalling $360,
to be paid for $120 down and $20 a
ﬁmonth. Parry, he said, left to see his
i.fiancee and to decide whether they could
| not get along with less furniture, as the
i monthly installments were rather heavy.
! He returned with a list reduced to $260,
.which he said he would pay for with a
first installment of $100 and monthly
| payments of $13. This was agreed to,
{and he promised to return the next day
with the money.

Dublin, Jan. 7.—Acute suspenseé and’
anxiety over the chances for peace pre-
vailed in Ireland today as the result of
De Valera’s unexpected actionfyesterday |
in offering his resignation as president |
of the Irish Republic. ;

Mr. De Valera has long held, and still
holds, such an exceptional position in the .
estimation of the Irish people that none !
among them was willing to doubt the%
. sincerity of his action, but the general |
regard for him did not prevent many |
Iexpressions of regret at the course he'}
| had taken. In the view of supporters |
| of the peace treaty his action has grave- |
ly imperilled the chances for peace.

The Dail was to meet again today,
and it was the opinion of several of the
members .that a vote on the treaty un-
doubtedly would be taken’ before seven
o'clock tonight. Serious alarm was ex-
pressed in some quarters this morning
lest the waverers in the Dail would now
be drawn to Mr. De Valera’s side, and
the treaty meet with an adverse vote.

That acceptance of the treaty is con-
sidered paramount, notwithstanding the
general respect for Mr. De Valera, was
shown by the editorial comments in the
morning newspapers, which appealed to
the people over the president’s head. |

Irish Press Comment. !

The Freeman’s Journal:said: “At-
tempts by men of good will to reach a
decision, by agreement in the Dail yes-
terday failed. Mr. De Valera could not
accept the proposals of the unofficial
committee; instead, he faced the Dail
with a new move of his own. His posi-
tion, he declared, had become impos-
sible. He tendered his resignation and
offered himself for Tre-election with
plenary powers.

“His attempt to include his own per-
sonality and claims, and shelve discus-
sion of the treaty, failed, as it deserved
to fail.

A NEW PROVINGE

Speaker Tells of Huge Terri-
tory Qil Explorations Have
Opened Up — Work Will
Continue.

(Toronto Globe.)

We are disappointed, but not discour-
aged, said A. M. McQueen, vice-presid-
ent of the Imperial Oil Company, in de-
scribing yesterday to the Engineering
‘Section of the American Association for
the Advancement of ‘Science, ‘the explor-
ations

L
ing up of the Mackenzie River field.

Among the reasons prompting the un-
dertaking was the necessity for develo
ing Canada’s own oil supply. At great

ingenuity and
hard work, tremendous difficulties were
overcome by the geologists and engineers
of th}e company. Although results might
be disappointing, there was no need for
discouragement, since there is no doubt,
in Mr. McQueen’s mind, as to the need
for proceeding with the work, which, he
pointed out, will have a great bearing
on the fiture development of the whole
Dominion. .

“l may seem to over-emphasize our

own operations, and I may, perhaps, ex-

- plain to those not familiar with the Can-
adian situation that the company with
which I am connected—Imperial Oil,
Limited—is making the first compre-
hesive test of the oil resources of Canada,
and is of the world companies the only
one carrying on operations here,” said
Mr. McQueen.

“Therefore, these operations may be,
said ta be representative of all the con-
ditions existing, but to say this is to be-
little ‘neither the courage nor the uc-
complishments of many small companies
which have assisted in the pioneer work,
will some day.participate in the favor-
able result—and favorable result I con-
fidently believe there will be.

i‘fﬂ_itﬂe Data to Guide Them.

“There were, except in the far north
anll the extreme west, but few exposures
from which to work, so that a great deal
of the deduction must necessarily be
"hypothetical. There had been, it is true,
effervescences of enthusiasm which mani-
fested themselves in the form of il
booms, and with these some drilling, but
most of the work had been but indif-
ferently performed and more than indif-
ferently guided, and the records were of
small value.

“Qutside the excellent basis for geo-
‘logical examination provided by Mr.
Dowling and many others in the Geo-
logicel Department of. Canada, it was in
many respects a new field.

“Chronologically, therefore, the first
move was the accumulation of geological
data, and while, as I have intimated,
this research as it progressed produced
no very definite encouragement, there
existed a situation which caused the
directors. of Imperial Oil to accept what
\might be termed longer chances in tak-
ing action upon the geological informa-
tion furnished them than would have
been their policy if their attitude had

been governed  entirely and absolutelyi

by ‘commercial considerations.

Canada’s Backward Position.

“The war had demonstrated the vital'

importance to a nation of petroleum re-
sources. Although, through the fine
spirit and, enthusiastic support of the
cause of the allies which was manifested
by the great American oil. companies,
this country received during the war
period an unstinted supply of petroleum,
while in the countries of its origin petro-
leum was being rationed, the fact re-
mained that Canada had produced but
two per cent. of her annual consump-

tion of petroleum. Apparently the great

oil fields of North America stopped at
that imaginary line of which we hear
so much but never recognize.

“As the largest of the Canadian oil
companies, moral responsibility lay
upon Imperial Oil, Limited, to explore
the natural resource of which the coun-
try stood so greatly in need, and there-
fore our directors, upon the reports of
their geologists, and in the face of rather
discouraging reports and te condition
that other great world petroleum cor-
porations had sent their geological ex-
perts over the country, but had with-
drawn without action or comment, con-
sidered the risk of the expenditure of
many millions of dollars in the search
for oil as much from the national as

from a profit-making corporation stand- .

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MADMAN AMUCK
IN-BERLIN STREETS

Berlin, Jan. 6—There was a sensational
finale to the New Year celebrations in
Berlin when a mad-man ran amuck with
a dagger, slashing pedestrians.

At the little village of Dinkelsbuehl, in
South Germany, the New Year cele-
brants were given a genuine Bolshevik’
scare when a man threw a bomb from a
church steeple, seriously injuring more
than fifty persons.

In Berlin, Paul Beetz, forty, a work-
man of Spandau, ran wild in the thickly
crowded Kurferstendam, blindly attack-
ing passersby "with a long knife. One
girl was seriotisly slashed and many fur
coats were cut by the madman. One pol-
iceman, who bravely attempted to ir-
rest Beetz, was fatally wounded, and the
wildman was only captured after being
shot in the-abdomen by other policemen.

Even after being wounded, the man
maintained a defiant. attitude, threaten-
ing the entire squad.

At Dinkelsbuehl a large crowd was
assembled in the village square listening
to a holiday-cheerer, when a bomb was
dropped from the steeple of the church.
It was a dynamite bomb, containing
glass splinters, and was evidently intend-
ed as an attack on the police statiom,
which was near the church, but it was
some time before the alarm of the vil-
lage subsided. In the excitement of car-

ing for the many who were injured by
the flying glass the bomb-thrower es-
caped. .

The “fixed charges” are likely to eall
for more of the taxpayers’ money than
ithe operating deficit. Last year “fixed
charges,” due to the public as interest
on bonds and dividends on guaranteed
stocks, amounted to $13,933,000 in Lhe
case of the Canadian Northern, and 36,-
048,000 in that of the G. T. P. The in-
terest on Intercolonial capital is includ-
ed in the general debt payments of the
National Treasury, and does not ap-
pear in the railway accounts. In addi-
tion to the payments due by the Cana-
dian Northern and Grand Trunk Paci-
fic to the pubiic, they owed $12,801,000
last year for interest on loans from the
government which was not paid. The
total deficit on operating account and
upon fixed charges to the public and the
government was $70,495,000 in 1920, of
which almost fifty-eight millivns came
out of the National Treasury in cash. In
1921 the total deficit should not exceed
fifty-one or fifty-two millions, of which
the taxpayers will have to provide about
forty millions in cash. It is a huge sum,

ASBESTOS FROM CANADA,

U. S. Takes 39 Per Cent, of the Output
of the Dominion, the Chief Producer

(New York Times.)

Canada, while ranking as the world’s
principal producer of asbestos has lag-
ged behind in the matter of manufac-
turing asbestos products. Practically the
entire demand in Canada for goods
menufactured from asbestos has been
satisfied from the United States manu-
facturing plants. Canada, with 88 per
cent. of the world’s asbestos deposits, is
exporting 89 per cent. of the raw ma-
terial mired to the United States and
buying back her own product in a manu-
factured form. i

Though the urgency of bettering this
condition has long béen recognized, ef-
forts Yo this end have never been ag-
gressive, largely because sufficient capi-
lacking for the establishment of
asbestog manufacturiiig plants on a suf-
ficiently large scale. A few manufac-
turers, however, who have entéred the
industry, have increased Canada's ex-
ports of manufactured asbestos even
though little has been done in materially
cutting down the volume of imports in
these goods.

Canada’s production of asbestos and
asbestine in 1920 amounted to 197,321
tons, the deposit of crude and filled fibre
being 157,904 tons. About 7 per cent.
of this was shipped_direct to England
and 8 per cent. went to Italy, Japan,
France and other countries. The rest
went in its raw state to the United
States, In 1914 manufactured asbestos
products imported into Canada were
valued at $467,160, and this had by 1920
increased to-$812,042. In the same period
manufactured asbestos goods exported
from Canada grew from $98,274 to $282-
816, which indicates an expansion of the
ut in
1920 was more than $14,000,000. It has
been estimated that if this raw material
had been fabricated in Canada its value™
to the country would have approximated
$104,000,000.

In Canada. there is an awakening to
the fact that considerable revenwe and
industrial development and employment
is being lost to the Dominion through
this heavy export of raw asbestos and
the failure to manufacture it at liome
both for domestic consumption and ex-
port trade. There has been, howerver,
some endeavor to extend the Canadian
manufacture,

Previously there was only a single
plant, at Lachine, Quebec, where ashes-
tos slating, shingles, sheeting, mill board
paper, corrugated asbestds sheets and
air-cell pipe coverings were made. The
productien of the plant was for both
local and egport trade, eensisting in the
main of asbestos boards. A new devel-
opment is the comstruction of a large
manufacturing plant at Asbestos, Que-
bec, where for thé first time in Canada
asbestos products orl a large scale will
be produced. The products will include
asbestos textiles, brake-lining, asbestos
shingles, paper roofing, pipe coverings,
ete. Another plant has been located at
Fast Broughton. This development, it
is hoped, indicates asbestos manufactur-
ing in Canada on a large scale in the
neat future. In 1920 Canada exported
to the United Kingdom, United States,
Australia, France, Italy, Japan, Spain
and other countries 152,740 tons of crude
asbestos, worth $11,521,836.

In the Province of Quebee, where are
the principal asbestos deposits, there are
excellent opportunities for. the building
up as a home industry the manufacture
of asbestos products. Not only asbestos
but also the other important refraetory,
non-conductive material — magnesite—is
found in the same vicinity. These de-
posits lie in close proximity to each
other and to the most densely populated
areas of the province, from which eheap
and abundant labor can be obtained as
well as an assurance of expanding home
markets.

The other essential manufaeturing ele-
ment, power, is abundantly provided
from thé vast resources of water power—
developed and undeveloped—which in-
sure cheap hydro-electric power to all
industries.

SITUATION IN EGYPT.

(Montreal Gagette.)

SpeakSF politically the settlement of
Egypt calls for immediate attention. The §
Egyptian Nationalists, like their breth-
ren in India and Ireland, are keen for
self-government. Of course the two sets
of elrcumstances affecting Egypt and
Ireland are quite distinct and different.
Fgypt stands in Britain’s line of march
to the Orient and Southern Pacific, with
the result that this direct line must not
he imperilled under any circumstances.
Fgypt has been recently offered the
status of a sovereign state under a con-
stitutional monarchy. The protectorate
idea would then disappear. Under the
scheme the control of domestic affairs
will be given her, whilst foreign affairs
will remain under the direction of an
Egyptian foreign minister and her gwn
diplomatic representatives. In orde¥ to
safeguard British foreign relations, the
position of British high commissioner
must be recognized. ritish troops in
Egypt also are an essential required by
Great Britain, and there is an insistence
that British officials must continue to be
associated with the ministers of justice
and finance.

Egypt cuts across the vital communi-
cations of the British Empire. Great
Britain is putting forth every effort to
satisfy BEgyptian national aspirationsy
subject to the propesed new govern-
ment of Egypt being capable mains
taining law and order in her own terrk
tory by means of the governing machimr
ery created for the purpose, Egypt ¥
apparently not fully satisfled and de
mands complete severance, although thed
course is neither likely nor yet feasiblt
in a country where extremists are open:
ly spreading violence on every hand,
which their leaders seem powerless td
contral. There is usually a precedenl
for many things, and history has the
happy knack of repeating itself on occa-
slon, The United States, in, the case of
the Philippines, decided that the latter
were not ready for independence. It is
precisely in the same way that Greal
Britain feels about Egypt, and thus het
generous offer, made with the best of
good intentions, looks on the face of it
as compatible and falr with existing cir-
cumstances.

“The one encouraging fact to be found
in the comparison of the death rate for
the City of New York with that of the
country at large is its.greater rate of
decline, The city’s excess in 1910 was

| thirty-one per cent., whereas last year it

was only eleven per cent. During these
eleven years the New York City tuber-
culosis death rate has been reduced from
210 to 120 per each 100,000 inhabitants,

‘| so that it has been cut almost in half,

namely reduced by forty-five per cent.

“What this means can be better ex-
pressed by the saying that if the death
rate of 1910 had prevailed during this
entire period in New York City, the
mortality registered would have been
121,280 instead of 106,890 deaths which
actually oceurred; er, in other words,
that 14,884 lives have been gaved.”

A UNIQUE CACTUS HEDGE,

At Punahou Academy—one of Hone-

{ lulu’s oldest and best known schools—

is a famous caetus hedge of the night-
blooming cereus variety. This remark-
able plant hds sent its curious stems
sprawling in every direction, complete-
ly hiding from view the stone-built walls
that surround the campus on two sides.

Ordinarily, this hedge would attract
no more attention than any other cae-
tus hedge were it not that, during the
cereus season, one of the most mag-
nificient floral night spectacles is en-

| acted along its walls and repeated at

intervals throughout the summer.

For a distance of nearly 650 yards
countless cream-white flowers, a foot
or more in diameter—like magnified
water lillies slowly bursting into bloom
—unfold their giant petals and reveal
their gold-dipped stamens to the stars.

Under the spell of a tropic moon, the
scene is irresistible. One is reminded
of floral unfoldment before an ultra-
rapid camera. Admiring crowds of
islanders and tourists call to gaze upon
and ponder this nocturnal wonder which
vanishes with the coming day.

One turns from this profusion eof
blossoms to contemple a single flower
smiling down from a high neighborin,
tree — for this native of western an
tropical America is a wonderful climber.

Whether shining in solitary splendor,
like some great stars piercing the night,
or, in constellations of cream blooms,
spreading a Great White Way in the
darkness, the night-blooming cereus is a
quecn among those flowers that make
earth’s night scenes glorious.—Christian
Seience Monitor.

Any Treasure, Says Joseph

On the black list of pirates there is
no rightful place for Capt. Kidd. But
the truth about him gets as shabby a
welcome now as it did ip 1701, when he
swung at Execution Dock, for literature
can badly spare his hat and jaw, his
boots and cutlass; and his high-placed
employers could by no means spare his
life, It is time, nevertheless, thinks
Joseph B. Gilder, latter day friend to the
captain and for years a student of his
story, to separate history from myth.
That daunting picture of Howard Pyle’s
shows the Capt. Kidd of fiction, not the
upright Scottish skipper that—Mr. Gild-
declare—our hero
was. -

So goes a fine picture from the pages
of romance. “There is not a scrap of
evidence to prove that he ever commit-
ted a single piratical act in his whole
life,” said his defender, who presented
his case a little’ while ago before the
Centenary Club. “It was a frame-up.
Buried treasure? He never buried a
cent’s worth. That story was devised
to amuse summer toufists on Long Is-
land. i

“Once a mah supposed to be well® in-
formed in history whispered to me darkly
that he had heard that the partners of
Capt. Kidd’s enterprise when he sailed
on the Adventure were ‘people very well
known. They were indeed. One was a
member of the royal family—in fact, the
King of England, and among his other
partners were the lord chancellor, the
first’ lord of the admiralty, the secretary
of state, the governor of New York, and
Robert Livingston, founder of the Am-
erican family of that name. His com-
mission as a pirate hunter bore the Great
Seal, of which the Chancellor i
the sole keeper, as every one knows.

“Now, these gentlemen were all of the
Whig party, then in power. The Tories
were keen on the hunt for a scandal to
be used against them.

did good service on the English- side
against the French.

“There were troublous times in New
York when he returned, a lieutenant
governor being in office pending the ar-
rival of the new governor sent out by
the king, for the fgrmer governor had |
fled. Jacob Leiser was the populm-!
leader, but Capt. Kidd supported the|
aristocratic party; and he served the
cause so well that in 1691 the provincial
government rewarded him with a sub-
stantial gift. Moreover, he married a
rich widow, and these two facts account |
for the only treastire that in all like-;
lihood he ever possessed.” i

The expedition to the Indian Oceu.n,!

galley Adventure in 1696 had for its!
powerful backers the great folk men-
tioned.
