London, January 27—It has always 
been the theory of some sailors that wire­
less has quite killed the Nelson touch. And 
a certain amount of support is given to 
t.He ironical belief by such revelations as 
the public has so far had about the orders 
issued from Whitehall to the fighting 
fleets during the late war. One 
lotis instance Is beyond doubt, and that 
Is . the recall of the Harwich torpedo 
flotilla when their presence at Jutland 
n*ight have made that histone naval 
stalemate another Trafalgar.

But Admiral Sir Berkeley Milne, who 
was in command of our Mediterranean 
Fleet when the Goeben episode occured, 
ma^es another revelation. The admiral, 
whose conduct on that occasion has been 
officially approved, now says that the 
Goeben and Breslau escaped simply be­
cause, when he had all dispositions made 
to lay them by the heels, wireless orders 
were sent to him from Whitehall to con­
centrate against the Austrian fleet be­
fore we were actually at was with Aus­
tria, whereby twenty-four hours 
wasted, and the German vessels enabled 
to make Constantinople.

Millerand’s personal relation to 
the constitution of France and 

its foreign policies, there is a’ tend­
ency to overlook an equally, it not 
much more, important phase of his 
views.

President Millerand believes in the 
functional view of government He 
advocates direct recognition of other 
corporate bodies, besides Parliament 
as at present constituted.

Although differing in details, Mil- 
lerand’s general views on represen­
tation resemble those preached in 
Britain *by G. H. D. Cole and the 
Guild Socialists. But whereas they, 
for the present at any rate, are 
not in power and Millerand is, the lat­
ter’s views have an especial signi­
ficance.

The President of France now is 
elected by joint vote of the two 
Houses of Parliament, the Chamber 
of Deputies and the Senate.

But, according to Millerand, the 
President of Franc» should not be 
the representative only of Parlia­
ment, but of France, He makes this 
specific distinction. He therefore 
thinks that the President should not 
be elected merely by Parliament. 
Direct universal suffrage for Presi­
dent is not advisable, but what he 
does advocate is the President’s elec­
tion by Parliament plus other bodies, 
such as County Councils, trade 
unions, associations of employers, 
and representatives of the agrlculr 
tural, Industrial, Intellectual, and ar­
tistic interests

“Why," he asks, “should they not 
have the right to speak and vote for 
the electloh of the man who is to be. 
before the world, the representative 
of France?”

To secure this representation of 
separate interests, Millerand has 
advocated the Inclusion in the Senate 
of members chosen i by Chambers of 
Commerce, the Workers’ Genera)!

Her’s is 
a traveling jurisdiction as she holds 
court not alone In Regina, but in 
every other town in Saskatchewan 
except Saskatoon and Moose Jaw. 
She travels 2,000 miles on an average 
every month and has already earned 
much kudos for the excellent results 
she is getting in her dealings with 
foreign children and their parents. 
For like all. judges of the modern 
Juvenile Courts, she prides herself 
on penalizing the parents far 
than the children and was quoted re­
cently as having said: “The part of 
my work I most enjoy Is that of 
punishing negligent parents.”

Miss MacLachlan, previous to her 
elevation to “the Bench” was super­
intendent for Saskatchewan, of the 
Department of Neglected and De­
pendent Children, and in this work 
gained first-hand knowledge of the 
women and girl offenders, of the 
nature of their offenses and crimes, 
of social conditions in her Province 
and of remedial bieasures Indicated.

In her capacity as judge, Miss 
MacLachlan has the power to ap­
point paid probation officers to do 
follow up work wherever necessary, 
but a large number of these proba­
tion officers, are volunteer men and 
women, who are interested lq welfare 
problems, and who serve gratu­
itously. Miss MacLachlan was born 
in Annapolis in the Maritime Pro­
vinces and for several years taught 
school before going West.

Alberta, Saskatchewan, and 
British Columbia Find Them 

to Be a Great Success.
