New York, May 2—Walter Obolesky, 
anti Waskaw Moveki, rivals for the heart 
and hand of Mary Kalowski, fought a 
duel to the death with butcher knives in 
a Brooklyn street joint last night as the 
object of their joint affections and a 
crowd of acquaintances looked on.

San Francisco, May 2— The recent meet­

ing, on Antarctic shores, of Roald Amund­
sen, the Norwegian explorer, and Capt- 
leott, head of the British expedition, was 
no surprise to either, according to a mes­
sage received from Amundsen by Henry 
Lund, Norwegian Consul-General in this 
city.

The message stated that Amundsen had 
notified his rival, from Maderia as to 
his plans. The meeting of the two at 
Whale Bay, in Ross Sea was very short, j 
Capt. Scott paid a visit to Amundsen on 
the latter's vessel the Fram, and the fol­
lowing day the call was returned aboard 
1 he Terra Nova. Capt. Scott learned 
that, eight men of the Fram’s crew were 
at. the time establishing winter quarters 
about two miles inland.

Amundsen’s plans for reaching the South 
. Pole are revealed in mail advices received 

here. He informed the British officers 
that he hoped to reach the Pole via Bead- 
more Glacier. He had 116 dogs knd; 
enough sleighs and skis to work his dogs 
in two shifts.

Amundsen expected to have all his eup- 
2)1 ies landed and his winter quarters ready 

' for occupancy a few days after the Ter­
ra Nova left for New Zealand. As soon 
as he was settled in his shore camp he 
intended to despatch the Fram to Buenos 
Ayres, while he remained with none men 
to make his dash for farthest south. The 
vessel will return in December or Janu­
ary to bripg the expedition back.

Beneath old newspapers and trash Mr. 

Babcock found stocks, bonds, mortgages 
and other papers representing nearly $500,- 
000. Evidence that the recluse has at 
least $500,000 more in safety deposit 
vaults in Brooklyn, New York and Al­
bany was also discovered.

The woman lived in squalor. She 
subsisted almost entirely upon milk. She 
would allow no one to enter the house, 
and the milk' was left on the doorstep. 
Hundreds of ‘empty milk bottles were 
found in the house. What few meals the 
old woman ate she cooked on a litle rus­
ty stove. She slept on a broken down 
couch piled high with newspapers. The 
house had not been cleaned for 20 years 
at least.

Miss Elsye Wallace, who arrived in the 
city this morning from Bangor, to com­
mencé an engagement at the Keith Nickel 
here, is perhaps the first one to arrive in 
town from Bangor since it was swept by 
flames on Sunday last. To a Times report­
er this morning, Miss Wallace told an in­
teresting story of the disastrous conflagra­
tion that wrought havoc in the little Maine 
town.

The 
original clause provided, however, that this 
should not take effect unless two years 
have elapsed between the date of the fir*t 
introduction of the bill in the house of 
commons and the date on which it passe?

Dr. James W. Robertson; C. 3L G., 
chairman of the Canadian Royal Commis­
sion on Industrial Training and Technical 
Education, has just arrived in England. He 
is accompanied by the other members of 
the commission—the Hon. John N. Arm-

oats, hay, anil potatoes, which were ex­
ported in those days to the States. Twenty 
years ago this man had a mortgage of $1,- 
100 on his farm. About ten years ago Me 
got into touch with the system of farming 
recommended and illustrated by the De­
partment of Agriculture. He said, “My 
fields yield a far larger crop; I have better 
live stock; and last year i sold $600 worth 
of butter and $300 worth of bacon or pork ; 
and I sell a horse occasionally." The 
has increased the fertility of his soil, and 
is deriving a much larger revenue for him- 
seld from richer land. Both of his boys 
went through a short course in agriculture 
at the Agricultural College in Nova Scotia 
and they are staying in the locality and 
farming very successfully.

street. Gard. began a systematic survey of Canada at 
Halifax, and we covered the whole Domin­
ion, visiting 100 places, including every in­
dustrial centre of importance. We exam­
ined 1,470 of the leading men and women 
in Canada in the fields of education, in­
dustrial enterprise, and labor. The result 
of our inquiries is a* great volume of au- ; 
thentic information concerning the needs 
of our pe-bple based on dose observation 
and derived from experience of the actual 
conditions obtaining*in' the various locali­
ties.

The head men—the manufacturers—who 
had achieved the foremost positions, were 
unanimous in speaking of the great value 
to them of practical experience of work­
shop conditions during their training. In 
regard to technical education in general, 
there Was an. expression of disappointment 
or disebntent with the results of the 
schools from the point of view both of the 
employer and the worker. These two sets 
of people were of opinion that the curri­
culum, consisting mainly of book studies, 
had not developed the habit1 of close ob­
servation or brought out any power of 
management; they complain of this as 
making the young people, when they came 
to the factories, lacking in initiative and 
wanting in the qualities which make a 
good elective workman.

The rapid development of the country 
and the many openings for ambitious boys 
and young men have led them .intç all 
sorts of employment, yielding high wages 
for the time, but leading nowhere after 
the end of a few years, so that the boy at 
eighteen finds himself too big for the job 
fôr u^iieh he was engaged and without any 
kind of trade to enable him to increase 
his earning power or to help his locality 
by becoming a good productive member of 
society. Many of out étnployers said very 
frankly that the rush of business in a new 
country was so great that they could not 
be bothered to train apprentices. There 
was a general expression of opinion that 

people are desirous of having more 
constructive handwork taught in the 
schools, primarily to enable a boy to reveal 
to his teacher and his parents the bent 
of his ability so that he may have some 
development of his power and inclination 
for productive occupation. Many saifl that 
the boys would continue longer at school 
if the' kind of work they did there appeal­
ed to their own judgment as being likely 
to increase their earning power, and par­
ti cularly if it was a kind of work that a 
boy found lie excelled in. Many a boy

Another result of our inquiries which 
came out very clearly was

This, moreover, would 
relieve the monotony of automatic labor, 
such as attending to one machine in one 
particular way.

As an instance of the conservation of 
tlie resources of the land.

More Deadly Than Bullets
The case against the house fly has been 

built up mainly on the battle-fields of 
the past fifteen years. Observations were 
made by United States surgeons at the 
time of the Spanish-American War, when 
fewer than 300 Americans were killed in 
battle, Mrhile nearly 5,000 died of typhoid. 
The earlier idea Mras that impure water 
was largely responsible for the typhoid, 
but a British surgeon who Mas with the 
troops in South Africa declared that the 
house fly would convert a single case of 
enteric due to bad Mater into an epidemic, 
it was noticed that when the cold nights 
killed off the flies there Mas an instant 
diminution in. the number of fresh cases. 
The remarkably low death rate from ty­
phoid in tho Japanese army was achieved 
by the sanitary measures enforced, which 
deprived the flies of their necessary breed­
ing grounds.

The dock has taken seven years to make, 
and is 637 feet long, 100 feet wide, 37 feet

it can be filled with 23,000,000 gallons of 
water and it can be emptied in an hour 
and forty minutes. If necessary the dock

The matter was first taken up by the 
city council, which body unanimously pro­

file double actio'n precaution (a), 
that all garbage should be carefully screen­
ed to prevent the breeding of flies, and (b) 
that all food to be used should be screen­
ed to prevent it being infected by such 
flies as will undoubtedly be bred in spite 
of all precaution. Clauses of this legisla­
tion also relate to the screening and fre­
quent removal of stable refuse and also 
to the frequent cleaning of stalls in sta­
bles.

Moreover. Atlanta has provided a ma­
chinery of inspection to insure that the 
Jaw will be carried into practical effect. 
Without such machinery the best law V» 
the world would not accomplish much 
When the act was passed by the Georgia 
city council it was plainly intimated—At­
lanta having traced certain epidemics of 
past summers to flies—that every effort 
would be made to have the law enforced 
to its strict letter.

Such regulations in their practical en­
forcement, will cost money. Probably they 
will cost considerable money. But the 
indirect return of the expenditure in com­
fort, in safety, in freedom from disease, 
in the decrease of infant mortality, in the 
reduction of doctor's bills will many times 
justify the necessary expenditure.
