lx AMSTERDAM, Holland, May 12— 

(United Press).—Holland is overpopu­
lated, so she is drying up the Zuider 
Zee to provide room for her surplus 
people. A huge dam or dyke is being 
constructed. It will be 20 miles long,, 
costing probably about 828,000,000.

Along the dyke’s wide crest they 
will run a double railway track, as well 
as a road for motor and other traffic. 
This new line of communication will 
reduce the distance between Amster­
dam and Leeuwarden, for instance, 
from 128 miles to approximately 91.

800 SQUARE MILES.
It is estimated the completion of tlie 

entire reclamation scheme, which in­
cludes a large number of minor dykes 
besides the main dam of Friesland, will 
liât something like $160,000,000. The 

jWject is designed to add 640,000 acres, 
over 800 square miles, to the land 

surface of Holland. On this new “con­
quest,” Holland aims to take care of 

— the excess from a population now in­
creasing at the rate of 100,000 yearly.

LEAVE ONLY LAKE.
Reclamation of these four huge 

chunks of sea bottom will leave a con­
siderable body of water as a bare 
remnant of the Zuider. This will be 
known as Ysel lake, shaped like a 
two-pronged fork, with the tip of one 
prong at Amsterdam and the other at 
the mouth of the Ysel, while the base 
cf the handle will be the North Hol- 
land-Frlesland dam which is to hold 
back the North Sea.

Hundreds of fishers now earn their 
living on the Zuider Zee, especially in 
capturing herring and anchovy, and 
their protests against the' new enter­
prise have been loud and long, 
warmer, brackish water bn the Zuider 
suits herring and anchovy extremely 
well.

The government has arranged to al­
low a pension to all fishermen over 50 
years of age thus thrown out of work. 
And government industrial schools will 
be opened to teach the younger anglers 
some handicraft, while these will also 
be paid an indemnity. Some of the 
disemployed probably will be absorbed 
in the North Sea fishery.

This year’s Expeditions, like 
others unsuccessfully attempted, will 
be by airplane from starting points as 
near the North Pole as water craft 
can carrying the exploring parties and 
their equipment.

Tn 
another year, perhaps, and possibly 
sooner, the great blank expanses of the 
northern map may be revised to show 
the existence of a new continent. After 
that, so far as the terrestrial sphere 
is concerned, it will remain an open 
book, Its last riddle solved, its last 
great query answered.

He Insisted several times in his evi­
dence that he alone was responsible 
for the navigation of the vessel at the 
time, declaring that he had stayed on 
the bridge from * o’clock in the morn­
ing of the day the accident occurred 
until the boat struck about 10.30 in the 
evening because of the thick weather 
and the need for care.

Elba Turner was not worKing on 

the job Tuesday afternoon: but Bel­
yea and Turner continued to exca­
vate, and about 3 o'clock the acci­
dent happened. Thq ditch was dug 
to a depth of three feet, and when 
Belyea and Elliott were In the ditch 

sudden gust of wind Is supposed 
to have started the heavy pier to 
fall. Belyea saw that the pier was 
falling and at the same time that hd 
dropped to the bottom of the ditch, 
be shouted to Elliott to drop. Elliott, 
however, did not escape. The huge 
pier, weighing several tons, fell In­
ward, crushing the unfortunate vic­
tim against the side of the ditch.

Belyea got out of the ditch and at­
tempted to release Elliott from his 
pinned position without success.

Canada And Newfoundland 
Second In U„ S. Investments CHANGE PLANS.

S:URGES GRAIN RATE PARITY.
Mr. Finn declared that people in 

the Maritime Provinces did not in­
tend to allow Western grain to be 
shipped constantly through Ameri­
can ports during the winter months 
while Canadian ports were neglected. 
He asserted that the removal of the 
one-cent differential would result in 
Halifax enjoying the same grain 
rates as all other Atlantic ports, both 
American and Canadian. The grain 
haul was a little longer, but it was 
the duty of the Dominion of Canada 
to absorb this additional cost. He 
had declared on a previous occasion, 
that If Western shippers would not 
ship through Canadian ports, It was 
the duty of the government to place 
an export duty on grain. Ne now 
found that this was one of the sug­
gestions of the Grain Commission.

TALKS OP ELEVATOR.
The declaration of Mr. Finn fol­

lowed a question by Robert Gardiner, 
Progressive, Medicine Hat, who 
wished to know what use it was to 
build a grain elevator at Halifax un­
less grain was going to move through 
that port.

' Mr. Gardiner asked if any arrange­
ment had been reached for a reduc­
tion in freight rates which would 
make it possible to ship to Halifax. 
Just before Mr. Gardineir asked his 
question, Thomas Sales,-Progressive, 
Saltcoates, had protested against the 
cost of the Halifax elevator. Mr. 
Sales declared that it was costing 
62% cents per bushel capacity, while 
elevators erected at the head of the 
Lakes had cost only 23 cents.

TALKED OVER BY THORNTON.
Mr. Finn, in answer' to Mr. Gardi­

ner,' stated that the matter of build­
ing an elevator at Halifax had been 
gone into very fully with Sir Henry 
Thornton. The president of the C. 
N. R. had said that if the elevator 
was built, grain would be put 
through it, and had even predicted 
that another elevator might be nec­
essary at a future date. The old 
elevator was useless. The new ele­
vator was part of the terminal de­
velopment of Halifax sponsored by 
Sir Robert Borden.

Western members of parliament 
had made a trip to Halifax and he 
thought, said Mr. Finn, that they had 
returned well entertained "well fed 
and in good spirits.”

Mr. Finn made a strong appeal 
to have the new terminal elevator at 
Halifax placed under the management 
of the Canadian National Railway. 
He pointed out that in Eastern Canada 
it was the practice to have elevators 
under the control and management 
either of boards of harbor commis­
sioners or the Canadian National Rail­
ways, and, in the case of Halifax, he 
thought the business interests of Hali­
fax would be best served by having 
that elevator under the Canadian Na­
tional. He urged that the matter of 
that elevator’s management, on com­
pletion, should be in the meantime left 
in abeyance and that the suggestion 
he had offered the House should be 
fully considered at the proper time.

VOTE EXPLAINED.
Hon. Thomas A. Low, Minister of 

Trade and Commerce, in explaining the 
$475,000 vote, said it would cover salar­
ies, wages, power, fuel, insurance on 
grain at Port Arthur and many other 
items of management.

John Evans, one of the Progressive 
members, wanted to know what the 
Halifax elevator would cost, he said 
he understood that there was no grain 
going through that port, and lie doubt­
ed the need of an elevator at Halifax.

The item carried with no further dis­
cussion.

Mr. Filene said that the Shipping 
Board, which has plans to suggest to 
Congress for the construction of two 
fast motor liners for first, second and 
third class passengers, should change 
its recommendations for ships of the 
new type. This would not only be 
good for business in preparing for the 
new era in overseas travel, but would 
be more in line with American desires 
and Ideals, he said.

Immigration restrictions have put an 
end to the need for class restrictions 
and have made- the third-class quarters 
obsolete, Mr. Filene continued. He pre­
dicted vessels of a type to meet the 
needs of every kind of passenger, with 
some offering round trips to Europe at 
$125 and complete voyages with a week 
ashore for $175. He made the follow­
ing suggestions to steamship lines :

“A number of available ships— 
those of the older types which are 
barely kept in operation on the basis 
of two or three classes—should be 
changed to one class on the hotel plan. 
The passenger should pay according to 
the desirability of his quarters, but 
should have the entire use of the ship.

“Other available ships should be 
tried out as one-class ‘tourist’ ships 
with one uniform fare, say $126 for the 
round, trip, with two, four or six in 
each room, according to its size.

SHIP CAFETERIA.
“by the introduction of the cafeteria 

system each voyager would buy and 
pay for what he wants and wait upon 
himself, a great saving of food waste 
would come about, and the operating 
costs of the ship reduced by the fact 
that the number of dining room stew­
ards would be reduced by 50 per cent.

“As a start in inducing travelers to 
go abroad in masses, fares should be 
reduced during the minimum travel 
months, spring, autumn and winter. 
My investigations have convinced me 
that there would be greater profits to 
the steamship companies in carrying 
three or four times the .number of 
passengers in one-class ships at $125 
rather than the fewer number of third- 
class at $155 minimum, as at present.”

Corporation and Agents Declar­
ed Illegal in Violation of 

Mississippi Law.pious PARTNERS 
ARE SEEN AT PALACE

JACKSON, Miss., May 12—The Ford 
Motor Company and its agents 
throughout Mississippi are in an illegal 
combination in violation of the Missis­
sippi anti-trust statute and should pay 
$12,000,000 in penalties to the state, 
W. J. Miller, State Revenue Agent, 
contends in a suit againt the company 
and all Its agents filed in Hinds 
County Chancery Court. Criminal 
conspiracy:.is charged.

The suit seeks attachment of nil 
funds of the Ford Motor Company on 
deposit in all the banks of the state 
and the banks are made co-defendants, 
so as to effect a complete tie-up of 
Ford funds.

The bill of complaint Is based on 
contracts between Ford and its local 
dealers and alleges that the contracts 
violate the anti-trust laws of the 
state, that they are in restraint of 
trade, inimical to the public welfare of 
the state and constitute an illegal and 
criminal conspiracy.

Price Fixing.
The bill charges also that the Ford 

Motor Company and its distributor for 
this district, the Bluff City Motor 
Company of Natchez, require an agree­
ment with local dealers fixing the re­
sale price of Ford cars and that the 
dealers are required to sell to the pub­
lic at the exact price fixed in the agree­
ment, a copy of which is made an ex­
hibit to the bill. Writs of attachment 
against all railway lines in the state 
covering all Ford cars in transit also 
are asked. Virtually every banking in­
stitution in the state if made co­
defendant.

The sfiit is the largest filed in the 
state since Miller’s predecessor Sued 
the insurance companies for $80,000,000 
penalties for alleged violation of the 
state anti-trust laws. This predecessor 
collected about $800,000, of which he 
received $200,000 in fees.

WASHINGTON, May 12 — More 
chaplains are needed for the United 
States army to maintain moral and re­
ligious standards ampng the troops, 
according to the Council of Chaplains.

Civil clergymen and Y. M. C. A. 
workere are useful but 'they cannot 
take the place of the army chaplain, 
the council maintains- 

“The clergyman or religious worker 
outside the military organization, who 
is not under orders, who is free to 
leave any moment when danger threat­
ens or hardships become too severe, 
however great his talent or devotion, 
labors under heavy handicap as com­
pared with the chaplain who belongs 
to the oufit and in whom every mail 
has a sense of ownership and pride,” 
chaplains at a meeting here said.

Worthy of Respect 
Much discussion was devoted to the 

subject of the chaplains’ rank and to 
answering criticism that commissions 
stand as a barrier between the private 
soldier and the army minister.

“Rank does not separate the enlisted 
man from the chaplain,” according to 
council statement, “it serves rather to 
assure the soldier, whatever his grade, 
that the representative of reliigon in 
the army has been deemed worthy of 
respect, just as in civil life the com­
munity finds various ways to show dis­
tinctive honor to the clergyman.”

For Foreign Service,
A plea was made by the meeting for 

sending chaplains especially to out-of- 
the-way posts : ‘In isolated posts and 
on foreign stations, where no churches 
are accessible, these men should not be 
left without religious privileges.”

The increase in chaplains should 
keep pace with the increased army per­
sonnel, they Insisted:

“If other officers are to be trained 
and organized for possible service, 
chaplains should be organized and 
trained, unless the nation is willing to 
face the possibility of large bodies of 
American youth called to military ser­
vice with adequate or thorough prépar­
ation to safeguard their moral and 
spiritual interests.”

—The speed demon is forever making, 
progress. Its latest achievement con-1 
ceAs the automobile world. A new 
racing car is being built with a cylinder 
capacity of 450-h.p. and an estimated 
speed of 180 miles an hour.

This mammoth of the speedway is 
being assembled for Malcolm Camp­
bell, the well-known racing motorist, 
who last year lowered the world’s rec­
ord with a speed of 146 miles an hour. 
Not content with this, Malcolm is seek­
ing new worlds to conquer.

On the test bench the engipe has 
developed close on 600-h.p., but the de­
signers estimate that It could be tuned 
up to give 700-h.p. Theoretically this 
would give a speed of over 203 miles 
an hour. The engine has 12 cylinders, 
each the size of a small car engine, 
which are fed by three carburetors, 
while the ignition Is supplied by two 
magnetos.

Experiments have been made to build 
a frame of immense strength. A firm 
of tire-makers are making tests to find 
the most suitable type of cover. The 
Westinghouse compressed-air system 
controls the brakes.

A large area Is required for demon­
stration purposes. The car will require 
three miles to get going, a mile for 
timing purposes, and three miles in 
which to slow down. It is to be called 
the “Lion-hearted.”
