In all the earlier developments of its
powers, the mind is more sensibly alive to' new truths,
the acquisition of knowledgé is accompapied with
alivelier satisfaction perhaps than at any subsequent period,
Curiosity is excited, the attention is strongly fixed on its of-
jects, the memory is deeply impressed, insomuch that the
earliest impressions’ in defiance of all the vicissitudes of life,
are the last tu be effaced. Many a boary headed sire, who
has forgotten the atchievements of his manhood, can tell yhen
aud where he wvas first taught to believe in the efisténce of
a God.whex it was first made plainto his infant understand-
ing, that the sun which' called him to hi¢ morning' sports, and
the moon, ‘which poured her silver light about him, and the
stars which walked the beavens in majéstic silencé, were all
the productions of that great, wise, and good Being, Nor did
the history of his own existence, his accourjtability to God,
his moral conditian, and future destiny, find a less welcome
reception. With equal  distinetness and equal’ pleasare, does
ke recollect ;when it was first made clear to liim, that man was
ut enmity with God,and must be reconciled by the cross of
Christ: 'Never can he forget the time or placc, when conse-
querit upon this knowledge ke first foymed the colemn deler-
mination of seeking God for his portion.

How effectually are such scenes impressed ~n the mind! Ve
may say, almost without a figure, that they are engraven by
the finger'of God, nnd cah be effaced only willi the destruction
of the mind itself. Facts of this sort are too obvious to need
proof, and too important to be passed over in silence. It is
fromh these that purmoralists and poets, who most excel in hLe
knowledge of human nature, have so”often reminded us tiat

«Just as the twigis bent; the tree’s intlined.””

1t was doubtless a knowledge of these fucts which led the wises:
of men to say “train up a child in the way Le should go, and
whei: be is old he will not depart from it.”” Nor was if without
a reference to the peculiar suseeptibility ofthe dpening mind,
that tye Apostle enjoius fathers to bring up their children i
the “qurture and admonition of the Lord.” Thus the precepts
of man-and of God, the accumulated experience and wisdon
ofall ages, urga the importance of giving earty religious tnsli te-
tions lo the young . b

But Low is this to be effected 2 We answer by the promo-
tion of Sunday Schools, by private pareutdl instroction, arid
by Cheistian cxample. In every villygeé ‘and. neighbourhood,
and especially in every 'place of 'worghip, let the children be
assembled for the purpose of reading and commilting to me-

But if any obstacle pre-
vents the children from being thus assemblec, let tlre parents
employ a part of the Holy Day in, teachjng them  at howe.
Very few Christian parents can plead inability to perform. this
duty. The few books which might be meedful, are. in. almost
every one’s hands. «or if not, they may be obtained either by
a were application for them, or at a very moderate price. , |,
Such an exercise will be scarcely, less useful to the parent,
than to the child. He will find, his own religious feelings
awakened, his knowledge of Divine truth enlarged, his faci-
lity. in imperting knowledge, and his pleasure in reading the

Scriptures, greatly tncreased. To his own soul, if he. . sets

aboit the duty in the fear of God, such an exercise will.be 16-
freshing a$ the dews upon the Monntains of lsrael, , There
seems to be a peculiar fitness in this kintl of instruction. As
the young mind begins to feel the consciousness of knowledge,
and to glow with the desire oflenrning, to wham does it so
naturally look for instruction as to the parent 2 What less
sons will be so grateful, or received with sach implicit confi-
dence, as those which fall from parental lips. ,

It scarcely need be remarked that precept must be enforced
by example, Example is one ol the most efficient modes of
teaching. It addresses itself with pecnliar foree to the imita-
live propensity, so, vemaykable in Children.  Nor is it .Jess
inflaential with reason and reflection in riper years. . As, it is
incumbent on every Christian ta walk worthy of his voca«
tion, asitis especially incombent on every Christian Parent
to set before his children and family an example, Worthy of
imitation to leave it with them as a rich legacy, by which they
shall profit long after the parcut has been gothered to . lus
fathers.

Do we want encouragement and motives to make a . vi-
gorous effpet ?  Look at the manifest tendency of such in-
struction.  If has many results in ¢ommon with Edagcation,
ingeneral, snch as the acquisition of usefu) knowledge, the, im-
proyement and diseipline of the mind, the formation ot cha-
racter, and the like. In this respect its vast importance to the
vell-being of individuals andthe community, is ohvious., It is a
uselul auxiliary to fducation in geveral, S0, on the other
hund, general Education is highly favourable to. this. Théy
biend beaptifully 10gether,,éach in tarn becoming the hand-
mzid of the other, and both. conspiving to secure the. mnablest
result of intellectual and religious teaching,
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" But.early reiigious instraction has some results peculiar to
itself, It informs the conscience ; —it fixes in the mind
those great principles of right and wrong ;—of duty to God
and to man, cennected as-they are with time and eternity,
in such a manner, that they are seldom eradicated. It may
not immediately produce the effects which we so much desire
—a real conversion of the heart to God, yet it seldom fails te

exert a powerful restraining influence. Inthe hour of tempia-

tion, those instructions form an invisible shield to . quench the
fiery dart of the tempter ; or if this should not be fully effect-
ed, how ofteo do they lend to conscience a- weight of authority
and rebuke, which are irresistible ? How mauy and how af-
fecting are the instances in which a disobedient son after years
of protligate indulgence, has, at length, been arrested by a mo-
ther’s warnings and a mother’s prayers, and brought m deep
contrition to the foot of the cross ?  With what heartfelt gra-
titude does ‘he take up the long:veglected Bible whick was
presented with many benedictions as a token of parental love ?
From instances of this sort [and they are many] let parents
learn to “ cast their bread upon the waters,” trusting that' it
will there be found again ** after many days.” “ Ju the morn-
ing sow thy seed, and in the evening withhold not thy band, for
thou kaowest not whether shall prosper either this or that, or
waether they both shall-be alike good.” On whom, Bre~
thren, devolves this momentous 'charge,ifnot onus? Whe
will interést themselves in teaching the rising genera-
tion the way of lifeif' we ‘donot:? And)if the rising ges
neration is nob taught, what s moral desolation do we leavebe-
hind us * I say unless God should avert it by iniracles, what
a moral désolation must the world 'soon present 7 - What ex~
cuse can we affer for neglecting so manifest and so important
a duty ? 'One in which ourselves and our posterity, the world
at large and especially the Church of Christ is so deaply con-
cerned ? Is it not high time to awake out of: sleep, - to look:
abroad on the growing interests of the Redeemer’s Kingdom,
to consult in earnest {for its more rapid sdvancement and gird
ourselves for the work ? i1

Are you a pavent, a christian pavent 7 Do the retributions
of eternity ever rest with solemaity on your mind, and:bring
you to the throne of grace on behalf of your beloved offspring >
And-is it possible, that you can neglect those instructions
which aloue ¢an make wise unto salvation ? 'O unnaturalfa.
ther ! O more thaw unnaturaljmother! Tell it not in Gath.
What must be your reflection in a dyiug bour ?  Could: the
faulterng tongue still give utterance to the emotions of an
agonizing heart, what arguments, what entreaties, what expos-
tulations, should we have in favour of teaching the young the
fear of the Lord !

The Managing Committee of the Baptist Education Socie-
iy, beg lzave to state, that very shortly ‘after the Jast Meeting
of the Boacd, the Agents appointed to solicit subscriptions
in various parts of this and thé adjeining Province, proceed -
ed on their respective cireuits; and from time to time made
hair reports to the Committee, '

Phat it app2ais from such reports that about the sum of
£1109 . was promised to be contributed, towards the -funds
of the Society ; but that few collections have as yet been
made. ¢ )

That in some places Auxiliary Societies bave beeu formed,
for the  purposes of obtaining -coatributions, and co-opera-
ting with the General Society.

That the Managing Committee have purchased in the cen-
tre ol Horton, ,almost ad‘jo‘.uing the Baptist Meeting House,
a most eligible situation for the Buildings, intended (o be
erected for the purposes of the Institution. That the premi-
ses coutain Filty Acres of Upland, and, Fourteen, Agres of
excellent Dyke ; for which they, have paid LZ30, haying bor-
rowed the money, and given their personal, security for the
Amourt, payable with interest, but thal. the reots arising
{from the premises, are about equal to  the intgiest on the
purchase money, That there are two dwelling houses, and
other small buildings on the premiscs,

That the  Committeg . have procured, the Rev.. . Azahel
Chapin, a gentleman {rom Amberst College, in Massaciusetts,
whe has engaged to .conduct the Seminary for a .year; and
that they have opened the Institution, and commenced teach
lug in the principal Dwvelling house, jon the Premises, which
Las undergone some repairs for that purpose, and that there
are. now about Fifty young perions of various ages, receiv-
‘ng the benefits of Education, with every prospect of a rapid
ncrease iu numbers.

That the Committee have fixed the rates of Tuition, at four
pounds per annum, for the usual branclies of English education,

The Nova-Scotia Baptist Association, &c. to their Brethren
of the New-Brunswick Association, send Christian Salutation.
Dear Brethren,

The Ministers and many of the Members of our respective
Churches throughout this Province, having at the Association
held at Horton last year, formed ourselves into a Society for
tha promotion of Kducation, in this and the neigbbouring
Colonies ; and having in the formation of such Society, as e
humbly trust, solely in view, the extension of the Blessed Xe-
deemer’s kingdom on Karth,in the'cultivation of those faculties,
by which the Y.ord has distinguished us above his other crea-
tures—the temporal and spiritoal welfare of the mumerous
rising generation, and the instruction of such young Brethren
as may be called 'to preach the Gospe!, in the necessary
branches ' of general and thealogical learning, we have deemed
it night to appeal to you, our Brethicen 'of the same faith and
order, representing the several chhirches in our sister Province
now assembled in Association, to request your co-operation and
assistance in this our important undertaking.

We have during'the last year sent Agents through this
Province and New-Brunswick, for the pirpose’ of collecting
Sabseriptions ; and have met with success' fully equal ro our
expectations,  We bave fixed on' Horton as the place best a-
dapted, from its local advantages, for the scite of an Acade-
my; being easily accessible by land or water to both Provinces.
We have purchased a most eligible sitnation, urid have procur-
ed from Amherst College in Massachusetts,Mr. Asahel Chapin,
a Buptist brothér of compatent ‘quslifications, and enrnest
piety and zeal, as well 8s of vrblemished reputation, to con-
duct for the present our infant Séminary. = 1t Was operied on
the first of May last, and there are” now about Fi/ty youths of
varions ages, receiving instruction, with the most Aattering
prospects of'a rapid increase in numbers.

It is our intention with as little delay as possilile, to evect
a Building for the Seminary, on as extensive a scale as our
means will ‘admit ; and we have the greatest reason to frust
that with the blessing of the Most High, our attempts will ere
long, prosper far beyond what we at first anticipated, ' ‘We
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would now, Brethren, with christian esrnestness, Leseech you
to join in uffording vour wid to this undertaking. We would
call your attention to-the impertant circumstance, that in the
present state of ' increasing population, and growing know-
ledge in these' Provineces, it is highly necessarv, that our
efforts _to promete the education of youth, and improve the
gifts of our young ministering Brethren, should be in some
measure commensurate ' with such' increasing demonds.--We
would urge the neeessity of having the instruction of vouth
placed iothe' hands of those who' fear'God : and we would
solemnly remind our Brethren, that the time is now come,
when they must either take upon themselves the Education of
their own offspring, in promoting fo their utmost, this, and
similar Institations, or commit this all important charge into
the hands of those, whose want of correct views, in those things
which involve the eternal interests of the rising generation,
render them Gtterly unqualified for sich a task ; and which
indeed must shortly undermine the vital interests  of our
Denomination,

We would therefore, beloved Brethren, by all onr common
