Moxtreal, July 10.—The Quebec
government is trying to add a portion of
Caughnawaga to the Jesuits’ estates now
that the *Federal fgovernment is taking
steps to force one hundred odd tenants of
the reserve who, for the last five years
refused to pay rent to the Dominion
government, to pay their arrears.

The Federal government’s title to this
land is found te date back to 1672 when
Cauglinawaga was granted to the Indians
by the King of France. The Jesuits
were then managing their affairs for
them andfmade]concessions of parcels of
the land. to white settlers, In 1762 the

Indians rebelled against  these conces-
fons amd -complained that the Jesuits|
were selling off the land.

Governor General Gage ordered the
Jesuits off the lands, but confirmed the
sattlers, who had already possession, un-
der the conditions that they pay rent to
the government for the benefit of the In-
dians.

The Quebec government has given no
tice that if the case is pushed in court
they will file a petition to - intervene, on
the ground that the lands in question
were not only managed by the Jesuits
but belonged to them.

Davis Lumbert was lifted bodily !from
its ‘residing - place and carried to an
adjoining field where it was dashed to
pieces. The few persons who observed
this strange sight can hardly find jwords
to describe it. Said one man, I was never
so clean beat in all my life as when I
saw that barn floating through the air. I
thought I must be crazy. and the first
thing I did after tho storm was over was
to goand examine the place where it
was and then the ruins in the field near
by.” There was but little in the barn at
the time, most of the hay having been
sold, and outside of a few gardening tools
and the structure itself there was no
great loss.

A gentleman arriving in this city this
morning . from Dixmont said that he
counted on the way nine barns that had
been blown down.

At North Newburg the storm struck
with terrific force destroying orchards
and laying down fences all along the
roads.

In Levant the storm was described as
a fearful one, nothing like it ever having
been seen there. Fruit and shade trees
were uprooted by the high wind by the
dozens and the fences were levelled all
over the town. During the brief space
of time that the hurricane lasted the air
was full of flying pieces of wood and
branches of trees. The crops did not
suffer greatly for the very reason that not
many of them were out of the ground.
No less than four farmers saw the roofs
of their barns sail gaily away into the
world and leave them.

Reports of thejgreatest damage come
from Dexter where there seems to have
been ancther storm centre. The new
house on Park street just built by Mr.
Preble was blown flat entailing heavy
loss upon the owner. The hurricane
stripped the orchards.

In East Bangor the barn owned by H.
B. Mower was blown down. It was a new
structure having just been erected, the
clapboarding only being partially com-
pleted. The barn is 122 feet in length and
there being over twenty head of cattle in

it at {the time, the fact that only one
of them was m]nred by the falling of the
heavy timbers, is somethmg rewnarkable.

‘One peculiar'fact in connection with
the cytlone was that the animals seemed
to be instinctively told of its approach.

A farmer tells a reporter how a few
moments before his farm was struck by
the storm he saw all the cattle coming up
the lane and, reaching the shelter of a
high hill a short distance from the house,
they huddled .together with their heads
close to the ground. He was wondering
at this when allat once the whirlwind
1broke carrying rods;- chips--and--even |
heavy blocks of wood high in the air.

The sagacity displayed by the animals
in seeking the protection of the hill rath-
er than that afforded by the barn was
something wonderful.

As is often the case with thunder
storms this one seemed to follow the
course of the river and those who were
near and observed its progress say it
was truly a wonderful sight, the water as
smooth as glass before the storm and
stirred to fury in a single moment by the
sweeping tornado. The flashes of
lightning that shot from the clouds
struck the water and seemed to divide
into a thousand sparks and jets, and
continuing along the surface for some
time before finally losing themselves in
the depths.

After its trip up the river leaving de-
struction in its pathway, the tornado
turned iuto Kenduskeag Valley in which
the Commercial reporters have traced it
for a long distance. The damage done
by the whirling, remorseless wind was
something enormous. Bangor did not
suffer half as badly as some of the other
towns where the wind seemed to increase
in force and where the lightning also
wrecked many buildings. The scores of
demolished barns will most seriously
affect the farmers who were just ready
to begin haying, While the fruit crop of | ¢
the country will be damaged to the ex-
tent of thousands of dollars.

Tall elms and maples that had stood
for years along the streets of the cily
were torn up by the roots, their b h
split and shattered and thrown to the
ground. Street Commissioner Brackett
and hiscrew have been hard at work
during the day and the rubbish has not
yet been cleared from the streets.

One of the worst results of falling
trees in the city was in French street,
where at the height of the storm a great
elm fell across the roof of P. H. McNa-
mara’s house crushing into the building
for quite a depth. The tree fell slowly else
it would have gone straight through the
house at the time and the crash fright-
ened them badly. The house will be
damaged heavily by the accident. The
sight of the tree in the house is a very
curious one and many people have been
there to see it.

A large number of electric light globes
were broken by the force of the wind and
rain, and the long iron bar supporting the
arc light on the corner of Curve street
was bent in a half circle.

Pule
len’s clothing bouse was bent in the
form of a quarter circle.

Along the Kenduskeag Valley the tor-
nado left ruin and desolation in many
places. Barns were blown down and
houses wrecked by falling chimneys
Four ice stacks filled with frozen cakes
belonging to the Bg#ingor Ice company
sitoated about a mile above Morse’s Salt
Mills were unroofed, and their empty
stacks near by were blown down. One
of the members of the company visiting
the scene this morning found the wreck
to be more complete than was at first
anticipated. A shanty close to the ice
house had been taken by the wind and
not even a board orlog could be found
near the place hearing signs of having
once belonged to the structure. The
stacks were situated in the shade of a
large pine grove and many of these trees
were hurled to the ground, a large num-
ber of them falling across the highway
and blocking travel.

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INJUSTICE TO ST. JOHN.

We copied the other day from * the
Sun the interesting particulars of an in-
terview between a gentleman of this
city and the captain of H. M. 8. Can-
ada, which showed that the admiralty
chart of St. John barbor had been
amended so as to agree with the chart
of the department of public works of
Canada. We hoped to have had some
further particulars of this matter from
the Sun, but so far have been disap-
pointed. The alterations in the chart,
although satisfuctory as far as they go,
do not go far enough, and
will not do justice to 8t. John
until the Sailing Directions which ac-
company it are also altered. We have
before us a copy of the Sailing Directions
for the south east coast of Nova Bcotia
and the Bay of Fundy, which were pub-
lished in 1885 with some amendments in
1888, The Sailing Directions are issued
by the British Admirality, are based
on publications issued as. much as fifty
years ago, and are, therefors, very
unsatistactory. While they have
been altered in some respects they
have not been so altered as to convey
a correct idea of the Bay of Fundy or of
the harbor of St, John. For instauce, in
the beginning of the description of the
Bay of Fundy we are told that the Bay
of Fundy is deep, but the navigation is
rendered not only difficult but dangerous,
by off-lying dangers fringing
the shores, by rapid and uncommon tides,
a3 well as by the occurrence of dense fogs.
This statement is only true in a qualified
senr2. A careless reader might suppose
from it that the Bay of Fundy was full of
dangers, the fact being that after the

bétween Grand Manan and the
coast of Nova.Scotia is passed there are
no dangers in the Bay of Fundy what-
ever, the whole of it being deep and the
shores bold. Far too much prominence
also has bheen given to the matter of
fog, which as is well known,
always comes on in comparatively
calm weather and seldom results in any
serious loss. We are also told in the
same publication that during the sum-
mer months the haze occasioned by
smoke from the burning forests in the
neighboring state of Maine is almost as
bad as the fog, a statement,
which however true it may have
been thirty or forty years ago, is
not correct at the present time.
The same publication tells us
that the tidal currents along the shores
of the Bay of Fundy are uncertain both
in velocity and direction, that statement
being entirely contrary to the testimony
of all the navigators familiar with the
Bay of Fundy who wrote in regard to it
to the Board of Trade, and to the exper-
ience of all sailors who have navigated
the bay.

We are also told in this book
that with the exception of St
John ‘and St. Andrews and, possibly,
a fewat Yarmouth there are no regular
pilots for the Bay of Fundy. This is aiso
a statement which has become untrue
in recent years. Parrsboro is one ol
these ports where there are regular pilots
under proper official papers, to the num-
ber seven or eight and there are also
pilots at Windsor. But no vessel enter-
ing the Basin of Minas can possibly
go up as far as Cape Split or
Cape d’Or, without encountering & pilot
competent to take her to any port at the
head of the bay. When we come to the
description of 8t. Jobn in this book and
‘compare it with that of Halifax, we find
that every effortis made to bestow praise
on Halifax, while what is said in regard
to St. John is of a qualified and unfriendly
nature. We are told, indeed, that the
harbor is safe and commedious, and al-
ways accessible, but we are also told
that on the bhar of the main channel east
of Partridge 1sland the depth of water
is about 23 fathoms, which is utterly un-
true. It was shown that the least depth at
dead low water, spring tides,in this chan-
nel is 21 feet which is just 34 fathoms.
We are also told that the west channel
has as little water as six
feet in it which is also false, the smallest
depth of water in the west channel being
eleven and a half feet and now 1t is pro-
bably more in consequence of the scour-
ing action of the tide. The fact that the
International steamers never use any
other channel is a proof that it is a good
one for the purposes of all vessels of
moderate draft. Among the other false
statements about 8t. John which this
book contains is the following :—

“Unless in case of necessity, strangers
should never attempt to enter St. John
harbor without the assistance of a pilot,
for the narrow and intricate channel is
bordered with sharp rocks and numerous
accidents have occurred to vessels
attempting the navigation without local
knowledge.”

The truth of the matter is that the en-
trance to St. John harbor is as straight as
an arrow and not intricate or narrow as
is stated above. It is also absurd to see
in the sailing directions for entering the
harbor one in regard tu bringing the
Wesley chapel in line with the stone
barracks, this chapel having been burned
down in the great fire and there being
no conspicious spire, such as the old
Centenary, had to serve as a land-mark
for vessels entering the harbor and
no stone barracks since the fire. These
extracts from the Sailing Directions show
the careless and even ridiculous manner
in which the work of the British Admir-
alty has been done with reference to the
harbor of St. John, and the unfair treat-
ment which it has received from that
high authority It is time for our Board
of Trade to enter a protest against such
treatment, and to insist on_St. John and
the Bay of Fundy being placed in their
rightful position before the eyes of the
world,

been in Baltimore and Washington? We
of the maritime vrovinces seem to be
the favorites of providence.

The custom of playing games of base-
ball on Sunday which prevails in some
of the cities of the United States has led
Cardinal Gibbon, of Baltimore, to deal
with the subject. He says:—

“I think that Sunday should be first of
all aday devoted to relizious work, and
second to innocent and healthful recrea-
tion, as being the only day in which the
great masses of the people have time to
seek relaxation from their work. The
danger is in the excess either way,and I
entirely agree with Dr. Weld (pastor of
the First Independent Christ’s church) in
deprecating the closing of our art gal-
laries, libraries, etc., absolutely to the
public.

“ Presupposing that a certain portion
of the day is set apart for religious exer-
cises, I think that any recreation that
will contribute to the physical, mental
and moral benefit and enjoyment of the
masses should be encouraged. I think
that base ball is a game that isin con-
flict with the decorum and tranquillity
that should characterize the observance
of the Lord’s day, and is too violent an
exercise to be conductive to much har-
mony. But whatever may be the abuses
arising from Sunday base ball, I regard
the base ball players and observers of
the game as far less reprehensible than
those who would utter from the pulpit, on
the Lord’s day, unjust and charritable
statements about their neighbors. The
Christian Sunday is not to be confounded
with the Jewish, or even with the Puri-
tan Sabbath. It prescribes the golden
mean, between rigid Sabbataranism on
tble one hand, and lax indulgence on the
other.

CONNORS NO MATCH FOR WEIR.

Burraro, N. Y., July 8. A big beef-
steak, a dozen bottles of Bass’ ale, and a
halfa dozen cigars which Tke O'Neil Weir
indulged in today effectually ‘queered’
him with Buffalo men, who were inclin-
ed to back him in his fight for $1500
tonight with Prof. James Connors of the
Buffalo Athletic Club. However, the
betting was even, about $5,000 being up.

The Erie County Athletic Club rooms
were crowded with nearly 1200 people.
At:9.30 Weir waltzed ‘into the ring, the
Denver giant and Tommy Warren, the
feather-weight fighter, entering with
him as seconds. 'Connors appeared 20
minutes late. At 10 o'clock President
Griffin introduced Referee Sullivan, and
announced that everything was ready,
but it wasn’t, for Tommy Warren saw a
great big ring on the professor’s left hand
as the gloves went over the fingers.
Weir walked over, shook the left hand
and stepped back. “Why didn’t you
put a horse shoe on it,” said he, an
Connors pulled it off. He had worn that
ring when he knocked out Prof. Haley.
There were to be 24 three-minute rounds.

First round—Connors had the longest
reach, and Weir seemed likely to fall an
easy victim. Connors’ face somewhat
resembles that of a bulldog on occasions
like this, and he felt ugly, but Wier gave
him the laugh throughout. Connors
went for Weir,who whirled and clinched,
spoiling the professors attack. Then he
gave some ugly blows on the body, one
in the face,and took a smash on the nose.
Connors then began a rush. He didn’t
finish it. Weir went at him suddenly,
hammer and tongs, punched him in the
face and ribs, and, as Conners recovered
and let up a left-hander, the Spider duck-
ed, and the glove slid up his back. Con-
nors only got in one telling blow in this
round. -

Second round—Weir seemed overcon-
fident. He led with a face blow, and
plagued Connors with a false counter,
creating laughter. Alderman Davy at
this time offered to bet $500 that Weir
wonld win, but could get no takers.
Sparring followed, and then Weir made
a rush, caught Connors in the face twice,
fell and recovered before Cunnors found
what ailed him. Weir gave him another
dose and put him on the ropes.- Hot
sparring followed, and the bell rung just
as Connors received an ugly smash on
the nose.

Third round—Weir was playful, Con-
pors mad. Connors followed up a feint
rush by Weir with an ugly attack, which
Weir ducked so quickly that he went
in to the ropes. A second later he
planted his hotleft on Connors’ eye.
This rushing, ducking and hitting was
repeated three times. Then Weir made
a double feint with his left and cross
countered with his right on Connors’
jaw as he went back. Connors fell like
alog. Ed Smith jumped into the ring,
and began to count. Tonnors’ seconds
helped him up, and as Smith counted 10
the professor had recovered enough to

stand until Weir gave him a light blow
which sent him down. Blood streamed
all over, and Copnors failed to recover
for quite a while.
