—War Ships to Defend the Claim
that Lobsters are Fish.

Paris, Jan' 20.—In the chamber of
deputies to-day, 3. Flourens questioned
the government in regard to the rights of
French fishermen in Newfoundland. He
contended at great length that the rights
of France were violated by the pret
of the Newfoundland authorities to
interpret the treaty of Utrecht ina way
to exclude French fishermen from
privileges they were entitled to under
that treaty. M. Spuller, the minister of
foreign affairs, reminded thechamber
that France had = limited soyereignty
on certain parts of the Newfoundland
coast for certain  purposes. It
possessed  this right by the
provisions of the same treaty by which
England acquired over the whole island
a sovereignty limited only by France's
PRt Trance's right of use was there-
fore as sacred as England’s right of
possession. France had the usufruct of
the coast for her fisheries. But the ar-
rangement made between England and
France did not accord with the views of
the Newfoundland parliament, and the
case was therefore more difficult and
more delicate than formerly. Compli-
cations had arisen, especially with
regard to the lobster fishery. But
France had only eleven boats engaged
in catching lobsters, while she had 700
engaged in the cod fishery. It was pre-
tended by the Newfoundland authorities
that a d'stinction should be made be-
tween cod as fish and lobsters as
crustaces; but this distinction was not
admissible. France had an absolute and
unrestricted right as to both; the right to
use that part of the coast occupied by
her in drying or otherwise preparing for
market or for any use whatever living
thing could be caught inthe waters
where her fishermen had the right to ply
their industry.

It
is no part of the duty of the commander
of a squadron to interpret treaties.
When P ecise instructions are given 1o
a naval officer they may execoted, but it
is necessary first, that others slLould
a:ree upon the tepor of these instruc-
tions.

In many instancesthe banks
also have foreborne tc foreclose mort-
gages out of sheer pity. Provisions of
any kind, just now, would be a godsend
to theusands, who are in a semi-starv-
ing condition. Unless relief is given
with a liberal hand this winter in South
Dakota, you will hear of many deaths
from absolute starvation, and the re-
ports will undoubtedly have foundation.

Mary Potter Snot While in Bed by Her
Demented Sister.
Mew Yorg, van. 23.—Mary Pojter, a
drédsmaker, was shot while in bed by
her sister Ellen this morning at 163 East
Thitty-second street. The bullet. struck
her squarely in the head without harm-
ing her. Ellen is crazy. She intended
to murder her othersister Elizabeth, who
slept witb Mary.
‘ The three sisters live together on the
third floor of the house in which the
shooting took place. They are dress-
makers, but only two of them were work-
ing. Since their father, who was a
stonecutter, died fourteen or fifteen years
ago, the sisters have struggled along,
together some of the time, earning their
living by the hardest kind of work.
Mary, the oldest, is 34. For awhile she
worked alone, while the sisters, Ellen
and Elizabeth, the former, 32. the latter
28 years old, worked together.

The ships
are manned by American officers and
seamen, so far as they can be obtained,
In regard to the wages of seamen, he
said they had increased from $18 to $25
in the last 10 years. In contrast to this
the wages paid to Spanish seamen were
considerably lower.
In reply to Representative Curzmings,
Mr. Hughes said the tramp steamers 'al-
ready spoken of, most of which are of
English make, were not required to pass
the American inspection laws; that they
would not be able to stand such 1nspect-
jon. The witness said the war was the
primary cause of the decline of the A mer-
ican merchant marine. It has not piclfed
up since then, partly because of the high
rate of wages prevailing in various em-
loyments, and because 8o much money
gad been invested in railroads. ln con-
clusion, Mr. Hughes said that if the
government did not come to the aid of
his lines, it would in course of time, be
obliged to withdraw its steamers.

J. M. Lachlan, gen2ral manager of the
United States & Brazilian Mail Steam-
ship Company, was_the next speaker.
This line runs from New York via New-
port News, to St. Thomas, Martinque, to
ports in the Windward islands and to
various ports in Brazil. The line has
been in operation for seven years and
has three s‘l;eiga, built entirely of
material produced in America.

The
plans shown by the deputation are in-
tended to embrace a scheme for the pro-
tection of the city from floods and an
extensive scheme of harbor improve-
ment. The former could probably be
completed for less than one million
dollars,and this sum the city of Montreal
has voted to expend; but the peop'e
of Montreal claim that the other three
millions, the sum necessary for harbor
improvements, should be given by the
government, on the ground that Mon-
treal is the great port of Canada,and that
it has received nothing heretofore from
the Dominion. This last argument was
very strongly pressed by Mr. Curran, one
of the Montreal represtatives in Parlia-
ment, who said that the port of Montreal
bhad never received a cent as a port.
This was, he knew, doubted in some
quarters, these people pointing to the
basins in the Lachine canal as govern-
ment work in the harbor. These basins,
however, formed part of the Lachine can-.
al and were & source of revenue to the
government and the port of Montreal
was actually placed at a disadvantage
owing to their competing with the Har-
bor commissioners in that respect, He
earnestly commended the Juestion to the
attention of the government as one of the
m« 8t important which was or had been
before them for many years. The pros-
perity of the Dominion, he said, depend-
ed upon the prosperity of Montreal.

Sir John declined to enter into a dis-

DOMINION AID FOR CANADIAN HARBORS-

An influential deputation from Mon-
treal had an interview with Sir John A.
Macdonald on Wednesday evening in
the presence of Sir Hector Langevin, 8ir
Adolphe Caron, Hon. J. A. Chapleau,
Hon. Mackenzie Bowell, Hon. John Cos-
tigan and Hon. C. C. Colby. The mem-
bers of the deputation present were His
Worship Mayor Grenier, Ald. Rolland,
Mr. Prefontaine, M. P., Ald. Thompson,
Wilsou and Cunningham, representing
the City Council ; Hon. Sanator Drum-
mond and Messrs. H. A, Budden and D.
A. Watt, representing the Board of Trade;
Messrs. Hugh McLennan, A. G. McBean
and C. H. Gould representing the Corn
Exchange : Messrs. H. M Allan,

ceived any money out of the treasury or
not, but he might have pointed out to
the Montreal men that in addition to
the harbor improvements in connexion
with the Lachine canal the Montreal
Harbor Commissioners had been relieved
by the government of a debt of $2,530,504
incurred for deepening the channel of
the river to Montreal. If this act of the
government was not for the benefit of
Montreal and was not practically a gift
to the people of that city we would like
to know for whose benefit it was. It re-
lieved the commerce of Montreal of that

burden and placed the load on the people

of Canada generally, an arrangement

which no doubt was quite justifiable, but

which 8ir John’s government might have

declined to accede to without it being
idered unjust to Montreal.

Speaker Ouimet. This it must be ad-
mitted was & most influential re-
presentation of the business men
of Montreal, embra~ing as it did every
interest likely to be affected by the mat.
ter which the deputation had in hand.
That business was nothing more nor less
than to ask the Dominion government to
contribute three millions of dollars to-
wards the work of harbor improvement
in Montreal. Mayor Grenier who read a
statement of the object of the visit said
that the project they wished to bring be-
fore the min:sters was a two-fold-one—to
protect the city from disastrous inunda-
tions, which had so afflicted the city in
the past, and to improve the harbor ac-
commodation. He said there was no
need to dwell upon the suffering and
losses entailed by the floods and the
necessity of providing against their re-
carrence. The city would do its share
_towards thatend.~The harbor, liowever,
needed improvement. It was the entre-
pot of the trade of the whole Dominion
and whatever benefited it benefited the
whole country. Plans for its improve-
ment had been prepared by competent
engineers and submitted to the Govern-
ment. Their execution would, however,
involve the expenditure of a large
amount of money, some four millions of
dollars. The people of Montreal had
done their share in voting one million
dollars towards that end, and believed
that, as the commercial metropolis of the
Dominion, they could come to the Gov-
ernmert and ask them to give what
balance was required.

Mayor Grenier’s arguments were sup-
plemented and enforced by Messrs. Hugh
McLennan, Henry Bulmer and Hon.
Geo. A. Drummond. Mr. McLennan re-
presenting the Corn Exchange, stated
that the trade of the port had fallen
behind owing to a lack of proper
facilities. The trade of the past year he
said encouraged them to proceed, for
they knew if they did not advance they
must retrograde.

Hon. Geo. A Drummond on behalf of
the Board of Trade, said the Government
so far had not done anything for the
port of Montreal, notwithstanding its
great importance to the public. The port
of Montreal was in reaiity the port of
Ontario and the Western provinces of the
Dominion and the terminus of two
great railways, both .of which had
received Jiberal assistance from the
Government. But there was a link
wanting after the goods bad arrived at
that port, and with a view of completing
this, carefully prepared plans were made
and were now to be placed in the hands
of the Government for their considera-
tion and approval. It would not be just
if it were a purely local work for them to
ask for public aid. The port of Montreal
had shown no material increase in its
dimensions for many years. There have
been additional piers built here and
there and considerable growth in the
eastern part, or the Hochelaga district
but when compared with the facilities at
Antwerp, Hamburg, London or Liver-
pool they were at a standstill. They
wanted to make Montreal the port of
the Dominion in fact a8 in name. Such
were the ar,uments used before the Pre-
mier and his associates to induce them
to give the large subsidy of §£3,000,000 to
Montreal.

Sir John Macdonald’s reply was
friendly but non committal. He said
“We are all aware that it is the great
port of Canada and that a very large
portion of the summer trade finds its
way to Montreal. It is, therefore, a
great harbor for the whole of the Domin-
ion, for western Canada as well as for
Montreal. The Government, however
could not grant the money. Itis neces-
sary to ask Parliament to do so and we
do not know what Parliament might say
to us in the matter. We have got the
name of being an extravagant Govern-
ment (laughter), and, having got the
name of extravagance, we are relieved
from the thought of being extra econo-
mical. Then there are our stern masters,
the public, and the finger of the leader
of the Opposition pointing at us, although
in this case, with a desire to help Mont-
treal, his hostility might be somewhat
lessened.” Sir John, however, promised
that the government would give their
early and earnest attention to the subject
which had brought the deputation to
Ottawa.

We have gone into this matter with
some fullness of detail in order that the:

The main interest of the people of this
city in the demand of Montreal for $3,-
000,000 for harbor improvements lies in
its relation to our own claims for assist-
ance from the same quarter for the im-
provement of our harbor. If Montreal
is entitled to - $3,000,000 8t. ~ John has
surely a good claim for $1,000,000, see-
ing that this port, unlike Montreal, is
not closed in winter, but is a harbor for

Canada all the year round. In our opin-
ion a much better case for assistance
for 8t. John harbor improvements can
be made out than that presented on  be-
half of Montreal.

THE POSITION OF THE GOVERNMENT.

The defeat of Mr. Emmerson in Albert
county reduces the number of the sup-
porters of the government to 22, viz.:
Charlotte 4, Kings 3, York 4, Restigouche
2, Gloucester 2, Queens 2, and Mada-
waska, Victoria, Kent, Carleton and Sun-
bury one each.

way to secure this subsidy was to defeat

ohn, and our opinions in that respect
bave not changed. Still we hope that
the subsidy may still be obtained from
the present government, for we cannot
see the slightest prospect of our hores
being realized if the present opposition
come into power. No doubt the six St.
John members will do their best to ob-
tain the subsidy, but the four men from
Northumberland will oppose any grant
to £t. John, both Mr. Iweedie and Mr.
Burchill being pledged to vote against it
tooth and nail.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

The Montreal Board of Trade must
be a flourishing institution for the mem-
bership fee has been raised to one hun-
dred dollars, and there are now 1300
members on the roll. It isto be hoped
that the St. John Board, which runs on a
much more modest scale of expense,
may be able to keep up its membership
to a proportionate figure.

During the fiscal year 1888-9, 258,813
barrels of wheat flour were imported into
Canada and entered for consumption.
The larger part of this flour was sold in
the Province of Quebec, only about.22,000
barrels coming to the Maritime Provin-
ces. For the six months ending Dec.
3l1st, the importations of flour were 108,-
408 barrels. In view of the very small
quantity of flour imported in comparison
with the amount consumed, the demand
of the millers for a higher duty on flour
seems to be unreasonable.

The Montreal Star thinks that Mr.
Dalton McCarthy’s proposed amendment
to the North-West Territories Act will
be “a good test of the patriotism and
statesmanship of the English speaking
members of the House of Commons.
Could the members vote as do their con-
stituents, by ballot, Mr. McCarthy’s
amendgent would be carried hya sweep-
ing majority. Not an English speaking
member really wishes to see the dual
language difficulty created in the North-
West.” This shows that even in Mon-
treal which is so largely French, English
newspapers are not afraid to speak their
mindse. It isquite clear that the use of
French a8 an official language in the
North West Territories must cease; but
whether the bill bringing about this
change can be carried at this session of
Parliament admits of some doubt.

The bankers are hurrying to Ottawa to
confer with the minister of finance with
regard to the proposed changes in the
banking act. It is thought that the
new bill will provide for the setting apart
each year of a certain percentage of cir-
culation as a safety fund, from which
money will be drawn for the redemption
of the note issues of any banks that may
become insolvent, such amonnts to be
repaid out of assets. It it is also expect-
ed the bill will provide that notes of all

banks shall be current at face
value all over the Dominion,
and that there shall be absolute

security for all notes issued. If the bill
provides such absolate security for the
note holder that the failure of a bank
will not compel him to part with its notes
at a discount the measure ought to be
satisfactory, but if otherwise it will not
be favarably, received.

CHAPTER IL
THE EVIDENCE AT THE INQUEST.

At the inquest held on the body found in
the hansom cab the following articles taken
from the deceased were placed on the table:

1. Two pounds ten shillings in gold and
silver.

2. The white silk handkerchief which was
saturated with chloroform, and was found
tied across the mouth of the deceased, marked
with the letters O. W. in red silk.

8. A cigarette case of Russian leather, half

dlled with cigarettes.
4. A left hand white glove of kid—rather
soiled—with black seams down the back.
Samuel Gorby, of the detective office, was
present in order to see if anything might be
snid by the witnesses likely to point to the
cause or to the author of the crime.

SAMUEL GORBY.

The first witness called was Malcolm Roy-
ston, in whose cab the crime had been oom-
mitted. He told the same story as had al-
ready appeared in The Argus, and the fol-
lowing facts were elicited by the coroner:

Q. Can you give a description of the gen-
tleman in the light coat who was holding the
deceased when you drove up?

A. [ did not observe him very closely, as

turned his face up to the light of the
lamp under which both were standing,
and the other seemed to X
for he recoiled a pace, letting the
drunken man fall in a heap on the pavement,
and gasping out ‘You? he turned on his heel,
and walked rapidly away down Russell
street in the direction of Bourke street.
“Royston was staring after him, and won-
dering at his strange conduct, when he was
recalled to himself by the voice of the de-
ceased, who had struggled to his feet, and
was holding on to the lamp post, swaying to
and fro. ‘I wan’ g'ome,’ he said in a thick
voice, ‘St. Kilda.' He then tried to get into
the cab, but was too drunk to do so, and
finally sat down again on the pavement.
Beeing this, Royston got down, and lifting
him up, helped him into the cab with some
considerable difficulty. The deceased fell
back into the cab, and seemed to drop off to
sleep; so, after closing the door, Royston
turfied to remount his driving seat, when he
found the gentleman in the light coat whom
he had seen holding up the deceased, close to
his elbow. Royston said, ‘Oh, you've come
back,’ and the other answered, ‘Yes, I've
changed my mind, and will see him home.’
As be said this he opened the door of the cab,
stepped in beside the deceased, and told Roy-
ston to drive down to St.. Kilda. Royston,
who was glad that the friend of the deceased
had come to look after him, drove as haﬂ]ﬂd
been directed, but near the Church of Ehg-
land Grammar school, on the 8t.

He then gave Royston balf
a sovereign, lit a cigarette, and after mak-
ing a few remarks about the beauty of the
night walked off quickly‘in the direction of
Melbourne. Royston drove down to the
Junction, and having stopped there, accord-
ing to his instructions, he asked his fare sev-
eral times where he was to drive himto. Re-
ceiving no answer, and thinking that the
decensed %as too drunk to answer, he
got down from his seat, opened the
door of the cab, and found the deceased
lying back in the corner with a handkerchief
across his mouth. He put out his hand with
the intention of rousing him, thinking that
he had gone to sleep, when on touching him
the deceased fell forward, and on examina-
tion, to his horror, he found that he was
quite dead. Alarmed at what had taken
place, and suspecting the gentleman in the
light coat, he droveto the police station at
St. Kilda, and there made the above report.
‘The body of the deceased was taken out of
the cab and brought into the station, a doctor
being sent for at once. On his arrival, how-
ever, he found that life was quite extinct,
and also discovered that the handkerchief
which was tied lightly over the mouth was
saturated with chloroform. He hau no hesi-
tation in stating that from the way in which
the handkerchiof was placed, and the
presence of chloroform, a murder had
been committed, and from all appearances
the deceased died eamsily and without a
struggle. The deceased isa slender man, of
medium height, with a dark complexion, and
1s dressed in evening dress, which will render
identification difficult, as it is a costume
which has not any distintive mark to render
it noticeable. There were no papers nor cards
found on the deceased from which his name
could be di: d, and the was not
marked in any way. Thehandkerchief, how-
ever, which was tied across his mouth, was
of white silk, and marked in one of the
corners with the letters ‘O. W." in red silk.
The assassin, of course, may have used his
own handkerchief to commit the crime, so
that if the initials are thosa of his own name
they may ultimately lead to his dstection.
There will be an inquest held on the body of
the deceased this morning, when, no doubt,
some evidlence, may be elicited which may
solve the mystery.”

In Monday morning’s issue of The Argus
the following article appeared with reference
to the matter:

“The tollowing additional evidence has
been obtnined which may throw some light
on the wmysterious i.urder in a hansom cab,
of which we gave a full description in Satur-
day’s issue: ‘Another hansom cabman called
at the police office and gave a clew which
will, no doubt, prove of value to the detec-
tives in their search after the murderer. He
states that he was driving up the 8t. Kilda
road on -Friday morning about half-past
1 o'clock, when he was hailed by a
gentleman in a light coat, who stepped
into the cab and told him to drive
to Powlett street, in East Melbourne.
He did so, and, after paying him, the gentle-
man got out at the cormer of Wellington
parade and Powlett street and walked slowly
up Powlett street, while the cab drove back
to town. Here all clew ends, but there can
be no doubt in the minds of our readers as to
the identity of the man in the light coat who
gotout of Royston's cab on the St. Kilda
road, with the one who entered the other
cab and alighted therefrom at Poyrlett street.

WAKEMAN'S WANDERINGS.

HE SAILS AWAY FROM RRITTANY

And Tells the Story of His Voynge hnd
ihe Welcome He Received on Lana-
ing in Spain.

SaNTIAGO DE CAMPOSTELA, Spain, }
an. 8, 1890.

One has all sorts of good luck in adven-
ture when wandering among the lowly
of any land. A most unexpected pas-
sage from Finisterre, in Brittany, to
Finisterre, in Spain, each the wildest
and most romantic portion of their
respective countries, resulted from
becoming acquainted with the Breton
peasantry and fisher folk about Carnac,
Quimperle, and Concarneau. Prowling
about brought me among the sardine
fishers. ‘I here are hosts of them at Con-
carneau. Thirteen hundred boats are
in use, and the smell of curing and
decaying fish is at times intolerable.
But among the fishers there was an un-
usual excitement. One man, Pierre
Floguet, formerly of Tregunc, had been
most fortunate for years, It was whisper-
ed among his fellows that he had some-
how made league with the fairies at the
old Druid stones of Carnac, at midnight
of Christmas eve, long ago, since when
no ill-luck could befall him. There was
a legend, too, I found, which to'd that he
was of another race, a race of strange,
outlawed souls debarred from mingling
with other human-kind, because of some
old long-ago physical curse or taint that
had been put upon his ancestors. In
any event, every haul of Pierre Floguet's
seine was a lucky one. ~While his fel-
lows dragged along in need-whipped pov-
erty, Pierre got rich, at least rich for a
sardine fisher of Concarneau. The more
1 heard of the fellow, the more curious I
was to know him. This was given added
zest because of the wild tales told of the

‘| wondrous voyage he was about to make

with his own family in his own new
goelette or schooner, which be had pur-
chased for the, to the envious fisher-
folk, astounding sum of 20,000 francs.
The voyage was to Spain. I was going
to Spain for a Gipsy sort of a tramp
across the land of the Mediterranean.
Why should I notbecome the companion
of Pierre Floquet ?

I found the devil-leagued family liv-
ing in a hut under the walls of
Concarneau proper, or Ville Close,
which at high tide is quite surrounded
by the sea, so near the water out
of which their harvesis had come that
twice each day it stole to the very thres-
hold of the cabin and babbled for an
hour or two with Pierre’s half dozen chil-
dren. Then it went away_with the dirt
and litter of the place, saving them all
much labor. Why did I want toj know
the despised aad ostracised Pierre
Floquet? ' That is what he bluntly asked
me. Because I knew the sardine-fishers
of America, and wished to learn if their
sea-craft was like that of their brethren
in Brittany. As Pierre Floquet believed
this, a‘ter I had twice helped him with
the seines over the rough waters of the
Baie de la Forest, from which Du_ Gues-
clin so savagely cannonaded the English
garrison holding the old city for John
de Montfort, and as I said
nothing of my hopes to join bém on his
voyage to Spain, we soon found a liking
for each other; and this in the confidence
which came, revealed the secret motive
of the voyage, the shadow which bhad set
gimly between the man and his fel-
lows, and finally gave me the snug berth
of passenger and friend on the Eriqueta
del Meira, the Spanish-named little craft
which sailed out under Concarneau’s
grim walls with all of Pierre Floquet’s
earthly possessions, chiefly converted in-
to cheques on the bank of Spain, Atocha
15, Madrid, for golden onzas, while a
thousand Breton fishermen and their
wives looked after in open-mouthed won-
derment.

But that was a strange, wild sfory that
came little by little from Pierre Floquet's
lips; & story that a Hugo or a Sue would
have woven into a romance of the weird-
est fascination. Among the Pyrenees,
and the Aquitanian mountain and valley
countries both sides of them, e;feciahy
in Spanish Galicia, Navarre, Heuesca,
Lerida and Gerona, in the French
Heutes Pyrenees, Gascony, Guienne,
Poitou and sparsely, in Brittany, live a
strange race of men called Cagots. The
name is derived from canis Gothicus, or
Gothic dog. For a long time these
people were  confounded  with
the Cretins, those goitered,
rickety and leprous dwarfs of north-
ern Spain and southern France. But
the Cagots are another folk entirely.
They have large, bony, muscular forms,
well-shaped skulls, almost Grecian noses,
fine, blonde hair, blue eyes and fair,
pinky complexions with large but ex-
pressive _mouths and regular, perfect
teeth. These were the striking charac-
teristics of Pierre Floquet’s form and face
as well as of his three hugh sons, his two
massively-built daughters, his halfsdozen
youths and babes and his wrinkled and
white eye-lashed wife. The Cagots are be-
lieved to have descended from the Aryan
Goths. Wherever they live away from
the Pyrenees, in France and Spain, these
marked and shunned people are various-
ly called Calliberts, Caquins, Cacoas
and Cahets. For a  thousand
years they were  superstitious-
ly avoided by all other inhabit-
ants near them. They were despised,
f)ersecut.ed, maltreated, regarded social-

y and legally as outcasts, and the
superstition of the darker times at-
tributed to them all manner of foulness.
They were believed to be witches;
nuvieros, or raisers of the storms
and tempests the Spanish peasantry
called them. Every dark deed possi-
ble was within their power. They ex-
haled noxious odors. They bred pesti-
lences and epidemics. They were com-
anions of cats and owls, and could see
in the nightlike them. They were com-
pletely and absolutely ostracised, and
compelled to live alone, or in quarters by
themselves, and in towns and cities
whenever they made their appearance,
they were obliged to wear a scarlet cloth,
that all others might avoid them. Down
until the seventeenth century it was not
considered a crime to kill a Cagot, if he
offended. !So Pierre Floguet and all
his family - were Cagots. His own
story? An bundred years before,
his~ great, great grandfuther was
stoned to death 1n the little hamlet ot
Meira, on the sunny Rivadeo river,
which leaps laughingly from the Sierra
de Banadeiro heights into Biscay Bay.
Donning the garb, and assuming the
ways of the Gitani or Gipsies, the wife
and children escaped into France, and
finally settled in Brittany. They changed
their name and vocation; became fishers
at Concarneau; others of the Spanish
Cagots came; intermarriage resulted.
Some died and some emigrated to Amer-
ica. Pierre Floquet toiled at his seines
and the sardines brought him compet-
ence. With its increase came that inde-
finable longing that comes to know the
land from whence one sprang.
Enriqueta was his mother’s
name. It wasthe name of the wife of
the poor Cagot stoned to death by the
banks of the Rivadeo. Meira was the
village from whence his ancestors had
fled. Pierre was realizing the dream of
his life now in returning to Spain in his
own ship, rich enough to be made alcalde
of Meira; to build a great monument to
the murdered outcast; to make his blood
and kin respected and feared, if not be-
loved ; and somehow I felt a no mean
thrill of pride and congratulqtio’n in the

France. But its length from the Breton
Finisterre to the Spanish Finisterre must
be nearly 500 miles, while our sailing
course exceeded 600. For two days and
nights we skirted the French coast, by
night now and then catching glimpses of
warning lights, flashing or fixed, where
danger lay ; by day contemplating an
unbroken line of plume-like surf, sur-
mounted by gray dunes of tempest shift-
ing sand, here and there jaggedly capped
at the horizon-edge by the dark sil-
houettes of stunted spruce and fir. Sail-
ing the Florida Gulf, one says of the in-
terminable sand and pine of the Florida
coast, “Here is desolation indeed!” But
in intense and awful dreariness, i the
endl of utter desolation, it cannot
be compared with the French Biscayan
coast, from the yawning mouth of the
Gironde to the steely mouth of the Adour.
Fifty miles below the latter the boun-
daries of Spain, the snow-capped
Pyrenees, were dimly sighted. Then we
stood further ont to sea, making for the
extreme northwestern promontory of
Spain, Punta de la Estaca de Vares,
which we gave a wide berth at night;
in the early morning catching a glinipse
of Coruna, where the flery valiente, Don
Suero de Quinones in July 1434, for ten
days challenged and fought on the
bridge over the Orbigo, 78 knights on
their way to the grnnd jubilee in this
olden cily of pilgrimages and festas, in
which 177 lances were split—all that he
might be entitled to remove an iron link
which he wore about his neck every
Thursday in token of his captivity to his
lady love; passed grim Cape de San
Adrian as the rising sun cast its rays
like streams of molten gold down into
the dark chasms of its seaward walls;
and shortly rounded the huge, long,
flinty and lofty promontory of Finisterre,
our schooner gliding into the great, silent
and deserted bay like some lonely seu-
fowl skirting a lonelier coast for prey.
The Bay of Finisterre comprises at least
100 square miles of almost fathomless
water, shut in by eastern, northern and
western granite walls. Tcere is nota
human habitation in sight as you enter.
The most powerful glass cannotdescry
living being or st or fowl upon the
heights or within the gorges |etween.
There is not a single craft within the
silent bay. Away around behind one
shadowy crag, hid in the stony loop of
the promontory are a few straggling buts
aud some fisher's boats drawn upon the
beach of sand. These the sun hghts up,
but there is no sign of life even among
them. They only intensify the grim and
hearthurting desolation to the beholder.
Stern and savage grandeur is on every
side. One sea-gull, whirling and haif
screaming with its whistling gurgle starts
np from somewhere behiud the crag, and
comes to us as if imploringjfood. Yet here
it wasthat once ten thousand galleons
paid tribute to the mighty pagan city of
Duyo, and all the then known world
made homage to the mighty mistress of
of the sea. Hosts had been born, had
mingled in her wondrous activities, bad
died, to give dplace to other myriad men
whohad lived their little lives in *‘the
great city at the world’s end.” Here, too,
the patren saint of Spain, St. James, had
won the heathen Spaniards from
Paganism to Christianity. Not 8o
much as & Dblock of stone or
a tempest-ravaged grave ean
found, as sign where Duyo was, to-day.
Did the awful ses engulf it? Can the
tooth of time gnaw so_fine and annihil-
atingly?

The committee recommended that the
time for receiving petitions for private
bills be extended to 11th February, and
the time for presentation of bills be ex-
tended to 18th February.

In answer to Edgar, Sir John Thomp-
son said correspondence concerning the
copyright amendment act of 1889, be-
tween the Canadian and Imperial gov-
ernments would probably be submitie
in a few days. i

Mr. Small inquired whether it was the
intention of the government during the
present session to amend the inland rev-
enue act in 8o far as it relates to the sale
of tobacco.

Hon. Mr. Bowell replied that the gov-
ernment had the matter under considera-
tion with & view to meet the wishes of
the trade if it could he doue without
prejudice to the revenue.

Mr. Wood of Westmorland moved for
a return showing the quantity of fresh
beef imported into Canada from the Unit-
ed States during the last fiscal year;
and also for the six months ending Decem-
ber last, distinguishing by provinces. He
said that imports of fresh beef had of late
years become 80 large as seriously to
affect the interests of farmers.
In the official = reports there was
no distinction made between imports of
salt meat and of fresh imported by the
quarter or carcass, but taking the totals
he found that in New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia the total had risen from
364,000 pounds in 1880 to 3,210,000 pounds
in 1889. The figures for the few preced-
ing years had been two ffillion for 1888,
one and a half million f.r 1887, and
1,172,000 for 1886. The great increase
was due largely to imports of fresh beef
by the quarter, sent by the large dealers
of Chicago and the west. With the facili-
ties they enjoyed it cost them no more
for transportation to lay down their
meat in the market of the maritime
provinces than it would cost Canadian
farm®s only a hundred and fifty miles
distant. To give adequate protection
against this outside competition "he
hoped the duty would be increased toat
least double what it is at present.

NOTES,

The conservatives held their first
caucus this morning which was largely
attended by supporiers of the govern-
ment. The only business transacted was
of a complimentary character. Congra-
tolations were extended to the premier
on his recent attainment of his 75;h§on
and on the consistent purity of his pub-
lic life. Thanks were also tendered to
Sir Hector for several much needed im-
provements which have been ‘made in
the house of commons for the members’
convenience. Sir John strongly recom-
mended the caucus {o maintain an atti-
tude of strict moderation on the dual
language bill now before the house, and
that this matter ought to be thoroughly
studied and understood before any" at-
tempt was made to deal with so grave

an issue. Dalton McCarthy and Colonel
O'Brien were both conspicuous by their
absence from the caucus. .

B., is changed to the Charley Troop.

The statement of post office s.vings
banks for the month ot December shows
the deposits during the month were $555,-
207; withdrawals, $767,896 ; transfers from
Dominion government savings banks,
$98,923 ; balance at credit of depositors.

There was deposited in Do-
minion government savings banks dur-
ing December $261,884; amonnt with-
drawn, $504,684, and balance remaining
on December 31st, $19,223,611.

Death of a Centenarian.

St. Ann's, on Sunday, the 5th inst., Mfs,
Norman Buchanan, upon whom had
dawned the sun of a hundred summers
with the past year of 1889. Déceased was
born at Athlinne, Lewis 1sland, Scotland,
and in the year 1828 emigrated with her
husband and family of five children to
this country, where, like many othersin

be- | themselves amid the woody hills a happy

and comfortable l.ome. Her husband
died in the winter of 1854, being then
past three score and ten years. Mrs.
Buchanan was a very kind, affectionate,
inoffensive  woman, characteristical-

.|ly truthfol and always willing o

promote the happiness of others when-
ever she could. Being often called upon
in cases of illness she would cheerfully
face the severest weather and the most
disagreeable roads, and not seldom has
she waded freezing rivers and curling
snowbanks—for in those days there were
no good roads, nor iron bridges spanning
the rivers—in hopes of doing whatever
good she could to the sufferer. She also
possessed a remarkably good memory,

and untl of late would vividly
describe many touching incidents
that occurred in her native island

during her younger days,which had been
a very stormy period throughout that
country on account of Scottish evictions
and European wars. The memory of
many of those good old settlers is worthy
of being ch-rished, as most of them were-
notable for their piety, kindness, truth-
fulnesss, honesty and hospitality, and
the subject of the foregoing remarks
lacked none of such pleasing and beauti-
ful qualities.—Island Reporter.

Every epidemic carries in its train
curious cxaggerations of many well-re-
cognized characteristics, and these fre-
quently call for appreciation and for
treatment almost as much as the disease
in' which they originate. Perhaps one
of the most striking of these mental per-
versities is to be found in the idea that
the epidemic is to be treated by ‘“com-
mon sense,” or by nostra which have
been largely advertised, or by specifics
which are known to the laity mainly
through their freqnent mention in the
daily press. , Those suffering under this
delusion feel that it is wholly unneces-
sary to seek skilled assistance, and they
boldly dose themselves with remedies of
whose power and properties they are
absolutely ignorant. In Vienna it has
already been found necessary to forbid
the sale of antipyrin, except under doc-
tors’ prescriptions, a8 no léss than seven-
teen deaths were attributed to stoppage
'of the heart’s action owing to overdoses.
The freedom with which the prescription
of this remedy has been assumed by the
public has long since been viewed with
anxiety by the medical profession, and
frequent warnings have already fallen
upon deaf ears; and yet it is to be feared
that if the epidemic of influenza should
spread, many more examples of reck-
‘lesspess will have to be recorded. Mr.
