Eclipsing all previous records for
building progress in history of
Victoria, the year 1909 closes with pro-
mise for even'la better showing for
1910. The figures given below consti-
tute a detailed statement for the year
kindly given by Wm. W. Northcott,
the building inspector! who also ex-
plained how thesrecord this year com-
pares with others,

The past two years—that is, 1908
and 1909, have exceeded by many thou-
and 1909—have exceeded by many thou-
vious year in the history of the city,
save the year 1892, when quite phenom-
enal progress was made in the build-
ing line. In that year the aggregate
of the Dbuilding ' permits issued was
$1,045,500—a sum which approaches
measurably. near the figures for 1908.:
During the year 1892 the Driard hotel
building and the Public Market build-
ing were erected and these,of course
swelled the total to a large degre. \

During the year just closed there
were 570 building permits issued, ag-
gregating in value 31,662,000. Last year,
by a strange ccoincidence, the number
of permits issued was exactly the
same, though the aggregate walue of
the buildings was less—being $1,314,240.

The showing for this’ year would be |
even better than it is ‘were it possible
to present figures showing the cost of
all the buiidings crected ’in the districts
closely adjacenl to Victoria and which
ought to be considered in any effort
to compute the growth and expansion
of the city. Mr. Northcott thinks a

 Tair estimate of the number of new
buildings erected in Saanich, Oak -Bay
and Esquimalt districts during the last
twelve months is $250,000.

Mr. Northcott points out also that it
is prover to include in the estimate
for Victoria a sum of about $100,000 for
alterations and repairs, for which ex-
penditure no permits are necessary.

Victoria, B. C., 20th Dec., 1909.
To the Local Board of Héalth,
Victoria, B. C.

Dear Sirs,—At a special meeting of
the local board of health held Decem-
ber 15th, 1909, I made certain observa-
tions regarding the actions of the
matron of the Isolaflon hospital, and
in order that there may be no misun-
derstanding regarding my statements,
I beg to be allowed the privilege of re-
stating the main points of my com-
#lajnts in respect to. Mrs. King's feil’
ure in duty to myself, as head of the
hospital, and to the parents of the
child against whose nurse she .makes
a_very grave charge. The child in
question was admitted to the hospital
under the care of Dr. George Hall, suf-
fering from a malignant type of
diphtheria, and died on 13th July, 1999.
On Sunday, 7th November, 1909, nearly
four months afterwards, the mother of
the child telephoned to me and inform-
ed me that Mrs, King had just rung
her up and had told her that the child
had been ill-used by the nurse in
charge of it. This was the first inti-
mation I had of the alleged ill-treat-
ment of the little patient, and immedi-
ately I proceeded to the hospital, and
in the presence cf Mr. and Mrs. King,
the nurse in question and her brother,
I repeated the accusation Mrs. King
was reported to have made to the
mother of the child. When she ac-
knowledged to me, in the presence of |
the above-mentioned parties, that she
had told the child’s mother that day
of the alleged ill-treatment it had suf-
fered at the hands of the nurse I de-
cided that the charge was of such a
grave nature as could only be satis-
factorily investigated by a court of law,
as Mrs. King and the nurse flatly con-
tradicted each other. What I charge
against Mrs. King is her failure to
have at once reported to me, as head
of the institution, the circumstzsces of
the alleged offence, as I am there to
see that all patients receive the best
attention and kindest care. But she
allowed nearly four months to elapse
before she divulged her harrowing
story, and then not to me, but to the
child’'s mother, from whom I gained
the information.

Except to inform the mayor of the
above facts I did nothing further in
the matter, as it was to come before
the courts. Within the last two weeks
her attitude towards me has been in-
tolerable, going so far as to attack me
within the hearing of the patients in
the scarlet fever ward, applying wvery
insulting epithets. And for these
reasons, and that many of the nurses
have from time to time been subjected
to her overbearing and inconsiderate
treatment, I feel that I have good '
grounds for asking for her removal.’ T
feel that I cannot repose the confidence
which should exist between the medi-
cal officer and the matron in charge.

IFREE SITE BY-LAW

PASSES THE COUNCIL

ludgment of Ratepayers to Be
Taken on Election
Day.

The by-law empowering the corpora-
ticn to grant to a local company a site
for a theatre from city-owned property
at the rear of the Empress hotel will
be submitted to.the ratepayers on the
same date as the municipal elections.
This is made possible by the prompt
action of the City-Gouncil in special
session- Thursday, ‘when - in* response
te the representatitions  of a deputa-
tion of leading citizens the by-law as
drafted was amended to meet the
wishes of all concerned and finally
passed.

There were present as a deputation
from the Board of Trade committee
having the matter in hand, Simon Lei-
ser (chairman), J. A. Sayward, Charles
Hayward, F. B. Pemberton, J. H. Mc-
Gregor, F, M. Rattenbury and F. Bl-
worthy.

Mr. Leiser, in explaining the object
ol the deputation's visit, pointed out
that no members of the committee who
were interesting themselves in
the matter of the ‘construction of 2
new theatre expected to-make a cent
out' of the project, but merely to give
to Victoria what it needs very bddly,
an up-to-date opera house; and unless
the citizens would extend the aid as
set forth in the by-law it would end
the matter, and no attempt would be
nade to collect the additional $50,000
which would be required. He under-
stood that certain members of the
council objected torthe by-law as origi-
nally drawn, and the committee of the

Board of Trade had endeavored to;

meet the objection and a new<by-law
had been drafted, which he submitted.

The plan proposed in the new by-
law by which the city would co-oper-
ate was to form a company and issue
stock, all common and none preferred.
A value would be arrived at by arbi-
tration of the site asked for from the
city and stock to that amount would be
iesued to the city in the People’s Opera
Jouse Company.

Mr. Leiser argued that the city
ought not to tax the property during
the-time it was used for theatrical
purposes. The new building would
cost  $100,000, of which Sum $50,000 had
already been supscribed by railway
companies and others. It was hoped
that the B. C. Electric Railway Com-
pany would contribute to the extent of
$5,000, ' and the balance avould have to
be collected from private individuals.
It was expected to have the theatre
completed by January ist, 1911. Mr.
Leiser, in conclusion, presented 2a
ljengthy argument showing = the need
of a better theatre for the city of Vic-
toria. :

J. 1. MacGregor mentioned that it
ought to be remembered that some of
the subscriptions had been given on
the understanding that the full amount
of $100,000 should be raised. This was
a guarantee that the theatre would
cost that sum.

Mr,  Leiser informed Ald. Stewart,
who raised the question, that exemp-
tion from taxation would terminate
when the building céased to be a the-
atre.

Ald. ‘Turner contended that the
agreement should provide that the city
should have pro rata representation on
the board of directors.

Mr. Leiser, in reply to this, said there
could be no objection to such provision.
I¢ had been expected that in any event
the mayor of the city would be a.mem-
ber of the board of directors.

Ald. -Fullerton, while he did not wish
to oppose the project for the construe-
tion of a new theatre, was of the opin-
jon that a better scheme could have
been- devised. Personally, he thought
that a city hall and opera house could
have been combined in a fine municipal
building . to be erected on the site in
auestion. In many points in the Old
Country there were ~such municipal
buildings. The site which it was pro-
posed - to give to-the company might
wouble in value in two. years. He
thought there should be some provision
to refund the taxes after the venture
had proved profitable to the company.

Mr. Leiser said the committee had
been careful to frame the by-law to
meet the objections of Ald. Fullerton.
All that the city was asked was to
grant the property free of all taxa-
tion. It would be very hard to raise
the extra $50,000 which was required
to complete the sum necessary for the
erection of the building, and the com-
mittee should net have its hands tied
with strings on the.agreement relative
{6 taxation. He thought the city was
getting off very cheaply when the im-
portange of the project was considered.
Some cities would have been only too
glad to subscribe to the extent of $25,-
000.

After some  further discussion some
amendments were made to the by-law
on the advice of W. J. Taylor, city
barrister, who was present, and the
byv-law as redrafted was put through
its final stages. The vote will be taken
on February 16th in the B. C. Pottery
building” on  Pandora avenue.

The by-law .is known-as the People’s
Opera House Grant Autharization By-
law, 1909, and its principal clauses are
as follows:

“1. It shall be lawful for the mayor
of the city of Victoria, after the pass-
ing of a resolution of the council ap-
proving ‘the same forthwith to enter
into and execute, and cause the seal of
‘the city to be affixed to an agreement
between the corporatién and the said
company, when incorporated, or with
ary citizen appointed as trustee for
the company -and ‘approved ‘by the
ccuncil, binding the company or trus-
tee as aforesaid to commence, within
six meonths therefrom- the erection on
said lot three, and to complete the
erection: of ‘the said opera house build-
irgs, to cost mot less than éne hundred
thousand dollars, and to grant and
canvey such lot to said comwpany after
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the completion by shch” company of

the terms ‘of such  agreement, The
counci] in this agreement shall require
that the company shall give to the cor-
poration such number of shares of

common stock as represents the vaiues

of the land so that the corporation
shall be part proprietors on an equal-
ity with the cash subscribers to the
¢cmmon stock. :

‘2. After the execution of the said
agreement the said mayor shall. exec-
cute to the said company and its suc-
cessors a grant and conveyance of said
lot three in fee simple (but without
covenants for title by the city).

“3. The seid land so to be granted
and the imprevements thereon shall be
exempt for so long as the city or the
ccmpany retain their respective inter-
ests therein, and maintain same for
opera house purposes from all manner
of mupidipal assessments, taxes and
burdens (except water and light rates)
in the same manner as municipal pro-
perty.

“4, This by-law shall not come into
effect until ratified by the Legislative
Assembly. of the Province of British
Columbia,

“5. The land shall be valued by three
arbitrators, one to be appointed by the
said company and one by the city, dnd
another to be appointed by the said
two arbitrators. The award of such
three arbitrators or a majority there-
of shall be conclusive as to the value
of said land. 1

“6. The memorandum and articles of
association of said -company shall con-
tain provisions satisfactory to the
ccuncil of the corporation of the city
0 Victoria, that the council may at all

times appoint a number of  directors

of said company proportiondte to the
number of shares held by the city in
such company.”

Says—Hamar = Green-
wood’s Fight.

London, Dec. 31.—Among the Anglo-
Canadian incidents of the election
fight must be counted the personal
conflict in Battersea between ' John
Burns and his Canadian opponent,
Shirley Benn. 'Concluding his speech
‘Wednesday night, Mr. Benn said he
had desired to confine the conduct of
the election to broad principles, but
his opponent had introduced personali-
ties. Mr. Burns had said:

“I don’t go to linnet shows or shove-
-a-penny shows. I don't tell fairy tales
to boozy tariff reformers.”

He (Benn) had been to canary shows
and crickét matches, and he was pre-
pared to leave it to the electors to say
whether they preferred their member
to take part in the life of the district
or to absolutely ignore the borough as
the present member had done. It went
against the grain for him to take
this line, but if he were like his oppon-
ent he would say: “I don’t go to poor
houses on Christmas day all prepared
for. the press. (Cheers and interrup-
tions.) I don’t keep poor, hungry men
and women for over half an hour from
their Christmas dinner while I make a
speech.”

All the same, John Burns announces
he is confident of an increased major-
ity. His popularity is undoubted.

Joseph Martin puts the abolition of
the House of Lords in front -of his
campaign in East.- St. Pancras, and
declares himself hopeful of victory,
seeing his excellent organization. anrd
persistent campaign work, with meet-
ings four times a week.

“There is only one question for me,”
said Mr. Martin, “That is the House
of Lords. Unless we can alter the
constitution of the Hopuse of Lords it
is no use to discuss other matters. I
am myself, and practically all my sup-
porters, are in favor of the total aboli-
tion of the House of Lords, and the
substitution of an elective second
chamber.

“It is a significant fact that: two
speakers on my platform belong to
the Socialist party. I support .the
budget, but comparatively this is *a
side issue against that of the Lords.
The bulk of the electors are free trad-
ers.”’

His opponent, W. R. Preston, is
determined to test that opinion, for
he is a thorough-gotng tariff reformer.

He also
charges that the corporation pays
dividends on many millions of watered
stock and that its financial methods
are corrupt and indefensible.

“But,” President Gompers, continues,
“the crowning eriminality of the trust
is its attitude towards labor.”

He especially arraigns the so-called
“profit sharing’ plan, by which the
company gives its employees an op-
portunity to obtain an interest in the
vast business. This plan, Mr. Gompers
contends, is ‘a transparent deceit,
through which a small minority of its
employees are sought to be bribed to
help in daily sweating the vast ma-
joritylhes .

The labor leatler furthermore inti-
mates that these profit-sharing em-
ployees are carefully selected and that
they are in nearly every case men who
are given to discouraging /the agita-
tion of their fellows for better living
and working conditions.

The Steel Corporation at Christmas
was reported to have given away
$1,000,000 in gifts to its employees, and
to have offered both the common and
preferred stock to those who cared to
invest in them a little lower than the
market guotation.

H. A. ICKE PATENTS
CONCRETE DAM

An Interesting Invention by

Engineer Now Resident _
Here.

H. A. Icke, of this city, who was em-
ployed on the construction work of the
big reservoir at Smith’s Hill in an en-
gineering capacity, -has just secured a
patent in the Uffited States for a concrete
dam of his invention. The Scientific Am-
erican thus describes it:

“The reinforced concrete dam is of cellu-
lar construction, capable of compensating
for expansion and contraction due to
climatic ehanges, and open on the up-
stream side of the dam to form pockets
for reception of water, to utilize the lat-
ter to give stability to the structure, and
producing direct tensile instead of trans-
verse compression stresses, thus ensuring
the - desired resistance and providing at
the same time suitable spillways for sur-
plus water.” -

AGRICULTURAL STATISTICS.

Chicago, Dec. 31.—The United States
has $30,000,000,000 invested in farm
lands, their buildings, machinery and
livestock, according to a census, taken
by Orange Judd Farmer. From 1,000,000
in 1850, the number of farms has in-
creased to nearly 7,000,000 in 1909.

The report adds: “The value of farms
in the United States has increased 44
per cent more than in 1900, the-figures
of that year showing an increase of
25 per cent over the previous decade.”

He objects to wood blocks as a pave-
ment on Douglas street and at last
Monday’s meeting of the board wrote
saying he would reserve his rights and
gave formal notification that he would
object o his property being assessed
as proposed. The deputation feared
that this action on the part of Mr.
Bradshaw might delay the work of
raving.

The vcity solicitors, however, in a
communiecation to the board, had an-
ticipated . the feelings 'of the deputa-
tion and had forwarded a letter deal-
ving with Mr. Bradshaw’s position,
They advised that the latter’s letter
could not he taken.in any sense as a
vroper . adverse .petition, and ,hthat as
the greéat majority of the owners are
in favor of the scheme it could not
now be upset.

PRICE OF MILK
HAS SOARED UP

ADVANCE OF THIRD ON _
OLD PRICE NOW IN FORCE

Householders  Complain
What They Believe Un-
“due Cost.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

A New Year’s gift has been handed
to the public who are customers of
Victoria milkmen in the shape of an
increase in the price of that very
necessary fluid.

The advance amounts to one-third
cn the old price in the case of custo-
mers for one pint daily and to one-
sixth on one quart daily. It thus
presses most hardly on those who for
economy or ‘convenience take the
smaller quantity. It also, whether in-
tended to or not,-acts as-a “deterrent
on present purchasers of one guart a
day, who: might feel like reducing the
amount. te -a.pint-as a.result of the
increase, The advance is fifty cents a
month“in ‘bdth cases—from $1.50 to $2
a month for a pint a day and from $3
tc $3.50 for a quart.a day.

Householders all over the city are
complaining bitterly of the increase
and cannet see any réason for an in-
crease—and icertainly not for one of
33 1-3 per ‘cént. - The “reason advanced
by the milkmen for an advance is the
increase, in the.cost of feed, but it is
pointed ‘out-as: against this that many
of the ¢ows from which the city’s milk
supply comes graze in the summer on
commons or vacant land at a nominal
cost or free.

Inquiry from feed dealers elicits the
information that feéd prices have re-
mained very steady “for months past,
and that In any case ten per cent.
would.cover any increase. As a matter
of fact the market guotations to-day
for many classes of feed are less than
they were:a year ago.

A prominentlawyer, speaking to the
Times to-day, stated that in his opin-
fon the milkmen who signed the adver-
tisement annobuncing the advance in
prece, as-a result. of a meeting of retail
milk vendors, have rendered them-

EXPEDITION LIKELY
TO BE DISPATCHED

Indians Tell Another Story of
Sighting Andree’s
Airship.

(Special to the Times.)

Prince Albert,  Sask., Jan. 3.—In a
well-equipped -balloon stocked with
provisions sufficient to last for two
yvears, Solomon Auguste Andree, the
Swedish aeronaut and explorer, left
Dones’ Island, Spitzbergen, on July
11th, 1897, to sail over the North Pole.
Since that time no word has ever been

heard, although several expeditions
have been sent out by the Swedish
government in an effort to discover
him. A sensation was created in this

WANTS' FIREBOAT
FOR VANCOUVER

Recommendations of Fire

Chief Passed Along to
New Committee.

Vancouver, Jan. 1.—“And now gent-
lement to sum matters up,” saild Fire
Chief Carlisle in his annual report, pre-
sented at the last meeting of the 199
fire and police committee, “my recom-
mendations for 1910 are as follows:
One fireboat, one auto truck. two auto
hose wagons, two auto chemicals, oile
auto each for the assistant chief and
myself, & new fire hall in Kitsilano
West, and one in Mount Pleasant East
and two-new bulldings in the vlace of
the present structures at No. 3 and 4
halls.”

The request of ' the fire chief will
mean an expenditure of at least $200,-
000 if carried -out. The fireboat in
itseif will cost about $100,000 and the
other apparatus and hals will cer-
tainly equal that sum. The two new
halls asked fér and the buildings (o
replace the present halls at the cor-
ner of Broadway and Granville streets,
and on Broadway near Westminster
avenue have already been recommend-
ed to next year’s council by the pre-
sent body on the report of the fire and
police committee.

On the whole, his requests were con-
sidered eminently reasonable. As of
course the present committee, which is
Just ending its lease of life, #as no
money to expend, nothing could be
done except Lo. have copies of the re-
port made and passed along 'to the new
committee to go into office within a
few weeks. The chief in his report
said in part as follows:

‘“The loss by fire and water during
1909 is approximately $315,000 with
insurance of $255,000, leaving a loss
above insurance paid of $60,000. - Th>
total loss exceeds ‘the damage done
during 1908 by about $45,000, but this
I do not consider excessive when com-
pared with the rapid growth of the
city. The  total number of alarms
responded: to by the department is
350, which is 80 in excess of the record
for 1908,

The number of times this aagart-
ment’s services are required during
the year for fires caused by defective
flues or chimneys or other defective
construction in‘. buildings is appalling
and I would suggest that the build-
ing inspector be given assistants
enough to enable "him to have' a
thorough inspection made’ of all build-
ings in course of construction.”

The business will
continue to be known as Gore & Mc-
Gregor, though Mr. McGregor will be
Jjoined by others who will have an in-
terest. -

The business was founded by T. S.

Gore, who retires, in 1891, and is thus
o of the oldest established in the
p%ince Mr. Gore was joined by -Mr.
Burnett in 1891, when the firm became
known as Gore, Burnett & Co. In
1893 Mr. McGregor entered the busi-
ness, and Mr., Burnett retiring, the
firm became known as Gore & Mec-
Gregor, which style and title will be
preserved.
“The business is one of the most ex-
tensive done by any firm of land sur-
veyors in the-province, and many sur-
vey parties are constantly in the field.

PREPARING FOR THE
OPENING OF BIG MINE

Quesnel Hydraulic Compahy is
Spending Large Sum—
Work on Swift River.

Barkerville, Jan. 1L.—Work is going
on at fast as possible at the Dubois
company’s property on Swift'river. ‘A
dam 600 feet long is being built for the
purpose of raising the water of Swift
river forty-eight fect above the present
level to the level of the ditch head.
The ditch will have a carrying capa-
city of 10,000 miner’s inthes, and will
be about twenty-five miles long. The
water will be used for hydraulic min-
ing ‘on Twenty-Mile creek, Quesnel
river. 'I'he ditch line includes three
wood stave pipe syphons, one of which
is over 6,000 feet' in length, and three
tunnels. A large crew of men are now
engaged in running a 6x22 foot rock
itunnel 126 feet long to serve as a waste
gate. The sawmill is busy working day
and night' cutting timber for the
syphons and flumes. Another mill will
shortly be instalied.

Since commencing late last fall the
Quesnel Hydraulic Mining Company
has consirueted thirty-two miles of
wagon road besiées installing a ferry
across the Quesnel river to connect its
works at the dam with the new town
of Hydraulic;, where the mine is sita-
ated, The esstimated cost is $1,500.
The company hopes to commence min-
ing operations in the spring of 1911.
This will be the largest mine of its
kind in the world.
