Secret service men assert 
that from the windows of a building 
opposite they watched Workman make 
the money.

Republic mill, the dock 
Great Lakes Dredge & Dock Co., and 
the plant of the Duluth, Superior Stor­
age Co., which contained the finishing 
plaat-or the Webster Chair Co.

The Globe elevator, owned by the 
Pevey Grain Co., caught fire, as did the 
sawmill of Payne, Kimbal & Barber, 
but the flames at both these buildings 
were extinguished before much damage 
was done. The dock of the St. Paul & 
Western Coal Company caught fire, but 
the blaze there was quickly brought un­
der control.

McCulloch’s peak resulted from a 
volcanic eruption in the Bogostok isl­
ands, and was discovered by the offi­
cers of the United States revenue cut­
ter McCulloch. The peak was visited 
by Boston scientists who recently re­
ported that the peak had been increas­
ing in size.

The earthquake shocks which are be­
lieved to have caused its sudden 
shrinkage were felt for miles around 
the Bogostok islands and Unalaska and 
at one place all of the water was 
thrown up to nearly 35 feet out of the

The impression has prevailed that 
the Grand Trunk Pacific would enter 
into negotiations with some of the ex­

isting ocean steamship companies to 
supply the Atlantic and Pacific con­
nections. It was genially supposed 
that the Allan Steamship Company 
might become partners in this trade. If 
the Cunard line provides the ocean 
services for the Grand Trunk Pacific, 
it will bring to Canadian ports 
pany which has an enviable reputation 
and one which with the Lusitania and 
the Mauretania has been setting1 a pace 
on the Atlantic.

The company, if the arrangements 
are carried out, would probably put on 
the Pacific some of the steamers 
in use on the Atlantic.

New York, Nov. 11.—A special from 
Honolulu says: “Should the emergency 
arise offer yourselves courageously to 
your beloved country, and thus guard 
and maintain the prosperity of our Im­
perial throne.”

These are the words with which the 
Emperor of Japan in his birthday mes­
sage saluted 110,000 subjects in the 
Hawaiian islçs. They have caused no 
little commotion throughout the isl­
ands, and Americans are asking what 
the Mikado refers to when he speaks 
of an emergency.

The position of a great body of Jap­
anese in the islands, a population which 
is increasing, is regarded here as a 
source of danger in the case of. war be­
tween the U!nte*d States and Japan, 
and the address of the Emperçr has not 
added to the feeling of security.

It is a fact that many who have come 
during the last two years are veterans 
of the Russo-Japanese war, and assist 
in installing a spirit of loyalty among 
the older members of the Japanese 
colony. This does much to make the 
presence of the Japanese here a grow­
ing menace.

The reading of the Mikado’s procla­
mation from platforms has been the 
signal for the greatest display of fire­
works in the history of Hawaii, and 
Americans have never before #een the 
Japanese show such enthusiasm and 
excitement.

I BRANDON’S NEW ARMORY. CIRCLING IN THE AIR.

I Rifle Gallery Will Be Added to 
Structure. Henri Farm an, Champion Aeronaut, Just 

Fails to Secure New Record.
Brandon, Man., Nov. 11.—Further al­

terations are to be made in the plans 
for the armory which Is being erected 
on the corner of Eleventh and Victoria 
avenue. The alteration in question is 
the adding of a rifle gallery which, it 
is said, will be built in the latest ap­
proved style.

That this building, when completed, 
will rival any structure of its kind In 
the city, is the intention of the archi­
tect. The front part which will con­
tain a thoroughly up-to-date gymnas­
ium, will have the largest floor space 
in the city. The new rifle gallery will 
add an extra expenditure on the build­
ing of nearly five thousand dollars, 
bringing the total estimate expenditure 
to close on $60,000.

Paris, Nov. 11.—Henri Farman all but 
succeeded In his attempt on Saturday for 
the Grand Archdeacon prise for the aero­
plane which shall make a complete circle 
within the circumference of a kilometre 
and return to the point of departure.

In a flight of ^ of a mile Farman, the 
aeronaut, travelled more than a kilo­
metre, but descended 150 yards before the 
cruise was completed. The attempt will 
be made again next week, when M. Far­
man is confident he will succeed.

Ottawa, Nov. 11.—In the report of the 
railway and cafials department for the 
nine months to April 1st, 1907, M.J. But­
ler, C. E. deputy minister, says Lord’s 
Day Act, restricting traffic on Sunday, 
has cut down by an eighth the capacity 
of the Intercolonial rolling stock to 
handle business, and by throwing work 
on the other days of the week, has em­
barrassed operations.

He says this will require the installa­
tion of more motive power and carry­
ing equipment, and as other railways 
are similarly affected, there may have 
to be legislation to relieve them.

In regard to the proposed enlarge­
ment of the Welland canal and the 
construction of the Georgian Bay ship- 
canal, Mr. Butler recommends a com­
mission of three experts to study the 
economic aspect before either project 
is undertaken.

The deputy says the great question 
in the development of any rapidly 
growing country is transportation. The 
growth of traffic Is so great as to have 
outsped the means of accommodating 
it, and despite the best efforts of those 
concerned, there have 
congestions.

and in the ordinary type being better­
ed and the quantity of rolling stock in­
creased.

Washington, Nov. 11.—The remark­
able transformation that has occurred 
in the topography of Bogostov Island, 
Alaska, as the result of volcanic dis­
turbances, is described in a report re­
ceived at the treasury department on 
Saturday from Lleutenant^H. B. Cam­
den, commanding the revenue cutter 
McCulloch.

Regarding the subsidence of McCul­
loch peak, the report says that the 
peak has entirely disappeared and that 
astonishing changes occurred in the 
profile of the neighboring peak whose 
outlines “have been softened to a gen­
eral symmetry t»y a padding of lava 
dust, while the sand spot connecting 
the péak’s had attained a height 
varying from twenty to a hundred 
feet.” An incalculable amount of dust, 
hundreds of feet, in depth had been de­
posited over the island.

Lieut Camden says McCulloch peak 
blew up a few hours before the fall of 
the lava dust at Unalaska on Septem­
ber 1st last about the origin of which 
there has been much discussion.

EIETY WARSHIPS 
THUNDER WELCOME

Emperor William on Board Hohen- 
zollem Enters Britain’s 

Premier Naval Port\ -

Portsmouth, Nov. 11.—Owing to a 
chilling and dense fog which made a 
passage from the Isle of Wight impos­
sible, the German Imperial yacht Ho- 
henzollern, having Emperor William on 
board, the Empress and other members 
of the party who a ne to visit King Ed­
ward and Queen Alexandra, was un­
able to cross on the early tide. The Ho- 
henzollern with the escorting fleet an­
chored last night of Salza hill for the 
night, not having been able to enter 
Sandown bay according to the pro­
gramme.

The German Emperor’s faith in the 
healing qualities of the climate of the 
Isle of Wight have received a rude 
shock, as owing to thick fog, even the 
precise position of the Imperial yacht 
was not known until early noon, ‘when 
it was discovered that she had felt her 
way through the gloom to the Nab 
lightship and had anchored there, 
pending a sufficient lifting of the pall 
to enable the party to land at Great 
Britain’s premier dockyard. As it was 
then too late to catch the tide and en­
ter the harbor, the reception party 
ashore waited patiently until the Ho- 
henzollern entered Portsmouth.

The British Channel fleet, under the 
command of Admiral Lord Charles 
Beresford and numbering fifty war­
ships, dressOd from stem to stern, 
saluted the German Emperor as the 
Hohenzollern passed the narrow waters 
of Spithead and the land batteries join­
ed in the welcome as the yacht entered 
the harbor.

NEW AERO RECORD.

■frenchman Obtains Complete Mastery 
Over Aeroplane.Giant Liner Arrives at New York 

With $10,000,000 in Paris, No$. 8.—Henri Farman, the 
aeronaut, made a new record with his 
aeroplane yesterday. He flew a full 
kilometer (about 6-aO of a mile), de­
scribing a huge S in thç air. He now 
has his machine under perfect control, 
and appears to be able to remain in 
the air at will.

Gold.

New York, Nov. 8.—With $10,000,000 
in gold in her strong box and a new 
trans-Atlantic record written in her 
log, the Cunard turbiner Lusitania 
steamed past Sandy Hook lightship at 
1:40 o’clock this morning. In one grand 
performance the great vessel broke her 
own world’s record and brought to the 
relief of the money market here $10,000/- 
000 in gold in unprecedented time. The 
westbound trip was made approximate­
ly in four days, 19 hours and 10 min­
utes. The exact time can only be 
khowir from the official reckoning. Her 
hourly average was a little better than 
24 knots.

The former western record of the 
turbiner, completed on Oct. 11th last 
was 4 days 19 hours and 52 minutes. 
The average speed on that trip was 24 
knots in 1 hour for the distance of 2,- 
781 miles. The best day’s run was 617 
knots. Though improving on every 
run the Lusitania has probably not 
yet met the government requirement 
which will entitle her to financial 
favor, to earn the government Subsidy, 
the greatest ever appropriated for a 
steamship. The Lusitania is required 
to make a round trip at an hourly av­
erage of 24% knots. The steamer has 
one year within which to develop this 
speed, and her performances since she 
wras launched indicate that she will 
fulfil all promises in this line at an 
early date.

The Lusitania fought out the last 
lap of her race against time in the 
teeth of a southwest gale. She had 
been favored with ideal weather until 
early yesterday when she ran into the 
off-coast storm that considerably both­
ered her. When she swept by the 
lightship this morning she cut her way 
through a tumbling sea. The turbiner 
came to anchor outside the bar, where 
she waited daylight to come through 
the Ambrose channel.

The swift Cunarder wrested the title 
of "Queen of the Seas” from the Ger­
mans on her last record-breaking trip, 
and is now bending her energies to 
earn the subsidy. With a big passen­
ger list and big gold imports, she 
sailed from Queenstown at 11:30 on 
Nov. 3rd. From the moment she dis­
appeared from land, hull down, to the 
westward of Daunt’s rock, and headed 
for Sandy Hook, the Lusitania* steamed 
at top speed. Her daily runs wère 606, 
616, 618 and 610 knots up to noon 
day.

France has not yet gone quite to the 
extreme reached in the United States 
with respect to the adequate and swift 
punishment of crime. However, it is 
not surprising to learn that the dis­
cussion over the practical abolition of 
the death penalty by President Fall- 
ieres is still raging. The Paris Journal 
des Debats, after a period of silence, 
returns to the attack. It says that it 
could understand the government’s ac­
tion as an experiment, in a country 
where crime was on the decrease, where 
human life was more and more respect­
ed, or the repression of penal offences 
was assured and vigorous. But this, it 
adds, is not the case. For several years 
past, the guillotine has been used less 
and less frequently, whereas, according 
to official statistics, the number of 
assassinations and murders is continu­
ally on the increase. The authorities 
dare not proclaim the connection of 
those two facts, but everybody draws 
the conclusion which they ignore. As 
to smaller crimes, their repression is 
ridiculously insufficient, and when their 
authors are prosecuted justice inflicts 
penalties much too small by hastening 
to release prisoners who have already 
been repeatedly condemned and who 
only wait the opportunity to become 
murderers. After citing certain in­
stances, the Debats inquires how with 
such an administration of Justice, any­
body can be surprised it the .public, 
alarmed at seeing personal security so 
badly guaranteed, should conceive the 
fatal idea of protecting themselves, as 
is the custom in primitive societies.

The press of the United Kingdom has 
not received Australia’s preference 
proposals very seriously. It has stat­
ed its opinions of them very frankly 
indeed, in some instances with an acid­
ity that is not likely to leave a very 
pleasant taste in the mouths of Pre­
mier Deakin and his ministers, 
yet there is nothing more certain than 
the fact that Mr. Deakin believes he 
is doing the Mother Country as well, 
as his own country a signal service in 
adopting a frankly protectionist policy, 
with an incidental gap in the tariff 
wall for the benefit of British manu­
facturers and commercial houses. Ac­
cording to Punch’s chief cartoonist, 
the gap in the fence is a very small 
one, and John Bull will have to prove 
a very agile old gentleman to clear 
the barrier cleanly and 
But the Premier of the 
monwealth has explained that the ac­
tion of his government must be judged 
from its intentions rather than by, 
present appearances. It is the ultimate 
effects which must be considered in 
estimating the possibilities of his pol­
icy. He says it is clear that reciproc­
ity is not possible while public opinion 
in Great Britain remains as it is. His 
idea apparently is that it would be well 
for Australia to attempt to effect a 
change in British public opinion. This 
is an undertaking of considerable mag­
nitude. It is something Canada has 
not attempted to do, the position of 
our Prime Minister being that the fis­
cal system of Great Britain is some­
thing with which we have nothing 
whatever to do. All we have to con­
sider is the maintenance of a policy we 
consider to be in the best interests of 
the Dominion. We have adopted a 
systeirh of preferences because such a 
system Is certain to be of benefit to 
Canadians. Experience has demon­
strated that the attitude of our gov­
ernment is sound. The Premier of 
Australia evidently thinks the policy 
of the Commonwealth should be cast 
upon very different lines—that it should 
have reference to the business situa­
tion in Great Britain as well as to Lhe 
conditions in Australia, tie frankly 
says it was a misfortune that at the 
recent Imperial Conference there 
was not only no chance for a British 
tariff preference, but that a proposal 
for Empire co-operation had been 
cavalierly set aside and only a colorless 
substitute offered. At the same time 
he evidently cannot understand why it 
is that an Empire possessing greater 
possibilities of self-sufficiency than 
any other nation in the world should 
deliberately set its face against his de­
sire to effect the most powerful trade 
combination the world has ever be­
held. The Premier says he believes the 
preference will come, and it may be 
assumed that the Australian system of 
preferences, accompanied by an Anti­
podean idea of the duty of the Mother 
Country, will be the most effective 
means of bringing it about.

With Mr. Deakin’s idea that the ex­
tension of the Canadian intermediate 
tariff to France and its possible ex­
tension to Germany and Italy also Is 
the outcome of the failure of the Moth­
er Country to reciprocate with Canada 
we cannot agree. A treaty has been 
arranged between this country and 
Frtfftce because it is the belief of our 
Finance Minister and other statesmen 
that a broadening of the lines of com­
merce will be beneficial alike to Can­
ada and to France. Trade is mutually 
beneficial or it could not be carried on. 
The policy of the present government 
is to remove all barriers standing in 
the way of commerce consistent with 
the conditions as they obtain here.

PASSED AWAY AT 
JUBILEE HOSPITAL

H. Vaughan Brewster of Seattle 
Died Last Night After Two 

Weeks’ Sickness.

(From Monday’s Daily.)
The death occurred at the Jubilee 

hospital last night about 9.30 o’clock of 
H. Vaughan Brewster, of Seattle. 
About two weeks ago the late Mr. 
Brewstern came to Victoria for medi­
cal treatment. Hé was suffering from 
Bright’s disease in an advanced stage, 
and while little hope was held out to 
his friends a determined effort was 
made to eradicate the disease and give 
him relief. Possessing a naturally 
strong constitution some hope was held 
out that he might respond to the treat­
ment This proved false however, and 
he passed away last evening.

The deceased was a native of Harvey, 
Albert county, N. B., where he was 
born in 1867. He spent his younger days 
in his native town, and later entered 
the railway service. For 17 years he 
wag agent at Albert for the Salisbury 
& Harvey railway.

About two years ago he decided to 
come west, his brothers all residing on 
the Pacific.

New York, Nov. 8.—To-night at a bigIn view of the perjury charge, an out­
come of the famous Druce case, which 
is now exercising the Marlebone couvt 
in London, and a dispatch relative to 
which appeared in the Times yesterday, 
the description of the first hearing of 
that charge a fortnight ago, and what 
the charge actually embraces, will 
prove interesting reading. It should be 
mentioned that, in point of world-wide 
interest, what has become known as the 
Druce Case, rivals the trial which has 
gone down to history as the “Titch- 
borne.” The first Rearing of the per­
jury charge in the present case is taken 
from a London exchange just received 
and reads as follows:

The Druce case, one of the most In­
teresting cases which have come before 
the British courts in recent years, has 
entered upon an, important phase In 
the Marylebone police court.

The claim which has been put for­
ward by Mr. George Hollamby Druce, 
an Australian carpenter, to the Duke­
dom of Rortland, and to the enormous­
ly valuable Portland estates, now bene­
ficially owned by Lord Howard de 
Walden, is to a large extent Involved in 
the present action, in which the claim­
ant charges Mr. Herbert Druce with 
wilful and corrupt perjury.

Mr. George Hollamby Druce is the 
eldest son of the late Mr. George Druce, 
who again was the eldest son of Mr. T. 
C. Druce. The defendant In the present 
action is a younger son of Mr. T. C. 
Druce. The plaintiff alleges that Mr. 
T. C. Druce and the fifth Duke of Port­
land were one and the same person; 
that the duke, as Mr. Druce,1 ran the 
Baker street Bazaar, married, and hafi 
children, but that in 1864 he decided to 
drop this part of his duality, and 
therefore shammed death as T. C. 
Druce, and was apparently burled in 
Highgate cemetery.

It apparently follows that if Druce 
and the duke were one and the same 
person, the eldest son of his marriage 
with Elizabeth Crickmer was his legal 
heir and the successor to the title and 
estates. The rights of this son, George 
have descended to his son, George 
Hollamby Druce. On the other hand, 
if T. C. Druce really died in 1864, he 
cannot have been one and the same 
with the fifth Duke of Portland, who 
died in 1879, and the claim of George 
Hollamby Druce falls to the ground.

Next in the list is the 
Balmoral cannery on Skeena, with 23,- 
600 cases. Altogether thirteen traps 
have contributed to the total pack of 
the local cannery, two of them being 
owned by the company and situated at 
Otter and Sherringham Points. 
Sherringh&m Point trap carried away 
in the middle of August, and the Otter 
Point trap was damaged by heavy 
weather shortly afterwards. A large 
amount of fish was obtained from In­
dian and white fishermen on the share 
system, and the cannery tender Squid 
has brought a considerable number of 
loads from Cowichan. From the latter 
place the Squid has yet two loads to 
bring, which will increase the present 
pack of 24,000 cases to the approximate 
total given above.

The season’s pack in detail is as fol­
lows: Sockeyes, 2,800 cases; cohoes, 
9,000 cases; humpbacks, 3,400 cases; red 
spring, 1,500 cases; white spring, 2,400 
cases; quails, commonly known as 
“dog-salmon,” 6,000 cases. All the sal­
mon has been packed in one-pound tons, 
called “tails.”

In contrast with this season’s figures 
are those of last year when the com­
pany first installed its own traps and 
suffered considerable loss through the 
carrying away of one of them on three 
occasions. The total pack last year was 
9,232 cases, in addition to 120,000 lbs. of 
mild cured red springs, and 52,000 lbs. of 
pickled white springs.

It has been long contended in some 
quarters that large packs of ocean 
salmon in local waters could not be 
obtained and the rather poor season 
last year gave rise to much speculation 
In regard to the future of the Capital 
City cannery. The ocean-caught sal­
mon is much superior to the river fish, 
and the comparatively big pack this 
year will in some way recompense the 
company for its perseverance in the 
face of unfortunate circumstances since 
the building of the up-to-date factory 
at the outer wharf.

Fishing will cease on Thursday next, 
when the last load of salmon from Cow­
ichan will be disposed of. Except for 
what labelling and lacqiiering remains 
to be done the cannery will be closed 
down until next spring. Several ship­
ments have already been made, some 
7,000 cases or more, being sent away to 
the Chile coast towns and to Panama.

Indeed, 
I would have wished that some method 
might have been invented that I could 
have been constituted one of your own 
sons, and so taken a practical step to­
ward that fatherhood of the people 
which must of necessity be the first 
step towards the brotherhood of 
tions on which so many hearts are set. 
But I understand this to be impossi­
ble without sacrificing the fatherland. 
Nothing can prevent, however, my liv­
ing in the spirit of that relationship, 
and In the spirit I will think of you 
as I go forward on the path to which 
the beckoning finger of my duty in­
vites.

Shipments of the five brands of sal­
mon packed at the local establishment 
ordered by and,in some cases, already 
delivered to firms in Singapore and 
Oriental points. There Is a very strong 
demand for dog-sahnon for the west­
ern ports of Mexico, and, with the 
growing steamship traffic between this 
province and those place#, heavy ship­
ments should soon be commonplace.

While the season has been a satisfac­
tory one, the damaging of the Otter 
Point trap and the loss of the Sherring­
ham Point, coupled wlAi the Increased 
cost of labor and materials, will reduce, 
to some extent, the year’s profits. The 
general pack throughout the province 
has, however, been so small this year 
that the officials of the company have 
every cause to congratulate themselves.

At present the cannery packs four 
classes of salmon, the brands being 
Red, Icicle, Juan de Fuca, Osprey and 
Black Icicle. The labels on the tins are 
most attractively designed and are dis­
tinctly marked “British Columbia Sal­
mon” and “Victoria, B. C.” This ex­
ample might well be followed by other 

v packing companies which, in sending 
out thousands of cans all over the 
world, have neglected to advertise the 
province and the fish as distinct from 
the United States cannery products.

Montreal, Nov. 7.—Prof. Workman, 
who lost his position in the Wesley 
college beckuse the governors thought 
his teachings unsound, has issued a 
reply to his critics, in which, among 
ether things, he says:

During his great trip Mr. Seton had 
many interesting adventurfes, and at 
times his journey was an extremely ar­
duous one. His object for twenty-five 
years had been to visit the north, and 
now his desire has been realized. His 
trip has covered 2,000 miles from%Atha- 
basca Landing, and much of the success 
of it he said was due to his companion, 
E. A. Preable.

Speaking of the north, 1,000 miles from 
Edmonton, he said it was a country 
known as the Barrens, supposed to be 
beyond the limit of vegetation. But the 
most surprising thing was that this was 
not a barren land, but a most beauti­
ful country, some places with waist- 
high grass, and in other places light 
brush. But what interested him most 
were the animals found. The country 
swarmed with animal life. Here were 
millions of caribou, and it appeared as 
if this animal life existed right up to 
the Arctic plains.

One of the main objects of his trip to 
the north was to look into the buffalo 
question. Were there any still In the 
north worth preserving? On the way 
up he met an old friend, Major Jarvis, 
bound on the same mission. As the 
party proceeded they learned at each 
stage that wolves were destroying the 
buffalo. At Fort Smith, Major Jarvis 
held a conference with the four Indian 
chiefs with reference to the buffalo 
grounds. The country was scoured, 
but no buffalos were seen. There were 
traces of them in all diections, but it 
was clearly demonstrated then, and in 
subsequent days, that the wolves were 
not accountable for the death of the 
buffalo. The trouble was with the 
hunters, and the buffalo will be killed 
as long as the former are allowed to 
carry guns into the district.

Speaking of the country itself, and his 
six months' trip from Edmonton, Mr. 
Seton gave a graphic picture of the 
north. He had not really seen and be­
come acquainted with the Peace River 
valley, though he travelled through 
part of the country. The part travers­
ed he compared to the southwest .of 
Manitoba, a magnificent tract Of coun­
try with small trees. There was un­
doubtedly a great deal of muskeg, but 
there were also miles and miles of the 
most beautiful land that a person could 
desire in which to people a great pros­
perous settlement.

Dealing with the climate during the 
last year, he said it had been a puzzler 
all over America. If summer frost 
ruined a wheat country then there were 
no wheat countries in America. But 
summer frosts did not ruin a country, 
for these were exceptional circum­
stances. He remembered the time, 
many years ago, when the Ottawa val­
ley and the Bruce peninsula were con­
sidered unfit to live in on account of 
the summer frosts, and the ground was 
covered with trees "and grass. The sun 
could not reach the soil, and the sum­
mer frosts were killing, but when the 
ground was opened up and the sun got 
access to the earth the danger from 
summer frosts was to a great extent 
gone.

This would be the experience in the 
north cpuntry as it had been years gone 
by in the province of Ontario.

The northern limits of wheat growth, 
he placed up at Fort Leard on the 
Mackenzie river, with oats, barley and 
potatoes further north.

Mr. Seton said there were parts of 
the Peace River district that were 
fitted for wheat growth, but the same 
could be said of every wheat-growing 
country in the world.

Baron Ussel, a nobleman of France, 
is stopping at the Driard.

The baron is just completing a tour 
of Canada, to which he was commis­
sioned by the FalUeres government, 
for the purpose of enquiring into the 
condition of the French settlers in Can­
ada.

For the most part the settlements of 
old France are located in Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan and Alberta, and Baron 
Ussel visited all the French communi­
ties in those provinces, and made full 
enquiry as to their condition individ­
ually and otherwise. Notable among 
these settlements is that of St. Rose du 
Lac, near Lake Dauphin, where about 
one hundred families are located. The 
baren says he found a most happy con­
dition of affairs obtaining among the 
French settlers in Canada.

It is not a part of the pollsy of the 
French government to encourage emi­
gration. At the same time there is no 
prohibition against it. The citizens of 
France, like those of England, are not 
prone to subjection on matters affect­
ing their personal liberty. And while 
the old land is sorry to lose its people, 
in a sense; if they must leave they are 
not particularly sorry to see them go 
where they may enjoy a full measure 
of freedom and protection under Bri­
tish institutions. The baron says that 
it is not improbable that a considerable 
Immigration from France may be look­
ed for. As an instance of the growing 
interest there is in. Canada as a pros­
pective country, he remarked that the 
immigration of ïrench people had in­
creased four-fold in the last two years.

Baron Ussel will leave In a few days 
on his return trip. He will go back 
to Paris direct, having gathered all the 
necessary data for the preparation of 
his report.

Interviewed by your correspondent, 
Mr. Hamilton expressed himself as 
greatly pleased with his trip. Speak­
ing of systematic spraying, he said: 
“I am confident that systematic spray­
ing pays. Iiv every district that I have 
visited it is being followed with great 
enthusiasm, and I have ample proof of 
its efficacy. Where it has not been done 
apples are hardly marketable, and 
where it has been followed according 
to instructions in the bulletin, from 
75 to 90 per cent of the fruit is market­
able, and the trees in perfect health.”

Asked for his opinion regarding co­
operation among the farmers, Mr. 
Hamilton most emphatically said that 
the only way Salt Spring farmers could 
expect to get decent prices for their 
products was to co-operate. “In Chil­
liwack they run everything on c6-op- 
erative plan. Take, for instance, ap­
ples On Salt Spring we are getting 
about 75 cents per box, while up in 
Chilliwack the farmers are getting 
$3.50 per box for apples of far inferior 
quality. Also, in one place up there 
they have a hall which is used for a 
packing place for apples. The apples 
are graded and boxed in this building 
by girls at 5 cents per box. Girls at- 
tîfcin proficiency and earn about $4 per 
day. " The orchardists in that district 
have all co-operated, and assured me 
that they were greatly pleased with the 
results of the inauguration.

“The output of the Chilliw'ack cream­
ery is in the neighborhood of $50,000 
per annum. They buy and sell every­
thing by co-operation. There is also a 
co-operative store there, which turns 
over $2,000 per week. Why cannot the 
storekeepers here do the same?”

“Even farther back in the Interior of 
the province, splendid prices are obtain­
able for farm produce.

London, Nov. 8.—Hundreds of persons 
vainly fought foe admission to the 
Marylebone court this afternoon when 
the hearing of uie famous Druce mys­
tery case was resumed. Herbert Druce, 
son of the late Thomas Charles Druce, 
is charged with perjury by his nephew, 
George Hollamby Druce, who alleges 
that the defendant on the 28th day of 
March, 1898, at Bereth Circus road, St. 
John Wood, did commit wilful and cor­
rupt perjury in an affidavit, and that 
he also did so in the Probate court in 
the third and fourth days of December, 
1905.

The charge is incidental to the Druce 
claim to the estate q/jf the Duke of 
Portland, and dates 4>ack to 1893. At 
every step the case hae been vigorously 
contested by the present Duke of Port­
land. In brief, this remarkable case 
centres about the old question whethér 
Thomas Charles Druce, at one time 
owner of the famous Baker street ba­
zaar, who was said to have died 43 
years ago, was or Was not, the same 
person as the recent eccentric fifth 
Duke of Portland, who died In 1879.

Interest in the proceedings to-day 
was heightened by the alleged thefts, 
since the previous session, of the diary 
of Miss L. Robinson^ a daughter of a 
southern tobacco planter, who was em­
ployed as an amanuensis in the Baker 
street bazaar, and who says she fre­
quently went to Welbeck Abbey, the 
Portland seat, where- she saw the late 
T. C. Druce, father of the late George 
Druce, who in turn was father of Geo. 
Hollanby Druce, claimant to the es­
tates, as the Duke of Portland, whose 
identity with T. C. Druce she claimed 
to be able to established.

Many titled persons occupied seats 
on the magistrate’s bench, including 
Princess von Hatzveldt and Ladies 
Lytton and Grey. Eminent counsel 
have been engaged on both sides, and 
the Duke of Portland, Lord Howard de 
Walden, the occupants of the estates, 
are legally represented.

The proceedings opened with a tilt 
between Horace Avery, K. C.,, for the 
defence, and L. Altlery Jones, K. C., 
for the prosecution. Mr. Avery repudi­
ated a suggestion contained in a letter 
of plaintiff’s counsel to the effect that 
the defendants were connected with 
the theft of the diary which Miss Rob­
inson averred was stolen from her in 
the street. Counsel for the plain­
tiff eventually expressed regret that 
the letter had been written.

Robert Caldwell, of. Richmond, N. Y., 
testified that he knew the late Duke of 
Portland, both as the duke and as T. 
C. Druce at Welbeck Abbey, and at 
the Baker street bazaar. Mr. Caldwell 
added that he treated the duke at 
places for a disease of the nose.

There was a buzz of excitement when 
Mr. Caldwell swore that in conjunction 
with the duke he arranged the death 
and mock funeral of Druce so that his 
dual personality could finally be burled. 
Mr. Caldwell further declared that at 
the duke’s request he employed a car­
penter to make a coffin, purchased two 
hundred pounds of lead, and put into 
the coffin himself. The funeral occur­
red the following day.

The witness further testified that he 
saw the duke on the morning of the 
funeral at the Baker street Bazaar.

When shown the two photos, Mr. 
Caldwell declared that they were 
photographs of the Duke of Portland 
in the character of T. C. Druce.

Witness was then asked to account 
for the beard shown in one of the 
photographs, and he replied that he 
had seen the duke wear a false beard 
and had seen him take it off. A day 
or two later he asked the Duke of 
Portland if the so-called “Druce” had 
left a will. The duke thanked Mr. 
Caldwell for reminding him of such 
important points, and said he must 
have one made.

Mr. Caldwell then gave a detailed ac­
count of his introduction to the Duke 
of Portland in 1864 by the famous 
phs'sician. Sir Morel! MacKenzie, who 
died in London early in 1892. Mr. 
Caldwell referred to his intimacy with 
the duke in his numerous visits, both 
at Welbeck Abbey and the Baker 
Street Bazar.

Cicotti * said also 
that Nazi’s falsification and scattering 
of alms had lowered the moral stand­
ards of the public.

It is admitted that the movement is 
seriously checked by the lack of small 
bills and silver to pay the small grow­
ers, and by the inability of the soutn- 
ern banks to handle the immense vol­
ume of business accumulated at south­
ern points. . The grain shipments are 
In better shape, owing to the gold se­
cured by the banks of Minneapolis and 
St Paul and the arrangements for 
paying cash in New York on grain 
bills.

The aid which is being rendered to 
the situation is indicated by the fact 
that the total engagements of gold 
have now reached $49,250,000. The total 
was materially increased to-day by the 
announcement of several purchases 
which had not heretofore been made
public.

Of the amount engaged, the sum of 
$21,311,000 has already arrived, Includ­
ing $12,361,150 which was laid down 
from the Lusitania this morning. This 
gold will afford the basis of nearly 
$200,000,000 in loans which will mater­
ially assist the New York banks in 
their efforts to meet the pressure for 
currency throughout the country.

The fact that practically $60,000,000 In 
currency disappeared from the New 
York banks within a week, as is shown 
by the last'bank statement, is consid­
ered sufficient evidence that the New 
York banks are doing their best to 
meet the great demand upon them. The 
total decline of last week is computed 
upon the basis of an actual loss in cash 
of about $30,000,000 in face of the fact 
that $3,000,000 of public money has been 
poured into the New York banks.

This acreage, therefore, will add $149,- 
037,000 to the taxable property of the 
United States in land values alone. The 
approximate total cost o^ the approved 
projects is $97,000,000. According to the 
last census the average annual income 
from irrigated lands is $15 per acre. On 
this basis $47,565,000 per annpm will be 
added to the wealth of the nation, and 
three crops will not only pay the total 
cost of the irrigation systems, but will 
show a surplus of $45,565,00.

beets, garden vegetables, fruits, etc., 
will be the staple products, and where 
the annual value of the products on 
similar Irrigated tracts is in 
as high as $1,000 per acre.

When an irrigation project is under­
taken an accurate account is kept of all 
expenses, and when the work is 
pleted each acre irrigated is assessed 
a pro rata of the total cost, and this 
the settler must pay in ten annual in­
stallments. This money is returned to 
the reclamation fund to oe used over 
again, thus creating a permanent 
volving fund.

The manner in which the return of 
any funds expended on irrigation is 
safeguarded is most business-like. 
When the investigation of an irrigation 
project is developed to such an extent 
that there is little doubt of its feasi­
bility, an association of water-users is 
formed. A provision in the articles of 
the water-users associations makes all 
assessments on water rights, including 
the charges by the government, a lien 
on the land of the shareholder. These 
charges are a lien on the land only to 
the extent of a particular assessment, 
and in case of a delinquency the entire 
charge for water right does not be­
come due and chargeable against the 
land, as in the case of an ordinary 
mortgage, when default is made on a 
party payment.

While the water-users themselves, 
through the association eventually op­
erate and maintain the irrigation sys­
tem, a supervisory control will always 
be exercised by the government, in this 
manner affording an ample assurance 
to each individual that the rights which 
he has acquired from the United States 
shall always be protected.

According to the terms of the law It 
is necessary for the farmer to take up 
the irrigated lands under the Home­
stead Act; that Is, no single farm unit 
can consist of more than one hundred 
and sixty acres, and, to secure title, the 
farmer must be an actual resident up­
on the property, preparing the tract 
for irrigation, tilling the soil, and pay­
ing his annual stipend of one-tenth of 
the cost per acre for ten years before 
title passes from the government.

This prevents enormous speculative 
operations by which companies or In­
dividuals with large capital may ac­
quire large tracts of land, and thereby 
receive the benefits of government ir­
rigation to the exclusion of the indi­
vidual provided with less initial capital. 
In other words, the terms of the statute 
were designed to provide for homes In 
the arid states rather than to increase 
the values of land for speculative 
poses.

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TERRIBLE IRISH OUTRAGE.

Young Man Riddled V/ith Shots on His 
Way Home From Race Meeting.

One of the most serious outrages In 
County Clare for some time past was per­
petrated recently at Durra, the residence 
of Mr. R. W. Green, the sub-commission­
er, about four miles from Ennis.

The victim is a young man named Fred. 
Pierce, employed as caretaker on an 
evicted farm at Sunnagh, on the Butler 
estate.

Pierce was returning from the Ennis 
races when shots were fired at him, and 
he was terribly wounded. The shots were 
fired from the Durra Demesne wall, and 
riddled him through the right shoulder, 
the right side, and the right arm. 3

The gun was apparently fired at a blose 
range, as the pellets are deeply embedded 
In the flesh, and some have penetrated the 
lung. Pierce was three hours lying on 
the road before he managed to get to Mr. 
Tobin’s house, which was some distance 
from the scene of the occurrence. The 
police were informed of the affair, and 
the wounded man was removed to the 
Ennis infirmary, where he lies in a pros­
trate state.

In most of the projects so far 
undertaken the farms consist of forty 
or eighty acres, the larger unit being 
in locations remote from towns or in 
sections where, on account of climate

ducts cannot be raised. By limiting the 
amount of water that can be supplied 
to any individual owner a perfect guar­
antee of density of population is afford-

Compact farming communities insure 
almost ideal social conditions, bring 
educational advantages never before 
heard of to the farmer’s family, forever 
do away with the isolation of ranch­
ing in the desert, and promote intelli­
gent, progressive citizenship.

On many of the projects the engin­
eers are laying out townsites a few 
miles apart, so that later on the farmer 
if he desires may reside in town, going 
out each morning to his land, or, resid­
ing oh the farm, may be within a few 
minutes’ drive from towm. The great 
dams and frequent drops in canals will 
furnish power for domestic 
and for electric lights, trolly lines, etc., 
and the telephone and rural free de­
livery will aid in robbing the farm of 
loneliness and confer upon rural occu­
pation itself a contentment and happi­
ness not generally associated with life 
on a farm. It is believed that 
valley in the West eventually will con­

those
through irrigation in Southern 
fornia, probably the most ideal agri­
cultural communities in the world.

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MUST CLEAN UP.

The City Health Authorities Are Insisting 
Upon Sanitary Conditions.

Before Mr. Justice Irving in the Su­
preme court this morning an application 
was made by J. P. Mann, city solicitor, 
for an oçder compelling owners of the old 
property which is scattered about Cor­
morant street ànd the Johnson street 
ravine to remove th 'se old shacks ac­
cording to the directions of the city 
health officer, in default of which the 
work is to be done at the owners’ expense.

All the owners interested were repre­
sented In court and a report was made 
to the court that much it the work re­
quired to be done was being carried out 
by the owners of the dilapidated property. 
As a consequence the further hearing of 
the cases were adjourned until Tuesday 
morning next.

The medical health officer, Dr. Herman 
Robertson, will make a thorough in­
spection of the property In question on 
Morday, and will report to the council and 
to the court at the Tuesday hearing. It 
is the intention of the municipal authori­
ties to push the matter with all speed, as 
the destruction of dilapidated property 
and the cleaning up of Chinatown are 
part of the crusade which is being ac­
tively waged by them against the possi­
bilities of a bubonic plague outbreak. For 
tills reason the city will press for orders 
from the court authorizing the destruction 
of old buildings In cases of default on the 
owners’ part.

CANNIBALISM
IN UNGAVA

Report Confirmed That Those Who 
Died from Starvation Were 

Eaten by Survivors.

London, Nov. 9.—Rev. S. M. Stewart, 
a missionary of Ungava, In a report to 
the Colonial and Continental Church 
Society, under date of September ltth, 
confirms the report of cannibalism In 
that part of the world. He says that 
on September 16th, 200 Okimos arrived 
at Fort George in a state of destitution 
and starvation, and that the starving 
natives stated that those who died had 
been eaten.

THE DAMAGED TAMPICO.

Tug Lome Mas Gone to Her Assistance 
With Officials of the Company.

The tug Lome left port this morning 
for Blinkensop Bay, where the dam­
aged steamship Tampico, which ran on 
the rocks in Johnson's Narrows, as re­
ported in yesterday’s Times, is 
chor. Several officials of the Pacific 
Coast Steamship Company, owner of 
the vessel, came over on the Princess 
Beatrice this morning and went up on 
the local tug, and it is expected that 
the Tampico will be taken to Seattle to 
be repaired.

The Tampico was on her way to Se­
attle with a big cargo, consisting of 
2,000 tons of concentrates and 31,000 
cases of salmon when she ran on the 
rocks on Thursday-morning. She was 
backed off the reef and proceeded under 
her own steam to Bllnklnsop Bay, 
where she is now lying at anchor with 
the pumps keeping the water in check. 
The Alaskan steamship Humboldt, 
which arrived at Seattle yesterday, 
spoke the Tampico and took off the 
pilot. He reported that the Tampico 
had several feet of water in her hold 
for'ard, but was not in danger of sink­
ing. That this statement is correct is 
demonstrated by the fact that the Tam­
pico steamed the forty odd miles to 
Blinkinsop Bay without assistance.

The Tampico is a steel steamship of 
2,133 tons gross, and 1,916 tons net, 
and 274 feet long, 42 feet beam and 24 
feet deep. She was built seven years 
ago for the Globe Navigation Company 
and was afterwards acquired by the 
Pacific Coast S. 8. Company for freight­
ing.

The steamship was in charge of Pilot 
Charles McCarthy, one of the best- 
known and most trusted mariners in 
this part of the country. Until the pre­
sent casualty he had not been in an 
accident for ten years, having a clean 
record during his work in North Pacific 
waters.

Reclaiming Arid 
Empire of AmericaVisitor to Gty From Massett Per­

forms Important Duties 
for His Tribe.

In view of the fact that British Col­
umbia is giving attention to the ques­
tion of irrigation on a comprehensive 
plant is Interesting to learn what the 
United States is doing in this direction.
S. H. Newell, director of the reclama­
tion service of the United States in an 
article in the October number of the 
Pacific Monthly describes the plans of 
the republic in this great work. In the 
article he gives the following history of 
the movement and its progress:

The arid empire of America is 
awakening from a long sleep. National 
irrigation has focused the attention of 
millions of people upon this region so 
long regarded as worthless. Private 
enterprise and the millions from the 
national treasury together, are waging 
successful battle with the deso­
late and trackless wastes. The trans­
continental traveler notes the widen­
ing stretches of green, the rapid growth 
of new and prosperous communitiès in 
sections he was wont to view with feel­
ings of horror.

Five years ago national sentiment 
crystalized into an appeal to congress 
to make the effort to subjugate the vast 
region which had so long stood as a 
barrier between the fertile valley of the 
Mississippi and the Pacific coast.

On June 17th, 1902, President Roose­
velt of the United States aflixed his sig-

vegetatioo as the paved streets of any 
metropolis.

This barren principality is greater 
than the empire of ancient Rome, ten 
times as large as the United Kingdom 
and equal to twenty-four countries the 
size of England. Some of this region 
will always remain in its present condi­
tion on account of the lack of available 
water supply, but there are enormous 
tracts throughout the length and 
breadth of the arid belt which will be 
made habitable and upon which com­
munities are even now developing which 
presently will return to the government 
assessable property of a thousandfold 
mote value than the money expended 
in reclamation.

This region extends from about the 
middle of the continent westerly to the 
Pacific ocean. There are no sharply 
marked lines of division between the 
humid and the arid areas, but there is 
a broad intermediate belt called the 
ago the density of population m the 
humid region began pushing the pio­
neers over the borders of the arid re­
gion, where they built their homes 
along the banks of rivers or around 
springs or other sources of water sup­
ply.

There is in Victoria to-day a de­
scendant of one of the old Haida chiefs 
from Massett, Queen Charlotte Islands.

Rightfully he 
should - be chief of a village on Prince 
of Wales Island, but he prefers minis­
tering to the spiritual and material 
needs of the Indians of Massett.

Mr. Edenshaw combines the position 
of minister (he is a lay reader in the 
Anglican church), trader, chief magis­
trate and school teacher. He is presi­
dent of the Indian council for the vil­
lage, manager of the native trading 
company. On Sunday he conducts the 
religious services and preaches to his 
people, and during the winter months 
teaches them to read and write. It 
can, therefore, be imagined that he is a 
busy man. Just now he is dow'n laying 
in the supplies for the winter.

Massett is not on the regular route 
of steamers, but there are a few set­
tlers going in there. Six families have 
just gone in to take up land, and one 
of them has located. Th£ land is low, 
some heavily timbered, but other parts 
swampy without timber. It is supposed 
that this could be drained.

For six years -the chief has had 
charge of the trading company, and 
since his father’s death he has been 
president of the village council. For 
twelve years he has been connected 
with the Anglican mission. He exer­
cises a paternal control over the village 
meeting all visitors and protecting the 
tribe from evil disposed persons. His 
education was obtained under difficul­
ties. ♦ There was no regular school in 
Massett in the days when he laid the 
foundation of his education, but by 
persistent energy he managed to learn 
to read and write and has taken every 
opportunity since that to add to his 
knowledge.

Chief Edenshaw has a large family, 
and three of them, two girls and a boy, 
are now In a boarding school at Met- 
lakatlah. The chief teaches the local 
school himself, and he fancies his own 
children are better under the direction 
of a manager.

The law provi 
cruing from the sales of public lands in 
the sixteeri arid "plates and territories, 
except five per oënt. which had pre­
viously been appropriated for public 
sthool purposes, shall be set apart as 
the reclamation fund to be expended 
under the direction of the secretary of 
the interior for the reclamation of 
lands in these states and territories. 
It seems, especially fitting that the 
money received fçom the sales of pub­
lic lands should be expended in this 
way, because nearly all government 
land in the humid regions has been sold 
and the greater part of all' that now 
remains in government ownership is 
arid.

The money thus provided is not a gift 
to the arid region, but a loan that must 
be paid by the settlers 1n not more than 
ten annual installments, without inter­
est. The government Is thus reimburs­
ed for the actual expenditures for the 
construction of irrigation systems, and 
loses in the end only the theoretical in­
terest on the money so used, 
end of the period of payment the farm-

West. Through thousands of miles of 
ditches they carried the precious waters 
over their farms, until more than 
9,000,000 acres were reclaimed, 
there came a time when private and 
corporate capital could do no more, 
and then the government came to their 
assistance.

On the passage of the Reclamation 
Act the reclamation service was organ­
ized by the secretary of the interior 
from the hydrographic branch of the 
United States geological survey, a bur­
eau which had spent more than two 
decades investigating the land and 
water resources of the arid region, and 
had readily available much valuable 
data on the subject.

In the five years during which the 
law has been in force, the little band 
of less than a dozen mon, which form­
ed the nucleus of the present organiza­
tion known as the reclamation service, 
has gathered unto itself practical men 
from all parts of the United States, un­
til It now numbers over 300 engineers 
and assistants, and includes many of 
the ablest construction and consulting 
engineers in the country.

The operations of the reclamation 
service began with a reconnaissance of 
the entire arid and semi-arid region.

The president, however, at once 
proceeded to Ottawa, appeared before 
the commission, and secured an 
joumment to Wednesday, the 23rd 
which day your delegates were all in 
attendance. They were received most 
courteously and given every opportun­
ity to elaborate the case set forth in 

express their 
of the

service generally. The commission de­
voted the whole day to hearing and 
questioning the delegation. A full re­
port was made of the evidence, and It 
will doubtless appear with the report 
of the commission, when every mem­
ber of the association will have an op­
portunity of reading it.

“The undersigned do 
that it would be proper for them to 
express any conclusions which they 
may have drawn from the conference, 
as to the probable nature and scope of 
the findings of the commission. But 
they do feel warranted in stating their 
conviction that the interest of the 
vice, both Inside and outside, will be 
safeguarded by the commissioners, who 
evinced a detailed knowledge of de­
partmental organization and a sympa­
thetic regard for the condition of the 
public employees in the west.

“The meeting of the undersigned 
with the commission, convinced them 
that the association acted wisely in 
providing for the sending of delegates 
to Ottawa when it was found Impos­
sible for the commission to visit the 
west.

“The undersigned may add that the 
commission met all the expenses of the 
delegation.”
