Peter McLennan, who was road fore-
man in the Cobble Hill district some two
years ago, and was removed from that
position by the department, has written
to the Colonist complaining of his treat
ment.

5. How much money have I received
for running hither and thither seeking
something to do? If any, state time, oc-
casion, and purpase. . A R

6. Have 1 wasted money through in-.
competency, in having the same roads
surveyed, me-surveyed, re-re-surveyed,
ete., partly constructed, and then aban-
donea: If so, when, where, and how
much?

7. Have I wasted money (of my own
choice) in building small pieces of road,
that begin nowhere and end nowhere?
If so, where? when? and how much?

It is plain that while Mr, McLennan
holds himself guiltless of the offences
whichheenumerates in these questions e
knows that such offences have been com
mitted by somebody else. -Money has
been squandered on poor road and bridge
work, on useless surveys and re-surveys.
on pieces of road constructed and then
abandoned. Men—voters on the govern-
ment side—have been paid for “running
hither and thither seeking something to
do,” and for work that was most notor-
ionsly seamped. Testimony.to this ef-
fect has come more than'onee fromr antk
government sources, but here is one 09
the government’'s own oﬁicers; exposing
the scandalous state of affairs. It  is
quite likely that Mr. McLennan. was
“‘transferted’”’ from the Cobble Hill dis-
trict because he was not a pliant enough
tool for the ‘business. In any other
province scandalous work of this charac-
ter would be taken up and exposed by
the public accounts committee of the
legislature, but here that body is an
eminently useless one which does not
pretend to discharge the very first func-
tion supposed to belong to it; namely, in-
quiring into the public expenditures. And
80 .he government is free to con:inue its
sysiem of pillage and corruption practi

THE ISSUE.

“T'he importance of this piece of rail
way is such that it may commend itself
to the federal government for immediate
consideration. For some meason bext
known to themselves, and which, we be-
lieve, we could very closely guess, a cer-
tain noisy but uninfluential clique in Vie-
toria are opposing this. They would
rather that the railway never should b-

RAILWAY BELT )IINERALS.

be the property of the purchaser or lo-
cator of a mineral claim; that the period
for prospecting the claim is to be extend-
ed from 10 days to one month, and if
further extension of time is necessary
it will be granted. So far as chargingI
interest on deferred payments on land ,
purchases was concerned, that too will
be arranged for in the most liberal man-
ner. ‘My policy hereafter,” said Mr.
Dunsmuir, ‘is to be such a one as will !
meet as far as posgible the wishes of |
those desiring to take up land for either
seftlement -or mining purposes, and I
feel certain that all will concede tHat
the course to be adopted will be accept-
able, and be such as will induce settle-
ment on the island lands, much of
which are all that can be ‘desired for
either agricultural, fruit raising, lumber-
ing or mining pursuits.’”

SASKATCHEWAN GOLD.

{'Miners “Want Ohanges Made in the
Regulations:

Ottawa, July 5.—The gold resources
of Canada are very much greater than
anything at present known, according to
the statements of Mr, Isaac Cowie,
president of the board of trade of Hd-
monton, . Northwest Territories, who is
.at present in Ottawa conferring with the
© minister.'of the interior in regard to'“the
}re‘gulntions governing placer mining on
I"the, North Saskatchewan. Mr. Cowie,
who is a practical man and has spent
80 years of his: life in the :Northwest,
declares that there is”to 'the east of the
Rocky ‘Mountaing \dn  auriferous region

west of the Rockies.” "here is, he says,
an immense drift depesit; through which
gold is diffused in varying quantities,
underlying the westel}h portion of the
Alperta and Athabasca from the South
‘Saskatchewan and north ‘to the Liard
rivers, It"is only ini'the valley of the
rivers that washing for gold has been
practised. - Though a few miners keep
steadily at work on the Peace river and
a larger numberion the Arthabasca and
Macleod rivers, the North Saskatchewan
for 100 miles above and 200 miles be-
low Edmonton is the field which engages
the largest number of men. About 300
men find employment on the Saskatche-
wan, and in 1896 they are known-*to
have sold more than $50,000 in gold at
the banks beSides what was sent out
through other channels. This year the.
harvest will be larger, owing to the
freshet, which, when its recedes, will
leave gold on the bars. It is.found after
a yielding bar or-beach has been worked
out at low water and ‘the water has
risen and fallen again that this bar will
again contain gold in paying quantities.
Unfortunately this species of mining
can be carried on only during the sum-

then only at low stages of water on the
river. The methods used on the North
Saskatchewan for the extraction of gold
from the 'gravel are primitive, consist-
ing of a pick and whovel and a “grizely,”
gnd it has been recently discovéered tha

in "this process B0 per cent. of the gold
is lost. In othér'swords, the coarse gravel
which“is ‘worth $2.50 per ton, only yields
to the’ miner 25 cents a ton, and ‘on the
average, therefore, the placer' miner on
the Saskatchewan only makes about $2
g~ day. If, therefore, the problem of
saving all the precious metal was solved
the yield would giye the miner $20 a
day, less- ‘additional expense of an im-

The gold is so very. fine that the expres-
sion “flour gold” has been applied to it.
At present:the ‘miner- makes one wash-
ing, and what.he' throws away contains
90 per cent. and what he saves only 10
per. cent.. of the metal. If, said, Mr,
Cowie, we could- save a portion only
of what we now lose we would give
employment through the winter, and the
result would be that the free farms to
be had in that country could be cultivat-
ed by the -miner, who +would make
enough money in gold mining to ‘enable
them to pursue farping with profit. A
free farm is pf little use to a man with
empty pockets, and from this point »of
view this placer minirig on the North-
west ‘rivers may ‘become a valuable

veloping of that country, the gains from
the mining not being enongh to attract
any large number from outside. A eal-
culation has heen made by a proféssional
man of the value of the gold on the
North Saskatchewan river, 300 miles in
| éxtent.. .his ealculation gives the result
“df $500,000,000° on the flats of the river
alone, not counting the benches or ter-
races on the. sides which contain pay
dirt. . Under existing circumstances the
benches are not worked.. This calcula-
tion is based upon a total value per acre
of $43,260. - An estimate made of the
expenses and returns of mining on a flat
‘adjoining the river shows a prefit to the
miner of $70 a day. This would be under
nmore favorable -circumstances than at
present exist and on the basis of ex-
tracting all the gold from the gravel
After the miner, by the local process, has
extracted all the gold he can he throws
away a concentrate which is called black
sand,’ which has been tested and as-
¢értained to be worth = $260 per ton.
Practically the whole of the gold may
be extracted from the black sand by the
cyanide process. No attempt has been
made to attack the bars underneath the
flats or the terraces of the valley by
steam or hydraulic power. As a result
of unsuccessful experiments a local type
of small dredge has been evolved, and
two American firms have each buiit
dredges of twenty-five horse power,
capable of lifting a.ton per minute. Mzr.
Cowie believes that there is a big thing
in it"fer a ‘capitalist who. would put on
a dfedge eosting from $10,000 to $15,000
and a cyanide plant for extracting the
gold. He believes that placer mining is
the most profitable and easiest of all
forms of minipg, and places it ahead of
quartz mining. A large and valuable
placer gold field exists in the region of
which Edmonton is the centre, but it
has ™ attracted very little attention out-
side, Mr. Cowie said, and not a great
deal inside the district. Regulations
were recently promulgated by order-in-
council governing placer mining, and on=
of the purposes of Mr. Cowie’s visit to
Ottawa is to have these amended in
some respects.

: The salmon pack of 601,579 ¢asves dur-
ing 1896 was the largest on 1vcond; 2
ver; satisfactory result when it is con-
sidered that last year was what is known
as an ‘“off season,” om account of the !
smaller number of fish entering the tiy- |
€rs. The increase in the pack was partly
due to new canneries, but there is nj
doubt that the hatchery on the Fraser 3:
river also contribured towards it.

The importance of establishing hatch-
eries on the Skeena and Naas rivers and
at Rivers Inlet, and' additional ones on:
the Praser river, was brought to the no-
tice of the Dominion government, and
it was understool that the w.rk would
be cemmenced last year and continued
systematically.

dian waters. 'This matter has been
brought to-the nmetiee of the Dominion
government, but the steps taken have not,
-yet had any appreeiable effect.

The report of the Dominion gevern-
ment commercial agent to Mexice and
vountries to the south will be looked for
with much interest, as it is believed that
markets for large quantities of low pric-
ed fish will be fonnd there.

l'A "Mile 8wim Out in the Ocean to Sayve
a Drowning Man.

! Rockaway Beach, N. Y., July 8.—One
of the most heroic rescues that ever took
place along this beach occurred when
Captain McEnroe, of the volunteer life-
saving corps. swam ‘a mile out to sea
‘Jy‘nnd returned bearing the unconscious
form of Michael Collins, who had been

too venfuresome.

The rescue was witnessed by more
than 3,000 persons, who cheered Capt.
McEnroe heartily for his display -of
strength and courage, as exhausted by
his efforts he lay unconscious on the
sands.

Colling, who ‘lives at 160 West Forty-
third street, New York, swam out half
ia mile and was caught by the under-
tow and drown still farther out. - His
vells for help were heard by Captain
McEnroe. There was no time to launch
the boat if the man was to be saved,
so McEnroe plunged into the water, and
with skilled strokes, swam swiftly to-
ward the drowning man.

Such ‘was the distance that rescuer
and Tescued were tmere black specks’ to
I'those on shore.

MR. CARLYLE'S TOUR.

Examination of the Vernon, Fairview
and Kettle River Districts. ;

Rossland Miner: W. A. Carlyle. pro-
vincial mineralogist, who arrived Mon-
day afternoon, has given the Miner a
resume of his field work since he. left
Vietoria last May.

“I first. went to Vernon,” he said,
“and remained there a week. - There is
quite a lot of quartz in that 'country,
and they have got some good assays,
‘but it is too early to tell munch about
it .

« #From. Vernon ‘I went ‘to  Fairview,
where .I spent ten days..

Joe Dandy,
Strathyre group and the nronrrties of the
Smneeler, Tio -Horn apd Fairview Con-
solidated companies. The Tin Horn is
building a mill of eizght batteries of two

Ottawa, Ont., July 10.—The expendi-
ture and revenue statement for the year
ending June 30 is gazetted to-day. It
is very satisfactory indeed. The revenue
shows:the large increase ‘of $1,213,000,
and ‘the expenditures an” increase of
about $68,000.. Expenditures are not all
in yet, but when they are there will pro-
bably be a small surplus, though it is
possible there may be a small deficit.

The net debt is $254,581,000, an in-
crease during the year of §4,156,000.

My sole mission is to lpok thor-
oughly" over-the country, and; after I
have been able to form an opinion that
will be satisfactory, to myself at least,
I shall: return to London and'make my
report o the directors of t!;e{romnany.
I shall imake* Victoria- my headquarters
but shdll spend .the next fews weeks in
the ‘$ldcan: district. . .I am pugprised to
learn that bmsiness is dull heré; Before
I left Afrida for ‘monfhs every letter
and paper arriving contained much about
the gold fields in British Columbia. I
know hundreds of first class mining men
who have sold out their interests 'n
Africa and are preparing to come out:
here this summer. We have heard the
most wenderful stories: of how quickiy
fortunes have been made upon small
capital in Rossland. One reason you
will find your camps crowded this sea-
son by Englishmen is that the field is
practically closed in South Africa to the
mining man of limited capital. Every-
thing - there is already in the hands of
great, powerful corporations, who de-
mand a percentage from all weaker con-
cerns. Thousavnds of men who have
made from $10,000 to $50,000 in Africa
are on their way to British Columbia, ex-
pecting to invest and douple their money
within a few years. It will be folly for |
the present holders tp attempt to palm
off wildcats on these men. Most of them
are experienced, and while they are wil-
ling to pay. a-fair price for a good
property, -thev  have learned to avoid
everything doubtful.
