Excelsior and Unity Lodges being in session, the Grand Master and
Officers and Members of the Grand Lodge were introduced and receiv-
ed with the honors, and tendered by the N. G. of Excelsior Lodge
with the free use of the Lodge Room for the purposes of the Session,
in a short address replied to by Grand Master Barr, on behalf of the
Grand Lodge. Bro. T. Lawless, P. G., of Excelsior Lodge then read
the following very eloquent address of welcome to the Grand Lodge :

Most Worthy Grand Master, Right Worthy Grand Officers and Members
of the Right Worthy Grand Lodge of Ontario.

BrerHREN, —It is with feelings of pride and pleasure that I, in be-
half of Excelsior Lodge No. 44, and Snity Lodge No. 47, welcomeyou
to our city and our Lodge Room. When last it was the duty and
privilege of the ¢ Brethren of our friendly Order” in the *“ Ambitious
City” to welcome your Right Worthy Grand Body among them, Odd
Fellowship in Hamilton was but in its infancy—a mere sapling, as it
were, contending for an existerice against the elements of the social
and moral atmosphere in which it grew. In the four years which
haye elapsed since that time, it has grown beyond the most sanguine
expectations of even its best friends, and to-day, instead of extending
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to you the hand of a single weak Lodge, it is my privilege to stretch

forth on behalf of two active and growing ones, the strong right arm

of Brotherly Love, and grasp your hand with the grip of Friendship

true. While congratulating ourselves upon the success which has

attended the career of Odd Fellowship in this city, we feel that we

ghould alsq congratulate your Right Worthy Grand Body tpon the

marked progress made in the numerical ‘and financial strength of our
beloved Order in this jurisdiction, as well as upon its establishment
and extension in other jurisdictions within the boundaries of that
great, glorious old Empire upon which the sun NEVER sets, and of |
Which our Province is a portion. Tt is scarcely a year ago since the
glad tidings were heraldeé) throughout the land that the Ancient Inde-
pendent Order of Odd Fellows in ‘Australia had, en masse, adopted our
work, and joined hands with us in the great mission of human meliora- |
tion ; and now, within the past three months the news is wafted to n.qfi
over the broad bogom of the Pacific, that the distant colony of New ||
Zealand has added another link to the golden chain of I"riendship,l
Tove and Truth, which is destined to bind into one great Universal
Brotherhood * all nations of men that dwell upon the face of the
earth,” by the organization, on the 11th of March last of a Grand
Lodge in that Province. Casting our eyes up and down the broad.ex-
panse of the British Empire, resting them here and there upon Lodges
of our beloved Order, witnessing the unparalleled success which is-at-
tending its labors, and the growing desire for a closer bond of union
manifested by the other branches of the 0dd Fellow family, gives rise
to the lovely “vision—yea, bids us hope that the day is not far distant
when an Odd Fellows’ card, no matter where issued, will be a sure
passport for its owner into every 0dd Fellows’ Lodge beneath the
broad canopy of Heaven—when there shall be but one name by which
we shall be known, and that name—Odd Fellow.

Tt is but a few months since we celebrated the semi-centenary of the
introduction of Odd Fellowship to the continent of America—since the
jubilee song of our Order was wafted o’er hill and dale, from every
quarter of North America, and even from the far-off islands of the sea.

The necessity for correctness in this respect is
very apparent, as upon it depepds the reliability of our return to
Grand Lodge U. S. ~ As a partial\remedy for this evil, I wonld suggest
that the form of semi-annual returk be bound and furnished to Liodges
at cost, and that it be part of the D! D. G. M. duty to see that the re-
turn is copied into this hook before the Officers are installed or the |
P. W. given. But two Lodges report orphans in their charge, while
a number oft Liodges have two or more widows, some of whom hay
oaphans. The whole amount paid for their relief is charged as paid
for relief of widowed families, instead of a certain sum for widows,
and a certain sum for support of and educating orphans. I beg to
call the attention of the Grand Lodge to these matters.

The arguments in favor of the change soem to be, First, that the actual
jurisdiction of the Grand Lodge having already oxtended beybnd the
territorial limits of the United States, embracing the dominion ofjCana-
da and the British Provinces ; while further extension whereby the
continent of Australia is to be annexed, is already provided fbr, its
name should be such as will properly represent tho full extent of its
legislative and judicial authority, and the unlimited agency it proposes
to exercise in the promulgation of the great principles of the Order.
Second.— That  prejudices in the minds of worthy and intelligent
citizens of other countrics existing because of the limited territorialand
political character of the present name, will bo removed, and the in-
crease of membership and the extension of our influence greatly faci-
litated.

However advisable, for theso considerations, a change of name of
this Grand Body at the proper time may be, your Committee do not
see in them any urgent, present necessity for the change proposcd ; and
we therefore do not deem it expedient to suggest any change to take
effect at a very carly date. ‘ [}

In considering the subject with all the arguments beforc us plausi-
ble, as they do in truth appear, wo cannot loosoe sight of the fact that
the Order as heretofore established outside of the territorial limits of
i[the United States has not always maintained a successful existenco,
While it is true, that the Lodges in Ontario, or Canada West, have
continued their work successfully for the last thirteen or fourteen
years, ib is equally true that prior to 1855 they had almost becomo
oxtinet. And if the Order in the Lower Provinco is now in an im-
proved condilion, we are induced to think it is fairly to be attributed
in part at least, to the labors of the Special Commissioner whom the
Grand Lodge found it necessary within the last two years to send to
{that jurisdiction.

What the result of the enterprise in Australia will be romains to be
ascertained.  Prudence would, therefore, seem to forbid any inconsid-
erato or hasty action at this time. If the previous want of stability in
Lodges heretoforo instituted in any other country has been in any
manner attributable to the limited territorial and political character of
thename of this Grand Body, and a change therein will aid the Brother-,
hood in these outside jurisdictions in filling up their Lodges and ex-
tending their operatfons and influence, the assurance that at some
future time when the condition of the Order in those jurisdictions shall
be of so permanent a charactor ag to Justify it, and the Grand Lodge
can without too heavy an expenditure of means make the necessary
provision for it—the change shall take place—ought, in the judgment
of the Committce, to be gatisfactory to those who dosire the change
proposed.

The information received by the Committee leads them to the con-

Another reason for delay is the necessity for a change in the corpo- :

In view of all these considerations, your Committec have deemed
