LAKE SUPERIOR AND RAINFALL.

Lake Superior appears to exercise a
greater effect upon the annual amount
of percipitation of rain and snow near
its shores than other of the Great
Lakes. The average precipitation in a
year is about eight inches greater on
the southern than on the northern side
of Lake Superior. Lakes Erie and On-
tario also show more precipitation on
their southern than on their northern
shores, but the difference is only
three inches annually. In the case of
Lakes Huron and Michigan, it is the
eastern shores as compared with the
western which get the largest precip-

itation, but the difference is not
great. e

SCIENCE AND LABOR.

New Callings Clalm the work of the Men
Displaced by Modern Machinery.

It certainly seems at first sight to
be an economic danger this ®ducat-
ing of the laboring man and woman to
be far too good for laborer’s work,
says the Nineteenth Century. Let
us cast our thoughts, however, over
a wider horizon, and see how the de-
cades that bring the peril are also
bringing the remedy. Science is
steadily sweeping away all those hum-
blest classes of employment. Hardly
any man has now to toil ap ladders
with the hod of bricks upon his shoul-
der. The donkey engine does the
purely animal part of the work. The
reaper is replaced by the machine and
the ploughman is fast receding as the
steam plough makes its appearance.
We rarely see long lines of men, laden
wita coal bags, running up planks as
in the olden days. The need of men to
do the work of horses is steadily di-
minishing.

It is true that science has by no
means conquered the whole domain.
There is still much scrubbing of floors
to be done by men and women on
bended knees; and coal is still hewn
out with pick and axe and the use of
muscle, with but little use of brains.
And yet, even in omur fertile country,
science never works by revolution but
only by progress. One domain after
another has gone. Where are now
the armies of water ' carriers, and
chair porters, and night men and saw-
yers whom our grandfathers used to
require ! Imagine, if ships had still to
be moved by galley rowers what mil-
lions would be doomed to

A BEAST-LIKE TOIL.

Some parts of the big domalns of un-
reflected labor will long be left un-
touched, but the progress is going for-
ward, and it is clear that while edu-
cation is rendering the iower classes
unfit for the humblest sorts of occupa-
tions, science is steadily sweeping
away these occupationa. It would be
too much to hope that these processes
should be at all times strictly pro-
portioned to one another. But in the
general drift of things they are com-
pensatory, and if we only give to
science a reasonable time it will leave
us none of that labor to be done which
requires an uneducated laborer.

Then comes the uneasy question as
to what is to become of the classes
thus deprived of occupation. The
working classes themselves often
curse the progress of invention, and
are tempted to look upon it as mo
friend to their welfare. There are
now. it is true, no longer any machine-
breaking frenzies; but the difficulty
often arises in an acute, though sil-
ent, suffering. Unfortunately so-
ciety has always to travel to perman-
ent good through tramsitory ills. When
an army of compositors is dismissed
because some one has invented a ma-
chine there is excuse -for some bitter-
ness of feeling. And yet there was a
time when a whole army of manu-
script book copiers had to give way
before the advent of the comjpositor.

But the (ifficulty is always evane-
scent, for here, too, there are com-
pensating influences at work. For if
science is abolishing occupations at
the lower end of the scale, she is creat-
ing new omes at the top. Think if
the hundreds of thousands of men who
in England are now employed in call-
ings that had no existence sixty years
ago; the telegraphers, and phono-
graphers, and machinists of a hundred
kinds. In the last decade or two,
what an army of skilled men have
been demanded by the invention of the
bicycle, for telephone and elestric
light! As compared with the begin-
ning of the century, think of the long
array of marine and locomotive en-
gineers, the chemists, the journalists,
the draughtsmen, the teachers, the
postmen, railway porters and tram
conductors. 'What a multitude of
callings are there which are either
new or else newly stocked, so that,
while the population has quadrupled,
their ranks have been multiplied a
bundredfold. But it i3 the entirely

NEW EMPLOYMENTS
that strike the mind most forcibly,
and any one who runs his eye down a
census of the occupations of the peo-
ple will satisfy bimself that in Kng-
land of the present day one-fifth
part of the adult male population find
their livelihood in callings that had
no existence when the century began.

Thus while science takes away with
one hand it liberally ‘bestows with the
other; but what it takes away are the
low class occupations, and what it
gives are the high class ones, demand-
ing intelligemce and cultivating it.
The general tendency is therefore,
bumanizing.

But, of course, it never happens that
the coalheaver, when thrown out of
work by the introduction of a steam
crane, can go away and get a place in
one of the newly created superior call-
ings. He is not such a fool as to
waste his time in applying for an
opepung as an electrical engineer,
But there is a gradual creeping up
that is always taking place. And yet
the transfer is much less effected by
the promotion of individuals than by
promotion of generations. No doubt
it sometimes bappens that the intelli-
gent plumber steps into the new open-
ing for am electrical engineer, and
leaves a gap which some one of an in-
ferior calling steps into, the gaps be-
ing filled in succession until perhaps
the riveter, thrown out of work by the
introduction of hydraulic machinery,
finds a vacancy at last and steps into
it. But it more frequently bappens
that the plumber educates his son to
be an electrical engineer, and the
carter apiprentices his boy to the
plumber, and the dock laborer sees his
young folk aspiring to be carters.

Thus the general drift of the whole
social scale is steadily mpward in pro-
portion as science provides intelligent
occupations at the upper end and ab-
olishes those that are more or less
brutelike at the lower, and 8o human-
ity as a whole is the gainer. There
is, therefore, no reason to feel uneasy
at a prospect of overeducation.

————
ORIGIN OF FASHIONS.

Not a few famous fashions owe their
origin to the endeavor to conceal de-
formity of some leader of society.
Patches wexe invented in England in
the reign of Edward VI. by a foreign
lady, who covered a wen on her neck.
Full bottomed wigs were invented by
a, barber to conceal an unnatural pro-
tuberance on the shoulder of a Dau-
phin. Charles VII. of France intro-
duced long coats to hide his ill-made
legs. Shoes with very long points, ful-
ly two feet in length, were invented
by Henry Plantagenet, Duke of An-
jou, to conceal a large excrescence on
one of his feet. When Francis I. of
France, was obliged to wear his hair
short, owing to a wound in his head,
short hair became the fashion of the
court.

No receptacle has ever been made
with sufficient strength to resist the
bursting power of frozen water.

There are games and games. There
is the romping game and the, game
which can be played with more decor-
um at a table. Of course, there in no
doubt which sort the youngsters pre-
fer; but some allowance must occa-
sionally be made for the dignity and
tendency to get breathiess on the part
of the stout elders. Some games need
special appliances, others require no-
thing at alil.

How, When and Where 18 a good
game, not too noisy, in which all can
take part. Ome of the players leaves
the room to guess, all the others re-
main to decide on a word to be guess-
ed. A word must be selected with
several meanings. “Bow” is a good
word—the same sound stands for a
beau, a bow to shoot with, a bow of
ribbon. Only substantives are permit-
ted, and no proper names. The guess-
er returns to the room, and goes three
times round the circle of players, ask-
ing: 1, “How do you like it?’ 2,
“When do you like it?* 8, ‘“Where
do youw like it?” Of course, the play-
ers give him most coantradictory re-
plies, aa people like a beau in a very
different place from a bow! and arrows;
they like him also of a far different
quality. The player whose too signi-
ficant reply leads to the word being
guessed has to become guesser in
tarn.

Word games are really interesting,
but some are beyond the younger
children. For some of the games only
pencil and paper are required; for
others a collection of alphabetical let-
ters, each on a square of pasteboard,
must be made or bought, they can be
got from all large toy merchants. For
word games, as a rule, the players di-
vide in two parts.

In the Three Letter Game each side
gives the other a word to guess. Three
letters taken out of the selected word
are given to the guessers, and care
must be taken to give such a combin-
ation as few words contain. ‘‘Geran-
ium” ia a good word—niu being given
to the guessers. Now very few Eng-

lish words, no proper names nor Latin
scientific words being permitted, have
the letters niu in succession. If the
guessers find another word, however,
they count as if they had guessed the
real word—that is, the successful side
counts as many marks as there are
letters in the guessed word. Then
the opposite side, if sure of their word,
cau give the same combination again.
Guessers can purchase a letter to help
them, the opposite side counting one
for every letter bought. Hyphened
words are permitted —like mouse-trap,
oil-can, in fact letters on the verge of
hyphens mak8, as a rule, the best se-
quences of three letters.

Word Making and Word Taking re-
quires pasteboard letters. Each play-
er commences with three, and spreads
them before him, face upwards. If
his letters make a word ne must quick-
ly pronoance it, or the opposite side
willdoit and take his word for him.
Then each player in tarn draws a let-
ter and lays it by his others. The add-
ed letter generally makes another
word. For instance, he who had
“cart,” if he draws ant can make
“craft” of it.  Plurals do not count.
If an 8 is drawn it cannot be allowed
to turn craft into crafts, though it

Dumb Crambo 18 a game wnich never |
!{ula to give enjoyment. The players
divide into two partiee. Half remain
in the room to choose a word, the oth-
er ha'f go out of the room. Say that
the word chosen is ““rain.” One of the
choosers opens the door and calls to
guessers. “It rhymes with ‘pain.'”
Then the guessers outside arrange a
pantomime. They come in and act a
sort of speechless comedy, beating one
of their number for “‘cane.” This be-
ing wrong, their panlomime is hissed
and they have to retire to think out
another. When they act the right
word they are clapped, and the other
side goes out to become actors instead
of audience in their turn. This game
gives great scope to the native in-
genuity of the playera.

The Thimble.—This is a quiet game;
all the persons who join in it, except
one, are sent out of the room, and dur-
ing their absence a thimble is placed
in some position where it 1s visible
without being prominent. The search-
ers then come in altogether and pro-
oeed to look for the thimble. When a
player spies it he must say nothing,
and give no sign, but quietly sit down;
those who fail to see it after a good
search pay a forfeit. Any small ar-
ticle can be used if a thimhble is not
forthcoming.

Proverbs.—One player leaves the
room to act as guesser, while the oth-
ers remain to choose a proverb and
divide the words between them. The
guesser returns and asks each player
in turn some trivial question. In his
or her answers the player must intro-
duce the word of the proverb entrust-
ed to hum or her. Some words are very
difficult to introduce, owing to the
antiquated style of many proverbs.
Another way to play proverbs 18 to
shout them out simultaneously, but
the choice of proverbs is restricted by
requiring as many players as there are
words.

WOMEN IN MEDICINE.

Twenty-five years ago there were
500 lady doctors in practice in the
States; to-day there are 4,500—one in
15,000 of the population. Among these
are a few distinguished homoeopath-
ists, physicians, and surgeons, profes-
sors in medical schools, oculists, and
electro-therapeutists, the great ma-
jority being ordinary doctors. The
first lady doctor in the world was an
American woman, Miss Elizabeth
Blackwell, who was enrolled as a phy-
sician in the Medical Register of Janu-
ary 1, 1849. One of America’s most not-
ed lady doctors, Marie E. Zakrzewska,
was a native of Berlin, but she had
to leave the German capital in conse-
quence of the strong prejudice arous-
ed against her. That was many years
ago, and the lady doctor is mow tol-
erated even on the continent. Even the
Far East has its lady doctors, the best
known among them being a Chinese
lady, Dr. Hu King Eng, first physi-
cian to the household of Li Hung
Chang. Dr. Eng is a Christian, and
comes of a wealthy family. She took
her degree in the United States, and
is now in charge of an hospital at Foo
Chow. As to the earnings of the lady
doctor, they vary, of course, very
largely. There are women who count
their income in thousands, and one
lady practising in the West End of
London earns $20,000 a year. Miss An-
nie Romberger of Philadelphia, has a

“‘The enemy made a determined attack
on Thursday, Nov. 9. Apparently

ALL THE BOER FORCES PARTICIPATED.
Their artillery opened at 4 a.m., pouring
in shells thick and fast upon the British
positions, althongh with no great effest.
They sdopted the unusual tacties of ad-
vancing under cover of their guns to posi-
tious on the ridges and kopjes adjacent
to those occupied by the British troops on
the:left-of eur camp.

B BEATEN BACK.
¢ “Continning their advance,
arept up,

the Boers
using every availahle bit of
cover. Our infantry opened with a
steady, warm and accurate Sre, which
beat back the enemy, notwithstarding a
display of tenacity of purpose equal to
their desperate stands on previous. ecca.
sions. The Boer attack was most elaborate
on all sides of the town.

““The main attack, however, was made
bstween the Free Stale and Newcastle
railway lines, by a column composed
chiefly of ~-Johanuesburg volunteers. A
brigade of the King’s Royal Rifle Corps
made a splendid defense. The Boers were
repulsed but soon rallied and returned o
the attack.

AGAIN THE BRITISH FIRE,
which was very hot, forced them to retire.
They had made a deep trench in front of
the British lines and while withdrswing
for their horses, they left it unguarded,
whereupon the King's Rifles, advancing
at double quick, occupied the trench.
; A BOBR SURPRISE.

This smart movement was nut seen by
the enemy, who soon returned with the
horses. Carefully reserviug their fire, the

“The Boers then advauced in force,with
a view of repairing tho mortar, but our
artillery shelled and scattered them right
and left. Fighting was all over at1l
v'clock.

“Pcromptly at noon,Gen. White ordered
a ea'u e of 21 gans in honor of the birth-
day of tha Prince of Wales. Asthe
caunon boomed, cheer after cheer rang
out from the troops, and a scene of en-
thusiasm, prohably without parallel in
history, followed.

ANOTHER SCATTERING !

‘At Cemsar’s Camp, which protects the
town on the southwest, the Manchester
regiment hell the position.

SHARP AND CLOSE WORK.

luteresting details are arriviog at Cape
Town from the Orauge River relating to
the fighting at Belmont, showing that
when Col. Keith-Falconer was shot
through the breast he was just going to
the assistance of wounded Lt. Bevan.

Lt. Brooke of the Lancers had a mar-
velous escape. He was some distance
ahead of his troopers and had dismounted
to sketch the Boer position, when 30
Boers opened fire.  The firat bullet
passed under his lag. As he mounted
the second riddled his helmet, and the
third killed his horse. Lieut. Broeke
thereupon started to run, hotly pursued
by the Boers, who were mounted, and
would certainly have captured and killed
him but for an intervening wire fence.
The bullets fell thick around thelieutenant
a8 he climbed this fence ; but he escaped
anscathed.

A SERIOUS MISHAP.

Esrc ourt, Natar, Nov. 16, Wednes-
day.—An armored train, having on board
a half company of the Durban volunteers
and a half company of the Dublin Fusi-
liers, steamed to Chiveley early this
morning. On its retarn it was shelled by
artillery of the Boers, placed in four
positions. Twe trucks in front of the en-
gine left the rails, toppling over. While
the train was thus helpless, the Durbans
and Dabline faced the Boers in skirmish-
ing order, and the Buers poured shot and
shell into the crippled train. The derail-
od wagons were with great difficulty re-

moved, and the line was cleared, when the
engine and tender steamed back.

Dauring this juncture Lievt. Winston
Churchill of the 4th Hussars, newspaper
correspondent of the London Morning
Post and New York World, and grandson
of the late Liaonard Jerome of New York,
displayed mucl courage, as also did the
driver and firemen. It is feared the
Durbans aud Dublins fared badly. A
Red Cross party has gone out.

Esroourt, Nov. 17.—Ia the armored
train disaster Copgland of the Darbans
was crushed tv death by a derailed truck.
Godfrey, a plate-layer, was shot through
the head but is doing well. Lieut. Alox-
ander had an exciting experience. A
Fusilier who had been struck in the
arm by a shell wbich shattered the limb
swung round and hit Alexander in the
neck, almost smothering him with blood.
The shell burst in froat of the Lieutenant
on a level with his face and he ‘staggered,
blinded for a moment. The nextinstant
he saw his comrade lying dead at his feet
while he himself was unharmed.

CHURCHILL'S PLUCKY CONDUCT.

LoxpoN, Nov. 17.—The Daily Mail,

London Daily Mail, who sends-the follow-
ing :— ;

“Our ‘men oravely responded; but the
seven-pounder on the train was 3peedi|}
put out of action by the enemy’s bigger
guns firing at close range. Our wen used
their rifles to good effect, but were oppos-
ed by an overwhelming force aud a fefr-
ful tire,

“‘The officers showed splendid coolpiéss
and were magnificently seconded by
Lieutenant Churchiil. £

“When the trucks were overturned
Churchill rallied his party again "and
agaio, crying, ‘Be men,’ at the same time
fearlessly expusing himself to the heavy
fire,

‘‘As the men set to work to move the
disabled trucks and cat. adrift the engine,
on wliich the wounded had been pil'ed, he
took a 1ifle and waited on the. retiring
paity, 80 as to cover the others’ escape.
He ia reported to be a prisoner, bgt there
is reason to hope that a number of our
men have escaped over the weldt, and
possibly Churchill is among them.

“‘His bravery is the theme and * admir-
ation of the entire camp. here. |
“It is learned the aflair wag sousewhat,
in the nature of a surprise, ’:Ithq'ugh the
military authorities were ws_;ned that the
rails were likely to be tampered "w&ith'by
the disloyal Dutch, e g \ 3

““The exact scene of the’ dissster ' was
near the monument erected to the Dutch
murdered by the Zulus under Dingaan
SiXty years ago.

*“An ambulance train was sent out
from here, but it returned with only one
wounded man aboard, belonging to the
Imperial Light Horse, and wounded in
the later skirmish hetween that corps and
the enemy.

““The doctor on the train rode to the
Boer lines and was courteonsly informed
that the wounded eould not be remuved
until permission was obtained from Gen-
eral Joubert.

“No information has beea obtained
about Churchill. We have about 100
men wounded or missing, but wmany of
these should come back in a day or so.
The Boers numbered several hundveds,”

CHURCHILL AT PRETORIA.

PRETORIA, Saturday, Nov. 18 (by way
of Lorenzo Murquaes, Nov. 19.)—At noon
to-day 56 British prisoners, including
men of the Royal Dublin Fusiliers and
seve:al blue jackets, arrived here. There
wece large crowds at the railway station,
but no demonstration was made. Mr.
Winston Churchill, who is wounded in
the hand, was taken to the Model School,
while the rank and file are being sent to
the race track. One spy was lodged in
jail. The wounded have beea treated at
Colenso.

The Boer version of the conflict in
which these prisoners were taken says
that two Britith weie killed and ten
wounded,

LoxnpoN, Nov. 19.—The first definite
news regarding the fate of Mr. Winston
Churchill was conveyed .to his mother
this evening by a report of the Associa-
ted Prees. The fact that his wound is
not necessarily dangerous, and that he
is al.ve in Pretoria, caused her the great-
est gratification, as she had been hitherto
without the least intimnation of his where-
abouts.

Northumberland sultural
Soclety’s Annual Meeting.

Northumberland Agricultural Society, No.
9, held its annual meeting on Thursday last
at the Canada House,

There was a meeting of the Board of Direc-
tors at 10 a.m, which was well attended.
The president, Geo. P, Searle, Eaq., was in
the chair. At this meeting » report waa
made by a special committee,composed of the
president, Geo. P. Searle; the secretary,
D. G. Smith and Messrs. Alex. Robinson and

Geo, E. Fisher, who had been appointed at’s-

meeting held a few weeks ago to make en-
juiries in reference to lands available for a
site for an exhibition building and grounds
and a half mile track for horse exhibite and
racing in connection with exhibitions.

Several areas that were suitable, in them-
selves, were reported upon, and it was re.
gretted that the land at the Station Farm
which would be very convenient was not
available at a price within the means of the
promoters. %

The site next in favor is that consisting of
a part of the Lobban property, together
with a lot of five acres, which belonged to
the same property originally, but which is
now owned by Judge Wilkinson and may
be had at a fair valuation.

Exclusive of the land, the committee esti-
mated that it would cost nearly $3,000 to
put up a suitsble Exhibition Building, aad
$2,000 more to make a track, including
gradiong, fencing, grand and judges’ stands,
stables, etc.—in all, $5,000.

The committee’s report was received and
discussed at considerable length, those who
spoke addressing themselves ohisfly to the
sabject of ways and means.

It was shown that the Society has about
$250 available and a minimum vet income of
say $175 a year; the Bicycle Club, it was
stated, would contribute about $100 asa
bonus or 1n stuck, and several gentlemen
present signified their readiness to subscribe
stock in the undertaking.

A motion was passed recommending the
proposition o establish an agricultaral
building and track at Chatham to the favor-
able ideration of the i g Board of
Directors and the Miramichi publio gener-
ally, and the meeting adjourned.

The subject of the proposed Exzhibition
building and track was taken up,and several
propositions were_advanced and discussed
with the view of devising the best means of
carrying the project to a successful issue,

The agricuftural policy of the locsl govern-
ment was spoken of approviugly and the fact
that it had, years ago, built the St. John
exhibition building, which was subsequently
handed over to the Exhibition Association,
was cited as one reason why the claims, in
thé same line, of the Miramichi, which con-
tributes so largely to the territorial revenue
of the province, should be liberally recog-
nised,

The local members  present, Mesars.
O’Brien and Fish, said they bad no doubt
that the local government would recoguise
the claim®-of the proposed undertaking upon
it, Mr. O'Brien thinking that $1,000 at least,
in.the way of a special grant, would be
forghcoming,

It was unmistakeably the ‘sense of the
meeting that the uondertaking ought to be
carried oot under the auspices of the Sooie-
ty, while a special position in relation to it
should be accorded to members who sub-
soribed stook.

On motion of A. G. Dickson it was order-
ed ‘that a committee of ten be appointed
from the Board to orgsnise the scheme for
establishing the proposed Exhibition Build-
ing and track in connection therewith ; that
said committee get optione oan necessary
lands, get up a prospectus, ascertain what
stock or other subscriptions can be secured,
etg., and report to the Board on the call of
the president.

The committee was then nominated and
chasen as follows :—

The secretary said it was a part of the
business of this meeting to select representa-
tives of the society to attend the meeting of
the . Provincial Farmers’ sod Dairymen's
Association, which was to meet in Frederic-
ton at some time during the legislative
session,

Measrs, Geo. E Fisher and George Dick-
son were appointed as representative and
alternate respectively to the F. & D, Associ-
ation.

The subject of a bridge to facilitate traffic
aod general intercourse between Chatham
sod Newcastle and other communities locat-
ed north and south of the Miramichi, next
came up for discussion.

It was argued that while the incorporated
towns and other communities interested had
undoubted olaims upon the local govern-
ment in the matter, they had a right also
to olaim assistance in the construction of
the proposed bridge from the Dominion gov-
ernment, which, through its ocanal depart-
ment, built many important and costly
highwsy bridges in Ontario, as well as in
the province of Quebec,

It was also stated that in cousequence of
the adoption of the heaviest type of engine
for freight traffic on the I. C. R., it was
intended that the iron superstructures of the
Miramichi and other similar bridges, were
to be replaced with heavier ones of steel,
and that an opportunity would be, in this
way, afforded to the Dominion government
to materially assist in the construction of the
proposed highway bridge betweea Chatham
and Newcastlé and thus, in part, compen-
sate the Miramichi for the witholding in the
past of its just proportion of Dominion
support for needed public works, buildings,
wharves, etc.

One speaker said he understood that it
was arranged siready that the superstruc-
ture of at least one of the Miramichi railway
bridges was to go to Prince Edward Island,
and it was probable that the other was
promised elsewhere.

Mr, Creagl d on the
ity which had ised _tae g
to-day aund said it augered well for the com-
munitiés from Loggieville to Bridgetown, at
least, whose interesis were identical. They
would, no doubt, be one with Chatham and
Newcastle in this bridge matter, and join in
impressing its importance upon the local as
well as the Dominion government.

On motion of D. G. Smith, seconded by
J. D. Creaghan, it was ordered that the
Board of this society memorialise the Local
and Dominion governments urging upon
them the clsims of the people of the Mira-
amichi to a bridge across the river between
Chatham and Newocastle.

The resolution was carried ananimously,

Mayor Winslow, of Chatham said he felt
that he vould guarantee that similar action
weuld be taken by the Town Couneil.

Ald, Oreaghsn of Newcastlie said he had
no doabt that Newcastle Town Council
would take similar sction,

They have thirty-four
points, measure from the ends of the palms
in front of the eyes fo the top 42 inches on
the left side and forty inches oo the right.
The spread is 31} inches, wbich is very
large, for caribou boras do not extend later-
ally as moose borns do, being, in that
respect, more like thoss of the elk. Our
readers who own large caribon heads sre
requested to look them over and measare
them, aud if anyone has a larger specimen
we will be pleased to hear from - him.

The recent announcement of a Ger-
man physician, Dr. Koppe, that dis-
tilled water—that is, chemically pure
water—is poisonous, has aroused much
comment, chiefly adverse. The Nation-
al Druggist announces that it has been
quite overwhelmed with letters on the
subject, most of them in refutation of
Dr. Koppe's views. One of these from
Dr. Homer Wakefield, is given in full
as “containing in a condensed form
all the arguments advanced in the oth-
er articles. Says Dr. Wakefield: .

“This remarkable article deduces
that distilled water is a ‘ dangerous
protoplasmic poison,” because of the
absence of organic contaminations. It
should be added here that rain-water
ag it falls from the clouds, is aerated
distilled water; it is the most health-
ful known . . Physicians know it
is the besi solvent of inorganic con-
cretions' in the body, and engineers
know it is the best boiler compound,
following the use of hard water and
the consequent formation of hard in-
crustations. While it is true that
stagnant rain-water, contained in foul
cisterns, full of all kinds of contam-
ination, is unfit ror drinking or cook-
ing, it Is also true that there is noth-
ing more wholesome than pure distill-
ed water, tightly corkred in clean bot-
tles protected from contamination of
even impure air. Pure water, well
corked, never gets stale.

“ As to the inorganic constiiuents
of ordinary ‘hard' drinking waters
much might be said, bui suffice it to
say that lime and other minerals, in
quantities in drinking water, often
prove injurious to the imbiber, Ly the
formation in the system of inscluble
compounds, in the gall-bladder, kid-
neys, bladder, etc. Nature's demands
for bone-forming material is much

water, hard or soft.

“The assertion that pure walevr tak-
en into the stomach causes complaints
of ‘weak stomach,” belching, etc., is
the purest rot; it is evident that if
belching was excited by a drink of wa-
ter it was caused either by motor
nerve simulation from its tempera-
ture, or an alkaline, hard water was
taken into an acid-containing stomach,
which resulted in effervescence, Moun-
tain streams, when not drinkable, are
not pure, as contended, but generally
heavily laden with lime and other
powerful alkalies. It must not be in-
ferred from the above that Iam op-
posed to all alkaline waters—not at
all; but pure, not impure water, is
the thing (o drink, except when in cer-
tain cases certain alkalies are demand-
ed by the system; then they may be
added to pure water, or otherwise pure
water containing them may be used.
Extreme purity, is a virtue, not a fault
of water. Beware of an author who
contends that contaminated water is
conducive to health.”

Comments on Dr. Koppe’s paper are
not all adverse, however, as witness
the following from the American Kit-
chen Garden, the writer of which con-
tends that while distilled water may
be very well when taken medicinally,
it is not a good beverage, except for
those who are overeating. He says:

“ Distilled water taken on an empty
stomach would tend to leach out the
cells with which it came in contact,
and we know that the life of the cell
depends upon the maintenance of its
contents at a certain standard. This
is a well-established fact, and not as
one advertisement implies, a vision of
a mad microscopist. The testimony of
physicians that the prolonged use of
distilled water has a tendency tode-
crease the body weight shows a les-
sening of nutritive power in the is-
sues. Most persons eat enough salt
on their food to bring up the average,
and many persons in middle life, and
after, eat too much of all kinds of
food and drink too little fluid, so that
for them a course of distilled water
may be most Leneficial, carrying away
an excess which would be harmful. If
an individual over forty, is living on
potatoes pared #efore cooking, white
bread, unsalted butter, cream, fruit
and sugar, then distilled water would
be superfluous, if not bharmful; but
if the diet is rich in meat, in cereals,
in milk, and abundant at that, it is
very probable that distilled water
would remove more of the excess than
would a hard water taken as a bever-
