Newcastle, Oct.'12 At this morning’s 

session of the convention of the Union of 
New Brunswick Municipalities a paper on 
taxation was read by Aid Stuart of New­
castle. Few thoughtful men, lie said, 
will contend that the prevailing system 
of municipal taxation in Northumber­
land county is fair or reasonable, either 
in theory or pract’ce. And many who 
have enquired into it denounce it as de­
cidedly wrong in principle and vicious 11 
its practical application. Our municipal 
taxes are derived from the lew of a cer­
tain pep - ntaee on the assessed value of 
land, buildings and other improvements ;

Also Bank of ComuYrce Has a Consider- 
able Foothold.

(Montreal Herald.)
Ottawa, Oct. 10--The government that 

preceded Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s was open­
ly on the best of terms with one of the 
great railway companies, the Canadian 
Pacific. It was a Conservative govern­
ment which presid чі over the birth of 
that company, and nourished it with 
public funds i ud Dominion lands, so 
that the close relationship ot the two was 
not surorising.

The Laurier administration, in like 
manner, if not in like measure, promot­
ed the creation and growth of the Grand 
Trunk Railway Companv, with the re­
sult that ’here was in the mind of the 
c mntry an impression that the govern­
ment and the company were oil terms of 
more intimate friendship than existed 
between the former and either of the two 
other transcontinental svstems.

THE NEW RAILWAY FACTOR. .
It has been assumed, as a matter of 

course, that the Burden administration 
and the Canadian Pacific would resume 
those relations which clipracterized the 
company and the last Conservative gov­
ernment. But a new factor has entered 
into the situation, the Canadian Northern 
Railway Company. To day it is being 
broadly charged, not by Liberals but by 
dissatisfied Conservatives that Mr. Bor 
den was surrendered to the Mackenzie 
and Maun influence, and that his Cabi­
net is a Mackenzie and Mann Cabinet.

or Who Will Control Mr. 
Borden ?

Professor VV. L. Grant of Queen’s 
University', contributes to the Queen's 
Quarterly, an interesting article upon 
the problems which Mr. R. L. Bord­
en has to face in the work which lies 
befoie him. He lays stress upon the 
tariff issue, and, admitting that the 
Conservatives owe their success to 
“the big financial interests,” he asks 
whether Mr. Borden will be able to 
control them or whether they will 
control him. The most interesting 
features of the article are as follows:-

Mr. Borden’s chief difficulty will 
eventually come in connection with 
the tariff. He stands pledged to a 
tariff commission of experts and the 
idea is at first sight inviting. If the 
experts are to be merely "members of 
the Civil Service who will collect in­
formation, it is all to the good; we 
badly need such a departmental 
branch as that in the United States 
which in the recent negotiation furn­
ished the American commissioners 
with information altogether supetior 
in detail and in accuracy to that at 
the service of Mr. Fielding and Mr 
Paterson.

But if the experts are to advise, as 
well as to collect information, the dif­
ficulties will begin. Imagine the de­
liberations of a commission consist­
ing of Prof. Skelton, Prof. Leacock 
and Mr. Coates ! Probably, however 
Mr. Borden’s experts will be tame ex­
perts and the tariff will continue to 
be controlled by politicians.

THE BIG INTERESTS
This is indeed a real danger of 

Mr. Borden’s position, for he owes 
his election in large part to the big 
financial interests, and the greatest 
danger to Canada today is not annex­
ation, nor clericalism, nor militarism, 
nor militarism, but the big financial 
interests. Millionaires, though not 
necessarily to be suspected are still 
less to be defied. We cannot do 
without great financiers and manu­
facturers, and go back to an agricult­
ural Arcady, but the struggle at pres 
ent being waged in the United States 
shows us the danger. We 
learned much front the example of 
the Americans, but so also have the 
interests.

Ten Th:usand Documents Church Inter­
ference.

'J oronto, Oct. 7- -With the Church court 
of every denominational body committed 
to a policy of opposition towards the Ne 
Temere Decree, a new' and powerful 
movement has been started by the 
Evangelical Alliance of Canada at a meet 
mg held in Toronto. Every leading 
Church of Canadian Protestantism was 
represented. Ten thousand documents 
will be issued at once, setting forth a case 
against the Decree.

A public educational campaign by mean 
of a large mass meeting will be at once 
iuaugerated. Finally a monster petition 
will be taken by a deputation to the Bor­
den government and a demand will be 
made that the marriage law's of Canada 
will be placed beyond church interference

F03ITI0NS OF GOVERNMENT
Premier Borden and his Cabinet will, 

in effect, be asked to set aside the Ne 
Temere Decree as an invasion of the 
rights of the Canadian Parliament and 
those of certain of the provinces. Peti­
tions will also be laid before every Pro­
vincial Government in the Dominion. 
As British Columbia and Prince Edward 
Island control their own marriage laws 
and retain the privelege of granting di­
vorces, separale requests will be made of 
them. The Government of Ontario will 
asked to take steps at the earliest possible 
moment to ha ve the Court of Appeal de­
termine tlie extent and jurisdiction of 
the Pro\ince, and of the Parliament of 
Canada on the subject of marriage laws.

New Finance Minister Will
Have Easy Sfarf.

Ottawa, Ont. 6. The new Minister of 
Finance in the Borden administration 
when he enters upon his duties will find 
a buoyant treasury.

The conditions which exist are in mar­
ked contrast to those with which Mr. 
Fielding had to contend when he became 
minister of finance in 1896.

Mr. Fielding leaves an overflowing 
treasury, and a balance sheet for the six 
months of the fiscal year which provides 
his successor with material for a most 
prosperous budget. There are no out­
standing temporary loans or other float­
ing debt. There is no funded debt to 
mature for some months to come. Pros­
perous as were the finances of the last 
fiscal year, those of the current year up 
to the present time are still better.

The expenditure of the six months 
chargeable to consolidated fund is in ex­
cess of the corresponding period last year 
by about $800,000. But on the other 
side of the account the revenue shows an 
increase of nearly $8,000,000 over that of 
the corresponding period a year ago. 
There is a corresponding reduction too 
in the expenditure on capital account.

Tlie net result of the sid months oper­
ation is that the Dominion Treasury is 
better off than at the same date last year 
to the extent of about a halt million dol­
lars. On the whole operation of last year 
the increase of net debt was only three 
quarter millions of dollars.

For the current year, even if there is 
no improvement during the next six 
months, the Minister of Finance will be 
able to provide for every expenditure of 
every kii.d whether chargeable to capital 
or income, and have a substantial bal­
ance to go to reduction of the public debt 
V ith this prosperous condition of finance 
and with tlie Dominion credit at its high­
est standing Mr. Fielding hands over the 
Department of Finance to his successor 
under conditions which should make 
tilings exceptionally easy so far as money 
matters go, for the new minister.-Mont- 
real Witness.

For the years 1909, 1910 and 1911 the 
comparative quality of crops at the end 
of September was (airly uniform for 
wheat, oats, harlev and rye; out peas, 
beans, buckwheat, mixed grains and flax 
were lower this year by eight to twelve 
percent. Fodder crops, including roots 
and corn, are unchanged for the three 
years. The condition of potatoes, which 
is 76.78, is the same as last year, but 
13.80 less than two years ago.

The comparative condition of fodder 
and root crops for the Dominion at the 
end of September ranges from 82 to 87 
per cent, of alfalfa 79.55 per cent, and of 
potatoes 76.78 per cent, and is generally 
lower in Ontario than elsewhere. The 
Maritime provinces and the Noithwest 
provinces give 90 per cent, and over for 
potatoes and nearly as good for other 
field roots.

The Census enumeration ot field crops 
taken in June shows for the Northwest 
provinces together with Ontario and the 
Maritime provinces an area of 9,990,021 
acres wheat, 7,661,862 acres oats. 1.291,-
