ArmioLe 1.—This Association, composed only of Ministers and Delegates; who
shall be members of the Churches which they represent, shall be styled "ﬂe
E. N. B. Baptist Association,”

ArmoLe 2.—The Association shall meet annually, at 2 o’clock, p. ., on the
second Thursday of July, at such ‘;l!m a8 they shall appoint; notice ot
which shall be given in the Minutes. The meeting shall be opened with Social
Conference ; after which, the Officers and Committees shall be appointed.
Every meeting held by adjournment from time to time during the session ot
the Association, shall be oganed and concluded by prayer.

ArrioLs 3.—Each Church shall have the privilege of sending one Delegate,
or more; but no Church, however numerous, shall be entitled to a greater
number than five, in addition to their Pastor. g

ArmioLs 4.—At each meeting of the Association, the Delegates shall deliver to
the Clerk of the greceding year immediately on their-arrival, the letters from
the Churches; a list of the Delegates lmving been prepared by the Clerk, their
names shall be called, and they shall take their places. The Moderator of the
preceding year shall call the vote for a Moderator, by ballot, without nomination,
and the person who shall be chosen by & majority of the members ;I)resent, shall,
upon his t , lead the ting to the choice of & Clerk, It shall be the
duty of the Moderator to preside in all the tr ti of the ting, no-

teC ittees, and tain due order among the members. It shall be the
duty of the Clerk to keep a fair und impartial record of all the oings of the As-
wcmixon durinf the session, and furnish a correct copy of the same for the press.

Arr'ous 5.—It shall be the duty of each Church to send by its Messengers a
letter o the Association, ivinﬁ an account of its state, particularly of the ad-
dition® and diminution within the last year; und generally, of whatever relates
to itspeace and ]{:'osperity, together with the whole number of members in
comm union. It shall also forward money for the printing of the Minutes.

AnticL 6.—When any Church shall desire admittance into this body, applica-
tion must be made by letter, and satisfactory evidence furnished of their faith
and order: this being done, and a vote of acceptance taken, the Moderator shall,
in behalf of the Association, give to one of their Messengers (if any be present)
the right hand of fellowship.

AxrrioLe 7.—When & Church shall neglect to make any communication to the
Association for three years successively, it shall be considered as having with-
drawn from us, and shall be dropped from the Minutes, unless two or more
members request its continuance, and shall engage to enquire into its standing,
an report at the next meeting of the Association, . » X

ArricLs 8.—Although as an Association, we disclaim %all power over the

hurches, so far as respects any interference with their independence and dis-

cipline, yet we deem it our privilege to judge for ourselves of the proi)riety of

¢ ntinuing any Church or Minister in our connexion, which to us shall appear
to be unscriptural in principle, or irregular in practice. In order, however, that
we may not withdraw our fellowship without sufficient reason, from any Church
or Minister against whom a complaiut is made by two members of this body, it
shall be the duty of the Association to appoint a Committee to investigate the
points of complaint, and report the result of their enquiries to the Association,
that they may decide as dul .y shall appear. . S

Report on Foreign Missions presented—

During the last year $588.81 have been expended, leaving a balance
of $16.78 due the Treasurer. The sum of $805.76 only has been raised
by both Associations in this Province last year. This is far beneath
what it should be, and far less than is sufficient to meet the wants of
the coming year.

We have learned with pleasure that Rev. Wm. George has offered
himself as a Missionary for the Foreign field, and has been accepted by
the Foreign Mission Board of the Lower Provinces. In addition, we
have Sister DeWolfe in Burmah, whose support must be provided for by
the Baptist Convention, of which we form a part, and will necessarily
increase our liability.

We would recommend every church to make a collection for Foreign
Missions at their first Prayer meetings in each month,

Our brethren in the United States and old Oanada are setting us a
worthy example. Never since the awakeniog of Christian Missionary
zeal have the followers of Christ made more determined efforts and
costly sacrifices for the fulfilment of the promise that * the little one
shall become a thousand, and the small one a great nation,” than are
now being made. Fields near home, on either side of us—Newfound-
Jand and the N. W. Territory—invite our labour. Wthile the far off
heathen are remembered, let us give the bread of life to our heathen
neighbors, Labour in one field should not interfere with action in the
other. Our motto, as of our Bl.?t.ist fathers, should be, ** Attempt great

things and expect great things.”

McKenzie, M. A., E. C, Cady, M. 4., I. E. Bill, andwany others,
The encomiums passed upon the Teachers by the examiners and the
press were very gratifying, and richly deserved; and we would specially
call the attention of our people to the fact that their sons and daughters
Teceive as good a training at our Seminary as at any other institution,
Theological instruction was also imparted to three students durisg the
year.

We ought not to rest content with present attainments, but each year
should w?tness an increasing effort to outdo the past. Much time has
been spent jn talking down and striving to pull down. A few years of
honest effort in the other direction (added to the successes of the past
four years), must tell {mmensely in our favor. Repairs that have long
been needed should be attended to without delay, Additional school-
room is required ; but as brethren who are acquainted with our needs
will be at the Associations, it will be unnecessary to enlarge on this point,

There is much to be done for our Institation. The Endowment
Fund shbuld not be lost sight of, and if the debt against the Saciety is
paid immediately, as we hope and believe it will, a commencement ought
to be made. Men love to invest in anything that bears the evidence
of life und looks as though it had a promise of success, Our Seminary
and Oollege aro intimately connected, and we hope while our people
give to sustain the feeder, they will also, for the futyre, more liberally
give to sustain Acadia—the ** Child of Providence.”

As bas already been made known, the Committee, with great reluc-
tance, accepted the resignation of the Rev. J. E, Hopper, as Principal,
and to him the denomination owe a debt of gratitude for the energy and
ability he displayed in the g t and the ful working up
of the Seminary. Wo suggest that the address presented to our es-
teemed brother on his retirement, and his reply thereto, be inserted in
the Minutes.

The Rev. Calvin Goodspeed, B. A., has been appointed Principal, and
from his educational attainments, we believe we are fully warranted 1n
expecting that the Institution will lose none of the favor gained for it
by his predecessor in office.

An addition of $200 to the Provincial grant was obtained last Session,
This now places the Male Department on an equality only with the
Male Departments of other similar Institutions. The Female Depart-
ment is not in receipt of any grant. This is a great injustice, but we
hope that another year will not be allowed to pass without the Execu-
tive granting our just demands, Either of two courses ought to be
adopted. Mete out even-handad justice to all, or do away entirely with
Denominational grants.

It has been a source of gratification and encouragement to know that
the request made last year, that the County Quarterly Meetings would
nm:mm the Institution ata Throne of Grace, was complied with.
We renow the request. Prayer is a power, If the Lord be on our
side, what can hinder our beloved Seminary’s growth and prosperity.
The third Thureday in February is a day gﬁnanlly observed on this
continent as a day of prayer for Colleges. rethren, do not forget to
pray for your Seminary on the anoual return of that day.
