‘L'he reputation
of the good ladies of the North lnd,
representted I believe tonight chiefly by
the Women’s Christian Temperance
Union of this locality, is something
gustain, They have earned this reputa~
tion in times past, and I think I nay say
they have justified it to the fullest pos-
sible degree. In entertaining us as they
have done we have but been dbserving
the traditional Bnglish custom of cele-
brating some grealt result achieved by
gatheting around a well-loaded table and
of participating in the hospitalities of the
board. :
Congratulated Workers.

“I desire tonight to congratulate who
are here tomight, representing -the great
body of the workers in the city and
county of St. John, who have won Hhis
great vidtory. In speaking of the result,
shall T say’ our victory? 1 think not. 1
oughlt rather to say, your victory; for, let
me say, that 1 feel with all sincerity that
the credit is exclusively yours. I do not
think it would have been possible to have
thrown more zeal and energy into a cam-
paign thin was evinced by the workers in
the city and county of St. Jchn, and 1n
no portion of it more conspicuously than
in the North End. (Cheers.) 1 canmot
feel that I could personally have been the
incentive to this effort because I happen
to be a minister of the crown. I am widd-
ing to assume that some little measure
was felt toward me on the part of those
who have known mre. I am willing to as-
sume that during the course of my public

life I have won some friends; but I can-

not justiy think that it was any personal
consideration which inspired the zeal and
effort that was put forth that day. 1 feel
that every man of you in your hearts
reallized there was a cause behind the ef-
fort you were making, behind the candi-
date you were supporting, and behind
the government which you rep'resennteq 5
that there was a cause which made it
worth your while to threw that power
and forve into the contest which brought
about such a triumphant result. (Cheers.)
1 congratulate ybu on that success, and
in doing so I think 1 may claim that you
have fought a good and square fight. You_
have fought a worthy fight, and one Of
whidh you need not be ashamed. I think
I can say that on my part I endeavored,

| as you endeavored, to carry out that ton-

test in a manly way. (Cheens.) We re-
sorted to no influence that would be un-
worthy of us as men. We appealed to
none of the feelings which ocught not to
be aroused. We sought to raise no per-
soral cries nor to make any personal at-
tacks upon our opponents. We did not
resort to any of those agencies of which
a man would be ashamed in his calmer
| and cooler moments. [ repeat, that we
fought a squarg and manly fight, and that

the Fight.

we won a square and manly victory.
There is nothing you have to regret, there
is mothing you have to recall, there is
nothing for which you need apologize. 1
therefore feel we ought to be content
with our conduct in the struggle.

The Losers’ Fight.

“Can we say as much in truth with re-
gard to our oppoments? L wich we colild.
It would be healthier for us in our elec-
tion fights if we coud. It wou'd afford
a better prospect for future struggles, be-
cause we will have such struggles, if we
couid regard in a different way the course
which our oppoments took. When 1 look
across this continent and see how the
closing struggles in this great election bat-
tle are being foughtt, and read in the pub-
lic press the means wihich are being re*
sorted to in ordeér to win a vietory, 1 am
led to ask myself the question whether
there does not reside in the great Liberal
party a monopoly of the tolerance and
epirit of patriotism which is the highest
ideal of loyalty. (Cheers.) Read the ut-
terances on the public platform by no less
a person than Sir Charles Hibbert Tup-
per and by Mr. Clarke Walldce, both of
whom have filled high positions in the
government of this country and who know
that we have different races and different
religious beliefs among our people, and
you will see how desperately they are en-
deavoring to set ohe class against an-
other, and one creed against another.
From the botitom of my heant I wish that
this jvere not the case, because every
lover of Camada must feel in his heart
that we should have unity among our
people, that we should dismiss from our
thought any question as to whether a man
is a Methodist, a Baptist, an Bpiscopalian
or a Catholic, whether he is Krench or
English. We ought to regard each otther
a%. Canadians, -and reaiize ‘at -the. sames
time that only by the heartiest co-oper-
ation can we hope ‘to ensure to our- do-
minion that prosperity and progress whica
judtly belongs t9 us,  (Cheers.)

The Question in St. John.

“The attention of all Canada was con-
centrated upon the contest in this city.
Why? Not simply because a minister of
the crown was on one side and an ex-
mifiister on the other. That would un-
doubtedly have given it a conspicuous
place in the public mind. It was due to
afiovher cause. It was due to the fact
that there was a guestion of special inter-
est and importance, wihich had been
brought into the campaign for the pur-
pose of creating a pamic ainong the elec-*
tors and ofleading them to vote other-
wise than they would have done under
ordinary circumstances. It was mnot an
ordinary political movement, nor was the
isste connected with the general policy
of the government. M was not a question
of administration which had been under
debate; It was an entirely new question
which had not previously been treated by
political parties. It was a quesbion be-
tween the government as represented by
the department of reilways on the one
hand, and the great corporation of the
Canadian Pacific railway on the other.. 1t
was that which chiefly accentuated the
contest, and T am bound to say that in
the result you fully realized my expec-
tations. You worked like ‘Trojans, you
stood your ground like men. (Uheers.)

St. Juhn Stood By the Right.

“I think that no higher tribute could
be paid to the sterling. manhood of the
peopie of the city and county of St. John
than was the result of that fight. You
had the power of that great corporation
arrayed against the candidate of the gov-
ernment. You had the most eloquent and
in some respedts the most able ex-min-
ister of the opposition as the champion
of the otier cause. He was here to pre-
sent every phase of the question that wus
calculated to excite your anxiety and
alanm.  But he failed. (Cheers.) Why?
Bécause the intelligence of the people oi
this constituency, and their solid manhood
stood them in good stead in the crisis.
And, sir, I wanit to say that no constitu-
ency could stand better in the esteem ot
the people of Canada than stands the con-
stituency which 1 have the honor to repre-
sent. (Cheers.) I want to tell you that
there is a warmth of feeling all over this
country towards you because you demon-
strated a fact which I think needed to
be demomstrated. You proved that there
is mo corporation so powerful that it is
greater than the people. (Cheers.) 1
have myself always felt that there was
an error in the mind of the great majority
of the people as to the real power of these
wlilway corporations. I admit their power
in a general way; but I think it has been
shown that the great railway corporations
are not as influential as they imagined
themselves to be. Now, I am no énemy
of railway corporations. I think I know
my own mind, and I know how I feel
toward them.  ¥or many things they are
blamed unjustly. Many things they are
expected to do they cannot reasonably
do. But they are corporations all
game, and it is needful that they should
be kept within proper dheck, and I. want
to express my cohfident opinion tonigh't
that from this thne forward they are
liable to be kept in proper dhieck. (Cheens.)

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HOW CINADIANS FOUGHT

Told by Mr. Fred’k Hamilton,
War Correspondent, Who

WAS WITH THE REGIMENT

Up to the Time it Arrived at Pre-
toria -- A Graphic Description
Ilustrated by Photographs of the
Fighters and of the Places Where
the Fighting Was Done.

Mr. Frederick Hamilton, the talented
and enterprising correspondent of the To-
vonto Globe with the first contingent,
had a full house at®the Mechanics’ Insti-
tute last evening, and was listened to
with the greatest attention as he told the
story of the Royal Canadian Regiment,
from the time it left Quebec in the Sar-
dinian umtil after many hard marches
and arduous contest it arrived at Pre-
toria. The lecture was illustrated by a
large number of lime light pictures from
photographs taken on the spot. - Consid-
ering the fact that these views were taken
under the most unfavorable circum-
stances, some of them while the operator
was under rifle fire, they weré very ex-
cellent and served to illustrate in a most
satisfactory manner the rds of the lec-
turer. Mr. Hamilton, who modestly Jkeeps
his own achievements on the field of bat-
tle in the background,‘is a slin gentle-
man who looks-almost too delicate for
the rough work”of a campaign. Yet no
correspondent who went to South Africa
did better work than he, and he beat
them all in sending the news of the batitle
of Paardeberg, the: contest in which our
men, so greatly distéhguished themselves.
Mr. Hemilton has & pleasing style, and
he was able to maké very clear the vat-
ious movements he undertook to' relate.
The delivery of his lectufe occupied an
hour and a haif, but,no ome thought it
ttoo long, indeed it Was necessarily greatly
abbreviiated, there were so many things
to tell.

Mayor Daniel introduced the lecturer
in a breif speech and explairied that there
woulld be an intermigsion of five minutes
duting which there wouldgbe some music.
The music was furnished the band of
the 62nd Regiment, which 'sent. so many
of its members to’the fiont, and the re-
| turned members. of Cotfipany “G” were
all present in their khaki uniforms.
BEvery one was pleased to know that Com-
pany “G” was so well thought of, and
the words of praise he gave the officers
and men of our New Brunswick comapny
were well received. He spoke very highly
of Capt. Jomes and -of Lieuts. Kaye and
MedLean, and our .people were glad to
know that their townsmen had done such
good service at the front.

Mr. Hamilton’s deseription of the battle
of Paardeberg, which was illustrated by
many views, was the most interesting por
tion of his lesture and it made clear to
many what bhad not been clear before,
The audience were partieularly interested
in the share taken by Company *“‘G” in
forcing the surrender of Crofije’s army,
Company “G” and Company “H” having
reached a position from which they could
enfilade the Boer trenches. For their
share in this battle the Royal Canadians
have won a high reputtation in the British
army anid (he reflection of their glory
has extended to all Canada and placed
the Canadian people in the most favorab'e
light before the people of the whole Brit-
ish empire.

ELECTRIC CANAL SYSTEM.
Belgium, Holland and France Will Adopt It.

New York, Nov. 29—Frank Hawley,
who has been commissioned by American
intterests to advocate the principle of elec-
tric propulsion for canals, has returned
to London from the continent, says the
Tribune’s London correspondent. He re:
ports that Plans for the electric canal
service- have been adopted in Belgium
and Holland and that France is getting
ready for the service, which is the same
as proposed for the Lrie canal. The en-
tire system will be introduced from the
United States.

A Medical Investigation Into a Butchery.

Ottawa, Nov., 29.—(Special)—The minis-
ter of justice has asked for a medical in-
vestigation into Morrison, of Moosenim,
N. W. 1., condemned to death for the
butchery of a whole family. There ap-
pears, from the meagre evidence at hand,
to be an entire absence of motive for the
hornible crime. Until such time as med-
ical report has been received the case
will nott be dealt with by the department.

Toronto, Nov. 29—A writ on behali of the
Dunlcp Pnuematic Tire Company, London,
England, was issued here yesterday against
Senator George A. Cox, Edward Gurney, E.
B. Ryckman, barrister, all of Toronto; War-
ren Y. Scper, Ottawa; Dunlop Tire Company,
Limited, of Canada, and American Dunlop
Tire Company, claiming damages to the
amount of a quanrter of a million dollars for
alleged breach of contract. The plaintiff com-
pany alleges the defendanits senit tires to
Australia in violation of a contract not to
ship tires out of America.

Victim of Criminal Operation.

Toronto, Nov. 20—Mrs. Margaret Milne, the
victim of a criminal operation alleged to
have been performed by Joseph E. Hazleton,
druggist, died last night. ‘Hazleton has been
under arr¢st for about a week, charged with
having performed the cperation. The charge
against him now is chauged to that of mur-
der.

A Warm Welcome by the British People—Will be?IIiiS;p_é_c: _
by Queen Victoria at Windsor Castle Today——-(l}engra'l;; 38

De Wet and Some British Commanders Are
Having a Warm Time in South Africa. & ;

London, Nov. 29.—A detachment- of
260 men belonging to the Royal Canadian
Regimentt, Colonel Otter commanding,
which have just reached England f{rom
South Africa by the Hawarden COastle,
arrived in London today and proceeded
to Kensington barracks.

Since their amival at Southampton,
whera they were welcomed by Major
General Robert MacGregor Stewart, the
Canadians have been greeted everywhere
with applause. (General Stewart made a
brief speech to the Canadians, during
whidh he said Englishmen rejoiced at
thefr bravery and deeds just as much as
they rejoiced over the honons achieved
by the home troops and their kinsmen
from all the colonies brought together by
the war. Colonél Otter expressed his
thanks for the sympathetic utterances,
and the Canadians took the train for Lon-
don.

The reception of the Canadians in
London wus most enthusiastic. Large
crowds at the rmailroad station cheered
and re-dheered them and the whole route
from the station to the barracks was
lined with similarly cordial throngs.

Flags, including many Canadian em-
blems, were displayed everywhere. The
men marched in splendid ovder and ap-
peared to be in perfedt condition. Wihile
they were drawn up in the barrack square
the Duke of Abercorn, chairman of the
reception committee, congratulated them
cn their achievements. General Trotter

| followed in a similar strain. He also read

a letter from the Duke of Connaught,
evlogizing the work of the Canadians.

The Canadians will proceed to Windsor
tomorrow forenoon and will be there re-
viewed, by the Queen.

Montreal, Nov. 20—The Star's special
cable from Iondon says the heartiest wel
come awaited the Canadians this after-
ncon, on reaching Addison Road station
from Southampton. As the train entered
the station a band of Scots Guards played
the national anthem and the crowds outside
the station who had been waiting for sev-
eral houts, cheered enthusiasticully. Cheers
were renewed as Col. Otter alighted witl:
Col. Buchan, and Captains Fiset, Macdon-
nell, Burstall, Lawless, Mason and Almond,
and Lieutenants Swift, Caldwell, Lafferty,
Temple, Carpenter and 280 men. Along
crowded streets and headed by the band
of the Scots Guards and Cold Stream
Guards, the Canadians marched to Ken-
sington Barracks, meeting with the warmesi
reception en route. At the barracks they
were formally received by the Duke of
Aberdcorn, Lord Grey and others on be-
half of the reception committee. The ac-
commodation at the barracks was most
comTortable. The officers are quartered
in Kensington Palace hotel which has
painful interest for Canadians inasmuch
as Sir John Thompson stayed there the
night before his tragic death at Windsor
Castle. The Canadians spent a quiet even-
ing tonight, having declined all invitations.
Tomorrow they will be received by the
Queen at Windsor, and on Monday by
the Prince of Wales at Albany Barracks.
The contingent will sail for Canada De-
cember 10.

The Telegram’s special cable from Lon-
don says: Lord Strathcona, Canadian High
Commissioner, headed a deputation of
prominent people that assembled this
morning to greet the officers and men of
the Royal Canadian Regiment. on their ar-
rival in this ety from Southampton,
where they landed a few hours before,
from the ITawarden Castle, fresh {rom
South Africa. Among those who accom-
panied Lord Strathcona and welcomed in
hearty British styvle his fellow countrymen,
who have won the admiration of the
mother country for their deeds of valor
on the battlefield, were the Earl of On-
slow, formerly governor of New Zealand
and under secretary for the colonies, and
Major-General 1.

At the Barracks Col. Otter read to his
men the Duke of Connaught’s letter of
welcome. General Trotter also heartily
welcomed _ the. contingent in a brief and
stirring speech.

KNOX HEADED BOERS OFF.

Some of the Dewetsdorp Booty Recap-

_ Cape Town, Nov. 29.—General Knox, by
a rapid march of 26 miles, succeeded in
getting in front of General De Wet, plac-
ing himself between the Boers and the
Orange River. De Wet is now helieved
to be going westward to join Hertzog af
Bemplaatz.

Coionel Pilcher had a smart skirmish
Tuesday, Nov. 27, with part of (eneral
De Wet’s command, wthich was convoying
loot captured at Dewetsdorp. The Boers
retreated, abandoning a portion of the
loot and a large number of horses. For-
mer-President Steyn and (General De Wet
were in ciose proximity to the scene of
the fighting, but they eluded the British.
The Boers were so tenacious that Colonel
Pilcher's men actually reached a position
within 30 yards of them, where revolver
qliots were exchanged. 'L'he Boers shelled
the British with 15-pounders captured at
Dewetsdorp.  Ex-President Steyn and
(General De Wet, who were breakfasting
at a farm near by, rode off to the west-
ward, leaving the British front clear. Lhe
British casualties were one man killed
and six men wounded. Several Boers who
had been wounded were found by the
British. Steyn and De Wet have since
been reporied to be encamped to the west-
ward between Helvetia and the railroad,
but the command appears to have broken
up into three bodies. Distviet Commis
sioner Boyle, of Dewetsdorp, remams in
the enstody of the burghres. Many far-
mers in the district haye joined General
De \Wet.

ltems of Interest for the Busy Housewife
and Others.

It is said that orange peel posscsses me-
dicinal properties, that it strengthens ke
digestive organs and invigorates tine
nerves, ‘that it is fragrant and, if properiy
erved, delicious. 1t is mot only usetul
as a preserve, but the syrup can be used
10 flavor cakes, pies and sauces. It makes
a good drink in ice water and is often
used by druggists to conceal the disagree:
able taste of some medicines.

To candy lemon or orange peel remove
the tthin veliow rind from the fruit. Place
it in strong salt and water for three days,
and soak it in clear cold water for 2%
liours. Then put the peel into a stew-
pan with plenty of water and let it sim-
mer until it is quite tender. Drain it,
put into a bowl und cover with a thick
wsyrup made of two pounds of sugar and
w pint of water, and let it stand for two
hours. Then boil the peel in the syrup
until it candies. Place it in a cool oven
to dry, and as soon as it i3 entirely coid,
store 1t in tins lined with paraffine paper.

Sliced mutton in chafing dish—Have
yeady six good-sized but thin slices of mut-
ton, six olives cuv fine, or two tablespoons
©of capers minced, six teaspoons of grape
or pluim jelly, or the swme amount of to0-
anato catsup or sauce, one level teaspoon
of cornstarch, and one-half cup of gravy,
muation broth or hot water. Put the
water, jelly and olives into the braiser,
when boiling add the butter. Stir til it
iis thick and smooth, then add the meat,
walt to taste, and cook a few minutes.
Serve very hot directly from the braiser
and pass with it thin skices of brown
bread or Greham wafers.

Ice cream freezers ana all utensils that
#urn with cranks and have oil in their
wearings, should not be left in water, as
whe oil s thus washed out and the uten-
wils quickly spoiled. Clean well with clear,
thot water and a brush immediately after
using and dry thoroughly before putting
away.

combingtion, so we will give here merely
a few suggestions for the Tlhanksgiving
minee pies. In cooking mince meat the
apples are often cooked with all the other
ingredients, but it takes longer to cook
them an syrup than in water; the syrup
tooghens them somewnat, therefore cook
{them. first in water or the meat liquor.
C.trgn, orange and Jemon peel Tequire
longer cooking than is usally given them,
and they should be stewed tender in &
little water and then chopped fine and
added to the meat. Currants urc noit
sritable in mince pies, although they are
often used. Be more genercus with rais-

ins and cook them with the apples. Also,
use prezervied strawberries, — peaches,

quinces or the popuiar tutsi frutti mix-
ture, or any left over portions of jelly.
Before putting on the top crust’ put 2
little Turkish rose paste, or a {few drops
of rose water, or fresi lemon juice on eacit
pie; it will Drighten and improve the

flavor greatly, but do not err by putting

on any mucotked raising, for the baking
is mot sufficis nt to cools them as soft a3
they should ‘be to be wholesome.
It is mot mecessary to stew the apples
if the mmnetaneat is not to be kept any
time, antl ,some persons prefer the one
cooking in-the oven, as the flavor is more
like that of the freshly baked upple pie.
But raising, pranes and other dried iruits
chould first De softened by stewing. .
When boiled meat is hard and toug?
the fault #3 due to allowing it to boil
rapidly, instjead of simmering, after it has
once boiled: up; exceptng in ‘the case of
salt meat, # shouid on no account be put
into cold wmvater, as this will draw. the
juices out af the meat and leave it taste-
less and sodden.

Big Returns From Investment.

Lunn, a salesman for the Elm City Lum-
ber Co., of this city, was arrested here
today by United States government au-
thomities on a ‘technical charge, alleging
the use of the mails for fraudulent pui-
poses.

for the company was placed in a box
rented by a man giving his name as
Geo. B. McDougall. It is asserted that
Lunn and McDougall are one and the
same. Lunn is held under bonds for a
hearing next Monday. He is marriei,
aged about 38 years and has had a good

reputation among his business associates.

COASTING STEAMERS.

The attention of the public has been
particularly called this year to the safety
of cousting steamers by the Toss of the
Monticello and $t. Olaf, the latter having
been lost in mhe Gulf of St Lawrence.
Some of the newspapers are condemning
the use of sidewheel steamers as cogsters,
but we think that tlis general condem-
pation of such vessels is not ‘based on
good grounds. No doubt in some T2-
spedts a screw steamer B a
worthy versel than a paddle steamer. Yet
for many yeans the steamers which crossed
the Atlantic were propelled by paddles,
and none of them met with any accidents
which were due soldy to this fact. A
paddle steamer may be dizalbled by her
paddles being broker, but @ screw steimer
may aiso be disabled by the breaking of the
blade of her progeller or by tue loss oi the
propeiler altogetier. The stcamers of the
International line, which have run for
forty years between St. John and Bos-
ton, without any foss of life from wreck-
age, 'have all been paddle boats with onc
exception. Tney thave gone safely to thewr
destination because they have been care
fully managed, and a proper regard paid
to 'the weather signals. If a steamer 18
structurally weak, o as to be uafit to
stamd the sea, $i makes but little differ-
ence whether che is a screw or paddle
steamsiip, the result in either case will
be a disasater. The great point is for the
inspector appointed by the governmen't
to soe that the sSteamships which run in
the Bay of Fundy, and other inland
waters of Canada, are strong and sea”
wortthy, and ‘the owners of these vessds,
in addition to making them strong and
scawoithy, ought to take. great care that
they arc under the cconmand of efficient
and caveful men, wiil  take uo
clrances, and who. have a due sense of
their responsibility for the lives of those
whom fthey are carrying as paksengers.

THE TAXATION OF SMALL INCOMES.

Bay of Fundy for half a cenftury, and the
circumstances attending her case .seem
to be altogether exceptional. We think
that when the verdict is given it will be
found that her captain acted with ex-
treme rashness in going to sea in the face
of so violent a gale as that which was re-
ported on the coast.

THE RIVER IS CLOSED.

The dlosing of the miver St. Jobn in
former times was the great event of the
scason. It cut off suddenly the communi-
cations between the city of St. Jchn and

‘those places on the -river with wihch it

did business by means of steamboats in
the summer. The people of Fredericton
and other towns were albogether depen-
dent on the miver for the transport of
heavy goods, because the cost of carriage
in the case of such goods was too large
to admit of them being taken otherwise
than by waler. Every Frederictcm store-
keeper had to lay in a six months’ stock
of whaltever he had to sell, and to be cer-
tain it would reach him before the river
closed. This condition of affairs lsted
uitil within thirty years when the rail-
way from St. John to Fredericton was
opened. Then the people of Fredericton
were able to change the'r system and pur-
chase goods as they required them, kmow-
ing that they could get them to their
destination at any time without excessive
charges. Fredericton, Woodstock, An-
dover and Grand Falls now do not de-
pend on the river for their supplies, buit
smaller towns like Gagetown, Oromocto
and other districts still have to depend
on the river for t{mansportation. Ter-
hops some day we shall have a railway
running along the bank of the river, or at
all events a poition of the distance, which
will place tthese small towns in a better
position, but for the present this has not
been realized. No doubt a considerable
part of the backwardness of the counties
of Queen's and Sunbury is due to the faci
that they have such poor communication
with the outside world in the wmter.
These wourties possess a fertile soil, and
everything apparently that is needed to
make them prosperous, yet they do not
increase in population as they ouglt to do,
and possibly the cause we have mention-
el is responsilie for it. The great secret
of prosperity in any country is to have
good communications, and althcugh it
would sometimes seem that ‘too much
money has been expen‘deéi in Canada on
railways, which are mot earning dividends,
on the whole the policy of the successive
aovernments for the encouragement of
raiftway building has feen a good one.

Kruger, it is said, became very violent
and excited when he was told by a re
porter of the London Daily Mail that
Great Buitain 'would ignore ail attempts
to secure arbitration. Mr. Kruger's ef-
forts to obtain arbitration after he has been
scundly thrashed and driven out of this
country, are rather ludricous. If the re-
sult had been otherwise and Mr. Iruger
had been able to overrun Cape Coloay and
Natal, he would have been able to find
many good reasons againet arbitration.
The time for arbitration was before ‘the
war commenced, and not when it is prac-
tically finished.

R. he utiterly denied
the story that he or the government had
made any concessions to induce them to
come to St. Juln this winter.

The London Canadian Gazette published
a list of articles purchased in Canada for
the British government and for the
Indian government which shows that our
manufacturies have been well patronized.
The list includes saddlery, great coats,
)khaki, trousers, serge frocks and transport
wagons, and  also a large order for wooden
huts, while hay, oats and other articles
have also been supplied. The whole
amount expended in Canada in supplies
for the Brit'sh government reached a
total cf upwards of $4,000,000.

This country has had more than. its
share of severe storms during the last two
or three weeks, and it is to be hoped that
we shall now have some fine weather to
make up for the bad weather we have
been cxperiencing. The loss of lifeg on this
coast in consequence of the storms of {he
autuinn, has been greater than for mauy
years, and the loss of property has alco
been very considerable.

TALKNG TAXES,

Some Members of the Board
of Trade

DISCUSS EXEMPTIONS.

e e g

They Decide Salaries Up to Three
Hundred Dollars Should Be Ex-
empt and That a Hundred Dol-
lars Should Be Taken From Five
Hundred Salaries,

At a special mee!ing on Tucsday the
board of trade took action on the pro-
posal to recommend exemption of tax-
ation on smaller incomes. Mr. W. F.
Hathewuy’s proposition, put as a motion
at a xecent meeting, was dhanged
somewhat and passed by the meeting. It
will be sent to the common,council and
the city’s representatives in the legisla-
ture. There was a lengthy discussion of
mwany points beiore the vote was taken
and then the amended proposition was
unanimously adopted.

Mr. G. Wetmore Merritt presided in
the absence of President Moclaughiin.
Those present were Messrs. W. Ifrank
Haltheway, W. M. Jarvis, G. Fred Fisher,
W. S. Fisher, F. L. Potts, E. A. Good-
win, John Sealy, 1. A. Dykeman, P L
Hall, W. E. Earle, John E. lrvine, E B
Fairweather and F. A. Peters.

The moton of Mr. Hatheway, which
had been held over for further discussion,
provided” for request to the common coun-
cil to take steps to exempt from taxation
incomes of $400 and under and to increase
the poll tax fiom 32 to $3, franchise to
be granted on such poll tax.

As having moved the dajournment, Mr.
W. 8. Fisher was cilled on. He said his
object in moving the adjournment had
been to prevent any hasty action. He
had since gathered some data. He s=poke
of the difficulty of equitably dividing the
taxaticn. 1le thought the feeling was one
of desire to relieve the man who had a
hard time to mnke both ends meet, who
with his family had to suffer privations.
He found that every $2,500 loss in income
to the city meant increase of one point
in the percentage of taxation. Thus the
present rate was $1.53. Take $2,500 from
the income and the rate would rise to
%1.5{. Exemption of taxation of the $100,
$200 and $300 incomes awith no increase
in poll tax would mean a loss of $13,000
or five points increases ixemption of
these, with poll tax increased to $3 would
mean a loss of $7,000 in income or three
points increase in rate. Exemption of the
$100, $200 and $300 incomes with a reduc-
tion of $100 from the $400 and $500 in-
comes and no charge in poll’ tax would
mean a loss of $17,000 or seven points in-
crease in rate. Under these conditions,
but with ‘the ‘poll tax raised to %3, the
loss. would be $13,000 or five points in-
crease in ralte of taxation.

Mr. Hatheway here said he felt that in
these figuring ‘there should be considered
a loss of 50 per cent. in the fact that dhat
amount of the smaller taxes were mnot
paid.  Mr. Kisher said the figures had
been given him as net.

Mr. Fisher moved as amendment to Mr.
Hatheway's resolution that the common
council be asked to take steps to exempt
all incomes of $300 and under and to
make a reduction of $100 in valuing in-
comes of $1400 and $300, and that the poli
tax be $3. i

Mr. W. M. Jarvis thought this
proached nearly to manhood sufirage.

Mr. Fisher said he also had some figures
given him by Chairman of Assessors Me-
tobbic. His calculaticn under the terms
of the amendment wuas practically tie
same as his own (Mr. Tisher’s). It would
make the rate $1.58 1-2 instead of $1.53.

Contiruing, Mr. Fisher said that there
were this vear 9,288 poils. There were
290 incomes of $100 which were taxed
$3.50; 930 incomes of $200, taxed %5.06,
and 1320 incomes of $300, taxed $0.59.
This meant that 4,270 people would, by
the plan of the amendment, be relieved
of ail but poll tax. !

Mr. G. Fred Fisher said he thought the
amendment an improvement on the mo-
tion. KEstimates on the subject differed
somewhat and some ‘he had differed from
Mr. Hatheway's but were not very far
from. Mr. W. N. Fisher's. He had found
that of the levy of 1892 there remained
3.08 pee cenlt. uncollected in 1899; of the
1893 levy the percentage was 2.62; of tihe
1894 levy it was 2.51; oY the 1894 levy,
3.35; of the 1895 levy, 2.70; of the 1896
levy, 4.09; of the 1898 levy, 6.59; and of
the 1899 levy, 21.99 per cent. He thought
that Mr. Hatheway's estimate of the loss
to the city through non-puyment of the
smaller income taxes was too high. Mr.
Hatheway made it some $19,000. Mr.
Fizher thought it would not be more than
$12,000. He seconded the amendment.

Mr. W. M. Jarvis spoke of the diversity
of taxation systems. Some one of these
must be right and he thought it sirange
Jhat so many systems should exist in a
community. Dehind it he thought was the
wonderful shifting of taxation. He praised
Mr. McRobbie for the work he had done
as chairman of assessors. He (Mr. Jarvis)
had also collected some figures. He had
been under the impresson that many
small incomes mnever paid their taxes.
But he found that of taking the year 1892
—only 3.08 per ceut. of the total tax was
unpaid. This was not a very heavy per-
centage. e had not heen able to tell how
this amount was divided among the class-
es of income but it would be important
to know. Mr. Jarvis- expressed himself
favorable to reducing the lower incomes’
taxes. He felt it might bring people to the
community. At any rate he was willing to
pay his share of increased taxation. He
pointed out that smaller incomes paid
more in proportion than the larger ones,
and said this was unfair. A man of $3,600
income paid $49 taxes or somecthing over
11 per cent., while the man of €300 income
puid $6.50 taxes, a percentuge of over
two. He d.d not think it fair that his em-
ploye shounld bave to pay a higher per-
centage thau himself. If anything, it
ghould be less, for the employe would not
have properiy to be protected. Ilis wish
was o see a living expense allowed from
incomes up to $1,000,

Mr. W. E. Earle made the point that
the proposed scheme would relieve the
%100 man of only 53 cents on a rate of
$1.53. The $200 man would have $2.06 re-
lief and the$300 man, $3.59, so that those
whom it was sought most to benefit would

Mr. F. L. Potts sugzested t}mt'm;my
working men would not thank the board for
decreasing the tax, for they felt landlords
would add it to rentals. What he favored
was a reduction of the poll tax to $1.

Mr. Hatheway said that two and a half
years after the levy of 1895 was made,
there.remained 54 per cent. of that year's
taxes uncollected, and he felt assured that
the shortage was very largely in the case
of small incomes. Mr. Jarvis agread that it
was 8o very largely.

Mr. F A. Dykeman spoke of the in-
justice of taxing houshoid furniture. He
urged action at; this meeting. Mr. Johu E.
Irvine spoke briefly and then Mr. Fisher's
amendment was adopted as follows, Mr.
Hatheway supporting it as he felt the
board should be unanimous: .

That in the opinion of this board of
trade, all incomes of $360 and under should
Le exempt from taxation, and {further
that a reduction of $100 be made in the
taxable valuation of incomes of $1060 and
$500; and that the poll tax shall be chang-
ed from $2 to $3.

It was resolved to send copies to the
mayor and common council and to the
city’s representatives in the legislature.
The meeting then adjourned 7 !

OPINION ON THE PHILIPPINES.

Taft Says They Are a Great
Asset.

Cincinnati, 0., Nov. 27.—Judge Tait,
president of the Philippine comaission,
in a letter to a fniend in ithis city, speaks
of the resources and needs of the islands
as follows: 44

“With these islands completely pacitied
they are fur and away the best possess-
jons in the Orient for purposes of trade
and development. Their climate is belter
than the climate of any tropical country I
know and the capacity for aguicultural,
mineral and commercial development
would seem to be unlimited. Xven with
the unsettled condition of the country as
it is, the tonnage of the vessels coming
into the harbor of Manila, excluding the
government t1anspoits, is double what it
ever was in Spanish times and the same
ting is true of the inter-island tonnage.
With the construetion of wagon roads and
raiiroads through these islands, the op-
pontunities for development cannot be
cxaggerated. These people ave a people
who take to the luxuries of life, emjoy
geod clothes and comforts and markets
among them for cotton goods, for canned
goods, for flour, for petroleum and for
machinery can be created in a wonderfully
short time.

“One of the things that is needed here
is the introduction of American busimess
methods. The establishment of two or
three large American business houses (ve-
tail or wholesale) carrying into business
the same methods that prevail at home,
would do wonders for the business stan-
dards of these islands.”

An Open Meeting in the Chamber of

New York, Nov. 27—An open meeting
to devise ways and means to restrict vice in
this city was held at the chamber of
commerce this afternoon. The meeting was
called to order by Morris K. Jessup, presi-
dent of the chamler, who mixde a state-
ment as to its object.

On motion cf former Mayor Abram S.
Hewitt, Charles Stewart Smith was made
chairman, and George Foster  Peabody
secretary. A letter was read from Bishop:

So they passéd from my sight into
the regions of the honeymoon.

An Armed Conimunity.

I only stayed a few days amongst the
Basutos, but, short as my stay was, I arv
rived at the conclusion that the sooner
they are disarmed the better. There are
hundreds of white women living upon
isolated farms within “éasy riding distance
of the Basuto villages, and as we are dis-
arming the husbands and brothers of these
women it 'is our solemn duty to see that
the black warriors have not means within
their reach to injure those whom we have
left practically defenceless. Onrs is  grave
responsibility. in regard to this matter.
Just at present the native warriors are
quiet in their kraals, but a day will surely
dawn when the younger and more turbul-
ent fighting men will lust for the excite-
ment of war. They look upon the Boer
farmers who dwell near their borders as
so many interlopers whose title deeds were
signed by the rifle, and they long for the
time to come when they can .sweep them
backwards with the strong arm. They never
speak of the land close to their border as
the Tree State. They call, it with deadly
significance , the “Conquered territory,”
and the idea of reconquest is strong in
their minds. Of old {ime the Boer farmers
stood ever ready to defend what they had
conquered with the rifle, and the nigger
had learned to dread the Dutch vifle as he
dreads few things in'this world. Today"he
knows that the Boer is helpless, amd is
unsparing in' hi¥ insolénce to his old time
foe. Later on friction between the white
man, and the black is certain to ensue,
and if he has the upper hand the black
man will not stop at mere insolence.

T don’t know héw the imperial pavlia-
nient midy feel about it, but I do know that
if there is wrong ‘doné the Boers by the
blacks, the South African farmers of Brit-
ish blood will rise like one man to defend
the men and women of their own color.
They will never permit the black man to
dominate the white, and that will cause
friction between the Colonists and . the
finperial government. There is more in
this than may meet the eye at the first
glante, for if the Colonists rise to battle
with the blacks the imperial troops will
have to assist them whether the govern-
ment of the day likes or dislikes it, or else
we shall see the Colonists of our own blood
clamouring for the withdrawal of British
rule in South Afriea, and we shall liear
again the cry for a South African republic.
Not a “Dutch” South African republic réxt
time, but a Dblended nationality, and

Colonial Britons and Colonial Dutchmen §

will be found fighting side by side under
one flag, for one common cause. i

A Warning.

Surely, if it is not wise to allow the
whites. to carry ams, it is not wise or
right to allow sixty thousand fierce fight-
ing. men to remain fully equipped and
mounted. To me it seems that now; whilst
we have two hundred and fifty thousand
fighting men in Africa to overawe and in-
timidate the warriors, we should take from
them, by force if necessary, evervthing in
the shape of warlike weapons. White men
are not permitted in any of our colonies to

ride or strut about the country armed to.

the teeth. Therefore, I' ask, why should
these blacks be privileged to do what Aus
tralians or Canadians are forbidden to do?
They ,have no valid excuse for being in
possession of weapons of war. They have
now no enemies capable of attacking them
upon their borders. There is no animal
life of -a savage or dangerous character
near them, and their armament is a men-
ace to the public safety. If their young
men will not settle down to the.peaceful
‘calling of hushandmen, tillers of the soil,
‘and breeders of stock, let them be drafted
into our army for service abroad. If there
is not enough for ‘tlie more elderly men to
do in ‘the farming line, let them turn their
energies ‘towards the’ development of the

“diamond mines and gold mines that lie

within their horders—mines which at pres-
Jnt they will not- work themselves,
allow’ any whité'man to work.

I have spent a good many years of my
life exploring new mineral territory. ant
have seen much of ‘the best auriferous
country kriown to modern times, but that
Basuto country ought, in my estimation, to
be one of the richést gems in the Brit'sh
diadem. That good payable gold-bearing
rock exists there I know beyvond auestion.
T alss know bhevond all doubt that dia-
thonds are to be easily won from the soil,
and T amthoroughly cognisant of the fact
that at least one, and 1 heclieve many,
quicksilver mines, can be located there.
Others who know the country well have
told me of coal and tin and silver mines,
and samples have been #hown to me which
made my mouth water. Yet ull this wealth,
which mature’s generous hand has scat-
tered so liberally for the use of mankind,
is jealously locked away year by year by
men . who in their savage state have no
use for it themselves, vet will not, upon
any consideration whatever, grant a min-
ing eoncession to a ‘white man, no mafter
what that white man’s natienality may be.

Intyre in the Domville-Fowler case took a
sensational turn today and as a Tes
Lsulg of a protestsy Mr. Skinner the elec-
tion may be declared jpvalid. The ballots
used were Drinted, it is alleged, on paper
other ‘than That ‘supplied dy the elerk of
the crown in dhancery. -

Judge Wedderburn opened his court hy
reading lhis decision. upon the objectidgns
raised on November 24 by counsel against
granting « recount, each of which was
considered with much detail, but_in each
case with a eonclusion adverse to the
contention of counsel, the final decision
dlosing as follows: -

“I have carefully considered all, T think,
of* the preliminary objections raised and
discussed with so much ability by counsel
on both sides, and ‘I have arrived at the
conclusion that I ought not to stop the
inquiry at - this stage on the objections
raised. 1 therefore disallow the prelim-
inary objections.”

* The bag comtaining the returns were
then brought from a cell in the jail, where
they ‘had been kept by the eheriff. The
judge then read what he is ‘required by
statute to do in a recount, viz: 1st, to
count the used and counted ballots; 2nd,
to, count the rejected ballots; = 3rd, to
‘eount the spoiled ballots. The first en-
velope taken out was the return of the
deputy returning officer of polling district
No. 15 of Kingston, where the return
gives 86 ballots for Fowler and 103 for
Domville,” a' total quantity of ballots of
139. i
| At this stage Mr. Milligan, counsel for
‘Col. Domville, called for the polling book
to. show that the number éntered thereon
corresponded “with the number of baliots
returned. ;

The judge decided that that would be
a question for an election court, but not
‘for a .court of recount. -
" The fitst ballot was taken out, where-
‘upon Mr. Skinner, counsel for Col. Dom-
ville, objected that the ballot was not
printed or marked on the paper supplied
‘by the clerk of the crown in chancery as
required by section 48, sub-section 4, of
the Dominion  Election Aect. Sub-section
7 provides that an affidavit of the printer
¢hall be made and furnished to the Te-
turning officers that the paper on Awihich
the bailots were printed was furnished
by the clerk of the crown in chancery,
and he should demand that this affidavit
be produced under instructions issued by
the clerk of the crown. The ballot i3
to shiow a water-mark through the, centre
when held up to the light, which does
not appear on the ballot produced, and
therefore could not have 'been supplied
by the clerk of the crown.

Mr. Currey objected that such an ob-
jection mot having been made before the
deputy returning officer’when the ballots
were counted: it could not now be enter-
tained. Thers was a prolonged discussion,

| in which Mr. Skinner claimed the right

to bring the returning officer, the printer
of the ballots,and the clérk of the crown

the time, under seations 80 and ‘81, and
that the sai¢ =ections are binding and
obligaltory on all panties, and that the
judge on recount upoh this ballot should
allow it, and I do hereby, allow and cast
the ballot.” .

By consent of all panties. the court ad-
journed till Wednesday, December 5, at

Among the race of gadabouts are
those who neglect their- homes in
order that_they may attend to insti-
tutions that are really excellent and
do not so much ask for help as de-
mand it. I am acquainted, as You
are, with' women who. are members
of so many boards of direction of
benevolent instilutions, and have to
stand at a booth in so many fairs,
and must collect funds for so many
philanthropic mectings, and are ex-
pected to be in so many diflerent
places at the same time that their
children are left to the care of irre-
sponsible servants, and ii the little
ones wanted to say their prayers at
their mother’s knge they would never
say their evening prayers at all. Such
a woman makes her otvn hoine so un-
attractive that the husband spends
his evenings at the clubhouse or the
tavern. The children of that house
are as thoroughly orphan as any  of
the fatherless and motherless little
ones gathered in the orphanage for
which that gadabout woman is toil-
ing so industriously. By all means
let Christian women foster charitable
institutions and give them as much
of their time as they can spare, but
the first duty of that mother is the
duty she owes to her home.

though the world does not appreciate
the unobserved work heaven watches
and rewards. On the other hand,
vou have known women who are off
at weetings humanitarian and phil-
antlivopic, planning for the destitute

and the outcast, while their own
children went unwashed and  un-
kempt, their garments needing « re-
pairs, their manners impudent and

themselves a general nuisance to the
community in which they live.

The book of Samuel gives a photo-
graph of Mephibosheth lame in ‘both
feet. When we sce any one lame in
one foot or lame in both feet, we
alwayvs twonder by what aceident he
was lamed. Perhaps it may bhave
been in battle for his country, or he
may have ®een run over by some
reckless driver, or some explosion
did the damage. So you wonder how
Mephibosheth became lame in both
feet. The Bible for a good reason
gives us the particulars. It tells us
that when he was a child his nurse
dropped him. She must have dropped
him very hard, for he ncver. again
got over the effect of that fall. Long
after the accident we find him at
King David’s table, but still our at-
tention is called to the fact that his
fect were crippled, though so long
before his nurse dropped him. And
mark you that to-day in all depart-
ments of life there are these. crippled
in habits, crippled in morals, crip-
pled for all time. The accident hap-
pened in this way: Their mothers
were gadabouts and neglected their
‘homes,. and the Work -otbtra,.iﬂ'fng
them was given over to incompetent
nu¥ses,*and the nurses let them fall
into bad habits, told them deprav-
ing stories and gave them wrong
notions of life and practically ruinéd
them. DBut as Mephiboshcth Wwis
taken by King David into ‘the pal-
ace, and seated af the royal table,
so by the grace of the heavenly King
these unfontumate ones may yet be
seated at the King’s.tableuin - the
King’s palace, though the nurses did
drop them so that morally they were
lame in both feet. '’ Ariiie

One bad habit these gadabouts,
masculine or feminine, are sure to
get, and that is of scandal ‘distribu-
tion. They hear so many deleteri-
ous things about others and sece so
much of wrong bhehavior that they
are loaded up and loaded do¥wn with
the faults of others,” and they have
their eyes full, and their ears full,
and their hands full, and their
mouths full of defamation.

street gnd now up that, now .in ti:e
houss of many nansions, and now
in the choir of the temple, and now
on the walis, and now on the gates,

«until they would be chased down
and pushed out into the pandemo-
nium of backbiiers and slanderers
after  Jeremiah had eddressed them

in the words, ‘'Why gaddest thou
about so mueh to change thy way?”’

Now, what is the practical use of
the present discourse? This: Where-
as, so many have ruined themselves
and ruined others by becoming gad-
abouts atmong occupations, among
religious theorigs, among churches,
among neighborhoods; thercfore, re-
solved, that we will concentrate up-
on what is right thought'and right
behavior and waste no time in va-
cillations and indecisions and uncer-
tainties, running about in places
where we have no business to be.

Find
out Whether the Bible is true and
whether your nature is immortal,
and whether Christ is the divine and
only Saviour, and whether you nust
have him or be discomfited, - and
swwhether there will probably ever be
a more auspicious moment for your
becoming his adherent, and then
make thig 12 o’clock at noon of Nov.
25, 1900, the most illustrious min-
ute that you will ever have passed
since the day of, your birth until the
ten millionth cycle cf the coming

PARIS FAIR AND PAN-AMERICAN.

A Director of the Buffalo Exposition Com-
pares the Two.

P

Frederick W. Taylor, director of con-
cessions at the pan-American exposition
at Buffalo, recently returned from a tive
weeks’ Itrip to the Paris exposition where
he has made arrangements for the tr:
fer to the pan-American of some of
most popular amuzemenit features of
’aris fair.

On his return to Buffalo, Mr.
praised the Paris exposition as an exhibi-
tion of the products of the wor'd, but
criticized its management. Ile said, “the
amusement features of the fair were very
disappointing, both to the stockholders
and the visitors, as there was no especial
place provided for them, but instead they
were scattered in' a hap-hazard way about
the grounds, and therefore hard to nnd.
Besides this disadvantage none of the
buildings for exhibits were highted during
the evenings, and the principal porticns
of the grouwds were as dark: at nu..}n as
a deserted village.”” He attributed failure
of the many concessions to the fict thut
{hey were wokl outnight at <o mucda per
square foot {or the space occupied, instead
of being run on a percentage basis as s
being done at the pan-American exposi-
tion. 1n consequence of this outright saie
of privileges, the interesi of the company
ceased, and also many duplicate .couces
~ons were soid.

The South American countries ali had
elaborate displays,” says Mr. Tayloz, “al-
" though they were ovenhadowed ny the
older and richer countries. Dr. Day, our
-upelmtendcnt of mining, was wt Paris
in charge of the Standard Oil Compnay’s
exhibit. 1 had a long vis't with the South
American  representatives, and found
them enthusiastic about the pan-Amezican
exposition.

“Many persons fear that it w1l cost an
enormous sum to wwt all the features of
our exposition, hut it is really going to
be surprivingly cheap. None of the Mid-
way features- will charge over cents
admission, and prcbably nct over four
will chargz over 15 cents. The animal
¢how, volcano and cyclorama, which will
serve no reireshments and sell no sou-
venirs, will charge a little more than she
vest, \\'l..ch will have esxtra attraciions
inside, fuch as shows in tne theatres oi
the different villages, where a small ad
mission will be charged.

“1 think $6 will admit a person to
meu imporiant feature of the Midway,
where will be located the cnly exhibits
for which an extra admittance fee will bz
dlm -ged, and for $10 or $12 at the outside,

Biggest Salvage on Record.
Wiien the hig American line steamship
St. Pauvl ran aground in a dense fog on
ile Jensey beach near the lower end of

.Long Branch, before daylight on January

25, 1896, Cuptain (Mark, Lloyd’s agent in
New York, got word of it at four o’clock
in the morning, he cabled instantly to
London, and Lloyd’s was in possession of
the nenws at 8.30 a. m. The St. Paul had
been induiging in a spurt of speed with
the swif: Cumarder Campania, which in
moderate weather is nearly a knot faster
than the American ship; she got far out
of her course, missing the IMire Island
light, and drove up on the sands of the
Jersey coast. She was held in the em-
brace of the shelving beach for ten days.
The Campania was also reported to have
toudhed bottom by an observant life
saver patroiling the beach. Her com-
mander and her agents declared that this
was not so, but she undoubtedly came
within view of folks along the shore.
In the cargo of the St. Paul were one and
a quarter millions in gold consigned to a
firm in New York. 1t was essential that
this should be lanaed. Arrangements
were made with the Merritt-Chapman
Wrecking Company to have the stranded
liner hauled off. She and her cargo, in-
cdluding the gold, were heavily insured.
After it was found that it was going to
be very difficult to float the big ship, the
consignees of the geld, who needed it in
their business, appealed to Caplain Clurk
ws Lloyd’s agent to have it landed. It 1e-
mained aboard the wvesel {hree days; the
fact of 'it being there rendered the under-
writers liable for a heavier tax in the
event of the vessel being floated. Natur-
ally, the American line did not make any
dtrenuous efforts to have the bmllion dis-
charged, and just as naturaily Lloyd's
were anxious to get it off as quickly as
possible; for in the event of a storm aris-
ing and causing the destruction of the
dhip, the gold would have added so much
more to the loss of the underwriters.
Captain (lark chartered a steamer and of-
fered to take charge of the gold and land
it. Thereupon the captain obtained a
promise that the gokl wourld be landed im-
mediately. Thus the underwriters were
relieved of the further risk and expense
of floating the sirinded ship. The gold
was tran<fererd to sthe lighter Haggerty
down a sagging shute sugpestive stretch of
canvas in bags, kegs, and boxes. Twelve
men armed with revolvens guarded the
ltreasure as it was transferred from i
pier to a truck and taken to a wvault in
Wall street.

AMERICAN LEGISLATION.

Senator Hale Indicates the Subjects Con-
gress Must Deal With.

New York, Nov. 27—The commercial Ad-
vertiser’s Washington special  quotes
Senator Hale on the outlook for legisla-
tion at the coming session of congress: .

“We have won a great and deserved vic-
tory,” he says. “The people have express
ed their faith in the administration and
have committed the entire government to

congress. Our victory has been brought
!about by the votes of hundreds of thous-
'and of men who did not all agree on
everything that is claimed to be Repub-
licanism.

“The present conditions in China where
the administration has been singularly
wise and conservative, has shown us how
our Oriental experiments are likely to in-
volve us in every eastern complicatjon.

“What will be the best. thing to do in
the near future with the Philippine isl-
ands it is difiicult to say but the party and
the administration can be trusted.

“We must help the Cubans just as fast
as possible to set up their own government.
The business interests of ‘the island will
be in sympathy with us and all the Cuban
foreign policy will be largely subordinated
to ours but the Cubans have got to run
their own governmental machinery and the
sooner that is done the better,

“Porto Rico will take care of itself.

“Hawaii is showing that insular annexa-
tion is no easy thing to manage. Already
the popular vote has decided against- the
administration’s policy and against the
Republican party. I look for difficulties of
many kinds in the management of those
islands, but good sense and good judgment,
caution and conservatism will bring ehe
party and the country out all right.”

Senator Hale does not believe very much
will be done by congress this winter ex-
cept to pass appropriation bills.

“Perhaps the subsidy bill will pass,” he
says, “ and there may be some tinkering
with the army but sooner or later the lat-
ter will be found a hornets nest for con-
gress to deal with. I take it for granted
too, that we will pass a reapportionment
bill. I do not see anything at present that
will interfere with the prompt execution
of the work that is absolutely necessary,
which, if left undone would. necess1tate an
extra session of congress.”

The Story of General Rundle's
Final Coup.

Slap Kranz, August 1.—At last the blow
has fallen which (s shattered the Boer
canse in the Free State. There may be
a few skirmishes with scattered bands in
the mountain gorges beyond Harrismith,
but the backbone of the republic has been
broken beyond redemption. Sunday, the
30th of July, was big with fate, though
we who sat almost within the shadow of
the snow enshrouded hills of savage Basu-
toland at the dawning of that day knew
it not. It was a joyful day for us, though
pregnant with sorrow for the veldtsmen
who had fought so long and well-for their
doomed cause, for on that day our gen-
erais reaped the harvest which they had
sown with infinite patience and undaunit-
ed couruge. General Hunter, to whom
the chief command had just been given,
was there, surrounded by his staff, a sol-
dierly figure worthy of a nation’s trust;
Clements, keen faced, sharp voiced, with
alertness written in  each lineament:
Paget, whose fiery spirit spoke from his
mobile face, his blcod, hot as an Afghan
sun, flashing the workings of this mind
into bis face as sunlight flashes from
steel; and Rund'e, hawk-eyed and. stern,
no friend to Pressmen, but a soldier
every inch, one of those men whose hands
build empires. Had he been stripped of
modern gear that day, and placed in
Joman {trappings, one weuld ‘have looked
behind him to see if Caesar meant to
grace the show; but Qaesar was not there.

One of the greatest soidiers since the
world began was missing from our ranks,
the Hero Roberts, whose great intellect
had planned the coup whidh 'his generals’
had carried to maturity. Yet, though
Lord Roberts planned each general move,
an immense amount of actual work was
left to the generals. The country they
had to pass through was rugged and in-
hospitable. The foe they had to fight
was brave, resourceful, and well supplied
with all mumtions of war; a single mis-
take on the pamt of any one of them
would have wrecked the magnificent 'ph}ﬂ
of the commander-in-chief. But no mis:
takes were made; each general worked as
if his soul's salvation depended upon his
individual efforts. Where all are goud,
ax a rule it is hard to make a distinction;
in this instance one mian stands out
his fellows, and that man is Gen-
the commander
His task from

eral Sir Leslie Rundle,
of the Eighth Division.
the first was herculean. He had to hold a
line fully 100 miles in length; day after
day, week after week, the enemy tried
to break that line and pour their forces
into ithe territory we ‘had conquered. Had
they succeeded, they would have shaken
the whole of South Africa to its very
center. 'This task kept Sir Leslie Rundle
busy night and day. Wherever he camp-

ed, spies dogged his footsteps; black men
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and white men con:tantiy upon his track.
His every move was rapidiy reported to
our ever-watchful enemies. But, quick
as ‘the enemy undoubtedly were in all
their movements, General Rundle nullified
their efforts by his rapidity. So terribly
hard did he work his men that they nick-
named him “Rundle, the Tramp.” How
the -men stood it I cannot understand.
I know of no other men in all the world
who would have gone on as they did,
obeying orders without a murmur or a
whimper. They were savage at times over
the food they got, and smell bigme to
them, hut they never blamed their gen-
eral. They knew that ‘he gave them
plenty of the class of food that he could
lay thands upon. Had the general’s sup-
plies been in this pact of the country,
instead of being tied up in red-tape pack-
ages on the railway line, (General Rundle
would have kept his division fully sup
plied. The only food which he could
command, beef and mutton, he gave yith-
out stint. Had the war office authorities
attended to their end of the, work with
the same commendable zeal, half the hard-
ships of the camraign would have been
averted.

A Terrible Country.

If ever war was reduced to an absolute
science, it was upon this occa ion. On
the one hand, some 6,000 Boers on the de-
fensive,” armed with the ‘handiest quick-
firing rifle known to modern times, with
from 8 to 10 guns well supplied, with food
and ammunition, and backed by the most
awful country the eye of man ever restetd
upon—a country which they knew as a
child knows its mother’s face. On the
other hand, an attacking force of 30,000
men and guns. To read the number of
the opposing forces, one would think the
Boer task the effort of madmen, benit up-
on pational extinetion, but one glance at
the country would upset those calcula-
tions entirely. Every kopje was ‘& natural
position, every sluit a perfect line of
trenches, and every donga a nureery for
death.

To attempt to go intto every move maide
by our troops during #he months of May,
June and the early parts of July would
only prove dearisome to the averagc
reader; suffice it to say that finally we
got the burgher forces into the Caledon
Valley. This valley is about 28 nmiles
across its widest part. Properly speaking
it was not a valley at all, but a series
of valleys interepersed by great kopjes,
nearly all of which presenited an almost
impregnable appearance. The valley had
a number of outlets, which the Boers
fondly believed our people to be unac-
quaintted with. These outlets were known
as ‘“‘neks,” and were without exception
terribly rough places for a hostile force
to attack. Commando nek was upon the
southeast, facing towards Basutoland, This
wns merely a nmarrow pass runnipg up
over a jagged kopje, with two greater
kopjes on each side of it The hills all
round it were o placed that a number
of good marksmen thidden in the rocks
could easily sweep off thousands of an
enemy who attempted to take it by
gtorm. But that pass had to be taken be*
fore we oould claim to hold the Free
State in the hollow of our hand. Slab-
bert’s nek was merely @ huge gash in the
face of a cliff. It was the Boers' caus2-
way towards the north, their highway to
safety. Retief’s Nek lay to the westward,
and formed a grinning death trap for
any general who might try the foolisn
hazard of a singleshanded attack. Naauw-
poort Nek—ugly and uninviting—faced
southeast towards ITarrismith. Goldef
Gate, named by a satirist—or a satyr—
was merely a narrow chasm worn by wind
and weather through the girdle of moun-
tains, 1t.looked towands the east, and
was a mere pathway, which none but des-
perate soldiers driven to their last ex-
tremity wou'd think of using.

De Wet Breiks Through.

The Boers never dreamed that it was
possible for our troops to move with such
machinelike preesion as to hold every
nek at our merey. But whilst Rundle
held the ground to the south, and kepd
the Boens.for ever on the move by his
restless adtivity, (Clements and Paget
moved on Slabbert’s Nck, Hunter swept
down on Retief’s Nek, Naauwpoort Nek
was invested by Heoctor MacDonald,
Bruce Hamilton closed in upon Golden
Gate, and the great net was almost per-
fedt in its meshes. The enemy did not
realize ther danger until it was too late
for the great bulk of their force to es-
cape. , Commandant De Wet saw the im-
pending peril at the eleventh hour, and
tried hard to get his countrymen to fol
low him in a dash through Siabberts’
Nek; but very few of the burghers would
believe that the sword of fate was hang-
ing by so slim a thread over their heads.
In vain this ablé soldier of the republic
harangued them. Vain all this threats
and protestations. They cou'd mot and
would not believe him. Sullenly they sat
in their strongholds and watched Rundle;
they could see him, and that danger
which was present to their eyes, was the
only danger they would believe in, and
day by day, hour by hour, the cordon of
Britain’s might drew closer and closer,
until every link in the vast chain was
practically flawless. Then Commiandant
De Wet gathered around him about 1,800

of his most devoted fololwers, and with
ex-President Steyn in their ranks they
passed like ghosts of a falien people

through Slabbert’s Nek on towards the
Transvaal. How they managel to clude
the incoming Khaki wave some other pen
must tell. It was a splendid piece of work
on the rcpublican commandant’s part,
and history will not begrudge him the full
measure of praise due to him. Had Gen-
eral Prinsloo and his burghers been guided
by him, these pages had - never been writ-
ten, for when De Wet took ‘'his 1,800

Rose, Shamrock, and Thistle.

Rundle gave an order to Dniscoll, cap-
tain of the scouts, who had done such
good service to the Eighth Division.
Whalt passed between the general and the
Inish captain no man knows probably no
man willl ever know. But when Driscoll
rode up at the mad gallop so charaater-
istic of the man, there was that in lis
hard, ugly, wind4tanned face which spoke
of stern deeds to be dome. He did not
mide alone, this Irish-Indian voluntecr
captain—Rundle’s own aide, Lord Ken-
sington, of the 15th Hussars, was on his
right hand, and on his left TLieutenant
Roger Tempest, of the Scobs Guards who
lind been learning scouting under Dris-
coll were to accompany Driscoll’s Scouts.
That Jittle group was characteristic of the
future of the British empire. Two atis-
tocrats riding showrder to shoulder with
a wild darc-devel, whose rifle had crack-
ed over half the earth. England, Ireland,
and Scotland rode alone in front of the
adventurous band that day. It was: a
reckless ride, the captain on his grey
stallion, half a length in front, darted
through gullies, drew rein and unslung
rifles up hill, now standing in the stirTups
to. ease their cattle, now sitting tight in
the saddle to drive them over the open
veldt, taking every chance that a dare-
devil crew could take, pausing for nothing,
staying for nothing. Right into the town
of Fourieshurg they galloped, down from
their saddles they leaped, up went the
rifles, the foe poured in a few shots, and
appalled by the devlish audacity of the
deed, fled before a handful. Tt was a
proud moment then, when in the last
stronghold of the foe in all the Iree
State, Kensington, the aide of the gen-
eral of the Eighth Division with a little
band of officers grouped around him, with
the scouts and Scots Guards lying behind
cover, rifle in hand, pulled down the
Orange Tree State flag wn the very teeth
of the foe. Only a little band of officers,
Kensington, Driscoll, Davis, and Tembpest.
May their names be remembered when
the, wine cups flow!

«Qent in a Flag of Truce.”

On the night of the 28th of July, Culonel
Harley, chief staff officer, 8th Division, led
two companies of the Scots Guards in a
nightt atack on De Villier’s Drift, which
was to clear the way for the whole of
the 8th Division towards Fouriesburg.
The movement had been well and care-
fully pianned, and was neatly and expedi-
tiously carrvied out. The following day
we advanced in open order over the roll-
ing veldt; now and again a man paused,
lurdhed a little to one side, staggered
and fell, as ghot and shell dropped amongst
us, but the march forward never ceased,
never paused. Paget and Hunter were
with us now, and the lydite guns seemed
to dnive all the fight out of the foe. They
whild not stand. Paget’s artillerymen
dashed forward, unlimbered, and loosed
cn the foe with a recklessness of pergoua]
safetly that was almost wanton. Kvery
branch of the service was viemng- with its
neighbior to see who could take the most
chances in the game of war, and the very
recklessmess of the men was their safe-
guard, for their dash whipped the foe,
who now seemed to realise. that their
evil hour had at last. dawned. They sent
in a flag of truce, asking for the terms
on which they might surrender.

On the evening of the 20th of July we
knew that the enemy tere negotiating for
terms of peace, though things were kept
gecret a8 possible until the followiny day.
"Then we saw General Prinsloo rideé in with
his aide and surrender. - He met (eneral
Rundle first, and a few minutes later Gen-
eral Hunter and the three leaders rode
through the lines together. They were
closeted closely for some hours before the
final agreement could be arrived at. Prins-
loo wanted final terms for his men which
the British generals would not concede.
The final agreecment being that the burgh-
ers were to ride in and throw down their
arms under our flag. They were to be al-
lowed a riding hack to convey them to the
railway station, and each man was to re-
main in possess'on of his private effects.
More than this General Hunter would not
concede upon any terms. At one period
of the negotiations things became so strain-
ed that hostilities were almost re
newed, but the hoof commandant
was wise enough to realize that destiny
had decided against him and his burgher
band. He came from the conclave at last,
and gave an order in Dutch to his aide, an-
in a moment the horseman was flying to-
wards the Boer laager with the news that,
co far as they were concerned, the great
war of 1899 and 1900 was at an end.

Our troors had been drawn up in long
parallel lines, up over the slopes, over the
crest, and along the edge of “Victory
Hill.” They formed a lane of blood and
steel down which the conquered veldtsmen
had to march. Their guns were on their
flanks. the generals grouped in the centwe,
everything was hushed and still; there
was no sign of braggart triumph, no un-
seemly mirth, no swagger in the demeanor
of the troops. They had worked like men,
they carried their Jaurels with conscious
power and pride, but with no offensive
<how; it. was a sight which few men ever
Lehold, and none ever forget. The glory
of the skies, where everything that met
the eyve was brightest blue, edgad with
‘tainless whiteness, were above us, and
heneath our fet, and to right and left were
great valleys—not smiling like our English
vales, where sunlight runs through shad-
ows like laughter through tears, but vact
uncultivated gaps that grinned in sardonie
conquered, as
though to remind us that we were but
puppets in a passing show. Kopjes and
valleys may have looked unon many a

.grim page in war's history. Ravage chiefs,
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backed by savage hordes, have swept
across them many a time and oft. Pos-
sibly if the rocks had tongues. they could
tell us much of ancient armies, for this
land of Africa is old in blood and warlike
doings. But few more remarkable sights
than this upon which my eyes rested upon
the 30th July, 1900, have ever graced even
{his land of many wonders.

A Bitter Humiliation.

I looked along our lines, and saw our
coldiers standing patiently waiting for the
curtain to fall. I was proud of them, and
of the men who led them, for they had
won without one cruel stroke. No :ingle
human life had wantonly been wasted, no
dishonorable deed had smirched their arms.
No smoking ruins cried aloud to God for

retribution. No ountraged women
sobbed dry-eyed behind us. No
starving  children  fled  before the
kbaki wave: and in this last hour, an

hour preznant with humiliation and pain
to our enemies, there was the steady man-
liness which: spoke of the great dignity ot
a great nation. Out from the stillness
a bugle spoke from the lines of the Lein:
stera; the Scottish bagpipes, far away
down the hillside, took up the note with a
shrill scream of trinmph, like the chal-
lenge of an eagle in its eyrie. A rustle
ran along the lines. We caught the hum
of many voices, then the tramp of horses’
hoofs. A soldier slipped towards the spot
where our country’s flag was furled and
1eady; a moment later the Union Jack
¢pread out and hugged the breezes. Our
foemen rode towards the flag between the
lines of those whoze hands had placed it
there, and when they came abreast of it
they dropped their rifles and their bando-
liers, and with bent heads passed onwards.

Some were boys, so young that rifles
looked. unholy things in hands so. child-
like, others were old.men, grey and grizzl-

.ed, grim old tillers of thesoil, who looked

as hard as the rocky boulders against which
they leant. Many were in the pride of
manhood, but old or young, grey beard or
no beard at all, all of them seemed to real-
ize that they were a beaten people. All
day, ard for many days, they came to us
=nd laid their arms aside, until fully 4,000
had owned themselves our prisoners. We
gathered in the flocks and herds which
had been held by them as army stores,
and then we set to work to give the Iree
State peace and peaceful laws. Our next
step was to march upon Harrissmith, which
was merely an armed promenade, for the
real work of the campaign had been com-
pleted when, on Victory Hill, near Slap
Kranz, Commandant Prinsloo surrendered
with all his forces, excesting the few who
fled with DeWet and Olivier. So far as
the now defunct Orange Free State is con-
cerned the war is over entirely, as far as
any human agent can forsee. So thorough-
ly has our work been done that no armed
men hang in our rear to stir up dissatisfac-
tion or raise disputes. Our flag is the sym-
bol of victory in every village and town.
May it alwavs be the symbol of even-hand-
ed justice, for no power in all the world.
unless baclked by wise and pure laws, will
hold Africa for twenty years.

A Look Into the Future.

I have never before attempted to ex-
press.an opinion upon the future of Af-
rica, yet now when 1 have been nine
months at the front, when I have march-
ed through the Free State, from border to
border, noting carefully the demeanor of
the people we have conquered, and the
conduct of our troops towards those peo-
ple, 1 may be allowed by the more toler-
ant of the British public to express an
opinion. T do not see ‘‘white winged
1eace” brooding over this country. 1 see
a people beaten, broken,.out-generalled and
out-fought. I see a peoplé who, even when
whipped, maintain that the war has been
an unholy war, brewed and bred by a few
adventurers for sordid motives, and in my
peor opinion there is little in front of us
in South Africa but trouble and storm,
unless someone with a cleaner soul than
the ordinary politician remains in Africa
to represent our nation. Only one man
seems to me to stand out as fitted by God
and nature with the high qualities which
the ruler of Africa should possess. He is
a man who has the gift of leadership as
few men—ancient or modern—ever possess-
ed it, a man whose word is known to be
unbreakable, whose hands are clean, whose
record is stainless—the Field Marshal Lord

Yoberts. The man who is to rule South
Africa must be a great soldier, not u ty-
rant, not a martinet, not a bundle of red
tape t'ed up with a Downing street bow,
and adorned with frills. The negro trouble
is looming large on the African borders,
and the negro chiefs know that in Lord
Roberts they have their master. We must
not pander to them to the injury of the
Duteh, cr how are we to weld Dutch and
British into a national whole. Our gen-
erals have so conducted this ecampaign, es-
pecially this latter part of it, that not
only does -the Dutchman know that we
can fight, but he knows that we can be
generous with the splendid generosity of
a truly great people. Our generals, with
few exceptions, have left that record be-
hind them, for which n nation’s thanks
are due, and few have done more thau the
commander of the 8th Division, Sir Leslie
Rundle, who can say that only did he
never lose an English gun, but that never
did the enemy of his country succeed in
breaking through his lines. TFew men
placed as he was week after week, month
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During the seventeen years I have been

My heart always
se'ms to go out to them in their sufferings,
and when I have once more restored them
to health, I feel highly gratified, and that
my life is not being spent in vain, that it is
being given for the good of my fellow hu-
man beings, and what a number of friends
