question of provincial indemnity. P emier 
Gouin of Quebec presented the demand for 
the provinces in substantially the terms 
of the Quebec resolutions of two y.ars ago, 
urging that increasing population and ad­
ministration expenses entitled the provin­
cial governments t<> large capitalization al­
lowances.

There was some doubt as to the posh 
tion of Premier Whitney of Ontario and it 
was even suggested tha t he m ght oppos ? 
«the demand for an increase on the ground 
that Ontario would have to bear the major 
part in finding the money. It is uudjr- 
etood, however, that Mr. Whitney’s posi­
tion is that if there is any increase 
Ontario will accept its share.

The conference was opened by Sir Wil­
frid Laurier with an addre.ss of welcome to 
the provincial representatives, whom he 
said the federal government would be g'ad 
to meet at any time.
