He made his arrangements for
housekeeping with the air of & contented
bappy man and busband who knew mno
carc and anticipated no sorrow in the fu-
ture, and in a moment he commits an act
which takes away his lile and leaves others
years of grief and misery. Just previous
to his last breath Father Grace, of the
Catholic Church, asked him before his
wife if she (his wife) bad anything to do
with his'death, when ' he replied “no;”’
